4. Leyton Buzzard,Bedfordshire : Large single circle in a green
crop.

5. Near Wantage : Circle in 0il Seed rape.

6. Alton Barnes,Wiltshire : A single circle found in the corner
of a field out of sight.Probable genuine circle.

In an article from the Sussex Circular,by Andy Thomas, there
was a report of a circle,l1 mile wide,in a field in Spain.The
circle was found at the end of 1992.If you walked around the
rings making up the circle,it was estimated,you would walk
about 10 miles.

Following recent correspondence with Jan Williams of SCAN
dated 15.5.93,Jan was kind enough to draw my attention to the
following report :

3 crop circles found in Exmour last year,although they were not
reported extensively.The 3 circles were in a line,and occurred
within a week.All three were large,with tripodal discs around
them,and all produced positive results when dowsed.Two were in
cereal crops,but the third was in heather.according to an eye
witness,could not of been hoaxed.

Does anyone else know of this formation or have any press
reports relating to it.If you do,I would like to hear from you.

2. AIS(Mil) undertook very thorough tracing action but could reach no positive corclusion. Their radar replay
did show 2 primary requrn in the gencral arca but it was seca to move about like a light ac or helicopter at low level
No Mect or other ballooas could be traced which having been released could have reached this area/time nor which
could bave appeared black. The ozly possible exception o this was that some hot-air balloon pilots launch small
balloons which can be followed with a device called 2 “Wind Tracker®. Oae balloon pilot contacted had released
ballooas on the 6th/7th July but then not again until the 19th. On the 21st he tracked onc of his black balloons o

PART B: SUMMARY OF THE WORKING GROUF'S DISCUSSIONS

The only information available to the Working Group was the report from the pilot of the B737, photograpbs from
the radar recardings, and reports from the appropriate ATC and opexating auchorities. .

A ber d that the ber of sighdngs of ballooas and other unidentified objects scem to have become
more prevalent in the S and SE of the country. Members took note of the AIS(M) comment oa the primary returz
seea in the generel arca of the airmiss as being more akin (0 the movcment of a lighr ac or helicopter at low lewel.
They were at a loss to ideatify the reported object siace its shape and behaviour did not seem to fit any recnenisable
picce of aviation cquipment, while the temperature inversion made it ualikely that somerhing fike a picee of black
polythene could have been curied to that level It was agreed that this airmas was best desaribed as a confliction
between the B757 and the unid=rified object. Whilst members were unsure what damage could have ocaurred had
the object struck the B757 the general opinion was that there had beea a possible risk of collision.
