Portsmouth News : 11.12.93 : .. -

Astronomers Solve Mystery Of The Red Ufos • • •  

The mystery of the red ufos spotted streaking across the 
Portsmouth night sky has been solved. 

Several people rang The News last night to report sightings 
of the bazzare objects. 

Two days ago,a woman caller described the same phenomenon -
a huge,red light which left a blazing trail. 

Now local astronomers have come up with an answer. 
The sky-flares are caused by particles burning spectacularly 

as they enter the earth's atmosphere. 
David Briggs, a spokesman for the Hampshire Astronomical 

Group,which maintains regular night vigils at the Clanfield 
Observatory,said : ''It sounds as if they were fireballs,although 
it's very unusual if there were two. 

"Something the size of a pea or even a golfball which can be 
any colour depending on its composition - and it leaves a 
luminous trail. 

"There is a meteor sho,ver called the Geminids going on at 
the moment,and it is due to peak on the 13th". 

One witness, Mick Rogers, aged 40, of Queen Mary Road, 
Porchester,said : "It was red - very big and very bright - and 
left a blazing trail in its wake".

'The European Parlaiment's trade and technology 
sub-committee has given the go-ahead but British 
taxpayer's money must not be involved'. 

Sir Teddy said that the committee was also studying 
how far 'aliens are taking control of areas of outer 
space'. 

He added : 'They have come to the conclusion aliens 
have taken over parts of it,but they are not sure 
where.It all sounds very barmy to me'.
