Network First : UFO : 10.1.95 (1 Hour) :

I have been 1looking forward to this since the 18th of
October,when it was cancelled,but it fell a little short of
my expectations.As an introduction to Ufology,it was very good,
but there was one or two things I felt were not right (But this
may be due to me being a bit long in the tooth).Anyway,I
enjoyed the film footage,but each was 'Solved' straight away.
I found this a little disturbing,in that the Catalina Island
footage to my mind has never been truly solved (Anyone can say
it looked like a plane,but even when they closed in,it still
looked saucer shaped to me).Then there was the Concord film
footage,which I still believe is genuine.Il could not understand
the explanation,in that they said it was the camera moving,
yet Concord stayed centre of the film at all times and did not
move.Therefore if the camera was tilted downwards,Concord would
of been at the top of the screen,and 1like wise 1if tilted
upwards‘would of been at the bottom of the film.Also,the
'Object' comes down behind Concord,around underneath,and stops
dead ! (A controlled vehicle if ever I saw one).

This year they were caught out some-what,the formations
started earlier than usual,but then 0ld Doug stepped in and
announced to the Daily Mirror 26.9.94 "I missed my diet of
cornflakes'",and battle pursued again with peoples minds as the
goal ( have you noticed he often sports crop circle T-shirts
now ! ).But do they matter Doug and Dave,Irving and the Wessex
Sceptics,not 1in the slightest in my opinion,they are merely
trying to cloud the issue by imitating genuine formations and
make no mistake this is not land art as some call it,it is an
attempt to deceive and surely therefore it is a hoax.They will
always be one step behind the real Creators.The Crop Circle
phenomenon has served a purpose for some,it is shown then that
the circles are the proof if that was needed,that all is not
what it appears and someone is going on that does not involve
human hands be it Gaia,U.F.0O.s or Earth Spirits communicating
with Man,for that is the question not wether people made them
or not,for surely we have passed that hurdle now although many
still try to convince people otherwise.Neither science or
religion has the answers and they know it.I talked a while ago
to a Jehovah Witness about Crop circles the discussion went
something 1like : "Circles,well you see God said He would send
signs that would distract Man from his true path during this
dangerous time".

wonder? The implications are unpleasant and suggest to me dark
motives for being so relaxed.I think the powers that be are
very interested in the way we perceive them,I am sure that the
U.F.0. and Crop circle issue are dangerous thoughts for a mind
controlled public.



So who can you trust with regards to Crop circle
information? Listen to the accounts from both sides,Crop circle
believers and non-believers,but above all,visit the actual
Circles themselves - at least a dozen if possible,they speak
volumes - just listen to them.

To conclude I would say there is,without doubt,a genuine
paranormal event occurring each year "in our Crop fields,accept
this and then move on to higher ground,for that perhaps 1is
where the 'Circle Makers' really want us to go,not to go on
measuring and detecting with instruments their work,but to
accept we are wrong and have misled,and then climb out of our
own prison and escape,and in doing so achieve harmony with that
what really is.

Circles are a step up the ladder of our mental and spiritual
understanding,use it but don't study how the ladder is made nor
listen to those who say they can make them - as Dave Chorley
said "It's just flattened corn".
