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EDITORIALS

Sorry that the last 2 newsletters are a little late, but I am more or less back on the
rails, and the newsletter is now in full swing again. If you have sent anything that you
wanted included in recent newsletters, and it has not appeared, I am sorry, but I hope
to catch up with one or two things in the next few editions.

Well folks it happened, thats right you've guest it 7??? The Roswell autopsy video
was shown to the press on the 5th of may 1995. What press conference I hear you
say (Actually thats what I said when I received the following report...ED). The press
conference was held at the Museum of London at 1pm and was attended by some
well known faces :

George Wingfield, Rob Irving, Bob Kiviat (Fox/Paramount films), Philip Mantle, -
Michael Hesemann, Nick Pope MOD, Carlton Tv, BBC Radio 1, Daily Express,
NBC - USA, Many Other Media, Reg Presley, Ray Santilli, Harry (Santilli's
Accountant (I suppose he was there just to collect the entrance fee...!!!!), His
Office staff, Researchers from Italy and Germany (What about the British
Researchers.....7?7?), John Holman, Kent Jefries - USA (Who ?7??).

Everyone was frisked and NO cameras or recorders, etc were allowed inside the
theater. The film started with the following ‘The film you are about to see is taken from
16 mm original films on 3 minute-long canisters and were purchased from the person
who filmed it. All copyright is with Merlin Communications Ltd".

(Description of Film)....

At a table in a well-equipped (operating) theater (Are wetalking about the same film
here...I thought it was in a tent/barn...ED), two people in white outfits and hoods and
visors over eyes (all-in-one-suits) were inspecting the being. A third person was
observing from behind a glass screen in the wall of the theater : he/she (President
Truman I presume...??..ED) was also wearing an outfit with a large glass visor.

One of the surgeons looked closely at the body and was gesturing where he/she would
be cutting and pulling the legs apart inspecting the vagina (Oh come off it, you've got
to be kidding...ED).. The female being (I thought the body was covered in a white
sheet and how do we know its female apart from the obvious...ED). The female being
had no breasts. It had five fingers and a thumb (6 digets) on each hand and RP says he
counted six toes also (I could only see 5). The ears were smaller than ours and located
lower on the head than ours, level with the mouth. The head was larger (especially
behind) and the eyes were larger, at least as big as golf balls. It had a small nose and
small mouth, which was open. The body was very muscle-bound with very short,
stocky legs and larger human-looking feet. The belly was very large and looked 8
months pregnant, which it was not (It must be the Martian beer that does it...ED).



The ears had the same spiral trough as ours but was smooth and featureless above,
more simple and basic than ours. The surgeon cut from below the neck/chin down to
the vagina and I believe a tee-line outwards across the lower stomach. The chest and
stomach were exposed and the heart removed and placed into a tray with other
substances from around the immediate area. The lungs were removed from behind into
another tray. The camera was handheld, and would on occasion move in close, losing
focus (Some cameraman if he cannot focus a camera properly...ED) in so doing. The
flesh and attachments to the organs being removed were moving and responding to
those actions in a very convincing manner - as if real. There were small amounts of
fluids running down the side of the body when the body was opened and organs
removed. The color of the liquid was dark and bloodlike. After the organs were cut
out with a scalpel the surgeon cut a continuos line around the middle of the head and I
think over the top, and peeled back the skin from the rear to front over the eyes,
revealing the scalp. He took a saw and cut across the head and removed the brain with
other material and placed it into another tray. Before the brain procedure started the
surgeon removed a black lens layer from each eye, revealing white eyes just like ours
under it (This sounds a bit like the 1960's series U.F.O to me...ED). The eyes had
pupils like ours which were looking up into the head (as a deceased human would).
The single black layer of material was slightly disc-shaped to fit over the eye pupil. It
was as if a filter/contact lens had been fitted into the eye.

The right leg had a serious open wound, exposing the major bones from the lower
part of he upper leg to the middle calf area. The surgeon moved the leg, inspecting the
joint. A large clock was on the wall to the side of the table and the time I believe began
at 10.30 and was seen again around 11.25. A wall-mounted telephone was visible, as
were glass bottles and medical instruments. The body procedure looked very authentic
and in my opinion would have been hard to fake (Unless a real head body was being
used....ED), but perhaps not impossible with current techniques. At the end of the film,
the lights came on and with no comment people were expected to leave. I was talking
with Nick Pope (MOD) when a large group gathered at the rear of the theater around
Ray Santilli and minders (What...You 've got to be joking...ED), who were already
saying he will not answer questions and (that) the photographer is 80 odd (years old)
and does not want the questions and exposures (It is no wonder the press did not
report the meeting and nothing to my knowledge has been aired on Tv or
Radio...ED).No other questions were answered and he was whisked out with the
media and myself staying with him. I shook his hand earlier and he acknowledged me.
I asked him as we all crowded around him 'Will you be seeing us in your office?' he
said, 'Yes later'. A Tv interviewer said, '"How am I supposed to interview you without
being given access to any other material?'.

When I was interviewed by BBC Radio 1 outside, they told me that BBC Tv had
purchased a small amount of film and would be showing it next month (I assume
sometime in June...ED). It is believed that a major US media company has made a bid.
A fax bid was received on 3rd May from a group of Attorneys in Washington
representing an unnamed client (possibly U.S Government) offering 1.8 million dollars
for all materials to be returned to the USA. Mr. Takano (CA contact in Japan) faxed
me in USA thanking me for my help putting them in touch with Santilli and said Santilli
was going to fly to Hong Kong on.... May to show them the film.

(Well folks, there you have it... The second autopsy carried out on a dead Alien.
Now the questions are many and I wonder if it is the same footage that a number of



other people claim to of seen, see previous newsletter. So, there must of been other
autopsies carried out on other bodies recovered from the crashed saucer (If it was
from either Roswell or Corona). The plot gets thicker and thicker and the 'best, was
left for the media". I will leave you ponder over this, and I have the original transcript
for those of you that are interested....ED).

More than 250 UFO watchers swopped stories, books and videos as Havant hosted
the biggest-ever UFO conference in the South.

Enthusiasts for crop circles, paranormal happenings and earth lights came to
Warblington school from across the country for the day-long meeting.

They heard speakers explain the latest theories and recount new sightings, and
snapped up rarely-available photos, books and magazines on UFOs.

Speaker Busty Taylor, and Andover-based crop circle expert, said: "we have found a
material within the center of one crop circle that makes straw, chalk and dirt magnetic.

'We can't explain why, but analysts are still working on it. It was found in the center
of a crop circle in Wiltshire.

'It appears that crops seem to undergo some kind of heat transference like being
microwaved. That would be consistent with something hovering over the field.'

The conference, organized jointly by the Waterlooville-based Southern Paranormal
Investigators and Southampton UFO Group, included talks by experts in other
unexplained phenomena. There were also chances for members of the audience to tell
their own experiences.

(By this time, I had
seen exactly zero minutes of the first 2 lectures).

After lunch, it was time for Gordon Millington to take to the stage and present his
very interesting lecture, which was received with great enthusiasm by the audience.
The final speaker of the day was Malcolm Terry and again, he gave a very interesting
lecture which the audience appeared to appreciate. By now, we had around 30 minutes
to spare, and Myself, Roy Lake, Busty Taylor and Malcolm terry took to the stage for
20 minutes of questions and answers. As the clock struck 4pm, we closed the
conference and proceeded to clear up. Members of both Southern Paranormal
Investigations Group, SUFOG and Lionel Beer retired to the local hostelry to talk
about the day and to relax. I have had many people contact me, and tell me what a
great day they had and were wondering when the next conference will be held. Well
folks, we may well hold a 2 day conference in 1996 around April again and we hope
to have different speakers in attendance over the two days. We may well hold the
event in the same location, or move it to Southampton, where there are one or two
good hotels, and there is always Southampton University which has a lecture theater.

FIRST CROP CIRCLE REPORT OF 995

Well folks, the first crop circle formations of 1995 have appeared in England,
around the end of April. The formation has been found at Eccleston, near Chorley in
Lancashire and consists of 5 circles graded in size (A thought bubble) and a single
circle about half a mile away .First reports are that both formations are very rough
and has been found in a crop of Oil Seed Rape. This formation was closely followed
by the following 8 formation sights :

1. Overton Hill, Wiltshire : Formation like a childs handheld windmill on a stick.

2. Southfield, Wiltshire : One large circle and a smaller one.

3. Clay Hill, Near Warminster.

4. Kimpton nr Thruxton, Hampshire.

5. West Overton, Wiltshire : A Yin - Yang design.

6. Newhaven, Sussex : Double - Ringed circle in oil seed rape.

7. Danebury Hill, Wiltshire : A circle with standing crescent shape.

8. Kingsclere, Nr Basingstoke, Hampshire : Ringed circle connected to another circle

with two standing rings in it. Last circle in formation has a large crescent attached
to it.
