Whatever you may have heard, space is not the final frontier. Stanton T.Friedman,
the American UFO researcher, for example, prefers cosier concepts. I try to get people
to think of a local galactic neighbourhood,' says Friedman from his home in Canada.
‘The evidence is overwhelming that Earth is being visited by intelligently-controlled
extra-terrestrial spacecraft. There are 46 stars similar to our sun within 54 light years
of earth. That isn't too far for aliens to travel'.

Friedman, who gives a series of lectures in Britain starting tomorrow, believes he
will convince the most dogmatic sceptic of the existence of flying saucers. Other
scientists, he says (he himself has a nuclear physics degree) refuse to take UFO
research seriously, not only because they are ignorant of the data, but because they are
frightened of being laughed at - something he calls the 'laughter curtain'.

Recently, interest in Friedman's work has been revived by the infamous Roswell
Incident film, which surfaced early this year, purportedly showing an autopsy of aliens
recovered from a flying saucer which crashed in New Mexico in 1947. Friedman,
however, one of the first researchers to look at the case in detail, is sceptical : ‘I've
watched the film over and over again. I can't prove that it's a hoax but I couldn't find
anything that led me to believe it had anything to do with Roswell'.

Ultimately, though, whether or not you're prepared to be convinced, Friedman
promises an entertaining experience ; ‘I know what I'm talking about, I've done 37
years of study. I've been out there and I've heard all the questions'. Britain, Earth, next
week : all non-human life will be there.

The following is a transcript of Good Morning (Anne & Nick) with Ray Santilli and

Patrick Moore. I have included this, as I feel there are some of you that did not see the
item and Patrick Moore rounded his interview of with a very aptly :
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=Anne N=Nick S=Ray Santilli P = Patrick Moore.

: Do you Believe.

: I don't know. I know the film is genuine. I don't know if its a human with a
Chromosome disorder. I don't know if it is an Alien, not even the cameraman

knows.

: How do you know the films genuine ?

: I know the film is genuine, because we've conducted a series of tests on the film
itself. I believe that the cameraman is genuine.

: Its the cameraman that came to you and volunteered to give you this footage and
that he was working for the government at the time wasn't he ?

: He was working for the military yes.

: He was asked to take footage of this autopsy because it was an historical event ?

: Yes, this was 47 years ago. He was sent there initially to film what he believed was
the crash of a Russian spy plane. Once he arrived, he realised that it wasn't. He
doesn't still know to this day what the creatures were or what the vehicle was, he
was just there to do a job.

. So we have this footage inside the mortuary, have medical people seen this
footage ?

: Absolutely.

: What have they said about it ?

: Millions of dollars world wide have been spent investigating the film. Every medical
expert that has seen the film believes that the creature is flesh and blood and so far,
we are now 2 months after the release of the film. The film still maintains its
integrity and more positive than negative.

- And been big box office on Tv in the States .

: World wide success in the terms of broadcast, yes.
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How did the alien get here, in your opinion ?
I haven't got a clue < Smile >, I have very little knowledge of the subject ( But he
knows a man that does ... Editors note ) of UFO's.

: It all boils down to this incident which was known as the Roswell incident, which

is where it is thought something crash-landed on earth.

: Absolutely.
: were it a meteorite or what ever & various people were sent out to investigate and

from that time onwards everything was clouded in mystery. If it really did happen,
then it was hushed up, the witnesses hushed up, but something happened. Your
cameraman was there, he filmed that footage. If its a hoax, its a very elaborate one
isn'tit ?

: Well, when you have the person that made Jurassic Park, saying that they wouldn't

be able to do it, you have to wonder who would be able to do it and how many
millions of dollars would it take to make a film like that. The only answer is that the
film has to be genuine.

: Why did he give it to you of all people ?
: Its a very long story. but I was working on of all things a music documentary 3

years ago and this particular camera man during the 1950's was working for
Universal News as a freelance cameraman and to cut a very long story short, I
bought music footage from him for the documentary we were doing at the time
and at the end of that, he just as a passing comment said would you be interested
and started talking about what he did prior to 52, when he was in the military and
it was a straight forward cash transaction.

: But why didn't he give it to someone else ?
: A top UFO specialist in the United States ?
: Firstly, I don't think that he has a love for the subject of UFOs. He's middle

American, he's very religious. I was there, I'm English, and its very easy for him to
talk to a foreigner about parting with a piece of film, without any real comeback as
far as he was concerned. so I think I was just at the right place, at the right time.

: what was your reaction when you first saw this film ?
: Interest, confusion, but obviously there was no way I could let it go, I've got to

get involved.

: Why isn't there any sound on the film ?
: I think sound was recorded, but not on the film. There is a micro-phone there in

the footage itself, so you can see that sound was recorded.

: It is frustrating looking at it, because the camera never dwells on anything long

enough to get a really good look.

.- He's been criticised for that, but it was standard technique at the time. You know

if a surgeon moves in front of a cameraman and he's on a tripod then the shot will
be blocked, so he moves around. There has been many people who have talked
about the camera technique, that was standard for that time.

: It's amazing he was aloud to keep the stuff, especially if there was a cover-up.
. It was a real mix-up. Its another ridiculous story. he shot hundreds of reels of film.

he kept aside some reels for processing, because there was problems with the film
during the shot, and he sent the first batch off to Washington. he tried to get the
second batch picked up by Washington and they never did.
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But at the time, the Army and Air Force had just split, they were one unit, the
Army-Airforce and they split just afterwards and there was a great deal of
confusion internally and he just kept the film over the past 47 years.

: What do you believe ?

: In terms of what ?

: Isit an alien do you think ?

: I don't known. All I know is that the film is genuine & the creature is flesh and

blood, but I just don't know what it is, nor does the cameraman.

: I find it so hard to believe that if there are aliens, why should they look almost like

us ?

: That's a good point.

: if you believe Darwin, we evolved by accident.

: Did you say he doesn't know, but he was there.

: But he doesn't know where the creature comes from, he doesn't know what it is.
: But he filmed where it landed ?

: Absolutely.

: And where the crash was ?

: But there is also a very good argument to say that it could of been the Americans

experimenting at the time. I could be a human with a Chromosome disorder, which
is not unusual. So the Americans were certainly experimenting at the time. Could it
of been an American experiment or could it of been a flying saucer with ET's.

We just don't know.

: How much did you pay for it ?
: I didn't pay anything for it. The money that eventually we got to pay for the film,

came from Germany. But it was a significant amount, that was required to acquire
the film.

: Will we ever know who the cameraman is.

: Possibly, but not right now.

: Right.

: Have you made loads of money from the film ?

: No, not at all ( I have heard the sum $4 million mentioned somewhere .... Editors

note ..... ).

Patrick Moore was interviewed on the same program about 2 new video's he has

Just brought out about the Apollo missions, but here is what he had to say about Flying
Saucers and the film :

A

: What about other beings anywhere else in the universe.

: I'm quit sure there's plenty of it.

: Are you ?

- The point is, our sun is one of a hundred thousand million stars in our solar galaxy

alone and we know of a thousand million galaxies, so the total number of stars we
know to exist is staggeringly great. Now if your were to believe that our own,
perfectly ordinary, unimportant sun is the only one to be attended by a people
planet, but saying that is one thing, proving its quit another. And these things are
going to get many light years away and of course all the Flying Saucer stories are
absolute rubbish.



: You actually think so. You don't think there's any aliens that have visited us.

: No.

: But you actually saw what you thought was a Flying Saucer ?

: < Laughing > Long long ago, I was in my observatory mapping the Moon, in my
Moon mapping days. suddenly a whole cloud of Flying Saucers were coming
towards me. The Martians have arrived at last, only the following day did I finally
work out what it was. It was of course pollen coming down the moon beams
