EDITORIAL,

This past month also saw a large number of television programs and SKy 1 showed what for me
has been the best program so far this year .

This month also saw a UFO sighting over Hythe, Southampton where local residents saw a
bright light appear in the sy at around 21.30hrs and was lost to sight at around 22.30hrss. One
person managed to capture the object on video. The strange thing is, that the object was seen on
three consecutive nights, at the same time, the same part of the sKy, the same duration, moving in
the same direction and disappearing in the same direction. 1 hiope to have a look at the video
footage, but the person who tooK the footage, is of the opinion that it is possibly a planet or a star.
1 hape to be contacting the local astronomical society to see if there was any reported object in the
‘Western part of the sKies on these particular nights in question and to confirm the location of the
major planets i.e. Venus, Mars etc. From the evidence so far, 1 believe that the witness were
observing an astronomical object (Possibly Venus), but this is yet to be confirmed.

Next month will see a new name in the newsletter, Mr Ernie Sears who 1 hope will be taking
some of the strain off me in producing the newsletter by reviewing the magazines that 1 receive
each month. This is hoped to be a regular feature by Mr Sears and 1 looK forward to reading his

reviews.

This month has seen the Southampton UFO Group maKing contact with groups far and wide
and new newsletters.

22.4.96 : Portsmouth News : UFO fans' close encounter.

This was a look at the UFO conference in Portsmouth on the 20th April that was
organised by SP1 (Southern Paranormal Investigations Group). According to the article, there
was about 300 people at the event (1 would of put the figure between 200 - 250 myself ..Ed) .
There are interviews with exhibitors (1 didn't get a mention, but you can't with them all .. Ed)
and mention of the speakers at the conference. 1t was a good review of a very good day enjoyed by
all.

24.4.96 : Daily Mail : UFOs are just a flight of fancy, says the MoD.

When 1 read this 1 thought hold on there, rewind to the Daily Mail on the 30th
March 1996 when an article entitled 'The MoD man and some close encounters', when a senior
Ministry of Defence official has CONFIRMED the existence of UFOs'. Now in this article
‘Defence chiefs have broken decades of silence with an unprecedented statement dismissing the
possible existence of UFOs'. Who's fooling who here... Another act of disinformation especially
when NjcK Popes book is due out any time ! the article goes on "Whitehall has finally decreed that
flying saucers and visitors from distant worlds are simply a product of the imagination'. This
statement came just a fortnight after the BBC2 program Secrets of the Paranormal presented by
Jenny Randles. Did Jenny upset one or two people ? Was she getting near to the truth ? The
statement appeared in the RAF News the service's official newspaper that responded by saying
there was 'no evidence which might substantiate the existence of such phenomena'. The article
went on.. 'Tt was said to have been ordered to print the article in bid to quell public interest.
The statement - which described the majority of sightings as being ‘very vague' - also denied the
existence of an official UFO investigation unit'. What a statement 1 ask myself. Who was NjcK,
‘Pope worKing for ? Who's been paying NicK Pope for the past 3 years to answer letters and
enquiries at Secretariat (Air Staff) 22 when you write to him. NjcK Pope in recent articles had
stated that the department investigated UFO reports. 1s NicK Pope just a puppet told to tell his
story and quell the public interest ? 1 don't think so some how do you ?

29.4.96 : Daily Mail : The huge light descended very slowly, just like a parachute - so
bright 1 could hardly looK at it.
LiKe all papers the Mail has got on the band wagon with a series of articles that looKs
at The X-Files (UK. This double page article looks at UFO's, Ghosts and Eerie sea creatures. A
very interesting article that is so like many articles appearing in the press at the moment.



30.4.96 : Daily Mail : Blue flame engulfed me.

The mail continues its series on the X-Files (UK) with ghosts and UFOs and in this
article, the UFO sighting and encounter of ‘Elsie Oakensen who's book gets a plug. Again, not
much new for us seasoned Ufologists that we have not already read.

1.596 : Daily Mail.

The final part in the Mail's series on ‘The X-Files (UK) covers the story of Rosalind
Reynolds (Vet another BUFORA stalwart...ED) and her UFO encounter, abduction and
examination. Nothing new yet again and 1 really don't Know why the papers Keep going over the
same old cases as they are getting a bit Knaff now.

2.596 : Southampton Evening Echo : SKy's Alive.

FHuge meteorite shower over Scotland and Northern Ireland sparked hundreds of calls
from worried onlookers reporting UFOs. Police and coastguards between Stornoway and Glasgow
were inundated with calls when the spectacular light display started shortly after 10pm last
night.

6596 : The Independent : Do We Need The X-Files.

The article asKs the above question and tells us that the program won the a BAFTA
award . According to the article, The X-Files merges more than the mainstream and marginal. It
collapses fact and fiction ; that's the tradition it comes from and adds to, despite creator Chris
Carter's declaration that the programme is based on 'real-life claims'. The rest is up to you.

8596 : Daily Mail: Will we ever be told ?

This is a letter special which contains four letters that tell of personal UFO
reports/sightings. ‘The first letter tells of a UFO sighting in YorKshire when the witness was 10
years old, 2 letters related by ex-solders and their sightings, and a member of the Southampton
UFO Group Mr Ernie Sears letter who relates his sighting and he says ' There's more evidence
for their existence (UFO's - 1 am sure Ernie means UFOs and not the MoD .. ED) than would
nwrmally be needed to convict a murderer in a court of law.

11.5.96 : Daily Mail : Why 1 believe UFOs really exist.

This is part 1 of a serialisation of NicK Popes new book due out in May 1996 and as
he says in the article, ‘Were 1 to name one day in the three years 1 spent as the Ministry of
Defence's UFO expert that convinced me that extraterrestrial spacecraft are regularly visiting
Earth, it would be March 31 1993'. (But 1 thought that this was in fact a meteor stonn that
explained away the sightings.... Or the re-entry of a Russian rocKet........But 1 may be wrong
EDI).

11596 : Southampton Evening Echo : 'l Know they're out there...

The article concerns itself with a UFO/Abduction case of a family that believes that
they saw a UFO and alien beings and Karen, who has been visited by aliens every seven years
since the age of seven. The newspaper is launching the South's X-Files - a special series of reports
about the paranormal.



13596 : Daily Mail : What do UFOs want from us.

In part 2 of the serialisation of NicK Popes booK, he looKs at aliens and alien
abductions and NicK suggests that visits by extra-terrestrials are linked to the abduction and
examination of humans and mutilations of animals and may be part of an alien attempt to create
a hybrid creature.

13.5.96 : Southampton Evening Echo : On the trail of cereal fillers.
This article looks at the old favourite of the crop circles and looKs bacK at a potted
history of the phenomenon and asKs that if you see a crop circle to notify the news desk. 1 am

14.596 : Daily Mail : 1f this film was a hoax, why will no one tell us what really happened at
Roswell air force base ?

This is part three of the serialisation of NicK Popes new book and the article looKs at
the controversial film footage obtained by ray Santilli concerning the autopsy of a dead alien. He
gives a potted history of the Roswell sighting and of Ray Santilli's involvement with the film. In
the article he quotes Richard DeMotto, national security aide to senator Robert Byrd, 'If it
happened, if there is even one credible piece of evidence that Earth has been visited by aliens, it
changes everything. 1t only had to happen once.'

15596 : Daily Mail: What is the message drawn in the corn ?

In the fourth and final instalment of the serialisation of NicK Popes new book, he
loos at the question of crop circles and again, gives a potted history of the phenomenon (1f it is
such a thing - or man made... ED) and as e says in the article ‘For me there is no doubt that
many of the circles and even more complex, formations are hoax..

1t was basically divided into three halves with the first half looKing at Warminster
and The Warminster Thing' and a looK at the sighting of 2 policemen near OaKfuampton in Devon
and their "Flying Star'. The second part covered the inevitable crop circles and interviews with
Colin Andrews and Doug and Dave the renowned Crop Circle hoaxers. In this section, Mr Colin
Andrews made a statement that left me flabbergasted (But, 1 do not Know when this was said so
Mr Andrews could of changed his stance by now...Ed) "We are looKing at Extra-terrestrials or
simply a level of high nature we simply do not understand.. This is indeed a mystery and we are
looKing at some form of intelligence' ... (Need 1 say more...Ed)



30.4.96 : The X-Files. (2 Part episode)

‘This was the best program so far on the new series currently being screened on SKy One
at the present. Maulder is convinced a UFO crashed in the sea and a ship was used to recover the
object from the sea bed. He sees the alleged UFO in a large warehouse and is convinced this is the
one dragged from the sea bed. He tracKs down a railway carriage and sees what looK to be an
Alien' being loaded onto it. He climbed onboard the train, but unyown to him an alleged
government agent is following the train and is bumping Japanese people off. Scully is also on the
track (Oooaps.. sorry no pun intended...Ed) of finding out what happened to her and it appears
that the implant was also found in other people.

1. Skylink, No 14, 1996.

Roy LaKes publication goes from strength to strength and with a new editor/1llustrator, Roy
has put together a cracKing magazine. Roy has always been a very good friend and (ike all other
groups/publications needs our support. This edition looks at Extra-terrestrial Visiting the Early
World by Len Farra, The New Era by N.L. Williams that looks at the Nazi's and their
technology, An update of sightings/reports investigated by the London UFO Studies Group,
Contact or Abduction by Mrs Linda West (pseudonym) and her alleged abduction, reviews and

more.

2. Dragon Watch : Np 1, March 1996.

This is yet another new magazine produced by the Welsh Federation of Independent
Ufologists and contains some very interesting articles. Margaret Fry introduces the WFIU,
magazine/group review, Area 51 : The facts and the fiction, The Billy Meier case, The Zecharia
Sitchin View, and many other articles.



3. Northern UFO News. Np 173, Mar 1996.

In this edition, Jenny looks at the Tv program she made Britain's Secret UFO Files and looks
at more ‘Tv goodies to watch out for, Magazine reviews, and a look at Crop Circle literature.
There is an update of Albert Buddens EM theory, Books of the moment, More Welsh Wonders
(Sightings in Wales by Margaret Fry) and reports of Aerial Contacts Over Scotland by James
Sneddon and much more.

4. Cover-Up (LUPR). Np 2, 1996.

A rather new magazine produced by the Lothian Unexplained Phenomena Research Group
based in Bathgate, Scotland. The second edition contains a number of current press cuttings, The
Psychic World Alien Abduction and Quantum Theory : Questions and Theories, More UFO
Sightings at Shieldhill ? : Another 2 Videos Taken, Update Page : Just Another Dead Skeep.... Or
s It ? and much more.

5. British UFO Studies Centre : Intelligence. Np 6, Mar 1996.

This magazine is edited by Eric Morris and is well worth a look at with this edition
containing sighting reports in the Northwich area, The BA jet encounter in 1995 and the
worKing groups discussions, An update on the progress of BUFOSC and a mysterious document
received by The East Midlands Group that suggests that Mr Morris was in Naval Intelligence
(He was in the navy but not Naval Intelligence) and suggest that BUFOSC is carrying out
intelligence gathering operations finding respective units (1 assume that this means BUFOSC)

trying to have either a leg pull or is just trying to stir the S*** !

6. UFO Ngtwar&‘ll?(. No 1. Wfar/ﬁ!pr 1996.

This is a new format of the magazine and 1 think that they have done a good job with this
format and looks good. There is a news update with the group beinyg involved in Jenny Randles
recent Tv program, A UFO report from Morocco, Press cuttings (Shame that there is no mention
to which newspapers that the articles have come from ?), A look at the Valensole case in France
in 1965, SKywatch reports and much more.

7. Awareness. Vol 21. Np 1. 1996.

1 like the format of this magazine very much and it is very well presented and laid out with
Flying Triangles featured on the front cover. This edition looks at Crop Circles in Czech
Republic, The result of the groups 1995 questionnaire with 66.8% of those questioned said that
UFO's are - Extraterrestrial Craft (Solid Nuts and Bolts) and there are 8 case files that readers
to the questioners sent in. There is a look at a 1985 Abduction and Contact International
Sighting Summaries (including recent Flying Triangle Reports) and other interesting articles.

8. EMUFORA.. Np 9, Spring 1996.

1 was able to meet Anthony James at the UFO conference in Portsmouth in April 1996 and
we managed to have a chat and actually meet face to face for the first time. Anthony's magazine
features an interview with NicK Pope, Press reports, Local UFO sightings, Abduction or
Obsession 7, A communiqué from Peter Robbins of the Intruders Foundation (‘Budd HopKins) and
many other articles.



9. CENAP. No 230, 2/96.

Werner always produces an excellent magazine, and although it is in German, my pigeon
German enables me to understand the article, but sometimes this is very difficult. 1 hope to get
some computer software to enable me to translate the articles contained within the magazine in
the very near future. This edition, features recent sightings, UFOs in the news, The Encounters
magazine reviewed and a look at the Roswell footage and the telephone that may or may not be
true. ‘This is a very enjoyable magazine, but only for those of you who can read German !

10. TRAANS UFO. Np 3, Apr 1996.

1 enjoy this very much, because Eileen goes to a lot of trouble and time in translating these
article from foreign journals. Aso, 1 receive magazines from numerous parts of the world and
some of them 1 cannot read as they are in Dutch or Swedish, but Eileens translations from such
magazines are well worth adding to your collection. This edition features an article that looKs at
the mutilation of a male EIK in 1988, Near contact in Hakesta in 1971, Wingless object near
Norwegian airplane in 1995 and many reports from Sweden, Norway and Poland. This is the
ideal magazine to Keep up with what is happening abroad throughout Europe.

11. SKysearch. Spring 1996.

Larry's magazine has come on in leaps and bounds and this edition has a glossy cover and at
£1.80 per copy is well worth the money. This edition as ever is packed with news ¢ information,
with articles that look at The Silencers (M1B etc), return from Star Hill 1970, Sightings
reported to the group from 6.1.96 - 13.3.96, An investigation into red lights seen over Chichester
on 15.2.96, Readers Letters - Close encounter in Rhodesia and many other articles.

12. INUFOR Digest (Australia). Vol 1, No 3, Apr 1996.

This is the only Australian magazine that 1 exchange with at present and although 1 cannot
compare it to other Australian growp magazines, this is very good. There is an investigation into
a photograph taken on the 13.3.95, from the window of a 747 aircraft. This shows a dark,
circular object, projecting a shadow on the ground. The picture is very interesting, but the
photocapy looses what 1 feel is the quality of the originalpicture. there is an article that asKs the
question - 1s the Government leaKing out the truth about UFO reality ?, Events from the past
and a look at Gosford - Australia's Gulf Breeze. There are many more articles along with press
articles from the Australian press.

13. Phenomenal News. Np 2, Spring 1996.

This is anotfier relatively new magazine edited by Viv Aexander and commentator Ron
Haliday, Chairman of Scottish earth Mysteries research. The magazine concentrates on
sightings and UFO activity in Scotland and is a welcomed new comer from the area. This edition
reports on the disbanding of SP1 in Scotland (Malcolm Robinson) and that an era in Scottish
Ufology fas come to an end. John Morrison looks at UFOs - Dangerous to Know ¢ and what to
do if approached by a UFO, The Iceland/West of Scotland connection, Local News , Radio, Tv,
Magazines, book_reviews and over seas news.
