Something strange is stirring in the Soutfi's comnfields - the hoary old summer mystery of

tfie crop circles is back,

Recently mysterious swirled shapes have started cropping up in fields of wheat, barley and oil
seed rape.

As sure a sign as any that swmmer is finally here, circles have appeared across Hampshire and
Wiltshire - infuriating formers and sending UFO buffs into a frenzy of excitement.

One pattern which turned up overnight in a field at Alton Barnes, Wiltshire, is being hailed as
tfie most astonishing circle formation ever to appear.

Made up of 96 gently swirled and braided circles, paranormal investigators say it is the work of
a higher intelligence and see no comnection with a certain football towrnament.

They have also pronounced a delicate petal shape which materialised in a field of wheat at
Upper Clatford, near Andover, as the genuine article.

Shapes have also appeared at North Oakley, Basingstoke, in oilseed rape.

Circle expert Lucy Pringle, who claims to have been healed of a recurring shoulder injury while
standing in a Hompshire pattern, said the lasest shapes are 'mind-blowing.

'They say so many different things that there can be no doubt we are dealing with a higher
intelligence,' said Mrs Pringle, from Petersfield, who has been stalking the circlemaKers for 15

years.

"We are still no nearer the answer as to who or what is behind this phenomenon. ‘But these
lasest shapes are 600 ft long and 1 can see no way any fuonan could have created them'.

One fugnan who can safely be ruled out is Southampton's arch crop circle hoaxer Doug Bower,
who claims to have crafted several shapes using a rope and a plonk, Doug, 72, is laid up at fhome
with a nasty bout of arthritis.

The new shape discovered at Alton Barnes, near Pewsy, has prompted world-wide interest.
Japanese scientists who believe the circles could hide secret energy sources are heading for the
South after hearing about the lasest manifestation.

'] believe it is a higher intelligence. But the best thing about is it brings people togettier,' say
Polly Carson, who farms the land where it was found.

What could have been a night of supernatural hagpenings to be light X- File fans was
in fact a promotional light-show by the city's newest night-club.

The Academy, in Lower Bannister Street, is realising that its roof top laser show has attracted
perfaps too much attention.

Assistant manager Simon Dell said : ‘We thought the only people it would botfer would be
Eastleigh airport. We thought we might have plones landing in Bedford Place.

"It's just this laser thing we ply in each night. 1t's only temporary. 1 really didn't think you
could see it from that sort of distance'.

Nprthlands Road resident Fionnuala Engesvik sat with her husband Arne for 45 Mins last
night watching what she thought was the amazing aurora borealis, which she'd seen during her
40 years living in Norway.

"1 Rnew it was the wronyg time of year, but we really thought that was what we saw. 1
remember when 1 was a Kid in Southampton in the early 1930s my father woke me up late one
night and said this is the Northern Lights, and you aren't likely to see them again’.

Police were unable to comment on the UFO sighting, but said the call from a telephone box on
the Otterbourne Road 'stuck in their minds'.

A spectacular crop circle pattern has materialised under the noses of security guards at

Stonehenge.

The 900ft pattern, a representation of a comyplex mathematical symbol, is attracting more
visitors than the stones.

Researchers today flew in from the USA toexamine the shape made up of 150 circles.

1t is an accurase representagion of the Julia Mandelbrot, a computer-generoted pattern of the
boundary between order and chaos.

Circle expert Colin Andrews, from Andover, said : "This is the most dramatic formation 1 have
ever seen. 1t is absolutely magnificent'.

Mr Andrew s belicves a higher intelligence is behind the circle - which ke claims is a final
warning to mankind to mend his ways.

"The representation represents what is happeninyg in nature - order appears to be sliding into
chaos because of environmental destruction' fie satd.

One of the first people into the formation was the enigmatically-names US circle expert 1lyes,
who said she could feel eneryies of the 'love vibration' pulsing through the field of wheat.

"This is a me<sage selling us to stop us destroying our eartfi. 1t is designed to raise our
consciousness' she said.

The circle is proving a money-spinner for farmer lon Sandell, who is charging £2 entry and
doing a brisk trade in aerial photographs.

16.7.96 : Soutfurnpton Evening Echo : Circle formation believers may come a crapper.
Crop circle experts were soday reeling with shocK after a Southampton University boffin
admitted drawing up the design for a spectacular formation at Stonehenge.

Researchers fud hailed the dramatic 900ft pattern, which appeared overnight under the noses
of security guards, as 'absolutely magnificent'.

Colin Andrews, from Andover, who has been chasing the 'circle makers' for 15 years, said it was
the work of a higher intelligence. But today Chris Nash, a researcher in optoelectronics at
Southampton, claimed fie Knew who was responsible for the circle shape - and it wasn't aliens.

"When Colin says it is the work of a higher intelligence he is absolutely right,' said Mr Nash.

The spiral pattern, made up of 150 circles, a representation of the maost complex symbol of
mathematics - a computer generated diagram of the boundary between order and chaos called the
Fibonacci Series.

Mr Nash adds : '1 have discussed the Fibonacci Series with people who are circle makers (1
wonder if he means the Wessex Sceptics as they are based at the University of Southampton...
Ed 22000027 ) but it's up to them togo public. 1 just watch.

Mr Andrews said today : "We always have people coming forward maKing these sorts of claims
becayuse they want to rubbish the phenomenon

"Where's the concrete proof ? 1 would have thought aryone with an ownce of intelligence would
have made sure they had evidence they had made something [ike this'.

Circle believers claimed they could feel mysterious energies of the ‘love vibration' pulsing
through the field.

Robert Morning SKy, leader of the Hopi Indian tribe, and an Aztec elder are flying to Britain
this week to visit the field opposite Stonefumge. They believe the com circle is a message from an
anguished Mother Earth.

The leader of the South American Incas is flying to the South to see the mysterious circles
which are crapping up in com fields across the region.

Tlakgelzl, an indigenous elder from Mexico, believes the strange swirled patterns are a message
from a higher intelligence warning of environmental catastrophe.

The 86-year old wise man can trace his lincage back thirty generations to the ancient Inca
'Poet King' Netzarmaleoyotl.

Tlakgelel (pronounced ClocK-i-elli) will visit the spectacular crop circle which materialised
under tfie noses of security guards thiree weeks ago at Stonehenge.

Made up of 150 separate circles, it was one of the most amazing formations ever to appear and
represents a complex mathematical symbol.

Scientists at Southampton University had a more mundane explanation - they claimed to have
helped hoaxers draw up the design.

Nevertheless, word of the enigma has crossed the Atlantic and reached tribes throughout the
Amazon, who asked TlaKgelel to visit circles in Hampshire and Wiltshire.

He will make a range of public appearances at the Coronation Holl in Alton Barnes, Wiltshire,
where another huge crop circle representing the DNA spiral appeared earlier in the summer, at
3pm this Sunday.

Circle expert Lyn Gladwin said : 'we are all very excited about TlaKgelel's visit. He has much
ancient Kuowledge and we hope he can decode the messages in the crop circle patterns.'
