He has described how he was lifted aboard an alien spacecraft
and then wandered around its corridors - without, however, | i
meeting an alien. ' '

It was following this incident that he applied for the job heading
the defence ministry department which collects all reported sightings of UFOs and related phenomena.
He did not, however, enter details of his experience on the files since he was uncertain exactly what had
happened to him and because he was worried he would be labelled a crank.

Pope is still employed by the ministry, but a routine transfer in 1994 means he now works for the
finance policy department as a higher executive officer.

He has alluded to the incident in his best-selling book The Uninvited, which claimed to expose the
phenomenon of alien abductions. But only now has it emerged that one of the detailed descriptions of
the several abductions was based on his own experience rather than on that of someone called Peter.

This weekend, Pope refused to confirm or deny the claim that he was the “Peter” in the book. He said
he was unable to speak because he had since broke up with his girlfriend and did not want to involve
her.

According to the book, the incident happened while “Peter and Jenny” were travelling along a Florida
turnpike. Suddenly, they realised they were no longer on the same road and had jumped several miles
closer to their destination, even though no time seemed to have elapsed.

He described the experience as the “strangest” event in his life. In the book he went on to explain that
he only recovered his memory of what happened when, some time later, he underwent hypnosis. He
then “recalled” how he and his girlfriend had been lifted from the ground in their car and how he had
then walked on air into a metallic corridor in what seemed to be some sort of spacecraft. Shortly after,
the experience ended with him returning to his car with “no immediate recollection” of what had
happened.

The book makes it clear that he accepts that such recollections are not 100% reliable and he cannot
say for certain that he was actually abducted. He says, however, that he believes it is highly likely. The
book adds : “If the event occurred as Peter remembers then he was taken without consent and subjected
to some truly bizarre experience”.

His latest revelation will come as a further surprise for his ministry, where officials were amazed when
he announced that his time collating their “X files” had convinced him that Earth was being visited by
aliens.

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A SURF THROUGH THE NET..

Whilst being relatively new to this thing called the Internet, it’s funny what you find on it .. How
about the following, that I found on the USAF.COM site, AREA 51 is on their web page...

AREA 51 THOUGHTS.
The Area 51 Conundrum..

Area 51 is simply a section of a military reservation that is located somewhere between Area 50 and
Area 52. (Logic - SUFOG Editor).. Infamous warnings of “Restricted Area : Trespassers may be fired
upon without warning, etc” are pretty much par for the course on military flight lines.

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UFQ’s Videotaped in the Skies of Peru.

On Tuesday night, February 9, 1999, just before
midnight, pescadores from the port of Pisco, 180
miles south of Lima, the capital of Peru, watched a
large anomalous light emerge from the Pacific
Ocean. The UFO, described by witnesses as a nave
nodriza (Spanish for “supply ship” or mothership)
rose into the air, banked sharply to the right and flew
away in an easterly direction, heading for the shore.

The following evening, Wednesday, February 10,
1999, residents of Chorrillos, a suburb of Lima about
10 miles south of the capital, reported seeing
luminous discs “flying at a low altitude”.

In Jesus Maria, another Lima suburb, residents
poured into the plaza to watch the over flight. One
man videotaped it with his camera.

Within the hour, another squadron of luminous
UFOs flew over the seaport city of Callao, 8 miles
west of Lima. By now, the word had spread, and a
crowd of about 2,000 people witnessed the over
flight of Callao. “Neighbours in the zone went
outside of their homes in the hope of seeing the
OVNIs (Spanish acronym for UFOs) again.”

At 11 p.m. that evening, Cabnal 5 (Channel 5)
Television Panamericana stunned all two million
residents of Lima with a special 40 minute broadcast
of the UFO flap. The show aired home video footage
of the objects flying over Jesus Maria and Callao.
Canal 2 in Lima also aired the UFO videos.

In the city of Ica, 240 miles south of Lima and 60

miles south of Pisco, residents saw two
luminous UFOs flying eastwards towards the
Andes.

On Thursday, February 11, people in the cafes
around Pisco’s central plaza were talking
non-stop about the second UFO display the
previous night. Rumours spread about the
presence of an undersea base a dozen kilometres
offshore. Some said it was an alien base ; others
claimed that it was “an OTAN (Spanish
acronym for NATO) secret base.”

According to UFO Roundup correspondent
Pilar Valencia, Lima’s “tabloid press went wild
on Days 1 and 2 of the flap, “printing the Pisco
undersea base story and speculating that the
UFOs were in Peru to observe “the end of the
world”.

Friday, February 12, 1999, saw UFO reports
coming from the desert Northeast of Jorge
Chavez International Airport, 10 miles north of
Lima.

In Lince, a Lima suburb 3 miles south of the
Plaza de San Martin, residents rushed into the
Avenida Garcilaso de la Vega to watch the
UFOs pass overhead. (Editor’s Comment : This
is getting too close for comfort. In 1978, I lived
on the Avenida Petit Thouars in Lince).

Beach goers in La Herradura, a seaside resort
7 miles from Lima, reported seeing anomalous
lights in the sky after sunset. (Editor’s Note :
It’s late summer right now in Peru and the other
countries of the southern hemisphere).

According to Dr. Virgilio Sanchez Ocedo of
UFO Miami, on Saturday, February 13, 1999
Another UFO was filmed in daytime and shown
on Canal 5 Television Panamericana that night.
The startling videotape shows the saucer
skimming low over the rooftops of stucco
houses and palm trees in Callao.

The same day, however, the Lima newspapers
El Comercio and El Expresso dismissed the
flap, stating that the nocturnal lights had been
caused by “a news magazine’s advertising
campaign - a helicopter with lights cruising the
night-time skies.”

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UFO’S FACT AND FICTION ?
AN ANALYSIS BY BRIAN ALLAN OF S.P.1 (SCOTLAND)..

From the acres of printed created, the hundreds of books written and the myriad theories espoused on
the subject of UFOlogy, one thing in particular stands out ; there is little consensus on their origin. Just
what they may or may not be is open to conjecture, but they are real and have been here as long as we
have. The entire subject has, at least in fairly recent times, been a happy hunting ground for liars,
charlatans and the merely deluded. To be fair, the subject is one that by its very nature lends itself to
manipulation by the lunatic fringe and this they do with a will.

Not least among the difficulties facing the genuine UFOlogist is getting one basic fact across to the
general public and it is, that a UFO is not a flying saucer crewed by extraterrestrials. The average, run
of the mill reports on UFQO’s are easily explained away by more prosaic reasons, being, aircraft, both
civilian and military, satellites, meteors, stars, planets, temperature inversions and a large extent wishful
thinking. There is however a harder core of sightings both by the naked eye and on radar which cannot
be dismissed so easily. A good number of these are almost certain to be very highly classified
experimental aircraft. Incidentally, I never could see g
the point of people getting themselves into a froth &
about sightings of prototype aircraft, about which
any government will steadfastly deny all
knowledge. Frankly, I would be surprised and
disappointed if they did not, my feeling being ‘so
what’, if it’s secret, they’re not going to admit it.

This rather curious type of mania of trying to
identify top secret military hardware also extends to
the group of UFOlogists who are continually trying
to prove the existence of secret military [’
underground bases, R A.F Rudlow Manor being a
prime example. These, bases the implication is, are |§
monitoring points for the tracking of UFO’s not
only across British air space, but as part of a world
wide network. Dear God, of course there are secret
underground bases, or at least I sincerely hope
there are. I would be far more surprised if there [§
were not. It is an uncomfortable part of life that in "
this increasingly paranoid world, that these things are necessary, along with other measures, to maintain
our security.

Whether or not they are used to track UFQO’s or anything else that invades our airspace is a matter of
speculation, but on balance, [ am quite certain that they are. I am not trying to detract from the work
already done researching these bases, but here again, my gut feeling is one of ‘so what’. Since the bases
are manifestly there and their existence will be continually and categorically denied, why don’t the
researchers involved in this subject turn their undoubted talents to ultimately more rewarding areas, the
prime subject in this case being UFOlogy in its own right.

The serious researchers in the field have had a largely uphill struggle to get themselves heard above
the grandstanders, media junkies and so called ‘UFO experts’, which is in itself a peculiar expression.
‘UFO expert’? there are no ‘UFO experts’, this is about as valid as someone calling themselves an
expert on Martian balloon farming. However, as long as there are tabloid newspapers of the ‘Redtop’
variety. with their desire to trivialise possibly important information, the ‘UFO experts” will continue to
proliferate.

UFOlogy is not just confined to one particular geographical area, but is spread around the world. The

majority of sightings tend to be, (not surprisingly) centred on areas of military
activity. This is perhaps stating the obvious, but it is not exactly surprising
given the nature of the often clandestine work carried out there. The main
problem here is attempting to tell the difference between covert military
aircraft over flying the base and alleged scrutiny by extraterrestrials.

The grandfather of all military bases is, of course, Area 51, part of the
gigantic Edwards Airforce Base, which believe it or not, covers an area about
the size of Wales. The stories of what has been seen in the skies above the air
base are legion. Again we must remember what this base is all about i.e. the
testing of highly secret, prototype military aircraft and as such, a magnet for
snoops and spies both human and (allegedly) alien. I must confess that I don’t
know why alien spies would want to keep an eye on our (in their terms) rather
backward technology, whether cobbled up from their wrecked craft or not. 1
would have thought that from their point of view all that was required was a
retrieval job of their own.

We, as a race, often fail to do ourselves justice in terms of our own
capabilities. This may contribute to our willingness to attribute extraterrestrial
origins to our own cutting edge technology. It is also odd that for some
reason we are apparently only interested in devising flying machines based on
this supposed alien expertise and not exploiting any of the other (and perhaps
more useful) technologies which these craft would presumably contain. There
have been a few theories as regards what may or may not have been done in
this field of ‘adapted’ technology, transistors, fibre optics and stealth capabili-
ties are a few of them. The type of manoeuvres performed by these aircraft as
described by eyewitnesses is evidently quite extraordinary. Whizzing around
at breathtaking speed, pulling amazing ‘high g’ turns, apparently stopping
dead in the sky only to race off in another direction in a manner that would
leave the pilot smeared like jam over his cockpit. This is just what would
happen, if, there was a pilot aboard, but there is not.

What have been seen are experimental pilotless aircraft, guided from the
ground, flown if you like, by technicians using a form of virtual reality remote
control. we have the tequniques and capabilities to design and build aircraft
that in terms of durability and handling, far outstrip the physical ability of
pilots to fly them to the limits of their design envelope. Why bother with pilots
at all, why not just build a ‘smarter’ missile, they fly far faster than piloted
aircraft, they hit targets with incredible accuracy. They see in the dark or
through thick fog, they can discriminate between houses and vehicles, they
don’ get tired and they don’t have to eat or sleep, marvellous ! Missiles
however, have no common sense, no compassion and no humanity, pilots on
the other hand do. They, if nothing else, could abort or modify a mission on
humanitarian grounds. Future wars will, rightly or wrongly, eventually be
fought using this type of technology. This then is one totally feasible and
believable explanation for what has been seen over Area S1.

I do not believe that this could have been kept hidden for so long, in fact,
now, today, why keep it hidden at all ? Are we to believe in all seriousness
that our race, a relatively sophisticated, civilised society couldn’t handle the
reality of beings from another planet being here with us ? Are we so arrogant
that we think that we are the only life forms in the entire universe ? No, not
arrogant perhaps, but almost certainly afraid, especially if we thought that the
supposed race was much ‘superior’ to us.
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This also begs the question, superior in what
way ?, technologically ?, physically ?, mentally ?,
spiritually ?, or any combination of these attributes ? |
believe that in the event of a meeting, there would be
a period of uncertainty, accompanied by the
predictable ranting's of religious fundamentalists and
xenophobic minorities. It would of course, rather
depend on what the extraterrestrials looked like. As
long as they were humanoid in appearance and not too
alarming, (the ‘Nordic’ variety preferably), it is a fair
assumption that they would be accepted fairly
quickly.

On the other hand, if they were not, and resembled
giant spiders, or had waving tentacles they would
assumed to be a menace to the human race. This
would probably involve a return to the paranoia
expressed in the films of the 1950’s for example, ‘The
Day The Earth Stood Still’ and ‘The war of the
Worlds’. Both these films expresses different
viewpoints, in one instance, the evil tentacled aliens
laid low by terrestrial bacteria. In the other, the
ignorance, fear ad stupidity displayed by the
population and military of (in this case), the USA,
when friendly overtures were misunderstood. Who
can forget the immortal line that saved the Earth,
‘Klatu Barada Nicto’.

If all else fails, we can always reply on the liberal
laying on of nuclear weapons, the ever available S.A.S
and panic in the streets. Perhaps the process of
preparation has already begun, the steady
acclimatisation of the population to the idea of
contact with another race (or races) using the medium
of television and more thoughtful films. It would
make a lot of sense to do it by this method, given the
impact that Television and the media in general have
on our lives. If this was the case, the present E.T’s as
a warlike or aloof would be a grave mistake, which is
why the majority of blockbuster films (with a few
exceptions) tend to the more cerebral. Given time, I
am sure that we would eventually come to accept
their presence here and hopefully an atmosphere of
mutual trust would develop.

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THE BEST UFO FOOTAGE EVER EVER IN SCOTLAND
(E.MAIL FROM MIKE FARRELL - Australia)

24.2.99 - An amazing film of dozens of silver orb-like objects shooting across the sky in Stirling has
excited UFO watchers all over the UK.

The video caught by a roadworker, who is known only as Brian, has been hailed as “the most
significant UFO footage ever recorded in Britain”. Brian, 31, shot the five-and-a-half-hours of film near
his home in Stirling at the end of last year. He then passed the result to experts at UFO Magazine.

A team from the monthly publication (?) travelled to Stirling just before Christmas, and yesterday,
investigator Russel Callaghan said : “We’re convinced we’ve got something extremely unusual. “What
we’ve seen at Stirling is one of the most convincing case | have ever handled. “Brian is as genuine as the
day is long and wasn’t out to make a million. He’s certainly not a fraud or a conman”.

Mr Callaghan, who questioned Brian for more than eight hours, said the find was as spectacular as the
UFO images captured over Mexico City in the mid-1990s. He added : “The VHS cassette contained
several sequences of what appeared to be UFO activity filmed in broad daylight in Scotland. “Some of
the manoeuvres and detail on the 15 minute tape were stunning and resembled the activity recorded in
the skies over Mexico”.

On one section of tape, a Scottish voice gasps
“crazy, crazy stuff” as a UFO skims through the
clouds at an incredible speed.

The team contacted Brian after his mysterious
tape arrived at the magazine headquarters in
llkley, Yorkshire, in December. As soon as
experts viewed it, they sent a team to interview
him. Brian, who has lived in the town for 10 years,
told the experts : “It’s like they know when I am
filming. They just seem to appear”.

Brian, who also handed over the master tape to
help prove its authenticity, said he first noticed “a
number of curious objects passing overhead”
while on his way to work.

He managed to borrow a video camera and
caught the objects on tilm over several more days.
UFO Magazine editor Graham Birdsall said Brian
did not own complex editing equipment and was
only able to copy the original film on to standard

VHS tape by connecting the camera to a recorder.

He added : “He has neither the resources nor inclination to perpetuate any kind of hoax™. For years,
the town of Bonnybridge, near Stirling, has been regarded as onc of the country’s most active arca for
UFO sightings.
