WATERSTONES BOOK SHOP 

25th OCTOBER 2000.

The 19th Leeds International UFO Conference 
15th - 17th September 2000 

Report by SUFOG secretary Steve Rider .. 

Friday 15th 

Due to someone deciding that it was a go9d idea to 
blockade fuel depots, our trip to Leeds was almost 
called off However, we made the decision to go on 
the train. great idea as this meant I did not have to 
drive, but it did mean that certain bank balances went 
'OUCH' 

Never mind, by 9.45 a.m. we were on our way. 
What a trip he had in store. We reached Waterloo, 
made our connections and were on the train to Leeds 
by 12.30 p.m. It was then a Two and a half hour trip 
to Leeds (Great ! ), still, it wasn't that boring, 
especially when a certain founder member of the 
group caught his moustache in the ring pull of his 
Coke can.

Then it was back to the hotel for a couple of 
beers before turning in for an early start the 
next day. · 
Saturday 16th 

After a shower and a quite superb breakfast 
it was off to the shops for a quick look round 
and some munchies for lunchtime, then back to 
the hotel to get our stuff and off to the venue. 

After a quick walk round and chat with a few 
people it was into the auditorium for the day's 
events, and we were in for a cracking day. The 
line up for the day was this :

David Cayton 
Studio debate with Nick Redfern and Nick 
Pope with input from other speakers. 

The day was kicked off in tremendous 
fashion with Steve Greer MD, giving a quite 
superb lecture on his experiences and his 
moves to bring 'Disclosure' from those within 
governments and military etc. who know the 
truth. Dr. Greer touched on just about 
everything you can think of, from the 
paranormal to UFO's and New forms of 
energy. Just to prove how powerful his lecture 
was, he brought with him about 97 copies of 
his new book, 'Extraterrestrial Contact', 
priced at £20 each. These were sold out in less 
than Two minutes. I was one of those who 



bought a copy, which shows just how impressed I 
was with his presentation. 

During the lunch interval, I did my first on camera 
interview, when I asked Nick Redfem a couple of 
questions. we also set up interviews with Chris 
Martin, Larry Warren and Peter Rob bins. I was 
beginning to wonder what questions I would ask and 
whether I would look like a complete Pratt or not ! 

It was then time for the moment I had been waiting 
for, Larry Warren and Peter Robbins presentation. 
Peter discussed some of the finer points of the case, 
with an overview of what was happening to date. He 
then passed on to Larry, who talked about his role in 
the affair and the fact that this would be his final 
lecture as 'Airman Larry'. He also talked at length 
about debunkers and their role in the case, a fact that 
basically should now shut them all up. Then came the 
highlight of his presentation. Larry showed some 
pictures that had been given to him, which showed 
light phenomena. This light phenomena had been 
photographed during the first nights confrontation in 
Rendleshatn Forest. One photo showed light 
phenomena attached to the object as it hovered in a 
clearing, approximately 1Oft off the ground. Larry 
spoke very matter-of-fact, and throughout his 
presentation you could really get a feel for why he is 
calling it a day after 18 years. 

There then followed a brief armchair forum, to 
discuss some points that were not given out in either 
of the presentations.

Next to make his presentation was David Cayton, 
who gave an informative talk and slide show 
presentation on his investigations into the mutilation 
phenomena. It was interesting to note the response 
of certain government agencies to his request for 
help� What was also very interesting was his 
accounts of disappearances of herds of cattle and 
sheep, this included one farm which had at. least three 
recorded events of this nature. I commend David for 
his talk, especially as it was the first time he has done 
such a presentation. 

It was now time for the last event of the day, the 
studio debate with Nick Redfem and Nick Pope.

It was interesting 
to note how Nick Redfern spoke on how it is 
impossible now to get our hands on the 
documentation that we need. he said that it was 
time to find other ways to get at this 
information, for instance via the use of 
computer hackers. Hacking may seem like a 
radical, and also criminal method of getting this 
information, but it could be the only way to go. 
This was an interesting debate that was 
destined to run over the time allotted to it, 
especially once Graham had introduced other 
speakers into the fray. However, I would like to 
add one point there that I feel should be noted, 
this being Nick Popes attitude during Nick 
Redfem' s talk. For the whole time that Nick 
Redfern was speaking, Pope just sat and stared 
at the floor, a point that both Steve G and 
myself felt was very ignorant of Mr. Pope. The 
least he could have done was to give his rival 
his attention during his talk, the same way that 
Mr. Redfem had given his attention during Mr. 

Popes talk. Never mind, I gues,s some people 
are like that. 

Having over run again Steve G. and I made 
our way back to the hotel, only to find they did 
not serve evening meals at weekends. So. it was 
down to the take away for a hearty meal 
consisting of Donor Kebab and chips, mine 
with a nice helping of chilli sauce (UMM, 
NICE ! !).

Beyond The UFO Phenomena, or 'The Third I 
Alternative' For Human Origins. 

By L.Mason Jones. 

For the last couple of decades, my interest has 
been in the mysteries and unexplained anomalies 
c�nnected with human origins and how this 
miraculous biological transition from the true 
pongid apes to humans occurred. I am aware that 
the subject of E. T's being involved in some 
biogenetic creation process with the primates has 
been in place for decades. 

Being open minded on the subject of origins I 
decided to look at the theory closely. I have to say, 
that where I expected to be looking at sheer 
science fiction, I was rather surprised how many 
puzzling features regarding the primary belief 
systems held by the so-called 'Evolutionists' and 
'Creationists' seemed to become explainable. I 
have compiled a list of them for anyone interested 
in computing what it all adds up to. 

This of course, may have already evaluated 
'behind closed doors' as it were. And the result 
may have been seen as a much more profound 
reason for a cover-up than that UFO's may be 
controlled structured craft. Then of course, the 
UFO phenomenon becomes one of a whole series 
of items with the common denominator being this 
third alternative for human origins. 

Science in general, derides phenomena that 
cannot be tested, yet almost to a man, they 
accepted a theory that stated 'chimps and gorillas 
were man's closest living relative' when not a 
single ancient fossil had been found when Darwin 
wrote 'Origins' and so, could not be tested at all. 
In my opinion Darwin got away with thjs quite 
breathtaking assumption simply because an 
alternative to the incredible story in Genesis, which 
modem advancement deemed mystic and 
unscientific had emerged. 

I call this subject 'The Third Alternative', with 
the other two of course, being Divine creation, of 

the Genesis kind, [and who is to say it didn't 
happen?] and of course the Darwinian concept. 
Only those who take the trouble to study it, will 
realise, how little evidence exists to support 
the Darwinian theory. The rest are gently 
conditioned by constant references to 
chimpanzee 'cousins' and ape-like 'ancestors' 
[which of course they may well be] and an 
assumption that the theory is unassailable. 
Darwin stated, 'if fossil links are not found then 
the theory falls down.' Today we do not possess 
a single skeleton of an ancient ancestor that 
could be described as I 00% complete. 

A recent programme on television was wrong 
in describing 'Lucy' [a pithecoid creature] as a 
complete skeleton. It only consists of 40% of its 
frame and has many ape-like features, and like 
every fossil, is the subject of dispute in the most 
contentious of all sciences. We do have plenty of 
bone fossils of the anatomically modern 
Cro-Magnon I Aurignation peoples, and some 
Neanderthal finds, but Cro-Magnon was not 
related to, not did he interbreed with them. No 
viable family tree can be traced back to any of 
the strange pithecoid Hominids, whose skulls 
are made up of hundreds of fragments [in one 
case 400] and finished offwilh plaster. 

There are some 190 or so varieties of primate 
and anything preceding Cro-Magnon could be 
seen as just another variety. Don Johansen the 
American anthropologist said 'Bipedalism did 
not guarantee humans.' There are no fossil links 
at all, and almost nothing is known, about the 
process that would prove a transition from true 
pongid apes to the Hominids. 

Charles Darwin's contemporary Alfred Russell 
W allace, diverted completely from the theory 
because of the unique human qualities and saw 
some 'unknown variable' being responsible for 
them.

THE GLENROTHIES GAZETTE 
for September 27th which Elaine 
W aite sent in from London showed 
two apparently triangular craft 
between clouds, snapped on 
September 5th by a local man with 
his new digital camera fr�m his 
Scottish garden. Other sightings in the 
area had been in 1997 of a 'large 

triangular object that hovered', and two women and their 
children who claimed an alien encounter near the village of 
Newton, were haunted by flashbacks in the following months. 

THE DAILY MAIL was at it again on October 20th with the 
story of how Avebury stone circle had been buried there for 
'centuries' until wealthy archaeologist Alexander Keiller 
bought the village in the 1930's and restored the stones to 
their original position. So guide books don't tell you its a more 
modem re-creation. Does it matter ? He sold the site to the 
National trust in 1943. 

THE NEWS OF THE WORLD of October 29th ran a 
full page story on the Rendlesham Forest alleged landing ... 
'new evidence is being unveiled' ran the article... eminent 
author Georgina Bruni (?) contains that famous Colonel Halt 
tape account in her new book, ''You Can't Tell The People",

The latter stages of human evolution could best be 
described as 'supernatural' evolution and it has to 
be said that 'the third alternative' does appear to be 
a very suitable candidate for A.R. Wallace's 
'unknown variable. ' 

With regard to the mystery of the sudden 
appearance of our only convincing relatives, science 
itself, confirms the third alternative, rather than 
helping to prove DARWINIAN 'natural' 
evolution. How so ? because the studies of the 
DNA of human blood show no connection with the 
ancient apes and bipeds and the analysis of 
mito-chondrial DNA indicate a recent origin for 
humankind.

Dr. Bob and Ryan Wood were first up, this father and 
son team has been researching the alleged Majestic 12 
documents for many years. The presentation was the 
results of their work so far. An informative lecture that

Matthew Williams In Court 
over Crop Circle Hoaxing •••• 

Whilst sat listening to Radio 5 's  news at 11 a.m. on 
the 4th November, when there was the announce­
ment, that Matthew Williams was the first person to 
be prosecuted for crop circle hoaxing. Matthew, who 
gave SUFOG a lecture back in 1999 on Rudlow 
Manor, was to appear on the 6th November at court 
after being charge with criminal damage. This was 
also heard on Wave 1 05 by group member Bill Smith. 
Then, on the 5th November, Emie Sears (PRO) 
phoned to say that both the Daily Mail and The 
Express had run stories concerning the story. Well, 
although Matthew had admitted to circle hoaxing on a 
BBC program in 1999, one thought that was the last 
we would hear of it . According to Ernie, a 
spokesperson for the NFU (National Farmers Union) 
was happy that at last someone is being prosecuted.
