Both · sight ings in  Bedhmnpton, 
Portstnouth and both end of 200 1 , 
begi nning 2002 . Who did they 
contact, a researcher in  Demnark 
and one in Mexico. Need I say 
more . . .  ! !  

Looking on the brighter side of 
U FOlogy, S U FOG appeared in 
a three part U FO spec ial featured 
on S outhern Ways on B B C  
televis ion. W e  were interviewed by 
Mike Powe l l  who a lso interv iewed 
Busty Taylor, David Kingston. 
Craig Roberts (Totton Col lege) and 
of course S U FOG. There wi l l  be a 
fu l l  review of these progran1s along 
with another review hopefu l ly of  a 
radio progran1 on the 23rd June.

Before I start I wou ld  j ust l i ke to poi nt out that the 
v iews expressed with in  the content of th i s p iece� are 
n1y views only .  They do not necessari l y  represent the 
v iews of other n1embers of the Southan1pton U FO 
Group. 

Now 1nore than ever I thi nk we need to see a 
change i n  UFOlogy ! W H Y !  I hear you ask? 

The answer is s i 1nple .  
Over the years I have been involved with S UFOG I 
have c01ne to accept the lack of support for the 
group, unless you bring in a we l l -known author to 
speak. I an1 al so concerned that recent coverage of 
UFO footage in  the national media has pron1pted 
people to bypass the i r  local groups in favour of a 
1nore famous researcher to publ ic i se the i r  story . I an1 
not goi ng to stop there ! 

Over the years I have� on many. occasions, seen 
S U FOG founder Steve Gerrard pass on reports the 
group has rece ived to researchers who are n1ore able  
to  deal with then1 .  Th i s  has been because the  report 
has been outside of our area. I have a lso witnessed� 
t in1e and again� pub] i shed accounts of s ightings that 
have taken p lace within our area� in one case walk ing 
d istance fr01n n1y ho1ne, never passed to us for 
further i nvest igation. Thi s  i s  why I th ink U FOlogy 
needs to change, but l et 1ne be 1nore spec ific .  

The Lack o f  support. 

As a group we try to arrange events that wi 11 
i nfonn Inetnbers and the general publ ic  of what i s  
goi ng o n  i n  U FO logy . Fron1 group 1neetings to 
Lectures, local skywatches to weekend excursions, 
we have worked hard to give everyone, not j ust 
Ine1nbers, the best we can. Through al l th i s  there i s  
a lways a hard core o f  people  who always attend, but 
i t  i s  not what it could be. 

H owever� I an1 not ' hav ing a go� at those who do 
not attend, as I mn only too aware that it i s  not 
a lways possible to attend the th ings you want to . 

I t  i s  not the group 1nen1bers that need to give n1ore 
suppo1i, but perhaps those ' Outside' of the group.  
Only when you ten1pt fate and bring in  a fan1ous 
nan1e, do you get the support you deserve, but should 
thi s  be the case al l the t itne.  J ust because son1eone is 
less famous does not n1ean they are any l ess 
i nteresting. in s01ne cases they are n1ore i nterest ing 
by far .  

As a group SUFOG has always tnanaged to 
keep i t's head above water when others have 
sunk. Why is thi s  so? Again th is  is s in1ple !  
Because o f  a sn1al l band who are always loyal 
to the group. 

However, only hav ing a sn1al l  loyal 
following does have i t's drawbacks. I t  n1eans 
that the n1ajority of the running of the group 
fal l s  on the shoulders of the few. It i s  
part icu lar ly on the shou lders o f  group founder 
Steve Gerrard. Steve n1anages to work a ful l  
day, answer n1any En1ai l s  a11d letters. publ i sh 
the group newsletter, soti out group events, 
n1anage group funds and sti l l  have t in1e for 
the odd l ecture or three. Even I feel there i s  
more I would l ike to do� and bel ieve m e  I 
would i f  I could .  

Support you r  local G roup. 

Over the past year n1uch has been made about 
the mnount of n1oney bei ng she l led out for 
good U FO Footage. Part icu larly the Bonsal l 
footage, a11d the £20.000 that was not paid for 
i t .  There was al so a p iece of footage screened 
at the SUFOG 1999 conference by Russel 
Cal laghm1 that was obtained by Merid ian 
broadcasting. and has never seen the l i ght of 
day again??? Possibly due to the extort ionate 
an1ounts of money bei ng requested to show 
the footage� I thi nk £500 was n1entioned. 

It i s  epi sodes l i ke thi s  that I feel are now 
pron1pting people  to by-pass those of us in the 
stnal l er UFO groups. I wonder that people  
thi nk when they capture son1eth ing on v ideo. 
if they go to a TV con1pany they wi l l  be 
shafted and loose the ir  footage or should they 
go to a stnal l UFO group they wil l not be 
given the ai ti in1e and exposure they feel they 
should have. Perhaps i t  is fmne that drives 
some? 

How can I i l l ustrate th is  po int without 
gett ing n1ysel f  i nto too much trouble� and 
having Steve Gerrard receive tons of hate 
1nai l ??? 

Ok, Mentioning NO names!! 

Recent ly some i nteresti ng footage has c01ne 
to l i ght. It has been taken only a few n1 i l es 
frmn Southampton a11d wel l with in  our area. 
However, where d id  we learn of this footage? 
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Did  the person shooting i t  cmne to us and ask for 
our help? Did son1eone e l se refer that person to us? 
The answer i s  NO. We learned of it through the 
1nedia, newspapers and I nternet.  

How can groups l ike SUFOG survive when 
people wi l l  not even cmne to us for help? I an1 sure 
had thi s  person come to us we wou ld  have done al l 
we could to hel p  even cal led i n  others to help  i f  we 
were not able to progress the i nvest igat ion ftniher. 
What happened i s  that thi s  person went straight to 
an overseas researcher of exce l l ent repute and got 
the exposure required. Why do I say "requ i red ' ?  
Because I wonder i f  thi s  person wants the exposure 
and the l i 1nel ight obviously smnething SUFOG 
was not able to give. 

I would l i ke to add one footnote to th is  po int .  I t  
has been tnentioned that during thi s  persons 
experiences, he has had m i l itary hel icopters 
hovering over h i s  house. There is a poss ible  
tnundane explanation for th is? I work in  Gosport, 
and in  Gosport is an MOD establ i shtnent cal led 
F leet lands .  Thi s  establ ishn1ent deal s, as far as I an1 
aware, with He l icopters and possibly serv icing etc. 
F leet lands constant ly  fl ies a wide range of 
hel icopters i nc luding Chinooks and Lynx .  A l l  of 
those I have seen flown have NO n1ark ings and are 
often B lack or dark green in colour. Could it be 
possible that those over fly ing h is  house are fron1 
F leet lands and j ust being tested and not spying on 
h i 1n at a l l?  A possibi l i ty perhaps? 

I have one other concern. Which is  that people are 
goi ng to use th is  fonn of exposure to create 
e laborate hoaxes to foo l  us al l .  Perhaps they wi l l  
wait unti l they have had people prai s ing the footage 
and how good it i s  then i n  few· years come out with 
the truth, tnaki ng UFOlogy look gul l ible and 
worthl ess. Is this possibly what has happened 
i n  a shorter space of t in1e to the crop c i rc le 
phenon1enon? I wou ld  ask you to n1ake up your 
own n1 inds ! 

A l l  I can say i s, if you do not give us the chance 
to help, how do you know j ust what the group i s  
capable of? 

Working Together? 

We i n  the UFO cotn 1nunity MUST work together 
to bring infonnation to the publ ic. How can we do 
th is  if we do not work together? 

As does happen SUFOG receives a s ighting 
repo11 that i s  outs ide our area. Steve Gerrard wi l l  
pass that report o n  to a researcher who i s  c loser to 

that area and tnore able to progress a decent 
invest igat ion. I mn sure that you would th ink 
that any sel f-respect ing UFO group would do 
the san1e. Sadly,  this is not always true. 

We are aware that there have been some very 
good reports publ i shed that have occurred i n  
our area. Were these reports passed o n  t o  u s  for 
greater i nvest igat ion? Again the answer i s  NO. 
I for one would real l y  l ike to know why? Not 
that I mn ever l i ke ly to get an answer. 

How do we progress i nvestigations that n1ay 
shed son1e l ight on these reports i f  a l l  they 
remain is a report? J ust a piece of paper 
gathering dust smnewhere ! ! !  What about the 
witnesses are they j ust sat i sfied the ir  s ight ing 
has repotied and nothing n1ore? I an1 not so 
sure ! 

Let n1e put thi s  quest ion to you. If  smneone 
in thi s  country chooses to put h i s  UFO footage 
in the hands of a foreign i nvest igator, how 
can that forei gn i nvestigator do a proper 
investigat ion of the facts if he is not able to 
fu l l y  research the area in question, the 
condit ions at the t ime of the sight ing and the 
witnesses? 

I take noth ing away fron1 those researchers 
who tnaybe invo lved in U K  cases. I have the 
utn1ost respect for thetn . I t  1nay be that i t  i s  
that respect for the1n that causes n1e to  ponder 
the way I mn. Just say that the investigator i s  
only receiving footage and has not n1ade a 
detai l ed i nvest igat ion of the case? I t  could be 
that he has the stnoking gun case in h is  hands? 
His contact could also be tak ing h i tn for the 
ride of his l i fe that n1ay u l t imately destroy his  
credibi l i ty? 

H owever, if that i nvestigator had a contact in 
this country who was able to gather on the spot 
i nfonnation on the case, th ings could be n1ade 
n1ore credible  or the decept ion revealed before 
the dan1age i s  done. 

Only i n  working together is this possible. I 
for one would be wi l l i ng to work with those I 
respect. 

I f  al l groups work together then the j igsaw 
wi l l  gradual ly  becmne con1plete. If some 
cont inue to work apati, there wi l l  always be 
pieces of that j igsaw tn i ssing. Just as there wi l l  
always pieces n1 iss ing i f  people are selfish with 
the ir  inforn1at ion. 
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Conclusion. n1agazine . .  How rel i able can s ight ings be 
taken if  they are not fol lowed up with an 

It 1nay sound to some l i ke there are son1e sour 
grapes here if you read between the l i nes.  Not So. 
A l l  I mn trying to show is that even the sn1a l l  UFO 
groups have a contribution to n1ake� i f  they are given 
the chance. However, they tnust be given the chance 
by not only other groups and researchers, but by the 
witnesses. 

I only hope that Steve Gerrard and n1ysel f  can do 
j ustice for the sn1al l U K  UFO groups when we speak 
at the 2 1st Leeds U FO Conference l ater th i s year. 
We salute Quest P ubl icat ions Ltd for giv ing us the 
daunt ing task of doi ng that.  

I t  i s  s i lnple how we in  the U FO con1munity tnust 
progress. We need to work together for the benefit of 
al l .  We 1nust pass on reports� S uggest i nvest igators 
c loser to the s ight ing area and he lp  each other. Then 
at the end of it al l share in the results of our B lood, 
Sweat and Tears. 

Onl y  with Cooperat ion and support can we expect 
to gai n  the respect thi s  subject deserves, without that 
respect al l we have i s  a n1 i ss-1natch of l i ke-tn inded 
people work ing for a con1n1on goal . 

Let us work together for a truth fi l led future, where 
the fire is fue l l ed by a coal i t ion of U FOlogists al l 
working together.

A brief story appeared in the Sun and Daily 
Star newspapers on Thursday, 16 May. 

The Sun piece read: 

'RAF LEARN TO SPOT 'ALIENS' - New RAF 
pilots are being taught how to spot and 

report UFOs. Cadets at the RAF College in 
Cranwell, Lincolnshire, are shown video 
footage of a 1990 sighting. Tornado pilots 

watched a cigar-shaped object for six 
minutes near the Dutch border.' 

With help from others (at a Ufological, 
media and official level), a number of facts 
have been unearthed which are intriguing 
to say the least. The roots of this story 
date back several years, but one individual 
who entered the frame quite by chance 
was discovered to have a proven MoD 

(Whitehall) and Parliamentary connection 
to the subject that stretches back to 

1976. It's amazing what a few lines in a 
newspaper can throw up. Enquiries into 
this story are on-going, but it would be fair 

to say that all is not quite what it seems. 
Because it broke on the very day our June 
issue was set to be dispatched for print, 
we could only afford it the briefest of 
mentions. The outcome of our enquiries 

will, however, appear in the July issue.

HONG KONG, China (CNN) -- UFO research 
is the stuff of sci-fi buffs and conspiracy freaks, 
but in China it's treated serious ly. 

J oseph W ong, a lab tnanager at Hong Kong's 
City University, is a tnan of science. His job is 
to assess the structural performance of 
buildings. 

But familiar as he is with hard data, Wong is 
a l so a fan of the unexplained. 

"If something flies over, there's a very good 
reason for trying to understand why they're here, 

why they come to us, what is their 
relationship between us and them," he 
says. 

Wong is the Chairman of Hong 
Kong's thriving UFO club -- exploring 
"unidentified flying objects" or, to the 
uninitiated, "flying saucers." 

The c lub meets once a month to 
explore otherworldly topics like "E.T. 
Civilization" and "Alien Kung Fu." 

Members occasional ly meet at a cyber 
cafe cal led UFO Station in Hong 
Kong's Tsitn Sha Tsui district. The spot 
is home to Hong Kong's own version of 
the X-fi les. 

The dark monitor-lit cafe has UFO 
books, newsletters, and old news 
clippings of c lose encounters -- material 
that UFO club tnembers take very 
serious ly. 

A tnasters in UFOlogy? "In order to 
understand UFO phenomena, we need 
to have a broad understanding of 
different disciplines," says Albert So, 
university professor and Hong Kong 
UFO c l u b  member,  "in c l uding 
tn a th e tn a t i c s ,  p h y s i c s, h i s t o r y ,  
phi l o sophy, even s ome sort of 
paranonnal activities and al l that." 

Hong Kong's UFO enthusiasts, like 
So, are not dreamy stargazers, but 
researchers who see their passion as a 
science. 

So much so that they're lobbying for a 
u n i v e r s i t y  d e g r e e  p r o g r a m  tn 
"UFOlogy." 

"The graduates of this program wil l  
grasp at least al l the tnajor knowledge 
i n  o r de r  t o  u n d e r s t a n d  U F O  
phenomena, and al so other technologies 
and any ski l l s  related to UFOs," says 
So. 

"After students or friends finish this 
degree, they may have their own 
understanding about this universe," 
Wong adds. 
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"Maybe they will be able to come up with 
a new universe model, new way of life, or 
whatever." 

It sounds like a tough sell, but it tnay not 
be hard to pitch in tnainland China, where 
there is little taboo about discs that glow in 
the night or theories on visitors from out 
there. 

Flying boats in China China's state-run 
tnedia reports on UFO sightings. Even the. 

govemtnent's Ministry of Science and 
Technology treats the topic with respect. 

"It seetns that people in the East are 
more open to discuss issues related to 
UFOs," So says. 

"Perhaps that is something to do with the 
culture of the races. In particular, Chinese. 
Chinese is a kind of race who easily 
believes in sotnething supernatural." 

And they tnay have been believing for a 
long time. UFO researchers point to an 
ancient drawing of the 1 00-year story of an 
emperor meeting a flying boat and a 
compelling artifact in support of UFO 
study, but not the only one. 

"For tne, it's not very itnportant whether 
there is really a UFO that can fly or not,". 
Wong says. 

"It's when we are investigating this, I 
think it's the process that actually helps us 
to understand more about ourselves or our 
planet." 

For club chairman Joseph Wong, the 
truth may be out there, but the payoff is 
personal fi studying aliens helps to satiate a 
very healthy, and very human, curiosity.

'"Creat ion" by a h igh ly  advanced being that has 
long been cal led "'God'' . . .  or "'Yahweh'' . . .  and 
h is  ''angel s" that were instrutnental in 
"'arranging'' the birth of our p lanet and i ts 
systen1 . . .  inc luding the "'p lac ing'' of the moon in 
a suitable posit ion to ''create'' t ides etc . Yeah ! 
Ifs  that k ind of book . . .  but don ' t  knock it ! 
"'Craft'' of son1e advanced kind cotnes into it 
early and brings us to the present "UFO'' 
enigtna with in depth detai l s  that cause one to 
stop and think . . .  HARD!  Certainly,  if your 
l i n1 i t less i tnaginat ion can stretch that far, n1aybe 
the TRUTH l ies with in .  For n1e,  the author has 
l iteral l y  accepted the B ib l ical accounts as true 
and extrapolated the legend so as to fit h i s · 

theories .  ''A l ien'' spec ies,  even the rept i l ian sort 
we hear about now, are al l accounted for .  . .  not 
always as we recogn ise then1 . . .  tnain ly  stashed 
away in deep deep underground caven1s where 

l ife resen1bles our idea of he l l  and behaving j ust 
l ike we think cohorts of "o ld Nick" n1ight do ! A 
l ist of the chapters gives you an idea : Genesis,  
Exodus, Nun1bers, Kings and Chronic les, Ezek ie l ,  
I saiah and Jeren1 iah, etc etc .  Throw in fal len 
angel s, molten underground nvers and a 
sulphurous atmosphere which, says the author, 
serves to account for the '"cheesy" sn1el l  of those 
pesky "al iens'' as reported by abductees . . .  even 
Strieber described this .  Now I have to say this is a 
" 'make your own tnind up book" . . .  and at £30 .99 
U K  price tag needs thought before you buy i t .

Over the years, I have been contacted by n1any 
Television and Radio stations to appear on 
programs .  I received one such cal l and was 
asked if I wou ld  appear on a Television pro grain 
to be screened in n1 id June. I never turn down 
any publ icity and so said yes, I wou ld .  So the 
wheels were set in n1ot ion and after a few n1ore 
phone cal l s, anangetnents n1ade for the fi l m  
crew t o  come round to m y  home o n  Friday the 
1 4th June. I t  is a lways n ice to think that after a l l  
that fi hn ing, the 1nany hours of repeating shots 
and angles, a 30 n1 inute progra1n was on the 
cards. Not so . . .  3 m inutes ! ! ! Southen1 Ways 
put out three progran1s over the 1 7th - 1 9th June 
featuring David K ingston, Busty Taylor, Craig 
Roberts (Totton Col lege U FO Course) and the 
Southampton U FO Group Sky Watch .  

At  4 .30  p .m .  they arrived, wel l ,  a can1era n1an 
and M ike Powe l l  the progran1 presenter and set 
up cmnp in the l iv ing roon1 . They fihned n1e 
walk ing up the street as i f  I had j ust arrived 
hon1e . .  Funny thing i s, why do people in the ir  
cars always toot the ir  horns when they drive by ! 
The word P RA TT con1es to n1 ind ! !  They d id  an 
i nterv iew with n1y 1 1  year o ld son in the d inn ing 
room who when asked why was dad interested 
in  U FO ' s, he repl ied · we l l ,  i t  gives him sOine­
thing to do at night ! ! '  . . . Thanks for nothing 
son . .  Then, they had n1yse lf, tny wife and two 
boys sat i n  the front room looking at FO v ideo 
footage and talked about the footage. Again, n1y 
1 4  yr o ld son Chri s, can1e out with the imn1ortal 
words. . .. It 1nust be Atnerican .. Th is  is boring . . .  
Can ' t  we watch Neighbours instead ' . . .  Thanks 
again son ! ! Then i t  was the turn of n1y wife 
n1ak ing my  sandwiches and flask of hot coffee 
for the evening sky watch . .  Thanks Anne you 
were j ust great ! ! Then, it was n1y turn to be 
interv iewed by M ike Powe l l  who asked the 
usual q uestions . . .  ' When did you set up the 
group ' . . .  ' Why did you set the group up?' and 
a l l  the usual U FO type of questions. They then 
fi l n1ed me packing n1y equipment unpacking, 
packing, unpacking about 5 t in1es ! ! ! Then they 
fi l n1ed me leaving home cmTying al l the 
equipn1ent for the n ights sky watch .  The final 
two pieces of fi lm i ng was the numerous owls in 
n1y house . .  My wife i s  a Brown Owl and runs 
her own Brownie pack and M ike Powel l had 
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already 1nentioned that people who are 
abducted, often 1nentioning owl s . .  That 1nust 
n1ean that I get abducted regularly .  The last 
piece of fi hn was of 1ny cat watching through 
the d inn ing roo1n window as if  to say ' What 
the b loody hel l are they doing in there ! ! ! '  . . .

The first one was covering in 
thick b lack tnud ! !  Then M i ke said lets go into 
the fie ld .  Apart fr01n the barbed wire fence and 
the big pad lock gate, it gave the in1pression 
that the farmer did not want anyone in h is  
fields . . .  And that i s  true . . .  The farmer owning 
the Punch Bowl has in  the past threatened to 
shoot trespassers. So, it was down to the B BC 
if we got shot ! ! !  

We a l l  c l i n1bed the 5 bar gate, helping En1ie 
with a leg over. . .  M ind you, i t  was h is  
b i rthday, and at  77  yrs o ld ,  he c l in1bed wel l . .  
We al l negot iated the rabbit 1nounds and set up 
facing into the Punch Bowl . We were al l 
interviewed, but a strange thing happened . . .  
A l l  evening up unt i l  now, the sky had been 
dark grey and ful l  of rain .  But, as if by n1agic, a 
big whole appeared i n  the c louds above and the 
sun can1e out. . M i rac le  ! ! ! I heard s01neone 
say ! ! Wel l ,  I would go as far as that but ! ! We 
al l thorough ly enj oyed th is  part and the group 
tnetnbers that were there, Me, Steve Rider 
(Secretary) ,  Ernie Sears (Publ ic  Relat ions 
Officer), B i l l  and Jean Sn1 ith, Davina Reynolds 
and Andy Phi l ips al l jo ined i n  the spi rit .  I as 
even draughted in to hold the hai ry n1 icrophone 
as the cmnera 1nan had run out of hands. Then 
as if son1eone up stairs had said ' That ' s  enough 
sun l ight ' ,  the c louds cmne over again and it 
turnt darker and it we could not fi ln1 anymore

without the help of a l ight on the can1era. 

Whi l st we stood there, M i ke Powe l l  spoke to our 
groups healer, Ernie, and asked if he cou ld do some 
heal ing on his leg. So, there was Ernie Sears, 
standing on a wind swept h i l l  side running h i s  
hands p and down M ike' s  l eg ! ! !  ( I  wonder what the 
car drivers passing by thought of this  ! ! ) . The funny 
thing is ,  that on Sunday 1 6th , M i ke Powe l l  actual ly  
1nentioned thi s  and said and I quote "'That i t  did 
ease for a whi le" . . .  So, a l though we did not see any 
U FO ' s, Ern ie ' s  heal ing powers cetiainly worked . . .  
After Mike and the camera 1nan left we stayed a 
l i tt le whi le longer on the h i l l ,  but the weather was 
against us and we decided to cal l i t  a night . . .  So, 

· after gathering al l our equipn1ent up, we al l c l imbed 
over the five bar gate . . .  A l l  accept for Ernie that 
i s  . . .  Yes, he c l i 1nbed i t, but as if  in s low tnotion, he 
' fe l l ' off the top of the gate, and slowly fel l  onto h is  
back on the n1ud and grass. We a l l  stood around 
curl ing up with laughter and poor old Ernie j ust lay 
there, laughing h is  head off. If  only the video 
can1era' s  had not stopped rol l ing ! ! ! We a l l  headed 
off h01ne except for n1e and Steve Rider who 
headed for the pub as I need a st iff drink. 

For a progratn that i s  going to last for the best part 
of 3 tninutes, we fi ln1ed for over four and a half 
hours ! ! ! !  Hopefu l ly  in  the next newsletter I wi l l  
review the progrmn and the two others screened 
along side. 

A l so to con1e out of thi s  fi hning is a possib le 
chance to go on Radio Solent on Sunday the 23rd 
June when M i ke Powel l i s  i nterv iewing David

Steve Gerrard (Chai rn1an) . . .  

My name i s  Christoffer Walther and I 'n1 a Dan ish 
U FO researcher. 

I atn currentl y  in contact with a Bri t i sh won1an, 
who has had several s ightings of an un ident i fied 
phenon1enon, which she and her fri end has captured 
on v ideo. 

I have seen both day and n ight -t in1e v ideo 
record ings of this phenon1ena, and it appears to be 
the * same* type of obj ect that was observed and 
recorded on video the sun1n1er of 200 L in Bonsal l �  
Derbyshire England, and the  san1e type of craft that 
was al leged ly photographed near the NASA STS-75 
shutt le .  

The Derbyshire/Bonsal l movie was reportedly  sold 
and shipped to A1nerica, and as far as I know� never 
released to the publ ic ,  except for a sti l l  photographic  
in1age of the  obj ect .  

Now this object has been s ighted again, during both 
day and night by Intl l t ip le  people, in  the sky over the 
san1e area, which is a suburb to London . This  al l  
happened at the beginning of January 2002 . After the 
i ni t ia l  s ighting during dayt in1e, which was recorded 
on v ideo, the phen01nenon returned at n ight and was 
again recorded successful ly .  The fo l lowing early 
mon1 ing the obj ect returned once again, and th is  t i 1ne 
was seen again ,  by a temn of garbage men that 
alerted the wotnan who once again s ighted th is  
obj ect. 

I would l ike to send you the v ideo recordi ngs that I 
have received � they are i n  QuickTi 1ne d ig i tal fonnat, 
and in a pretty high qual i ty .  The s ize of i s  ranging 
from 5 00 kb to 3 mb per c l i p . They inc lude both day 
and n ight -t i 1ne s ight ings, and some of i t  i s  qui te 
frank ly  astonish ing.  

I have so far no reason to bel i eve they are fake.

The Original Sighting . . .  

A DALES n1un1 has spoken o f  her 
an1aze1nent after capturing a U FO on 
videotape. 

The 44-year-old Bonsa l l  woman, who does 
not wish to be i dent ified, saw what appeared 
to be a flying saucer hovering over M iddleton 
Wood . And she captured s ix-and-a-half 
n1 inutes of an1azi ng footage on her cmncorder 
before i t  d isappeared . 

" I 've watched the UFO Progran1s and i f  
there i s  such a thi ng, th is  i s  a s  good a 
photograph as you're goi ng to get," she said .  
" I  was a c01nplete and utter d isbel i ever but 
seeing this has n1ade me think twice. "  

The U FO, which was seen two mi les away 
at 9 . 1 0  p .m .  on October 5 ,  resetnbled a giant 
d i sk with a 'b i te' taken out of the botton1 . I t  
had yel low, orange and b lue l ights, along with 
intricate mark ings and a dark c i rc le  in  the 
center. And as i t  hovered over the woods, it  
seemed to expand and then get smal ler again .  

" It 's  not an aircraft because it 's not tnoving 
at al l , "  said the woman as she watched the 
v ideo . "And ai rcraft n1ake sound . This i s  
s i lent .  " I t was huge and through the lens i t  
looked as  i f  it  was going to  h i t  n1e. I can't 
explain i t  it's l ike nothing e lse I 've ever 
seen . "  

Towards the end o f  the tape, the object 
moves to the right and etnits pulses of l ight 
fr01n i ts left-hand s ide .  It then fl ips over, 
showing two bright l ights i n  the 1ni ss ing 'b i te' 
of the d i sk before d i sappearing in a red flash.  

The c lose encounter is  the seventh over the 
Dales in recent weeks but the first with 
concrete proof. 

Other strange l ights have been seen over 
Mat lock, Curbar, Carsington, Hognaston and 
Ashboun1e. And on the san1e n ight as the 
Bonsal l s ighting, a n1an told  in l ast week's 
Mercury how he too saw a bright l ight in  the 
sky over nearby B i rchover. This too was 
stat ionary, mult i -colored and n1ade no sound.

Footage . . .  

The fol lowing i s  the story of the events that 
l ead to the footage. 

The witness, a s ingle 1nother Brit i sh wmnan 
was giving a party a few weeks back .  I t's about 
m idday when she notices a strange d i sc l ike 
object in  far above in the sky. Meanwh i le her 
fri end is inside the house fi hn ing the party 
events, she cal l s  h in1 outside and he see the 
object as wel l .  

H e  successfu l ly  tapes the white l ike d i sc 
flowing through a thin layer of skies, he zootns 
in and it appears to be a white d i sc, no surface 
detai l s  v is ib le .  To 1ne it looks l ike it reflects the 
sun. 

Later when it has turned dark, the object 
returns. Frmn a d istance it appears as a white 
glowing stat ionary obj ect, at t imes i t  appears to · 
be changing shape 1norphing into two connected 
objects and then back to a s ingle one again.  

He zootns in onto the object and i t  c learly 
resembles the original  " Derbysh ire"  phenomena, 
the "b i te" n1 i ss ing on the one end of the d i sc i s  
c learl y  vis i ble, and on c lose look the object 
d i sp lays a tnyriad of green, b lue, red colors. 

At one point the object begins to tnove, first 
s lowly, and later it  floats through a layer of 
skies and d isappears . Th i s  is captured on video 
as wel l .  

The next 1norn ing the wmnan i s  alerted by a 
tean1 of garbage men that has arrived early to 
col lect garbage. They have spotted the obj ect in  
the  sky, and once again the  object i s  recorded on 
1novie, duri ng day l i ght. However, th is  object to 
n1e looks a bi t  d ifferent than the one spotted the 
day and n ight before.

Many have suggested that once one has 

zoomed-in to the extre1ne with conventi onal 
d igi tal can1corders or d igital cameras, the ar­
t ifacts of bloon1, spec ifical ly  the c i rcu lar field 
with donut l ike hole in  the center, along with in-

tense ly colored l i ght variance, are products of the 
shutter ape1iure in these cmneras, and what we're 
actual ly  seeing i s  a cmnplete d istort ion. We've 
heard these same c la ims about saucer, d isc and 
triangle shaped shutters causing such effects on 
intense zoon1 . 

Though th is  cannot be cmnpletely  disn1 i ssed, as 
exan1ples i n  the past have shown serious and 
pecu l iar d istortions in over zomn/focus related to 
shutter shape, the STS-75 i tnage -- shot by NASA 
can1eras without any extre1ne zoom or focus 
problen1s (as the in1age of the tether is  in  fine 
focus even for several tn i les ! )  -- begs the quest ion:  
I sn't th i s  far too great of a coincidence that the 
shutter-effect in the UK photos n1atches the exact 
san1e "notched" U FO ( esti 1nated to be son1e 1n i l es 
in d ian1eter) with the san1e puls ing l ights and 
waveforn1 patterns of energy AND the hole- l ike 
art ifact in the center? 

It see1ns very unl ikely ,  and i t  appears that the 
200 1 and 200 1 UK i tnages have captured the very 
san1e retnarkable  and 1nonstrously s ized craft. Not 
only does the STS-75 footage substantiate the U K  
i 1nages fro1n a total ly  unique vantage ( i .e . ,  tn i les 
above the earth with expert equipment), but one 
can c learly  see in  the QuickTi1ne footage #2 above 
that whatever the bright object is being videotaped 
at the stmi of the c l ip, when it is seen against the 
backdrop of the neighborhood -- a yard lan1p,  
house and tree for smne reference -- is  extren1ely  
bright and extretnely l arge. Anyone who has ever 
tried videotaping at n ight knows stars, even the 
brightest, scarcely  even regi ster on tape. Thi s  
object was massive in  s ize and intense in l i ght. 
Christoffer W alther al so inforn1s us that the Sony 
700 cmnera of these n1ost recent c l i ps had 
addi t ional zoon1 capab i l i t ies, not j ust standard 
ZOOn1 . 

I f  anyone has infonnation on the shutter shape of 
the Sony 700 and can docun1ent i t ,  please forward 
to webmaster@rense.cmn.  We'd l i ke to repori on 
th i s  aspect, even though it does not appear to be 
involved i n  the U K  i n1ages at al l .  We would 
ahnost bet our bottom dol l ar the shutter is  tri -fold,  
not c i rcular, which under d i stort ion of zomn/focus 

would leave a triangle shape, not the 
mnazingly detai l ed d i sc with its l i ghts, 
phenmnenal e lectri c aura and surface art ifacts 
which perfectl y  1natch the STS-75 craft shot j ust 
outside the earth's atn1osphere by NASA shutt le  
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crew. 

Notch Analysis 

The "notch"  appears hard to see in 1nany of 
the i 1nages, l ikely due to the bri l l iance of the 
U FO itse lf, but as the fol lowing color and 
contrast enhance1nents demonstrate, the notch i s  
defini tely present.

We have now atten1pted to re-produce the

star by using the zoon1 mechanism on the video 
recorder. These sessions have been made using 
the san1e v ideo recorder as the original s ighting. 
That is ,  the smne physical device, san1e lens, 
san1e zoon1 .  I t  has been shot under the san1e 
weather conditions that are dark co ld  c lear eve­
n ing/n ight. 

Here fol lows an analysis  of the footage c l ip

Watching the "moonref.qt" c l ip,  we have a 
quite large 1noon at the top of the view; no stars at 
a l l  see1n to regi ster on the v ideo recorder even 
though it is completel y  dark *and* con1pletely  
clear skies .
