Sightings by SUFOG members and 
others in the area of Hampshire and 
Dorset recently... looking good but 
investigations ongoing ... 

DA VINA REYNOLDS reports on a 
sighting form that at 8.40 a.m. approx 
(Monday 24th June) while looking 
casually out of a long window at a friends 
house she saw a brilliant light suddenly 
appear, high up, in a clear blue sky. 
Location Lordshill, Southampton. Brighter 
than a star, it suddenly vanished after 
moving very slowly, only to have another 
looking the same appear near to hand to 
the first, which repeated the vanishing 
trick !

A red light was then 
observed coming the other way towards 
her at about the same height as the 
aircraft. Another red light was following 
the first at a steady distance from the first 
as a few yards. Not high. No sound as they 
passed over and nothing between them ... 

Not fast ... she was 
able to catch them again from her front 
door until they went behind some trees. 
They both emitted a white flashing light at 
intervals. 'they went as silently as they 
came' was her description.

Hi am originally from Southampton have moved 
to Western Australia in the outskirt suburb of 
Clifton Hills I have seen you have had reports of a 
similar sighting which we see up to 3 to 4 times a 
week. I thought I would let you know because I 
see there is a lot in common with your reports and 
I am on the other side of the world from were you 
are. We normally see I - 3 very bright orange balls 
of light that make no noise, can travel at 
tremendous speeds, hover, change size from about 
the size of a star to the size of a assize rule pitch.

So n1uch for the 
M inistry of Defence and the ir  'no defence significance� 
letters . Oddly enough . . .  or was it? . . .  that satne base, which 
accotntnodated the RAF and MoD as \veil as the United 
States depot . . .  was the· ON LY one that actual ly tnentioned 
··u po � s'' in tny enquiri es in 2000 ! 
DAILY EXPRESS of the 9th July ran an article '"Caught i n  
the X -Fire·� . . . a T V  " C  mn baf' gan1es show. . . set o n  a 
disused fannland near I pswich.  'On an ex-US Army base, 
vvhich has taken on a spooky qual i ty due to the al leged al i en 
s ightings around there ' ,  says EO. Hal L a Tetnptation Island 
producer. The word Rendleshan1 cotnes eas i ly  to tnind !  
DAILY TELEGRAPH WEEKEND MAGAZINE for 1 3th 
J uly has a two-pager beginning on the ful l  front page on : 
'For centuries. we have been intrigued by the idea that there 
i s  l i fe on other planets. With in  the next few decades we may 
know the answer' .  Science Edi tor weighs the evidence and 
talks to the astronon1ers 'con1bing the universe for l ittle green 
n1en�. What tnakes thetn thi nk we' l l  be ALLOWED to 'find 
how· tnany just right planets there are out there�? HUH ! !  J ust 
th i nk ! ALL the tnoney and resources they spend on looking 
for '·L i fe'� out there . . .  when our rape of our own planet and 
e l in1 inat ion of our own species . . .  let alone the flower and 
fauna areas . . .  would result in us being the pariah of the 
cosmos . . .  con1n1onsense, wh ich ts m shott supply 
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increasingly, ·and incompetence, also lacking, 
should tell us that time is running out. 
DAILY MAIL of July 15th has a three quarter 
page article and photo of that huge 750 foot 
wide crop formation with its corners based on 
three ancient burial grounds, only 800 yards 
from Stonehenge. Only a few weeks before the 
Bruce Willis movie, Crop Circles, A Quest for 
Truth, is released in Britain !

The article 
contains, unsurprisingly, phrases such as 
"Britain's answer to TV's Fox Mulder" and 
"Gary hunts for aliens with his very own X 
Files". Airline pilots and police officers 'have 
already disclosed their experiences to Gary'. I 
have to ask... probably you too. . .  will all· 
THAT stop the MOD etc uttering that 'no 
defence significance' blanket denial of all that 
WE KNOW is true? OK ... end of story ... so 
far ! 
SOUTHAMPTON DAILY ECHO of 1st July 
ran a letter I wrote on the Cheesefoot Head 
filming for BBC TV and made it even better 
when they printed an alleged UFO from their 
files and all in glorious colour too! Other 
things - Steve Gerrard and Steve Ryder 
appeared on local radio Solent. More to come ! 
DAILY STAR of 29th June said 'UFO's Spy 
on Air Bases'. Researcher Dr. David Clarke 
claims a secret service cover-up that kept 
evidence hidden from Winston Churchill and his 
successors according to a new report. 

. DAILY TELEGRAPH of the 25th July 
reviewed the program 'Britain's Secret UFO 
Hunters' shown on the Discovery channel. The . 
program presented the findings of Dr. David 
Clarke and Andy Roberts after a two year search 
through top secret files released under the 
Freedom of Information Act. They looked at the 
correlation between the cold war and the UFO 
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phenomenon. UFO reports flared up through the 
1950's, 1960's and 1970's and since the collapse 
of Communism sightings have dropped of 
dramatically. A coincidence? Maybe, maybe not. 
The thing that sealed the coffin on the program 
was at the end.

R Editor and founder Moira McGhee does a 
fine article on "The Barrington Triangle" in the 
November 200 1 issue ... a notable hot spot to 
the North and Northwest of Sydney ... featuring 
many sightings and paranormal events over 
many years to present day. Other highlights 
include a vehicle interference incident near 
Walcha, Quirindi, the full story. . . excellent 
maps of the areas include the odd name of 
'Who' Da Thought it Hill' . . . for example. Plus 
aborigine history and stories of UFO' s etc as 
part of their legends. Another issue worth 
obtaining. Try Po Box 783, Kogarah, NSW, 
22 1 7, Australia. 
ENIGMA shows a welcome face again, with 
TWO copies of Paul Vigay' s  ... issues 2 1  and 22 
mean dates of Summer 2000 and Autumn 2000 
and I think these are a kind of reprint so again 
are a collectors item you may have missed. 
What happened to 200 1 etc I don't know ! Paul 
is EXTREMELY difficult to get hold of. . . snail 
mail and e.mails get no reply ! I know he is 
incredibly busy and in demand. Whatever ... 
excellent coverage well illustrated, mainly of the 
crop circle enigma, which Paul is an accepted 
expert on. Issue 22 is Paul's annual catalogue of 
that years crop circles ... just one good reason 
for having a copy! I have the originals in 
my files.

I first noticed a few flashes of intense white l ight.

When it was not flashing it was 
very faint, but I could sti l l  n1ake out the sphere .  At 
t i tnes it looked l ike the sphere was changing it's 
shape. 

I an1 hoping this is a s ign of n1ore contact for me, 
only tin1e wi l l  tel l !  

l i ttle about Crop Circ les and shovv· the recent See you soon . 
footage shown on G MTV. The eveni ng was 
rounded off with a few questions and Cheers 
rapturous applause fr01n the assetnbled Stuart Wisd01n 
audience. Then as the tea break took place we 
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Avebury Sky Watch 2002. 

To be or not to be . .  That was the question . . .  
Around a week prior to Avebury, weather forecasts 
looked abysmal, thunder, rain you name it, it was 
going to happen. I said to Steve Rider, that all we 
needed was for one of us to go sick ! ! ! So, on the 
Friday night prior to our adventure, I received two 
phone calls and already people were dropping . like 
flies and I started to get that feeling of ' it looks like 
just me and Steve R yet again' . .  Was I so very 
wrong . .  I arrived at Steve R' s at 9.30 a. m. and was 
met with someone who could hardly speak. Steve 
had been up since 4 a.m. and he was off to the 
doctors . . .  Oh well, good old Steve G was on his 
own..  I headed off and I must admit I nearly went 
home. But I thought no, I would be letting others 
down who were waiting at A vebury for me. After a 
90 minute drive and some 50 odd miles later I 
arrived at Avebury via the scenic route . . .  

I was met with a broad smile from group member 
Kevin Nicklen who had arrived 30 minutes prior to 
my arrival at 1 2  noon, So the wait started, but after a 
short period of time Jo and Roger Stone arrived and 
that made 4. Then Stuart Wisdom arrived and we 
were a happy band of 5. Stuart phoned Chris Martin 
who was also joining us, but he was · still at his 
London home and was not able to join us after all. 
After lunch and a look at the crop circle formation 
off Honey Street behind the Barge PH, we set off at 
2 p.m. as no one else had arrived. This was to be the 
happy band of brothers who were to spend the day 
together. We arrived at Silbury Hill, parked up and 
walked back down the road towards the West 
Kennett Long Barrow and the crop circle formation 
in the fields. To my horror, the formation in the field 
opposite Silbury had already been harvested and the 
formation was no longer there ! ! !  We arrived at the 
long Barrow and investigated it and then walked into 
the field where the formation that resembled an 
electric plug was situated. We looked around and I 
suddenly came across the centre of the formation, 
swirled crop with a hollow in the middle, where it 
looked as if an object such as a pole had been placed, 
with a rope attached and the hoaxers had walked 
around in circles. Certainly a hoaxed formation, 
especially with the word 'ENERGY' written 
underneath in the corn. 

So, it was then on to Avebury at 3 .30 p.m. and see 
what was going on there and to meet up with any 
fellow sky watchers. Mind you, we ALL had or 
doubts by now as the sky was covered in a thick 

blanked of grey cloud, and in some places 
black. We arrived at A vebury in the centre of 
a large wedding, Saturday afternoon cricket 
match and rain . . .  We split up here with Jo and 
Roger going their separate ways and the band 
of three heading off towards the Henge Shop. 
On entry, I looked at the book and video 
section . ..

Mind you, If there was an empty shop in 
Avebury, and I had the money, I would set up 
a UFO and crop circle shop selling books, 
magazines, merchandise and video's, as I 
think you would make a killing there. We 
dodged the bit of rain falling and ended up in 
the Red Lion PH, amid the sound of bongo 
drums in the next bar . .  What a racket ! ! ! Also, 
the weird and not so · wonderful human 
characters were wondering around the pub in 
their long scruffy dr�ad-locked hair, tattoo 
covered bodies, necks and in some cases 
'faces ' .  We sat chatting and Stuart and I went 
for a walk around A vebury videoing and 
photographing the two formations in the area. 
We headed back to the pub and saw Busty 
Taylor pulling up in the car park and he said 
' What are you doing here then'? Need I 
answer that one Busty . .  Anyway, we re-joined 
Kevin in the pub for another drink and we 
were joined by Jo and Roger. Meanwhile the 
weather settled down and had stopped raining, 
but the sky was still covered in a blanket of 
grey cloud with an odd patch of blue sky but 
all in ·all not sky watching weather. We all had 
a chat about this and we ALL decided that we 
should call it a night as it was nearly 7 p.m. 
and no one else had arrived. So, it was with 
sad hearts that we decided to go our separate 
ways home, Jo and Roger back to 
Basingstoke, Kevin back to F ordingbridge and 
Stuart back to London and me, back to 
Southampton. 

I must say that those who made the effort 
and made the 2002 trip to A vebury the 
success it turned out to be. Great people and 
some great conversation. For those that did 
not attend, well, although the skywatch did 
not take place for the second year running, 
you still missed a great adventure. As for 
2003, well I am seriously thinking of calling it 
a day and make 2002 the last SUFOG 
A vebury mass skywatch adventure. 
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Mysterious Spheres, Contact in 200 1 -
A Personal Account By Stuart Wisdom. 

Wel l ,  where do I stat1. I l ive in West London. 
Ruis l ip .  
I would l ike to thank Chri s Martin for opening 

n1y eyes as to what is goi ng on in our skies, and 
getting tne started on this fascinating subject -
fi hning Spheres. Also I thank Nicolette my wife 
for being so patient and understandi ng through­
out the smn1ner. I have spent every avai lable 
t i tne watching the skies in  our back garden. 

I wil l  now take you on a joun1ey through the 
tnost i ncredible sun1n1er I have ever had. I t  al l 
stat1ed back in Apri l of this year. I n1et Chris 
Martin for the first t i tne for a skywatch in  East 
London. Bow. Also in attendance was John and 
Rob Tay lor. U nfot1unate ly the weather was not 
on our s ide. it was to c loudy. Even though we 
didn't  see anythi ng we al l had a good time 
talk ing about the U FO subj ect in general . 

After that� I was very keen to do more 
skywatches. Throughout May of this year I sat 
in tny back garden with n1y 1 5x70 binoculars. 
On three occasions I an1 sure I saw very high 
spheres. they appeared in the daytin1e as bright 
stars which were there for 5- l 0 n1inutes then 
were gone. 

At the end of May I purchased a Sony H i8  
camcorder. with the hope . of  getting son1e 
sightings. 

A poin t  of interest with al l n1y sightings i s  
that al l of then1 have been total ly s i lent . 

I wi l l  now tnove i nto June. I purchased C lu·i s  
Mat1 in ' s  book ' Intruders in  the  Nighf . I 
niention th i s  because I tirn1 ly bel ieve that this 
was the catalyst for the stat1 of contact with an 
ET inte l l igence. 

I woke up on the 1non1ing of Saturday the 
23rd June. the weather was perfect sunny with 
smne c loud. I thought to tnysel f this could be 
the day I have n1y first fihned sighting of a 
sphere. John, Rob & I n1et with Chris again in 
the park near his hon1e. We al l j ust ch i l led out 
ly ing down looking at the sky ! About an hour 
and hal f i nto the skywatch I noticed a chi ld ' s  
hel i um bal loon. then Rob saw two tnore. We 
w·atched the three bal loons float past smne 
c loud. then suddenly we not iced what we 
thought was another one. but th is one was not 
n1ov ing!  I quickly got n1y catncorder and started 
to ti hn the object. I fi ln1ed it for j ust under 2 

n1 inutes. When we rev iewed the footage, it was 
c lear that i t  was a "classic sphere' . The first thing 
that Chris said was '"you' ve got one'' ! Wel l ,  I 
couldn' t  bel ieve i t, my first proper skywatch with 
n1y can1corder. After that I real ly  had the bug ! 
Skywatch as n1uch as possible ! 
. Chris said that I should try and init iate a sighting 
by con1n1unicat ing with the ET individuals 
n1entioned in his book. by talk ing to then1 and 
telepathical ly  aski ng them to appear. I know that 
sounds far fetched� but I thought that if there was 
an ET presence surveying us, it would be total ly  
reasonable that they could hear me. So from then 
on I used that procedure before and during a 
skywatch.  

I wil l  now move to July. 

I n1et with Chris on the 1 2th, not for a skywatch 
but to give him a copy of the previous footage 
which the Sun newspaper were interested in 
running a story as the Big Brother house was 
nearby to the sight ing!  So we dropped the footage 
off to the S un .  The weather that day was very 
c loudy with rain which suddenly  cleared in  the 
aften1oon. A skywatch was in order. We sat near 
the Big  Brother studios which i s  near to the park. 
All  of a sudden I noticed a sphere h igh up then 
another sphere appeared fron1 no where. I saw the 
2nd sphere pop out of clear blue sky ! Then a mad 
panic ensued to get my cmncorder out, with allot 
of swearing ! ! . I was very hyped up on adrenal ine. 
F ihned about 1 0  secs approx. When we reviewed 
the footage, there was 2 spheres I had fihned. 

My next sighting was Monday 23rd in tny back 
garden. As usual after work I got the recl ining 
garden chair out and started to skywatch. At 1 8 :50  
I · suddenly  noticed a very bright object d irect ly 
over tny house. I pressed record and tracked the 
object mov ing away frotn tny house. At first I 
thought that the obj ect could be a bunch of hel iun1 
bal loons. but when I reviewed the footage I 
d iscounted thi s  because the shape alone was very 
unusual . What real ly convinced n1e was that on 
two occasions the obj ect appeared to morph i nto a 
sphere shape ! This  s ighting went on for 4 mi nutes. 
My next s ighting was the 29th. I t  was a sunny 
Sunday aften1oon with some c loud, I was 
skywatching as usual . I first I thought I spotted a 
plane reflecting the sun, as soon as I zoon1ed i n  
with tny catncorder I real i sed I had another sphere.  
At first the sphere was tnoving at a steady speed 
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past some clouds, but as the sighting went on the 
sphere was slowing down. I definitely got the 
impression there was an ET intelligence inside the 
sphere, who new I was filming. Twice in the footage 
I say out aloud "stop" and the sphere appears to stop ! 
I think I had some sort of interaction with the 
occupants. The duration of the sighting went on for 9 
minutes which I was amazed at ! 

Now onto August. 

My next sighting was on the 1st which I had two. I 
was in my back garden after work, within 1 minute 
of setting my camcorder up on the tripod I filmed a 
sphere which after 5 seconds it faded out and was 
gone. 

Second one was half hour later which was not a 
sphere so much, but was oblong shaped. It had 
travelled along a similar flight path of a passenger 
plane a few minutes before. The object appeared to 
be in a steep decline. When I reviewed the footage 
frame by frame, something amazing was happening, 
tiny objects were being ejected from the craft. Could 
I have filmed a 'mother ship' with spheres ejecting 
out? 

My next sighting was Wednesday 15th which 
again I had two. 

I took the day off work as the weather looked per­
fect. It was a clear blue morning, . no clouds 
an�rhere. After an hour of skywatching something 
incredible happened, a bright orange star like object 
appeared suddenly in the sky where I was looking. I 
started filming the object which was oblong with a 
sphere at the front of it. 

The second one appeared 35 minutes later. I was 
really excited at this point. This sighting is one of the 
best I have filmed. The sphere was morphing into 
different shapes constantly at the start. The sphere 
travelled past my neighbours tree which gave the 
footage good contrast. A day off work that was well 
worth it ! 

My next sighting was Saturday 25th. The weather 
was humid and the sky was like 'pea soup'.  I didn' t  
have much hope for a sighting. But I have found 
"never say never" ! I first noticed a flickering point of 
light, so I turned the camcorder on and managed to 
film one maybe two spheres that appeared to be 
rotating or flashing at me. I was pleased at seeing 
another sphere due to the poor visibility. 

One of the most exciting sightings · I have h&d, I 
unfortunately didn't film as I didn't have my 
camcorder with me ! It was in mid August. I was 

driving up to London in work time, so I 
decided to get some lunch at the service 
station on the M 1 before hitting the London 
traffic. Before I stopped for lunch I did the 
usual procedure of requesting a sighting. I had 
finished my lunch and was hanging around 
out the front of the services finishing my 
drink, I was looking at a particular spot of the 
sky (which thinking back seemed strange?) 
when I suddenly noticed a sphere flashing at 
me! I couldn't believe it, I was totally 
stunned! The sighting lasted about 20 
seconds. So straight away I got on the phone 
to Chris Martin and Graham Birdsall ! I must 
have sounded quite odd as I was really blown 
away by it. In the car afterwards I was on 
cloud nine. I felt hugely honoured that I had a 
visit practically out of the blue. 

Well, there you have it, I think you will 
agree what an incredible summer I have had! 
Some people may wonder why I am pursuing 
this so much. My goal has always been to get 
as much evidence of the ET presence in our 
lives and show it to believers and sceptics 
alike, with the aim of informing people what 
is going on. Also my aim is to get more 
people skywatching and see the evidence for 
themselves. The public have to know what is 
going on. 

I have had quite a few people express 
amazement at how many UFOs I have seen. I 
know· if somebody had said a year ago that I 
would have witnessed a dozen UFOs, I would 
have said "I wish" ! I think the reason I have 
seen so muGh is that I really believe that there 
is an ET intelligence out there monitoring us, 
and that I am concentrating who is flying the 
spheres. I have also kept the communication 
more personal to two ET individuals. 

One of my favourite sayings is "No Mystery 
is Closed to an Open Mind"

Did any of your group get to A vebury on Saturday - only we didn't see/n1eet anyone we recognized 
fr01n recent years? 

Here's a brief report on how the n ight went for us: 

A vebury Skywatch 2002 - August 3 rd/4th 

WelL after last year's washout a sn1al l skywatch ing patiy had sl ightly better conditions in 2002 . 
Conditions did not look at all favorable as the planned start t in1e of 9 .00ptn approached� with very 
heavy clouds cotning in fron1 the north - and sure enough just after 8 .00pn1 the heavy rain started ! 

Thankful ly  the rain  started to clear after 8 . 30pn1, so the team got ready to find a suitable site in the 
A vebury henge i tself. By now our skywatching patiy was up to 7 people - Brian Jan1es� Jan1es H i l l , 
Tin1 Field and h i s  son M ic hael (the APRA contingent) ;  along with John, V ie and Caleb who had 
n1ade their  way down fron1 Crawley for the night. As a change fron1 other years, we dec ided to go up 
onto the eastern bank of the henge (which was also nearer to the cars if we had to abandon rapidly due 
to rai n ! ) .  We were j oined a shoti while later by a father and son fron1 Glastonbury (sorry guys - I 
didn't get your natnes ) .  

The evening got off to  a spectacular start, for al l the wrong reasons, when a young chap decided to 
etnbark on s01ne stunt-driving to our left at the j unction of the Devizes/ Avebury Avenue road -
n1anaging to get h is  Mondeo over the 1 n1+ road verge, and the 1 n1 fence (bending it s l ightly), 
before con1 ing to rest about 8m i nside the henge enclosure itself. Thankful ly he n1anaged to tni ss the 
trees that stand beside that road j unction, and only suffered n1inor inj uries - but his car did attract the 
attention of the local traffic pol ice on several occasions during the night ! One wonders if this 
'd i sturbance' tni ght have affected the overal l atn1osphere for a skywatch? 

Part of the westen1 sky was c learing enough for us to  see a high pass of the  ISS Freed01n at 
1 0 .45ptn , and we saw i t  a surprising way across the sky considering the conditions. We were able to 
do a l i tt le  stargazing, and at around 1 0 .30pn1 Jatnes spotted a very rapidly n1oving flashing red 
l ight to our north, but it was lost to sight beh ind trees, and didn't appear on the other side of the c lun1p 
of trees - which it should have done quite quickly.  That was unfotiunately, the sun1 total of our i tetns 
of interest to watch in the skies. 

By 1 1 .00ptn,  n1 i st was bui lding up - although this did rnake tlie stone circ le  i tself look quite spooky 
at t i tnes, with car headl ights cast ing huge long shadows through the tni st .  The patch of clear sky was 
now di sappearing, and by n1 idn ight we had no view of anything but lo\\.·- level n1 ist� and al l -over 
c loud . By l .OOam on the Sunday tnorning, the c loud was getting thicker, and as wel l as the n1i st and 
general dampness, spots of rain started cotning down, and were getting heavier al l the whi le.  At this 
poirit the party decided to abandon the skywatch, and we al l n1ade our respective ways hon1e. 

The annoying thing was that by 2 . 1 5an1, on tny way h01ne up the A34, the eastern sky had c leared 
enough to give a good view of the ri sing n1oon, although by the t i tne I got hon1e 1 5  n1 inutes later this 
had gone beh ind c louds again. When I had a look outside at S .OOan1 fron1 hotne, the sky was largely 
clear� so I have the funny feel ing that we perhaps abandoned a l ittle too early - oh wel l �  there's always 
next year !  

Don't forget - we are planning another Avebury Skywatch in  August 2003 , to  coincide with the 
c losest opposition of Mars to the Earth in n1ankind's recorded history ! Th is wi l l  ei ther be on Saturday 
23rd (although thi s  is the Bank Hol iday \\.'eekend). or Saturday 30th August
