A former US security policeman has
said he was responsible for strange
lights in a forest which sparked claims
of a UFO sighting.

He said a patrol car - and not a UFO -
was to blame for strange lights which
have sparked two decades of debate.

A number of Air Force men said they
saw an object in Rendlesham Forest
in Suffolk in the early hours of
27 December, 1980.

"UFO" was

Reports said the
transmitting blue pulsating
sending nearby farm animals
"frenzy".

But more than 20 years later, Kevin
Conde has said he and another airman
shined patrol car lights through the trees
and made noises on the loudspeaker as a
prank on a security guard at nearby RAF
Woodbridge in Suffolk.

'Very strange place’

Mr. Conde said: "It was fertile ground
for a practical joke, and practical jokes
are a tradition in the security police.

"We just drove through the forest
flashing the lights through the fog.

"It wasn't a UFO, it was a 1979
Plymouth Volare."

Mr. Conde was stationed elsewhere
shortly after the incident, and he had no
idea his hoax was responsible for the
Rendlesham UFO myth, which led to
requests for information from the Ministry
of Defense and the US government.

The mystery of the lights has continued
for 23 years.

Brenda Butler, a local resident, said: "It
was definitely a craft, because we've
seen craft down here.

"Rendlesham is a very strange place -
it's like a doorway opening from another

dimension."

Despite Mr. Conde's admission, some
witnesses do not believe they saw patrol car
lights that night in Rendlesham Forest.

US Air Force Sergeant John Burroughs
said: "The blue lights coming down from the
sky... | still have never heard of any technology
capable of doing what | saw happening."

"The original stuff we saw cannot be taken for
a police car. There's no way possible."

(I wonder if the Rendlesham case will ever be
put to rest. With more and more people coming
out of the woodwork after the event and the
government with holding vital documentary
evidence, only time will tell and | am afraid that
for some, time is running out... Steve Gerrard -
editor)

7th July : Henwood, nr East Meon

A large triangle with a star formed from
crossed paths in the center. Found in Wheat

9th July : Litchfield

A four pointed star with a spiral in the center.
In between each point is an additional
circular design. Pretty rough looking from the
air.

18th July : A342 near Weyhill. on junction

It is a large circle with a pointed star shape
inside surrounded by several eye/circle
designs. because it is not on a footpath but
near the road it is hard to make out the full
shape.

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16 August 2003 - 8.30pm - Avebury - Flying
Saucer on Skywatch Night!

A certain amount of excitement gripped various
people who had been at Avebury tonight - thanks to
a sighting of a 'flying saucer'. Unfortunately, this
particular saucer was of terrestrial origin, and was
part of an elaborate hoax to fool people visiting
Avebury.

Four members of the APRA skywatch party were
sitting outside the Red Lion pub, when one young
man was agitatedly drawing people's attention to
"something really strange up there" - leading to 20+
people making their way over the road to see what
the commotion was about. We soon saw it was a
disk-shaped balloon, that was unsteady on the
breeze - the electric motors could already be heard.

This disk then proceeded to fly over the village of
Avebury, complete with flashing LED lights on its
rim - the sound of the electric motors struggling to
move the sizeable helium balloon were so obvious
it wasn't true! It has to be said this was larger than
the commercially available saucer-balloons - being
around 6-7m in diameter, and was probably built by
some students somewhere for the prank, and was
undoubtedly taken to its launch site over on
Overton Hill in the white transit-type van that came
chasing through the village a few minutes later,
obviously trying to track the balloon. As it passed
over Avebury, obviously they had regained more
control, and set the disk spinning, while at the
same time turning on a small spotlight, which was
then visible every few seconds as that part of the
rim came round.

To complete the prank, a 'film crew' arrived on
the scene remarkable quickly, though complete
with only prosumer digital camcorder gear, not
anything close to broadcast quality digital. This
crew then went around the Red Lion interviewing
the 'witnesses' to the night's events - | wonder why
they were being lead round by the same young
chap who had been trying to get people's attention
to the saucer in the first place... Curiously, this
camera crew managed to avoid coming over to
interview the APRA team until last, and obviously
didn't get what they ‘'wanted '. Tim Field questioned
how they came to be at the scene so quickly, and
the two people from "CTV" were very vague, saying
they were Marlborough based and had got a phone
call - so they had miraculously got to Avebury
within two minutes!

All'in all a fairly elaborate attempt at
a hoax, by people who were just a little
too eager to get people involved, and
to get them interviewed on camera.

fooled!
(Unfortunately | was unable to attend
this sky watch as | only arrived home
from an unexpected holiday at 8 p.m.
on the Saturday night. Still, plans are
already underway for 2004 and this
will be better planned with better
communication, location etc. Stay
tuned !1).

We saw
several moving lights and one really
bright light moving slowly to the south just
at sunset. | shot everything with the video
camera and we took some orb pictures
too. It was a really clear night and one of
the best in a country that is surrounded
with thick clouds most of the time. We
could see the Milky Way clearly and that’s
when | know it is dark. On our way back
through the stones back to the parking lot
and the Red Lion | noticed a blue-green
ball shaped light waving about on the roof
of the Red Lion. It was a luminous light
below the roof line and chimney base. A
light about 3" wide moving back and forth
below the chimney and moving and
bouncing almost like someone was
waving it. At first | thought it may be
someone hanging out a dormer or up on
the roof someway. It went below the
chimney to about halfway down he roof
back and forth level motion in a random
and slow speed. The light went out and
then | noticed a shadow of some sort
moving up the roof to the left of the
chimney and over the top and
disappearing down the other side. |
thought this may have been someone
climbing up the roof and down the other
side. We were about 75 yards away at
that time. As we approached the pub |
looked at the roof while shielding my eyes
from the lights lighting the tables in front.
There were no dormers or access of any
kind. There was a crowd of people there
in front sitting on the picnic tables. The
next day we went back and got a good
look at the roof in the daylight. There are
no dormers or openings of any kind here
and it is a thatched roof at a 60 degree
angle, very steep. Around the back there

is a couple of windows in an adjoining attached
building, but no one is allowed on the roof and
no ladders or access of any kind. | suppose
someone could have crawled out the window
and up the roof but not very likely without ropes
or a portable ladder to climb with. We told a
barman inside the night before right after the
sighting about the observation and he was
surprised to hear about it. | have gathered, later,
that The Red Lion is said to be one of the most
haunted buildings in Britain. It has a well inside
in which a least one villager has fallen into and
died and probably several more mysterious
happenings over the years. Ferne says.... ' As
Bill and | were walking back towards the Red
Lion Pub, | saw a rectangular shape, very bright
turquoise light over the top on the roof on the
pub. As | was wondering what it could be prior
to pointing it out to Bill, he told me about it. At
first it looked as if it could be someone on the
roof waving a light around, not a flashlight as it
was too big and too bright and a definite vivid
turquoise colour. None the less we assumed it
to be someone on the roof as | saw a shadowy
figure right next to the light and the ‘figure' was
moving. As the light disappeared in a downward
direction so did the figure. | was then | realized
that the roof of the pub is a steep thatch and not
possible to be climbed on. On inspection of the
surrounding area there were no signs
whatsoever of any disturbance which would be
caused by someone climbing on the roof. There
was nothing to be seen around the pub that
could have caused the light to shine that bright
and at that angle. And certainly no way anyone
could have climbed on the roof without
scaffolding.'

The colour of the light was not the colour of a
flashlight or the colour of a laser (red), was too
large an inaccessible place. It is a mystery and
possibly a spook light, the first | have seen.
Anyway | wanted others to know about it.

Later, in
searching for the gentleman’s
whereabouts and history, in 1969,
they discovered he'd died some

time before that encounter. While his stepmother had a
20 minute conversation with him in 1954 at Hastings
seafront while in company with the correspondent. She
had hysterics when she later heard he'd died years
earlier. In both cases the “deceased” solid and able to
converse. A Roman Catholic priest shared a train
journey with another such and the latter suffered a
heart attack and died in a Railway Tavern. He was
expected to meet the Superior later and he was
pleased to see him later and had a conversation with
him in his room.

The following may or may not upset one or
two readers, but, here are my views on the so
called mystery orbs.

Personally, | think they are an artefact of the
cameras infra red focus control.

In most models of Camcorder and digital
stills camera Infra red can be seen through the
lens.

Try it at home with a camcorder and a TV
remote, you will see the led flicker through the
camera but not with the naked eye (in most
cases)

| think the infra red measuring beam is
illuminating dust or some other particle
invisibly close to the lens' the focus is
concentrating on a larger more central or
distant object so the illuminated particle is
now out of focus 'as you compared orbs to
the Bonsall UFO image, an out of focus
light source, | believe'.
| think these orbs are just that.
It is interesting though when faces seem to
appear in these orbs at this time | have no
idea what could cause such an effect other
than pure luck.

| can not go along with. Dust particles or
something along those lines, yes. But surely, if
you have one photograph containing at least 30
of these so called orb’s, then why did none of
the 100 or so people at the function not see
them flying around the room or for that matter
the 400 people in the auditorium. There is
another photograph will ALL the speakers stood
on the stage, and there at least 30 ‘orb’s in the
picture. For me, the so called orb’s are no
longer a mysterious and are not UFQ’s, but
should be filed in the ‘dusty particle’ bin.

Graham W. Birdsall, Editor of UFO Magazine,
said: “Gordon Creighton was arguably one of
UFOlogy's greatest ever proponents. For the
best part of 50 years, he sought out information

on the phenomenon from around the
world, and his lasting legacy will be that
which he came to publish in ‘Flying
Saucer Review'. He was a remarkable
man in every respect, and the world of
UFOlogy will mourn his passing”.

It was
approved by Philip Creighton, Gordon's
son.

Gordon Creighton, who died peacefully
with his family at his bedside on July
16th, was born in 1908. His first years
were spent on a farm, in Hertfordshire
(near where he will be buried, just out-
side Rickmansworth, in the cemetery
where his wife, Joan, is buried).

He ran around bare foot for a few years,
on the farm - with his grandfather
standing in for his parents. He used to
drink milk straight from cows - which is
how he contracted tuberculosis.
His friend died from the disease, but
Gordon survived after an operation.

When he did eventually go to school
(age 117?), it was discovered
that he had a bent for being multilingual
and academic. This combination led him
to a career in the diplomatic service, with
elements of the secret service thrown in.

He never learned to drive a car, as his
job - which took him to Brazil and China
and the US - came with chauffeur driven
cars.

He had some lucky turns. He survived
the very heavy shelling/bombing of
Shanghai by the Japanese in the 1930s.
He had to leave China, and went to
Sydney. A ship that he was due to leave
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on for England (but didn't) sank en route - sunk
by the Germans, after WWII had started. He
instead caught a boat that sailed east from
Sydney, to South America. This sailed up the
east coast of South America; Gordon had to
disembark (in Brazil, | think) and was airlifted to
the US because he was very ill. In a storm, the
ship that he had been on broke up, with large or
total loss of life; not surprising, the ship was in
fact the front and rear sections of two other
ships that had been welded together and was
thus inherently weak, structurally.

Gordon worked in the UK for the UK
government for some years. His interest in
UFOs had been aroused in China in the 1930s,
if my memory serves me, and he eventually
joined Flying Saucer Review (FSR), where his
multilinguism and very sharp memory were
to prove very useful for many years.

| first met Gordon (and his wife) in 1984. |
remember on several occasions - during (very
stimulating) discussions on religion,
the meaning of life, philosophies and ufology -
when he would say and this is mentioned on
page xxx in xxx book' - and he would go to his
vast array of books and take down a book and
show me the page he was referring to. Or he
would refer to an obscure back issue of FSR,
and show it to me.

Gordon will be remembered for his vast
knowledge of philosophies and religions, and of
the ufo/flying saucer'lalien' subject, and his
sense of humour. He will be remembered by
many people for his interests outside of
Ufology - religion and politics, for example, and
his continued interest in China - her culture,
religions and politics. And he will have been
pleased to know that his resting place will be so
close to his beloved adopted home town of
Rickmansworth in Hertfordshire.

Gordon leaves twin children - Philip and Roz.
Philip will be known to readers of FSR for the
work he has undertaken - and continues to
undertake - for the magazine.

Gordon's funeral is at St Mary's Church,
Church St, Rickmansowrth, 12.30pm, Tuesday
5th August.

ET ‘Abduction’ — Is This Really The Right

Terminology?

The term ‘abduction’ by either aliens or ETs
has been around in UFO-lore for many
years now, and probably arose after the
Betty and Barney Hill UFO CE3K in 1967 —
indeed this seems to have been a ‘change
point’ from the earlier UFO CE3K'’s and the
claims of then contactees. The term
‘abduction’ came into the vocabulary when
witnesses started to describe (in some
detail) the various medical examinations
and procedures that they experienced
during the encounter.

However, as other enlightened
researchers have commented — notably
the likes of Mary Rodwell in her excellent
book Awakening — the term abduction is
emotive and particularly these days
conjures up more sinister motives. Mary,
along with others, also alludes to the
possibility that ‘abduction’ as a term is
incorrect, as the witness may have been a
‘willing participant’ in the whole scenario. |
have to admit to having some interests and
indeed insights here as both an
experiencer, and as what | will term an
‘explorer’ (rather than ‘researcher’) , let’s
consider some alternative viewpoints.

To consider the ‘willing participation’
element first:

It is now a good few years ago that |
started to become interested in channelling,
not directly as the channeller, but as a
participant in a group session lead by a
channeller - in this case Corinne Jeffrey. It
is perhaps beyond the scope of this article
to consider what outside agency was being
channelled, but | am satisfied that a group/
collective higher/force consciousness was
on the other side of the communication.

Time and again during these group
sessions, we are all reminded of the wider
nature of the ‘whole person’ — you might like
to think of this as the spirit, soul, psyche or
whatever, depending on your own beliefs.
This was/is all very much linked into
understanding the evolution of ‘the whole
one-ness’ through its course of past,
present and future incarnate lives — and in

this we have to learn to forget our concepts of
linear time! Il try and cover this without
getting too deep into such matters and just
consider what | was told and its implications
here for ET contact.

Part of what we were told relates to the
‘evolution’ of what | will term here the ‘astral
self — and has much in common with eastern
religions — that each incarnate existence is
only part of a learning process. Before
commencing each incarnate life, the ‘astral
self agrees to something akin to a mission,
but upon entering this mortal lifetime the
physical/conscious mind of the
incarnated spirit seldom remembers what had
been agreed to... This relates very much to
the ‘abduction’ situation - the regular
‘monitoring’ is/was part of the agreed mission.
I am convinced that the vast majority of
‘abductions’ do not even occur at the physical
level, but are on an astral/spiritual level — but
this makes them no less real!

Okay, perhaps that was deep (it was meant
to be!), and | hope has made you think a bit ;-)
Now let's consider an analogy to put a
viewpoint on what | consider the ‘abduction
misperception’.

Since this article is in the SUFOG
newsletter, we’'ll consider events somewhere
close to Southampton, and let's travel to
Marwell Zoological Park, near Winchester.
This will apply to any of the animals/creatures
there, but for now we’ll put ourselves in the
mind of one such creature, perhaps a primate,
or big cat — it doesn't matter for the purposes
of this analogy. As this creature we may feel
unwell or ill, or even have been injured. Now
the viewpoint changes, as we note the
strange humanoids are getting closer, and
they are trying to separate us from the rest of
our pack. We start to panic, and then
suddenly we lose consciousness. Our next
memory is waking up, feeling groggy, and we
may not even be where we were before we
lost consciousness. We have a ‘hole’ in our
recollection and memory — does this sound
familiar under another context?

Let's help this creature fill in the hole in its
recollections...

The zoo's keepers and vet(s) have been
concerned over the health and welfare of one
of the creatures in their charge. They decide
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they need to examine the creature, so they
try to isolate it. It may be a nervous, large or
even dangerous creature — all three cases
would cause the keepers and vets to want to
reduce any stress — so the vet may well
tranquillise the creature. At this point the
creature can be safely removed and taken
away for examination and treatment. This
may involve taking the creature off to the
vet's surgery — a clean sterile room where a
detailed examination may occur, and
possibly surgery may be carried out. After
this, the creature may be returned to its
enclosure, or more likely it will be taken back
to its sleeping quarters — but seldom will it be
returned to exactly where it was taken from —
where it will be looked at closely until it has
regained consciousness, when it will then be
left to recover. Again — does this have
similarities to another context?

Remember in the above scenario, at no
time did the human keepers and vets have
nothing but the utmost concern for the care
and well being of the animal in this whole
process — there was no intent of harm
whatsoever, merely concern, caring and yes
even love for the creature in its time of
illness, injury with its suffering and distress.
Though in this scenario, if the creature were
to have a conscious memory throughout, |
doubt if the creature itself would perceive
anything but panic and fear, and would not
understand anything of the procedures being
performed on it. Might we as humans not
similarly misunderstand and misperceive
what higher beings were doing to us - or it
that doing for us?

| hope this has made you all think — we
should not continue with false conceptions
over ‘abductions’ just for the sake of it.
There are always more answers to
questions; we just need to look wider for
more of the answers.
