Hello to All: I'm typing on a French
keyboard so there may be some typos. |
am in France now a at a friends in 90 to
100 degree weather. The crop circle
season is over in Avebury with all the hot
weather, for England, and the farmers
have cut the fields and all the circles they
contain: This year we were able to make
it in to three circles. The first two were
very well laid out and done in a
methodical manner. The first was at
Avebury Trusloe and we met a gentleman
at the crop circle cafe, who claims to be in
contact with the circle makers. We were
there later in the evening to do a
meditation and raising of vibration there.
After saying and affirming our wishes to
contact the makers of the circle | was
impressed that the contact would be more
on a vibrational level which is where we
humans need the most help. After
reading about the latest blackouts on the
east coast and the greed and money
grabbing going on there, this just drives
home the point that this is where we need
help. The most impressive thing about the
first two circles in a first hand onsite
analysis, is that they were both made in a
methodical manner. All the turning points
of the patterns were done in very straight
lines, the straw was all pointing evenly in
the same direction in a very orderly
manner. Also for the first time we have
collected some bent nodes that the
investigators say is a very important part
of a genuine crop circle. The circle at
Green street in Avebury was full of them
as | saw many walking around. Ferne
collected quite a few just sitting in one
place in the circle and waiting for me. |
noticed that outside the circle in the
standing crop there were no bent nodes
to speak of as normal crops do not grow
in a bent at the node manner but grow
straight and not bent at a thirty degree
angle as some we collected were. These
nodes were not broken by the way. | think
that many people may come to be taking
this phenomena for granted as the years
go by, but it is something very unusual

and worth of study in my opinion. We met quite
a few people on this trip and the new owner of
the crop circle cafe, who | hope can keep it
together to open again next season. The third
crop circle we saw was at the top of the hill at
West Overton. We had seen this circle from the
road as we passed by on the first trip but did not
stop because it looked very small. When we
went back the second time, and saw the whole
thing on the net, it was much larger. We
learned from people in the field and at the crop
circle cafe that this one had been added to a
few nights after the first circles appeared. The
overall feeling of it was that it was done in a
sloppy manner with many straws sticking up at
random and some of the edges were not
packed down all the way. Just like someone had
not put their weight on the board evenly. There
reportedly were some circle makers caught
there in the field one night with flashlights. In
retrospect this was a valuable experience too
since the faked ones must be experienced too
so one may see the differences.
We did our trip to Bonsall in the Derbyshire
Dales and the trip went well for the most part.
Got to re-acquaint ourselves with Allan Webster
at the Barley Mow. He is telling us now that they
see a significant sighting once a month or so
there now and there now is an unofficial UFO
society that meets there now. | was impressed
with Allan’s development into a light worker in
his own way in introducing people to the UFO
field when they visit his pub: After all, life is not
just about paying the bills and toil in the lifelong
struggle in our society for money and power and
status and other things that are just illusion.
The important thing is our own spiritual
development, awareness, helping others and
raising the vibration of the people on the planet.
This is what the crop circles are about; what
UFO sighting is about; and contact with the
other side is all about. There is plenty to do
because ignorance and oppression is still
everywhere at this time and there is a lot to do.
We did a skywatch on the moors above Bonsall
near some ancient lead mine and tailings left
over thousands of years of working the mines.
There is a roman road leading past the pub to
the moors. Also we were told by Allan that
Cromwell fought a battle in this area.

We carried on to an interesting area just east
of Manchester called Longdendale. This valley
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has history of mysterious lights and they can
be found on the net. 'Longdendale Lights' is
the search phrase. (Having some difficulty
because the characters on this keyboard are
in weird places) We pulled into a campsite at
the foot of the Pennine Mountains and
persuaded the manager that we should be
allowed to stay as it was so close to where
we want to be in the valley. You see some
sites dislike motor homes and will not allow
them, and some dislike tents and will not
allow them. We just happened on one that
did like motor homes. Ferne explained that
our ‘motor home™ was so small and dinky
that it was just one step above camping:
Anyway that must have worked because the
manager let us stay.

How the world was fooled into an alien
alert by this balloon

THIS is the "UFQ" that got the world asking
if aliens were about to land in Britain.

But those pictured beneath it are hardly the
little green men many had feared were on
board.

They are the hoaxers who ran the stuntin a
bizarre TV experiment.

The 25 ft "flying saucer" stunned villagers
on Saturday as it spun across the sky 240 ft
above their heads.

The outlandish sighting made the head-
lines as far away as Australia.

But the down- to-earth truth behind the
"space craft" emerged yesterday.

TV firm Chrysalis had it built for a Ch 4
documentary with working title ‘How To
Build a Spaceship’.

Danny Cohen, of Ch 4, said: "We were
trying to see whether we could build a
convincing looking spaceship and in that
regard undoubtedly we succeeded.

"Dozens of people saw it and couldn’t quite
understand what they had seen. So | think it

did work.

It stayed quite high in the sky and looked
harmless, so it frightened nobody. | think
people were more bewildered by what they
were seeing.

"People were left rubbing their heads,
wondering what was going on."

It took eight months to research, design and
build the £50,000 aircraft.

Model flight specialists Cutting Edge
Effects - veterans of four Bond films - built it
using a carbon fibre hoop as the skeleton.

This was set in a reflective-plastic balloon
filled with helium.

After a US military engine was ditched as
too heavy, electric fan engines from
Germany prove [smudged] the key to making
the "saucer" fly [smudged] the right speed -
20 mph.

It was tested in the aircraft hangar shown
above at a secret location.

The out-of this-world con included using
seven pilots to fly the aircraft by remote
control for three miles.

Suspicion for the hoax first fell on UFO
buffs holding their annual Sky watch in the
village, Avebury, Wilts.

But producer Mark Raphael said they
weren't fooled - despite the eerie setting of a
stone circle.

He said they spent the rest of the night
"looking at nothing, and yet when the craft
flew over they hardly got out of their seats".

Mars Movements Spark Huge Rise In German
'UFO Sightings'

As the planet Mars has moved to its closest
point to Earth in around 60,000 years, the
number of 'UFO sightings' in Germany has
soared, a researcher said yesterday.

“I'm hearing some of the most outrageous
claims at the moment," said Werner Walter, who
heads Germany's CENAP centre tasked with
investigating reports about unidentified flying
objects.

Last night Mars moved its closest to Earth
since Neanderthals walked the planet - an
estimated 55.76 million km away.

The fourth planet from the Sun, Mars
appeared red and orange and as bright as
Jupiter, the giant of our solar system, as it made
the rare orbital rendezvous with the Earth.

A retired German couple said their car had
been followed for about two hours by an orange
UFO only about 500 metres from them on
August 13. Another caller recently said that the
moon had been "followed by something" for
hours. "Mars, with its fiery colour, could easily
fool people who are not too well informed into
believing they are witnessing the arrival of a
UFO," Walter said.

THE FOURTH BRITISH NATIONAL UFO SKY-
WATCH
(August 30™ 2003)

(ORGANSIED BY RESEARCH GROUP
STRANGE PHENOMENA INVESTIGATIONS)
Report by Founder Malcolm Robinson.

(With comments by some attendees of the
skywatch)

UFOlogy is more about researching and
studying UFO reports, it's also about getting out
into the field so to speak, participating in sky
watches whether they be local or National.
There are many UFO clubs and societies
throughout the UK each who stage their own
particular sky watch which gives an opportunity

to many individuals not only to find out
more about UFOs, but to find out more
importantly, what UFOs are not. And sky
watches are a great way to determine
what’s a satellite, what's an aircraft etc.

SPI have staged two major National sky
watches over the past two years, our first
one was held at Rendlesham Forest back
in 2001 and our second one was near
Bonnybridge in Central Scotland in 2002.
Owing to receiving a number of video
tapes showing orbs, rods, and strange
mists filmed in Rendlesham Forest sent
to me by author and researcher Brenda
Butler (and hearing many tales from other
people about strange things happening at
Rendlesham Forest) | felt that we just had
to visit Rendlesham Forest again. And
this we did on the evening of Saturday
August 30™ 2003. What follows is my
report on how that sky watch went.

TRIPPING THE LIGHT FANTASTIC.

My fellow SPI colleague John Wickham
arranged for a mini bus to take interested
SPI members to the forest and leaving
slightly later than planned, our motley SPI
crew set off down the A12 with thoughts
in our heads of what we might (or might
not) see during our sky watch. One would
have thought that we were going to a
comedy store rather than a sky watch as
quite a number of people in the bus were
cracking gags that had us all in stitches.
Believe you me the laughs we had going
to Rendlesham Forest certainly helped
pass the two hour journey and | was glad
to get out of the mini bus simply because

was hurting).

Our merry band of sky watch travellers
finally arrived at our meeting point of the
Cherry Tree pub near the village of
Bromswell where upon entering we found
it to be jam packed, little did | know at the
time that every single person in the bar
that night was there for our sky watch.
Familiar faces and old faces walked up to
talk to me and | was surprised with some
of the people who were there.

| soon met up with Brenda Butler who
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was in deep conversation with Welsh Psychic Jane
McCarthy (who, incidentally, is speaking to SPI in
London next year, Saturday October 30" 2004).
Brenda suggested that we should make a move as
they had been waiting for the SPI mini bus to arrive
since 7:30pm.  Acknowledging this, | quickly went
round the tables and spoke to those sky watchers.
Some of the sky watchers there at the Cherry Tree
pub were, Professor Chris French and some young
ladies!! (I guess psychology students!) The Essex
UFO group, the Southend UFO group, Dan
McCarthy, (The Rendlesham Regulars). Also in
attendance were Robert Rosamond, Jac Solomon,
George from Aberdeen, (Yes all the way from
Aberdeen) although as | later found out he wasn'’t the
furthest travelled, a couple had come to Suffolk all the
way from Ireland just for our sky watch, so they won
the imaginary cigar | Two prominent authors and
commentators of the Rendlesham Forest mystery
Georgina Bruni and Peter Robbins unfortunately
couldn’t attend but sent their best wishes to SPI
wishing us a successful sky watch. There were many
others gathered in the bar busily chatting away and
I’'m sure that many a UFO story was exchanged that
night and a few new friends were made as well.

Max Burns, the chief comic of the SPI bus quickly
finished his drink, and both he and | started to leave a
complete and utterly empty bar. Two minutes before
you were standing shoulder to shoulder, and when |
said that it was time to go it was like pouring water
out of a jug! The barman said as Max and | left to
go, “If you guys bring any aliens or see anything in
the Forest tonight and have photos to prove it Il
open up the bar all night and all drinks are on the
house”. And with a grin like a Cheshire cat he bade
us farewell, his probable sarcastic comments echoing
to a now empty and forlorn bar. No more money for
him tonight!

Walking out of the pub into the car park | looked up
into the night sky and was met with a myriad of stars
spread out like silver dust over a black velvet
background. An absolutely perfect night, a perfect sky
with not a hint of a cloud anywhere. A sky watchers
dream. The best sky that | have ever seen at any sky
watch anywhere in the United Kingdom.

| walked towards those assembled and organised
the convoy of cars from the pub car park. Soon we
were following Jac Solomon in his camouflaged
camper van who himself actually lives in this van near
the forest. Jac has had his own strange experiences
at Rendlesham Forest (some of which were reported
in my last report of the First National UFO Skywatch
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held there.) It wasn’t long before our convoy of
cars swung round into the car park at
Rendlesham Forest and, after everyone sorted
themselves out and got all their gear together, |
gathered everyone together in a circle where |
spoke briefly about the Rendlesham Forest
Incident and also some of the phenomenon that
has allegedly occurred there. | stated the
necessity for us all to stay together as one big
group as anyone who inadvertedly got left behind
would indeed (if they didn't know their way
around the forest) certainly get lost. Just like a
well know London UFOlogist two years ago ! |
also mentioned the fact that Georgina Bruni had
e-mailed me to inform me that there was a
‘Hanger Dance’ being held at RAF Bentwaters
the same night as our sky watch featuring the
Memphis Belle Swing Orchestra in which there
was a combination of a 1950’s disco, Military
Vehicles and an Air Display, we saw none of that.
(Hope they had a good time in their warm
Hanger)

| finished with a short spiel about SPI and why
we were staging the sky watch, after which | then
turned it over to Brenda Butler herself who was
part author of the very first book about the
Rendlesham Forest mystery, ‘Sky Crash’ with
Dot Street and Jenny Randles. Brenda
explained to the assembled sky watchers (/ later
counted 51 and there were further people there
that night who didn't join the main party so |
would say there were around about 60 people
who turned up on the night) that from the time of
the initial Rendlesham Forest events of 1980,
she and her partner Peter had fiimed and
photographed many strange orbs and rods and
also weird mists and ‘alien’ shapes (!) in the
forest, a lot of this fiimed stuff | have seen
personally. There is of course lots of controversy
as to the nature of these Orbs and Rods and ['ll
refrain for the moment in giving my own views
about this suffice it to say that these Orbs and
Rods are now commonplace and can be seen
more on digital photography than normal 35m
film.

LEFT AT EAST GATE.

After Brenda’'s short talk, we took those
assembled up to East Gate, where on that
December night back in 1980, the American
Military personnel went out into the forest in

search of an explanation of reported
strange lights whipping around the
forest. That done, we then took a left
out of the car park and walked up to
track one and into a part of Rendlesham
Forest that I've never been to before, the
area in which Georgina Bruni states was
the main UFO landing area and this area
is featured in a black and white photo in
her book ‘You Can’t Tell The People’
Sedgwick & Jackson’ 2000 ISBN 0-283-
06358-0. Here Brenda's partner Peter
spoke about what happened and spoke
quite a bit about one of the trees in the
area that he said still showed signs of
damage and decay. From here we
walked into Rendlesham Forest proper
and Brenda took us to the site where
Colonel Charles Halt claimed he met up
with not only the strange triangular
shaped craft, but ‘alien’ entities as well’.
The area was quite small, around 30 feet
in circumference if that, and it was here
that Brenda told those assembled a
quite strange tale, that of the vanishing
tree !!

GONE BUT NOT FORGOTTON !

Apparently whilst taking a group of sky
watchers to this area a few years ago,
she was surprised to see a fir pine tree
standing right in the middle of the area
as if it had been there forever, (although
she did state that it was just over 7 feet
tall which indicates that it wasn’t really
that old a tree, quite young actually).
Thankfully she took photos of this tree.
Anyway, some weeks later she was
back in the area and was dumfounded to
say the least to see that the tree wasn’t
there anymore!! Not even a hole in the
ground, she thought at first she was in
the wrong place but no, she WAS is the
right place! Why on earth someone
would want to plant a tree in this location
then take it away again, well, it beggars
belief!! From here we walked to various
parts of the forest that had a role to play
in the Rendlesham Forest mystery and
even although it was a clear and starry
night most of us were stumbling around
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falling into the odd pot hole etc. Thankfully SPI's
Robert Rosamond stayed behind to ensure that
any stragglers knew which way we were
heading. The Forest was like a London film
premier with camera flashes going off nearly
every ten seconds as many people took lots of
shots of the forest hoping that they would
capture those aforementioned orbs. Thankfully
we were not to be disappointed and I'll come
back to discuss those photographs later.

The convoy of sky watchers walked down
track after track stopping off to occasionally
glance skywards where the odd shooting star
dropped majestically down through the sky. A
number of satellites were also observed but
those elusive and oft reported triangular shaped
UFOs must have been on holiday !
(Bonnybridge !) Walking down the forestry
paths one got into some really good discussions
with people. | had a brief chat with UFOIlink’s
Joe McGonagle where we spoke about a recent
witness case that he had asked SPI to
Investigate. (A full report on that one coming
soon) There were some other cracking
conversations going on and this clearly was a
‘busman’s holiday (of sorts). There was no fear
of me getting lost in the Forest as my partner
Judith Jaafar hung onto my arm probably to
ensure that | didn't do my own personal sky
watch as | have a nasty habit of going off on my
own. As people were walking down the forestry
path, it was very difficult to distinguish who was
who and this was even when you were walking
right next to them, such was the enveloping
darkness that shrouded the place when your
torch was off.

WELL WAS HE OR WASN'T HE !

Our next port of call was Capel Green the area
where Larry Warren claims the Rendlesham
Forest Incident occurred. I've heard from a few
sources recently that Larry Warren’s claims of
being at the scene of the Incident on the night in
question, is itself questionable, and that he
wasn’'t even on the base at all during the nights
in question! Whether these latest rumours can
be substantiated with any clarity has yet to be
decided although they are surfacing more and
more. Indeed, Brenda has an audio tape in
which apparently Larry Warren admits to not
having been anywhere near the UFO Incident

as he wasn’'t in England at the time!!
Mmmmm. Anyway, everyone gathered
round as Jac Solomon explained the
events that occurred here at this site.
The Orford Ness lighthouse theory was
mentioned and all agreed that this was
laughable in the extreme. How could
anyone in their right mind believe that this
spinning light beam could attribute to all
the reports and create this massive case
needs to book themselves into the funny
farm.

From Capel Green we all walked to an
area where some of the forest tracks
converge (a forestry crossroads if you
like) Here some of us stayed and some of
us moved on for cups of tea and coffee
back at the cars. | stayed with journalist
Hamish McKenzie and a few others and
lay back on the by now damp grass. |
looked up into the most beautiful night
sky that I've ever seen. The Milky Way
was spread out above us and there was
little if any wind at all. It was a peaceful
and tranquil night but the temperature
was lowering. After around 30 minutes we
decided to call it a day. Nothing was seen
that could be termed anomalous. Walking
back up the forestry track we were
stopped by Peter (Brenda’'s partner) who
showed us quite an interesting piece of
video footage that he had taken a few
weeks previously. It was a night time shot
of the forest and you can see Peter’s
touch going around in a circle against
some trees when all of a sudden a black,
and at first, human shape glides past the
camera into shot then morphs into a
weird shape then disappears into some
bushes. Peter states that it's not a
shadow as nobody was behind him. It
may have a natural explanation but on
first glance, it sure looks pretty dam
weird.

ORBS AND MORE ORBS.

| said that many people took photographs
and during the walk back many people
had stopped on the track to huddle
together around someone’s digital
camera. And there, plain as day, were
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many many photos of orbs and mists, from not one
person’s camera, but at least half a dozen, and that's
only the ones that | know about. | Brenda Butler herself
managed to capture quite an amazing photo, which
showed 2 red lines bending into the air at 90 degrees. |
never saw any mist at all in Rendlesham but coming up
on people’s photos were large banks of mist, maybe the
digital camera can pick up mist that the human eye
can’t see (is this possible!)

All'in all then it had been an interesting night. A night
in which saw the perfect sky, a night which drew many
like minded individuals together from all parts of the U.
K. (thanks to you all) | guess there is a strange kind of
camaraderie with groups of people like us. The people
on the Rendlesham Forest sky watch had their own
ideas about UFO’s and UFOlogy, some were weird
some were sane, and some were in the middle! It
certainly takes all sorts. One thing that holding a sky
watch of this nature does, is bring people together. It
brings them to areas where UFO activity has allegedly
occurred, where they can visit the areas, participate in
sky watches, and get off their back-sides and
participate in an area which to some may seem bizarre,
fanciful maybe, but one things for sure, being in these
places is what UFOlogy is all about. One may never
see anything, one may wonder why on Earth we do
what we do, but one retains a semblance of hope, hope
that something ‘might’ just happen which confirms our
beliefs, and justifies us leaving the warmth of our
homes.

Until such times as conclusive proof of the UFO
enigma slaps us in the face, we may have to admit that
for the moment we are probably a million miles away
from the answer. Many thought that when we reached
the Millennium all would be revealed, that has come
and gone. This Global UFO phenomenon has been with
us since time immemorial and doesn’t look like it wants
the full truth to come out.

| believe personally that humankind is indeed
somehow interacting with a non-human intelligence that
has abducted humans for it's own purposes. Other than
witness stories and debatable photographs, we must
admit that the evidence is none too conclusive. The
only highlight for me as a researcher over the past
several months, was being sent by SPI member Nick
Jedrzejewski from Northampton, the Steven Greer
audio tapes of the Disclosure Project where many ex
American Army, Navy, and Air men, men of authority
swore blind they saw UFOs near Military
establishments and who saw classified Military
documents of the U.S. Government’s open knowledge
of the UFO subject. This stuff was dynamite and if there

I'm still not quite sure how | ended up attending
my first sky watch but | must admit that I'm glad
that | did - it was most enjoyable! | was amazed at
the number of people, almost all "sceptics", who
were really keen to go once we started asking
around.. | was even more amazed at the numbers
who said how much they would like to have gone
when I've told them about it since. Maybe next year
there will be a "Skeptic" mini-bus?

Amongst the many highlights of the event for me
was just getting out of London and seeing the night
sky again - it was truly awe-inspiring! When | was a
kid, | always wanted to be an astronomer - what
went wrong?!

Could someone let the aliens know that
I'm quite friendly really and | genuinely would love
to meet them (but no probes!).

And you'll be pleased to hear that we caught
LOADS of orbs on our digital camera. That cynic
Judith Jaafar may not believe that they are of any
paranormal significance, but | choose to believe
that they indicate a high level of spiritual evolution
on my part (it's just that, most of the time, I'm in

denial).

| must admit that | was a bit taken
aback by the number of people who
approached me with suspicion all over
their faces, muttering "So why have
YOU come tonight?". At the time, |
had not heard about the attempted
hoax at another sky watch a couple of
weeks back. It obviously made sense -
failed hoax attempt two weeks ago,
they're going to try it again, that's why
Frenchie's here .... | must admit | was
then rather hoping for a spectacular
"Close Encounters of the Third Kind"
liaison with the ETs. | could just
imagine everyone standing there, not
lost in awe-struck wonder, but saying
"Pah! It's an obvious hoax!!"

Anyway, if the aliens give
permission, | hope to attend a few
more in the future - it was great fun!

seen a UFO and 'finds it hard to

believe' Normal, mate! A hovering and speeding off
1995 UFO had the classic Adamski scoutship shape
complete with dome and flat underside and windows
around the edge. Two witnesses. The 25th issue had
another sighting by a Doncaster couple.. in 1984. 'Steel
grey, huge, with lights around the edge, silent and
graceful' Another sighting followed. The column long
article asked 'What are they trying to tell us?' What
indeed!

THE DAILY MIRROR had a photo of that Avebury "Red
Lion pub" UFO on August 21st and had a questioning
headline 'was it a lying saucer?' SUFOG skywatchers
were there and sussed out a hoax, aided by a TV
company and pranksters who burst into the pub where
our intrepid members were quenching their thirst.!

It does
resemble Kenneth Arnold's crescent shaped 1947
“flying saucers".

No doubt most of us got to see it at least
once...but, like most of us, | didn’'t see any little green
men waving at us and posing for photos!

THE _SUNDAY_ TIMES "Travel" section had a whole
page on the 24th August on tracking down monstrous
beasties on your holidays... lavishly illustrated with
Yetis, Chupacabra's, Norway's "Selma", the equivalent
of our Loch Ness ditto...Australia's Yowi,...Canada's
Ogopogo...while Old Nick, alias the Devil, gets a half
page with the New Jersey Boondocks Pine Barrens
complete, holidays that might include armed posses,
bluegrass stompers such as the Sugar Sand
Ramblers.. mutilated animals, etc etc, all the product of
a circa 1753 deal with Satan it seems. What a weird
world we live in!

THE TIMES.. late September.. something so strange
that | choose to make this the finale! "Kazakhstan
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announces new global initiative" Serious
UFOlogists.. especially contactees.. will
appreciate the getting together of a
Congress of World and traditional national
religions on September 23rd. About 30
delegations have arrived, representing
Christianity, Islam, Judaism, Buddhism,
Taoism, Hinduism and Shinto. This
Congress began in 1893, and although its
aims are peace between religions, | reckon
they've a tough job ahead. And yet, and yet,
our "visitors" have long urged mankind to
make peace. Have implanted in our MINDS
strange impossible seeming ideas, aims,
desires. Those of us in this strange
conglomeration called "UFOlogy" and it's
umbrella called "the paranormal" will be
aware of this inward urging....mostly
unspoken.

Stories of other hauntings has Wiseman
postulating "vibrations".. a rumble known as
infrasound. Wind. Traffic noises. Organ. Not
detectable by the human ear but our body
picks them up. Or Gas and radiation leaking
from the ground. The article also throws in
other "experts" such as Harvard’'s Richard
McNally who goes for that risible "sleep
paralysis" to explain ghosts and alien visits.

Swiss scientist Dr Peter Brugger,,, no puns
please!...says higher brain levels of
dopamine. Fortunately for my blood pressure..
and YOURS.. the Ghost Society quotes
instances where ghosts have appeared more
often in ordinary homes than
stately ones. While some of their investigators
have photos of green blobs, and spots, etc.

My PSYCHIC NEWS for
week ending September 27th ran the story of
a bunch of people doing a TV vigil at
Leicester's 300 year old Belgrave Hall. They
included comedian Vic Reeves, his wife
Nancy, Medium Derek Acorah and his wife
Gwen, TV presenter Yvette Fielding, and
"Now " journalist Jay Bowers, who reported
the paranormal proceedings. Medium Derek
encountered a spirit "Margaret" in the
gardens.. a Margaret Ellis lived there until
1923. Sightings of women in the gardens
have been reported by the International
Society for Paranormal Research. The most
dramatic incident on this night was when a TV
camera man was suddenly rushed from the
top floor out into the garden suffering from
"heat exhaustion".

indefatigable Brenda Butler would be better
done during daylight hours, where people
can actually see what Brenda is describing.
And the idea that some sort of paranormal
entities, who are notoriously shy and
elusive, would reveal themselves to a huge
party of noisy, laughing, camera-flashing
explorers being frog-marched through the
forest is in itself quite illogical.

I enjoy walking in quiet, dark, spooky
places and was extremely irritated at the
flash photography that happened at two
minute intervals throughout the night,
blinding everyone and destroying any
chance of developing night vision. Of
course all these photographers were after
"orbs", and they got plenty of them. | don't
believe orbs have any paranormal
provenance, but are artefacts of flash digital
photography, and with the amount of
particles that hundreds of feet and bodies
were throwing up into the air with us
crashing through the undergrowth, coupled
with the damp air conditions, I'd have been
surprised if we hadn't caught loads of orbs
on film.

There was no sign of mists of any kind,
either normal or paranormal, no balls of
light, no apparitions nor any strange noises
or sensations, at least not from anyone that
| spoke to. Brenda makes some amazing
claims about this forest, but sadly we were
not to be witness to any of them on the 3rd
national skywatch.

But the sky, wow! That was just amazing.
Seldom have | seen such a sky in this
country. Its crystal clear vastness and
beauty was awe-inspiring, a veritable
panoply of stars and planets intertwined
amongst the gas clouds of the Milky Way. It
reminded me of the equatorial sky in
Zimbabwe. This alone was worth the trip to
Rendlesham, and | still have a crick in my
neck as evidence of my fascination.

But on to the serious and enjoyable
business of the evening - catching up with
old friends and meeting some new ones.
This was done in the relative warmth of the
car park around primus stoves and hot cups
of tea. Yes, some wise and seriously keen
researchers had come in camper vans -

they know the score. Rendlesham forest will
always be there, but a hot cuppa on a cold
night is a thing to be treasured. | picked up
several snippets of intriguing information, both
about world and ufological politics. Sorry, it's
all confidential, of course! | cannot name my
sources, but one of them writes articles for a
reputable newspaper and has a very Scottish
name :-)

Chris French, the psychologist, was a
surprise attendee. | asked him why he was
there, and he seemed bemused and
confused. He had been cajoled into coming
along by some colleagues and wasn't at all
sure what he was supposed to be looking for
or experiencing. That struck a deep, resonant
chord in my psyche, to be honest. When | told
him that there were dark mutterings about his
sceptical frame of mind putting the kybosh on
the whole endeavour, he found that as
amusing as | did, and not a little flattering. By
the superior power of his mind alone, he can
stop all paranormal activity. Neat, or what?

But the real, real highlight of the whole
exercise was the trip there and back in the
SPI minibus. I laughed until | cried, and then
laughed some more. What a great bunch of
people! It reminded me of school trips in
primary seven to such interesting places as
Dunbar and North Berwick. We couldn't give a
monkey's where we were going, as long as
we were set loose from the asylum. A big
thank you to Nick, Max, Malcolm Boggis and
John Wickham for keeping us in stitches with
their witty repartee. | don't think we talked
about ufology once in the whole journey. |
suspect, however, that a couple of people
from the minibus had an "experience" in the
forest that night, but they ain't tellin'.

I've already booked my place for the next
national skywatch in Wiltshire, 2004, and |
hope we get the same crowd on the bus.
Forget the serious research, and | am being
serious now. Skywatches have never really
been about UFOs and aliens - it's all about
social interaction, exchanging information,
gossip and having a good laugh. And amen to
that!

As we were going back home from The
Bournemouth Dowsers Society talk we
stopped at Heingstbury Head and drove
into the parking lot to do a little
sky watching before heading off to home.
The parking lot faces the sea on one side
facing south and there were streetlights in
the lot in back of us. After a few minutes of
looking around in the sky for moving
objects | was looking straight overhead
and thought | saw a formation moving. |
looked again and saw an elongated
triangle light formation moving at a slow
pace to the east. The brightness of the
lights were dim and formations of this sort |
have seen before were with no stray light.
There were streetlights in the parking lot
and | had to shield my eyes to see it
clearly. On first sighting the triangular
formation looked like this:

X
X east

north side

As Ferne and | watched in amazement
the triangular formation kept moving slowly
in a straight line to the east . The formation
lasted almost three minutes by my
estimation and after it dimmed out being
far to the east | looked at my watch and it
was 9:55 pm.

At the final stage the formation looked
like this:

X east
X
north side

Didn’t notice the lead light dimming out
and the rest consecutively this time. The
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whole formation just faded out in the distance.
Didn't have my video camera with me as we
stopped there for an informal skywatch and it
was unplanned. This is the 5th formation of this
sort | have seen and the first in England. The
moon was low in the west and about half full. A
clear night with no cloud obstructions. | have
seen one formation similar to this one, Sept 1
2002, do a 180 degree banking turn at
Mt Adams which is impossible for a satellite to
do. Heingstbury Head is an ancient settlement
on the south side of the Christchurch estuary on
the sea.

| think these triangle moving light formations
are very fascinating and worthy of reporting, so
here it is. We will be heading off to Boscastle
Cornwall tomorrow for a week.

Witness : Mark Green
(SUFOG member)

Whilst at Car boot sale, saw a classic
disc with silver glare (sunlight reflecting
from silver body of craft). Object about 10
ft above tree line and approx. 400 yards
away from witness. He turned around to
get someone else to look at object and
when he looked around again within a
few seconds, the object had gone.

Phone call from witness 7th September
approx 90 mins after sighting.

Whitehaven News 28th Auqust 2003.

At approx 21-40 hour GMT on the eve-
ning of Saturday 23rd August,
a UFO was witnessed by several mem-
bers of the public in several locations
around West Cumbria.

A UFO was spotted over Whitehaven
on Saturday night. People in
the Corkickle area of Whitehaven saw a
big star surrounded by white lights and
what appeared to be a framework.

One of the residents, John Burns, of Irt
Avenue came into the Whitehaven News
office to report the sighting. "It was pear
shaped and came in from the Solway
Firth over the valley. There were no
navigational lights, just white lights all
round it and some sort of fabrication
linking the thing up. It was very
unusual. | had never seen anything like
it - and none of us had been drinking".

There was also a twist in the tale of the
so-called flying saucer. "just as it went in
a south easterly direction towards
the lake district ,something broke off or
was jettisoned, falling to earth like a flash
of light' said an amazed Mr Burns.

On a personal contribution, | was
contacted by a witness within five minutes
of the sighting and was unable to witness
anything due to a roughly 60% cloud
covering of the night sky. They witnessed
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the object approaching from the Irish sea and
passing overhead and described the object to
be shape and colour as an orange streetlight.
The witness experienced her sighting
accompanied by several members of the public
enjoying the fresh air a countryside beer garden
and the observing gathering continued to
witness the "UFQ" release two separate briefly
iluminated objects before going out of view.
Another witnessed contacted me about the
same UFO sighting and had taken a digital
photo of the object with his mobile phone which
had been of minimal quality. As an aside, there
have been no visible ISS passes in this area for
around three weeks. | have been the skies
around the West Cumbrian coast for several
years and this area continues to have a
reputation for UFO reports. The coastal area
hosts regular DERA exercises ranging from the
Eskmeals facility ( West Cumbria ) and the West
Freugh DERA facility at Kirkcudbright on the
coast of south west Scotland. lllumination flare
exercises in these areas are held on a regular
basis, yet these are mainly organised around
10-30 AM and are not usually inland, and one
cannot ignore the striking parallels with the
Phoenix UFO lights.

The West Cumbria coastline continues to
throw up mysterious light forms. In the past,
RAF Hercules and Nimrods have passed
over the Solway firth and have switched off their
prominent lights which can baffle the most
experienced onlooker into believing they have
witnessed a mystery craft. | believe that there is
an excellent chance that someone may have
captured this relatively "slow moving" aerial
object on video and hope this information may
assist any UFOlogist’'s or UFO groups in the UK
or elsewhere.

UFO sighting excites alien hunters.

UFO investigators are targeting Suffolk in their
quest to find alien life.

The county has become the focus for alien
hunters, in a case worthy of X files agents
Mulder and Scully, after a strange sighting of an
apparently alien craft in the skies over east

Suffolk.

Eagle-eyed residents living along the
banks of the River Orwell may have
witnessed a close encounter of the third
kind if they had glanced up at the starry
sky.

A strange yellow D-shaped object was
spotted overhead by a man in his garden
at Freston.

He watched in wonder as the UFO
changed shape before it altered course
and flew off at around 11pm on August 5.

But instead of phoning home, like
Steven Spielberg's ET, the man called the
operator who put him through to
Contact - an organisation based in
Oxfordshire that records and researches
UFO sightings.

They treat all reported sightings in the
strictest confidence so were not prepared
to identify the witness.

The object could not have been very
high as the witness saw an aeroplane
flying above it, but he knew it was not the
moon as he could see this clearly.

It was not the police helicopter either.
According to a police spokeswoman the
helicopter was not in the area that night.

Contact spokesman, Michael Sopher,
said: "It would interesting to know if
anyone else saw the same thing.

"Any sightings over the Ipswich area are
of great interest to us due to the historic
events at Rendlesham. New evidence
recently released from the government
admits that this event was a proper UFO
landing."

Rendlesham is renowned worldwide for
the events in 1980 when American
airmen claimed a UFO landed in the
forest at their airbase.

The events remain unexplained
although recently someone came forward
claiming to have hoaxed the strange
events.

However Mr Sopher believes no one
could have damaged leaves hanging 50ft
up in the trees or caused the surge in
radioactivity measured in the area.

He added: "In East Anglia reported
sightings differ from other areas. There
are lots of reports of strange objects flying
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inland from the sea and then back again.

"There was a wave of UFO sightings in
Birmingham in June. Many people reported
seeing lights zig-zagging in the sky near the
airport.

"At the time there was a geomagnetic
storm which we believe causes people to
be more spontaneous and tends to make
people who see something more likely to
report it."

FACTFILE

Rendlesham — Britain's most famous UFO
encounter.

Happened during three nights over
Christmas in 1980 when it is a UFO crash
landed in Rendlesham Forest close to the
American airbase.

Two airmen went to investigate strange
lights in the forest and came across a
metallic glowing object which manoeuvred
through the trees and disappeared.

Animals on the nearby farm were said to
have gone into a frenzy.

Two nights later the object reappeared —
base commander Lt Col Halt reported in a
memo to the Ministry of Defence that he
had seen a red sun like object which
divided into five.

On the third night the men taped their
panicked conversation as they again started
to see lights moving through the trees.

The forest is still an attraction for
UFOlogists today, some of whom will spend
whole nights there.
