By Jim Wilson The U.S. and other 
world (sic) governments already have 
detailed secret plans for first contact. 

EXOBIOLOGY 
Within the scientific community, 

the question is no longer whether 
extraterrestrial life exists, but if ET is 
smart enough to do long division. 
Scientists are of two minds regarding the 
existence of extraterrestrial intelligence. 
Skeptics acknowledge simple life-forms 
might be found on other planets, but insist 
that intelligent life is unique to Earth. 

Their belief is based on the assumption 
that Earth possesses unique physical 
attributes, including a magnetic field that 
deflects cosmic rays and a moon that 
absorbs asteroids. Together, these 
protective features make Earth a rare 
safe harbor - one that nurtured the 
evolution of primitive life-forms into 
intelligent beings. The opposing camp 
sees the prospect for discovering alien 
life in more mathematical terms. Its 
touchstone is the Drake Equation, which 
links the probability of discovering 
extraterrestrial intelligence to factors such 
as the size of the universe and the 
number of stars with earthlike planets. 
With the discovery of each new planet 
beyond Earth's solar system there 
are now more than 1 00 - the odds of 
encountering intelligent alien life 
increase. Governments and international 
organizations around the world have 
taken notice of the changing odds. 

No governmental official has gone on 
record claiming that UFOs are real, let 
alone a threat. Yet with little public 
fanfare, they have begun preparing for 
the single most important event in human 
history: first contact. That is, the moment 
earthlings discover incontrovertible proof 
that they are not alone. 

Early Warning Unless ET materializes 
from another dimension in the middle of 
the Super Bowl, humans most likely will 
have some advance warning of its arrival. 

How much time we get to straighten up for 
extraterrestrial company depends upon who 
spots ET first. The privately funded SETI 
Institute uses radio telescopes owned by 
observatories around the world to sweep the 
sky for signals broadcast by advanced 
civilizations. If ET has read Emily Post, or her 
intergalactic equivalent, and calls ahead, we 
could have years, even decades, to prepare for 
first contact. Unfortunately, the current SETI 
(Search for Extraterrestrial Intelligence) project 
can afford to look at only small swatches of 
the sky, so any extraterrestrial courtesy calls 
probably will be missed. 

A more likely scenario is that the U.S. Air 
Force would spot ET's spacecraft as it traverses 
the void between the Earth and the moon. Using 
powerful radar and optical telescopes in Hawaii, 
Greenland, Florida and the Indian Ocean, the 
Air Force Space Command tracks satellites, 
monitors missile launches, and spots baseball­
and larger-size bits of orbiting debris with the 
hope of preventing it from perforating a space 
shuttle or the International Space Station. If ET 
turns up on Space Command's radar, it would 
mean the alien visitors are only hours or 
minutes away. Countdown To Contact 

The broad-brush outline for Earth's response 
to the first alien encounter is set out in an 
international agreement called the "Declaration 
of Principles Concerning Activities Following the 
Detection of Extraterrestrial Intelligence. " 
Written by a committee of scientists organized 
by the SETI Institute, the declaration spells out 
what astronomers should do, and what they 
should avoid doing, immediately after first 
contact. 

Perhaps the most surprising aspect of the 
agreement is that astronomers who sign on to 
the declaration agree to keep the news of an 
imminent contact under their hat until the 
astronomy community and authorities have 
been notified. The declaration also establishes 
fairly specific guidelines regarding the protection 
of the radio frequencies that alien civilizations 
might use to communicate with Earth. As soon 
as a radio signal is confirmed as originating 
from an extraterrestrial source, the International 
Telecommunications Union would ask 
governments around the world to forbid use of 
that portion of the electromagnetic spectrum. lt 
is hoped that ET will have sufficiently studied 
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human habits to understand that calling 
earthlings on the frequencies used for 
microwave ovens and garage door openers 
will be interpreted as abelligerent act. 

Close Encounter About five years ago the 
first contact protocols were put to the 
test. For 12 hours, SETI astronomers 
marveled at the prospect that their golden 
moment had arrived. A signal that repeated 
in an organized pattern was detected 
beaming straight at the Earth from 1 million 
miles in space. The first priority was to alert 
radio astronomers around the world to 
redirect their telescopes. The signal from the 
distant stationary object quickly faded as the 
relentless rotation of the Earth swept it out of 
the telescope's listening range. Douglas 
Vakoch, the SETI Institute's social scientist 
responsible for preparing Earth's reply to an 
extraterrestrial message, tells POPULAR 
MECHANICS what happened next: "At this 
point, all of our discussions were internal to 
our team. We didn't want to cry wolf. Then, in 
the midst of the process, we get a call from 
The New York Times." So much for the 
secrecy provision of the SETI protocol. 
Within hours, the story evaporated. The SETI 
team identified the mystery signal as a data 
transmission from SOHO, a sun-watching 
observatory on an almost-stationary orbit 
about 1 million miles from Earth. Vakoch 
says he was not surprised that the story of 
the possible alien contact leaked so quickly. 
"These guidelines have no legal force. They 
have been drafted in the hope of getting 
broader discussion." 

As far as the U.S. government is 
concerned, that discussion started and 
ended more than 40 years ago. Regardless 
of how the world's astronomy community 
might want to handle first contact. Uncle 
Sam has ideas of his own. And they rest on 
the assumption that ET is first and foremost 
an illegal alien. Presumed Dangerous The 
question of how humanity might react to its 
first contact with intelligent aliens was 
officially raised in the late 1950s by the then 
newly created National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration (NASA). Curious as to 
how discoveries about the origin of the 
universe might affect society as a whole, 
NASA contracted with the Brookings 

Institution, a leading think tank, to research 
the question. Only a small part of its 100-
page answer, which came to be known as 
"The Brookings Report," dealt with alien 
encounter. But it contained a stern warning. 
"Anthropological files contain many 
examples of societies, sure of their place in 
the universe, which have disintegrated when 
they had to associate with previously 
unfamiliar societies espousing different ideas 
and different life ways; others that survived 
such an experience usually did so by paying 
the price of changes in values and attitudes 
and behavior." 

In 1972, as engineers prepared the first 
space mission that would travel outside of 
Earth's solar system, NASA decided to 
ignore warnings in the 1960 "Brookings 
Report" about the dangers inherent in 
contact with an advanced alien race. Instead, 
the space agency sent an invitation for 
extraterrestrials to visit earth. A 
gold-anodized aluminum plaque engraved 
with a map showing the location of Earth was 
attached to the Pioneer 1 0 spacecraft. 
When it sent its last message, in January 
2003, it was more than 7 billion miles along 
on a trip that will take it to the star Aldebaran 
State Of Emergency 

If ET turns up at NASA's doorstep bearing 
that invitation, it is in for a surprise. Instead 
of getting a handshake from the head of 
NASA, it will be handcuffed by an FBI agent 
dressed in a Biosafety Level 4 suit. Instead 
of sleeping in the Lincoln Bedroom at the 
White House, the alien will be whisked away 
to the Department of Agriculture's Animal 
Disease Center on Plum Island, off the coast 
of New York's Long Island. Here it will be 
poked and probed by doctors from the 
National Institutes of Health. A Department 
of Energy (DOE) Nuclear Emergency Search 
Team (NEST) will tow away its spacecraft. 

Unfriendly as this welcome may seem, it is 
the chain of events that most likely will 
follow the visitor's arrival. Unique as the 
appearance of an alien-piloted spacecraft 
may be, the event incorporates elements of 
three situations familiar to federal emergency 
response workers: a plane crash, the release 
of radioactive material, and the capture of an 
animal suspected of harboring a contagious 
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disease. Responsibilities in these situations are 
spelled out in Presidential Executive Orders. 
Unless it is spewing exhaust, the craft would 
be assumed to be nuclear powered. This 
determination would put NEST technicians in 
charge of securing the craft and moving it to a 
DOE facility, most likely in New Mexico, where it 
would be in close proximity to the Sandia and 
Los Alamos nuclear laboratories and the White 
Sands Missile Range. International agreements 
also put NEST on call if the craft lands out of the 
United States, as happened in 1978 when a 
Soviet satellite leaking nuclear fuel landed in the 
Canadian wilderness. NEST, however, would 
operate in the background. In a nuclear 
emergency, the FBI is put in charge of public 
safety, public health and public information. 
Those, at least, are the plans. How things might 
actually turn out is anyone's guess. Skeptics 
often ask why UFO sightings seem to take place 
only in remote locations instead of on busy city 
streets. Perhaps ET knows what earthlings have 
in mind when it lands. "A signal that repeated in 
an organized pattern was detected beaming 
straight at the Earth from 1 million miles in 
space."

The Death of UFOiogy and the I nternet. 

With the Internet spreading around the world 
faster than the plague, we are becoming a non 
letter writing, magazine, newspaper and News 
society. If you have access to the internet, then 
you have access to the world at your fingertips. 
You can access Newspapers, TV stations, 
Radio stations, UFO groups, and anything you 
like to imagine. So, closet UFOiogists can just 
sit at home and read about UFOiogy from the 
Internet for free. So, where does that leave the 
UFO group newsletters and magazines - in the 
dinosaur age . .. Yes, I admit not everyone has 
access to the Internet, but UFO interest in the 
local groups and their publications is no longer 
there. SUFOG has seen this... The Internet is 
more up-to-date than the monthly or quarterly 
publications and it is easier to log on the 
Internet for free than pay between £8 - £20 to 
subscribe to a UFO group or even go to UFO 

group meetings. 
As a researcher, the Internet holds a 

wealth of information and that is why I 
have come to the following decision. This 
has really been hard for me, but, one that 
had to be made. With over 2,500 UFO 
magazines dating back to the 1950's 
clogging up my house, it is time for them 
to go. Having picked a couple out, I 
decided to check the Internet and low and 
behold, there was the information at my 
fingertips rather than going through 2, 500 
magazines and then 30 pages of the 
magazine once found. I have decided to 
sell my magazines, some 2,000 from 
1980 onwards because the Internet has it 
all and much more. BUT, I found the 
magazines pre 1980 information was not 
so readily available. Also, I have thinned 
my book collection and again apart from 
one or two post 1980 publications, I am 
again selling all the books I have post this 
period, because again, 90o/o just go over 
the same old cases from the 80's and 
90's that are available from the Internet. 
So, I am going to concentrate my 
research pre 1980 and obtain material 
from 194 7 - 1979 which is available - ON 
THE I NTERNET . . . Full Circle ?

Dorchester 4th April 2004. 

To emphasis the above item, SUFOG 
attended the Dorchester conference 
organized by David Kingston. Around 130 
people attended this event with speakers 
including Reg Presley and Busty Taylor. 
From this, SUFOG sold £5.00 worth of 
merchandise (3 SUFOG Newsletters). 
We had 29 Membership application forms 
and 27 SUFOG flyers taken on the day. 
As we go into the 3rd week after the 
event, not one new member membership 
form has been returned. Since this event 
cost SUFOG £28.00 and we only sold 
£5.00 worth of merchandise, then at this 
rate, SUFOG's finances will not be able to 
withstand this and we will no longer be 
able to afford to attend such events. 
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The 'Storm' that wasn't. 

Thursday the 25th March . . .  a heavy, cloudy, day, 
4.00 p.m. approx. Sat on my lounge settee here in 
Netley Abbey I felt the room 'vibrate' and heard a 
rumble at the same time as a 'Flash' illuminated 
EVERYTHING! The whole sky. At the same moment 
my door chimes went off followed by the fire alarm, 
and I leapt out of the settee wondering what the hell 
was going on! No one was there but I saw that ALL 
the fire doors had shut themselves. Puzzled, I went 
looking for a fire or whatever. . .  only two people 
standing at a window who has also seen and heard 
the incident described. BOTH said it was "weird" . . .  
Not the 'usual' thunderstorm. I phoned a UFO group 
colleague on the far side of Southampton who, yes, 
had heard and seen the incident. . .  also described as 
'strange'. Her TV had gone off. 

I rang the Police Central Control to see if any other 
reports. The phone stayed silent.... No ring tone. I 
tried the standard police number. Nothing. Silence. 

Next morning I rang the Southern Daily Echo News 
desk. No reports. No headlines envisaged. They 
would 'enquire around'. Nothing came back from 
them. Later that same day our SUFOG founder and 
magazine newsletter editor Steve G rang me. He 
spoke about the 'storm' and confirmed the police 
phones 'went down'. He had been 'out' in it when the 
event occurred. Described it as 'strange'. Met 
hailstones too. Next day I rang the Echo news desk 
again. No reports! Normally this kind of incident 
would make the front pages even. They offered me a 
reporter ... I said YES. He never rang. I spoke to our 
sheltered flats complex manageress .. . she confirmed 
she'd encountered the huge flash and 'strange' single 
roll of thunder while some two or three miles away in 
her car ... it 'scared' her, she said. I came across a 
close friend who was dozing in bed before going on 
her hospital nightshift who was aroused by the 
thunder and flash of lightning plus the sound of her 
front door opening! 

She went out into the passage and, yes, the locked 
door was open to the full stretch of the security chain! 
I sent an email to Meridian TV on the Monday, 29th 
March, asking for any information and WHY had it not 
made the news. No reply ... then or since. Nothing! I 
later said to Southampton UFO Group's Steve G .. . 
he'd heard NOTHING from anyone .. . since he is 
connected with Hampshire Police this was unusual. 
His comment? 'strange'. 

Today . .. 7th April. . .  my TV meter man came. He is 
into and interested in UFO's and the Paranormal. .. 
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has had 'experiences'! I casually mentioned I 
was 'up to my eyes' in the stuff and mentioned 
also the 'funny storm'. Before I could go on he 
said he'd had something strange happen that 
both he and his wife had no answer for. Went on 
to describe a recent occasion when his wife went 
out the back door and locked it, taking the key 
with her. When she came back she walked in 
asking why he had left the door open. He went 
and looked ... sure enough the locked door WAS 
open to the extent of the security chain! I could 
hardly wait to tell him, amid my own chuckles, of 
the strange "coincidence" with my friends door! I 
also asked him WHEN did their experience 
occur. He thought... and then he said it was on 
the Thursday 25th March he was SURE since it 
was some sort date that was important to him. I'd 
casually said it was about two weeks before. We 
fell about! I then spoke about certain so far 
unfounded suspicions I had about the matter and 
my ongoing "communications". This brought 
about some discussion on the Iraq problem. HE 
came back with a late night news item . . .  about 
TWO WEEKS AGO ... that had Bush promising 
an 'experts' examination of the 'UFO Enigma' 
right NOW! Something I didn't know ! DO YOU? I 
reminded the TV meter chap that Blair and Bush 
are due for a meeting to discuss Iraq in the next 
week or so ... was there a connection or is this all 
speculation. I have now also recalled the email 
from our Steve Gerrard that gave information 
from the Dorchester Conference of the 4th April 
that alleged UFO Magazine would resume 
publication in May!

My next stop is the chief 
Constable of Hampshire. Who I have a casual, if 
infrequent, acquaintance with. 

By the way, my TV meter man lives in 
Wimbourne, just east of Bournemouth, which 
possibly confirms the witnesses who saw the 
lightning being right about it covering the whole 
sky! 

A 1970's sighting I had of an orange 
"globe" hovering over Wimbourne ... the 
local Bournemouth Echo had one other 
confirming report when I rang them ... 
maybe another "odd" coincidence when I 
found where my meter man lived about a 
year ago. 

OK. Why am I interested in the 
"storm"? lt's the SECRECY! 

No one ... but no one, is replying!

Woods means the Southampton UFO Group 
at th is poi nt, but obvious he not willing to put 
h is head on the chopping block and name the 
group or the Chairman Steve Gerrard), as well 
as a few so-called sky watchers who proclaim 
themselves as experts in the field of UFOiogy off 
the back of filming a few sightings & will criticize 
anyone else that comes along with anything new 
because you are a direct threat to there own self 
importance in the subject. I can go on and on, but 
the bottom line is, it's a waste of time trying to get 
approval or trying to convince these types of guys 
of anything; all you can do is be honest and open 
as you can about your experiences, ignore the crap 
from the negative chatterers that sadly plague this 
subject, and hope the majority of people find what 
you have to say and film interesting. 

(Part of an update on Rense. corn listed on the 
Internet sent to them by Mr. Anthony Woods along 

with his latest clips of UFO footage 
over Bedhampton, Havant). Also, In 
January 2003, Mr. Woods appeared 
on American Radio and was 
interviewed by Jeffe Rense on the 
1 ih January 2003. Funny thing is, 
Mr. Woods seems very happy to 
appear on American Radio and post 
his footage on American Web Sites, 
but not on British Web Sites or appear 
on British Radio. What is he afraid that 
British UFOiogists and the British 
Press are going to find out? 

Following on from this, recent press 
reports showed Bedhampton as a 
UFO hotspot. But surely, for it to be a 
'Hotspot' there would have to be more 
than I individual reporting UFO sight­
ings over a period of time and multiple 
sightings of different objects.

THE PLYMOUTH EVENING HERALD back 
and front coloured pages arrived on my desk courtesy 
of Bob Boyd of the Plymouth UFO Research Group and 
followed a report in the Daily Mail, Daily Express, and 
elsewhere which put me in touch with BOB . . .  we 
swopped cuttings. The stunning still being investigated 
photos of a hovering object over Plymouth from the 
incident which took place in January and had since 
been investigated by the city's Royal Naval Base ... 
result 'unidentified' so far. Members at our monthly 
meetings have seen the pictures and have received 
photo copies from me. The photographer didn't see the 
object until the film was developed and was testing out 
his new digital camera. Bob Boyd has promised me a 
full report and I await it with interest.

WRITTEN QUESTION P-0198/04

For a long time now, sightings of unexplained 
atmospheric phenomena have been reported 
in all corners of the globe. 

Some of these phenomena have been 
c l a s s i f i e d  a s  'u n i d e n t i f i e d  f l y i n g  
objects' (UFOs), sightings of which not only 
cause considerable perplexity but also fuel 
theories - so far lacking any foundation - on the 
probable existence of aliens. 

The serious study of the phenomena in 
question by various European space centres 
and research establishments warrants special 
attention from the European Commission, 
since these phenomena do not fall within the 
scope of individual Member State competence. 

In the light of the above, would the 

Commission not consider it appropriate to 
promote and coordinate research and 
information on unexplained atmospheric 
phenomena at a Europe-wide level, 
possibly assigning this responsibility to a 
specialised and experienced body such 
as SEPRA (Service d'Expertise des 
Phenomenes Rares Aerospatiaux) in 
Toulouse or the European Space Agency? 

Answer given by Mr Busquin on behalf 
of the Commission 

(written question: P-0198/04) 
(1 March 2004) 

Following an extensive consultation for 
the development of the European Space 
Policy ("Green Paper'')(1) the Commission 
adopted in December 2003 a White Paper 
entitled "Space: a new European frontier 
for an expanding Union"(2). 

The White Paper, which has been 
prepared in close collaboration with the 
scientific community and the European 
Space Agency, sets an action plan for 
implementing the future European Space 
policy. The actions recommended by the 
Commission to strengthen European 
excellence in space science are presented 
in Section 4.2. 

On 28 January 2004, the Commission 
had the opportunity to address some of 
these issues in its oral reply to the oral 
question 0-84/03 during Parliament's 
January 2004 session(3) on the content of 
the White Paper. 

One specific activity which may be of 
particular interest to the Honourable 
Member concerns an action recentl� 
launched in the context of the 6 
Framework Programme for Research(4). 
This action aims at promoting cooperation 
between Europe's national research 
funding agencies and national research 
organisations. lt includes a task specifi­
cally addressing European solar terrestrial 
and atmospheric research. This endeavour 
should help to improve the level of 
understanding of atmospheric phenomena 
and to provide space weather services.

DONALD EDWARD KEYHOE 

(1897-1988) 

BIOGRAPHY 

Donald E. Keyhoe was born in Ottumwa, Iowa, 
on June 20, 1897, at the dawn of human flight. 
He graduated from the U.S. Naval Academy in 
Annapolis, Maryland, in the Class of 1920, with 
a B. S. degree and the commission of a 2nd 
Lieutenant in the Marine Corps. During his 
senior year at the Academy, Robert Goddard 
published his theoretical paper, "A Method of 
Reaching Extreme Altitudes" (i.e. rockets), and 
two years later Hermann Oberth, the famous 
German space pioneer, wrote "The Rocket Into 
Interplanetary Space." 

The Wright Brothers had flown at Kitty Hawk, 
N. C. , when Keyhoe was a young child. Balloon 
flights were also much in the news. The young 
Lieutenant became a Naval aviator, piloting 
both balloons and airplanes in the period 
between the World Wars. In the years leading 
to World War 1 1 ,  Lieutenant Keyhoe 
commanded a flight of Naval seaplanes being 
ferried from the U.S. to Guam, and served on 
that island. After a night crash at Guam, he 
retired from active duty and began freelance 
writing. 

Joining Government service, he became editor 
of the Coast and Geodetic Survey publications, 
then he was appointed Chief of Information for 
the Aeronautics Branch of the U.S. Department 
of Commerce. (This agency later evolved into 
the Federal Aviation Administration.) After 
Floyd Ben nett flew over the North Pole on May 
9, 1926, in a historic flight, Keyhoe was 
assigned to manage his nationwide tour in the 
"Josephine Ford" North Pole plane. Then when 
Colonel Charles A. Lindbergh about a year 
later successfully hopped the Atlantic in the 
"Spirit of St. Louis" and became a national and 
international hero, Keyhoe was assigned as his 
aide, accompanying the flier on his triumphant 
48-State tour. Later he wrote the charming and 
popular book Flying With Lindbergh (New York: 
Putnams, 1928). 

During the 1930s and early 1940s Keyhoe 
wrote fictional aviation adventure stories 
for then popular pulp magazines, inventing 
the heroic fliers "Phil Strange" and "Dick 
Knight," among other heroes and villains. 
He also contributed numerous factual 
articles to major magazines of the day on a 
wide range of topics, many popularizing 
aviation. The magazines included 
Saturday Evening Post, Cosmopolitan, 
American, Redbook, and True. Other 
articles and features appeared in the 
Sunday newspaper supplements This 
Week and American Weekly. 

As war loomed in Europe, Keyhoe 
published M-Day: If War Comes, What 
Your Government Plans for You (New 
York: Dutton, 1940) dealing with U.S. 
mobilization for warfare. During World War 
1 1  he was recalled to active duty with the 
rank of Major and served in the Pentagon 
in the Naval Aviation Training Division. 

After the war he again retired to private life 
and resumed his writing career. 

POST-WORLD WAR 1 1  

During the late 1940s and early 1950s, 
Keyhoe personally test-flew a wide variety 
of aircraft and evaluated their performance 
and features for True Magazine. When 
the first "flying saucer" sightings were 
reported in June of 1947, Keyhoe, as an 
experienced aviator was skeptical. But 
when True asked him to investigate in 
1949 and he interviewed numerous fliers 
as well as military officers in the Pentagon, 
he discovered that expert observers had 
seen the unexplained discs, many at close 
range. 

The more he investigated, the more he 
became convinced that the UFOs were 
nothing from this planet, apparently 
coming from outer space. He concluded 
that the Air Force had to know this and 
were covering up the truth. 

His article "Flying Saucers Are Real" in the 
January 1950 issue of True became one of 
the most widely read and discussed 
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articles in publishing history, and caused a 
sensation. The article was expanded into a 
paperback book The Flying Saucers Are Real 
(New York: Fawcett, 1950) and reached an 
even wider audience. This was followed by the 
major hardcover books Flying Saucers From 
Outer Space (1953), Flying Saucer Conspiracy 
(1955), and Flying Saucers: Top Secret (1960). 
In January 1957 Keyhoe had become Director 
of the newly formed National Investigations 
Committee on Aerial Phenomena (NICAP) 
in Washington, D.C., which under his 
leadership gave serious publicity to the UFO 
mystery through the 1960s and encouraged 
Congressional hearings. 

His last book Aliens From Space was published 
in 1973. By this time Keyhoe had become 
convinced that the Central Intelligence Agency 
was the principal agency behind the cover-up. 
He spent his later retirement years at 
"Biuemont" in the beautiful Shenandoah Valley 
outside of Luray, Virginia, with his wife Helen 
Gardner Keyhoe, a native of Page County, 
Virginia. Mrs. Keyhoe was a member of the 
Daughters of the American Revolution and a 
prize-winning rose grower.

The conference began with 
registrations am and then into the swing 
by midday. I introduced my new 80 
min documentary my film "Expressions of 
ET Contact a healing and communication 
blueprint?" in the afternoon. I was 
happy to say it was very well 
received. Throughout the film showing I 
sat next to Adrian DVir the computer 
scientist who was a participant in my film 
and who was also presenting at the 
conference, regarding his healing work in 
Israel in what he believes he works in 
Mult id imensional  hospitals with 
Extraterrestrials. I also met his lovely wife 
who is an architect. 

I did have a stand to sell my 
book, Awakening and my new 
documentary film so was able to connect 
with many people that way. There were 
others close by and one was Michael 
Horn with his excellent research and his 
support of the re Billy Meir Case and also 
Leah Hayley whose Contact story is quite 
profound, her strength and resilience was 
remarkable. We really connected. 

The 'experiencer groups" numbered 
from 50-60 each night... with at least 4-5 
therapists who worked in the 
field, Roberta Fennig DO (PsychiatrisU 
experiencer) who works with Joe Lewels 
in EL Paso. DR Michael O'Connell who 
is a Harvard graduate, consultant 
psychologist who has worked with 
DR John Mack. Therapist Barbara Lamb 
of ACCET (Academy of Clinical Close 
Encounter Therapists) Psychotherapist 
Paul Hansen. This was very challenging 
given the numbers of experiencers and 
the different levels of awareness. Even 
the therapists who attended said they 
were relieved that they didn't have to 
facilitate such a large diverse group. So 
all I could do given the short time was to 
spend three evening to allow sharing and 
the final evening offer some therapeutic 
'tools. 
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At this time I connected with an affiliated 
group to ACERN. A new organization I have set 
up in the UK called CONCERN (UK) and 
attending were three couples that are members 
of this new group at the conference. Ann 
Andrews author Abducted ... with husband Paul; 
some may remember she visited Brisbane and 
Perth. Mike Oram and Fran Pickering (Northern 
coordinator of CONCERN UK) and Steven 
Jones and wife Ann a Holistic therapist/ 
experiencer. Two of the couples had very 
unusual trips to Area 51  (that is another story) 
As the group facilitator of the Experiencer 

sharing, part of my work was to find any 
experiencers who would like to share their story 
publicly on the Thursday morning. Only 5 were 
prepared to do this very personally confronting 
experience, one was Roberta Fennig the 
Psychiatrist, three of the CONCERN UK 
contingent i.e. Michael Oram, Steve Jones and 
Ann Andrews plus another lady who lives in the 
US. I gave them 15 minutes each and the 
stories were articulate and very moving. This 
session is normally never filmed in deference to 
the speakers. But afterwards Bob Brown (one of 
the organizers of the conference) came back 
stage and told me that he had numerous people 
come up to him afterwards and commented that 
it was the best experiencer session they had 
heard, and where did I get such quality 
speakers. I said of course they found me! They 
were disappointed that it was not video taped! 
Consequently now in future a new policy will be 
in place to videotape this session. Ann Andrews 
told her story about when she finally learnt 
Jason had been having Contact experiences 
and how guilty she had felt that she hadn't 
initially believed him. Mike Oram told how he 
sighted a 'craft' and his family would dismiss 
it but what was profound for him was that on 
one occasion his father saw it too and on his 
deathbed mentioned it. Steven Jones has been 
doing work with Budd Hopkins and told the story 
of how at 16 he was relocated to another house 
3 miles away after a Contact experience. 
Roberta was courageous to own how her 
Contact has changed her life and therapeutic 
understanding. After this sharing I gave my 
90-minute PowerPoint presentation not only on 
the factual Contact reality, indicators of Contact 
with the historical, anthropological, religious, 
medical scientific, psychological and UFOiogical 

worldwide research, but also the spiritual 
and metaphysical references to the Star 
Children Genesis. This coupled with 
personal testimony from young children, 
and adults who explain their personal 
understanding of this phenomenon. I also 
explored the communication that seems 
to be occurring not only telepathically but 
also in many diverse ways through 
symbology, marks on the body, sound, 
language and art. To explore what this all 
means and where it could be leading us 
as a sentient race, connecting with others 
in the galaxy. I was very heartened to 
have this challenging hypotheses be so 
w e l l  r e c e i v e d  w i t h  s e v e r a l  
people afterwards who thanked me for 
the work I was doing. 

The final two days for me were 
networking and media work. A TV half 
hour special with Ted Loman shown on 
satellite TV. Interview with Mexico 
Televisa with Gilda Estrada. And the 
largest UFO research Group in Japan a 
video interview with Toshie Nakagawa. 
She was very interested in my work with 
experiencers and said there was no such 
support in Japan and felt strongly this 
must be changed. She is now she 
hopes to translate my book Awakening 
into Japanese as she feels it will help so 
many people. I also did several radio 
interviews Rob Simone Resonance FM 
1 04.4 Fm in London and Jerry Pippin US. 

The final day was concluded with the 
Gala dinner and EBE awards and 
much to my delight as director of the 
documentary" Expressions of ET Contact 
a commun icat ion and heal ing 
Blueprint?" won the best music in a 
documentary award tribute to composer 
musician David Sandercock. Producer 
Bradley De Niese. This is a lovely award 
and well deserved as David has 
generously given enormous amounts of 
his time, energy and talent to this 
phenomenon and to raising awareness. 
To accept the award on his behalf was a 
real honor. Although due to the strict 
security of Los Angeles Airport I was in 
suspicion for a short time until they 
ascertained that the EBE statuette wasn't 
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a terrorist bomb ... such is the paranoia in 
the US these days. 

My final part of the trip was with 
DR. Richard Boylan and Marian MacNeil 
both members of the Star Kids Project, we 
held our first Annual General Meeting in of 
all places the Luxor Hotel (the pyramid), 
which seemed symbolic somehow. Then 
Richard kindly took myself, Marian, a young 
'Star Lids" Cassie and another colleague 
and traveling companion of mine a 
counselor Baljeet Carrell on the long trek to 
Area 51 that evening. Yes we did the Little 
Ale'ien Inn and were greeted with warmth 
and friendliness. We had the photos taken 
behind the bar as well as outside. We 
certainly saw some unexplained lights going 
to and from Area 51 , with the obvious 
"glow" over Groom Lake. We reached the 
'signs that warned that extreme force will be 
used if you crossed over, and although we 
were miles from anywhere immediately we 
reached this sign on a dirt road two big 
headlight beams were pointed in our 
direction making it very obvious that we 
were seen and noted. . .  it felt very 
intimidating ... . after we took some photos 
the lights started to come down the hill 
towards us and some more took the place 
of the ones on the hill so at least two lots of 
security arrived there. lt was exciting but as 
I said very intimidating. 

After all the excitement I finally had a few 
days in Hawaii and met two UFOiogists 
Richard Dickinson and Paula and he took 
us to the Army airfield where we met with 
amateur star gazers of the Hawaiian 
Astronomical society and for the first time I 
really saw Saturn its rings and Venus, 
Jupiter and its moons marvelous stuff. Had 
they seen any UFO's, no one was telling . . .  
but they seemed open enough. 

So to conclude it was a marvelous two 
weeks which has given me much to think 
on, but more than that the one thing that 
stood out is the wonderful committed and 
dedicated people that share and explore 
this amazing phenomenon and are 
prepared to stretch themselves and their 
paradigms constantly to seek the truth.

UFOLOGY. WHAT IS GOING ON? 

I guess that before I go any further, I should 
just point out that the views expressed within 
this piece are those of my own and not those 
of the Southampton UFO Group, of which I 
am Secretary. I also wish to point out one 
piece of information that is of the highest 
importance? At not time within this piece do 
intend to upset any individual, and where at 
all possible I will refrain from using names. As 
I have said this is meant as a point of view 
and not an attack on anyone. 

I am sure that now you have read the first 
paragraph you are wondering exactly what it 
is that I have to say? To be honest it can all 
be answered by the title UFOLOGY - WHAT 
IS GOING ON? However, I am referring to our 
area specifically. 

GROUP NUMBERS AND SUPPORT 

Around ten years ago when I first joined 
SUFOG, monthly meetings were, as they are 
now, held in Netley. However, what has 
changed in those years is that the numbers at 
those monthly meetings has changed 
dramatically, from a packed venue with 30+ 
people to a maximum attendance of only 
those who chose to attend; this includes a 
hard core of those most dedicated. 
In one case one of our most dedicated 
group members just left the group with no 
explanation has not contacted anyone since, 
and not through want of trying? 

Group support is something that is the most 
valuable thing for a group, especially one 
such as ours, to survive. However, it is one 
thing that has dropped along with the 
numbers. SUFOG has had to cancel many 
events both published and un-published 
because we do not have the group support to 
run these events in the proper manor. 

MONEY 

Over the years we have all seen our cost of 
living rise and know that we must pay more 
for things with each New Year! I feel that 
something is happening within our subject. 
The cost of putting on events is becoming 
more expensive; the cost of investigating and 
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research is growing and-so-on! 
The cost of all this is that not all of us can 

afford to go to the events we would like to or 
do all the research we would like etc. 
However, the other real cost of all this is that 
the small, Local UFO Groups will struggle to 
survive unless they have the MONEY to 
constantly put into the research and 
promotion of the subject. lt seams a sad fact 
that it is no longer enough to have an 
interest and a passion for the subject, even 
though that is still an important part of what 
we all need. 

I still hear some among you who are not 
convinced? Let me give you some first-hand 
experiences of what I mean? 

As the Secretary of SUFOG, I have seen 
the group change in the last couple of years? 
We have done some great things in that time 
including Local radio, local and national TV 
and many lectures, especially the one for 
Quest at Leeds in 2002. However, in that 
time we have constantly had to cancel 
events due, in part, to the overall cost of 
those events and the overall risk involved 
should the event fail, which is possible when 
the Group support and overall interest in the 
subject is so low. 

UFO's-THE INTEREST 

There have been many frustrating times in 
the last few years, as well as the highs that 
we have had. One of the most frustrating 
things that has arisen in this time is that we 
have increasingly seen many good UFO 
sightings in this area reported to the media 
or other UFO groups, both in this country 
and abroad, who have placed them in the 
public domain, but allowed the sightings to 
go un-researched? Something we could 
have done had we been given the report or 
been asked to look into a report for the 
source group? This is very frustrating as 
those at the core of SUFOG are very 
dedicated and have a deep passion for the 
subject as a whole and only wish to search 
for the truth, whatever it is and where ever it 
may lead? 

As I have already mentioned in this article, 
the question of SUFOG events is a major 
aspect, especially those that have had to 
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have been cancelled. lt has already been 
noted that support and cash have been 
major factors in the fate of all those events, 
but the most important factor is the interest 
from the public. This interest in the events 
SUFOG has arranged has varied somewhat 
from very good, when a well-known author is 
the main speaker, to very poor, even though 
we have arranged for an international 
speaker to speak. lt has always been the 
interest in SUFOG events that has been the 
deciding factor when we have decided 
whether or not to go ahead with an event or 
not. 

I understand that everyone has their own 
commitments these days and with everything 
that is happening in the world around us and 
in our own communities and lives we may 
not always have the time for this subject? 
This is so true! 
lt is also such a great pity as the subject is 
loosing so many good supporters? 

SO WHAT NOW? 

Sometimes it is so hard to know which way 
to go or which direction to take? 

Time passes so quickly and in the past year 
or so things have changed drastically? 

SUFOG has seen numbers dwindle and 
events cancelled. 

We have also seen the loss of a good 
friend and one of the greatest supporters of 
UFOiogy, Graham W. Birdsall, Who was 
taken so prematurely last September. He 
was a great loss and will be greatly missed 
by all who knew him. 

Just recently we have seen the closure of 
the magazine that Graham edited, UFO 
Magazine. We need not question the whys 
and wherefores of this decision. All that 
matters is that it is great loss to UFOiogy and 
will be missed from the shelves of the 
newsagents, as will the Leeds conferences, 
that entertained so many and at which 
SUFOG was so proudly represented at what 
is now the last Leeds conference in 2002. 
UFO Magazine did so much for UFOiogy in 
this country and the world, lets hope that it's 
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legacy lives on for many years to come. BBC Radio Solent 
23rd March 2004. 

So what now for UFOiogy in this country 
and SUFOG? 

I am sure that the loss of UFO Magazine 
will not be the death knell for UK UFOiogy. I 
am sure that the UK UFO Groups will 
continue to provide the UFO community 
with some superb cases and excellent and 
dedicated researchers. 

As for SUFOG, we will continue to 
support the subject that we love and even 
branch off in to some other areas. I hope 
that some of those who have hole in their 
UFO lives, now that UFO Magazine has 
gone, may turn to SUFOG to see what we 
have to offer.

I hope that it will be the 
start of more events and perhaps a rise in 
members and much more! 

Following an earlier phone call I was on the 
radio around 7.15 p.m. talking about the 
recent opinion pole.
