Dave was a great friend of m ine and also its con nection to Hampshire.  Dave was a great 
of one or two SU FOG group members U FOiogist and an early advocate and 
who passed away a few years ago, but researcher of the crop ci rcle phenomenon.

Over the years I have had a number 
of UFO experiences and, therefore, I 
am wri ting to you to share some of 
them with your readers. I would stress 
th at apart from any speculation in 
which I might indulge, these accounts 
are exactly as they happened without 
any additions, changes or 
embellishments! I wou ld also like to 
say that I consider myself to be a 
good observer, for as a land surveyor, 
I spend my time look ing carefu lly at 
thi ngs near and tar. I also have spent 
most of my working life and much of 
my leisure time outside, so I am 

familiar with weather phenomena etc. 
I have also been a keen ai rcraft 
observer for over forty years now. I 
have seen many airships, a few 
weather balloons and different types 
of aircraft. 

The first time I saw what I felt was a 
genuine UFO was when I was 
s urveyi ng at Waterlooville in 
Hampshire, with another surveyor. lt 
was the 11th May, 1980, a fine clear 
sunny day, with a few small clouds, 
and a light breeze from the south­
west. As my friend was worki ng his 
way towards me, and I was observ ing 
through the instrument. I noticed 

something (out of the side of my field 
of vision) approaching from the north, 
a fair way off, which I assumed was an 
aircraft. My fr iend had by now nearly 
reached me, and I looked up, realising 
that I could not identify the object as 
an aircraft. I pointed it out, and we 
stood together with our jaws practically 
touching the ground in as tonishment, 
watching as it glided past us. Not until 
it had gone over the local horizon did 
we speak words like "You did see 
that, didn't you?" lt had a profound 
effect upon both of us. What we saw 
was a shiny sphere, p roceed ing at a 
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steady speed , in a straight line, roughty 
from north to south. 1t had the 
appearance of being a perfect sphere , 

made of polish e d  alumi nium or 
stainless steel, but possibly with little 
facets, as it seemed to catch the 
sunlight in a series of regular "glints•, 

as it rotated slowly. lt was impossible 
to say with any certainty how big it 
was or how far away, but it was about 
the size of a haft-crown ( 1 .5") at arms 
length. There did not appear to be 
any windows or markings . there was 
no sound. no trail. no tights that 
showed . But it was definitely not a 
balloon or any form of aircraft that .l 
know of. lt was defin itely flying under 
power and direction, though not 
particul arly fast. possibly 100-200 
mph: and it passed to the west of us, 
at a maximum elevation of about 40 
degrees . 

The next observation was again a 
sphere. but seen from the window of 
an aircraft, later that same year . My 
wife and I had been on a business trip 
to I taly. and we were returning on an 
Alitatia flight from Milan. The aircraft 
was flying at the normal circa 30,000 
ft, I believe over mid France. There 
was complete cloud cover. so the 
ground was not visible. But we were 
above the main cloud, though there 
were a few cloud tops at our height. I 
had seen a few other aircraft along 
the way. all leaving the norma l vapour 
trails. I have to mention that I love 
flying, and l always spend as much 
time as possible glued to the window 
looking out over the clouds. Suddenly 
a black sphere came in the opposite 
direction on the port side of our aircraft, 
(the side I was sitting) and passed by 
very quickly. I could see it pass ir 
front of some of the cloud tops and 
behind others. so lt was definitely not 
an illusion or reflection in the window. 
Judging by the closing speed of other 
aircraft I have seen pass by, l would 
guess that the object that I saw was 
going at 500-600 mph. lt was definitely 
spherical, and appeared black. though 
this could have been a silhouette 
effect, and was leaving no vapour 
traiL 

Again. I could not say for certain how 
big the sphere was. except to say that 
it was about a quarter of an inch at 
arms length , and l would guess that it 
was half a mi te to a mile away. 

The most recent event was on the 
evening of the 1 2 th September, 1 994 
in F areham. Hants. While I was going 
upstairs t caught sight of a light through 

the side window, which made me turn 
around and run down to the front door 
and outside to get a better look. I .saw 
a triangle of white lights with a small 
white strobe in the centre. which I 
thought was a commercial airliner. 
heading from west to east at about 7-
8000 ft, at about the right speed for a 
landing approach. probably heading 
for Gatwick. As I came back in I 
looked at the time which was 9pm. lt 
was then that the thought occurred to 
me that I had never seen a normal jet 
showing a triangular pattern of white 
lights like these. These were not 
landing lights. and had no beams. just 
bright glowing lights. which would, if it 
was an aircraft. have been one on the 
nose and one on each wing-tip. Plus 
I had seen it from the rear quarter, 
w h er e l a n d in g  t i gh ts can only 
sometimes be seen as a beam shining 
forward. There was no sign of the 
normal red and green navigation 
lights. and there was n9 noise either. 
and it was certainly well within audible 
range. I would say that it was about 1-
2 m iles north of here, and at an 
elevation of about 25 degrees. lt was 
a triangular formation� but flattened, 
as seen from underneath and to the 
side, and was about 10-12 mm at 
arms length. and really would have 
seemed to be an aircraft flying over. 
but for the light pattern and the lack of 
sound.

London & U niversity of Adelaide Recent systematic 
research has su pported previous anecdotal 
observations that those reporting al leged al ien 
contact (known as 'experiencers') report a much 
h i g her i n cidence of ostens i bly para no rm a l  
experiences a n d  hig her levels of paranormal bel ief 
than those not cla i ming such contact.

The Western Mai l  - Wales : 28th May ...  
UFO Sighti ngs Sparked MoD Probe 

A spate of U FO sightings in Wales prompted a 
secret Min istry of Defence investigation,  
newly-released information has revealed. 

The clamour around the possib i l i ty of " l ittle 
green men" visit ing Pem brokeshire forced 
Government officials to look i nto the situation i n  
the late 1970s. 

There were numerous tabloid reports, i ncluding 
one of an entire class of schoolch i ldren cla im ing 
to have seen a U FO land ing .  

Many others reported being petrified by a 
strange si lver al ien . 

lt a l l  happened in what became known as the 
Broad Haven Triangle.  

Canny tourist operators even started runn ing 
U FO sighting weekends. 

But new documents show despite publ icly 
d ismissi ng the reports as hoaxes, defence 
experts were raci n g  to g et a n swers . 

I n  a letter from May 1977,  MoD m i nister 
Dr John G i l bert M P  tel ls  officia ls in the 
department, "I am being inundated at the present 
t ime with representations a bout U FOs said to 
have been seen i n  Pem brokeshire." 

He asks whether any investigations are being 
carried out. 

A reply tel ls the min ister, "We look i nto detai led 
reports of unexplai ned phenomena to see if they 
have a bearing on the national defences. "  

But they reassu red we were not i n  danger of 
al ien takeover, saying ,  "My department has 
carried out that type of investigation on the 
reports received from Wales, but these have 
been few in recent months. 

"No evidence has been revealed to 
suggest that the al leged sig htings i n  
Wales, o r  i ndeed those reported from 
other parts of Great Britain i n  the past, 
contained anything of sign ificance from a 
defence poi nt of view. 

"Al l  I can tel l  you on the basis of the 
department's past experience, is that 
most reports of this nature can usual ly 
be referred to a com monplace object, 
which may have been observed perhaps 
from an un usual angle or i n  somewhat 
unusual weather or l ighting conditions . "  

However, unbeknown to the min ister, 
the RAF in West Wales was asked to 
carry out a "discreet" investigation . 

An extract of a private memorandu m  to 
the Provost and Security Service of the 
RAF ,  (effectively the mi l itary pol ice) , 
reads, " I  should be grateful if you would 
have a look at these papers and let me 
know whether you think some sort of 
d iscreet inquiry _wou ld be worthwh i le. 

"What I would really l ike to know is the 
volume of local interest and/or a larm ' 

and whether there is a readi ly 
d iscern i ble rational explanation for it 
(perhaps a practical joker), or even 
whether there is prima facie evidence for 
a more serious special ist enqu i ry. 

"But I have not committed you in any 
way, and I have not even told the 
m i n ister I am consulti ng you . "  

The report cal led for has yet to be 
released . 

Sheffield Un iversity's fol klore lecturer 
Dr David Clarke, who uncovered the 
other documents under the Freedom of 
I nformation Act, is now trying to track it 
down . 

Dr Clarke, who is research ing a book 
cal led Saucer Ful l  of Secrets about the 
fol klore of U FO sighti ngs, sa id , "I was 
real ly surprised to find this.  

"General ly the MoD dismisses these 
things and doesn't take them too 
seriously. 

" But to fi nd they ordered an 
i nvestigation beh ind the M inster's back 
is pretty interesting .

Bob Lazar: The Man Beh i nd Area 5 1  
George Knapp I nvestigative Reporter 

As the Area 5 1  mi l itary base prepares to 
celebrate its 50th birthday next week,  the man 
who put the base on the publ ic's radar screen 
says he wants noth i ng to do with the place. 

Former govern ment scientist Bob Lazar is the 
man who clai med to have worked on al ien 
technology at a facil ity near G room Lake, but 
Lazar left town years ago and has kept a low 
profi le ever since. 

Mi l l ions of people have heard Bob Lazar's 
story, and a lot of them bel ieve it. The poohbahs 
of U FOiogy thi n k  Lazar is  a government 
d isinformation agent assig ned to spread lies 
and m uddy the waters a bout what real ly goes 
on at Area 5 1. Sti l l  others think he's a profiteer 
who made it a l l  up because he wanted to cash 
in .  

Lazar decided years ago to  leave the snip ing 
beh ind .  He left the state, dropped out of sight 
and started a new l ife.  So where is he and 
what's he doing? 

Bob Lazar says, " g iven the same 
i nformatio n ,  I 'm not sure I 'd bel ieve the story 
either. There's a lot I can't prove. l t's what I 
observed and what happened to me. " 

If Bob Lazar sounds a b it more phi losophical 
these days, maybe it's because of h is  mellow 
surroundings. Basical ly,  he moved to the sticks­
- an idyllic spot in rural N ew Mexico with a few 
dogs,  a rescued horse, and h is wife Joy. The 
house at the end of the d i rt road is comfortable, 
but tough to find ,  which means strangers aren't 
l ikely to show up to ask q uestions about flying 
saucers. 

Bob Lazar says, " I  real ly  had to cut that loose. 
I don't answer U FO emai ls anymore,  so if 
anyone is th inking of emai l ing me, I don't care if 
you were a bd ucted . I ' m  sorry to hear about it. 
Nor do I bel ieve most of the U FO stories . "  

There was a t ime, though ,  when Lazar was at 
the centre of the U FO un iverse. In 1989, h is 
al legations about ET craft being tested in  the 
Nevada desert exploded into the publ ic 
consciousness. He said he worked for the Navy 
at S-4, a h idden hangar com plex south of 
G room Lake, where n ine flying d iscs of various 
shapes were stored and tested . 

Lazar said an anti-matter reactor 
powered the craft. His d rawing of what he 
cal led the sport model became the basis 
for a popu lar model kit sti l l  sold i n  stores. 
Many other prod ucts were lau nched too. 
Tourists arrived outside G room Lake by 
the bus ful l ,  news teams flew in from al l  
over the world,  and the state created the 
Extraterrestrial H ighway to cash in on the 
furore. 

Lazar's story was rich with detai l .  Not 
only did he see the craft fly, he said ,  but 
also he got to peek inside, and that's 
when it h it h im. "They had real ly smal l  
chairs. Why did they need small  
furniture?" 

While the public ate it up, the mi l itary 
said noth i ng ,  and the U FO hierarchy 
dismissed it all as a fabrication since 
Lazar could not verify parts of his 
background .  Lazar was widely rid icu led , 
especial ly after he got i nto trouble for 
helping a career prostitute. Some of the 
stories that surfaced about h im were 
downright b izarre. 

Lazar, in a 1993 i nterview, said , "The 
latest one is that you and I and John Lear 
are al l  Shri ners or 32nd degree Masons, 
and the saucer story is al l  a cover. lt's 
real ly the Shri ners who are flying these 
th ings."  

Lazar doesn't miss the U FO craziness 
at a l l .  Out here, he's a lmost anonymous . 
He minces no words a bout whether he 
sticks by h is story. " I  felt privi leged to be 
part of the project and it was fascinating 
to be in it in any way, shape, or form , but 
l ife moves on." 

And it's a busy l ife at that. Lazar started 
Un ited N uclear, a scientific su pply 
com pany that sel ls a long l ist of stuff 
onl i ne to schools, un iversities, even to 
government agencies and labs, things 
l ike cloud cha mbers,  rad iation detectors, 
and uran ium ore.  

Lazar says, "We're consultants for a lot 
of com pan ies. You get the strangest 
phone cal ls ,  even from the Navy Seals , 
who say, we need a device l ike this to go 
overboard and activate. They g ive 
specifications and ask can you bu i ld it? 
We fabricate a prototype, get it to them , 
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do a short production ru n .  By that t ime we get another 
cal l  from another com pany to make some bizarre 
equ i pment and real ly have a blast . "  

Speaking of  blasts, h is onl ine ads sel l ing pieces of 
uran ium ore understandably caught the attention of 
several govern ment agencies, especial ly si nce he also 
bui lt a 30-foot long particle accelerator behind h is 
house. 

" Every government agency you could possibly th ink  
of has been here and hassled us,  and that includes the 
SWAT team that woke my wife and I up at 6 in the 
morn ing and handcuffed us out on the front lawn . 

After various agencies were assured that Lazar 
wasn't bui ld i ng ato m ic weapons out beh ind the barn , 
agents cal med down. A few pop by from ti me to t ime to 
see what he's up to. There's one th i ng they don't talk  
about. 

Laser concludes, "To be taken seriously, you can't be 
known as Bob the U FO g uy."  

We did tal k  U FOs a bit.  Viewers who remember the 
Lazar story may recal l  that he cla imed the space ships 
were fuel led by someth ing called element 1 15,  which 
did not exist back in 1989. 

Recently, however, scientists created 1 15 in a lab. 
What does this mean to the Lazar story, and is there a 
way to prove it? 

The KLAS-TV on l ine team has created a special  
web page about Area 51 with i nterview cl ips,  maps and 
photos,  and l in ks to other viewpoi nts about the base.

"As far as I 've been able to work out it was 
someone l iv ing local ly,  who'd got hold of a 
chemical  suit ,  having a g reat t ime terrifyi ng 
people . "  
UFO 'hysteria' . . .  

I n  1977 the tal k  of Pembrokeshire was al l  about 
U FOs. 

Among dozens of al leged sig htings,  Bi l ly and 
Pau l ine Coom bes, l iving at a remote farmhouse 
near Broad Haven ,  were apparently terrified to see 
a 7ft giant i n  a s i lver suit outside their front room 
window at 1am .  

J osephine Hewison , meanwh i le, was reported to 
have seen a 50ft craft the shape of an upturned 
jel ly mould parked outside her greenhouse. 

As wel l  as pranksters, and ta lk of strange 
goings- on at local m i l itary bases, fol klore expert 
Or David Clarke th inks fi lms fuel the hysteria .  

"Close Encou nters of  the Third Kind and Star 
Wars had just come out, so the idea of space was 
very m uch at the front of people's m i nds, which is 
fascinating in itself. "

He cla imed to have worked at a 
top secret faci l ity ca l led S-4, just 
south of N evada's i nfa m ous 
airbase Area 5 1, and caused a 
sensation when he described 
seeing n ine extraterrestrial  flying 
saucers stored at S-4. 
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Lazar, who cla ims to have studied at the 
Massachusetts I nstitute of Technology and worked at 
Los Alamos N ational Laboratory, states that his job at 
S-4 was to "back-engi neer" the reactor of one of the 
flying discs and find out how it worked. Whi le there, he 
was briefed on the h istory of ET i nteraction with 
hu mankind , and watched a short test fl ight of the single 
operational craft. 

Accordi ng to Lazar, the saucer fl ies usi ng "gravity 
ampl ifiers" to create "an i ntense g ravitational field" that 
could "distort space/time", "bring i ng the destination to 
the source and al lowing you to cross many l ight years 
of space i n  l ittle time".

As wel l  as run ning a lab equipment repair  company, 
he is currently developing a hydrogen fuel 
generator for home use and is involved i n  an 
a m bitious plan to terraform a Martian environ ment 
in an u nderg round n uclear m iss i le si lo. And, if 
Element 115's existence is confirmed, perhaps 
one day it wi l l  be cal led lazari um.  

Not a lot th is  t ime out but  the only two I had was 
swelled by our Editor Steve with a handful of others . .  so 
here goes; 
A LIVERPOOL FREE newspaper item . .  no date but the 
incident is dated December 04 . .. reports a Reverend 
from Chesh ire and two friends from Liverpool and 
Southport felt the earth move whi le on Snowdon on 
Dec.2 1st 04 and a loud deafening boom heralded the

N ot many scientists are prepared to take tales 
of a l ien a bd uction seriously, but John Mack, a 
Harvard professor who was ki l led in a road 
accident i n  north London last year, d id .  Ten years 
on from a row which nearly lost h i m  his job, 
hundreds of people who clai m they were abd ucted 
sti l l  revere h i m .  

Professor J o h n  E Mack was an emi nent Harvard 
psychiatrist, psychoanalyst and Pul itzer Prize 
winner whose cli n ica l  work had focused on 
explorations of dreams, n ightmares and adolescent 
suicide. 

Then, in 1990, he turned the academ ic 
com m u n ity upside down because he wanted to 
publ ish h is research i n  wh ich he said that people 
who cla i med they had been a bd ucted by a l iens,  
were not crazy at a l l. Their experiences, he sa id ,  
were genu ine. 

They were not menta l ly i l l  or  
delusional , he said ,  and it was the 
responsib i l ity of academ icians and 
psych iatrists not only to take what they 
said seriously, but to try to understand 
exactly what that experience was. And 
if real ity as we know it was unable to 
take these experiences into serious 
consideration then what was needed 
was a change in  our perception of 
r e a l i t y .  " W h a t  a re t h e  ot h e r  
possib i l ities?" said Mack. "Dreams, for 
instance,  do not behave l ike that. They 
are hig hly i nd ividual depending on 
what's go ing on in  your su b-conscious 
at the time. 

" I  would never say, yes,  there are 
al iens taking people. [But] I would say 
t h e re is a co m pe l l i n g  powerfu l 
phenomenon here that I can't account 
for in  any other way, that's mysterious. 
Yet I can't know what it is but it seems 
to me that it i nvites a deeper, further 
inq u i ry." 

Lifel ine 
For many people who clai med they 

had been a bducted , John Mack was a 
l ifel i ne. He worked with more than 200 
of them,  includ ing professionals, 
psycholog ists, writers, students and 
business people. 

Many had never told anyone else of 
their experiences apart from Mack for 
fear of rid icule from col leag ues, friends 
and fami ly. Here at last was a h igh ly 
respected psychiatrist who was not 
only prepared to l isten - but also take 
what they were saying seriously. 

An abductee - or "experiencer" as 
they prefer to be known - says that 
a l i e n e n c o u n t e rs b e g i n  m o s t  
com monly i n  their homes and at n ight. 
lt can however happen anytime,  
anywhere. They say they are unable 
to move; they become extremely hot 
and then appear to float through sol id 
objects, which their log ical  m ind tel ls  
them can't be happening.  Usual ly the 
e x p e r i e n c e r s a y s t h e y  a r e  
accompanied by one or two or more 
hu manoid bei ngs who guide them to a 
ship.  They are then subjected to 
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proced ures in which i nstru ments are used to 
penetrate virtual ly every part of their bod ies, 
i nclud ing the nose, s in uses, eyes, arms -
abdomen and genita l ia .  Sperm sam ples are 
taken and women have fert i l ised eggs 
implanted or removed.  

Hybrid offs pring 

"Have I questioned my own sanity"? says 
Peter F aust an experiencer a nd close friend 
of John Mack's. "Absolutely, every day to a 
certai n  degree because the m ajority of the 
world says you're crazy for having these 
experiences. But if it was just me who had 
contact with al iens,  who had i nt imate 
experience with female al iens and producing 
hybrid offspring ,  I would say I ' m  certifiable, 
put me away, I 'm crazy. 

"And that's how I felt when I i n itia l ly had 
these experiences. My wife thoug ht I 'd lost it. 
But then I began to look at the experience 
outside myself and real ised that h u ndreds if 
not thousands of people reported that exact 
sam e  experience. And that gave me sanity. 
That gave me hope. I knew I couldn't be 
fantasising th is . "  

T h e  w h o l e  e x p e ri e n ce i s  oft e n  
acco m panied b y  a change in  the 
experiencer's understanding of humanity's 
place in the u niverse. And it was this that 
forced Mack to question who we are in the 
deepest and broadest sense. 

" I  have come to real ise this abduction 
phenomenon forces us,  if we perm it 
ourselves to take it seriously, to re-exam ine 
our perception of hu man identity - to look at 
who we are from a cosm ic perspective , "  he 
said .  

Extraord i nary work 

I n  1990 John Mack's book Abduction: 
Human E ncounters with Al iens was 
publ ished. lt shot to the top of the best 
sellers l ist and John Mack appeared on rad io 
and television progra m m es.  Harvard decided 
enough was enough .  

Mack was sent a letter inform ing h i m  that 
there was to be an inqu i ry into his research 
on al ien abductions. lt was the first time i n  
Harvard's h istory that a tenured professor 

was subjected to such an investigation .  John 
Mack decided to fight back and h i red a 
lawyer, Eric MacLeish. 

" l t  was appal l ing that John had to go 
through th is ,"  says MacLeish now. "And we 
made it clear that if we were to have a fu l l  
blown trial  here,  then we were going to have 
a very publ ic trial  and cal l  on everyone who 
worked with John - all of whom had noth ing 
but praise for h is extraordi nary work and 
dedication to his patients - and I don't think 
that's what Harvard had in  mind at a l l . "  

There fol lowed 14 months of stressfu l and 
bitter negotiations. "They tried to criticise me, 
si lence me - by saying that by supporting 
the truth of what these people were 
experienci ng,  possibly I was confirm ing them 
in a distortion, or a delusion .  So instead of 
being a good psychiatrist and curi ng them,  I 
was by taking them seriously, confi rming 
them i n  a delusion and harming them,"  said 
Mack. 

The inquiry made front page headl i nes al l  
over the world and eventually Harvard 
dropped the case and a statement was 
issued reaffirming Mack's academic freedom 
to study what he wished and concluding that 
he "remains a member in good standing of 
the Harvard Faculty of Medici ne". 

He continued to work and write. But Mack 
was ki l led i n  a car col l ision last year i n  north 
London after leaving a Tube station. He was 
visiting the city to del iver a lecture on the 
subject which had won h i m  the Pulitzer Prize 
in 1977,  T E Lawrence. 

But Mack's work l ives on with an institute 
which now bears h is name; the hundreds of 
people who count themselves in "the 
experiencer commun ity" sti l l  hold h im i n  
particular affection .  

H is search for an expanded notion of 
real ity, which al lows for experiences that 
might not fit trad itional perceptions and 
worldviews, is one they, at least, wi l l  be 
hoping continues.

The number of U FO sig htings i n  I ndia and 
China are on a steady rise since 1998. lt was 
more i n  Ch ina,  but since I nd ia's nuke test and 
space exploration efforts, the sig hti ng have 
gone up heavi ly. 

C lose encounters are rare though many 
clai m  such things. Some stories are outright 
hoax. But the i ncreasing n u mbers of sightings 
are real .  Governments are q uietly observing , 
contacting and using the U FO presence. 
Experts in Ch ina and I nd ia say the 
Extraterrestrials are far advanced and are least 
i nterested i n  harming humans. Strangely, 
h u man abduction stories are absent in  China 
and I nd ia un l ike other cou ntries. 

Mi l itary i nstal lations are closely watched and 
most sig ht ings are near some of these 
sensitive instal lations. In Ch i na and Ind ia some 
top Government officials are a bsolutely tig ht 
l ipped as these represent matter of national  
security and other lower level officials are 
total ly ig norant .  They do not make any 
distinction between G host stories and U FO 
sighting reports. 

The educated midd leclass of both countries 
u nderstand that U FO technology is the u lt imate 
technology - far more advanced than we can 
ever th ink  of i n  the next hund reds of years. 
There are sti l l  sceptics. The mainstream media 
have l ittle c lue on how to report it. They cannot 
be blamed since they lack education ,  
knowledge and conviction. Reporting about 
U FO and explain ing com plex technology needs 
a lot of guts. The bashi ng comes from 
establ ished media ,  pol it icians and conventional 
science students as wel l  as rel ig ious scholars 
who just cannot bel ieve their "world of truth" is 
just not true! 

Research scientists in both the cou ntries l ike 
i n  the Western nations and Russia are very 
busy with U FO technologies. The classified 
research is in fu l l  swing and it is now 
establ ished that most of the advanced mi l itary 
technolog ies have been reverse engineered 
from Extraterrestria l  U FO.

BEIJ I N G :  Meng Zhaog uo, a rural worker 
from northeast China's Wuchang city, says 
he was 29 years old when he broke his 
marital vows for the first and only t ime with 
a female extraterrestrial of unusually 
robust bui ld. 

"She was three meters [1 0 feet] tal l  and 
had six fingers, but otherwise she looked 
com pletely l ike a human,"  he says of his 
close encounter with an al ien species. " 1  
told m y  wife a l l  about i t  afterward. She 
wasn't too angry." 

Whi le few Chinese cla im to have 
managed to get q uite as intimate with an 
extraterrestrial  as Meng,  a growing number 
of people in the world's most populous 
nation bel ieve in  unidentified flyi ng objects, 
or U FOs. 

Official ly reg istered U FO associations in  
China have about 50, 000 mem bers , but 
some estimate the actua l number of 
Chinese i nterested i n  the subject is 
probably in the tens of mi l l ions. 

Sun Shi l i  is one of the most serious 
enthusiasts, and he knows exactly where 
he wi l l  be the day the extraterrestrials 
final ly make contact with mankind. The 67-
year-old reti red Beij ing professor wi l l  be i n  
the 2 1-member delegation picked by 
i nternat i o n a l  U FO associat i ons to 
represent Earth as the first negotiations 
get under way. 

Once a Spanish translator for Mao 
Zedong duri ng h igh-level state visits, Sun 
says lang uage wi l l  not be a problem. "We 
expect to com municate using telepathy," 
he says. 

I n  a country that has lost its spiritual 
beari ngs as Marxism has g iven way to 
material ism ,  the idea of strange worlds 
l ight years away offers a last great hope 
for many. 

R i c h a rd M c N a l l y ,  a H a r v a r d 
psycholog ist, says he recognizes the 
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pattern from research i nto Westerners who 
clai m  to have been abducted by al iens and who 
characterized the experience as "spiritual ly 
deepen ing . "  

" O u r  abductees typical ly describe themselves 
as 'spiritual' ind ividuals for whom organ ized 
rel ig ion provides scant spiritua l nourishment, 
and the Chinese U FO spotters may very wel l  be 
l ike our subjects,"  McNal ly says. 

As Sun,  the Spanish translator, sits one su nny 
spri ng morn i ng i n  the C h inese capita l ,  he points 
at the streets outside and explains how many of 
the people wa l k i ng by are probably 
extraterrestrials i n  hu man g u ise.  

They are here to help mankind move human 
civil ization on l ittle by l ittle, he explains.  

Shakespeare and E instein were not from 
another planet,  but they may very wel l  have 
received inspiration from a galaxy far, far away. 

" lt's estimated that 80 percent of new 
i nventions come to people i n  their d reams,"  
says Sun.  " M aybe th is i s  how the 
extraterrestrials pass on their  knowledge to us."  

Extraterrestrials are moving mankind on the 
path towards perfection , but they can only do so 
in a very gradual fashion,  Sun says. 

"They g ive us wisdom and ski l ls that are j ust a 
l ittle bit more advanced than what we have at 
any g iven moment," he says . 

" If they gave us their fu l l  range of knowledge 
all  at once, we wou ldn't be able to handle it. " 

As i n  most other areas of human endeavour, 
China is also an emerg ing force to be reckoned 
with in U FO research . 

I n  September the I nternational Chi nese UFO 
Association wi l l  ho ld an i nternational meeting on 
U FO research i n  the northern port city of Dal ian . 
" The fact that this meeting can be held shows 
that China is grad ual ly becoming a g reat power 
in U FO research , "  says Zhang J i ngping,  a 
lead ing member of the association .  

A dedicated group of enthusiasts form ing the 
core membership of the Beij ing U FO Research 
Association are on constant alert, ready to move 
out and investigate observations of mysterious 
phenomena i n  the n ight sky. 

They take photos, record videos and i nterview 
witnesses, a l l  in the i nterest of addressing the 
issue from a scientific poi nt of view, accord ing to 
Zhou Xiaoq iang,  the chairman of the 
association . 

"The resu lt is that 95 percent to 99 percent of 

the sightings can be explai ned natural ly, 
l ike a i rplanes or satel l ites,"  he says. " But 
a tiny minority may be real U FOs, and we 
should take them seriously. "  

Zhou,  a 57-year-old executive at  a 
transportation com pany, spends most of 
his waking hours studying U FOs, but he 
remembers a t ime when it was not 
al lowed . After the Cultural Revol ution 
broke out in  1966, h is  fresh u niversity 
degree earned h i m  a one-way ticket to 
the deep countryside, a victim of Mao's 
scheme to i nsti l proletarian values in the 
i ntel lectuals. 

The dreary l ife almost made h i m  forget 
there m ight be someth ing beyond the 
narrow confines of the rural  community 
where he spent the next decade. 

But then when the Cultural Revol ution 
final ly ended, and China slowly emerged 
from decades of self- imposed isolation, 
Zhou remem bers watch ing Steven 
Spielberg's fi l m  classic Close Encounters 
of the Third Kind . 

lt was a revelation.  lt was not just a new 
world that opened up to h i m ,  but a whole 
new universe, where everyth ing seemed 
possib le-even extraterrestrials.  

"Chinese people are i nterested in  U FOs 
now because their l ives have im proved ,"  
says Zhou.  

"They no longer have to worry about 
getting enough to eat, but can start caring 
about issues l ike this." 

H uang Yanqi u ,  a 49-year-old farmer 
from Beigao vi l lage in  north Ch ina's 
Hebei province,  recal ls h is one and only 
encounter with extraterrestrials in  1977.  

He woke up in  the m iddle of the n ight 
and found h imself in front of two men who 
looked and spoke l ike ordinary hu mans. 

But they had special powers, taking h im 
on a n ightly fl ight on their backs to al l  
corners of China,  from Heilongj iang 
province in the north to Fuj ian province in 
the southeast. Eventually,  they carried 
h i m  to Tiananmen Sq uare.  

For a young man who had never been 
more than a few kilo meters (mi les) away 
from home, but had a secret wish to see 
the world ,  it was the experience of a l ife­
time. 
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"We couldn't go anywhere at the ti me. There 
were no cars, j ust bicycles, "  he says. " Maybe it 
was al l  j ust a drea m . "

F riday, May 20,  was an h istoric day for 
U FOiogy in  Brazi l and i n  the world as the 
Brazi l ian Air Force ( FAB) , for the very first time 
in its h istory, official ly receives a com mittee of 
top U FO researchers to openly d iscuss 
sightings in  the country and fu l ly exam classified 
U FO documents in several  mi l itary facil ities in 
Brasi l ia ,  the Federa l  Capital .  

B y  doing this very i m portant step, Brazi l ian Air 
Force ( FAB) has placed Brazi l  in a very short l ist 
of countries whose m i l itaries acknowledge the 
U FOiogy as a serious activity and sign ificative 
effort to ful ly understand the nature and orig i n  of 
U FOs. "We want to have al l  i nfo on the subject, 
that is withheld by us for some decades, fu l ly 
released to publ ic, through the U FO 
com m un ity" , declared brigadier Telles Ribeiro, 
ch ief of Brazi l ian Air Force Comm u nication 
Center. 

The Brazi l ian  Government, through the 
Brazi l ian Air Force, has final ly decided to come 
forward and recogn ize the U FO research as a 
genu ine activity as a d i rect result of the i ntense 
pressure made by the cam paig n U FOs: 
Freedom of I nformation Now, a movement 
started by the Brazi l ian U FO Magazi ne in  April 
2004. The cam paign was launched by the 
Brazi l ian Com mittee of U FO Researchers 
(CBU) ,  composed of 6 U FO civi l ian researchers:  
Claudeir Cove, Marco Petit, Rafael Cury, 
Regi naldo de Athayde, Fernando Ramalho and 
A. J.  Gevaerd (Athayde was sick an replaced by 
new i nteri m member veteran U FO researcher 
Roberto Affonso Back) Detai ls  of the cam paign 
both i n  Portuguese and i n  E ng l ish  can be 
consu lted at: www. ufo.com.br and www. ufo. 
com. br/secrecy. php The approach of the 

Brazi l ian m i l itary by the CBU committee 
started last February, ten months after the 
cam paign beg u n ,  with a phone cal l  from a 
Brazi l ian Air Force spokesman,  major 
Antonio Lorenzo, and a formal invitation 
to a visit and a chat in some Air Force 
headquarters in Brasi l ia. Major Lorenzo 
ful ly recognized the U FO researchers' 
efforts i n  this field and provided a few 
detai ls of what kind of reserved files and 
procedures the Brazi l ian Air Force (FAB) 
has about the U FO Phenomena and its 
detection ,  recording and investigation in  
the country. 

Two meeting between the civi l ian U FO 
researchers and the mi l itary took place 
last Friday, May 20, and firstly happened 
i n  the headquarters of the I ntegrated 
Centre of Air Defence and Air Traffic 
Control (Centre l ntegrado de Defesa 
Aerea e Controle de Trafego Aereo, 
Cindacta) , a very sensitive faci l ity. Duri ng 
two hours, the researchers were given 
lectures of the procedures cond ucted at 
Cindacta and had the chance to visit air 
traffic control rooms and understand how 
U FOs could be detected by the Air Force 
person nel .

Azam buja also gave detai ls of Comdabra 
proced ures and openly adm itted that the 
country has systematical ly detected and 
reg istered U FOs in  the country - labeled 
as " H  Traffic" - since 1954.

In the folder conta in ing the 1977 does that 
could be examined by the U FO researchers 
were dozens of cases of U FOs in the 
Amazon with and amazing amou nt of over 
1 00 pictures made during the so-called 
Operation Saucer, an official program of 
U FO investigation by the mi l itary that took 
place from Septem ber to Dece mber, 1977,  
and has been fu l ly covered by specia l ized 
U F 0 press over the world.  

The third case was the "The Official N ight 
of U FOs i n  Brazil" ,  a very sign ificative g roup 
of events that happened i n  May 1986, when 
21 objects of over 100 m in  diameter 
jammed Brazi l ian a i r  traffic control system 
over Rio de Janeiro, Sao Jose dos Campos 
and Sao Paulo,  main ly, and several jets 
were sent to intercept - without any 
success - the i ntruders.  

The B raz i l i a n  Air F o rce ( FA B )  
representatives a t  those meetings then ful ly 
ad m itted that U FOiogy is serious business 
and broadly recog nized the activity of U FO 
research by the civi l ian U FO com munity. 
And also guaranteed that further steps are 
a bout to be taken to let the researchers to 
exam the enti re mi l itary U FO fi les in a more 
com prehensive way. Plus,  a com mittee of 
m i l itary and civi l ian U FO researchers was 
promised to start operati ng very soon,  
coordi nated by the Brazi l ian Committee of 
U FO Researchers (CB U ) .  

T h i s  certain ly means that we wi l l  start a 
new era i n  U FOiogy i n  Brazi l  and in South 
America .

What would happen if the existence of 
al ien l ife - and the fact that it l ives among 
us - was confi rmed? The answer is i n  the 
hands of the mi l itary, who possess the 
docu ments and evidence regard ing U FO 
sightings,  handled by the U n ited States as 
super-secret information. The disclosure, 
says Mario Zegarra , a [U FO researcher] 
would prove that man is only a pri mitive 
creature in the face of extraterrestrial  
intel l igence. 

Mario Zegarra cla ims that the Peruvian 
Armed Forces, specifical ly i ts Air Force 
(FAP) conceal i nformation on U FOs seen i n  
various parts o f  the country, which is  made 
known not to the national govern ment, but to 
the U. S .  and the agencies researchi ng the 
areas where the strange craft were detected. 

The armed forces and sen ior police 
offic ia ls  cove r u p  the i nformat io n ,  
consideri ng i t  to b e  top-secret. "Clai m i ng that 
extraterrestrial  l ife exists not only in other 
galaxies, but u pon Earth itself, is a rejection 
of scientific theories on human evolution; in 
other words, the h u man ity's forebears are 
not apes, but al iens , "  explai ned ufologist 
Mario Zegarra. "Being a superior civi l ization 
and possessing advanced knowledge, it 
would d ismantle U . S. power. The m i l itary 
itself has sig hted U FOs from its craft. 
However, they m ust hold their peace, as it is 
classified i nformation that is  best kept from 
the publ ic. " 

The spacecraft described by the m i l itary 
are al legedly manufactured using a sol id 
material that is d ifferent from materials on 
Earth. Zegarra adds that we are on the brink  
of another U FO wave as intense as those 
which have been occurring at period ic 
intervals for the last 40 years.  

One of the top secret documents 
presented by Dr. Zegarra states that on May 
9, 1980 ,  wh i le a g rou p of m i l itary officers 
from the FAP were beg i n n i ng thei r dai ly 
formation on the Mariano Melgar a ir  base in  
the La Joya d istrict (Arequ i pa) ,  they detected 
the presence of a U FO at the end of the 
runway and at a height of 1 , 800 feet above 
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the surface. The object, resembl ing a 
weather ba l l oon used for marit ime 
navigation ,  was moving over the area near 
the a irport. For this reason,  Oscar Santa 
Marfa, the pi lot of one of the fighters, was 
g iven the order to take off and intercept the 
object. After a th ird pass, the pi lot opened 
fire on the object without causing any 
apparent damage, moving away q u ickly. 

The second sighting has a special  
characteristic, as it is described as a shin ing 
object, according to a translation of the 
official Pentagon report, a docu ment made 
avai lable through the Freedom of I nformation 
Act and featuring the eyewitness account of 
Maj.  Sa nta M a ri a  H uertas ( Ret. ) ' s  
persecution of a U FO aboard h is Sukhoi 
Su-22. 

At Puerto Maldonado in  1952, customs 
ch ief Domingo Troncoso managed to 
photograph a U FO. The object was moving 
along i n  si lence, leaving a long and dense 
contrai l  i n  its wake. Its estimated speed was 
fifteen hundred mi les an hour. 

I n  1967 another flying saucer was 
photographed by Aug usto Arranda i n  
Yungay, a s  he h iked the soaring mountains 
of the reg ion. I n  1966, an extraterrestrial 
object came in for a landing at the Talara air 
base. In 1979, a three-legged extraterrestrial 
veh icle landed in  Chachapoyas. The 
fol lowing year a FAP i nterceptor pursued a 
U FO but was unable to reach it on account 
of its speed. This incident took place in  the 
vicin ity of La Joya in  Areq uipa. 

Mario Zegarra states that the persons 
hold ing the proof are the m i l itary and the 
intel l igence services. The accounts provided 
by Dr. Zegarra coi ncide with the ones g iven 
by researcher J . J. Ben ftez, who states that 
mi l itary personnel having access to this 
information i nsist that the publ ic is not ready 
to know the truth. 

Researchers Zegarra and Ben ftez clai m  
that there have been hundreds of U FO 
sightings over or near mi l itary bases, atomic 
si los, warships,  transport and com bat 
aircraft, due to the potential  for destruction 
they can cause. In this regard , anyone who 
dares disclose secret documents kept in any· 
army, pol ice or a ir  base cou ld even be 
"term i nated".

Loch Ness's other m onster mystery is fi­
nal ly solved 

TH E MYSTE RY of what happened to the 
infa mous Loch Ness monster hoaxer has final ly 
been solved . 

F rank Searle l ived on Loch Ness d uring the 
1970s and became a celebrity when he 
cla imed to be the first person i n  h istory to 
capture real pictures of Nessie . 

H is  most famous photograph,  which many 
l ikened to a floating tree tru nk,  broug ht Searle 
to the attention of the world 's media and 
produced a n  adori ng fan base. He even 
inspired a monster-hunter character played by 
Keith Al ien in the 1996 Hollywood fi lm Loch 
Ness, starring Ted Danson.  

However, rumours soon started to emerge 
that h is pictures were a hoax and The Loch 
Ness Story, a book by the BBC's N icholas 
Witchel l ,  labelled them fakes.  

After being exposed as a hoaxer, Searle's 
own l ife became a mystery when he seemed to 
disappear without trace in 1983 after leaving 
Loch Ness. 

He went m issing shortly after Adrian Shine, of 
the Dru mnadrochit-based Loch Ness Project, 
was injured in a petrol bom b  attack fol lowing a 
war of words with Searle.  

Suspicion fel l  upon Searle and friends 
and fel low monster hu nters placed adverts 
in newspapers in an attem pt to track h im 
down , but  he remained m issing for 22 
years.  

But now a fi lm crew, making a 
docu mentary on Searle, has d iscovered 
that he d ied a few weeks ago, aged 84, i n  
the Lancashire town of Fleetwood . 

Andrew Tul l is ,  the fi lm-maker beh ind the 
docu mentary The Man Who Captured 
Nessie, which is to be broadcast by 
Channel 4 later this year, said : "Rumours 
on h i s  wherea bouts ra nged from 
treasure-hunti ng in Cornwal l  to lecturi ng on 
monsters in  the Un ited States, or even 
lying at the bottom of Loch Ness. 

"But, during the production,  a lead 
brought me to Fleetwood where 
d iscovered that Searle had l ived qu ietly for 
the last 18 years.  And ,  i n  fact, he had died 
a few weeks before my arrival .  

"Searle was loved and loathed i n  equal 
measure, but his place i n  the history of 
Loch Ness hoaxes is assured . "  

A former paratrooper, Searle gave up his 
job as a greengrocer i n  London in 1969 to 
relocate to Loch Ness and set up "The 
Frank Searle Loch Ness I nvestigation" .  

He produced 20 supposed images of 
Nessie, one of which even showed a U FO 
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Mysterious c ircle : Man fi nds stra nge ring 
at h is land . . .  

On the science fiction channel ,  U FO stands 
for unidentified flying object. On Temple Hal l  
H ighway, the U FO is unidentified , fungal and 
odd .  Bruce Lustenhouwer's acreage features 
a black, brown and g rey circle of stuff. The 
ring ,  a lmost perfectly sym metrical ,  is 16 feet 
across. To the naked eye, it appears burned 
i nto the g rass. 

L ike someth ing from Outer Space.  Or Outer 
Erath Cou nty. 

" lt could be some of those l ittle bitty people 
operati ng a n uclear col l inder u nder the 
ground , "  Lustenhouwer sa id , gri n n i ng .  

He sa id  he has no i ntention of  d igg i ng down 
in order to find out. "I don't l ike shovels that 
much . "  He first noticed something eerie 
Sunday morn ing .  "lt was a black semicircle, 
about a third of a ci rcle ,"  he sa id.  

By Tuesday morn ing ,  when observed by 
media , it was fu l l-fledged with another circle 
beg i nn ing to form in the m iddle.  

" l t  was black on Monday, " Lustenhouwer 
said .  "(Tuesday) morn ing ,  it had changed 
colours to grey and dark brown . About a th i rd 
of it is brown now. " lt cou ld be a fungus. lt 
could be a mould . " lt's a powdery su bstance 
i n  the grass. I 've never seen anyth ing  l ike it 
before.  I 've had a patch of mould but not a 
ci rcle. lt doesn't appear to be k i l l ing the grass. 
The grass g rowi ng through it looks healthy. 
lt's not attacki ng any one kind of g rass. lt's on 
different grasses. "  

Neighbours have been stopping b y  t o  ogle 
the odd ity. What do they say? 

"That it's strange , "  Lustenhouwer said.  
Extension agent Marty Vahlenkamp said h is 
office receives reports of mould and fungi 
after wet weather, of wh ich there has been a 
moderate amount lately. Mou ld and fungi  can 
grow i n  a circle ,  he said. "Some do, and some 
don't . "  

Lustenhouwer has g rappled with another 
environmental issue lately. "The fish were 
dying i n  the stock tan k  last week ti l l  we put a 
pump in. I th ink  that was because of oxygen 
starvation from the m oss on the water." 

P ro b a b l y  n ot i nterp l a n eta ry fu n g i ,  
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Lustenhouwer said . " I  don't know that I buy 
the U FO explanation . "
