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Sighting Number 2...

At approximately 00:50 hours on the morning
of Saturday, June 18th 2005, | (Jonathan
Bluestone) of the village of Fair Oak, Eastleigh,
Hampshire, and two colleagues, who | am only
permitted to describe as Dave and Annie were
standing outside of their home close to the
village centre of Fair Oak, and involved in sky
watching while idly discussing the stars and the
activities and modus operandi of UFOs, when
after mentioning to them three minutes earlier
that "sometimes, if you ask to see an object ...
they sometimes comply," such an object did in
fact appear - or seemed to appear as if on
request.

The object appeared in sky, almost overhead,
but clearly several miles up. I'm estimating three
or more as it is difficult to estimate as the sky
was very dark and no point of reference other
than the sky was available. It came in from the
south-southwest, initially appearing as a brilliant
and fast moving light source, | estimate as being
about two millimetres in diameter as if judged by
reaching out and pointing to it with my
outstretched hand and finger (I am five feet,
three inches tall for the record). It should be
noted that we are familiar with astronomical,
atmospheric and satellite activity here, and that
particular night the sky was exceptionally clear
and dotted with stars. Within a second or two of
making its appearance, the object suddenly
bloomed brilliantly into a white point of light five
times the brilliance of the brightest star (and to
an estimated size of around four millimetres)
and then after approximately half a second
(having apparently gotten our attention) it dulled
down considerably but remained in motion, on
the same course and at the same speed. At no
time did it display any evidence of being an air-
craft either in motion, speed or lights. It then
seemed to dull out completely and stop and
take up position in the sky close to Orion's
second star in the Belt of Orion where it seems
to have remained for the remainder of the
fifteen minute observation of the witnesses. The
incident was terminated when we went inside. In
the actual event, if the object, if indeed it was a
UFO, was in sight for a grand total of between
three to seven seconds before becoming lost in
the star-field overhead.
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Both witnesses, who have a casual interest
in the UFO phenomenon, but no serious
technical background in it were wildly
impressed by the sighting and announced to
me that they had never seen an aircraft
perform like that. They were also impressed
by the fact that following the incident, we saw
not only a passing satellite - clearly cutting
across the heavens - and a meteorite
entering the atmosphere and burning up.
Both objects performed as you would expect,
and did not reflect any aspect of the fast
moving light source which we witnesses.
This drove home the unearthly quality of the
sighting to the "newbies" who were my
additional witnesses. | was highly impressed,
it was almost as if my comments about
"asking to see something," were being acted
upon, although this should be considered
merely speculation.

What happened to us is a
natural fact," Hickson said. "l notice here
lately, they've been having a lot of UFO
programs on the History Channel."
Hollywood touts several variations of
alien-life. Hickson, at 74, has not deviated
from accounts he has given to local
police, government investigators,
television commentators such as Dick
Cavett and Johnny Carson, or anyone
else who has asked.
Under hypnosis, he recalled seeing
human-like beings aboard the craft.
"Evidently they couldn't live in our at-
mosphere and had the robots come out
and handle us," he said. Hickson believes
the aliens will return.

War of the swirls
Marlborough Gazette & Herald

A  MARLBOROUGH man has seen
mysterious objects making a pattern in a wheat
field near Lockeridge.

Marlborough-based artist and songwriter Mike
Booth took photographs of the tramline mark-
ings he saw appearing in a field of wheat with
three white metallic objects actually making
them.

Mr Booth is a keen cyclist who regularly uses
the lanes in the Kennet Valley, in particular the
Alton Barnes road from Lockeridge.

On Tuesday last week at 6.30pm he was
cycling past a field just below West Woods
when he noticed three moving white metallic
objects suspended above the crop, so that the
tops of the wheat were bent over.

He said: "l stopped instantly to concentrate on
what | was looking at, such was my surprise.
The three objects or craft were like nothing |
have ever seen before.

"They were of a white metallic colour,
somewhat oblong
domed on the upper surface with smooth
contours and no edges."

He said two of the objects were moving slowly
through the wheat and down the slope of the
field leaving a trail behind them.

"The size must have been about four feet
across and five or six feet in length, with about
two to three feet showing above the crop.

"All three objects looked as if they had some
form of purpose. | sat there on my bike and
considered the possibilities - scientific crop
research, spraying equipment, people playing
around.

"No, none of it. No farmer would break the
wheat down where there were already tractor
tracks through the crop for them to operate in."

He said he was given the feeling that the
objects were aware of his presence but
something stopped him trying to get closer.

"Despite the urge to do so, every time |
considered walking up the field something
inside me told me no," he said.

Two days later he learned that a crop
formation had appeared in the same field about
100 yards away.

in width and length and -
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Despite his experience, he said, he
remained sceptical about crop circles and
was keeping an open mind about how
they were made.

Meanwhile leading crop circle
researcher and author Michael Glickman
has appealed to farmers to stop
destroying formations when they appear.

He said more and more farmers were
mowing the formations to discourage
people going into their fields and causing
more damage to crops.

Mr Glickman said: "This phenomenon is
bringing in hundreds of thousands of
pounds worth of trade to the county every
year.

"We need to find some accommodation
with farmers where they agree not to cut
out the formations or threaten people with
shotguns but to put cash boxes there to
reimburse the cost of damaged crops."

A new pattern, of three circles each with
a segment untouched rather like three
smiley faces, appeared at Temple Estate
at Rockley on Wednesday, causing an
estimated £650 damage.

Estate manager Chris Musgrave said:
“It's nothing but criminal damage and
farmers are having a tough enough time
as it is and this is the last thing we need."

Noted UFO Debunker Klass Dies At 85.

Philip J. Klass spent a 50-year career
meticulously researching stories on the latest in
aviation technology as a senior editor for Aviation
Week & Space Technology magazine. He spent
his off hours trying to disprove the existence of
UFOs.

Klass died Tuesday of prostate cancer at the
Merritt Island home he shared with his wife of 25
years, Nadya.

"He fought very hard," said Nadya, a former
news editor with Voice of America.

Klass, 85, was born and raised in lowa, the son
of a lawyer. He earned a degree in electrical
engineering from lowa State and went on to work
for General Electric in aviation development. In
1952, he switched careers to journalism.

His sister, Rosanne Klass of New York City,
said her brother was always building crystal radio
sets as a boy. She remembers his first glimpse of
his future at a fairground in Cedar Rapids.

"As a Boy Scout, he won a contest, and the
prize was a chance to go up in an autogyro, now
called a helicopter," Rosanne Klass said, adding
that her parents stood by frightened as her
brother ascended. "In my mind, | can see Phil in
his Boy Scout uniform in the autogyro."

He received numerous awards for his
reporting, but he became culturally known for his
UFO work, earning criticism from those who
insist UFOs and aliens are real.

He published "UFOs Identified" in 1968, along
with four other books that explained away UFOs.

Klass was one of the founders of the
Committee for Scientific Investigation of Claims
of the Paranormal (CSICOP) and a regular
contributor to its journal, Skeptical Inquirer. He
famously offered $10,000 to anyone whose UFO
or alien abduction claims could be verified by the
FBI. He never paid a reward.

David Jacobs, a Temple University history
professor and alien abduction expert, said Klass
was dedicated to his cause. The two argued their
points on CNN's "Larry King Live" in 1993.

"Regardless of evidence, regardless of logic,
regardless of disconfirming information, he
always set his path clearly on one course and
that was that the UFO phenomenon was not
extraterrestrial and had no basis in reality,"
Jacobs said Thursday night. He added, though,
"I wish that UFO researchers were as dedicated
and tenacious as he was." A funeral is scheduled
for Sunday at 11:30 a.m. in the Washington, D.
C., area.

Why the UFO
hunters are
'calling it a day

Few and far between this issue
so guess I might as well start with
a bang !

The Daily Telegraph came with
my Daily Mail and Daily Express on
the 9th August and was a surprise
since I don't have the Telegraph
but The Times.

The Martians Aren't Coming...

British UFO-spotting clubs may have to
close because of a lack of sightings. Have the
little green men really stopped visiting, or do
we earthlings just have bigger things to
worry about?

It may only be a small, translucent green
gleam on the horizon, but there are signs of
a crisis in UFO-spotting. Chris Parr,
coordinator of the Cumbrian branch of the
British UFO Hunters, sent a shiver through
the hearts of ufologists with his
announcement this week that his group may
be forced to wind up. There don't seem to be
any UFOs in Cumbria any more.

Or maybe there just aren't any spotters.
Parr's statement seemed to leave both
possibilities open. "In Cumbria we have gone
from 60 UFO sightings in 2003 to 40 in 2004
and none at all this year. It means that the
number of people keeping their eyes on the
skies is greatly diminished. We are a dying
breed in this part of the country. I put it
down to the end of The X Files, a lack of
military exercises in the area that would
produce UFO sightings, and a lack of strange
phenomena." A lack of strange phenomena or
a shortage of strange people? Take your pick.

It has not been a happy couple of years for
ufology. The closure last year of UFO
magazine, following the sudden death of its
editor Graham Birdsall, was a disaster for
the close-knit UFO-spotting community.
Several websites have sprung up to try to fill

the void, but the best-known one, Ufodata -
launched by Russel Callaghan, who used to work
with Birdsall, his father-in-law, on UFO
Magazine - kept making my computer crash.
Spooky.

Parr's statement echoes those of UFO
groups in Indiana and New Jersey, where
ufologists are also having a long, dark night of
the soul. Meanwhile, a leading Scandinavian
ufologist has suggested that "maybe people are
just fed up with the UFO hysteria". The
sceptics reckon they have enough evidence to
pronounce ufology dead.

"The whole UFO thing is a kind of meme,"
says Susan Blackmore, a psychologist who
studies paranormal activity. "It's a craze, a bit
like sudoku. UFOs were just a rather long-lived
version. But crazes thrive on novelty, and
eventually that dies out. I't's taken a long time,
but it's good that the UFO era is over. My
prediction is that it will go away for a long time
and then come back."

Blackmore has spent most of her working life
examining the paranormal. She became
interested in the subject after what she
describes as a ‘"dramatic out-of-body
experience", and reached the conclusion that
there really is nothing out there. "Everything is
explicable in terms of psychology," she says.
"I'm as sure as you can be that there are no
paranormal experiences, and I've spent 30
years looking."

She says belief in UFOs and the existence of
extraterrestrials, while mostly harmless, can in
some cases be very damaging. "For most people,
belief in them is neither here nor there," she
says, "but some people can become very
frightened and obsessed. It can also lead to an
anti-science attitude and the belief that
everything is being hushed up."

Britain's beleaguered band of ufologists are
not, however, going to give up without a fight.
"Cumbria is a delightful part of the country,
but it has a small population and you shouldn't
read anything into the fact that no UFOs are
being spotted there," says Callaghan. He is
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currently excited, for example, by the
extra-ordinary level of UFO activity in Filey,
North Yorkshire, where he says there have been
80 reports in the past eight months. Russ Kellett,
who describes himself as a UFO researcher, has
been documenting them. "In Filey Bay there have
been sightings of something that looks like a flying
triangle," he says. "They are not conventional
aircraft. They keep appearing and disappearing,
defying the laws of physics. I've got video
evidence and will be showing it at the Great British
UFO Show in Leeds in October."

As is often the case with committed ufologists,
Kellett's interest dates from a personal "close
encounter" in 1988. "I was sat at a level crossing
on a motorbike," he recalls, "when suddenly I was
aware of light all around me and a beam of light
hitting me. The crossing went up so I carried on,
but I saw this big ball of light moving towards
Halifax." Kellett is one of those who believes there
is an official cover-up of the number of UFO
incidents. "You can't have panic," he says. "All we
can hope is that someone will bring the truth out
about this."

Veteran ufologist Denis Plunkett, founder
chairman of the British Flying Saucer Bureau,
accepts that "there is not a lot happening at the
moment" and that "the loss of the magazine was a
great blow - Birdsall was a shining light". But he,
too, insists that ufology should not be written off.
"Belief in UFOs and extraterrestrial life has gone
up from 10% of the population to 80% over the
50-plus years the BFSB has existed."

Plunkett, a former civil servant who says his
career suffered because of his publicly stated
belief in flying saucers, argues that the evidence
for extraterrestrials is "incontrovertible". He
believes extraterrestrial life forms visit earth
frequently. "They seem to be observing us but not
interfering with us," he says.

Nick Pope, author of Open Skies, Closed Minds,
used to run the Ministry of Defence's UFO
project. He began as a sceptic, but the difficulty
he had in explaining some cases he assessed shook
that scepticism. "I became more open when I was
there," he says. "Now I won't rule out an
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extraterrestrial explanation. During my
three-year tour of duty from 1991 to 94,
I had to investigate 200 to 300 sightings
a year: 80% of them had perfectly
rational explanations - meteors, satellites,
weather patterns; with another 15% it
was difficult to reach any conclusion; but
with about 5% there was evidence of
something more intriguing."

It was 1978, he says, that was "the
peak in UFO sightings [it helped that
Close Encounters of the Third Kind had
been released the previous year], when
there were 750 reports. We have seen
these UFO waves many times. If a paper
runs a UFO story and puts a line at the
bottom saying, 'If you have seen a UFO,
ring us," they will be inundated. You try
it

David Clarke, a historian at Sheffield
University and the Fortean Times' UFO
correspondent, is not convinced by the
"peaks and troughs" line. "People haven't
stopped believing, but they do seem to be
seeing far less than they did and it's not
clear why," he says. "There's been a
massive drop in sightings since 1996,
which is when The X Files was on TV. It
may also be that since 9/11 people have
had other things to worry about. There is
not just less interest in UFOs, but in all
supernatural phenomena. People are more
worried about terrorist bombs. The MoD
also lost interest in UFOs when the cold
war ended: what they had really been
looking for was Russian intruder aircraft.
They only collate sightings now because
MPs keep asking questions about UFOs."

So is there a crisis in ufology? Joe
McGonagle, who runs UFOlogyinuk, the
main internet newsgroup for British
ufologists, believes there is. "Ufology has
shot itself in both feet and needs drastic
surgery in order to recover," he told his
1,000-strong membership yesterday in an
emailed response to the news from
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Cumbria. "Ufology is suffering from the
paranoid accusations of government
cover-ups which some of the more vociferous
groups and individuals are all too willing to
believe and kick up a fuss about. All of these
things drive people away from what is already
a peculiar subject."

It isn't just Cumbria. McGonagle points to
the decline in the number of local UFO clubs
as ufologists get their information from the
internet instead; apathy among the public
(oddly, he links the failure to report
sightings to the falling turnout in general
elections); and a general "loss of focus" in
ufology. The great flying saucer-spotting
days of the mid-20th century are long gone.
Contrast the panic generated by Orson
Welles' radio broadcast of The War of the
Worlds in 1938 with the indifference which
greeted Tom Cruise's recent "blockbuster"
movie version.

David Clarke thinks the rise and fall of
ufology is a rich subject for study and is
currently trying to attract funds for just
such an undertaking. "I see it as part of
modern folklore," he says. "UFOs are like
modern-day angels, and descriptions of
meeting aliens are just like descriptions of
people meeting angels in the Middle Ages."
Filey was probably big on angels, too.

President Judith
Magee reminds us in her Editorial that there
are some ‘curious’ things out there in the
Universe and ‘Lights off, but Something's
Home" article tells it like it is and "A new
Kind of Solar Storm" could make you think
twice before booking your moon trip! Read
ALL about in YOUR copy.. contact the
Victorian UFO Research Society at PO Box
1043, Moorabbin, Vic.

RAPPORT.. representing the late Ken
Phillips Witness Support Group, based in the
UK, a front cover depicting an abductee
defeating gravity from that uncomfortable
looking table while two greys look on, for it's
May/June issue.

Massive UFO Fleet Sighting...
Xalapa Mexico

A massive UFO sighting took place on
Friday June 24, 2005 in Xalapa, Mexico
witnessed by Xalapa's governor Fidel
Herrera Beltran, members of his staff, the
Xalapa's police department, newspapers
and television reporters and many people
gathered at Casa Veracruz for an official

ceremony where the new patrol units
would be delivered to the police
department.

The surprising incident took place at
10:30 AM causing commotion, excitement
and certain alarm among the people and
officials. Just after governor Fidel Herrera
Beltran made a speech inaugurating the
new units and during an inspection of a
new patrol his attention was called by his
officials signalling to the sky where a
strange spectacle was appearing.

A spectacular UFO fleet of at least 14

unknown flying objects captured the
attention of all the people gathered at casa
Veracruz who signalling to the sky
screamed OVNIs, OVNIs !! in an agitated
state of excitement. The police officers
were also signalling to the sky wondering
what these unknown flying objects could
be.
Different reactions were heard from
surprise, curiosity, disconcert and even
some laughs among the people
who continue shouting OVNIs !l The
newspaper reporters were taking photos
and the television crew recording the
unusual spectacle. Governor Fidel Herrera
Beltran took the microphone and said
joking: It seems the Martians have
arrived !!

The people wondered if the strange
objects could be balloons of some kind or
in fact real UFOs like those so many times
reported over Mexico. However the
enigmatic flying objects remained almost
static in the sky in formation describing a
triangle pattern in perfect alignment for
almost 30 minutes, time enough for the
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incident to be videotaped by the media and
some persons from the audience.

On Friday night TV Azteca presented the
report with videos on their national TV newscast
giving the account of the un-precedent incident.
On Saturday June 25 the Diario de Xalapa
newspaper as well as others published on main
headlines the unusual event under the title:
Luminous Objects caught the attention during
official act.

PUGACHYEV, SIMFEROPOL' --On July 2 or 3,
2005, after 11 PM, Yuriy A. Pugachyev,
Simferopol-based UFO researcher, saw the
brightly lit object, emitting yellow light, moving
across the sky, from his balcony on the 5fth
floor. The witness is sure these were not
satellites nor airplanes, because the UFO was
bright and moved in a zigzag trajectory. The
witness also emphasized he saw several UFQO's
last year from his balcony.

Numerous rumours circulate around ancient
underground cavern bases, cities and tunnels,
allegedly left from ancient times. Some parts of
this underground infrastructure in Southern
Ukraine and Crimean peninsula are still
allegedly used by aliens and UFOs from time to
time. There are solid rumours about "gateways"
or "windows" to some parallel dimension on
Ay'-Petri plateau west of the town of Yalta
where numerous UFOs are regularly observed.

MEXICO CITY -- Jaime Maussan during the
radio show 'Los Grandes Misterios' on July 3,
2005, reports that forty or more UFOs were
sighted near Xalapa on June 30, 2005. A strong
rain during early hours left a clean sky, when
Pedro Avila, director of the Vigilantes Skywatch
group received a call from colleague Enriquer
Vallarino telling that an employee alerted him of
a UFO sighting outside on Cuahutemoc Street
people were already excitedly pointing at a
cluster of UFOs. At the same time, the Jaime
Maussan Research Centre began receiving
calls from witnesses seeing a fleet of many
shining UFOs flying together. According to
Pedro Auvila, “It took just a few minutes to
receive confirmation from his Vigilantes

colleagues that there were UFOs and
they were videotaping forty metallic,
sphere shaped objects shinning in the
sun. There was a single, larger object
noticed above the main formation which
was described as having a yellowish
colour."

Jaime Maussan received a report from
Alfredo Adame, popular TV host from a
daily show by TELEVISA saying that
many people were calling the TV show
reporting a huge UFO sighting. People at
the airport's control tower were asked if
their radar screens were detecting the
objects but they declined to make any
statements. At least three videos were
taken by Maria Montcerrat. The images
were carefully analysed and the 'balloon’
explanation was quickly discarded
because of the synchronized flight path
and patterns flown by the whole mass of
UFOs. Mr. Olazcoaga managed to
capture on video the moment when the
UFO formation moved slowly with the
moon behind, a beautiful image. His son
Jesus is heard on the tape asking him:
"Are they going to attack us?"

A AGUADILL-- Professor Reinaldo
Rios reports, “On Tuesday, June 28,
2005, about 10:15 PM, an enormous
tapeworm shaped ship with several lights
underneath was observed in intervals
over the northwest area of the island.
Residents of Aguadilla saw the craft
hovering above. A young person Carlos
Hernandez took a photo with his digital
camera. Professor Rios went to the area
to interview many of the witnesses." They
reported, “The object remained overhead
for a long period of time emitting various
collared lights that were changing. The
photo provided by writing Channel 12 of
WOLE TV in Puerto Rico who produce
programs on UFOs for this company. The
photo shows several lights in colours
surrounded by a reddish light, that
changed the colour tonality."

Abduction Study by Chris French.

| received a copy of this, but there is an
embargo on publication until it has been
circulated in the scientific media. | can however
précis the article for now. | have cleared this
with Chris French.

The research was carried out by Christopher
C. French, Julia Santomauro, Victoria Hamilton,
Rachel Fox & Michael Thalbourne and was
funded by the Bial Foundation of Portugal. Data
was gathered by the following methods:
-use of a control group against which results
were compared.
-paper based tests
psychological factors.
-an experiment which measured susceptibility to
false memories.
-computerised testing of
precognition and psychokinesis
-personal interviews in which their abduction
and other paranormal experiences were
explored.

The main results were as follows:
-Experiencers reported a higher incidence of
paranormal encounters, and harboured greater
belief in the paranormal.

-No significant evidence of greater use of drugs
or alcohol by either group.

-No significant difference in "psychic ability",
though the telekinesis results are yet to be
analysed.

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-Hallucinatory tendencies - an increased
tendency of this factor was measured
amongst the experiencer group.
-"Openness to absorbing and self-altering
experiences, a trait related to hypnotic
susceptibility" (Dissociation) - an
increased tendency of this factor was
measured amongst the experiencer
group.
-"A disruption in the usually integrated
functions of consciousness, memory,
identity, or perception of the environment.
The disturbance may be sudden or
gradual, transient or hronic" (Absorbtion) -
an increased tendency of this factor
was measured amongst the experiencer
group.
-Fantasy proneness - analysis is not
complete, but early indications are that an
elevated tendency of this factor may be
evident amongst the experiencer group.
-False memory susceptibility -
significant difference was apparent.

| won't reproduce the conclusion here (it
might change when all analyses are
completed). No doubt many of the
participants and interested observers will
not like the results. One factor which
Prof. French drew attention to is that it is
not possible to determine whether the
differences noted are consequences of
the reported experiences, or a
contributory factor towards the experience
itself. Note the subtly different
interpretation and emphasis between this
post and that of Nick Pope at:

A mutilated horse was found in the vicinity
of the Parque Raceway, located on the
outskirts of Santa Rosa (La Pampa). Its
death was estimated at some 15 days.

The horse showed signs of missing its
tongue and left ear. An oval-shaped incision
was present on its left wither, along with
another smaller one on its abdomen and still
another in the anus and adjacent regions.

The absence of the anterior and posterior
lymph nodes was also observed, with
incisions on the animal's fetlocks,
respectively. It should be noted that there are
similarities between this case and the one
detected in the La Arana wilderness, where
the absence of large pieces of hide on one
side was documented, as well as the
absence of the ears.

FIRST CANADIAN CROP CIRCLE
FORMATION OF 2005

The first formation for this year has been
reported at Sandy Bay, Manitoba, found on
June 3. Reported to CCCRN Manitoba on
June 6. An unusual "miniature dumbbell" in
short grass, approximately only 3-3.6 metres
(10-12 feet) long (based on ground photos),
but similar in shape to some early 1990s
formations in England. Each end circle is
actually a set of concentric rings. Whether the
grass is just flattened or dead is not known
yet, with further details pending.

Spooky Story...

Waiting for the print to come back | will
send it to you although the punctures were
four days or so old by the time | got a film
for my Polaroid... another aspect of this
was | recalled hearing my bedroom door
clicking to and fro on a night previous...
oddly... or maybe not... | had firmly shut the
door that night but didn’t notice the marks
until a day or two later. | don’t sleep with my
door open at all by the way. | actually got up
that night to look around my flat and
intending to shut the door. It clicked shut as
| gout out of bed. Again, | had this uneasy
feeling.

OK... | showed the marks at the 15th
June SUFOG meeting where | had taken
along an audiotape of the Radio 4
programme from the 8th June that was on
well known abductee investigator and
hypnotherapyst etc Dr. John E. Mack...

it. Putting the tape in my recorder I'd
brought along,.
