'UFO’ Mystery Still Haunts Some...
1966 Dexter sightings by residents,
officer called swamp gas by U.S.
Government

Forty years ago today, for a brief but
interesting time, Washtenaw County
became the flying saucer capital of the
Midwest.

It started when a Dexter farmer named
Frank Mannor and his 18-year-old son,
Ronald, told the Washtenaw County
Sheriff's Department that a strange
flying object appeared and landed in a
swampy area at Quigley and Brand roads.

Frank Mannor, 46, told authorities that
night that the two went out in search of
the object moments after they saw it
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touch ground. He said it appeared to be
brown, with a "quilted" effect on the surface.
It was flat on the bottom and cone-shaped
toward the top, with two small lights on the
outer edges emitting a glowing blue-green
colour that intensified and turned red at
times. When it became brightly lit, the entire
object was light yellow, with the light running
horizontally between the two outer running
lights.

According to the police report, Mannor
said: "We then heard the sound of a whistle -
something like a rifle bullet makes when it
ricochets off something. Then this object
went up in the air, passed directly over us and
disappeared.”

Patrolman Robert Hunawill of the Dexter
Village Police Department reported then that
he saw what appeared to be the same object
after he parked his car near the area. He
said it suddenly appeared over his patrol car
at a height of about 1,000 feet, that it had
white and red lights on it that at times had a
bluish tinge, and that it hovered over the car
before continuing sweeps over the swamp.

Hunawill reported that he watched the
object for a few minutes before it was joined
by three others that flew in formation, with
one set of two flying high above the other
two. They then disappeared into the sky.

Professor J. Allen Hynek, a Northwestern
University astrophysicist who consulted with
the military, came to Dexter to investigate,
and then reported his findings at the Detroit
Press Club.

"It was like a mob scene," said Bill Treml of
Ann Arbor, the Ann Arbor News reporter
who covered the story. "Then (Hynek) said:
'As near as I can tell, what we're seeing is
swamp gas*.'"

"I remember (Mannor) saying, 'I was in the
Army and we were down in Louisiana and

there was swamp gas all the time; this
was not swamp gas.' "

Treml is convinced the Mannors and
Hunawill saw something that night.

"Frank Mannor wasn't a nut case," he
said. "He wasn't a guy who had wishes
of grandeur. He was just telling what
he saw. I'm sure he didn't dream it up.
He died thinking that was some kind
of UFO, either Air Force-connected or
from another planet or something."

Treml said he thinks that something
was manmade."I'm sure the Air Force
has secret files about all their
experiments with rockets or whatever,"
he said. "Sometimes the high officials
are so stupid, they think, 'This will
create a panic.'" That's their alibi for
not saying, 'Hey, we had a rocket ship
go round the moon, or something come
down." Each administration continues
the charade."

Douglas Harvey, Washtenaw County
sheriff from 1965 to 1972, agrees with
Treml that the Mannors clearly saw
something.

And he's never believed the
government's official stance on what
that something was.

"Dr. Hynek was sent in from the U.S.
government. He came into my office.
We went out to the site where
supposedly this object came down on
the ground. Dr. Hynek in the car said,
'There is something. We just can't put
our finger on it. We've been
investigating this for quite a while." "

They returned to Harvey's office,
where Hynek asked to use the
telephone in private.

"He was on the phone for quite a
while, which I found very enlightening,"

Harvey said. "He came out and I said, ‘Well, Dr.
Hynek. What do you think?' He said, 'It's swamp
gas.' He tells me one minute he has no idea what it
is. And then he makes one phone call to
Washington and comes out and gives a statement
that it's swamp gas. Very strange."

“"And then the Mannor family really caught a lot
of flak, which was very unfortunate."

He said soon after that, a man who was out
running in Brighton reported a sighting.

"And then that was it," Harvey said. "It just
kind of died away."

Harvey doesn't know what to think about it.

"They did see something," he said. "I'll believe
this to the day I die. Somebody has kept
something quiet, and nothing more ever
materialized. So we don't know if it was the
government experimenting, or was it really a UFO.
I don't know."

Harry Willnus of South Lyon, the former state
director of the Mutual UFO Network, has
investigated the sightings and wrote a feature
article about it for UFO (UK edition) magazine two
years ago.

Willnus has a copy of the police report from
that night, and said there's no way that it was
swamp gas.

"For instance, it mentions that the object was
observed to rise to an altitude of approximately
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500 feet, and then return to the ground," he
said. "Swamp gas doesn't do that. It only goes
of f the ground a few feet. It mentioned when
it took off, it sounded like a rifle shot in a
canyon. Again, swamp gas doesn't do that."

So what was it? "We can't be sure," he said.
"It was, I think, either a craft that came from
off the earth, an extraterrestrial, or some
kind of one-dimensional device. And I'm
starting to use the word multiverse rather
than universe... Some kind of one-dimensional
craft, perhaps, that came into our realm and
then left."

Willnus, who is retired from teaching in the
Romulus school district, worked for a while as
an investigator for Hynek after Hynek started
The Center for UFO Studies.

"We haven't solved the mystery," Willnus
said. "This case is 40 years old. We still don't
know the answer, and yet it still continues to
occur, with sightings every day around the
world."

Invention: Flying Saucer Is Out Of This World

There are some strange goings-on in a small
Peterborough workshop.

Mysterious flying saucers seen around the
city have pricked the curiosity of secretive

US defence officials.

A group of dedicated space
enthusiasts at GFS Projects Limited -
which stands for Geoff's Flying
Saucer - have been tinkering away
with some alien designs in their own
Area 51 in Saxon Road.

For six years, Geoff Hatton and his
team have worked tirelessly to take a
giant leap into the unknown and
created six realistic flying saucers.

And now the uniqueness of the
machines, which can take off
vertically, fly, hover and land, has
attracted the imagination of the
American officials who went to see if
the truth really was out there.

Like a scene from the X-Files, the
men in black flew across the Atlantic
to check out the UFOs and see if the
truth really is out there.

But what the US officials want with
the mysterious machines remains Top
Secret.

Geoff, of Eastfield Road,
Peterborough, who was celebrating his
67th birthday on Monday, said: "It is
extremely pleasing to have anything
you do recognised by other people.

"It was an exploratory meeting set
up by a third party. After the
meetings I had the impression they
were pleased with what they had seen.
We will just have to wait. I have no
idea what they want them for."

The hub-cap like machines look like
they've been lifted from a '50s
B-movie.

They glide gracefully through the
air using the Coanda principle, which
involves jets of nozzled air being
attracted to a nearby curved
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surfaces. To date, all the prototypes have
been battery-powered, but GFS believe
larger versions could have proper internal
combustion engines.

Geoff, who first came up with the plans for
the saucers while sitting on his dining room
table, added: "We are the only company in
the world doing this sort of thing. The future
is shaping up to be very promising indeed."

Shane Miller (24), of Parnwell,
Peterborough, is the youngest member of the
team.

He said: "When I first saw the saucers
when I started last August, I simply said
‘wow" "

The team are not relying on the outcome of
the visit from the American government - as
the company is constantly dreaming up new
ways of marketing the saucers.

They believe the flying saucers can be
adapted as toys, to aid mountain rescues, land
mine detection and even as a state-of-the-
art scarecrows.

To set the ball rolling, the company secured
a £43,000 SMART grant from the
Department of Trade and Industry and
equity funding from a group of investors. The
saucers range from 10 ins to three feet in
diameter..

'Four dull lights' seen over city...

LAST year, a UFO enthusiast planned to
use the Freedom of Information Act to
access previously secret Government
documents to explain sightings of flying
objects around Peterborough.

Michael Hoffman, of Bruces Close,
Conington, near Peterborough, who runs the
UFO research group Sky Lights, hopes that
the release of so-called "X files" held by the
Ministry of Defence (MoD) will finally shed
light on why there have been so many alien

sightings in the area.

He said: "I think the Act will give us
quite a lot of information about UFOs,
and it is something our group will
definitely use."

The MoD recently released secret
papers under the Act showing that 91
sightings were recorded last year in
the UK, including a report of "four dull
red lights" hovering above
Peterborough.

Alien Invasion Of UFO Hotspot
West Kilbride. ..

Hills and sea flank the picturesque
and sleepy village of West Kilbride in
Ayrshire. A typical Scottish sky, a
changing pattern of light and cloud
hangs over the town. The days when a
thriving weaving industry supported
local employment are long gone. Today
the area is more concerned with crafts;
that's home crafts and small
businesses, and spacecrafts and little
green men.

Yes, according to recent statistics,
that big old sky is continually being
punctuated by strange lights,
odd-shaped crafts and generally all
manner of unidentified flying objects.

Last year reports released by the
Ministry of Defence (MoD) revealed
that West Kilbride had the highest
number of recorded sightings of flying
saucers in Britain during 2004. A total
of 12 sightings were made in the
village, which makes it Britain's closest
rival to the UFO capital of Roswell,
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New Mexico. Reported sightings were consistent:
yellow spheres, sometimes alone, sometimes flying in
groups of up to 25, all hovering over the hills of
West Kilbride.

In the Kilbride Tavern, locals are well aware of the
village's growing fame in paranormal circles. While
no-one on my visit admitted to reporting any
sightings themselves, there were nods of agreement
that there is something strange going on. When I
ask who I should talk to I am pointed in the
direction of Dougie McKinnie with cries of: "Dougie's
an alien, speak to him!"

"I saw one," admits McKinnie. "I was camping out
on the beach when I was 17. It was the middle of
the night. T woke up locked out of the tent and I saw
a round light hovering above the water between here
and Arran."

A local shopworker, who preferred to remain
anonymous, agreed that she too once saw an
unexplained light over the water in the westerly
direction of Arran, while in the vet's surgery a
former colleague was believed to have reported yet
another sighting.

Others remain unconvinced. "I didn't see any
although maybe I might see some later on in here,"
chuckles Mattie Anderson, as she gestures round
the pub's jovial customers and tops up own her glass.
"I think you've got to see something before you can
believe it."

Gerry McGrath is more certain: "I know there are
people who said they've seen stuff but it's absolute
tripe! Very often you see something in the sky round
here and you think: 'What's that?' Sometimes they
don't move for ages and ages, but they're
helicopters. I've seen them with my children and it
does look quite funny but they're just helicopters."

The MoD does follow up reports of UFOs to check
whether Britain's airspace is compromised, but
unless there appears to be a threat they don't
attempt to analyse the sightings. Staff agree that
many reports do remain a mystery.

"We take everything seriously and look into all

open-minded on this issue," says a spokesman.
"But to date there is no evidence that UFOs
exist, there are not shed-loads of broken UFOs
around!”

The MoD says that although there are no Air
Force bases near West Kilbride - which might
explain the high rate of sightings there - a
number of landowners are thought to use their
own private aircraft, while helicopters are also
used by police and oil rig workers. In most cases,
it seems likely that an earthly explanation for
the unexplained vyellow saucers in West
Kilbride's dramatic skies can be found.

Despite this there remains a thriving interest
in UFOs in Scotland. Ron Halliday, chair of
Scottish Earth Mysteries and author of UFO
Scotland and UFOs: The Scottish Dimension
insists that there is something strange in them
there West Kilbride hills:

"Scotland has more sightings of UFOs
proportionate to its population than anywhere
else in the world. It's true that many times
people mistake natural phenomena for strange
things and usually there is an explanation. But
some reports are harder to explain, especially
the close up ones and increasingly people are
capturing things on video or camera. There is no
doubt in my mind that some things can't be
explained away."

"All we did for the Ant and Dec
film was recreate the models we made
10 years ago from photographs we took
at the time" said father-of-two John,
who says he also played the role of the
surgeon in the original film as well as
designing the iconic aliens. "The first
time around we put together a fantastic
film in a very short space of time and
the models we used were destroyed
after we made the film," he said.
“Ant and Dec were great to work with -
they have really kept their feet on the
ground and they were a pleasure to be
around. I visited the set for a few days
and they were fantastic."

Despite his admission about his role in
the making of the original film, John
doesn't claim to be able to explain the
truth about what happened at Roswell.

“The truth is out there but there are
layers and layers, it's like the real X
Files and people will have to make their
own minds up," he said.

Ministry files on UFO sightings opened
to public...

Published: Wednesday, 15 February, 2006,

08:59 AM Doha Time...
LONDON: London's X-Files have been
opened to the public. Reports of "lights in a
worm shape wriggling around in the sky", a
shiny "doughnut-shaped object" and a
“massive light in the shape of an iron" are
among sightings of UFOs which were meant
to have been secret for 25 years.

The files show that Loughton in Essex is
the UFO capital of the Home Counties.

The ministry of defence has six sightings
listed there - five on the night of
September 10 last year, when there was a
series of reports of three mysterious
orange lights in the sky.

The sightings in Greater London, dating
from 2002 and kept on Ministry of Defence
files, have been released after a request
under the Freedom of Information Act by
the Evening Standard.

The ministry receives hundreds of reports
of sightings every year, most of which are
dismissed as aircraft lights or natural
phenomena. -

But some have no rational explanation, and
as a result, the government remains "totally
open-minded" about the concept of flying
saucers and spaceships.

Following the Standard's request, the
ministry of defence's UFO department -
SF4 - revealed details of 34 sightings with
their date, time and location.

Among them are descriptions of "a black
cigar-shaped ob ject which accelerated to a
speed which would outstrip a fighter jet"
over south-east London and a "rectangle-
shape white light" hovering above Primrose
Hill.

Nick Pope, who ran the government UFO
project between 1991 and 1994, said the
data was unsurprising. He said: "London
has the most sightings because there
are more people living there to witness
any unusual activity.

"Almost 95% of sightings can be
explained away but that still leaves five
percent. I am not out to spook anyone
but I do believe it is totally feasible
that we are not alone in this universe."

One of the witnesses, Robert Sloan,
said: "There was a triangle of three
piercing globes. It reminded me of a
scene out of Close Encounters. Everyone
was gobsmacked. There was no way a
plane would look or move that fast."

Other UFOs spotted include three
over St John's Wood, two over
Hornchurch, Essex, and three over
Wimbledon.

Timothy Good of Beckenham, an
author of several novels on UFOs, said:
"UFOs remain the most sensitive
subject in British intelligence. It is
wonderful that some of this information
is now being made public even though I
believe they are withholding even more.

“The sheer number of sightings over
London and the fact that none has a
rational explanation is both fascinating
and exciting to me."

A ministry spokesman said there was
nothing to suggest alien activity. "We
examine reports of UFOs solely to
establish whether there is any evidence
that the UK's airspace has been
compromised by hostile or unauthorised
air activity," he said.

"We do not know of any evidence
which substantiates the existence of
these alleged phenomena."

Perth, Australia (PRWEB) February 22,
2006 -- A former registered nurse who has
worked with hundreds of clients, including
many children, will be revealing evidence of
their encounters with extraterrestrial beings
at an upcoming conference in Montreal,
Canada.

After a decade of research as a
professional counsellor and clinical
hypnotherapist, Australia’s Mary Rodwell says
that there is now enough evidence to
conclude that these "beings” appear to come
from other planets and other dimensions
parallel to our own.

She will be making her presentation at the
31st annual conference of the International
Institute of Integral Human Sciences
(IIIHS) taking place in Montreal May 5th to
14th, 2006.

The IITHS is a non-profit organization
affiliated with the United Nations
Department of Public Information. It serves
over 10,000 general members and students
from many nations towards the convergence

inter-religious and inter-cultural
understanding for world peace.

Rodwell will be one of more than 60
speakers to address the IIIHS, with
other distinguished professionals such
as medical doctors, psychiatrists,
physicists, scientists, psychologists,
spiritual leaders, and even a former
NASA astronaut (www.iiihs.org).

She is a co-founder of the Australian
Close Encounter Resource Network
(ACERN), vice-President of Star Kids
Project Ltd., founded by Dr. Richard
Boylan, and the author of "Awakening:
How Extraterrestrial Contact can
Transform Your Life".

Rodwell says that after being
involved with over 1,000
"experiencers” (alien abductees)
nothing had prepared her for what she
discovered.

"My clients include both adults and
children who exhibit transformative
changes such as telepathy, clairvoyance
and healing as they become more
spiritually aware and begin to operate
on a multi-dimensional band of reality”,
says Rodwell. "In the last 10 years,
clients have come to me from the UK,
North America, Europe, Russia, Japan
and South America”.

Rodwell also explains that part of her
client's contact experiences seems to
inspire them to draw complex artwork,
scripts, symbols and sometimes
speaking strange languages.

"An eight year old has called her
downloading of information 'knowledge
bombs’, as complex data conveyed
through mental images and concepts
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seem to create a heightened consciousness
level”, says Rodwell. "These 'Star Children’
exhibit a maturity and wisdom beyond their
years and often describe their connection to
spirit and angelic realms”.

This former registered nurse is not the
only one to have noticed a change with today's
children. A May 2005 USA Today article
quotes James Twyman, producer of films on
"Indigo Children”, as saying that a new
generation of special children are among us
who have increased telepathic abilities and
are spiritually awakened.

The name “"Indigo Children" comes from a
blue indigo coloured aura that some people
say they can see around these children, as
per a January 2006 New York Times article.

ABC News' Diane Sawyers has also explored
the issue of these extraordinary children in a
November 2005 interview with an entire
family of "Indigo Children". Sawyers said
that this phenomenon was "fascinating” and
was “across the country”.

Rodwell explains that while many "Star
Children" and "“Indigo Children”" have
telepathic abilities, are spiritually awakened
and often describe seeing "Beings of
Light” (angels), the main difference is that
"Star Children” have recollections of having
had encounters with extraterrestrial beings
and of sometimes having been on alien
spaceships.

Though many medical professionals are still
sceptical, in November 2003, Rodwell's work
was featured in the Australian Doctor Focus
Magazine, a prestigious Australian medical
Jjournal.

Rodwell is not alone with her views as a
growing number of professionals in the
medical community share her conclusions and
have spoken publicly.

Such people include the late world-renowned

Harvard Medical School professor of
psychiatry, Dr. John E. Mack, author of
"Passport to the Cosmos”. and Dr. Janet
Colli, author of "Sacred Encounters -
Spiritual Awakenings During Close
Encounters”. Dr. Colli will also speak at
Montreal's IITHS conference.

Rodwell's work continues to raise
serious questions that were raised in
February 2005 on ABC News by the
late Peter Jennings in his two hour
Primetime Special: "UFOs - Seeing is
Believing”.

Jennings' millions of viewers were
presented with a small portion of the
150 interviews conducted by ABC in
regards to the controversial and
enigmatic issue of UFOs and
extraterrestrial encounters. Jennings
concluded that many UFOs were indeed
unidentified and that questions about
their origin remained unanswered.

To Rodwell, the answer is that we are
being visited by extraterrestrial
civilizations. Her conclusion is echoed
by the former Canadian Minister of
National Defence Hon. Paul Hellyer,
who, in September of 2005, went public
saying that UFOs were as real as the
airplanes that fly over our heads, and
were indeed extraterrestrial vehicles.

During a December 2005 NBC News
interview with Tucker Carlson, Hellyer
quoted former high level Pentagon
officials as the source of his
information. One of his sources
includes an unnamed retired US Air
Force General who spoke with him
directly and confirmed that some UFOs

were indeed ‘identified" and were
piloted by extraterrestrial
intelligences.
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Hellyer is not the only politician who
has raised the issue of UFOs. A CNN
November 2002 article quoted President
Clinton's former White House Chief of
Staff, John Podesta, asking for the
Pentagon to come clean and to declassify
their UFO files.

Podesta currently supports a Coadlition
for Freedom of Information lawsuit
against NASA asking for the
declassification of their top secret files
in relations to the 1965 UFO crash in
Kecksburg, Pennsylvania.

Though her evidence does not include
an actual UFO, Rodwell says that she has
evidence from a scientific, medical,
psychological, and historical perspective
to support her paradigm shifting
conclusion that children are being evolved
and transformed on many levels through
extraterrestrial encounters.

This evidence will be presented in her
first Canadian presentation in Montreal
May b5th-14th, 2006 at the IIIHS
conference. Rodwell is available for media
interviews.

The official who wants to believe..

MOD civil servant Nick Pope, who has
written books on the subject gives a
personal view of the UFO phenomenon.

Sketches of the strange symbols security
police officers saw on the hull of a craft
during the Rendlesham Forest incident.

FROM 1991 to 1994 I worked in the
department responsible for this bizarre
subject. It was among the most fascinating
of my postings in 20 years in the
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Department.

In 1950 the MOD's Chief Scientific
Adviser, the great radar scientist Sir
Henry Tizard commissioned a study to
scientifically assess UFO sightings. This
led to the setting up of the marvellously-
named Flying Saucer Working Party.

Their conclusions were sceptical; UFO
sightings were misidentifications of
ordinary objects, or hoaxes. They
recommended no further action. But in
1952 a series of high-profile events in
which UFOs were tracked on radar and
seen by RAF pilots, forced a MOD rethink.
UFO sightings were sent to the
department for investigation to see if

they had any defence significance. Since
then, over 10,000 UFO reports have been
received.

Most UFO sightings had prosaic
explanations: aircraft lights, weather
balloons, airships, and so on. But
occasionally some looked more
interesting - especially the Rendlesham
Forest incident, deemed Britain's most

famous UFO sighting. It still attracts
interest today. Rendlesham Forest lies
between the +twin bases of RAF
Bentwaters and RAF Woodbridge in
Suffolk.

In 1980 both were operated by the
United States Air Force. In the early
hours of 26 December 1980 military
personnel saw strange lights in the forest.
At first they thought an aircraft might
have crashed, so they went out to
investigate. What they found could only be
categorised as a UFO. Nearby farm
animals were going into a frenzy. One of
the security police officers got close
enough to touch the side of the object. He
and another of the airmen present
attached sketches of the craft and the
strange symbols on the craft's hull, to
their official USAF witness statements.

Two nights later the UFO returned and
this time the Deputy Base Commander,
Lieutenant Colonel Charles Halt saw it too.
At one point it fired down beams of light.
"Here I am, a senior official
who routinely denies this sort
of thing and diligently works
to debunk them, and I'm
involved in the middle of
something I can't explain," he
subsequently commented.

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The MOD's investigation was
inconclusive. Of far more interest,

however, was an assessment of radiation
readings that had been taken from the
landing site with a Geiger counter. The
readings had peaked in three holes in the
ground which formed the shape of an
equilateral triangle, as if the UFO had
landed on a tripod of some sort. The
Defence Intelligence Staff stated that the
readings seemed "significantly higher than
the average background". Their report
suggested that the radiation level was
around seven times what would have been
expected for the area concerned.

Ralph Noyes, a former MOD Under
Secretary who took a close interest in the
case after his retirement wasn't convinced.

“Lighthouses don't fly," he
said.

Many UFO researchers believe that
information is being covered up, which isn't
true. UFO requests are among the most
frequently submitted under FOI, and the
MOD makes a big effort to be helpful.

Freedom Of Information Act..

The Evening Standard (London's
evening newspaper) recently acquired
details of UFO sightings over the capital,
following a Freedom of Information Act
request to the Ministry of Defence.

The paper ran the story on Tuesday and
it has subsequently been picked up by the
Daily Star, Metro and the Gulf Times.

According to
Southampton UFO Group
(SUFOG), aliens are

investigating our county.

Of particular interest for them,
strangely enough, is Portsmouth.

The pictures taken by SUFOG
member Ernie Sears and his pho-
tographer George show the busy
skies over the city - where UFOs
regularly visit.

Or it may just simply be a flock of
starlings.

In 2004, BUFORA, the main UK
forum for skywatchers, ruefully
admitted that sightings have
been in steady decline since the
late 1990s.

Most striking of all, the British
Flying Saucer Bureau has sus- °
pended its activities, because the
number of sightings has crashed
from a peak of around 30 a week to
almost zero.

But for SUFOG, since August last
year, UFO activity in the area has
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increased considerably.

Mr Sears believes that the aliens
have been drawn to the Spinnaker
Tower out of curiosity.

“We have not seen anything quite
like it before,” said Mr Sears, 81,
from Netley Abbey. “I believe that
photograph shows a new kind of
alien craft with very advanced
technology.

“It seems to be a solid cigar-
shaped raft, which is glowing
slightly and separated into two
sections by mysterious black
globes, which is very unusual.

“We can only speculate but I
think the Spinnaker may be
attracting curiosity from alien
life. They want to know why it
has been erected and what it can
do for them.”

Mr Sears is no stranger to
unidentified flying objects. His
experiences go back to 1960 when
he was in Gosport and saw an

“This object was hovering and
shining in the March sun.

“I was told: ‘You did not see any objects and
you did not see any jets’.

Probably one of the best known
incidents of alien encounters in

the UK was the Rendlesham
Forest incident.

At the end of 1980 there were a
number of UFO reports near
Ipswich, Suffolk. It was claimed
that a UFO crash-landed in
Rendlesham Forest — two miles
from the US Woodbridge airbase.

According to investigators, an
officer from the airbase claimed
to have spoken to the occupants
of the craft (they were about
three feet in height) who asked
for help in repairing the craft.

The aliens managed to fix it
themselves and then took off.

Soldiers who took photographs
of the aliens and the UFO had
their pictures confiscated.

In separate verification of the
unnamed officer’s account,
Forestry Commission workers
reportedly found a number of
burnt trees in the area.

Red Rain Could Prove That Aliens Have
Landed...

There is a small bottle containing a red
fluid on a shelf in Sheffield University's
microbiology laboratory. The liquid looks
cloudy and uninteresting. Yet, if one group
of scientists is correct, the phial contains
the first samples of extraterrestrial life
isolated by researchers.

Inside the bottle are samples left over
from one of the strangest incidents in
recent meteorological history. On 25 July,
2001, blood-red rain fell over the Kerala
district of western India. And these rain
bursts continued for the next two months.
All along the coast it rained crimson,
turning local people's clothes pink, burning
leaves on trees and falling as scarlet sheets
at some points.

Investigations suggested the rain was red
because winds had swept up dust from
Arabia and dumped it on Kerala. But
Godfrey Louis, a physicist at Mahatma
6andhi University in Kottayam, after
gathering samples left over from the rains,
concluded this was nonsense. 'If you look at
these particles under a microscope, you can
see they are not dust, they have a clear
biological appearance." Instead Louis
decided that the rain was made up of
bacteria-like material that had been swept
to Earth from a passing comet. In short, it
rained aliens over India during the summer
of 2001.

Not everyone is convinced by the idea, of
course. Indeed most researchers think it is
highly dubious. One scientist who posted
a message on Louis's website described it
as 'bullshit’. But a few researchers believe
Louis may be on to something and are

following up his work. Milton Wainwright,
a microbiologist at Sheffield, is now
testing samples of Kerala's red rain. 'It
is too early to say what's in the phial,' he
said. 'But it is certainly not dust. Nor is
there any DNA there, but then alien
bacteria would not necessarily contain
DNA''

Critical to Louis's theory is the length
of time the red rain fell on Kerala. Two
months is too long for it to have been
wind-borne dust, he says. In addition, one
analysis showed the particles were 50 per
cent carbon, 45 per cent oxygen with
traces of sodium and iron: consistent
with biological material.

Louis also discovered that, hours
before the first red rain fell, there was a
loud sonic boom that shook houses in
Kerala. Only an incoming meteorite could
have triggered such a blast, he claims.
This had broken from a passing comet
and shot towards the coast, shedding
microbes as it travelled. These then
mixed with clouds and fell with the rain.
Many scientists accept that comets may
be rich in organic chemicals and a few,
such as the late Fred Hoyle, the UK
theorist, argued that life on Earth
evolved from microbes that had been
brought here on comets. But most
researchers say that Louis is making too
great a leap in connecting his rain with
microbes from a comet.

For his part, Louis is unrepentant. 'If
anybody hears a theory like this, that it
is from a comet, they dismiss it as an
unbelievable kind of conclusion. Unless
people understand our arguments - people
will just rule it out as an impossible thing,
that extra-terrestrial biology is
responsible for this red rain.’

Is There Life Out There?

The Cassini spacecraft has found
evidence of liquid water spewing from
geysers on one of Saturn's icy moons,
raising the tantalising possibility the
celestial ob ject harbours life.

The surprising discovery excited
scientists, who say Saturn moon, Enceladus,
should be added to the shortlist of places
within the solar system most likely to have
extraterrestrial life.

Recent high-resolution images snapped by
the orbiting Cassini confirmed the eruption
of icy jets and giant water vapour plumes
from geysers resembling frozen Old
Faithfuls at Enceladus’ south pole.

“We have the smoking gun" that proves
the existence of water, said Carolyn Porco,
a scientist from the Space Science
Institute in Colorado.

If Enceladus does harbour life, it
probably consists of microbes or other
primitive organisms capable of living in
extreme conditions, scientists say. The
findings were published in the journadl
Science.

David Morrison, a senior NASA scientist,
cautioned against rushing to judgment
about whether the tiny moon could support
life. Scientists generally agree habitats
need several ingredients for life, including
water, a heat source and the right chemical
recipe.

“Tt's certainly interesting, but I don't
see how much more you can say beyond
that," Mr Morrison said. Scientists believe
Mars and Jupiter's icy moons might have -
or once had - conditions hospitable to life.

Saturn is around 800 million miles from
Earth. Enceladus, 314 miles across, is the
shiniest object in the solar system.

The water is believed to vent from
fissures in the south pole. Ms Porco said
the venting has probably been going on
for thousands of years, potentially
providing a lasting heat source.

The Cassini-Huygens mission is a joint
NASA-European Space Agency project
launched in 1997 and went into orbit
around Saturn in 2004.

Even an ex-girlfriend of Michael Stone,
the notorious Milltown Cemetery
murderer, once popped in - Paddy, knew,
he says, "because I smelt a terrorist of f
her".

Then there are those who may be
searching for information about a lost
loved one and, of course, a few who are
looking for love...

"People of all ages come to see me,
from 15 to my oldest client, who's 97"
the 58-year-old Manchester University
psychology graduate reveals. "And I have
a lot of regulars. Everyone wants to know
something different. A few come purely
to ask if they will be happy, but most of
them have secrets."

Indeed, once Paddy, who has one
daughter, Debbie (33), consults the tarot
cards, his crystal ball, or reads your palm,
he claims it can be quite a revelation. And
sometimes, apparently, it only takes one
look - when his fourth wife-to-be Esther
(52) walked in, for instance, he says:
“I told her I was going to be her
husband."

Over the years, he claims to have seen
some unbelievable things. "One girl who
came for a reading had killed a
three-year-old child, and a man had
murdered his family and escaped justice.

“These type of people want to know if I
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know what they've done and if they'll
ever be found out."

Of course, among the questions every
sceptic asks are: how can one believe
him? And how can he possibly know what
he claims is true?

"People test me all the time, he
protests. "Once a woman swallowed her
wedding ring when she tried to hide it!
But if you're going to come and try to
bluff me, what's the point?"

Where, then, do these so-called
revelatory powers come from?

“T don't think clairvoyance is a gift," he
replies, "it's something I work on and
practise every day. My mum read tea
leaves and, as a child, she taught me the
basics; it's been a learning curve since
then and I've learned from my mistakes."

One such 'mistake’, if you could call it
that, was his inability to foresee a
disaster for a relative who was raped in
east Belfast by four men some years ago.

“I didn't know it was going to happen,"
he admits, “even though I had just left
my psychology job to concentrate on
fortune telling full time."

At £25 per half hour session, his
counsel isn't cheap, but there are some
who clearly think it's worth it.

“There are 26 millionaires who come to
see me - they usually want to know if the
Inland Revenue is going to catch up with
them," he says.

“Then there are murderers who want to
know if their victim's body will be found.

“"Other people have been stealing from
their employers ... and I've also done
readings for policemen, as well as
members of the IRA and UDA."

If - as he claims - his access to
sensitive paramilitary information at one

point led Special Branch to bug his office,
he must be shouldering the weight of
withholding the truth?

“Who am I to judge?" he counters. "I
don't pass on information, although in the
past I have helped the police with murder
investigations."

His isn't, obviously, a job for the
faint-hearted either.

“You have to be careful what you tell
people. I get threats all the time. For
example, if I've told a woman her husband
is having an affair and she confronts
him ..." he trails off.

"I also remember a man coming in with his
wife and her sister. I did the women's
readings first and when it came to his turn
I told him they were both pregnant - by
him."

Apart from treading the murky waters of
human nature, there is frequently an upside
to his profession.

"Sometimes you're helping folk without
them realising," he explains. "During one
reading I told a woman to insure her
husband, because she would have nothing
left when he died.

“She replied that he was fighting fit, but
did it anyway. A few days later, he had a
heart attack and passed away."

Reports in different publications in the
past have suggested that there could be
some truth in Patrick's predictions.

“"A few weeks before a triple killing in
Portavogie, a woman visited me. I saw the
tragedy written in her cards and I told
her," he explains.

Despite that, Elizabeth Downes died,
along with her 17-year-old daughter,
Joanne, on May 3, 1992. They were both
shot dead at the family home by her
husband, Stuart, who then turned the gun
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on himself.

So what's the point of seeing the
future, if you can't change what's in
store? Especially if you diagnose yourself
with throat cancer - as he did recently
("I'm hoping to receive a date for an
operation fairly soon").

Is turning to the occult simply a
question of faith - or loneliness?

“I don't believe in God. I believe in
what I can see and hear; some of which
has been terrible," he says.

“Religion has been geared to keep the
masses in check; if people didn't believe
in Jesus Christ, mayhem would ensue."

He adds: "I'm not close to my family
(he has four brothers and five sisters)
and I don't have any friends either. Who
would want to be friends with someone
who can read their mind?"

Patrick started down his chosen path
after a supernatural childhood
experience.

“One night, when I was about five, I
was taken away by a UFO," he says.

“I shared a room with my brother and
mummy put us to bed around 8 p.m. The
next thing I knew it was morning ... but I
remembered being in a very bright room
with several people. They were between
4 ft 5 ins and 5 ft tall, with big faces and
big eyes. All T can say is, I came back a
clairvoyant."

Before I leave, Paddy is keen to give me
an insight into what my destiny holds.

He asks me to pick nine tarot cards,
which he reads, along with my palm.

As a qualified psychologist, Patrick can
no doubt pick up more than most from
appearance and body language - but I still
found the experience disconcerting.

What he told me about the future is,

well, possible, that I'll meet a gorgeous man
(indeed, a pleasant change) and move to
England (6od help us all).

But the revelations about a past
relationship were rather shocking - if what
he says is true.

After I leave I'm in limbo for a while.
Still, without wishing to cast aspersions on
Paddy's powers, or disparage those who
consult him, I can't help remembering an
Albanian proverb: there are no scarecrows
in the desert.
