Four Talks after Annual Genercl Meeting. Chairman Gordon Creighton.

E7uh Noverber 1865,

I am sorry the reports on these talks are so brief; the reason is
that, as I was giving one nyself, I did not find it possible to %tcke
notes on the others.

The first telk was by Dre. John Cleary-Baker on the strange sights
end souncs that have plagued resilents of Warminster, Wiltshire recertly,
This wos an extrerely interesting telk; details of the incidents
mentioned can be found in BUMORG Journa 21 Vol 1, No. 6 (autumn 1965).

sfter this came my tclk, which wos on leys cnd orthoteny, and I
told first of the discovery cf &lfred Watkins , an amateur Herefordshire
archaeologist. He disccvered in 1221 that prehistoric sites would aclign
with each other and that tile cligrnments would form radicting pattecrins.
Then I mentioned how 4Aim? Michel had discovered in 1954 that URO sight-~
ings, vhen plotted, would also form alignments and patternhs. The two
types of allgnmcnt were first connecteld by Tconhy Wedd, a Kent UFOlogizt,
but no gocd evidence was available then (12¢1) because no orthotenies
hed been discovered in Britain cnd no leys elsewherce.

I then told of hown I had secrched throuieh UFO mngazines anl other
sources for orthoteries in Britain and found several. each discovercd
by a different persgson. When plotted on o map, a er symetricel pattern
fotrneds The clinching evidence was a centre near Jorminster ot which
o very spectacular sighting occurred.
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The next talk was by Nigel Stephenson, the Research Officer of
BUFOR:, onh the work he had been doing cduring the past yecr. He meriiocred
how he had been filing BUFOR,'s mascsive stere of UFO reports uhder +he
types of UFOs seen, but had still feiled to find chy common denomihatior
among them (for instance, a certein type of weird sound éid noh go wivh
a certain type of oLgecns He mentiocned that Lhe was plﬂphwnw wesenrch
into the possible conncction of UFOs with variocus tsrrestrial pn/¢,3h~
ments (ee.g., to see if o certzin type of crep or geological ahructums
miée a certain type or UFf0 appear ovcrheadye

Lostly, Stephen Smith gave o talk which he entitled "Some Thouzhts .

on UFOs¥. He began by quotlnv the receni ®adhemen® centacu case; and
siaomwed thﬂt the cdeccription nf the UFO glvcn by 4dhemar diflersd a great
deal from the picture published in Flyirg Scucer RBeviews Yaen he woud
