Of course, even a programme of 
this length did not a1low full treatment of the 
situation - but it was fe lt that given t� fact that 
there was no pre-planning, a good general coverage, 
and certainly an interesting discussion emergedo It 
is a pity that more time was not available to discuss 
local sightings and UFO activity and the result may 
have seemed slightly biasad ag�inst this, but one 
cannot do everything at once and certainly I�PIT -
and the UFO scene in the North West - must benefit 
from this publicity. Thanks must go to Mike and Ken 
for co-operating so well in this venture. It ts

Geologists now believe that man's ancestors stretch 
back to 10-15 million years and fossilis ed remains do 
exist, - but these 3.r.a primative sub--human races, not 
civilised man and th� footprint in the Gobi rock is of 
a mau wearing n shce. 
This is no isolated incilent, either. Oth�r rocks 
abound with foot and hand-prints in th0m Rocks which 
formed at times when Jinosaurs roamed a tropical world 
and hardly any mammals �nd certainly no m�n existed. 
There ar� 0ven stones of archfacts found inside rocks -
for e�a�gle& iron nails. This is fortunate sinc e over 
7? mllll n �ears only the most hardy 2 rchfacts would 
survive the ravages of time. How much of our plastic­
bottled cake-canned world will become fossils for 
future Geologists? The question is, how can these things 
occur? So far tre only explanation put forward has b een 
that these prove that either Men have bc�n around for 
longer than we believa, or that th,jy are proof of an 

xtra- terrestial visitation. Two ooints are important. 
These rocks arc spaced over millions of years and they 
show no sign of evolution. If man had b een around for 
so long we would not be here as we are now. Apartfrom 
this, the fossil record - th ough incomplete - has become 
clear enough to be certain trot hPmans could not have 
existed so long ago. So where ar0 we left? Extra­
TerLestrial visitors are possible. Though the time

is a problem. Did they vieit us every few � million 

years even though there was no lntelligent life). Are 
they remains of maLy different space races? How long 
has life abounded in the Universe? Or are they signs of 
time tra·v·el? In this series I will endeavour to put 
forward ideas and theories about why time-tray�l is 
possible and how UFO's can get into its theor1es but 
let's consider these mysteries fir st. Time Travel is 
probably only possible into t�e past ( though how do you 
2..2t back to vour nresent - the nasts' future ) . 

Expeditions would be sent to obs8rv8 the past and 
would be left to b�comc our fossils. If thesG 
expeditions ara from, say, 2974LD? wa are in the 
remote pa.st to them. Consider hnvr we would study 
the civilisation of 974AD in a helicopter. ·7e 

wo uld transport that back in timeo 
Next month I will compar� this to the UFO 

phenomenao
