Was it a 
landing or not? Well, here at J\'IAPIT we term it as a Landing! Many 
UFOlogists will disagree because to them a landing case is one with the 
UFO exe�uting a controlled and smooth landing. Perhaps occupa�ts/side­
effects, etJ., are seen and then perhaps a controlled take off. The 
reason this case is a landing is tecause the UFO did end up on the ground. 
even �hough it didn't appear to be controlled. To quote the witness: 
"fall to the ground like a flare". A ·meteor? Why was no debri fou1d 
at the landing sight? A firework? Fireworks don't glow in the dark 

·when burnt out as b:.g as a football. Aircraft, satellites and high­
flying space junk can be discounted. MAPIT che�ked with the Met.Office 
ard no t8mperature 'i.nversions were recorded on the night in question. 
The question to answer is: "What wns the flame coloured glow flying hig� 
in the sky? Then, movin� out of vision, the same or similar-looking 
object fell to tLe ground, giving out a glow ( falling in one piece or 
splitting in t wo, a point two of the witnesses cannot agree on) . Then 
there appeared to be nothing but a white light travelling high in the skyli 
The light was travelling on the same course as the glow when first seen. 
A light reflection is also a weak case becuase, after tte initial sight'i.ng 
the windowR were immediately opened. This sighting has been filed 
UNIDENTIFIED by MAPIT.

Ever3 
group excep� one answered our let�er, even if just to say they were not 
�ble to come. The g r oup that didn't answer was BUFORA ( Staffs), a grou p 
Hhich might h�ve even offered to help in advising us in organising the 
Conference . But no cnance - I suppose unlees they can do it themselves9 
they don't want to knowo

ID8n+, break.
