Ev e n  for t h o s e  w ho co n s id e r  it s imp l y  a p s yc h o log i c a l  o r  
socio l og i c a l  p he nom e no n, it wo u ld s ur e ly ho ld out po s s ib il it i e s  o f  a n  imm e n s e  
l e ap fo rw ard i n  h um a n u nd e r s ta ndi ng a nd p s yc ho log y. 
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I am particularly interested at present in certain aspects of shamanism and folklore, 
which appear to have many parallels in common with UFO activity. A writer who has 
provoked much thought in this direction is Carlos Castaneda, whose by now well known 
'Don Juan' books have set off quite a following amongst New Age Thinkers as well as 
orthooox anthropologists. although not necesserily in the subject of UFOs However. 
even he has been rubbe� a 'trickster' in the archetypal sense and thus takes his place 
alongside the UFO as a Trickster symbol For 811 that, Pnd whether one accepts his 
books as fact, fiction or fable there is no roubt that they incornorate many well­
authenticater shamanistic practices 

For those not alreary acquainte? with thr�e works CPrlos CPstenena was a young anthropologist 
who, in the 1960's, claims to have been tricked by a Yaqui In?i�� sorcerer into becoming 
his apprentice. Some of the eerie a ventures his mentor Don Juan involves him in are 
very characteristic of certain t�rpes of UFO happenings Oninous thunnerings rroulo sound 
around the desert just prior to a manifestation of a strange type of entity known as an 
'ally'. An 'ally' would appear to be a form of �tural energy that can take on any form 
it likes - plant, mineral, animal, the appearance of a human being or even something 
totally alien. While this energy may arise from something exterior to the observer, it 
could equally well be an extension of the human psyche brought about by certain psycho­
magical practices. Many UFO contactees have reported strange rumblings from the sky before 
an encounter with UFOs or 'spacemen•. It could be that these rumblings, like the well-· 
known whistling and buzzing noises that often accompany ghostly orp3ychic manifestations, 
presage a change of consciousness. Likewise the feeling that everything has"stopped11 -
i.e. no birds, ears, sounds, etc. 

While the •Don Juan' books do tend to be issued on a 1cliffhanger1 basis, which leaves one 
somewhat anxious for the next instalment, many of the shamanistic practices described therein 
can be checked from other, perhaps better authenticated material. For example, in the book 
Autobiography of a Yogi by Barimhansa Yogananda, the author tells of visits by his deceased 
teacher and others, who arrived in golden spheres of light, floating down from the sky very 
much in the manner of the average LITS. This could of course have been a subjective 
experience but one can speculate endlessly here. Again this is paralleled in Celtic tradition 
and one case history in Evans-WentZ'' book The Fairy Faith in Celtic Countries describes the 
sighting of 'fairy people' who drift down in globes of light. As regards 'allies', in I.M. 
Lewis's book Ecstatic Religion are shovnpictures drawn by an Eskimo Iglulik shaman, which 
describes entities which "though terrifying ann frightening in their natural state, can be 
captured an0 tamed by shamans and thus transformen into benevolent 'hepp� � spirits' or 
familiars. I ron't suggest. however, that you go after the average U 0 occupant with 
butterfly net an� chlorofom pa0! Sh�mans often demonstrate their powers by spinnin g up 
into the sky an' descen0ing \vi th a falling-leaf motion - very UFO-like ! 

There have also been a numbPr of in�tances where 's�8cemen' hRve been seen a�parently 
encased in a transparent sphere The �ra�ings by the Eskimo shPman also bear resemblance 
to beings described by people who have e:x··q- riencer biza,. re UFO Cf')ntacts But here again9 
if the Castene�a books are anything to go b y rescri�tions of en entity seem to vary verJ 
much with the witnesses - to each his Ov7n nightmare in fact 

Some people see angels, of course - ana a parallel story in the Bible is th8t of Jacob 
wrestling with the angel which is very akin to the shaman's struggle with an 'ally' l'fho? 
once overcome, thereafter helps anr protects his conqueror. 

This ability of 'allies' to take on any shape reminds me of the story from Australia of 
the man whose car was invaded by a strange UFO presence which informed him that it could 
appear as "anything you like". The shamans warn of death and injury when entangling with 
'allies' - and these also seem possibilities when encountering UFOs and their crews. In 

some cases, however, contactees are set off in some new positive path in life, or are 
healed of a longstanding disability; whilse others suffer drastic physical effects which 
end in mental and physiological disorder. Is thia sll part of a policy of confusion or 
does it depend on our individual makeup as to \'lhich type of "close encounter" lve are likely 
to experience? 

Medical examinations and the hand-gathering of various specimens of earth flor and fauna 
do not seem consistent with advanced technology - all this could easily be carried out by 
remote control. Is it all done for effect, or it is a subjective or objective mental 
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experience which like stigmata manifests in a physical sense? Unrler Aeep hypnosis a 
subject can exhibit blisters and all mBnner of uhysicPl symptom, see things th at aren't 
there, and be able to perform actions which normally he coulo not carry out. I personally 
know of a case where in trance an' mentPlly reliv·ng a trek across wet fiel�s a subject's 
boots became filled ·with murdy water an'� his socks har to be wrung out ! The shamans kno'l<T 
they � achieve these effects, although possibly not �� an� we are gradually enlarging 
our own horizons by such methods as hypnosis? biofeedback, an0 various types of meditation 
and change of consciouness techniques. The future appears to hold many exciting possibilities 
and could it be that in one respect the UFO experience is urging us on? Or are they just 
playing with us, trick or treat? 

Meanwhile, what is happening to us now? Strange UFO contact sto�s still flow in and even 
in Britain nowle are getting reports of UFO kidnappings and zoodical examinations. It is 
even being suggested that anyone having just a mundane LITS sighting should ask themselves 
whether they have suffered a time-lapse or not; who kno� they may have been picked up, 
whirled through the UFO equivalent of a medical scanner, debriefed with appropriate memory 
blank and deposited back on planet earth a-��, wondering wherever that missing half-hour 
went to ! It makes one question whether some of the very vivid UFO dream experiences have 
any basis in fact ! But the crunchy question is, are people actually whirled �icall][ 
aloft or it is all just a mental experience? Would, for instance, an impartial witness see 
them frozen to the spot and in a trancelike state while their peak experience is going on 
at some other level? 

In Celtic tradition the fairies got blamed for everything - they were always luring poor 
mortals away into their mounds for a bit of a song and dance and the victims would eventually 
stumble out, dazed and amnesic, with anything from a few hours, days or years missing from 
their lives. However, '\VW don't get lured into UFOs for a bit of song and dance these days -
far from it ! And, except for the early 1950's days, there are no lovely ladies or handsome 
spacemen to make our stay more entrancing. So why have the ghoulies taken over? 

Well, as I said earlir, it may be that the 'goor guys' have given us up as hopeless ann 
h ve left the 'bao guys' to see what they can oo. Or maybe it's that olo fellow the 
Trickster figure, the archetype who h�s nlaguer mankinr since its beginning manifesting 
through mortals such as George Aramski an CPrlos Castenera aad through such phenomena as 
the Loch Ness ��nster an� UFOs 6ne nevPr SPems to get the answer because there isn't one 
"It's that olr1 rickster again" sa.y the Rei! Inni.an leg en�a when once morr 1eople have been 
made to look foolish. But they've lera.nt something vR.lu8ble as well. 

All we can do at present is to keep alert a.nr watch events an-� maybe bring together more 
pieces of the puzzle. Each irea or theory bein[ presenten exten�s our mental visibility 
that little bit more and even if arrant nonsense or a hoax it might set someone off on 
the right tack. But of course • . • if it is the Trickster, then we have a long and merry 
dance ahead of us which will no doubt ha;9 its painful moments. We'll just have to rely 
on our wits to get us out of the fairy mound, �ore the fairy dust thrown in our eyes, and 
really get wise to ourselves!

SKYWATCHES - MY PERSONAL INVOLVEMENT \'lrrH THEM. by D.J.Goring, Essex UFO Study Group. 

Organised skywathes amongst UFO groups are a common activity and form, I feel,quite an 
important part of any group's agenda. 

vlhen I acted as my o1m group's Sk:ywath Officer, I received more enquiries about the date 
of the next Skywatch than I did for anything else. It is obviously everyone's desire to see 
one of these phantom UFOs and newcomers especially seem to feel that somethL� not far short 
of a pre-arranged rendezvous has been made with our flying friends, and I am sometimes still 
asked, nWhat will we see and whereabouts in the sky vrill it be?" Then again, there are 
others who feel that skywatches - or nightwatches, as some people prefer to cull them - h�ve 
a slightly different meaning from that which one might think. On a number of well-anvert�sed 
watches which were well attended ( in excess of 40 people), the participants thought that 
there was going to be a lecture - and virtually aemanded a lecture - on the subject of UFOs 
just lile a group meeting. On one or two other occasions many people who attended acted 
like (or were) tourists, and they expected a guided tour of landing sitGa, etc. 
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On one embarrassing skyws.tch I rf'member ever:vone left at 12 45 Sun·"'ay morning but unbe­
known to us a large group of neo,le who, l're fo1mfl out later 't'Tantefl to come along, AiA so 
at 1. 30 the same morni:r� ! Of course no one w�s there to greet them ! There i8 no set 
time to the finish of our skywatches a.nr' 1-re fin� that 90% of the people �isnppear by about 
1.00 a.m. anyway, so �t was a rare surprise bo hear of a grou1 of neople turning up at 1.30 am. 

Skywatching, of cot�se, simply means searching the heavens fo r UFOs but it is a sa� fact 
that u:ros are very rarely seen on sky1·'"atches - except at places like \1arminster, per�r\ps. · 

Even so, skywatches are not a total waste of time. First� they are tremen�ous socl�l 
affairs - some people only socialise under certain circumstances, an0 the British are c;ot 
the greatest of people at speaking to strangers. I have noticed that a number of the roup's 
members are only ever seen on skywatches for they are more keen to catch a glimpse of our 
extra-terrestrial visitors than to hear a dull old lecture about some part of the subject. 
Many non-members, when the advertising is extensive, attend, and some of these often end 
up becoming members. Then, of course, we hear about other people's UFO sightings, �1ir:htings 
which they wouldn' ·t have told anyone else about even anonymously over the phone. I1: fa�·r., 
one of the best sightings I've ever heet� of came as a result of a skywatch! 

Then there are those people who condemn skywatches because they foel that there is :tr) :1er...se 
standing around looking at the sky for hours on end at the top of some lonely hi.ll mJ·':; in 
the country. - to say nothing of .freezing to death in tho process ! Ac..mittedly, OL'.r: 1_.;;;,") 
have to suffer 'some discomforts, but the rewards that can be gained should be conclit.!.o.r<�d� 
As to the skywatching itself, one has to be very careful at times. There was one skywatch 
we held where a yellowish-white light just hung in the sky for i hour and this really had 
us jumping for joy - until it began to mvve· ever so slowly across the sky at a fairly low 
elevation. Even then we l'Teren' t really sure what to make of it, but finally vte made out a 
winking red light and sure enough it turned out to be an aircraft. On another occasion, 
an aircraft banked towards us and its landing lights lit up the whole area - even though 
it was mies away - that sure did look spectacular! Things that move nearly always turn 
out to be natural phenomena - arti�icial satellites, astronomical phenomena, anA a host of 
other natural paraphernalia bug the skywatcher - the less- experienced he or she is the more 
difficult it becomes to �isti--guish between the natural . • •. • • • • •  : .qnn the unlmown!

Spielberg's epic is much more than another snace fiction film Steven Spielberg h�s not 
only achieved a life-long ambition by making a film on the UfO enigma, He has ma�e a 
film which is affecting opinion wherever it is seen. That he c:!Ose fiction as his medium 
for a serious theme is not without precedent. 

Hogarth illustr�ted the terrible conditions of his time through �inting, Dickens exposed 
the evils of Victorian v�erty through the novel while Voltaire, �rift, Shaw ann Orwell used 
satire as a medium for what they wanted to put acr�ss. -�his ·can achieve the attention of an 
audience which rarely views a documentary or re�ds non-fiction. In the hands of such 
artists as these, the chosen media can be extremely·poweful ways of ir�luencing opinion. 

It shoUd not be thought that, as this film is fiction, it is less important. Through 
suggestion, imagery and superb visual effect, it broadens the mind, opens up new patterns 
of thought and has a potentially profound effect on opinion. There is little doubt that 
this film has made the phenomenon more widely understood and accepted. 

I doubt if opinion will ever be t he same again. The criticisms. of some ufologists of the 
ambivalent behaviour of the unonauts is invalid. It has been said more than once that we 
would not understand them. This film is important and impressive •
