To the 
gullable this book v�ill be a very exciting contribution to the contactee forum., "the 
first do c umented photographs of identified extraterrestrial spacecraft" the t ex� 
proclaims. The. alleged contactee, a Swi.ss farmer/caretaker - Eduard Billy MeiRr has 
a fascinating tale to tell, photogrphs of the pleiadian space�raft, movie footage, 
physical evidence and conversation with the aliens. The whole Btory and text in the 
book is sparse to say the least with ludicrous connections made \.vi th the pyramids, nazcu 

plains and the devil's tower as featured in Spielbergs film 'Close Encounters of the 
Third Kind)'. Meier's background makes for some interesting reading, from an early age 
{5 years) he began to hear voices, in the early seventies after returning fl"'Otn Ind1a 
\illt!ere he studied A.shram he became conve:i.nced the voices �18re coming from flying saucers= 
Jim Lorenzgn of Apro casts doubts on the honesty of the claims, Meier makes ufo models 
in appearance the same as he has photographed, he has also been found destroyin� evidencg 
of such models. To quote Kal Korff - "after a careful review of all the major events 
purpcrt8d by Genesis III and those individuals involved in the Meier case, it can be 
conclusively proven that the case is indeed a hoaz, and a very graniose one at that. 
It is certainly the rr.ost extravagant of all the kno\!IJn ccintactee cases contained within th:=� 
records of ufology, \illi thout the slightest shred of evidence to support its authenticity"" 
Computer evaluati"on of the photos by Ground Saucer �latch brought this response - "it is 
our oplnlon that all the analysed photographs ere hoaxes, both crud2 and gradiose''. 
Gsresis III promise a s�cond volumn with updates on Meiers claims - you have been warn8rlL 
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Well the reader digested t he text of t he boo k  - if you score 0 to 4 then you are as ked 
to rea d  the boo k aga in a n d  ma ke notes as you go a lo ng or perhap s  s i t  at the back of 
the c l a s s ?  One item i n  the boo k  whi c h  I would. l i ke t o  corre ct i s  mention given to 
the Airshow p hotograph on page 142. It is stated quite in corre ctly that thi s case 
wa s pas s e d  on to Los Ha l l  of Nufo i s  by myself for investigation, whom ha s concluded 
that t he o bject in the frame is in fact a bird. Wel l,  t1apit wa s informed of thi s c a se 
orig ina l l y  by Cufort and instigate d a n  investigation. Pete r Sout herst of Kodak 
an alysed the negative a n d  in hi s report stated, " It i s  impo s s i bl e  to be certain of the 
ce�se of t he tiny transparent maek on frame n o.l6 of t he film you sent us". He 
continue s, "It is worth remembering that a n yt hing that sett l e s  on t he film during 
e xpo sure wi ll leave its shado w. A piece of dust or s ome similar foreign matter could 
certainly le ave a mark suc h  as t he o n e  on the film you sent. T he action of mo ving 
t he film from o ne frame to ·the n ext would be suffi cien t  to d i s l ode;e suc h a parti c l e". 
At t he time Mapit had no fac i l ities for enlarging negative s and we wi s hed to o btain 
s ome b l ovJups of frame 16. After be ing in contact with Jo hn Cree of Nufoi s  who assured 
me that Nufo i s  woul d do some enlargements for Mapit, I despatc hed t he ·Negative with a 

cover to Nottingham on t he 14th January 1978. At a Nufo n meeting in Crewe in 1879 
�0�í a s ked Patri c k  Fleckney w hat had happen e d  to t he negative; he stated t hat they were 
ready an d he would see that t he blowups e tc. were sent within seven d a y s. Over two 
ye ars have s i n ce gone by without a trace of them arriving t hrough the letterbox. I c�me 
under atta c k  on this point in the edjtorial of UFO Re searc h Review although not . 
mention ed by name the fo l lowing po ints are ma d e  "An other mo an at t he conference came 
from a n  individual who comp l a i n e d  t h at a p hotograph sent in for evaluation had been 
ign ored an d he nad neard nothing from us. There is no truth i n  t hi s  c harge . The 
i n d ividual d e aling with the ph otograph had n ot onl y written to t he pers on concerned 
but d iscus sed it person all y  with him. The writer of these note s h a s  him self written 
to t he owner of t he phtograp h, an d we have carbo n cop i e s  of t he letters on f i l e. In 
the lig ht of thi s ,  then t he c harge t h at we fai l ed to write to t he owner of the photo 
graph to explain an y delay iw with out foundati on". In wishine o nly to present t he 
facts as I know them I would l i ke to ma ke '.s ome points: ( 1) I was never informed by 
Nufo is of delay; (2) t he negative w a s  sent to Nufo i s  to be en l a rged o n l y, (3) I 
never a s sisted Mi ss Ran dles in t he preparation of her boo k conc e�n ing t he p hotgBraphs 
a s  �(�þ am cred ited in t he acknowledgements as so do ing. The first �0�í knew of t he inclu­
s i on of thie case was when I read t he boo k .  I h ave n o  wish t o  b e come invo lved in 
argument on this matter as I kn ow the truth and o n l y  wi s h  in t he above to ma ke this 
known. In c l osi n g  I found the boo k very d i sappointing i n deed and felt t hat more thought 
could h ave gone into its content, W hy, for e x a mple , didn't Mis s  Randle s list all 
group addre s ses li aisn� wit h  Nufon so t hat interested parti e s  and newcomers could have 
j o ined up \'IIi th them and t hus be come e ducate d in practi ce to some degree?

INFORMATION NEEDS OF UFOLOGI STS by Jo hn Prytz 

Informati on i s  as basi c a resourc e to the n e eds of man king as any other. Information 
however, is in crea stnr; at as fast a rate as n atura l resource s are decre asinr .. even 
fa ster! T hi s exponential incre a se of informati o n  cuts a cro ss the spe ctrum of humEln 
intere sts - ufo l ogy is n o  e xcepti on . T he ta sk f a cing ufologi sts to an increasing 
degree is to n ot only keep up to date ( input), but to use techniques that organ ise the 
masses of d ata suc h  that retri eval of information (output) i s  rapit, a ccurate ( highly 
spe cifi c )  and es  complete a s  the data b a se allows. The dggree of magnitude of the 
pro blem can be seen i n  the author ' s  own lOFO ( and related) data base , i n  t h at the infor­
mation conten t for t he peri o d  1975-1979 i s  almo st triple that for t he period 1965-1969. 
Ths author fu�%ly expects thi s to triple again during 198 5 -1989! 

A well kept �ers onal UFO library (in the bro adest s�nse) is an investment we ll worth 
the time an d effort needed. A �one can acqui re an d store in formation, but storinz it 
doe s nothing - informati on ·i s for us ing ?  1\lthough various limiting factors suc h as 
mone y, space ava i l a bl e, and time place constrainsts on an y li brary, a small but well­
organi se d l i brary ( with specifi c po l i cies for input s a n d  outputs )  can be far more 
valua ble a re source t han a mas s i ve col l e ction whi c h  has no organ i s ation. Unlike a 
pub lic li brary whi ch must be al l thi n�s to all peop l e, a ufoloLi st's person a l  library 
whi c h  must be interdi s ciplinary i n  s cppe, a ufo log i st ' s  d ata base will also be inter­
disc iplinary, whi ch reflects t he n ature of t he sub ject ufo l ogi sts study. Compoun ding 
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The p roblem of in fo rmat ion input an d o ut p u t  for t he ufologist is thie fact or . 
Alt hough not all u fologi st s wi ll have t he n eed t o  collect and use information in all 
relat ed areas, a go o d  UFO dat a ba se will con tain more than j u st t he t erm "UFO" i n  
t he titles comprising that dat a b a se . T here wo uld b e  many u fologi sts needing .. collect­
ing .. and u s i n g  material in t he areas of psy c h i c  phen omen a ,  the paran ormal .. psychclgy 
an d s o c i ology , reli ci on, astronomy, SETrn, exobi ology .. astronautics .. atmo spheri c 
physics an d an thropo logy/ arc haeology . A s  t he speci fi c n eeds vary .. s o  t o o  would t he 
specific sys t ems n eeded t o  cope with input and o ut p ut . Ho wever .. t here are generalities 
which c ut acro s s  t he i n format i on n eeds of u folori st s collect ively .. starting with t he 
types of forms i n formati on co me s  i n .

Types of Forms o f  In format ion : As s uming that a u fologi st knows their information n eed s 
they wi ll fin d  ·a wide variet y of f orms that i n format i on can come in. Alt h ough it i s  
rare that a u fologist will res tri ct h i m self (o r herself) t o  o n e  or t wo t ypes , never­
the-le s s  .. s ome forms req u i re a greater investmen t in time an d mo ney t han ot hers.
