Under the crystal chandeliers and the Adrum ceiling of their quiet,close 
carpeted room in · the heart of the City;the 16 members of Lloyd's Committee 
quietly s.igned the notice that meant the death of 2'7 men. All of them were 
the crew of the �;750 ton steamer Kiki which disappeared on its way from 
Germany to Yugoslavia six months ago. �� notice put out by the committee 
under the signature of Sir Henry Stenhouse Ma.nce,officie.lly told Lloyd1s 
underwriters and .the shipping world that the Kiki was 'missing! In taqt, 
the Fame.gusta�registered ship is lost, and she is not alone. In the past 
ten years,a Lloydts clerk using the traditional quill pen,has carefully 
written into their Casualty Book the names Qt' ql ships,with·l,034 men,wo­
men and children,which have vanished without trace-sailed out from ports 
all over the world and never been seen again. Ships are lost at sea in 
any age fer all numbe� of reasons,collisions,fires,rocks,reefs,etc. in opem 
water. But these �1 ships �ve no story to tell.They simply disappeared-­
an almost incredible situation in the modern world of navigational aids run 
and telecommunications. Some were fishing vessels,others 23 ton Britis·h· 
boat,Fourisles,which vanished in 196l.They coul.d have gone to the bottom 
under a freak wave. But what happened to ships like 10,000 ton Mil�on Iat­
ridis posted missing in April last year,en route from New Orleans to Cape 
Town? Or the Ithaca Island which disappeared beyween Norfolk,Virginia,and 
Manchester with a cargo of grain?
