For some time now, there have been 

rumours that a businessman, Ray Santilli, had obtained ACTUAL FILM FOOTAGE 

of the of the UFO crash site. Now Philip Mantle of BUFORA confi�ms that such 

film footage, sup posed I y U1ken j ust af ter the crash, does indeed exist, having 

seen a segment or j t h i mse J r. This segment of film is called "the field 

examination" and allegedly depicls a dead alien being examined on-site of 

the crash in a hut or cabin-type construc tion.

There appear to be two men exam-

ining the crealure wilh a man in a dark coat with his back to the camera. 

There is no sound or close ups on this segment. This film was shot on 14 reels 

and copied by a former US military cameraman.

FASTER THAN LIGHT TRAVEL A recent a rtic le in New S c i e n t i s t  ( No. l97 1 ,  1 s t  

A p r i l  1 995 ) b y  J u l ian Brown presented some e v idence that even l ight can 

some t imes t ra v e l  faster that l i ght! It seems that par t i c les and photons of  

l ight  can sometimes tunnel  through obstacles  using quantum mechan ics, and  

emerge f r om the far  side o f  the obstacle in  less t i me than  it  wou ld  have  taken 

l ight to t ravel  t h a t  d i s tance . The phenome non may be real, but researchers 

are unsure y e t  whether a signal ( i . e .  use f u l  i n fo rma t i o n ) can poss i b l y  be 

t ransm i t ted at s u p e r l uminal  veloc i ty . Unfo r t u  nately, this phenomenon is 

i nca pa b l e  of  sen d i n g  ord inary  si zed o bjects at fas ter tha n l i ght s peeds.

STRANGE ENCOUNTERS FROM THE NOR'l'll l�i\S'J' by C to r ii.l O i xon . 

i\ Durham "Co blin" ? 

Witness : Diana Logan ( pseudon ym); 

Place : A690, near Brancepe th ViJlagc, County Durham; 

Date : 2 n d  Janua r y  1 995. 

Diana Logan ' s  siste r contacted I�UFORi\ on the 4th of  Ja nuary and I co ntact­

ed her that eveni n g, when she rlesc r i_ bee! Lo me the events of the mo r n i n g  of 

2nd Ja nua r y . Diana told me that she had o bserved what she could o n l y  desc r i be 

as  a " g o b l i n "  t y pe cr ea t u re o n  Llw grass verge o( the i\690 , on her way to 
work . She contac ted the Durham pol i c e , who fe lt that she needed to speak to 

a wi l d l i fe e x p e r t  [! ]. Howev er, Diana wa s adamant that she did not observe 

an a n i ma l , but  some kind o f  li  fp form thnt she did  not understand . The police 



eventually put someone on the phone who, after listening to the events she 

experienced, put her in touch with BUFORA. 

Dave Newton and myself visited Diana at her home near Crook in County 

Durham on Saturday 7th January. Her husband, sister and daughter were present 

during our discussion. They have a large detached home overlooking the country­

side -tha'=: }•cJ husband built himself. Diana is thirty nine years of age and 

we found her to be a very down to earth lady, with no particular interest 

in UFOs or other related phenomena. Diana1s husband, however, has always been 

interested in unusual phenomena, and likes to watch programmes covering this 

subject. Diana1s sister has had some experiences that appear to be of a para­

normal nature. Diana 1 s daughter is seventeen years of age and appeared to 

be curious about what her mother had seen. They all supported Diana1s 

experience, in that they confirmed that "if that is what she said she saw, 

then that is exactly what she saw, as she is not prone to fantasy". They are 

puzzled that she did not tell any of them about this encounter until the 

following evening, which they stated in the interview is very contradictory 

to the open nature of her character normally. 

Diana and her sister took Dave Newton and myself with them in the car 

Diana was driving on the morning of the encounter to the area of the A690 

where she claims to have observed this small being. We pulled alongside the 

part of the road where ::.he had made the observation. There is a grass verge 

with a slight incline, which then levels out to a fence lining the area beyond 

of fields and countryside. This is how Diana observed this creature walking 

towards her on the grass verge and then walking sideways up the incline of 

the grass verge towards the fence at the top. Certainly, looking out of her 

passenger window and pulling alongside, she would have been very close to 

it. Diana describes the events of that morning in the following way:  

"Well, I got up as usual to go to work, and I always c heck the time 

because I start work at half past seven [a.m. ] ,  and I left the house 

at five past seven, and it would be approximately at ten past seven, 

I was proceeding along the A690 towards Durham, where I work . Brancepeth 

Castle is on the right hand side, and just past the castle on the left 

hand side the road tends to get wider .. . it 1 s not a dual carriageway, 

but it 1 s a quicker road than through the village [ Brancepeth ]. Through 

the front windscreen of my car I saw this small object moving in a puppet­

like action. I slowed right down alongside it and looked out of the left 

hand passenger window, and saw what appeared to be a little man walking . . .  

about less than table height. . .  two foot something, I would estimate at. 

As I slowed alongside it, I was quite amazed and tried to take it all 

in, and I was amused as well. At first I thought someone was playing 

a trick with a remote control. It was quite dark, but I could see it 

s-

f rom the f r o n t  windsc reen and I slowed rig ht down alongside i t . I caught 

it i n  my l i g h t s . The dash boa rd and every thing lit u p  the car on the 

i ns i de . I c o u l d  see i t  from the side v i ew as wel l, when I pull ed a l o ngside 

it.  I would e s t i ma t e  it  to  be about two yards awa y . . . wel l two and a ha l f  . .  

some t hing  l ike t ha t . I slowed right down t o  obser v e  i t  . . .  v i r t u a l l y  to  

a s t a ndst i l l, so I was  i n  first  gear, and  I watched i n  amazemen t  as it  

was walki n g . I was  more  amused w i t h  i t:.s puppet  l ike movement,  and I took 

p a r t icular  n o t i c e  of t he d e t a i l  of  i t s  head, and the shape of i t s  bod y . 

The head was n o t  p o i nted at the t o p, b u t  fa i r l y  oval, and t he c h i n  was 

like s l i gh t l y  p o i n ted and I could see like an almond shaped eye . It  was 

l ike a s i d e  v i ew, as it was wa lki ng, and I sor t  of j us t  l ooked a t  i t, 

b u t  i t  d i dn ' t  l ook a t  me . I was alongside i t, and i t  was to my side, 

and  I was l ooki ng o u t  the window at t h is side, and i t  sort  of ke p t  on  

wal ki n g , b u t  I could  see  l ike an almond shaped eye  a t  t he side  of  its  

head . "  

A t  t h i s  p o i n t  we i n te rj ec t ed t o  ask Diana exac t l y  wha t she mean t  b y  a n  a lmond 

shaped e y e . She exp lai ned this as fo llows: 

"My daught e r s ' eyes are sort of almond shaped, b u t  b i gger and more 

d i s t i n c t  t ha n  hers . . .  qui tc a bit more d i s t i nc t . I d i d n't see any o t her 

featu res o n  this c haracter, just ma i n l y  this eye and i ts movemen t . "  

I asked her why she was amused ra ther than sh ocked or f r i gh tened : 

" N o, i t  was b l oo d y  unbel ievable . . .  you don ' t  see any th i ng l ike th is! It 

was yel low in c o l our, not bright yel low, it was l ike a mid y e l l ow, and 

i t  wasn ' t  a shi n y  fi nish . . .  mustardy, and d u l l. . .  and i t  was qu i te s l i m  

i n  bui ld, b u t  I w o u l d  t h i nk i t  wou ld be in  propo r t i o n  w i t h  i t s  body, 

because with it being so small , it  wasn ' t  like thick set, i t  was s l imly  

b u i l t . Tha t ' s  a l l  I can really remember about i t . It didn ' t  have  any  

feet or hands  t ha t  I not iced , and it  was wa lking w i t h  a sort  o f  p u p pet­

l ike act ion. It was like its  hands were coming u p  and i t  was sort  of  

d o i ng t h i s  [ Diana then showed us the wa lki ng moveme n t  of  this  c rea t u re, 

which looked v e r y  similar  to a puppet on s t r i ngs] . 

I wa tched i t  f o r  a wh i l e u n t i l  it walked on a b i t  f u r t her, then I star ted 

to  pull awa y with the ca r. As I pul led away, I got a few yards and 

I s t o p ped t he car, and  I was goi ng Lo put  i t  into  reverse gear. I looked 

in my mirror  a n d  t here 1vere no cars or a n y t h ing behind me and then I 

decided bet t e r  of it a nd I though t no, I'll carry  on and I ' l l go to wo rk. " 

We asked Diana why, a f ter what she had sec, she wasn ' t  more cu rious to ma y be 

get out  of her car. She sa id  

" I  don't know, I ca n ' t  e x p l a i n LhnL. The on l y thing I could  t h i nk was 

that it was a le prechaun . My perceplion of this l i t t l e  man, was a lcp re-



c haun, and  i l  was a rea l live one , and it was a l ittle man, and that ' s  

a l l  there was to it . "  

We then asked her whethe r it was 

possible that she was obser v i ng a 

c h i ld : 

"The polic e  asked me that when I s poke 

to them, a r e  you  sure it wasn't a 

smal l  c hild ? It was because of the 

proportion of it and the b u i ld,  and 

because I've worked with c h i l d ren  . . .  

I t  d i dn't e v e n  resemble a chi ld.  " 

We asked her why she felt she was 

looking at a man : 

"That was my perc e ption of i t . You 

know like you  see  a d i v i ng suit . . .  and  

it looked a l l  i n  one l i ke that . You 

could see the shape of it . . .  its arms 

and legs and the mov ement , but it 

looked all l ike the same c o lour. I don't know, I j ust referred to i t  as a man . "  

We then asked D i a na whether she noticed the colour of its face : 

" I t  was a l l  the same c o l ou r, exce pt for  the d i stinction of the almond 

shaped e y e, w h i c h  l ooked darker, it j ust l ooked like black, dark compa red 

to the rest . "  

We asked her how she f e lt about what she had seen : 

"To te l l  you  [ L he] truth I hav n't thought that much more about it , since  

the  fami l y ,  . . . the y ' re l ike c u r i ous, and the y  keep  asking, but I' m not 

i nterested to even bother a bout it now . I don't want other people  

to know about iL  and I wouldn't Lulk Lo  other people or anylhlng . "  

We were most i nterested to know why Diana, a fter hav i ng seen·' someth i ng so 

strange, did not thi nk much mo re a bout it until the followi n g  evening . She 

told us that she c o u l d n't understand that herself : 

Well, I' m nol rea lly i nto fantasy and u nbelievable things . I genera l l y  

j ust r e a d  truestories a n d  th i ngs , a n d  it w a s  too u nbelievable . "  

CONCLUSIONS . 

I have  s poken with Diana se veral  times by tel ephone, as well as speaki ng to 

her at her home near Crook. She is absolute l y  adamant that she saw the c reatu re 

she desc r ibes as a " l e p r echaun" , and frankly I can see no reason at all for 

her to be i n v enti ng < 1  story of th is  natu re .  She does not want any public ity 

at all, and d oes no l wish her name to be used in any documentation of th is 

encounter. In ad dition Diana has. no interest i n  UFOs/related phenomena and 



the impression that she gave both Dove Newto n a n d  mysel f was that she was 

an e xtreme l y  p ra gmatic lad y . She certa i n l y  gave no i ndication at a l l  of being 

fantas y  p rone or capable o f  hoa x i ng a sto ry such as this . 

I have to say that I did f i nd it p u z z l i n g  and also intr i g u i ng that 

Diana d i d  not tel l  anyone about the stra nge c reatu re she had seen unti l the 

evening of the f o l l owing day. The combination of  this , and the fact that she 

d ro v e  away from the c reatur e  and then decided not to reverse back a fter it , 

seems to be extreme l y  s i gni ficant . Diana stressed how u nusua l it was that 

she never mentioned this to her fami l y  or anyone else unt i l  the following 

day , espec ial l y  s ince it was such an unusua l e x peri ence. 

I contacted the Durham Po lice about this si ghti n g , which was a 

d i f fi c u lt one to say the least! Ac cord ing  to the i r  computer there were no  

other reports o f  a sighting of  th is natu re, but they d id p romise that the y 

woul d  get in tou c h  should there be anyth i n g  l ike this reported to them in  

the  future. I have also spoken of  th is si ghti n g  on a regional  news  programme 

and documented i t  in a local newspa per . Un fortunate l y  thi s  has not brought 

forth a n y  further i n f ormation. 

I b e l i e ve that th is area has had some unusual s ightings of strange 

c reatures , and one that comes to mind wou ld  be the Fenc ehouses i nc ident in 

1 9 76 when two women wa lking near Lo their  homes saw a sma l l  oval o bj ect and 

two sma l l  b eings with large round eyes and  wh ite hair. I beli ev� this was 

i nvestigated by Jenny  Randles and has been d oc umented in several of her books . 

Of course , the I lkley Moor entity is si g ni. f i cant in relation to th is case 

if i ndeed there i s  no hoax in volved , and poss i b l y  the Redcar case o f  Geo rge 

and Amanda Phi l li p s  where they also obser ved sma l l  c h i l d l ike c reatures i n  

a " d ream" t y p e  expe r i ence. 

It i s  the o p i n i on o f  both invest i.gntors that Diana Loga n saw a very 

unusual c reatur e  at the side of the road on the 2 n d  of January . We fee l , most 

strong l y , that she has re lated to us precjsel y what she felt she sa w .  

Dave Newton comments : There is litLI(• doubt i11 m y  m i n d that IJ.i<JII<J bclil'vcs 

that she saw thi s  strange lj ttlc ere'<� Lure' by the roadside - th is is not a 
hoa x. So : What d i d  she see , a n d  what rc•aJly huppened to her? Was it a d ream , 

perhaps , intrud ing i nto her waking state? It was very  e a r l y  on a cold , dark 

new years morning. R emember , he r husba nd is a f i rm bel iever i n  such th ings, 

and perhaps this i n fl uenced her subc onscious mind . 

On the other hand, i f  you are going to halluci nate a le prechaun or a gobl i n , 

why d ream up such an un-le prechaun l ike fig ure? No ha i r ,  ears , or strange 

c lothi ng. The only noticable  f eature was the big , dark almond shaped eye that 

she saw as the fi gure wa lked past t h e  ca r. It sounds a l ittle l ike something 

e l se we have heard a lot about in t he p<1st few yea rs . . .  



Wi t ness : Julia Dani els ( pseudonym ) ;

Julia Da n i els contacted me i n  February a f te r  l istening t o  a n  i tem 

on  the UFO phenomenon on  Rad io Cle veland , where I rela ted some i nexplicable  

cases f rom the Cleveland area. Julia 1 s case  i n volves a l i fe t ime o f  b i zarre 

e v en t s , i n c o r p o ra t i n g  experiences o f  a paranormal na t u re , Men In Blac k , s t range 

mist s , p s y c h o k i n es i s , and  ext reme hea t ema na t i n g  from Ju lia herself. I wi l l  

summa r i s e  h e r  s t o r y  i n  t h is issue o f  S t range Daze, a n d  u p  d a t e  i t  as  a n d  when 

I c a n , as  t h i s  case will requ i re ext ensive i n ves t i ga t ion  and research in order 

t o  begin  to  understand i t. 

Dave Newton  and myself went to see Julia on t he 2 5 t h  February 1 995 , 

where we s pe n t  several  hours w i t h  Julia , her husband Bryan and her  u ncle , 

S teven. 

Julia is  44 yea r s  of  age, and very  unfort una tely has Beh c e t1s d isease 

whi c h  she d e velo ped i n  her twe n t i es. This d isease is rare in t he Wes t e r n  world , 

b u t  much more common in the Far East . Behcet 1 s d isease a f fects  the  bod y 1 s 

n e rvous s y s t em. The blood vessels su pply ing the cen t ral nervous system become 

i n flamed result i ng in many  complex pro blems. Julia has been ext reme l y  i l l  

w i t h  t h i s  d i sease on  a n d  off  f o r  man y  years. S h e  is  a highly  i n t e l l igent  and 

c o u rageous lad y w i t h  an extremely posi t i ve a t t i tude about her i l l ness . Bryan 

h e r  husband i s  a teache r , and her uncle Steven li ves wi t h  t hem bot h . 

Julia told us about the unusual events surrounding her l i f e  f rom 

b i r t h. I t  a ppears t h a t  t h i s  phenomenon goes back two generat ions in t he fam i l y  

o n  her  mother  1 s s i d e  to  her g reat grandfather. T h e y  w e r e  o r i g i na l l y  from 

S t e r l i n g  i n  Sco tland , and  her grand father and family were fishermen , owning 

a fishing fleet, and  several also had careers i n  t he Na v y . Jul i a  t o l d  us that 

t he family t ree can act ually be t raced bac k  to  China . Julia1s mother was very  

aware o f  t he unusually s t ra nge events surrounding her fami l y , and because 

of that t r ied t o  keep Julia unusually close to her , indica t i ng t ha t  t here 

were s t range men who might  take her away. She told Jul ia t he story o f  when 

Ju lia  was born, and  two unusual men came to her home where they wan ted to 

take Julia away and asked, "Is the g i rl ch ild oka y ? " . Ju lia  1 s mother was 

f ri g htened  and ma naged to  get rid of  them. She desc ri bed t hem as oriental 

loo k i n g  w i t h  s t range slan ted e yes, orange i n  colour, and she felt t ha t  their 

voices were a r t i f i c ial. They were d ressed i n  dark suits  and had a sallow skin . 

These MIB t y pe encounters wen t on spo rad ically u n t il Julia was i n  her late  

teens . They  i n volved Men In  Black, and black cars  , w i t h  an i n te n t  to  take 

her away.  On two occas ions i t  seems they were wi t nessed by  other peo ple, one 

o f  whom Julia was working for, and at the t ime he expressed to  Jul ia that 

t hese two men " d i d  not ap pear to  be human". There we re a p paren tly o t her 

occasions when she was approached b y  no rmal looki ng people , who would come 
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11 
up to her in the sLrcct and say, "Do you know who you are, or where you really 

come from? You are different." 

Apparently, animals would get upset around Julia when she was younger 

and things would move around sometimes when she was in a room. This would 

terrify her mother, who apparently knew a great deal about this phenomenon 

but would not tell Julia. Julia would also have premonitions about future 

events and she feels, very strongly, that this phenomenon is extremely hostile 

and is trying to wipe out her family. There are two specific reasons for this, 

the first one being the nature of the illness she has, and secondly, the fact 

that she feels "they" have not allowed her to have children, which has saddened 

her a great deal. This phenomenon has also affected her Uncle Steven. He has 

hoc'. several events that appear to be of a hostile nature, one in which he 

and his father (Julia 1 s grandfather) were somehow pushed by unseen forces 

under a truck. His father was badly injured, but he managed to save Steven. 

He has also had paranormal experiences, and when he was a child he described 

(and drew - see overleaf) something he saw peering through the window. It 

looks very unpleasant indeed, quite demonic, but I do not wish to categorise 

these events. 

Julia has been married twice. She still retains a good relationship 

with her first husband, who now lives in the London area. Because of this 

I was able to contact him to confirm some of the strange events surrounding 

Julia. He confirmed that they were married in 1976 and he went on to answer 

my questions about odd and unusual incidents during the time that they were 

married. These involved sudden drops of temperature on occasions in their 

home, when the central heating would be in full force. It would suddenly be 

icy cold for no apparent reason, as the radiators were still hot, etc. He 

also encountered two incidents where he saw· a strange mist, one time right 

outside the door of their house in daylight, as they were about to go in. 

He described El shEipe in this particular mist, which hovered right outside 

their fronl door o11 a clear day. When he got up to the front door, .il jusl 

vanished. However, upon entering the house ahead of Julia, he felt this extreme 

coldness everywiH'I('. Jlllia1.s reaction to these particular events was, "they 

have been here". He also told me how how it would be difficult to sit next 

to Julia al Limes, because of the enormous amount of heat emanating from her. 

Bryan, her second husband, also confirms that he finds it difficult to sil 

next next to Julia sometimes. 

A somewhat chilling footnote to my conversation with Julia 1 s first 

husband is that he told me that in 1990, shortly after Julia had married Bryan, 

he received a phone call from someone who did not identify themselves, but 

said, "She 1 s changed her name. Where is she? She can 1 t hide from us, we' 11 
find her." After asking who this was, the caller hung up. 

Bryan told us that there are times that he feels what he describes 

as a "very dense atmosphere" in their home, and on occasion says that he has

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the impression o f  sha pes mo ving , out  of the corner of his eye . I have no doubt  

t h a t  B r y a n  feels that his w i f e  is e x pe r i en c i n g  a very  real phenomenon, as  

d oes her  f i rs t  husband, who  told  me that he felt  e x t remely sorry  for Julia 

and the e v e n t s  t ha t  seem to  plague her life . 

I shall cover this case in more d e p t h  i n  a la ter issue of S t range 

Daze, when Da ve and I ha ve a chance to  talk wi t h  more of  Julia 1 s family in  

Scot land and  o b t a i n  further  con f i rma t i o n  o f  t hese alarming even ts . 

UFOs, UFOLOGY AND SCIENCE. by D . A .  Newton . 

UFOlog y is a f u n n y  subj ec t . I t  i s  popula ted wi t h  strange people, who 

b elieve st range theories, who i n ves t i ga t e  other st range people who claim to 

have seen s t range t h ings . Not j us t  UFOs, b u t  a whole range of o t he r  parano rmal 

phanomena . O ften, a UFOlog i s t  will get  i n volved because the wit ness who has 

e xp erienced a parano rmal event  will not know who else to  get in touch w i t h . 

At least,  w i t h  a UFOlogi s t, you  can tell your  t ale to someone used to hea r i ng 

about  " impossi ble " ev e n t s . ( Th i s, I believe, is a good t h i ng ; A f ter a per iod 

of t ime i n ves t i g a t i n g  cases, it becomes clear that UFO encounters are 

associated with parano rmal events such as poltergeisu, elec t r i cal inter ference 

and  precog n i t i ve d reams . A UFOlog i s t  should be aware o f  the d i f ferent areas 

of t he parano rmal and even be p r e pared to encoun t e r  murky subj e c t s  like mag i ck )  

I t  i s  a g r e a t  p i t y  tha t  UFO]qg y st ill has, to  a certain  e x te n t , an image 

of b e i n g  a " c rank" subj ect . The maj ori t y  of  w i t nesses are sane , sober and 

i nt ellig e n t  people, as are mos t i n v e s t i ga tors . Of cou rse, there are some 

eccent r i c s  in this subj ec t , paranoids who see aliens and government o f f i c ials 

a t  e v e r y  t u r n . But  hey, j us t  because you  1 re paranoid doesn 1 t mean they 1 re 

not out to  get you, right?  May be .  Is believ i ng in aliens any wilder than 

beli e v i n g  t ha t  Jesus Christ  was t he Son of  God and d ied for  our s i ns? Normali t y  

i s  what y o u  a r e  used to . Wi th t h e  med ia a t te n t ion that  UFOs a t t ract,  UFOlogists  

have t o  p r esent  a sane and  sober image if  they hope to  be taken seri o�ASL)'­

If you wan t  to meet some really we i rd peo ple, t ake a visi t around your nearest 

u n i versity and meet some of  the academic staff . Nowhere else is the fine li ne 

b etween genius and f r u i t cake more ex posed . 

***** 

Is UFOlogy a science? Thi s  is not  an easy quest i o n  to a nswer . One of ten hears 

p hrases like " . . .  a scien t i f i c  s t u d y  o f  . . .  " o r  " the lates t scien t i fic report 

o n  . . .  " .  S c ience and technology  pla y an i mmensely important  p a r t  of  our li ves 

in the Wes tern  world . Scien t is t s, not surprisi ngly, are generally seen to 

b e  a u t h or i t y  figu res, who can be relied upon t o  g i ve correct answers and solve 

our problems . Science and technology also cause problems ( global wa rming , 

pollut i o n, ozone destruct ion, e t c ) which have come to the fore over the last  

couple o f  decades; but  sci e n t i s t s  are st ill powe rful people . "A scien t i fic 

e valua t i o n  o f  . . .  " has a r i ng of  authori t y  and  i n fallibili t y  about i t . It should 
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come as no s u r p r i s e  then t hat the "se i en ti [ ic" la bel is a p p l i ed l i bera l l y  

by  v a r i o us groups w h o  wish to  g i v e  the i r  subjec t ( UFOlogy,  parapsychology, 

astrol o g y, poli t ics, e t c ) a li t t le ext ra authori t y . And why not ?  Wha t i s  

science ?  H o w  d o e s  i t  operate? H o w  c a n  w e  define a scien t i f i c  su bj ec t ?  These 

are ques t ions t o  whi c h  the  answers are not qui te  as o b v ious as you  may f i r s t  

think . Before we c a n  answer whether or no t UFOlogy is a s c i ence, we need t o  

delve i n t o  t h e  p hilosop h y  o f  s c i ence a n d  s e e  wha t makes a s c i en t i f i c  s u bj e c t  

'special' . 

The philosopher Karl Popper studied the sc ien t i f i c  method in great d e t a i l, 

and some of h i s  conclusions can be found in his i n f luent ial work, "Conj ec t u res 

and R e f u t a t i ons". The popular v iew of sc ient ific  knowledge is that it i s  pro ven 

knowled ge, deri ved f rom o bse r v a t ion and exper iment, and that  it  i s  t r u e  and 

r e l ia ble . This belie f  is known as na i v e  induc t i v i sm . Po pper  d i sagreed w i t h  

this v iew ; Exp e r i ments a n d  observat ions are a l ways made w i t h  refe rence to  

some t heory.  The  theory  comes f i r s t , and d i c tates what  the exper imenters w i l l  

look f o r . Pop p e r  t o o k  t h e  fa l s i f ica t i oni st  v i ew o f  science - new t heories 

a rc p r od uc ed to expla in cer taj n phenomcnn tha t previous theories cou ] d not . 

These t heories m u s t  t hen be tested by o bserva ti on and experiment . I f  o bse r v­

a t i ons are made  t ha t  refute  the theory under test, i t  has been fals i f i ed 

and t ha t  theo r y  can be rej ec t ed . In the falsi fica t i on i s t  v i ew, theories can 

never be proved correct b y  experiment ( m istakes or coinc i dences may be respons­

i b l e  for a compa t i ble result ) ;  t heories can onl y  be fals i f i e d  by observa t i ons . 

Fo r a theory  to be s c i ent i fic,  it needs to be fa l s i f ia b l e, i . e .  there could  

exis t  observa t i ons t h a t  would  refute the theo r y . I t  is only b y  r u l ing o u t  

a s e t  o f  possi ble obse r v a t i ons t ha t  a t heory is u s e f u l  to us . A g o o d  s c i ent­

ific t heory  i s  one t ha t  i s  h i g h l y  falsi fiable - the more pred i c t i ons it makes, 

t he more chance there i s  that it can be tested and rej ected . General Rela t i v i t y  

i s  a good example . Eins t e in's theo r y  exp l a ined prev iously  inexp l i cable observ­

a t ions, and p r e d i c ted  many t h ings tha t  are still  being tested . There are a l t er­

na t i ves to  Eins t e in's rela t i v i t y, but so fa r none o f  t hem have been so succ ess­

ful . 

There are p r oblems wi t h  fa l s i f icat ioni sm . To s t a r t  wi t h, observa t i ons 

are no t i n fa l l i ble . I f  a theory and an obse r vation  c lash, the observa t i o n  

ma y be a t  fault . Conseque n t l y , it  is ne ver poss i b le to c onc l u s i v e l y  fa l s i f y  

a theor y . G i ven  t he c omp lexi t y  o f  most test s i t ua t ions, t h e  s u p po r ters o f  

a t he o r y  c a n  alwa ys rescue i t  f rom falsi fica t i on b y  b laming the t e s t  cond­

i t i ons . Sc ient i f i c  t heories can never be pro ved r ight  o r  wrong - they jus t  

become more or l e s s  l ikely as more e x per i men t s  a re done . 

Thomas Kuhn was a physicist  who became interested in t he histo r y  of  

science . K u hn found that  ind u c t i v i s t  and fa l s i f icat ionis t  v i ews o f  science  

we re i nadequa t e, a n d  he formu lated a d i f fe rent mod e l  of  how  science  operates. 

His t heory  of the way a sc ience progresses can be writ ten as an open ended 



sequence: pre-science "'"--) normal science � crisis 

revolution 

Is-. 

There is much disorganised and diverse ac ti vi ty before a science is born. 

The many different theories and ideas eventually get weeded out until one 

main core theory, a paradigm, becomes predominant. At this point, the pre­

science has become a normal science. Scientists do experiments and research 

on one particular aspect of that paradigm. Eventually, enough observations 

may have accumulated for the scientists to question the validity of the central 

paradigm and a crj sis develops. There follows a period of revolution when 

a new central paradigm is developed, and a new normal science develops. 

A "normal scjcnlisL" should be uncritical of the central paradigm. In 

a normal, mature science there are very few disagreements over fundamentals, 

only over small details relating to the paradigm. This distinguishes a normal 

science from the disorganisation and fundamental disagreements of a pre­

science. In a pre-science, there will be nearly as many theories as researchers 

and this prevents detailed research into any one of them. 

Another philosopher of science, Imre Lakatos, has developed a different 

"methodology of scientific research programmes", which can be seen as an 

extension of Karl Popper's falsificationism. It also includes some elements 

of Kuhn's theory. In Lakatos's scheme, a scientific research programme should, 

firstly, have a degree of coherence whereby it can decide upon future areas 

of research. Secondly, the programme should lead to the discovery of novel 

phenomena. (Thus, Marxism and Freudian psychology are not sciences, because 

they fail to meet the first criterion, and sociology is not a science because 

it fails to meet the second.) 

In Kuhn' s scheme, the most important distinction between a science and 

a non-science is the ability of the subject to support "normal science". 

Needless to say, Lhcrc arc problems with both models of science. Much more 

could be written 011 th is subject, but we will leave it here. 

Let us comJwr·c· the UFOiogicoJ community with these various models of 

science and sec how i L measures up. If we compare UFOlogy to Kuhn' s model, 

clearly we see that UFOlogy is not a science. First of all, there is no 

governing paradigm. There are psychological, sociological, geological, 

paranormal, religious and extraterrestrial hypotheses all in competition with 

each other. This lack of coherence prevents serious, in depth research from 

being coordinated. Thus, UFOlogy also fails Lakatos's first criterion for 

a subject to be scientific. UFOlogy may possibly be described by Kuhn' s term 

"pre-science", if indeed UFOs can be studied in a scientific manner. 



At the heart of science is experimen tat ion . As men t i oned pre v i o us l y , 

good scientific  theo ries mus t be highl y falsi fiable i . e .  they must make 

pred i c t ions that can be tested by  expe riment and observat ion . These e xpe r imen t s  

m u s t  be repeatable , the res u l ts m u s t  be o b tainable by d i f ferent  researche rs 

using the same me thod and apparatus . Different  researchers may , of  course , 

i n t e rpret  the resul ts d i f feren t l y , but  the same expe ri me n tal resu l t s  shou ld 

be o btai nab le b y  d i fferent  researchers . I n  an e xperimen t ,  the phenomenon under  

i n ves t i ga t i on i s  i s o lated from outside i n f l uences , and  al l the variables shou ld  

be c o n t r o lled and mon i tored as  c lose l y  as  possi ble . 

The trouble w i t h  UFOs is that they are rare . Very few people are for t u nate 

enough t o  observe  a genuine , high q ual i t y , u n i d e n t i fiable UFO more than once . 

I shou l d  know ; b e i ng an as t r onomer , I have logged many hours out in Lhc open 

cou n t r y side , loo k i n g  up at the sky . I have seen s tars , planet s ,  moons , c l o uds , 

galax ies , sate l l i tes , aeroplanes , he l i c opters , me teors , b i rds and bats . But  

never a flying saucer . Why not?  Because this phenomenon i s  rare . But  w i th 

60+ mi l l ion pai rs of eyes in this count ry , some people manage to spo t the 

elusive  beasts , and some of them even ge t repo r ted to UFOlog i s t s . 

Thi s  presen ts the major obstac le to the scien t i fic  t reatme n t  of UFOs . 

UFOlogists  have  no access to UFOs . UFOlogists cannot get a UFO in a labo ratory 

and pe r form tests on  i t . UFOlogists rely almost 1 00% on ( mo s t l y  u n t rained) 

w i t nesses , who repo r t  what they have expe r i e nced . It sho u l d  be rec ognised 

that UFOlogists do  not study UFOs . The y study reports  of  UFOs and try to  b u i l d  

up a pic t ure of  the phenomenon that way. Is  it  a n y  surprise then that wi thout 

d i re c t  access to  the phenomenon , there arc so many d i f ferent  theor i es and  

so l i t t le progress? The scien t i f ic method is not appl icable to  UFO s t ud y . 

UFOlogy has much more in common with c r iminal i n v es t i gations , where the scient­

ific method sometimes comes in usc'ful, for cxnmr>lc in  the analysis of  soU 
samples and pho tog raphic e v i dence .

I t  is often c laimed by  UFOlogi.sLs LhaL " . . .  nine t y  percent  or more of 

UFO reports  are mispe rceptions of mundane obj ects"  or some simi lar statemen t .  

I d i s l ike these s tatemen ts . To be more ac c u rate , what researchers sho u l d  be 

say ing  is somethi n g  l i ke " . . .  in  my expe rience"/" . . .  stud ies have shown that 

90 o r  more perce n t  of  UFO s i ghtings are explicable as hoaxes or misperceptions 

to a reasonable d e g ree of certain t y "  . And even  now , I ' m  s t i l l  u ncomfor table 

with i t . I t  is only very rarely  that a UFOlog i s t  is able to share i n  a UFO 

sight i n g . The repo r t  reaches the UFOlogist somet ime after the even t ,  and he 

or she then  has to chase around t r y i n g  to ident i f y  the obj ec t . When aeroplanes , 

bal loons , plane t s , reflect ions and othe r  e xplanati ons have been e xhausted 



we are left with a "genuine" UFO. But what if the object in the report does 
coincide with a passing aeroplane or the planet Venus? Can you be sure that 
the witness misidentified that object? Is it possible that your explanation 
was there as well, but that the witness was so gobsmacked by the sight of 
the UFO that he or she didn't even notice it? The bottom line is this: The 
UFOlogist was not there at the time, and cannot know for sure what the witness 

actually experienced. 

Undoubtedly a lot of UFO reports are misidentifications. For example, 

few people are aware that the planet Venus is bright enough to cast shadows. 

But ninety percent or more? Possibly the first time that figure was mooted 

was in connection with the findings of Project Blue Book. Between 1947 and 

1969, the U. S. Air Force collected and studied 12,618 cases, of which 701, 

about five and a half percent, were classified as "unknown". But were 94.5% 

of the cases really solved? "Probables" and "insufficient data" cases were 

counted as being solved. In fact, the true figure of unsolved cases is 

significantly higher than 5!% . 

What kind of message is our " . . .  ninety plus percent ... " statement sending 

out to the public? Think about what it is saying: Ninety percent or more of 

people who report UFOs are either liars, stupid, drunk, drugged or prone to 

hallucinations. This is hardly flattering, and I do not think it encourages 

people to come forwards with their sightings. What it does do is give the 

sceptics ammunition to use in their case that UFOs do not exist. If 95% of 

reports are misperceptions, perhaps the other 5% are if you search a bit 

harder. 

It also puts a pressure on UFOlogists. If you are not solving 90% or 

more of your cases, well . . .  you're not a very good UFOlogist, are you? 

Let's be honest. Given the pressures of time and the number of reports 

to get through, how many UFOlogists can honestly say they test every single 

possibility with every single report? It isn't possible. In most cases, a 

probable explanation is the best that can be achieved, which is less than 

100% certainty. 

Why don't we just forget the silly statistics, and concentrate on high quality 

reports where our time is better spent - even if it does mean consigning some 

other reports to the "possible" file, rather than the "solved".

It would take a major catastrophe of unparallele.d. proportions to cause 

the Earth ' s  environment to change in such a way that life forms that had been 

successful for millions of years came to a quick end. We know this happened 

to the dinosaurs, but could it also have ended an advanced form of ci viliz­

ation?

Was this a feature of gene t i c  enginee r i n g  

a l l  t hose years a g o  fo r somet hing a s  s i mple as  iden t i t y  o f  area o f  b i r th?  

Etc . , e tc.

1 994 was an amazi ng yea r  fo r the R oswe l l  UFO case ; a T . V .  mov i e , governmen t 

d ocumen t s  a n d  a brand-new book : "The Tru t h  about the UFO Crash a t  Roswe l l "  

a l l  a p peared l a s t  year . H a s  a l l  t h i s  resu l ted i n  a conclu s i ve answer to  this  

remarkable  i nciden t ?  We l l , once aga i n  some t h i ng that seems to  be cut and  dried  

ends u p  i n  ambigu i t y. 

Wi t h  the rece n t l y  released governmen t papers ( which descr i bed t he wreckage 

as  b e i n g  from a top secret spy ba l l oon) none of the pieces have been released 

t o  resea rche rs fo r s t ud y . Why ? Fo r t y  seven years later this should have been 

p u b l i c  k nowledge . Another w i t ness has recen t l y  come forwards regard ing  Roswe l l. 

He claims to own a piece of the wreckage , wh ich he picked u p  wh i ls t  in serv ice 

at t he R oswe l l  base , but it seems that he can't find it at presen t and o n l y  

a photograph o f  the a l leged a r t i fact e x ists . T h i s  p icture h a s  b e e n  g i ven  to 

UFO resea rchers to eva lua te. 

In my own resea rch I ha ve not iced a resemblance be tween the Roswe l l  



hieroglyphics and No rthumbrian cup and ring markings which appear on rocks 

and other formati ons in this area . This begs the quest ion as to which came 

fi rst . Again, the evidence is based upon recalled memories, and we all know 

how unreliable memory can be . 

Another startling story which surfaced in 1 994 revolved around supposed 

film footage of a c rashed disc and its alien occupants believed to be in the 

hands of film di rector Steven Spielberg . [ Could this be the film now in the 

hands of Ray Santi lli? ] Denials quickly followed from the production c ompany 

Amblin. Then again, Hollywood insiders claim that thi s  is how Hollywood 

publi c ity works, deny everything until the film is due fo r release and then 

reveal what you have to a stunned public .  

Removing the fact from the fiction i s  difficult but I hope that one day 

this famous case will be undeniably resolved and the truth about Roswell will 

finally be revealed . 

Di rect alarm systems for people having repeated Abduction Experiences. 

Editor ' s comment: This arti cle was anonymously received on the 14th February 

1 995 . It cons isted of two photocopied A4 sheets, with handwr itten text (capital 

letter s  only) .  The only clue to its or igin was the Gatwick postmark, and I 

have not been able to track down the author. Well, Mr A . N. Other, if you are 

reading this, please get in touch. It is  nice to know that Strange Daze is 

travelling so widely these days . 

Whitley Strei ber has tried to ge t physi cal evidence of his abduc tions 

via T . V .  studi o camera equipment, video cameras, tr ipwi res, motion sensered 

[ s i c ] cameras, etc . On the Oprah Winf rey show, Dr John Mack's abductee clients 

have also tried to do the same thing without success. Japanese T . V. camera 

c rews and others have tried to film the formati on of crop c i rcles, etc . 

Cons ider ing these cases, perhaps we should now try to create a cheap 

ah-m system that wo rks in reve rse to conventi onal alarm systems whereby the 

alarm s ignal is permanently activated and only when the alarm signal fails 

to wo rk is an outside source alerted to this failure . (This would be even 

better if used in c onj uncti on with a video camera. ) 

For example: The use of electronic tagging to detect or monitor the move­

ments of alien abductees who are having repeated abduction exper iences or 

who feel sure that there [ s ic ] abduc t o rs a r c go ing to return. (This electronic 

tagging is  used with wildlife to track the i r  movements . )  

The abductee could fix  an electronic tag to the i r  body dur ing the night e. g .  

1 1  pm - 6 am . A constant signal would be relayed back to an outside source 

or base ( I f  thi s  would pr ove d i f ( i cul L in bu i l t  up areas, then perhaps the

signal could be relayed vin an nriel [ sic ] as with short wave radio, CB radio ) .  

The constant signal relayed back t o  a n  outside source would b e  essential 

anticipating the failure of all electrical equipment during an abduction 

experience. When this failure is detected by the outside source/machine this 

would alert investigators to the reason for the failure. The abductee could 

be missing for a long time giving the investigator time to respond to the 

alarm call (telephone calls to the abductees house, house next door, etc ) .  

A video camera also installed would be useful in case all the electrics work 

during the experience. A problem would need to be solved though regarding 

the possibility of the a liens removing the electronic tag and leaving every­

thing working norma l l y (and erasing the video camera cartridge later - if 

one is installed ).  

Some elderly per sons living alone also have an alarm system in the form 

of a pendant  o r  b u t t on wo rn around their neck which they activate if they 

are having n prob lem and this then alerts an outside helper etc. to their 

distress ca l l .  Pc r h n ps Lh] s could be modified and used similarly to the 

electronic tagging. A signa l back to a (computerised) machine - the alarm 

sounding w h e n  L l l l '  con s L o n L signal fails or when the electronic tag/pendan l 

starts to move over a long distance. 

Dr John Mack when 

interviewed o n  ITV ' .s This Morning programme had around 700 people ringing 

on the show' s telephone lines to tell of their own abduction stories. )

All in all , a good read . l cannot t lcc:i. d e  whether "Commander X" believes 

all this, but that does not detrac t from a book that alternately has my spine 

tingling and my ribs aching .
