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FILMS OLD AND NEW

Several videos on earth mysteries made some time ago have just been uploaded to
YouTube. 1 have been an amateur film maker since the late 1980s, but in the early
days they had to be distributed on video tapes. Now with the advent of YouTube they
can at last be broadcast to a world-wide audience. One of the earlier ones was A W alk
on Stanton Moor, on holiday with my wife in Derbyshire. The year was not recorded,
but it was almost certainly late 1980s.

Stanton Moor is on the eastern edge of the
Peak District limestone, an outcrop of sand-
stone which holds in its 150 acres of
heather-clad moorland, one of the finest
collections of Bronze Age remains to be
found in the British Isles. Over seventy
barrows are scattered across the moor, with
stone circles, cairns and standing stones.
The best preserved is the Nine Ladies stone
circle, 33 feet in diameter with its King
Stone close by. This was once enclosed by Dowsing the Nine Ladies stone circle
a stone wall which has since been removed.

27 acres of the moor were gifted to the National Trust in 1934.

We walked along a rugged moorland path, by strange, brooding structures seen across
the heather, to a tower associated with Earl Grey where dowsing reactions were found
all the way round its rocky outcrop, though no specific lines were found. We then
went on to the Nine Ladies circle where I dowsed three leys. A ley was found in the
angle of lean of the King Stone, going to Haddon Hall, but no ley going from there to
the stone circle, although it was about midway between two others.

We then found something that resembled a small henge monument, though it was not
marked on the map, a little way south of the Nine Ladies. Nearby someone had creat-



] There was a stone memorial on the sum-
mit to Sir Arthur George Tansley who
founded the reserve. Although it was
recently placed here it would seem to be
subconsciously sited as dowsing re-
vealed two energy lines leading into it,
one going to one of the tumuli on the
ridge and the other going down the
hillside. There are four Bronze Age
barrows here, often called The Devil's
Humps. There are bell, bowl and pond

ed a miniature version of the Nine Ladies. This video is quite short, just seven minutes
long.

The Pitch Hill Project follows a year-long project in 1990-1991 investigating the ley
that came to be called the E-line,
seemingly the widest and most pow-
erful ley yet found. The line crossed
Surrey in a generally western direc-
tion south of Guildford, but was
later found to run from Cape Corn-
wall in the west to Leysdown on the
Isle of Sheppey to the east and also
to pass through the Cerne Ab-
bas giant.  The line was discov-
ered by Eileen Roche and Gordon

The new film is Ley Hunting in W arwickshire and Shakespeare Mysteries, taken main-
ly at the recent Network of Ley Hunters Moot in Stratford-upon-Avon. Gary Biltcliffe

Millington as a wide band of
dowsed energy while on Pitch Hill
investigating the site of a UFO
sighting, and reported to me at a
Surrey Earth Mysteries Group meet-

ing, where we found a ley following the direction of the flow. We decided from the

beginning of the project that everything noticed
would be recorded, no matter how irrelevant it
might seem. We followed it across Surrey, as
well as finding it associated with crop circles at
Cheesefoot Head in Hampshire, and found it
seemed to remain as powerful along its length,
and that it seemed to obey a rule noted elsewhere,
that leys double in width around sunrise and sun-
set. It grew to a massive 200 paces at South
Holmwood.

A Visit to Kingley Vale is a field trip with the
Travel and Earth Mysteries Society organised by
Charles and Gill Refoy, visiting the nature reserve
of Kingley Vale, near Chichester. Brian Savage,
the Warden, guided us round the site, showing us
the ancient yew wood on its lower part, and the

memorial stone at Kingley Vale

tumuli and dew ponds on the summit, and showed us the variety of wildlife there. We
also see the leys that cross the reserve, one of which goes to Chichester Cathedral,

which is visible from the summit.

The subconsciously sited Tansley

and Caroline Hoare took us on a
tour of Stratford, showing the
course of the Elen and Belinus
currents (associated with the Spine
of Albion ley which runs from the
Isle of Wight to Scotland) in the
town - see the report of the moot
in this issue. Also, the places in
the town associated with Shake-
speare seem to mysteriously form
the pattern of the constellation of
Cygnus, the Swan, when this con-
stellation is superimposed on the
town map. It also follows the
course of some of the leys encoun-
tered at the Oxford moot, which
go in the direction of Stratford.
One of these is the one found by
Alfred Watkins and mentioned in
The Old Straight Track - the one
that goes through the Rollright
Stones and Chipping Norton
Church. This goes through further

interesting church sites on the way to Stratford, including Clifford Chambers Church,
which the Elen current also goes through, coincidentally with it.

Laurence Main's Churchill ley also goes to Stratford, (Anne Hathaway’s Cottage,
where it meets a ley from the site of a chapel in Luddington on Belinus where Shake-




speare may have been married, to Clopton
House on Elen, associated with him) and goes
through the church of Honington, which is
also on Elen. There is also a ley between Holy
Trinity Church, Stratford (where Shakespeare
is buried) and the Guild of the Holy Cross
Chapel (associated with his family) which
crosses Watkins’ Rollright ley at St. Mary’s
Church at Atherstone-on-Stour, which is in a
pentagonal churchyard (The church is now

Halford Church by the Fosse Way, and Ettington ruined church.

The Lake Street centre is
an unmarked ley centre
(except that it is a minor
road junction) found at
the Oxford moot in May,
and is the convergence of
several seemingly signifi-
cant leys, though nothing
can be found of anything
that might have been there, except that the adjoining Abingdon Road is listed as an old
road in the Oxfordshire Heritage Environment Record: "From Folly Bridge to
Coldharbour. The causeway south of Folly Bridge may have originated in Anglo Sax-
on times but was rebuilt in the late 11th century. By the 16th century there were more
than 40 arches stretching along most of Abingdon Road. In 1780's it was known as
'ancient road to Faringdon'. It was named Abingdon Road in 1862". The leys going
through it are so significant in themselves and in their relationship with each other and
the serpentine currents (and there is a ley centre dowsing reaction there) that I feel
there must have been something there originally.

The preliminary walk on Friday was to Clifford
Chambers, just to the south of Stratford. This Nor-
man church is on the Elen dragon current discovered
and investigated by Caroline Hoare and Gary
Biltcliffe; it is also on the ley found by Alfred Wat-
kins which passes through the King Stone and King's
Men stone circle at
Rollright, and Chip- [¢
ping Norton Church.
These two different
energies meet by the chancel arch of the church. Lau-
rence was also very interested to find the grave of a |
Gipsy Queen in the churchyard.

Clifford Chambers Church

On Saturday Gary and Caroline led us on a tour of
Stratford, beginning at Holy Trinity Church, the par-
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ish church where Shakespeare was baptised and buried. There is a nodal crossing point
of the Belinus and Elen currents under the tower, and there is also a ley between the
church and the Chapel of the Guild of the Holy Cross, which we were to visit later. This
ley goes through the church at Langley and the Four Shires Stone near Moreton-in-the
Marsh, as described earlier in this issue.

They first told us about the Clopton family, who had helped Shakespeare when he was
young, and who had owned New Place, where he died. The carving of St. Helen
(mother of Emperor Constantine) holding the cross also had a significance of the North-
ern Cross, the constellation of Cygnus which was traditionally the destination of souls.
The Avon is seen as a reflection of the Milky Way and the places in Stratford associated
with Shakespeare seem to be arranged in a pattern of the stars in Cygnus. Shakespeare
has been called the Swan of :

Avon. We saw his grave with
the famous curse against any
who disturb it, and the window
depicting the priests of Baal be-
hind Shakespeare's bust in the &
chancel. There is also a statue of
St. George and the dragon to the east; Shakespeare was born and died on St. George's
Day.

From this church we walked past the theatre
to some earthworks on the female Elen cur-
rent, where there is also a memorial tree to
Buzz Goodbody, who founded the "Other
Place" theatre, making Shakespeare accessi-
ble to all. The Swan Theatre and the Guild
Chapel are positioned as two main stars of
Cygnus. We then proceeded to the Chapel -
the Guild of the Holy Cross had had many
famous people including Edward VI, Hugh
Clopton who had been Mayor of London,

and Shakespeare's father. The Elen
current goes through the chapel, as
does a ley from the Lake Street ley [
centre found at the last moot. This g
goes through other sites visited by
Elen.

We continued to New Place, Shake-
speare's last home, where we saw the
well the Elen current passes through,

known as the Shrieve’s House, was near,
with a short stretch of the original cobbles
of the town.

Finally we went to Swan Island by the
bridge, the original ford, where the swans
nest, which is associated with the Green
Stone psychic questing story, as the place
where the stone was hidden in the time of

St. John’s Church, Henley-in-Arden

On Sunday Laurence took us to the twin
churches  of  Henley-in-Arden  and
Beaudesert, the former on the Belinus cur-
rent (as is the nearby market cross, which
appropriately had flowers of purple and
yellow round it, the colours of the two cur-
rents), and the latter on Elen. Beaudesert
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and then on to the old town square,
which seems to represent the star Den-
eb on the plan. A new town square
was created in Victorian times, and the
original seems to have become a dark
centre, with businesses there tending
not to be successful. We then went on
to Shakespeare's birthplace, where one
of the currents passes through and the
other seems to closely avoid. The
most haunted house in Stratford,

After this Laurence and I went to Luddington, where the male Belinus current passes
through the church, and a cottage opposite which Gary had been told on a former visit
was on the site of a chapel which had a tradition that Shakespeare married Ann Hatha-
way there. It was later found that there is a ley from the Victorian parish church at Lud-
dington through the chapel site to Anne Hathaway’s Cottage (where it meets Laurence’s
Churchill ley) and Clopton House, associated with the family who helped Shakespeare.
There were 31 people present at the moot.

Six Degrees North of North-East
by Tony Wedd

It was my privilege, several years ago, to bring together in the one hobby two hitherto
unrelated interests - local topography and flying saucers. As a result people who look
for UFOS also seek out tree clumps and standing stones; and vice versa. But there is one
tree yet to be described, with which [ have a personal connection: a curly sycamore,
standing just beyond the wall of what used to be my garden at Tye Cross.

On 24 May1960, a friend called Mary Long came to visit us, and from her own extra-
sensory perception found her way to the sycamore, and pointed out that there was vor-
tex in its spiral bark form. That night she received a communication from Attalita which
referred to the healing power of the bark of the tree; named a ley which | had already
plotted, and described an interesting pattern of healing centres in the neighbourhood.
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Looking out from the first floor windows of Chiddingstone Castle, you can see a
clump of pine trees breaking the skyline of the Sevanoaks Range beyond. I discovered
that they drew the eye to One Tree Hill, and that from this clump, at Chested, one
looked back over the top of Chiddingstone Castle to the clump at Mark Beech beyond.
The ley extends to [Forest Row, via the church at lloltye in the south-west, and to
Oldbury Camp via a church at Stone Street in the north-east. Eventually it reaches the
Thames at Cliffe.

The core of Attalita's message, however, was this: that | should work round the clock
from this 6 degrees N of NE alignment, and find on each of the 12 alignments so ob-
tained, a centre of healing power. But this was too much. It was so extraordinarily
geometrical for a layout in the landscape, and it drew such emphasis to my own partic-
ular dunghill. 1 was most reluctant to accept it.

Yet the fact is that the chalybeate spring at Tunbridge Wells lies exactly upon one of
these lines, and so does the Spa Hotel, which is 6 miles as the crow flies (are crows ley
-sensitive?) On the next alignment, lies an interesting pine clump at Burrswood, a
healing centre established by Dorothy Kerin, and the main spring of this place flows
out from the grotto among these trees, five miles off. And 5 miles off on the other leg
of the next alignment still, the one 9 degrees to the east of north, lies Spring Hill, a
magical spot in Whitley Forest, where the River Darent flows out so strongly that a
mill lay only just 200 yards away, until burnt down recently. This alignment passes
through the striking clump of Scots Pines that stands untouched close to the Seven-
oaks by-pass.

The coincidences start to pile up. There is a clump of pines at Outridge Farm on the 21
degrees west of north alignment, and the line joins Weardale Manor, another magical
spot on Toys Hill, to the high point at Keston Common2 2497 fi., touching the bound-
ary of Caesar's Camp. A clump beside the Hartfield-Withyham road marks the most
interesting ley of all (Spring Hill in the other direction) as it passes through what the
old tithe maps clearly call The Clump; now only a few pines lost among the modern
planting, by Highfields, in the woods close by. Here there is an old cruciform cave cut
out in the rocks, partly caved in, but said to be Mithraic in its layout: a southern tran-
sept which conceals five lamp-holes four square and one circular. I interpret these as
signifying the four cross-quarters of the Celtic calendar, and the sun at high summer.
The dark north transept stands for midwinter, the "coffin" of the year. There is a slot to
hold three veils, and a sentry box complete with "elbow room." There seems to be a
dove in the strata of the crossing. The altar, which might show the Primeval Egg, is
quite defaced.

In one of my own communications, | understood that the 12 sorts of healing water had
12 specific uses. It is also of interest that Philip Heselton, after a visit to these parts,
received the details for constructing a healing apparatus which required a bowl of holy
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or healing water, whose power was tapped by an acorn supported on a silver wire. You
held two brass knobs to draw off the power.

Tony Robinson's Ancient Tracks
It was a surprise to see this programme on Channel 4 - Tony Robinson walking the Icknield Way,
starting at Hunstanton, then visiting Grimes Graves Neolithic flint mines and on to the Royston
cave. Reaching Galley Lill with its chilling tale of the black dog, he meets Philip Carr-Gomm
whose grandfather was in Watkins' Straight Track Club. He went into the early history of ley hunt-
ing and showed some early film of Watkins by the Queen Stone. Although in Time Team he was
usually dismissive of leys whenever mentioned, this is not the first time he has mentioned them in
amore positive way, as in a Walking through History at Adam's Grave long barrow he was shown
dowsing with Maria Wheatley, and seemed to get a powerful
reaction. He also did an experiment in automatic writing when
doing a programme about Frederick Bligh Bond; 1 did further
investigation on the video recording of this - see my film Tony
Robinson's Messages, accessible from my link list on page 11.

Light box at Petra

The programme Forbidden History on the ancient city of Petra in
Jordan, reported that there is a midwinter sunrise "light box" in
one of the buildings there, similar to Newgrange and other sites.
This is in a small building associated with the ornate
“Monastery”, which actually seems to be the temple of a goddess.
From the Monastery itself there is a rock shaped like a lion (the animal sacred to their chief god-
dess, Alousa) visible which shows a “doublc sunset™ at the midwinter sunset, which also illumi-
nates the altar. Petra was a city of the Nabateans, a trading people associated with trade routes of
high status items such as incense. They seem to have been a matriarchy which worshipped three
goddesses, ruled by queens and in which women had equal rights with men, unusually for that
time.
