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EDITORIAL COMMENr 

The first half of 1972 has been especially notable for the incre­
ase in the number of "special" meetings and corwentions held by ur­
ologists in various parts of the world. As these events were staged 
mostly by two or more ufo study groups in collaboration, or embrac­
ed geographic areas not previously covered by such meetings, their 
very occurrence'was of greater significance than those usually held 
by separate organizatior� as norrr�l phases of their regular activi­
ty. In Britain, the two most important gatherings took place during 
February (at Baribury, Oxfordshire) and over the Whit-weekend (in 
London). Both events were attended by ufologists of national and in­
ternational standing --- the latter by representatives from France, 
Italy, Belgium, Canada,, Puerto Rico, Mexico, and other countries --­
both received fair press coverage (the Baribury meeting also being 
telerecorded), and many interesting aspects of ufology were debated. 
Late in March, Oklahoma was the host state for the 3rd annual ufo 
symposium which, staged by the International UFO Bureau in conjunct­
ion with Canadian UFO Report magazine (editor John Magor), was att­
errled by many hundreds of individuals. In early June, ·the first na ­
tional ufo convention ever organized in New Zealand took place aPn, 
supported by almost "everyone who is anyone" in Antipodean ufology, 
was reportedly a resounding success. It was accorded generous press 
cover�ge, was mentioned on radio news-broadcasts, and was partially 
televised. This successful event preceded the 9th annual convention 
of the Congress of Scientific Ufologists held at Logansport, Indi­
ana, by only a few days, and will, like tr�t convention, hopefully 
become a permanent arillual fixture in the "ufo calendar". 

The trend exemplified by these gatherings, ·and the increased numb­
er of them, provides firm rebuttal of the manifestly nonsensical 
statement (so often expressed in the recent past) that ufos are dead 
and that ufology is dying. It is urneniable that, for a variety of 
reasons, several earlier ufo publications have lately become defunct 
or have merged one with another in order to remain viable. Previous 
issues of thjs jourr�l (vol.2, pt.l, p.2, and vol.2, pt.2, p.2) cit­
ed examples of such changes, one of the latest and most noteworthy 
being the demise of that excellent Ca11ad ian periodical "Saucers, .§.£­
� and Science ... While certainly of global extent, this seeming 
literary contraction is nonetheless of superficial character only, 
for despite the disaprearance of some publications others survive or 
publish as a.malgamated ventures, whjle yet others, such as ''Stend.ek", 
•'Foresight", �0 Report", ano "Flyiz:.s. Saucers OJE: �d New", have . 
arisen to largely replace them. 

A brief and admittedly incomplete review of the world's leading or 
currently most widely circulated ufo pub1 ica.tions shows that ''Flying 
Saucer Review", together with its important subs id ia.ry magaz:i re "FSR 
Case Histories'', is, with the BUFORA "Journal" and Contact's "UFO-­

Register", the chief British repository of factual informatio�la­
ting to ufos, while "Phenomenes _Spatiaux" and "Lumieres Dans La 
Nuit" play similar roles in France. Further afield, the Italian mag­
azine "Notiziario-Ufo" and the Yugos1avian journal "UFO-Nyt" ably 
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disseminate useful factual data about ufos, although neither is as 
well known outside its country of origin as it deserves to be. The 
long established NICAP and APRO organizatior� in the u.s.A. conti­
nue to issue important "Newsletters" and "Bulletins", while Ray 
�almer's "Flying Saucers" is still the best produced North American 
ufo periodical. Over the Caradian border, John Magor's "Canadian 
UFO Report" is easily the most informed ufo publication, and, like 
the excellent "Australian Flying Saucer Review", regularly displays 
a sobar and responsible approach to the ufo enigma. 

Although still failing, even collectively, to provide a fully com­
prehensive coverage of world ufo activities, the number and general 
calibre of the aforementioned publications is --- at least for the 
time being --- adequate to maintain the interest in ufos shared by 
committed ufologists and the general public alike. Their survival, 
and the increase in the number of ufo conventions like those just 
noted, apparently indicates that ufology is still very much alive, 
that many ufologists are as active as ever, and tha� recent writers 
such as Arthur C .Clarke, who, in his London Daily Mail article of 
6th July, 1971 (�hatever Happened to Flying s�ucers?"), concluded 
that ufos were no longer seen and that individuals still investiga­
ting sightings had nothing better to do; are either woefully igno­
rant of the present "state of play" or deliberately misrepresent 
the f�cts • . Needle�s to say, ufos continue to be seen and reported, 
somet�mes �n cons�derable numbers, and numberless ufologists per-
sist in "wasting their tine" investigating them. To other observers, 
however, the issue is no longer whether ufology is dead or dying 
but whether the somewhat newer ufology (or the material presented 
r:om v�rious quarters as ufology) with its ter�ency to a preoccupa­
t�on w�th the occult and metaphysical aspects (if they really ex­
ist) of the subject constitutes an acceptable replacement for the 
more "conventional" type of ufology. Most issues of �ny of the a­
forecited ufo public�tions provide abundant proof that the more 
conventional or "nuts and bolts" brand of ufology still proceeds 
apace and that, alongside it, metaphysical and analogous aspects of 
the ufo phenomena �lso receive very considerable attention. We can­
not., therefore, wholly agree with Dermis Stamey's condemnation (see 
"Death of Ufology", Stone Dogfall magazine, vol.l, no: 1, 1972, p.� 
of John Keel's recent book "Our Haunted Planet", even though the 
ass·ocia tion in the latter of certain bizarre or strange phenomena 
with ufos is certainly open to question. We do not, of course, ad­
vocate that occult or par�normal effects sometimes apparently con­
nected with more recognizable ufo activity should be ignored, or· 
that they should not be investigated, but do counsel caution in 
linking such effects with ufos until the reality of that associat·� 
ion has been p�sitively established. 

Data Research continues to support interrational collaboration 
betwe�n ufologists, and, since the last issue of this journal, has 
been �n correspondence or exchanged information with --- among ot­
hers ---John F.Schuessler, Dennis Stamey, and Kurt Glemser of the 
U .S.A., K .. G .. McG:Jffin of the Universj ty of Sydney, Austral :ia, and 
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Professor Richard A.Frondizi, of Argentina. Arrangements have also 
been made with Lucius Farish, of Arkansas, U.S .A., to compile a world 
catalogue of ufo reports anteda-ting 1947. Fully referenced through­
out, the catalogue promises to be vgry long and the most det�iled yet 
attempted. Commencing with the earliest known records it will list 
ufo sightings right up to Kenneth Arnold 's historic sighting of nine [ 
discoidool ufos near Mt.Rainier, and will appear at intervals in future! 
issues of the "UFO Register". Mr .F�rish' s fame as one of t!-le foremost f 
living ufo historians is, of course, very well known. 1

During the past few months Data Research has been particularly for­

tunate in obtaining a special report on the astonishing aerial events 
occurring recently over Yugoslavia. This important report, prepared 1 

by Vincent Strmenik and Kiril Terziev, is printed later in this issue. 
Embodying much painstakingly researched materiali, it is a model of 
its kind, and ufologists everywhere will be for long indebted to its 
authors for their industry, persevere�ce, and obvious enthusiasm. It 
is interesting to compare the details contained in this report with 
the account of the same events published in "Phenomenes Spa tiaux'', of 

June 1972 (see no:32, pp.29-3l). 

Turning now to other matters, Data Research suffered a serious loss 
earlier this yefrr when Mrs Ruth Hy�tt Verrill, of Chiefland, Florida, 
passed away after a short illness. For many years Mrs Verrill had be­
en an active "listening-post" and able field-investigator of ufo re­
ports. centered around Chiefland, and, over the years, had submitted 
a significantly large number of excellent accounts of local ufo mani­
fest�tions to our headquarters at Cumnor. Co-author with her late 
husbarrl of "America's Ancient Civilizations" (Putnams, N.Y., 1953), 
Mrs Verrill had long been intrigued by descriptions of powered flight 
and accounts of aerial devices dating back to virtually prehistoric 
times, and had, by the time of her death, amassed many examples of 
the greatest interest. In due course it is hoped to acknowledge her 
efforts more fittingly, by publishing her findings in some future 
issue of this journal. Our deepest sympathies are extended to her 
family. 

On a brighter nota, Data Research has been delighted to welcorre 
�nto its team Mr John Loveridge, who has already provided valuable 
assistance with current research projects, �nd whose arrival aptly 
coincides with the temporary but w1avoidab1; retirement of our elec­
tronics expert from ufo research - -- Richard Wo�lwards. We look fo�­
ward to Richard's r.etUl·n in due cours e, and can, meanwhile, guaran­
tee John a very busy time ahead. 

Finally, we again wish to thflnk all those field investigators who 
from time to time send us reports of their enquiries into particular 
sightings, �nd whose sterling efforts all too often seem to pass un­
noticed. We can assure them, and all those individuals who mail ufo 
press cuttings or analogous items, that their co-operation and en­
thusiasm is enormously appreciated at Data Research. Our grateful 
thaQks is extended to them all.

UFOS OVER YUGOSLAVIA: !_ SPECIAL REPORT, 

by 
Vincent Strmenik and Kiril Terziev. 

(Editorial Note: During the Autumn of 1971, much 11fo 
activity oc�d over Yugoslavia and several neigh­
bouring countries. In some respects it was remi:lisc­
ent of that occurring over the same general area in 
the Autmn of 1968 --- when several ufos were photo­
graphed. Most of the 1371 reports were personally in­
vestigated by the authors or their associates, and, 
wherever possible, were checked against official re­
cords of civilian and military flights, satellite 
trajectories, and meteorological balloon routes for 
the area and period in question. The results of these 
enquiries are summarized in this remarkable report, 
the importance of which is self-evident, containing 
as it does much hitherto unpublished information in­
cluding, among other things, typical "Fortean� effects] 

Although it was not until late September that ufos appeared over 
Yugoslavia in any appreciable numbers, several earlier sightings of 
generally similar objects were most prob.ably connected with the ufo 
concentrations of September and October, and are, therefore, in­
cluded in this review. The 1971 reports are presented chronologic­
ally, the earlier comparative ones being inserted as appropriate. 

Case 1: At 5.06pm (GMT), on May 24th, 1971, a DC-9 aeroplane owned 
by "Atlantic" airlines, on flight 728 from Dubrovnik to Stuttgart, 
passed over Zagreb at a height of 31,000 feet, and was routinely 
tracked on radar equipment at Zagre b airport by Mark Dogen (chief 
flight-controller and instructor), Tomislav Karmer (flight control­
ler) and Velko Jandor (a captain of the Yugoslav Airforce). The im­
age (�blip") of the DC-9 on the radar-screen was very clear. Two 
minutes later the pilot of the DC-9 radioed to Zagreb flight-con­
trol ''head-on traffic", and asked what other aircraft were in his 
vicinity. Zagreb replied that there were no scheduled military or 
civilian flights over that area at that time. One minute later (at 
5.09pm), however, the unknown "traffic" appeared as a second blip 
on the Zagreb radar, with a bearing of 335°, moving north-east. 
Almost simultaneously, the DC-9's pilot reported "It is heading 
straight at me''; within seconds he radioed how the unknown craft, 
which was shaped like an elongated arrow, passed close by the DC-9 
at great speed. 

Zagreb radar tracked the object all the way to the Hungarian bor­
der, ca.40 nautical miles to the north-east, and computed its velo­
city as being about 1,560 miles per hour. As the object neared the 
border, Zagreb flight-control was contacted, via the Belgrade con­
trol centre, by the Hungarian flight-control at Budapest (LHBP), 
and was asked what flights they then had scheduled to enter Hungar­
ian airspace. When advised that no such flights existed, LHBF re­
mained silent, although almost immediately afterwards the Zagreb 
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flight-controllers noticed two additional �lips appear
.

on t�eir ra­
dar-screen conforming exactly to those typ1cal of MIG Jet f1ghters, 
and to which they were duly ascribed. All three blips were then 
tracked on the Zagreb instruments for a further ten minutes, when 
all three were seen to apparently and suddenly "merge" into a single 
blip, immediately prior to entirely disappearing fro� the rad�r­
screen. Enquiries subsequently made by Zagreb of the1r H�ngar1an co­
unterparts caused one Hungarian- flight-controller to adm1t that he 
could not supply further information "because the fighter planes do 
not return to their base". When pressed for further information, the 
Hungarian reply was truncated to "no comment". 

No additional information relating to this remarkable episode has 
so far been obtained, the Hungarian authorities maintaining a stony 
silence about the whole affair. 

Case 2: At lO.Opm (GMT), onJune 14th, 1971, a round, fiery
.

object 
making a buzzing noise, and leaving a glowing trail, passed 1n a SE 
to NW direction over the Mislinja valley, Slovenia, at such a low 
altitude that one observer at Smartno thought it would collide with 
the tower of St.Martin's church there. The object.was unlike a fire­
ball, and maintained horizontal flig�t. 

The same eyewitness recalled having seen a similar object two ye­
ars before (1969) over the same valley. In this connection it can be 
noted that closely similar objects, whi9h commonly emit sparks, have 
been seen intermittently·over the Mislinj'a valley for centuries, 
that on at least one occasion three such objects were observed simu­
ltaneously emerging f rom an old mine shaft at the foot of Mt.Ursula 
--- located on the northwest side of the valley and now surmounted 
by a television transmitter --- and that in former times local resi­
dents greatly feared the objects since they often ignited the that­
ched roofs of their houses. Available information suggests that the 
average diameter of these objects is about two metres. 

Ca>s-e 3: At l0,15prn (GMT), on July 21st, 1971 , a star-like o�je�t 
traversed the Mislinja valley on a southerly course. Its br1ll1ance 
approximated to that of a first magnitude star. Soundless, it first 
appeared in the constellation Lyra and tool� ten minut�s

, 
t� r�ach the 

southern horizon. The object was not the lJ.ght of a h1g.t1-4ly1ng aer­
oplane, and was seemingly not a satellite. 

Case 4: About 5 minutes after midnight on August 2nd, 1971, the Di­
rector of the Historical Archives at Ohrid (who wishes to remain 
anonymous), his wife, and an unnamed lady friend of his wife, we�e 
driving on the highway between Ohrid and Bitola listening to the1r 
car radio. Just as they were passing a locality named Rusanac, the 
radio began to emit loud thunder-like noises, and ceased playing 
music The immediate reaction of the car's occupants was that the 
radio

.
had burnt out. Almost simultaneously, however, a bright light 

appeared moving in the air with great velocity, and then suddenly 
stopped some 20 metres (60 feet) above ground-level nearby. All . 
three eyewitnesses watched the obj_ect and afterwa:d

.
s agreed t�at J.� 

was a "sort of plane" 30 to 45 feet i� length, wh1cn, a1most 1mmed1-

ately after atopping, proceeded to lower from its sides silvery col­
oured wing-shaped structures, each approximately 30 feet in length. 
This accomplished, the object then made a slow landing by vertical 
descent, after which the wing-like structures were retracted. The 
object then resembled a silvery-green coloured sphere, and began to 
radiate light. 

By this time the director had stopped the car and, being very curi­
ous about the lrended object, got out of the car without, however, 
letting go of the door. Almost immediately a strong beam of light was 
directed upon him from the sphere, which at once made him feel so 
dizzy that he was unable to continue standing. His wife and her lady 
friend pulled the collapsing director back into the car, which, upon 
recovering a little, the director drove forward towards Ohrid some 
300 feet to a parking space by a nearby bridge. Looking in the rear 
mirror, the director saw that the sphere was moving closer to the car 
whereupon he drove off once more and continued until Ohrid was re�ch­
ed. When near the village of Openica, the car-radio began functioning 
normally again. The following day, and with some friends, the direc­
tor returned to the scene of the foregoing event, but found nothing 
unusual to denote that it had actually occurred. 

The above group of people were not the only persons to become in­
volved with this object, since it was also observed the same night by 
� musicml ensemble c�lling themselves the "Trubadors of Ohridn, prom­
inent �mong whom were Kosta Verus, Milorad Dusanib, and Stoyan Zlat­
anovsky. Mr Zlatanovsky's account of their sighting is as follows: 

"Driving on the Bitola-Ohrid road, we noticed a great light 
moving in the sky. When we got out of the car to see what it 
was I heard the noise [type unspecified: VS and KT], arrl immedi­
ately a be�m of very strong light fell upon me. I got the impres­
sion it was related to lightning. The stronger became the noise, 
the stronger became the light also. This unidentified body had a 
diameter of approximately 10 metres [30 feet] and was just hover­
ing in the air. At first there appeared a big square which was 
then trmnsformed into an ellipse. The brilliance of the object 
was stronger around the periphery than in the centre. We did not 
see exactly whether the object landed or not, because the strong 
light was coming through the branches of the trees. Now this sec­
ret object was somewhat behind the bushes 40 metres from the 
Ohrid-Bitola high�y, at most; while we were looking the square 
steadily expanded so that it afterwards turned into an ellipse 
and it at once gave out a very strong beam of light. Although I 
was ready to go to the object to see what it really was, I wasn't 
able to. I didn't succeed because of the all too strong light,.. 

Although he does not mention it, it seems as though Mr Zlatanovsky 
was prevented from investigating the object � the light which pre­
sumably produced the same or a similar effect on him as on the dir­
ector frcm Ohrid. In Milorad Dusanid's account of this event further 
extraordinary details come to light; his account follows below: 

"I didn't believe a friend of mine, who, just a day earlier, 
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told me he had an encounter in this area with an unusual object. 
When we preceeded on the Bitola�hrid highway and came to the 
Rusanac locality, there jumped on me a little green frog from 
nowhere. Immediately after that one of the occupants (of their 
vehicle] said I should take care of myself. It was a timely warn­
ing because there then appeared on the door a scorpi?n • .  I wa� as 
scared as a child of this unpleasant animal because 1t lS qu1te 
poisonous. I brought the car to a halt, and that was when one of 
the occupants noticed a strong light. We got out of the car, 

.
and 

two friends, Stoyan and Kosta went in the direction of the l1ght 
to find out what it was. But soon they had to give up because 
they were disabled by the strong beam of light. Then there was a 
re�l panic among us. We were all pale in the face, and we barely 
made it to Ohrid. As we were leaving the spot, we heard a strong 
holocaust, as if' there was something breaking; and then one of 
my companions noticed that the flying thing changed its place of 
res·t and flew over the river of Kosel". 

That something very frightening had occurred at Rusanac and greatly 
scared Mr Dusanib, was confirmed by his wife, who said: 

"I have no words to tell you how my husband looked like when he 
came home that night. He was pale as chalk. He wasn't able to say 
runything to me. To come to himself he went into the bath, altho­
ugh it was around 2.0am. Then, as soon as he got up in the morn­
ing, he disinfected the car with a very strong, widely known, 
disinfectant from the village of Vol.gosti". 

When investigating this case we met Sotir Stefanovski, a teacher of 
technical studies at Grigor Frli6ev school, _who told us that about 
ll.Opm one night in 1955 (exact date unknown] some workers had a s�m­
ilar experience whilst returning from Ohrid to their village of Fes­
tani. This event happened near the Hydrobiological Institute near 
Pestani on the Bitola-Ohrid road, and, again, involved a luminous 
round object possessing retractable "wings". The object so sca�d the 
workers that they returned precipitously to Ohrid, and only arr1ved 
in Pestani the next day. Fellow villages laughed at their account of 
the incident. 

A still earlier but essentially similar event occurred near the 
Prentov Bridge at Rusanac in 1942. Mr Pero Krstanovski, now [1971] a 
60 years-old pensioner, was a eo-witness and told us of an occasion 
(exact date not recalled] when he was returning to Ohrid from Bitola 
in a horse-drawn carriage, and how, as the carriage neared the bridge, 
the horses su:idenly stopped. In his own words: 

"I was at that time with Mr Boris Alach, who is still living; 
now, you know that horses are very sensitive animals. Mr Alach 
said to me, 'Pero, there has to be something', when we realized 
the horses would not go on. Then, beside the river Kosel, we saw 
a very strong flame moving horizontally and that it was disap­
pearing. When the flame disappeared completely, the horses went 
on again". 
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Confirmatory material like the foregoing, which was previously un­
known except to the percipients before we commenced our enquiries, 
is especially valuable in establishing the likelihood of the more 
recent events having occurred as described, or �f having at least a 
factual basis. 

Case 5: At 9.20pm (GMT) on August 6th, 1971, a noiseless fireball­
like object, leaving a long luminous trail, and similar to others 
previously observed over Canada and Czechoslovakia --- where some 
performed manoeuvres --- passed over the Mislinja valley, Slovenia, 
from West to East. One of these objects sighted over Czechoslovakia 
has been photographed. 

Case 6: On several occasions (exact dates unrecorded] during the la­
te suw�er of 1971, the inhabitants of Ljubljana have observed a 
bright luminous line extending across the sky from horizon to horiz­
on. This phenomenon usually occurs about midnight, and the line so­
metimes positionally changes parallel to itself. 

Case 7: An object considerably brighter than any known star has been 
seen on several evenings (exact dates urmoted] during the late sum­
mer of 1971 over the Srpska Crnja, an eminence located between Timi­
soara arrl Zrenjanin. The object repeatedly changed shape and was si­
milar to, if not actually the same as, the object seen over the same 
area on October 13th, 1971. An account of these observations was 
published in the newspaper "Novosti". 

Case 8 :  A noiseless, high speed, round object was observed about 9. 0 
pm (GMT) on September 27th, 1971, for a few moments over Slovengra­
dec airport, Solenia. Of a brilliant white colour, it left a well 
marked ••vapour" trail behind it. 

Case 9: On September 29th, 1971, a bril liantly white object was ob­
served by many residents of Pula, Istria, about 7.45pm (GMT), while 
the same or a similar object was seen over the town of Osor on the 
islarrl of Cres by Mr Milan Lazari�, a lecturer at the neighbouring 
school of shipbuilding. The following days saw the publication in 
various newspapers (e.g., "Glas Istre" and "Delo") of eyewitness de­
scriptions of the object, and one newspaper printed a rather sub­
standard photograph allegedly of the object taken by Mr Lazarib, 
with the caption �osnetek skrivnostnega letecega objekta". Later 
enquiries revealed the photograph to be almost certainly a fake, al­
though there is no doubt that some kind of unidentified aerial ob­
ject did appear over this district at the time and date indicated• 

Case 10: Reports or an object, or objects, either identical with or 
s irnil ar to those recorded in case 9 above, were also received from 
the Medulin area east of Pula, on the same date. The activity over 
Medulin, however, persisted until l0.05pm (G1IT), and possibly re­
lates to separate objects. Detailed information on these manifest­
ations is unfortunately not as yet forthcoming. 
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Case 11: On several undated nights during September 1971, objects 
apparently of ufo type was reportedly seen over the Zrenjanin area 
of Vojvodina. Critical details are regrettably absent from the re­
ports, whereby it is impossible to do more here than merely note 
the occurrence of unusual aerial activity then over the locality 
mentioned. 

Case 12: Between �.Opm and 5.3Qpm (GMT) on October 2nd, 1971, many 
people at Zadar (formerly knovm as Zara] watched a highly luminous 
object high in the sky. After sunset, however, the object ceased to 
be luminous, strongly suggesting that it possessed no light source 
of its own. Astronomical measurements were made of the object by Mr 
Mirceta Foti6, an aeronautical technician and Yugoslav Airforce ma­
jor at Zadar aerodrome. According to these calculations, the object 
was at an altitude of 25,000 metres and moved at an angle of �5° 
magnetic, while its size [?diameter] seems to have been about 50 by 
30 metres. Most observers agreed that its brilliance was or� hundred 
times stronger than that of the planet Venus. An account of the ob­
ject was published in the newspaper "Politika" on October �th. It 
may be noted that this object seems to have resembled another seen 
over Sarajevo in October 1968. 

Case 13: Late in the afternoon of October 2nd, 1971, two more unid­
entified objects were sighted over Pula, Istria, and Rijeka, Dalma­
tia, respectively. The object seen from Flila �as moving at consid­
erable speed from the north to the south,. and, according to observ­
ations conducted by Dr Ivan Korulid of Pula, was of triangular con­
figuration. At first, its colour was silvery metallic, although it 
later changed to red, details clearly seen �hrough Dr Korulic's bi­
noculars and telescope. The object watched from Rijeka moved more 
slowly, and proceeded in the direction of the island of Krk, and 
the coastal to�n of Senj. An account of these events appeared in 
the newspaper "Dnevnik" on October 7th. 

Case 1�: Between 7 .Opm and ll.Opm (GMT) on the same date, a bright 
object �as seen hjgh in the sky over Nis, Serbia, although from in­
formation presently available it is not yet possible to state whet­
her or not it was a genuine ufo. Further information respecting 
this sighting are urgently required. 

Case 15: At 8.12arn (GMT) on October 3rd, 1971, the crew of a DC-9 
aeroplane belonging to "Inex-Adria" airlines saw, when flying at 
10,000 metres altitude, some 60 kilometres northwest of Sarajevo, 
during a flight between Dubrovnik and Koln [Cologne], an unidenti­
fied triangular or cone-shaped.object exhibiting a shiny metallic 
surface. The object was higher tha� the DC-9, and was reported by 
the pilot, Boris Zupancic, to the regional flight-control centre at 
Zagreb, who, in reply, said they had no unscheduled in that area at 
that time. A short distance behind the DC-9 was a TU-13� aeroplane 
belonging to "Avio-Genex'airlines, then en route from Dubrovnik to 
London, and piloted by Voja Veseli6. Veselic's observations of the 
object appeared in �nevnik" on October 5th, and in "Vjesnik � Sri-
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jedu", no:l017, for October 17th. Another account was published in 
issue no:l8� of � Nachrichten" (1971). 

Case 16: During the afternoon of October 3rd, 1971, Milomir Rakic, 
of Kru�eva::·c, together with ten eo-witnesses, observed an unknown 
object high in the sky over Kru�evac, Serbia. It was independently 
watched from Soko Banja by Lazarus NikoliJ, a retired mathematician 
and an amateur astronomoer, and also from Subotinac and Alexinac 
[or Aleksinac]. According to Rakic, the object apparently glowed 
with a luminosity of its own (being also apparently illuminated by 
sunlight), and, through 20 x 50 binoculars, was seen to change its 
shape and colour. From an account printed in "Ve�ernje Novosti" on 
October 9th, we learn that: 

"The thing was moving very slowly, and its top was first turn­
ed tovmrds the sun, and afterwards to the opposite sides. As to 
its appearance, the fuselage consisted of a short cylindrical bo­
dy, one end of which terminated in a pointed cone, and the other, 
which was flat, bore a little extension, whose length, because of 
the distance, one could not estimate exactly. Meanwhile, on the 
fuselage, one could see a rather large opening which, when the 
thing changed position, was clearly featured". 

From information collected by us, Rakic's observations of this ob­
ject were made about 5.0pm. (GMT), whereas those made at Soko Banja 
occurred between �.lOpm arnd �.55pm (GMT) and those at Subotinac at 
�.30pm (G1fl), the weather at all these localities being exception­
ally fine. The observations made at Soko Banja indicate that the ob­
ject was not self-luminous (contrary to Rakic's belief), although it 
possessed a shiny surface which may have been metallic. Also, after 
sunset it was visible for a further �5 minutes, when the light it 
reflected was of a bluish-colour (of which the wavelength was found, 
by instruments, to be 3·600-6000 angstroms); after this period it di-
sappeared. Its azimuth over Soko Banja was determined at 305° magne­
tic, and it was seen to be movir� slightly in all directions conse­
cutively. Mr Nikoli& estimated its altitude as 10,000 to 15,000 met­
res (30,000 to �5,000 feet), further details of his observations ap­
pearing in the newspaper "Novosti" for October 13th. 

Observers at Alexinac were able to compare the object's size with 
that of an aircraftthat passed below the object at one stage (see 
the "Novosti" newspaper for October 20th.), although no record ex­
ists .of the object being reported by that aeroplane, even though it 
must have been visible to its crew members either visually or on 
radar-scopes. 

Eyewitness reports of the same object, or a similar one, were re­
ceived from Valjevo (where it was watched between ll.Oam to ll.JOam 
(GMT).), Pranjani (where it was under observation from 12 .15pm to 
�.20pm), and Ni� (where it was sighted between 4.0pm and �.40pm). 
None of these reports, however, add any significant details further 
to those already presented. 
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C11se 17: Between 6.0am and lO.Oam (GMT) on October 4th, 1971, a 
nigh altitude object (which may_have been the �ame at that discus­
sed in case 16) was observed over the Kori tnik toountains from the 
villages of Dragas and Vraniste. The available information from 
the5e sources is unfortunately insufficient for us to do do more 
than record here the occurrence of the event. Not improbably, how­
�ver, it may be connected with the object in the next case (no:lB) 
and those referred to in case 19 --- all of the aame date. 

Case 18: Between the hours of ll.Oam ani 4.0pm (GllT) on October 
4th, many citizens of Skopje, Macedonia, including Xilovan Vojase­
vi6, observed a silvery-grey object moving slowly frem west to 
east. In shape it was v�ry different from a conventional balloon, 
nor did it resemble a "flying saucer" as popularly conceived. At 
first most observers thought the object was at low altitude, but 
when, for some five hours, jet aircraft flew under it (apparently 
just below it), the object was seen to be far higher than the aer­
oplanes and must consequently have been of immense size. The news­
paper "Ve�ernje Novosti" printed an account of these observations 
on October 20th. 

Case 19: Reports of the same or a s1milar object were received 
from Krusevac and Beograd [Belgrade] on the same day. Although m­
ne contains much diagnostic inforrr�tion, it is worth recording 
that the observations at Krusevac were made at 3. )Qpm (GMT) and 
those at Belgrade between 4.35pm and 5�05pm (GMT). 

Case 20: During the afternoon [exact time unnoted] of October 5th, 
1971, another unidentified aerial body was seen from Vraniste and 
Dragas, again near the Koritnik mountains. Regrettably additional 
information respectir� these observations are not yet available. 

Case 21: At approximately B.Oam (GMT) on October 6th, 1971, an un­
identified object, not improbably a ufo, was seen by several unre­
lated individuals at Otocac, Vrhovina, Titova Korenica, and Gospi�. 
Reliable information concerning this object is conspicuous by its 
almost total absence, and it is r�t possible to do more than re­
cord the above facts here. 

Case 22: Between 9.0am and ll.Oam (GMT) on October 7th, 1971, an 
unidentified aerial body was seen over Kosovo Polje, but, like the 
same or another one seen at 4.10pm (G1'1T) the sarre day over Mali 
Losinj Island, and at 4.55pm (GMT) over Rijeka, no additional in­
formation about it is currently available. Much the same can be 
said of the object, or objects, reported the same afternoon (exact 
times unrecorded] over Modrica, Samac, Gradacac, Odzak, and Oras­
je. All these reports have been lumped together because not im­
probably all pertain to the same object, which latter, moreover, 
may also prove to have been identical with the following object, 
for which a little more information is to harrl. 

Case 23: Late in the afternoon (exact time unnoted] of October 
7th, 1971, a community building inspector, named Stane Ko�evar, in 
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company with two other unnamed persons, saw a reddish-coloured shiny 
object of triangular shape traverse the visible area of the sky in 
approximately 40 seconds. The percipients made this observation from 
the window of a house in Sevnica, and later reported it 1to the news-
paper "Dnevnik", which printed it on October 13'th� '

Case 24: At 7 .35pm (GMT) on Thursday, October 7th, 1971,1 another un-
identified flying body was observed over Pula, for which, however, 
critical details are not yet forthcoming. It was in the form of a 
bright moving light. An object, which may have 'been the aame as that 
just mentioned, was also seen over Pula at lO.lOpm (GMT), the same 
evening. In any case, both the above objects should be,avaluated in 
conjunction with the two following events. ' 

Case 25: Whilst on a hunting trip between Strarle and �eliko Ubelsko, 
near Postojna, an unnamed person from Veliko Ubelsko saw a red hued 
object in the sky at 9.0pm (GMT) on October 7th, which he kept under 
observation for approximately 15 seconds. The locality in question 
is very isQlated, and, at that time, enjoyed complete silence. This 
enabled the hunter to note that at no time did the objec.t emit any 
sound; the night was also completely clear and the Moon shone brigh­
tly. In shape and size, the object was round �nd had an apparent di­
ameter approximating to that of a "middle sized ball" [?a small be-

,ach ball]. Although the periphery of the object was red coloured, 
the centre or inner regions of it were colourless and there was no­
thing to be seen. Behind the object, which flew at an angle of about 
30° towards Pivka, was a tail-like appendage, the length of which 
was some five times the. object's diameter. This interesting repor·t 
was received from the A.G.Observatory. 

Case 26: An unnamed female eyewitness reported to the A.G.Observat­
ory that, at lO,lOpm (GMT) on October 7th, 1971, an object passed 
from west to east over Ljubljana. Seemingly twice the apparent size 
of Venus, the object was of round or circular shape and trailed a 
small tail behind it. The percipient �tched it for about 45 seconds, 
during which period it passed quite close to Ljubljana Castle, which 
stands on a considerable eminence, and saw it slightly alter course 
towards the south-east. Sparks appared to issue from the object when 
it changed course. The resemblance between this object and that seen 
one hour previously near Postojna is obvious. 

Case 27: Few details have been received for the unidentified aerial 
object seen passing over Rovinj between lO.lOpm and 10.15pm (GMT) 
the same evening, ani the chances are that it was not a genuine ufo 
at all; however, in view of the passage of similar unidentified �b­
jects over Pula (case 24) and Ljubljana (case 2o) simultaneously, it 
is recorded here. 

We come now to October 8th, a day on which very many ufo reports 
were received from all parts of Yugoslavia. Since a fairly large 
percentage of these were poorly documented, and subsequent investig-
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ations of them have e i ther not been pos s ible or have failed to pro­
duce a.ddi t ional informat ion, many have been lumped toge ther under 
s ingle headings where t he ir temporal d i s tribu t ion sugge s t s  that the 
the separate reports relate to the same event or events . The cases 
are again arranged in s tr ict chronol ogical se quence . 

Case 28 : Unidentified flying bodies we re seen over S ibe nik and Foca 
be tween 5 .0am ani 8 . 45 am (GMT) arrl 8 .0am and 1 2  noon (GMT ) re spect­
ively on Oc tober 8th, 1 97 1 . A t  9 .0am (GMT) the sarre day , a ge neral 
and off icers of the Yugoslav A irforce are al leged to have ob served 
a ufo over Serb ia ,  the scene of much ufo ac t ivity later the same 
day .  Foca , of course ,  i3 in Hercegovina . 

Case 29 : At lO , Oam (GMT) the same day , several F .A . P. workers saw 
an unknown obj ec t in the sky ove r B HS mountain, Serb ia .  This news 
rapidly spread to al l departments in the car fac tory , so tha t ,  for 
a while , many s core s of workers s topped to watch i t  for themselve s . 

The obj ec t  hovered over t he mountain for more than two hours , at an 
e s t imated a l t i tude of 1 , 000 me tre s . Obrad 3 ecme nic a ,  a technic ian 
a t  the fac tory , des cribed how the obj ec t ' s  brill iant wh i te colour 
i ni t ially at trac ted his attention. Acco rd ing to -o ther eyewitness 
account s  publ ished in"V'e cernje Novost i "for Oc tober 1 3 th ,  the obj ec t  
re sembled a cut bal l ,  wi th the cut or s e c t ioned surface d i re c ted 
Ear thwards .  A smal l cupo l a -l ike s truc ture exi s ted on the upper cur­
ved par t of the objec t  ( see f i g . l ) .  

Case }0 :  Some t ime before noon o n  October 8 th ,  ufos are reputed to 
have appeared over Rovinj , Mal i Losinj I s l and ,  Prokupl je , Krk, ani 
T imocka Kra j ina ( see "Novos t i "  for O ctobei 1 1 th ,  and WV ijes tnik � 
Srijedu" for October 27th ) . About noon t he s ame day , members of the 
Academic As tronomic As tronautic C l ub i n  Sarajevo were ob serving the 
sky through a tel e scope when, a t  1 2 . 20pm (GMT) they saw a whi te co ­
l oured triangular or cone -shaped obj ec t appear over the southeas t ­
ern horizon at an eleva t ion o f  1 5° and move slowly towards the east. 
It closely re sembl ed a n  objec ted s ighted over Sarajevo o n  thre pre ­
vious oc casions . By 3 . 0pm (GMT) i t  disappe ared behind the Trebevic 
mountains , while more or l e s s  s imul taneously the sane or a m ther 
se t of ufos came under observat ion a t  Kosovo Pol j e  and Prokupl je 
agai n .  That at the latter local i ty rema ined visible unt il 5 .0pm 
( GMT ) . 

Case 31 : Another aerial obj e ct appeared ove r Nis , Serbia , at 3 . 3Qpm 
(GMT ) the same afternoon .  De tail s of t he s i ghting were subse quently 
publ ished i n  "V e�ernje Novo s t i "  for Oc tober 1 4th , and de s cribe how 
Mr Dragan Mikesi6, and a frie nd of his , dec ided to observe the pla­
ne t  J up iter through hi s tel e s cope . A t  a po i nt 5o NE .  of the pl ane t  
h e  noted a br igh t  pentagonal -shaped obj e c t , apparently transparent 
- - - as if ma ny of cel l ophane - - - arrl in place s local ly ve ry bright . 
I t  was proceed ing from the we s t  toward s the north-eas t ,  and traver­
sed some EIJ0 in an hour . Abou t 4. ,30pm (GMT) its coloured changed to 
red , and generally because much fainter .  When, later s ti l l , it re ­
ached an apparent pos i tio n  1 5° from the plane t Mars , i t  became in­
vis ible ( this happened at 4 . 45pm ) . A t  about 4. 30pm ( ;MT ) , howeve r ,  
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a photogrmph was obtained of the obj ec t wh i le its shape was s t il l  
pent agonal . From various observa t ions i t s  al titude wa s  e s t ima ted a s  · 

50 k il ome tres ( 1 50 , 000 fee t ) , and its vel oc i ty as 26 k�h ( 1 7  mph ) . ��  

Al mos t  cer ta i nly the same obj ect was see n by members of the A s tr- · 

onomical Soc ie ty of Croa t ia from S ibe nik , in Dalma t ia , who watched 
i t  from 3 . 30pm to 5.0pm ( GMT )  the same afternoon .  I t  first appeared 
above the hor i zon eas twards of S ibe nik , and seemed to change shape 
from a round to an imperfect pe ntagonal configurat ion. It al so al t ­
ered i t s  speed .  A photograph wa s  obta i ne d  o f  it through a Ze iss 
lens . 

�ase 3 2 :  At 3 . 5 5pm (GMT) the same day , R ijeka aerodrome fl ight con­
trol observed two obj ects to the south-east , at an e s t imated he ight 
of 4 or 5 ki lome tre s ( 1 2 ,000 to 1 5 , 000 fee t ) . About the same time , 
the fl ight control on Krk I sland al so repor ted see i ng  these objects 
to the south-e a s t  of the isl and , adding tha t  one arr ived from the 
north-eas t and the o ther from the south -ea s t . S imul taneous ly , a pi­
lot serving wi th the �JAT " airl ine des cr ibed how he watched a n  un­
identif ied flyi ng body ove r Pul a ,  I s tria ,  a report co nfirmed by the 
fl ight control l er , F ranjo Pehurda , at Zagreb , where it was tracked 
on radar e quipment . These d e ta i l s  were _publ ished on Oc tober 1 3 th in 
the newspa·pers "Dnevnik �  a nd  "Ve�ernil is t " ,  from which we learn 
that the pilot was Mil ovan Kova�evic and that the aeroplane wa s  a 
CV -440 flying on route 821 from Pul a to Zagreb . From the aeropl a ne  
the objec t appeared to be rhombo idal i n · shape , and was mov ing a t  a 
he ight of 1 5 ,000 fee t ( 5 , 000 me tres ) .  Kova�evi6 added that he al so 
observed s imil ar ob j ec ts over K ikinda , S ubo t ica , and Ni� on o ther 
occa s ions . 

Some t ime be twee n  4.0pm and 5 .0pm (GMT ) ident ical or s imil ar ob­
jec ts were notic ed over Zadar , Vranje , B ujanovac , Vlad ic in Han, and 
S urdul ica , whil e be tween 4. 30pm and 5 . 0pm the same afternoon two 
ob j e c t s  - - - one triangul ar -shaped ,  the o ther saucer -shaped - - - ap ­
peared over T imocka Kraj ina , Macedonia . B o th latter ob jects moved 
fro� east to we s t ,  and were no t improbably conne c te d  i n  s ome manner 
wi th the round or saucer-shaped objects see n jus t  af ter sunse t tha t 
d ruy by several unnamed farmers at V iz inada . I ni t ial ly s ilver , the ­
s e  obj ec ts l a ter turned flame -col our ,. and reminded the eyewi tne s se s  ' 
of s imil ar ob j e c t s  they saw over V i�inada i n  Oc tober 1 967 . 

Ye t another unident i f ied aer ia l  object was see n over Leskovac , 
where it was ob served from 4 . 10pm to 4 . 40pm (GMT ) the same day . I t  
resembl ed tha t  s e e n  abou t  the same time over Nis , and was pos s ibly 
the same objec t which Zvonko Covit , an amateur as tronomer at S pl i t ,  
Dal ma t ia , watched a t  4. 5 5pm (GMT ) , through a tel e s cope . Appare ntly , 
me tall ic ,  this objec t gl owed l ike a n  exceptional ly br igh t  s tar , and 
pas sed over the north -we s t  hor i zon at a n  angl e of 30° .  Covid, in 
his account publ ished in the newspaper "Novosti" on Oc tober 1 5 th , 
described how d iffere ntl y coloured rays emanated from the ob jec t in 
various d irec tions , and how , final l y , i t  gradually faded away int·o 
" no thingne s s � . 
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se t ( exac t time unno ted ] . Few de tail s  regarding its form are avail ­
abl e ,  al though its col our is known to have varied from whi te to red . 
I t  is mentioned here because , ai though not conc l usive ly proved to 
have been a genuine ufo , i t  ve ry we ll coul d have been in view of the 
e s sential ly s imil ar aer ial bod ie s recorded over Yugoslav ia on th is 
date , and the fac t tha t Novigrad is only 1 5  k il ome tre s we s t  of V i� i ­
nada , where definite saucer-sha�e d objec ts were see n  shortly before 
s unse t  the same day ( see ca se 3 2 ) . 

Case 3 9 : I s sue no : l0 1 9  of "V ijes nik � Srijedu " , for lOth November ,  
printed an account of a strange fl ying objec t see n  by numerous chil ­
dre n and the ir teacher , Professor �el jko � zeb , of class la a t  the 
' Marshal T i to ' gymnas ium at Mos tar , Bos nia , at 7 . 0am (GMT ) on 9 th 

October . At that time a s tatio nary bal loon-l ike ob ject was see n in 
the sky near the mil i tary a irport at Mos tar , and remai ned in that 
pos it ion for approximately l� hours , after which i t  move d of f quite 
quickly in a north-we s terly d irec t ion. From the gymnas ium , the ob ­
j e c t  appeared to be near the we stern hori zon, at an angl e of 45-W� . • 

Several of the eyewitne s se s  recal led seeing a s imilar obj e c t  over or 
near the same local ity on May 1 6th , 1 9 70 .  

Case 40 :  A res ide nt of Trbovl j e , S l ovenia , was re turning f rom a trip 
to Katar ina H il l ( he ight 1 , 700 fee t )  nor th -eas t  of that town, whe n ,  
a t  approximately 5 . 0pm (GMT ) , he s ighted two saucer - shaped , s trongly 
l uminous , whi te -coloured obj ects mov ing a cross the sky at great spe ­
ed i n  a SSE d irec tion. This observat io n, made on October 9 th , wa s  
d e scr ibe d in the newspape r "D nevnik" on October 1 2 th .  

Very probably conne c ted wi th the above was the unknowr1 aer ial body 
reportedly see n  over Mt Vel ikagora , ne ar R ibnica , Slovenia , the same 
day ( exac t t ime unrecorde d ] . I t  may also have be e n  the obj e c t  pho to ­
graphe d some t ime betwe e n  5 . 45 a rrl  7 . O pm  (GMT )  tha t eve ning over Fula, 
I s tria , by Mr Edo Borel . This pho tograph showed an image ide ntical 
in mo st respec ts with that ob ta ined by the same ob serve r the previous 
day ( s ee case 3 5 ) . The newspaper "Novo s t i "  aga in carried a brief ac ­
count of the event on Oc tober 1 2th . 

Case 41 : Mr Bogosl av Pe te jan, of Pula , aga i n  observed a br il l iant 
triangul ar or c one -shaped sky obj ec t over that c i ty at 7 . 3 5pm (GMT ) 
on October lO th . The fre que ncy wi th wh:i ch such obj e c ts appeared over 
Pul a dur i ng early Oc tober caused many of the re s ide nts to speculate 
that they were real l y  he l iurr: f il l ed me teorol og ica l bal l oons or ar ti ­
ficial targe ts launc hed in conj unc t ion with mil i tary mar�euvres be­
i ng co rrl.uc ted at the t ime . Whi1 e such explanat ions have cons id erabl e 
mer i t ,  the st range behaviour of some of the obj e c ts and the ir n�ni ­
fe s tat ion co i ncidental ly wi th other obj ec ts al most ce rta i nly of ge n­
uine ufo affini t ie s e l sewhere in Yugoslav ia. ,  re nders such explanat ­
ions i nconcl us ive to say the least . Ne i ther , of c ourse , can i t  be 
pos i t ivel y  asserted tha t the se obj ec ts � ge nuine al ien space ve ­
hicl e s .  

Cas e 42 : A t  2 .0prn (Gl\IT ) o n  Oc tober 1 1 th , 1 971 , c i t i ze ns  of Lar ibor , 
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Slovenia , ob served an obl ong-shaped glowing obj ect over Me l j sko La ­
ke for a period of te n minutes ,  af ter wh ic h it d isappeared behind 
Kalvar ija Mounta in. The obj ect appeared to osc illate , and was seen 
by , among others , I z tok , Ma.Tio , Zdravko, and Heda Bra tos . Ano ther 
observer , Darius Bratos , l ikened the objec t ' s  shape to that of a 
kite , a box -k i te pre sumably be ing meant . 

Case 43 :  A t  some unrecorded ho ur  in the af ternoon of Oc tober 11 th ,  
1 971 , an unspec ified number o f  unknown obj ec ts were see n proceeding 
in a north to south d irection over L j ubl j a na. ,  and were no doubt 
conne c ted wi th the two br il l iantly wh i te round objec t s  see n  about 
5 .0pm (GMT )  the satre day mov ing toward s Novo Mesto by res idents of 
Trbovl j e ,  Slove nia . 

Case 44: Be tween 9 . 3Qpm and 10 . 30pm (GMT ) on the fol lowing day. mi ­
l itary radar units on the Adriat ic no t ified Zagreb area fl ight con­
trol centre tha t they had bee n v isual ly observing luminous aer ial 
l ights --- re sembl ing a ircraft naviga tion l ights - -- for s ome t ime ,  
and enqu ired from the control l er then on duty ,  T omislav Karme r ,  
what air traffic was s chedul ed i n  the ir area at that t ime . Karmer 
repl ied that the only scheduled fl ight anywhere near the ir area was 
that of a smal l  priva tely owned j e t -pl ane in trans i t  be tween Ancona 
in I taly and S pl i t  in Yugoslav ia .  I t  was , therefore , far to the 
sou th of the mil i tary uni ts re questing this information, and , s ince 
i t  was flying at 42 , 000 fee t ,  i ts naviga t ion l ights would in fac t  
be invis ible to ground observers anywhe re without op t ical a id s . The 
mil itary units subsequently advi sed Zagreb tha t the mys terious cel ­
e s t ial l ights had "d isappeared � The nespa per "V ijesnik � Srijedu" 
publ ished an account of this i nc ident in i ts issue of Oc tober 27 th . 

We come now to o� tober 13 th , when a greater numbe r of ind ividual 
reports of unident ified aer ial obj ec ts over Yugoslavia was rece ived 
than on any other day during this "flap" . T hey follow be low �hrono­
logical l y .  

Case 45 : Zagreb air -traff ic control centre had been wa tching the 
b l ip of an unknown obj e c t  on the ir radar -scope for 30 minute s  whe n,  
at·  approxima tely 1 2 . 10pm ( GMT )  on Oc tober 13 th ,  and in conjunc t ion 
wi th the mil itary c ontrol at tha t  a irpor t ,  they asked the pil o t  of 
a Yugoslav A irforce ae ropl ane the n in the vic ini ty to invest igate 
it . The pilot ' s  a t tempt to do so was short -l ived due to shor tage of 
fuel , al though he , too ,  saw the obj ec t .  T e n  minutes later , at 1 2 . 20 
pm (GMT ) ,  the pil o t  of the B r i t ish airl ine r �acker" BAC -1 1 1 , fly ­
i ng  a t  a n  elevat ion o f  37 , 000 fee t from Kl a ge nfurt , Aus tria , to Sa ­
rajevo , Yugoslavia , reported see ing the same object eas tward of his 
aeroplane . A mere four minute s later , the p ilot of a "Luf thansa " LH 
3 1 1 aeropl ane ,  flying from Sarajevo to Klage nfurt ( i . e .  in the op­
pos i te d irec tion) , al so rad ioed a desc ript ion of this objec t ,  which, 
he said , was s i lvery-white in c olour and appare ntly s tat ionary a t  
3 5 ,000 fee t . A third pilo t , flying a n  a ircraft o f  the Dutch "Mart­
i ns "  charter airl ine , repor ted see ing the same obj ec t shor tly afteP­
ward s ,  when it was at an e s t imated al titud e  of 33 , 000 fee t  and rnov-
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ing at  about 24 lon/h. At approximately l 2 . 30pm (GMT), the pilot of 
a Dutoh "KLM" airl iner, flying on route 51 2 ,  al so described this ob­
ject as possess ing a dazzl ing shine and moving wi th considerable ve­
loc ity.  

From all this independently suppl ied information, and from calcu­
lated made at Zagreb airport , it  was establ ished that this object 
was , when moving , proceeding agains t  the wind.  I t  wa s  continuously 
tracked to a po int approximately 45 miles south of Zagreb , where i t  
suddenly disappeared from the radar-screen. A full account o f  these 
inter-related observations appeared in the newspaper "V ijesnik � 
Srijedu" on October 27th. 

Very probably the sarre object was seen again about 3 . 20pm (GMT) 
the same day from the "Lufthansa " Boe ing 727 aeroplane then e n  route 
to Athens from Frankfurt . The pilot , who watched it  for 5 minutes 
when south of Zagreb , described it  as s ilvery coloured , as moving 
against  the wirrl , and as  having an estimated speed of  1000 lan/h. TY!O 
minutes later , the pilot of  a British "BOAC " airl iner, then flying 
between Lonion arrl the Near Eas t ,  saw the same object 74 kilome tres 
south-eas t of Zagreb , at a he ight of 33 ,000 feet .  He descr ibed it  as 
high above and to the east of his aircraft , and identified it as a 
"meteorological bal loon" illuminated by the sun' s rays --- an ident ­
ification of questionable merit . 

Case 46 : A slow-moving , high al t i tude object passed over Novi Sad , 
in Vojvodina , about l . 50pm (GMT) on Oc tober 13 th ,  and was not impro­
bably identical with the whi te coloured aerial objec t seen by some 
200 spectators at a football match be ing played then in the nearby '-I 
town of S id .  The objec t  appeared suddenly from the north and , to the 
unaided eye , had an apparent diame ter of about 10 ems . Vis ible for 
approximately 45 minu te s ,  i t  moved slowly towards Belgrade and its 
colour changed to orange before it  eventually disappeared . A t  one 
s tage a jet aeroplane appeared to head straight for _the object on a 
col l ision course , but was then seen to pass well  below it , the ob­
ject being in real ity at an immense al titude and far above the aero­
plane . Press  reporter Tomislav Rozi6, who witne ssed the event and 
wrote an account of it for the newspaper "Vecernje Novosti"  ( see the 
issue for 19th Oc tober ) ,  described how everyone got very exci ted , 
how the footbal lers ceased playing , and how al l prese nt at the match 
"jus t watched the sky" . 

Probably the same object was al so seen over Banja Luka , further to 
the wes t , a l i ttle la ter the same afternoon. The objec t ,  which was 
moving in a westerly direction, there had a triangular or cone-sha� 
A brief account of this s ight ing appear in "Vecernji Lis t "  on Oc tob ­
er lO th .  

Case 47 : At 3 .0pm (GMT ) on October 13 th ,  an  unidentified aerial body 
was observed over Sremska Mitrovica , Vojvodina,  and was probably the 
the same as that seen 10 minute s later at Vukovar in Croa tia , a nd  at 
Apatin, Sonta , Bodjani , and Belgrade at 3 . 30pm (G.11T ) .  White in col ­
our , the objec t was at a great he i ght and exhibited few if ar� d is -
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cernible de tails . I t  is imposs ible to state with any certainty whe t­
her or not the following objec t  was identical or connected with any 
of those just me ntioned , but less than half an hour after the sight­
ihg made at  3 . 30pm over Belgrade the air traffic-control centre at  
Surc in, north-west of  Belgrade , watched an intensely br ight aerial 
objec t  to the north of them . I t  was al so reported by v.arious Yugo­
slavian and foreign airl ine pil ots us ing Surcin airport at the time . 
A t  4.0pm (GMT ) the area fl ight-control centre at Zagreb was alerted 
to the existence of this objec t .  The precise nature of this objec t  
was never satisfac torily determined . The newspaper "Dnevnik" publ i­
shed some details of this event in its isaue of October 1 5th . 

Case 48 : At 3 . 40pm (GMT) on the same date , an el l iptically shaped 
object  appeared in the sky over Subotica , where it remained for ap­
proxi�tely three -quarters of a hour.  During that period it  repeat­
edly changed colour from s ilver to an intense red ,  and was at al l 
times highly luminous . The object was at a great al titude and moved 
in an easterly direc tion. Perhaps the same object  was seen between 
3 . 45pm and 4. 45pm (GMT } by many unrelated eyewitnesses , over Vrbas , 
Zrenjanin,  Bajmok, Borovo , Baska Topola , Lezimir, Zabalj ,  Novi Sad , 
Kula , Miletidevo , and Kovilj --- al l places generally north or north 
west  of Belgrade . I t  seems to have remained vis ible from Zrenjanin 
and Borovo longer than elsewhere , d isappearing from view at the lat­
ter place as late as 7 .0pm (GMT ) . 

Case 49 : At 4. 55pm (GMT) on Oc tober 13 th ,  a fast moving objec t of 
indefinable sha:pe was seen over Srpska Crnja , Vojvodina, having pre­
viously been observed over J imbol ica in neighbouring Rummnia . I t  was 
at a tremendous al titude ani moved in a westerly d irection. V isible 
until 5 .0prn, it was also watched from Zrenjanin at 6 .0pm (GMT) and 
for 20 minutes thereafter. 

Case .:0 :  The unknown sky object seen at 10 .Opm (GMT) the same even­
ing over Subotica , was very probably a separate body from those jus t  
recorded , and , according to Mr Milovan Mikovi�, . a  reporte; assoc i ­
ated with Radio Subotica , i t  hovered over the city a t  about the spot 
occupied by the object s ighted there earl ier the same afternoon. On 
October 1 6th the newspaper "Pol itika" publ ished an account of the 
event .  

Case 51 : A t  unnoted times during the afternoon of October 13 th ,  un­
identified aerial bodies were seen over Modri�a , Crvenka and Sombor­
Stapari .  Regrettably critical detail s  concerning these objects are 
not presently forthcoming .  

Case 52 : A t  an unnoted hour in the afternoon of Oc tober 13 th ,  ,4;wo 
educational officers witnessed an extraordinary aerial phenomenon 
over Bosanska Posavina , Bosnia . I t  resembled dense smoke , which,  ap­
proximately one kilome tre long and one me tre wide , passed across the 
sky in an undulatory or wave -l ike manner . This phenomenon was al so 
seen by several other loca1 inhabitants . 

V irtual ly identical "flying smoke " was seen about the same t ime by 
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farmers a t  Kladar , al so in Bosnia , where i t  wa s visible for 1 5  min­
ute s before pass ing northwards out of s ight . Whil e ove r this area , 
the phenomenon greatly d isturbed cows , sheep ,  he ns , and othe r ani ­
mal s ,  the he ns be i ng  de s cribe d by one farmer a s  be ir� "s cared to 
death" . An interest ing account of this amazing inc ide nt appears in 
O ctober 1 9 th ed i t ion of the newspa per �e�ernje Novo s t i " . 

Case 53 : On or about Oc tober 13 th ( exac t date unre corded ] ,  ma ny I t ­
al ians res ide nt at Ancona , Monfal cone , and T r ies te watched the pas ­
sage o f  unidentif ied aer ial obj ec ts over those c i tie s .  O ne ,  ove r 
the Bay of Trie s te , was a da zzl i:n.�ly white l uminous obj e c t  ani ap ­
peared there for 40 seconds before rac i ng away a t  great speed tow­
ard s the Yugoslavian border and mai nland . Al though s ighted over I t ­
aly , the se obj e c ts we re  undoubtedly as soc iated wi th those over Yug­
o sl avia , as de tail ed in the afore l is ted case s ,  and me ir attent i on 
her e . 

Case 54: The ed ition of the newspa per �ol itika " is s ued on Oc tober 
1 6th,  de scribed how ,  d uring the evening of the 1 4th , one or tnore 
u nide ntified aerial bod ie s passed over Sombor , Se nta , Kikinda , and 
Baska Topol a , and how one shaped l ike an e l l ipse agai n  appeared ov­
er Subo t ica . We , ourselve s , receive d further reports of s imilar ob ­
j ec t s  seen abou t t he same t ime over A pa t in and Nis - -- al � place s 
i n  the same gene ral reg ion of Yugoslavia -- - l a ter e nquirie s e s tab ­
l ishing that the objec t see n  from the last named place was ob s erved 
about 8 .0pm ( GMT ) . 

Case 55: A t  1 2  m idnight o n  Oc tober 1 6th, 1 971 , a group of s tude nts 
observed a cl early defined round object of a br ight yel low-orange 
col our , five to te n t ime s br ighter than tha t of the pl ane t  Mars , 
movi ng abruptly in d iffere nt d irectio ns around a central po int i n  
the sky at Uskovnica , north-eas t of Bohinj . The obj ec t  some t imes 
changed shape and assumed an e l onga ted or candle -flame conf i � ura t -
• 

0 
1on .  At one t ime the observers took an involuntary s tep backwar<is 
a s  the object seemed to dart towards them and increase in s i ze to 
twice the d iame ter of a ful l  Moon. The s trange perforn�nce , descr i ­
b e d  by o ne  pe rc i pie nt as " jumping around l ike a bug " , continued for 
1 5  minutes , afte r  which the ob jec t became s te ad ily pal er and looke d 
a s  though it was movi ng away into the d i s tance . I t  eve ntually dis ­
appeared ina sou th-we sterly d ire c t ion towards Podrta Gora and Kamna 
B is trica . Soundle s s at al l time s , the obj e c t  was e s t ima ted to be at 
an al ti tude of 6 ,000 fee t . 

Case 56 : At 7 . 30am (GMT ) on October 1 8th , Mr E gon Kase , a reporter 
for the maga z ine "Tovar is " , ob ta ined three pho tographs of an objec t 
apparently near the Sun. Take n from the vil l age of Br 1uk , S l ove nia , 
the se photographs show a br ight spot near the south-we s ter n per i ­
me ter o f  the Sun ' s image . I n  the first pho tograph the s pot shows a 
short , thick 1 ine surmounted by a more weakly de f i ned ..>ria ngl e hav­
i ng i ts apex tur1�d away from t he Sun. The second and third pho to­
graphs: the objec t ,  al though mai nta ining its curious form , al tered 
i t s  posit ion rel ative to the .... un '· s d i sc . 'l"he pos · i ib il i ty of th i s  
e f fect having bee n produced by l e ns fl are i s  cons idered unl ikely . 
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Case 57 : A t  approximatel y 1 2 .05am on Oc tober 24th , 1 971 , a group of 
army cade ts from Tacen ,  north of Ljubl jana , saw a high-speed aerial 
obj ec t , shaped l ike a " l ine " ,  execute compl icated geome trical mano ­
euvre s , inc l ud ing c irc ul ar ,  triangular , and hexagonal shaped pat­
terns . At other t ime s it became mot ionle s s .  I n  s ize it was larger 
than a� s tar,  and repeatedly changed colour : those no ted incl uded 
orange , blue , v io l e t-whi te , red ,  ye llow ,  green,  and s teel -bl ue . The 
o�j ec t , which wa s  surrounded by a n  extraordinar i ly bright c ircl e of 
l 1gh� , g::adually grew paler and d iminished in s i ze , finally d i sap­
pe�r l.ng 1. n  the c ons tel lat ions of Pisces ani Pegasus a t  4 . h.5am (GMT ) .  
Th1s repor t was re ce i')'ed from t he As tronor.lical and Geophys ical ob­
servatory at L j ubl j ana . 

Case 58 : At 1 2 . 57pm (GMT ) on November 7th,  1 97 1 ,  a high al titude un­
ide nti fied sky ob ject was no t iced over Vukovar , Croatia . F urther de ­
ta i l s  conce�ning it are , however , re gre t tably_ no t  ava il able . 

Case 59 : At 4. 5 9pm ( GMT )  o n  De cember 23rd , Mr Zvonko Klosanic -- the 
chief of t he a ir traffic -control centre a t  Be l grade a irport -- repo ­
r ted that a high-speed aerial body , leaving a br ight trail , was vis ­
ibl e there for a s hort while ,  bo th visual ly and on radar , before 
speeding off towards Avala . Whatever th� obj ec t was , it was on an 
unschedul ed fl ight . I ts al t i tude was e s t imated to be 2 , 000 me tre s 
( 6 ,000 fee t ) . T his report was received from the As tronomical and Ge ­
ophys ical observa tory at L j ubl jana .

Almost certa inly this wave of mys terious aer ial obj ec ts al so emb­
raced the ne ighour ing countrie s  of I taly , Aus tria , Hungary ani Rum­
ania , and , perhaps , al so Bul garia and Albania .

Tha t s ignifica nt eve nts oc curred over Yugosl avia dur ing the Autumn 
of 1 971 is sure ly now very obvious , al though why at tha t time of the 
year and why over Yugoslav ia are que s tions as yet unanswered . Add i t ­
i onal infonnat ion re spec ting the l e ss wel l  documented eve nts l is ted 
in the above report wil l be publ ished as and when it com�s to harrl .

REMARKS ON THE BALLOON-LIKE OBJECTS RER)RTJID IN 
THE 1971 YUGOSLAVIAN "UFO FLAP" , 

-

While few doubts exist that many of the aforegoing Yugoslav re­
ports rel ate to seemingly genuine ufo manifestations ( for example 
see cases 1, 4, 26 , 52 , and 55 ) ,  others describe objects more ne­
arly resembl ing various kinds of  conventional research ballo0ns 
( for example see cases 1 2 ,  1 8 ,  33 , and 46) , and it ·  is sensible to 
assess these latter reports on the basis of the following inform­
ation about balloons in general . 

Most reports describing balloon-l ike objects refer to their slow 
�peeds , changing shape s ,  huge apparent sizes , great bril l iance , or 
mention their high al titudes . Respecting brilliance , many balloons 
are made of highly reflec tive material , such as polyethelen, and 
�re frequently metal ized external ly . They also often carry small 
navigation l ights . The great brill iance of some of the balloon­
l ike objects featured in the above mentioned reports is easily ex� 
plained on these grounds . 

Concerning size , the largest American high al titude research bal ­
loons are 7 50  fee t long and ,  when ful ly inflated , 450 fee t in d ia­
me ter .  Some Russian bal loons are repor tedly even larger.  Such bal ­
loons have feached recorded heights of up to 1 62 ,000 fee t ,  during 
fl ights lasting up to three days , while "Upper-Air� weather bal lo­
ons , which can also attain  �rea t heights , often remain aloft for 
over six months . d�if ti ng on the preva il ing winds . If necessary , 
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many of these ball oons can be prematurely terminated instrumentally ,  
a process which, if  used on  a bal loon be ing tracked on radar equip­
ment , could cause it to suddenly "disappear" from the radar-scope . 
The abrupt disappearance of the object mentioned in case 45 may con­
ceivably have been due to termination of this kind . 

A prominent characterist ic of these ba lloons is that the ir speed , 
size ara shape varies ,  often appreciably , according to the ir al t i ­
tude at any given time rel at ive to local meteorol ogical cond itions 
( wind velocities , barometric pre ssures ,  etc . ) .  These factors , e it ­
her singly or collectively , go far towards explaining many of the 
behavioural features and patterns noticed during observations of 
essentially ball oon-l ike objects over Yugoslavia during Autumn 1971 . 

The above remarks , of course ,  do not imply that the reports of 
bal l oon-l ike objec ts necessarily describe true balloons , even though 
a strong probabil ity exi sts that at least � of them do . Certainly 
it should not be overlooked that del iberate mimicry or dece ption --­
l ike that advoca·ted in Keel ' s  "Operation Trojan Horae " ,  or those 
ufos that seem purposely to disguise themselves as cloud -l ike objects 
--- involving the creation of pseudo-balloons by the manipulators of 
"conventional " ufos , is ar�ther possible explanation of these myster­
ious earil objects recorded in such numbers over Yugoslavia and the 
adjacent countries in 1 971 . Neither should i t  be forgotten  that some 
of these otherwise typical balloons were reported by appa re nt ly res ­
ponsible observers as travell ing agains t  the prevaili ng w�nds ( for 
example , see case 45) , a most un-bal loon-l ike ac tivity .

I n  volume two , part two , of the "UFO Regis te r" ( p . l 6 ) , a series of 
publ ished references were given as an initial step towards a serious 
comparat ive s tudy of tl�se i ntriguing ground e f fec ts associated with 
landed or l ow hovering ufos - - - "'nest s "  and "c ircles .. , or affected 
vegetation .

I ndeed , the key-word s should he nce ­
forth be "care " and "accuracy" . 

As one of the prel imi narie s toward s put t i ng  the "house of ufology " 
i n  order , a l ist of sll s imil ar anomal ie s would be a very worthwhile 
undertaking of lasting value , eve n though a truly vast amount of 
l iterature would require careful perusal . Perhaps a reader who real ­
i ze s  the impor tance of i sola ting these d i screpanc ie s  wil l be i nspir­
ed by the forego ing to make a start on this formidabl e but important 
task . 

Briefl y  tur ning now to o ther matters , this issue rever ts to a tot ­
al l y  analytical study o f  ufo reports for a specif ic year , i n  this 
i nstance 1 968 , as part of the seri e s  i naugurated i n  earl ier issue s  
o f  the UFO Regis ter .  The Ed itor .  

1 9.68 : GENERAL ANALYSIS . 
1968 produced an exceptionally l arge number of se parate ufo s ight ­

i ng  re port s ,  no less than 89 5 be ing rec e ived or traced by Data Re ­
search. Undoub tedly ma ny  further s ighti ngs oc curred dur i ng  1968 , but 
the se were e i ther no t  reported or , if they were , de ta i l s  of them ha ­
ve not yet come to our a tte ntion. 

Many ufo eve nts during 1 968 were evide nt ly d irec tly conne cted with 
those o� the very busy preced i ng year , 1 9 67 , al though i n  1 968 the 
regions of greatest ( appare nt ) ufo ac t ivi ty seem to have bee n Aus tra­
l ia and South America ( part icularly Bra zil and Arge ntina ) . �l so no te­
worthy wa s  the compara t ive ly high degree of ufo ac t ivi ty over the 
Warwickshire area of Britain, as the foll owi ng catalogue shows . Ufo 
concentrations over specific area s ,  however , may re sult l e s s  from ac ­
t ual co ncentrations there and more from uneve n  col lec ting of eyewi t ­
ne ss ac count s  or the uneven distribution of fiel d inves tigators or 
from the dec idedl y e rrat ic publ icat ion of the known material . 

Detailed a nal ys i s  of al l report s rece ived , publ ished and unpubl ish­
ed , shows that all but 422 perta i n  to identifiable phe nome na or ob ­
j ec ts , or are i nsuffic iently well docume nted to al l ow pos i t ive con­
cl us ions about t hem to be reached e ither way . As i nd icated in the 
fol lowi ng breakdown ( see UFO Regi s ter , vol . l ,  pt . 2 , page 4 for def i ­
ni tions of the categories;:-category D embrace s  a very high perce nt ­
age of report s ,  i t  be ing quite probab l e  that , in rea l ity , many of 
thes e  involved badly reported ge nuine ufos . Lack of critical detail , 
however ,  precl udes ali ter na t ive cl a s s ification of such reports .
