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EDITORIAL

Readers already familiar with earlier volumes of the UFO REGISTER may be
surprised at the length of the present issve and the fact that, on this occas-
ion, parts one and two which are normally separate, are here amalgamated. A
quick glance at the contents listed above will show that the articles by Far-
ish, Mansell, and Howard are scarcely long enough on their own to collectively
form one of the two parts of this journal issued annually until this year, and
that the Synopsis of the Great World-Wide UFO Wave of 1973 is, conversely, of
almost inordinate length. The reason for this latter circumstance lies in the
fact that the total number of ufo reports --- many of them of the highest im-
portance --- accumulated for 1973 attained such large proportions that nothing
short of the present length appeared to do Jjustice to this remarkable year.

It should thus become readily apparent that there has been virtually no way

in which to avoid the creation of an issue as large as the present one. The
appearance of so large an issue should, of course, be regarded as exceptional
in a period when ecomomies and ever-rising costs have become common-place.
Nonetheless, Data Researci: has felt that, despite such general restraits, the
high production costs that an issue as large as this inevitably entails should
not be allowed to over-ride the necessity to present the ufo phenomenon for
1973 in as complete and comprehensive a manner as was reasonably possible. In
other words, if the ufo record just so happened to be especially complex or
abundant in 1973 (the year selected on this ocecasion for study), then the leng-
th of this journal should be cut accordingly.

As in previous years, Data Research continued to be heavily committed to
the in-depth investigation of the ufo phenomenon throughout 1973 and 1974, and
maintained widespread liaison on ufological matters with interested researchers
and investigative bodies throughout the world. The large-scale synopsis of the
1973 ufo activity just alluded to amply reflects this collaboration. Exchange
of information was also maintained, and also begun with new and/or hitherto
uncontacted individuals and organizations. Simultaneously, a library of ufo
photographs was started with a view to the compilation of a catalogue of these
frequently intriguing lines of "evidence' and the creation of a permanent dis-
play unit enabling the exhibition of such photographs at meetings and lectures.




Since the last issue of this journal appeared, Data Research has regrettably
lost the services of John Loveridge, to whom our grateful thanks are due for all
the sterling work he undertook dvring his spell with us, but gained the services
of Eddie Cox and Leslie Dudley. Of these, Bddie has managed after an immense
aounft of hard and tedious work to put our very considerable library into usable
order and will henceforth maintain the collection by acting as our librarian.
Leslie, a serving member of the R.A.F., has clready made significant contribut-
ions in various areas oi research and wiil undoubtedly prove to be a valuable
member in the alrcady much over-worked Iata Research teE=0 Indeed, there are
nunerous occasions whein the teeam, as a body, wisnes that ufos would go away for
a while in order to allow it to catch v» 'lith the numercus backlogging tasks
that still await its attention.

All readers Inverested o see hisvorical ufo raports recorded will welcome
the latest instellment of Lucins Yarishis ncw weil-establishcd annual catalogue
printed on pages 3 to 6 herein, and w. il doubtless ke glad to know that the un-
pleasant incident irom 1886 dealit with by Derel: N.Manseil has been "reopened"
insofar as correspondernce has been exchanged with the American Consulate and
hospitals in lMaracaibto in «n effort to discover =ny records of the case that
may have suvvived from the year in question. In due coursz, and dependent upon
the outcome of Mr Mansell's investigations, we hopz o bring readers additional
details of this now old but certainly very intrieguing cas-e.

The vast number of revorts comprising the 1¢73 uro “flap" forming the main
feature in th:s issue are admitted.y of umeven quality ~-~ raging from the de--
tailed to the sparsely devalled. Nevertheless, they collective constitute an
astonishing record ard serve to indicate the true magaitude of that "flap",
which, so far as printed accounts eie concexrn=d, has never previously been pro-
perly highlighted. The article, with itc muserous individval cases, will pre-
sumably form a reasonable busis fcxr others vo concrue’ further researches, such
as the application of the iupsrtant "Law of the Times" (outined in part 2 of
volume 4 of this journal (1973), po.7~15), cr &a extensicn of Gordon Creighton's
well-known catalogue of ‘lenimal reactions in relation to uio manifestations"
as published in secveral nast issues of Flying Salcer Rev:e"l. Studies of the in-
dividual landing and occupant ccscs (of which there are many) should also prove
highly interesting, and oughv *o be extended from the excellent start made on
this aspect of the 1973 ufo phencmenon by Webb (cee "1973 ~ The Year of the
Fumaroids").

The carlier (1972) events at Toiedo in Oxegoa, forming the subject of J.Fran-
cyl Howerd's article, represent another extraordinary link in the now lengthy
chain of near unbelievable episodes littering the ufo swvory down the years. Yet,
the occurrences at Toledo, weird thougn they were, differ very iittle in degree
of "strangeness" from many others reported elsewhere i1 such serious ufo journ-
als as Flying Saucer Review, Cenedjan UFO Report, and Phenomenes Spatiaux. It
is nonetheless strange thut this series of izuly remarkable events, although
publisa in several North American papers, seem tc have remained unknown to the
main body of ufo researchers in general, this being in Tact one of the principal
reasons for publishing the present account lle:ze. Howerd personelly investigated
and interviewed many of the witnesses involved, thereby lending particular value
to the resulting report.

Finally, readers of the last issue of the JEQ REGISTER (vol.4, pt.2, 1973,
p,3) should note that the date of 1971 cited for the ufo landing at Moron, Spain,
ought to have heen 1972. The real date wezs May 1lith., 1972, This emends the re-
cord.

A CATALOGUE OF HISTORICAL UFO REPORTS:
PART THREE,

(In part two cf volume three of this journal, and in part:-one of volume four
of this journal, installments were published of a detailed catalogue of inci-
dents involving ufos or ufo-like phenomena antedating 1947 --- the year in which
the modern ufo saga may be said to have generally begun. We now present the
third part of this catalogue, which, like the preceding parts, retains the ori-
ginal wording of the various accounts as far as possible and furnishes the sour-
ces from which the listed incidents have been extracted.

Although the author has amassed huge numbers of additional historical inci-
dents which will be detailed in future installments of this catalogue, he cordi-
ally invites all readers who come acrcss 0ld accounts in this category to for-
ward copies cr details of them to him, either via Data Research's headquarters
at Cumnor, or direct to his home on Route One, Plumerville, Arkansas 72127, USA.

Incident 41: AD.1253. At Alveston, England, on the night of October 14th, the
- following phenomenon was seen in the sky:
"About the hour of vaspers! the sky being clear,'suddenly a large bright
star appeared out of a black cloud with two smaller stars in the vicinity.
A battle royal soon commenced, the small stars charging the great star ag-
ain and again, so that it began to diminish in size, and sparks of fire
fell from the combatants. This continued for a considerable time, and at
last, the spectators, stupified by fear and wornder, and ignorant of what it
; mlght portend, fled".
Reported to Burton Abbey by one Nicholas of Findern, according to a letter to
the editor of the Derby Evening Telegraph of August 26th., 1965.

Incident 42: AD.13%85. In John Malvern's Continvator of Higden's Polychronicon
we read that: ’
",..on the fifteenth day of July, at London and likewise at Dover, there
.appeared after sunset a kind of fire in the shape of a head in the south
part of the heavens, stretching out to the northern quarter, which flew
- away, dividing itself into three parts, and travelled in the air like a
bird of the woods in fllght At length they JOlned in one and suddenly
disappeared".

Incident 43: AD.163%9. In Marcn of this year, James Everell, "a sober, discreet
man'", was crossing the Muddy River near Boston, Massachusetts, with two other
men, At approximately 10.00p.m., they saw a "great light'" hanging stationary in
the sky. It seemed square or oblong in shape and appeared to be about nine feet
across. The light then moved swiftly towards Charleston, Mass., and came back
near the observers. The light ccntinued its maneuvers for more than two hours,
while the observers huddled in their boat in fright. When the light finally dis-
appeared, the men found that their boat was further upstream than when they fir-
st sighted the light. Some force seemed to have pushed them back against the
tide. The same light was seen by several other persons in the Boston area.
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(INFO Journal, vol.l, no:3, "John Winthrop and UFOs in Colonial New England" by
Andrew Rothovius, quoting from John Winthrop's "Journal!)

Incident 44: AD.1644. A globe of light, about the size of the full moon, was se-
en rising from the northeastern sea horizon by many people on the Boston, Massa-
chusetts, waterfront. This occurred about 8.00pm. on January 18th. Shortly after
the sighting of the first globe, a second one was seen to approach from the east.
The two lights converged over Noddle's Island in Boston harbour. Then began a
game of "tag'" between the lights; as they chased each other, '"sparkles of light"
were occasionally emitted from them. At this same time, people in boats on the
water between Boston and Dorchester heard a voice from the sky saying '"Boy, boy,
come away, come away'". The witnesses, all described as '"sober and godly'" people,
claimed they heard the voice about 20 times, seemingly coming from various dir-
ections. The voice seemed to be at a great distance and repeated its beckoning
call in "a most dreadful manner'". The lights were seen again a week later and a
week following that, when the voices were again heard repeating their ghostly
callllys

(same source as for incident 43)

Incident 45: AD.1783. At Leicester, England, on an unspecified date in this year,
observers saw, at about 9.00pm. on a Monday, "a most uncommon phenomenon'" which
they described as a '"globe of fire, apparently about the size of the moon in full,
with a tail of several yeards, like that of a comet, and seemingly not more than
forty yards above the tops of the houses..." As it passed over the town, '"its
motion did not appear swift, nor the colour of the flame red and terrifying, nor
was it accompanied with any extraordinary heat in the atmosphere, nor any rumbl-
ing noise'". The fire was described as being of a "liquid pearl colour" and was
very beautiful.

Observers in Nottingham simultaneously saw a large ball of fire which '"moved fir-
st horizontally and with incredible velocity. It afterwards passed in an oblique
direction upwards, when it burst into a numwer of parts'". A great hissing noise
and a noise like remote thunder was heard in connection with the object.

Incident 46: AD.1819. At Amherst, Massachusetts, on the evening of August 13th,
between 8 and 9 o'clock, a brilliant white fireball was seen to fall from the
sky. It was subsequently examined by Rufus Graves, a former lecturer of chemist-
ry at Dartmouth College. The object was circular and resembled a solid dish. It
was about eight inches in diameter and one inch in thickness. The colour was
bright buff, with a fine nap on the surface which resembled milled cloth. The
nap - was removed, revealing a buff-coloured pulpy substance, similar in consist-
ency to soft soap. It had an offensive and suffocating smell which produced nau-
sea and giddiness. Upon exposure to the air for a few minutes, the substance
changed colour until it resembled venous blood. A sample was placed in a tumbler
where it soon liquified and formed a substance which closely resembled starch.
The tumbler was left undisturbed for two or three days, after which, upon exam-
ination, all the substance was found to have evaporated, leaving "a fine ash col-
oured powder, without taste or smell'". It was subjected to concentrated and dilu-
ted solutions of muriatic and nitric acids, but no change could be observed. Upon
adding concentrated sulphuric acid, "a violent effervescence ensued, a gas was
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evolved, and the whole substance nearly dissolved".

Incident 47: AD.1844. On October 22nd., about 30 miles south of Montreal, Canada,
a strange cloud was seen in the northern hemisphere about 10.00 o'clock in the
evening. "It stood like a great arch, resting its pillars on the earth, while a
magnificent circle towered into the heavens. The upper and lower sides of the
cloud had a silver lining that increased in brilliance, and from this bright
circle proceeded innumerable jets of flame. These pillars of fire, leaving their
position in the north, commenced to move forward like a grand army and filled
the wheole hemicphere in every direction. They appeared to touch the earth and
move upnn its surface with their base, while their heads reached far up into the
heavens, and in connection with their movement there issued from them a strange
sound, and while they moved back and forth, sometimes passing between me and ot-
hers that viewed the sight, we could even feel the moving of the warm air as it
brushed by us. Scme of the people were terrified, believing that the day of judg-
ment had come. We watched it all night until next morning, when it rose up from
the earth and finally disappeared'.

Incident 48: AD,1855. On the night ~f August 11lth, at Petworth, Sussex, England,

a red object was seen to rise from behind distant hills at 11.30pm. Prajectiems
like spokes of a wheel or "statinnary rays" were visible as the object rose slow-
ly intn the sky. It remained visible. for ‘1% hours, after which time it slowly
diminished. These "spokes" or '"rays'" were also of a red colour.

Incident A: AD.1856. An Irish observer reported that on the night of July 30th.,
at about 10.30pm., he and a friend saw "a globe of fire as large as a good-sized
orange, with a broad tail of light extending about 18 inches from the body". The
witnesses were standing near the '"salmon-weir, on the platform before the mills
of Corbally'". The object was seen for an hour after it rose up from behind a
mountain. It appeared again on each cf the two succeeding nights, and was watched
for nearly three hours on the final occasion.

Incident 50: AD.1869. At Adamstown, in Lancaster County, Pennsylvania, at noon on
August Tth., a "most singular phenomenon' was observed. "About 200 yards north of
the village...a luminous body was seen to settle near the center (gig) of (an
open) lot". It took on took on a square shape and shot up into a column "about 3
or 4 feet in height and about 2 feet in thickness". In the sunlight, the object
glinted "like a column of burnished silver'". Upon reaching full brightness, it
gradually faded away and entirely disappeared in 10 minutes. After it had vanish-
ed a number of people examined the spot where it had been, but nothing unusual
could be found. It was noted that similar objects had been seen in that area pre-
viously, but never before in daylight hours. There were no swamps nearby, so

marsh gas did not seem a likely explanation. _
(Reading (Pennsylvania) Eagle, August 14th., 1869).

Apart from bemoaning the fact that no records appear to have been kept of these
earlier ufo-like events at or near Adamstown, it is surely nonetheless relevant
when reviewing this incident to note that on precisely the same day other strange
aerial events involving parallel lines of moving bodies were seen during the so-
lar eclipse that took place on that date crossing the solar and lunar discs. Ob-
servations of these objects were made from Mattoon, Illinois, from Ottumwa, Iowa,
and from Shellejville, Kentucky. And at the same time in S5t.Paul's Junction, also
in Jowa, an unknown crescentically illuminated body was seen in space near the
Sun and the Moon. Further details of these observations are furnished by Fort in
"New Lands" (Sphere Books edition, p.92-9), where the original sources are cited.

Certainly many peculiar things seem to have happened in Earth's skies or in the
vicinity of ZEarth on .ugust fth., 1869. Tais fact should serve to stimulate in-
vestigators into researching 21l known records (scientific as well as newspaper)
for that date and the weeks immzdiavely following, in order that additional facts
(if present) can be amassed fcr what unquestionably was a most interesting inter-
lude in North American history.

A NASTY EPISODE FROM 1886.

" "Attentive readers of Flying Saucer Review will recall the truly horrifying
case of Joao Prastes described in part 2 of volume 19 (1973, pp.14-6). Readers
may also be interested to learn that further investigations into this case are
being made by Date Research headed by Dereck Mansell, and that liaison about the
affair with the secret biological research centre at Porton Town, Wiltshire, has
shown that considerable interest in the case is being shown there too. In due
course, it is hoped that further information on this thoroughly unpleasant epi-
sode, all propexrly confirmzd and caocumented, can be laid before our readers.
Meanwhile, we would draw readexrs' attention to another, not dissimilar, event of
rather .earlier date, which i06ol: place near Maracaibo, Venezuela in 1886. The ori-
ginal account of this case appeared in The Scientific American for December 18th.,
1886, p.389, and takes the form of a letter, dated November 17th., sent to the
editor of that journal by Varner Cowgill, the then U.S.Consul at Maracaibo. The
printed account appears under the heading ''Curious Phenomenon in Venezuela', and
readsas follows:

"The following brief account of =z recent strange meteorological occurrence
may be of interest to your rcaders as an addition to the list of electrical
eccentricities.

"During  the night of the 24th of Ocztober lzst, which was rainy and tempest-
uous, a family of nine persons, sleeping in a hut a few leagues from Maracai-
bo, were awakened by a loud humming noise and a vivid, dazzling light, which
brilliantly illuminated the interior of the house.

"The occupants, completely .terror stricken, and believing, as they relate,
that the end of the world had come, threw themselves on their knees and com-

.-menced to pray, but their devotions were almost immediately interrupted by
violent vomitings, and extensive swellings commenced to appear in the upper

. part of their bodies, this being particularly noticeable about the face and
lips.




"Tt is to be 'noted that- the brilliant light was not accompanied by a sensat-
ion of heat, although there was a smoky appearance and a peculiar smell.

"The next morning the swellings had subsided, leaving upon the face and body
large black blotches. No special pain was felt until the ninth day, when the
skin peeled off, and these blotches were transformed into virulent rasw sores.

"The hair of the head fell off upon the side which happened to be underneath
when the phenomenon occurred, the same side of the body being, in all nine cas-
es, the more seriously injured.

"The remarkable part of the occurrence was that the house was uninjured, all
doors and windows being closed at the time.

"No trace of lightning could afterwards be observed in any part of the build-
ing, and all the sufferers unite in saying that there was no detonation, but

“only the loud humming already mentioned. ‘

"Another curious attendant circumstance is that the trees around the house
showed no signs of injury until the ninth day, when they suddenly withered,
almost simultaneously with the development of the sores upon the bodies of the
occupants of the house.

"This is perhaps mere coincidence, but it is remarkable that the same suscep-
tibility to electrical effects., with the same lapse of time, should be observed
in both animal and vegetable organisms.

"T have visited the sufferers, who are now in one of the hospitals of this
city; and though their appearance is truly horrible, yet it is hoped that in

.no case will the injuries prove fatal".

Slight variants of this report have been presented in past issues of UFO Info,
APRO Bulletin, and FSR Cace Histories; but as those publications may be difficult
to consult or' even obtain for some readers, this astonishing account has been re-
printed here. Although it is now nearly 90 years since this event occurred, cor-
respondence on-the matter has been sent by Data Research to hospitals and the US
Consulate in Venezuela in the hope that further details of the case may be obtain-
ed from hopefully still  extant files.

Comparison of this case with the earlier Joao Prestes (1946) and Steve Michalak
(1967) incidents are, perhaps, inevitable. Like the Joao Prestes affair, this Ven-
ezuelan 1886 affair has no fully demonstrable connection with ufos in the sense
that tangible alien '"machines' were apparently involved --- just light of. great
intensity. On the other hand, Michalak approached too close to a landed '"machine"
conforming externally to one of the recognizable types of ufo, and some of the
effects he afterwards suffered were very similar to those (or some of those) ex-
perienced by Joao Prestes and the nine Venezuelans mentioned above. The chronic
nausea, persistent internal stench, thé cutaneous blisters and blotches, and the
sores, swellings, and horrible discoloration of Michalak's body (see SAGA's UFO
Report, Spring, 1974, pp.68-70), all find parallels to varying extent in this 1886
case from Venezuela, and to a lesser extent in the Joao Prestes case.

The similar biological effects present in all these, and indeed several other,
ufo incidents invite much deeper investigation than they have hitherto received,
and it is to be hopec that properly qualified individuals will undertake such
studies withtdelay. If ufos, or some ufos, are as dangerous to Man as the above
described events indicate, then it is incumbent upon all interested parties to
investigate these matters on a top priority basis. UFOs can be dangerous!

SYNOPSIS OF THE GREAT WORLD-WIDE UFO WAVE OF 1973,

- Compiled from numerous sources

Introduction:

ment hitherto published about it has managed to indicate.

By now, few readers of the ufo literature will be unaware that ufo activity
during 1973 was unusually intense and of global distribution. Many readers
will also know that this activity has since occasioned the publication of at
least one book (1), a study of the landing reports (2), and several articles
(3; 4; 5; 63 7; and 8) which, although not reflecting the true magnitude of
that activity, detail certain aspects of it. Despite these publications, how-
ever, and a general awareness among ufologists that 1973 was a '"big'" ufo year,
the real extent of ufo activity then was actually much greater than any state-

This synopsis endeavours to rectify that position by bringing together the
very numerous, far-flung reports constituting our knowledge of this activity
which it has been possible to locate. In this way it is hoped to disclose for
the first time the true immensity of ufo activity during 1973.

Some Necessary Preliminaries:

The reports listed here, although collectively still very numerous, repre-
sent but a fraction of the {otal number of sightings believed to have been
made in 1973. For example, references to ''dozens', 'scores', and even '"hundreds"

“of sightings occur in many newspaper accounts of specific events. Such refer- 4

ences are vague, but dc at least indicate tiae enormous number of sightings
made at certain localities in 1973. The Spring issue of SAGA's UFO REPORT
(1974), p.46, for instance, refers to some 1000 sightings having been made

in the first few months of 1973 around Dighton, Kansas, alone. The Autumn
(1974) issue of the same magazine (p.71) mentions that no less than 1,388
"valid sightings'" were made in Japan during 1973, "more than the total of the
previous 10 years'". Only a few Japanese reports are listed hereafter.

Few, if any, details of these vaguely referencei sightings have ever been
published, and it is, in many cases, doubtful whether proper records were ever
kept of them. It is similarly doubtful whether the contents of police blotters
and provincial newspaper office daily-notebooks, two of the principal sources
for first-hand ufo observations telephoned-in by eyewitnesses, have always
been retained and filed. It is unlikely, therefore, that a very significant
percentage of the total number of reported sightings for 1973 have even surv=-
ived. And many more observations were doubtless never reported at all for fear
of ridicule, etc.

Again, many researchers realizing early on the importance of the 1973 ufo
""wave''collected much information about individual cases and ultimately accumu-
lated large masses of data through interviewing witnesses and by other field r
methods. Much of that information has still to be properly processed, evalua-
ted and released. Certainly, the greater part of it has not be accessible to
Data Research, or, indeed, to any single body or organization concerned with

monitoring total known ufo activity in 1973.
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In combination, the above factors disclose that even the present summary
is necessarily incomplete, and that even more detailed later ones will, to a
certain:extent,-also be incomplete. Nevertheless, it is hoped that these few
‘lines will stimulate those who hold as yet unpublished material to release it
for eventual publication as soon as. time and resources permit, for 1973 will
undoubtedly go down in ufolog1cal annals as. one of the largest ”flap” years
on record.

" The Material:

Not unexpectedly, the present material is of highly variable quality, and
often lacks critical elements. Many of the only kncwn versions of a large per-
centage of the repnrts ‘appear in newspeper accounts. It is instantly conceded
that, on several counts, such sources are far from being scientifically ideal,
although before condeming the use or acceptance of such gources critics ought
first to remember that in many cases the newspaper accounts are the only ones
we possess for study, and should then read Bowen's very interesting defense
of this very same matter (9) published last year, when the validity of using
such material was excellently argued.

Some cases, which have received wide or fairly wide coverage in earlier pub-
lications, have been presented by different writers offering conflicting sta-
tements about the same details. Tnus, in a few instances, different dates have
been ascribed by different writers to the same event, or the names of witness-
es have changed somewhat from account to account. Where noticed, these-are
noted in the following catalogue. Every effort has been made to record-all- the
ingredients of the catalogue correctly, although it must be immediately admit-
ted that time and resources have not been sufficient to enable the facts of all
cases to be fully confirmed and verified throughout.

The Presentation .: the Material Here:

Earlier volumes of this magazine have dealt with ufo reports for specific
years on an arnalytical basis, but a devietion from that approach is followed
here for a variety of reasons, not least of which has been the feeling that a
mere series of tables anc statistical information cannnt really convey the true
magnitude of the 1973 ufo "wave". At one stage it was considered advantageous
to present the 1973 reports in much the same way as the late Dr Jessup compiled
his important "UFO Annual! (10), but the abundance of the repcrts soon made-
such a possibility unworkable, for nothing short of an encyclopaedia-sized
publication would have done justice to the 1973 reports had they been treated
by that method. For better or for worse, therefore, the reports have been pre-
sented in skeleton outline only, so that only their salient features (which
nevertheless, permit useful comparisons to be made) are recorded. Unless ori-
ginal reports arc involved (and these are simply designated by the latter 'o')
full references are given to the sources in which the published accounts of the
cases originally appeared. These sources provide much fuller information about
the cases listed.

"All cases have been presented in chronological order, and, where possible,
in temporal order too.

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Some Final Notes:

British reports in the following catalogue have been recorded under the old
(pre-April 1974) county arrangement, as the events they describe occurred when
that arrangement was still in operation.

All reports have been awarded a separate reference number, arranged numeric-
ally. Even separate reports of apparently the same object have been treated as
separate accounts meriting separate numbers as it can seldom be positively deter-
mined whether the same object. or whether several objects in a group (each mani-
festing itself briefly and independently of its companions), were actually ob-
served. Several cases describing such effects are known. Again, different viewers
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of the same object positioned at different vantage points frequently describe
it in quite different, even contrary or contradictory, terms. Thus, until some
sensible method is devised whereby inconsistencies in separate descriptions

of particular ufo manifestations can be rationalized satisfactorily, it seems
best to accord such different accounts individual reference numbers on the
chance that the accounts actually relate to a group of dissimilar objects, not
all simultaneously wisible, possibly observed at different individual stages
of materialization and dematerialization by separate observers at different
locations. Too many well docurented cases in this particular category are on
record for the possibility just outlined to be ignored or dismissed.
