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EDITORTAL

John Rimmer, the estecemed editor of the Merseyside UFO Bulletin (MUFOB)
in the editorial of the Spring (1978) issue of that magazine said that
"It is a great tradition of UFO magazine publishing that sooner or la-
ter the Editor apologises for the lateness of an jssue". The present
editor diligently follows this traditisn, even though the delay has in
no way been controllable by him. lonetiheless, he extends his sincerest
apologies to all who may have been inconvenienced by the late appear-
ance of the present volume, After rezpeated assurances that material
promised for this issue would indeed be forthcoming it eventually tr-
anspired that it could not be produced by the source making the pro-
mises, whereby a search had to be instituted for alternative material,
which upon being located still had to be edited, processed, and incor-
porated into the final version of this volume. Such are the headaches
and frustrations of editors. It can only be hoped that readers feel
the contents of this volume to have been worth the long wait.

Enough of explanations and apologies, and on to more exciting or dreary
things, dependent upon one's point of view.

The contents of the first part of this volume are largely concerned
with historical material —-- even though by their very nature ufo re-
ports are invariably historical. The Danish 'airship' sightings of 1908
déscussed by Willy Wegner, and the Costa Rican events described by the
present writer, not to mention those listed by Lucius Farish, all point
to one thing, namely that = great deal more recorded ufo activity of
the past is lodged somewhere or other than is generally known. Ufolo-
gists struggle manfully with mounds of data in trying wnrfifrd patterns




and meanings within it whereby meaningful conclusions can be arrived at.
To date few such patterns and fewer rational universally acceptable con-
clusions have emerged despite a veritable welter of research. Not unnat-
urally there have been those who have voiced scepticism about the value
of collecting ufo reports and analyzing them, since they rightly point
out the poverty of the results so far obtained.

Such a sceptical attitude is nonetheless misplaced because it inevitably
assumes that all relevant data is to hand and awvailable for research,

any failure to reach acceptable conclusions being the fault of question-
able investigative procedures or the subjective impositions of the re-
searchers themselves. Noboay denies that some researchers do impose un-
founded and unreasonable private views (subjectivity) upon their conclus-
ions and that some investigative methods recorded are demonstrably inade-
quate. All such work and attendant conclusions are therefore worthless,
or, at best, of very limited value. Yet; even allowing for these defici-
ences and even by setting them aside from other more reliable findings,
it is still true that, relatively speaking, ufo research has not advanced
very far beyond what was known by say the Autunn of 1947 —=- just a few
months after Kenneth Arnold's historic ufo sighting. It is the impression
of this writer that little progress will, or can, be made until all rec-
orded ufo sightings have been tracked down and properly filed chronologi-
cally. The aforementioned Danish 'airship' sightings of 1908, and the hi-
therto little-known Costa Rican events of 1953-1955, both fall into the
category of material that, although recorded in some foxrm or another, has
not until now become available. It takes little imagination to suspect
that there must be mountains of additional information about the Costa
Rican and Danish episodes alone locked away somewhere in newspaper arch-
ives, reporter's notebooks, police blotters, and military libraries. And
what about events as yet wholly unknown to us, and which we do not even
suspect?

One of the most pressing matters confronting modern ufologists is the sys-—
tematic tracking down and collecting of all this data, Without it no clear
picture is possible of the true magitude and purpose of the ufo phenomena
at any one time. In the Costa Rican case just mentioned, all the newspapers
of Costa Rica, Panama, Nicaragua, and San Salvauore, need to be carefully
scanned for the 1953-1955 period; in the Danish case just mentioned, all
the Danish, north Germany, Norwegian, and Swedish papers for the 1908 per-
iod also need to be systematically perused. One might apply such searches
in any country for any period post-dating say 1800, The results would un=-
questionably be revelationary. They would certainly be staggering.

The acquisition of all such material would at least put ufologists into the
position of knowing they had all available recorded ufo reports at their
disposal, provided the search was extended to include all police blotters,
coast=guard records, military archives, and the like. A truly gargantuan
task, but one that one day must be undertaken —---- obviously at an inter-
national level. Until then, one can sympathise with the sceptics mentioned
above,

The fertile fields for investigation mentioned in the foregoing paragraphs
are plain for all to see. To parady the well known Biblical phrase, "Go

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"THE MYSTERY 'AIRSHIP' OVER DENMARK
IN 1908"

It is well known that thousands of people watched aerial objects over
North America in 1896 and 1897 that conformed, in the main, to cigar-
shaped or dirigible-shapel craft of a type that have generally become
known as airships. The origins of these objects has never been satisfac-
torily explained, even though Buxder has recently uncovered some intri-
guing facts concerning early North American airship development during
the period concerned (l), and which conceivably have a bearing upon the
mystery.

These 'airships' have now become a part of the ufo-myth, and have been
considered to be the starting point for ufo phenomena in the USA, although
many earlier records exist for the presence in American skies of unknown
aerial objects prior to the 1896--1897 period. Essentially similar sight-
ings, however, were made of ‘airships! in 1909, particularly in England
and in New Zealand (g). These were the subject of a special study by Carl
Grove in 1970 (2), when much hitherto little~known information was publi-
shed for the first time.

Ufo sightings are a global phenomena, and, generally speaking, their re-
ported activities are everywhere markedly similar. I was interested to
find out if this also applied to the old airship sightings mentioned above
whereupon, in 1975, I began researching to discover if their was an equi-
valent in Denmark of the North American "wave" of 1896-1897. Whilst going
through old Danish newspapers I arrived at the time of the Tunguska event
in 1908, when a supposed meteorite exploded spectacularly over the Siberian
tundra. This is not the place to discuss this episode, but I do wish to
record that the Danish papers of 1908 afforded me my first traces of the
presence in Danish skies then of ‘airships' analogous to those reported at
that :time from Fngland and New Zealand. The remainder of this article is
concerned, therefore, with the presentation of these all-but-forgotten,
but obviously important, accounts of 60 years ago.

In the newspaper Thisted Am:.stidende for Julv 7., 1908, there appears
under the heading "Mysterious Phenomona® a short account of some reports
of a dirigible operating over the Vendsyssel at night (see Fig.l). The
account also stated that a burning balloon-like object had been sighted
over the island of Flnen. Greatly intrigued, I followed up this event by
searching through other contemporary Danish newspapers that covered the
Vendsyssel area in 1908. Teh results were most interesting.

The earliest mention of the phenomenon appears in the Vendsyssel Tidende
and in the Aalborg Amtstidende for June 30th., 1908. Mr Bye-Jfrgensen, an
accountant, was watching the evening sky from his villa in Hasseris. At
10.50pm., an object like a large bird caught his eye. IF'etching his binocu-
lars, he saw, with their aid, that the object was large and elongated-like
an airship. He estimated it to be some 30 km distant, and-an elevation of

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30 degrees. At one point, when it was possible to observe the object stra-
ight on, something could .be seen protruding from it, which was taken to be
some sort of motor or steering equipment. During the half-hour that the
object was visible it passed behind a cloud for a moment, before disappear—
ing in a north-westerly direction across the North Sea. Bye-Jgrgensen aft-
erwards insisted that the object had travelled against the wind. His maid
was also a witness to this observation,

Both newspapers wanted the matter to be investigated further, and other
people in various towns in the Vendsyssel were asked if they had seen any-
thing similar. As a result, a man from Hjfrring (Fig.l) reported having
seen a bright light in the southern sky at 2,30 hours on June 29th. This
light was described as vexry invtense, the witness at first believing it to
be a firework, but then realizing that it was too high in the sky for that.
It was also stationary for a while before it disappeared. "It could have
been the lanterns on an airship" wrote one of the newspapers.

There were also others who had seen something unusual in the sky that even-—
ing. Mr Wibroe, a factory owner from Nibe (Fig.l),; told the following story
to the Aalborg newspaper on July 2nd:-

"At 22,25 hrs. I was sitting looking out of my window. Over ¢land,
between H¢jskoven and fsterby, I saw a large object about the size of
an eagle. Through my binoculars I could see two wings, but in about
ten ninutes it disappeared fron view over Jammer Bay. Three other mem-—
bers of my family also saw the airship".

At 23,00 hours the airship was seen by a farmer's son from Ngrhalne. He
watched it flying northwards, and said that there was something like an
'aura' around it.

Two labourers in R¢bling, some 7 km.south of Aalborg, also saw something
they described as a %large stork soaring in the air"., They had it is view
for about 20 minutes, and both agreed afterwards that it could have been an
airship. It was also seen further to the north-west, the nearest witness
probably being Jakob Kirkeskov. He saw it between 22.00 and 23.00 hours,
and it was only some 130 metres distant from him, in a northwesterly dir-
ection. He claimed to have seen an antennae at the front of the object, as
well as wings on the side.

On July 3rd., the Vendsyssel Tidende reported. that they had received a let-
ter from a W.Wolff, from Kraghede School at Tylstrup. Together with his
wife and another couple, he had seen an odd dark shape in the evening sky.
It had been in the direction of Rubjerg lighthouse, and had initially re-
garded it as an odd-shaped cloud. After a quarter of an hour it disappeared
from view.

The next day, the same newspaper published a letter, datelined Gammel Skagen
July 3rd., 1908, It ran as followssz=- :

"Dy the =Bditors. o

You might be interested to know that the airship, mentioned in Tuesday's
edition of your honoured paper, was also seen at Skagen by Dr Mestergaade
and the chemist in Skagen, as well as by Peter Christian Petersen from
Gammel Skagenco..

At about midnight on the night of Saturday/Sunday, the doctor pointed out
a dark object to my informant Petersen. It seemed to change shape regular-
ly and gave out two beams of light, one down to the water and the other
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upwards. About half an hour earlier the chemist had seen the same ob-
ject out over the sea to the north. Two other men saw it after mid-
night, disappearing in a northerly direction.

The witnesses were not aware that it could have been the airship. It
was only when they read of other observations in your newspaper that
they realized the object must have been the airship. The change in
shape could have been due to the object's motion. The beams of light
had the same characteristics as a light projector",

The newspaper telephoned Dr Mestergaard in Skagen. He confirmed the ob-
servation, adding that he had also noticed a very strong silvery light
showing for approximately a yuarter of an hour., The newspaper then re-—
garded it as proven that there had been several successful flights by an
advanced type of dirigible airship capable of flying against the wind.

Not unnaturally there was greal speculation as to where the unknown craft
originated. Count von Zeppelin's craft were quickly excluded because, as
a newspaper wrote:

"It could not have come this far up without warning over the electric
telegraph¥.

In July 1908, von Zeppelin was with the airship LZ4. Its movements for
this period are known exactly —- a flight from Friedrichshafer, via
Schaffhausen, to Lucerne, Zurich, and back to Bodenzee, a trip of about
300 kilometres. Von Zeppelin had another airship, the LZ3, which had
been built in October 1906, and which undertook several successfuvl flights.
It was later handed over to the German Army, and was first laid up in
1913, I have been unable to establish an alibi for this second airship

for June 29th., 1908, so until further notice the possibility remains

that the mysterious craft sighted over Denmark then was in fact this
dirigible.

But there were others, besides von Zeppzlin, who had built airships in
Germany. The airship Gross-Basenach I, in which the German army-major
Gross made an accent had crashed in the treetops of the Gr#newald Forest.
August von Parseval had built his first airship in 1906, and by 1908 both
his airships, the PL2 and PL3, must have been airworthy. One of the great-
est flights made by the PL2 occurred on 15th JSeptember 1908, when it tra-
velled 290 kilometres in 11 hours from Berlin.

Two French airships were also operating in 1908. These were called the
Republique and the Ville de Paris. The former made its maiden flight
fron Moisson on June 24th., 1908, while the latter made its longest trip,
238 kilometres, from Verdun to Sartrouville=Valmy on January 15th., 1908,
Throughout June and July 1908, it was back in the workshops being rebuilt
as the Ville de Paris II, not emerging until October 1908.

At the time, the theory that the mystery Danish airships were of British
origin was popularly accepted at the time. The British fleet had planned
extensive naval exercises in the North Sea, and Esbjerg and Skagen had

received official naval visits. I have tried to examine this possibility
in detail. Among other things, T wrote to the Air Force library and asked
for information about the Vendsyssal airships. I enquired if it was pos-=
sibly the English dirigible Nulli Secundus II. They were unable to supply
any information respecting the Vendsyssal airships but furnished material
proving that the Nulli Secundus II could not have been responsible for
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the Danish sightings. The trial flight of this craft did indeed take place

in July 1908, but lasted only 18 minutes. It was taken out of commission
in the middle of August.

' There was only one other English airship aloft during the crucial period,
.a very slow craft called the Beta. One of its more notable achievements

was its flight from Farnborough to London and back in 1910, a distance of
only 40 miles.,

One of the outcomes of this piece of research is that I have been able to
furnish the Danish Air Force library with information hitherto unknown to
them, a service of which Con%act (Dermark) is justly proud. It also appears
that the library staff are n:.w more than interested in the mystery and are
anxious to find a solution to it. The results of our combined efforts so
far can be summarised as followsg:-

l. Many independent witnesses, some of high potential reliability, saw
something which they described as an airship in the sky over the
Vendsyssel area of northern Denmark, in late June 1908,

2. There were no officially notified airship flights during that period,
certainly not over Denmark,

3. It has been established that there is no possibility of a British
airship having been involved, as was geierally supposed at the time,

4., An examination of the flight characteristics and known movements of
other airships of that period make it extremely unlikely that a Ger-
man or French vessel could have flown in secret to this part of
Denmark.

In connection with the last mentioned finding, it should be noted that in
virtually every Danish report that described the airship's flight direct-
ion the direction of disappearance was to the north or north-west —— the
very opposite of thnt which an airship returning to France or German could
be expected to liave taken. I have, however, mentioned the possibility of
this mystery dirigible being of German origin, and this is currently be®
ing explored. At present I would welcome any relevent information on this
matter that any reader may care to send me, all of which will be grateful-
ly acknowledged.

Finally, it may be mentioned that John Keel (é) reports two other Scan-
dinavian sightings for 1909, a year generally within the same temporal
area as is being considered here. Of these, the first report occurred on
August 24th., when an unidentified airship circled twice over the Eston-
ian capital of Tallinn and then disappeared in the direction of Finland
-—again towards the north. According to the Swedish newspaper, Dagens-
Nyheter, it so alarmed the local populace that they demanded the formation
of a "defensive air fleet".

The second sighting was of a "winged object® at an altitude of about 100
metres over the Castle Forest, near Gothenberg, Sweden, on September 24th.
This object was nevex identified.

Also of possible relevance is the unlmown luminous object seen over several
areas of western Burope on the night of June 28th., 1908 (5), merely hours

before the Danish sightings chronicled abcve, and the huge winged cross ob-
served over Bath, Somerset, Ingland, sometime during the summer of 1908 (é}
Just possibly, however, the date of the last event occurred in 1909 or 1910.




It is to be hoped that this information on these little-known Danish air-
ship reports of 1908 will stimulate others to search equivalent newspaper
archives for the same period in Norway, Sweden (especially around Gothen=-
berg), northern Germany, the Baltic regions of Poland, and Finland. The
possibilities are strong that important additional sightings may have be-
en made then in those countries and that at least some of them were pub-
lished in contemporary newspapers and magazines. I need scarcely add that
I should be exceedingly pleased to hear from any correspondent who may be
able to send me such data,
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"THE COSTA RICA CONNECTION:
A LITTLE KNOWN FACEY OF THE GREAT 1954 UFO WAVE"

Many years ago, Contact (UK) was presented with numerous unpublished notes
on ufos and related topics formerly amassed by the late Harold T.Wilkins,
the celebrated pioneer British ufologist who died some 15 years ago. A
great deal of this material existe in the form of teletype newspaper print-
outs and synthesized letters firom ufo witnesses from literally all over the
world. Very little of it has ever been publislied, a high percentage of it
concerning sightings apparently quite unrecorded elsewhere. Among these
notes are many that relate to a series of evidently related extraordinary
events that occurred in Costa Rica late in 1954 and which continued during
the first few months of 1955. A particularly massive ufo wave occurred in
Furope (especially France and Italy) during the Autumn of 1954, while some
sensational landings and encounters occurred during the November in Venez-
uela., In all probability the following episodes formed a part of this glo-
bal activity, although each reader must be the best judge of the accuracy
or not of that viewpoint.

Wilkins's principal informant appears to have been a well-known iAnglo .\mer-
ican newspaper cameraman (who died in 1956), resident at the time in San
Jose, the Costa Rican capital. Initially, it seems, Wilkins's correspondent
was more interested in communice ting information about piratical and treas-
ure hunting history of the notorious Cocos Islands belonging to Costa Rica,
a subject in which Wilkins had been interested for over 30 years; but as

e
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events involving ufos began to occur in Costa Rica, he relayed much rele-
vant information and newspaper clippings to Wilkins. These, together with
data gathered by Wilkins from other sources, are combined below to record
this truly astonishing episode in the overall ufo saga, for the first time
in the English language.

Two main activities concerning ufos are present in this materials (1), the.
burning of large but geographicalyremote areas by landed ufos, and (2),
the amazing electrical phenomena, sudden floods, and violent storms of un-
natural characteristics laid at the door of a ufo alleged by witnesses to
have used the crater of an extinct volcano near the Nicaraguan border as
its base of operations. These two phases are considered chronologically.

The fire-raising reports, which have precedents dating far into the past,
and which parallel others from the USA in the late 1940's and early 1950's,
first became known in the Spring of 1955. They dated, however, from Novem-—
ber and December 1954, when certain carboneros (charcoal-burners) -- men
possessing little or nothing of the rudiments of education, but nonetheless
to be relied upon for the veracity of what they observed, and subsequently
reported ——— saw an "interplanetary space-ship" land in a very lonely and
densely wooded region far from any carretara or highway. The first landing
took place in the isolated region of Candelaria, in the Central Plateau.
The. peones of this remote region were terrified by what they had seen, and
only with difficulty were induced to recount what they had seen. Essential-
ly an "incandescent globe" had landed in a natural clearing od dense bush,
upon which these carboneros precipitously fled; but when, some days later,
they retuwrmed to recover some of their implements, they found that large
areas of bush had been carbonized in a manner that recalls instant incin-
eration as though by some heat-ray. When the carboneros saw this phenomenon
they fled and never revisited the area;s but in telling of what they jad
seen they spread such terror in the lugarillos (hamlets) and scattered est-
ancias (farms) that the shuddering natives supposed that el Demonio himself
had visited that tract of Candelaria, and were reticent to talk about the
event to anyone.

A second event, centred on an area some 40 miles south-east of the first
locality, occurred some time in December 1954, and involved the discovery
(again by carboneros) of great areas of charred vegetation in which the
remains of animals and insects were found to be partially fused with burnt
vegetation or with the ground itself. No ordinary natural agency fuses ani-
mal and plant remains in the manner described, or with the surface of the
ground., The structure of some stones in the affected locality also seemed
to have undergone marked change, again, apparently, by appalling heat.

In the last week of March 1955, after reports of these eerie incidents had
filtered to the seat of government in San Jose, several exploradores of the
Catolico Costarricense (a Costa Rican Catholic investigating organization)
set out for this remote region in search of traces of the reported pheno-
mena, Eventually, these investigators reached the affected localities and
found that huge patches of vegetzation had completely disappeared, not by
‘any known meteorological or drought agencies, but as if they had been just
"evaporated™". They also encountered places in these lonely hills where thick
bush (mattorral) and groves of trees had been carbonized where they stood,
and that nearby huge mounds of earth had been heaped up by powerful unkmown
forces.

A number of boys, many of them scouts, accompanied this investigative team,
which was led by Lieut=Colonel Eduardo A.Mendoza, the director-general of

Catolico Costarricense. ‘The comnission roamed far and wide, and made par-
tial examinations of witnesses, but found it far from easy to induce the
frightened rustics to divulge what they had seen. Most of the witnesses
lived around the foothills of the Carpintera Mountains, which traverse
the administrative districts of LKl Tablazo, La Candelaria, and La Carpin-
tera. Some of the natives were so badly scared that they would not even
name the place were they had seen "la nave interplanetaria® (the interpla=-
netary ship). One of them szid: "We ourselves dare not approach the spot,
and we greatly fear for these mucaachos' (lads: scouts) if they venture
there". As the Director=general later admitted, "No little persuasion and
knowledge of local psychology was necessary to extract any information at
2118

Among Wilkins‘s notes is a transcript he had received of an official re-
port of the investigative mission. This is reproduced below verbatim.

"One of the lads who accompaunied our daring Coronel Mendoza gave int-
eresting particulars of what was found after the expedition split up in
order to quarter the mysterious region. 'You cannot rezlise the dread we
had'y; he says, 'when we went towards the spot in la Candelaria where a
carbonero and his son told us they had seen el platillo (flying saucer)
hover, Four of our body walked about 4 Im (2%7hi1esi to reach a hill,
overlooking the place where a strange circulo incandescente (incandescent
globe) had been scen. From the sumnit, we saw circles in which all vege-
tation appeared to be bwrmt up or evaporado (vaporised) by reason of a
very high tempercture induced by an extraterrestrial force, like rayos
cosnicos (cosmic rays). The soil in these circles, normally sandy, was
now of an intense dark colour (osgggg_}gtenso)'. When the explorers re—
turned , they brought _ . , . them specimens of this normally sandy
soil. To the astonished party, it looked as if the region was now simply
ant-hills; and despite the stupefaction whichi.these strange concentric
circles caused them, yet, after they had refreshed themselves with siphons
of water and sandwiches, they forgot their feurs and followed the rest of
the expedition.

"The day proved too shoxt for them to investigate all the places that
the people in these regions of the southern central plateau (LQ Meseta
___. bointed out as locations where los _ (flying.saucersi
had been seen. Night fell, and the explorers rciurned to where they had
left their motor truck®.

Even before this expedition set out, newspapers in San Jose had published
reports of ufos in the skies over and around the capital, and of sightings

" made in places further afield. fimong these were Guadalupe de Cartago; San

Isidro de el General; Ciudad Quesadai Pital de San Carlogs; etc. One news-
paper added that ufos had been observed from places too numerous to enu-
merate. All these sightings were made during the last few weeks of 1954
and the earliest days of 1955. A general awareness of ufos (flying saucers)
was therefore in existence by the time these remarkable reports of strange
danage to vegetation began to trickle into the Costa Rican capital, so

the association of the ufos with the extraordinary ground effects was an
almost inevitable reaction. The eyewitness accounts of hovering ufos over
or near the scenes of ground and vegetable damnage confirmed this interpre-
tation.

In interested newspaper reporter in Ciudad Quesada, one JAlberto Himenez,
also spent three days investigating the sites of ground and vegetation
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the government of Costa Rica appointed an investigative team to study
the phenomena. Very laudably they visited the locality in question in

an effort to obtain the fullest. pertinent information. Apparently they
set up headquarters in San Carlos, whence they proceeded to the foot of
the range from which the great cone of Arenal towered up. Through bino-
culars they examined the external sides of the cone. All remained quiet
and no overt evidence could be seen oi anything extraordinary. During
night hours, however, they, along with the local populace, witnessed one
or more unidentified lighis moviilg towards the summit of the cone and
then seemingly dropping down inside the crater which, of course, was not
visible from their vantage point. After this matters seem to have become
confused, for no official, or unofficial, report was released by author-
ities and the investigative teams' conclusions were not published. At the
populax- level, however, it was widely believed that the volcano had be-
come a "flying saucer base". In time, even this ostensibly wild notion
faded away, and people began to forget about Arenal and the weird pheno-
mena that had for a time surrounded it. Or did they?

On March 30th., 1955, however, news was flashed to the capital of San
Jose, some 110 miles distant from San Carlos as the crow flies, that a
mysterious flying object nightly flew over San €arlos, that it was nei-
ther a military nor a civiliar aeroplane or any known natural object.

The correspondent of "Ultimas Noticiag', a San Jose newspaper, wired from
Ciudad Quesada the following message.

"A group of veliant hunters of this canton are being organized to
ascend the rugged slopes cf the Arenal range and clear up the mys-—
tery of what really is at the tip of the summit of this colossus.
Hundreds of citizens of San Carlos township are living in constant
terror caused by the strange phenomena on the summit. They continue
to be seen and have caused alarm and apprehension in that no one
knows their reason and purpcse. Congressmen of Costa Rica have tried
to investigate the most conical peak of Central /imerica, the volcano
of Arenal, where these phenomena have been occurring for two years
past. Among the retinue of the Minister of Public Works, of Costa
Rica, who has recently opened the agueduct of La Fortuna, are a group
of Congressmen who carry very powerful telescopes which they plan to
focus on the top of the volcano in order to fini out if some instal-
lation is up theres or if there be up there some object foreign to
our planet. Or, it may be, strange objects".

Clearly the "fizzling=-out" of informaticn about the earlier investigation
(of 1953) was superficial, interest, concern, and bafflement continuing
into 1955. The following information, reported in the San Jose newspaper
cited above, also suggests why no official report was issued in 1953 or

1954.

"Surprisingly, when the congressmen prepared to ascend the thickly
wooderl slopes of the Volcan de Arendal, which now became covered with
large, black, and threatening clouds; that discharged torrents of rain,
they were forced to retreat to their automobiles, and to Ciudad Quesada.
The waters suddenly rose and threatened to bar the road. Yet, notwith-
standing that, the rivers werc, a few hours before, completely dry in
their beds, it being the dry seasonj now, they had suddenly swollen to
an extraordinary height and barred their crossing. They were forced to
camp on the banks until the next day. Some of the Minister's entourage

say that the waters now have a strange smell and are of a peculiar
colour, These are the waters of the Penas Blancas (White Rocks)
river",

Sceptics might be forgiven for supposing that the expedition had merely
experienced a sudden "flash flood", such as occasionally happens out of
season in tropical and subtropical latitudes, and that no real importance
should be attached %o the set-back endured. Butv when it is learnt that
exactly similar "barriers® arose to prevent a more or less identical in-
vestigation of the volcano in 1955, coincidence seems, to say the least,
riuch strained. That most “: local resicents considered these floods to

be wnnatural also indicates that the deluges were, as nany observers
insisted, artificially induced. If so, then it may be presumed tkat they
were induced to prevent prying human eyes from seeing something; but what?

That these measures were partially unsuccessful seems demonstrated by the
contents of the next communique received from the "Ultimas Noticias™ cor-
respondent, wired from Ciudad Quesdda to San Jose on April 15th., 1955,
It related how some ci the members of the investigative team reached the
sunnit of Arenal despite the floods, and how they saw astonishing things
on the floor of the crater., The communique readg-

"They —~- flying saucer entities in this dead crater --- do not come
from Venus (prosumably an allusion to the then recent claim of George
Adamski that flying saucer occupants came from Venus, and by then al-
ready broadcast around the world: Eg.), or any planet of our solar sys-
tem., They proceed from interplanetary spacc, or from the interior, cven,
of our own planet:cecsccocn

Lost for three days in the Jooded country surrounding Arenal, the gal-
lant explorers hardly have the strength and cnergy left to tell the
story of their odyssey. 'I saw the dead crater of el Volcan irenal open
and yawn to give access to a gigantic flying saucer that was more 100
netres (328 feet) in diameteri? says Senor Aquiles Hidalgo, who took part
in the valliant questeesocos?

Hidalgo continueds-—

"'The bottom of the crater is one gigantic compuerta (air-lock or cais-
son), so canouflaged that, when we arrived at the surmit of the mountain,
we felt deceived and under an illusion, believing that, here, nothing
abnormal existed, despite the times we had observed unknown flying ob-
jects approaching the rim of the crater and descending into it as we,
ourselves, were still flighting our way up the slopes. We also watched
a huge flying saucer, that flashed biinding rays of light, emerge from
the open crater. The light is the force that moves the saucers. The
stones that were under these rays of vertical light crumbled as if they
were compressed under the weight of an inmense carginzgﬁrden), and a
little later werc disintegrated as g 11 they were lunps of sugard When
the explorers saw that, once the platillo volador (flying saucer) had
gained altitude, it deflected its rays to one side and began to move in
an opposite direction. They had no doubt whatsoever thet the energy
these objects enploy is a systert of propulsion by the ermission of jets
of light. This tremendous force permits them to riove at the fantastic
velocities they haveecossa"

So far as is known, no official report on this remarkable set of observat-
ions has ever been issued. It is not difficult to appreciate why not.
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Apart from recalling that the celebrated James Bond film *You Only Live
Twice" featured the floor of a dormant volcano as the camouflaged cover

of a terrorist base, the annals of ufology lack references to similar hid-
den ufo installations elsewhere, whereby one inevitably wonders if the
Costa Rican claim ic strictly factual. Relative to the above, however, the
Costa Rican events occurred in 1953-55, over & decade before the above film
was made. The latter, therefore, cannot have influenced the Costa Rican
narrative in any weys; indeed, any influence ---~ if such existed =--= must
have been the other way about, even, as previously noted, few individuals
outside of Costa Rica seem ever to have been aware of the events describ-
ed,

In view of the remarkable capwcities of ufos and their occupants, one ought
perhaps to at least keep an open mind on the veracity of these astonishing
claims. It is kaown that ufos have from time bto time been sighted over ox
very close to volcances, often only shortly before eruption of these fiery
outlets., An association between ufos and volcanoces thus at least exists.
Ufo interest in extinct or dormant ones; such as Arenal, however, is less
well documented. It is not, however, difficuvlt 1o comprehend, Extinct vol-
canoes feature tunnel systems, through which once active gasses naturally
escaped from the Barth's interior, and in other instances are associated
with sulphur deposits and diamonds. The latter hae many engineering uses
as well as decorative and monetary values, and sulphur has various com=-
mercial applications. Tunnel systems like those just noted arc often adap-
table as subterranean communication routes or storage centres or as work-
shops and laboratories. Advanced ufo technology would undoubtedly be as
capable of utilizing such natural features effectively as would our own.

The reference as early as 1955 to ufos, or some ufos, originating from the
Earth's interior is particularly interesting. The Costa Rican accounts do
not, of course, coafirm the possibility as fact, but the suggestion certain-
ly bears comparison with tne more recent publications on this same theme,
notably Le Poer Trench's "Secret of the Ages™.

These speculative commentgs are thus seen to be, in reality, less fantastic
than they would appear initially, when one considers the possibilities and
conceivable reasons for ufo interest in volcanoes like Awrenal, and it could
therefore just possibly be that this extraordinary Costa Rican chapter in
the overall ufo saga is of high significance.

The remarkable ground effects reported by Himenez and others bear close
comparison with those from Scotland and Cumbria illustrated in IFig.2,

even though at neither of the latter sites were ufos sighted, and nor were
coalesced animal and insect remains discovered. This latter element is, so
far as is known, peculiar tc Costa Rica. The radial pattern of the holes,
striae, and heaped-up soil and peat is more or less the same at all the
sites however, and most significant. The association of ufos at or near the
Costa Rican sites suggests that, perhaps, ufos were indeed responsible for
the Scottish and Cumbrian ground marks too ——-— exactly as many advocated
at the time.

Over the last four and half years, the writer has endeavoured to obtain
additional factual information about the above Costa Rican events, but with
no success. Banaina states, such as Costa Rica,; apparently have slight in-
terest in tracing cverts now almost & quarter of a century old —~- a great
disappointment since the events here described do indeed seem to have oc-
curred very much as described. Obviously they were of much importance, a
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fact evidently appreciated at the time by several Costa Ricans who, as
recountered above, investigated them. It is to be greatly regreted that
the reports of the official governmental investigations conducted into -
these events seem never to have been published =-—- a not uncommon de-
velopment where ufological matters are concerned, even elsewhere.,

It is much to be hoped that interested readers with access to Central
American newspapers for the years in question will scan them for reports
of ufos over other Costa Rican sites, as well as over neighbouring coun-
tries such as Nicaragua, San Salvador, and Panama; and that they will
publish English translations of all pertinent details of every case. If
Wilkins's correspondents.can be depended upon, then a veritable rash of
ufo sightings and related events occurred over these countries of Middle
America between 1953 and 1955. Surprisingly very little of this seems
ever to have been adequately chronicled. If these events were as large
or as significant as suspected, then their relationships with the great
French ufo wave of October 1954 and the Venezuelan landings a month lat-
er could be crucial to our overall understanding of what the great 1954
wave gignified. Quite clearly we as yet only have a part of it document-
ed. These Costa Rican reports show that much additional ufo activity was
also occurring then, and at localities hitherto not researched for such
extra data. It may be of relevance to list the ufo reports recorded for
Mexico and the Central American countries between July 1953 and June 1955
—= a two year period spanning the entire period embraced by the events
described above. These reports are listed chronologically.

August 1953, Ciudad Valley, MEXICO. Salvador Villanueva Medina meets two
ufonauts while mending his taxi, and
is taken to a landed ufo nearby (see
Noticias (Caracas), -/12/1953; Aware-
ness, vol. 6, nosl, 1977, p.253 1b1d.,

9ths October, 1953. Apodaca farm, 60 miles from Guadalajara, MEXICO., Ant-
onio Apodaca meets two ufonauts who
land on his property, converse with
him and take him to their "planet".
Other co=witnesses featured in this
case (sco Awareness, vol.5; no:4,
1976, pp.7-183 i ibid,, vol.6, nosl,
pp.22-32).

Date unknown (1953). 10 miles from Barcelona, VENEZUELA. A disc observed.

It is freely conceded that other ufo sightings may have occurred during
the period covered here, although, if so, they have escaped the writer's
attention, If published accounts of such events have occurred they .kuv
do not appear to have been numerous.

Significantly, except for the initial Mexican cases,none of those listed
above occurred in true Central American countries, a2ll the remainder oc--
curring in northern South American countries, with Venezuela hosting by
far the largest number of recorded sightings. The present Costa Rican re--
ports, therefore, fill a gap in the geographical distribution of ufos du-
ring the period in question, and, from a temporal point of view, are en-
tirely in accord with then contemporary ufo events in cssential neighbour-
ing countries.The great I'rench and Italian ufo wave of October 1954, and
the Venezuelan events (ncarly a¥fl of then marked by belligerent ufonaut
action) of the following weeks, have excited ruch attention down the years
but scant plausible explanation. Just possibly thesc newly recorded Costa
Rican reports will serve to generatc new studies of the relevant Central
American newspaper archives and will lead to a fuller understanding of the
Buropean and South .merican ufo activities listed above.




A CATALOGUE OF HISTORIC.L UFQO REPORTS: PART SIX

Incident 91: A.D,1461., In November of this year, a "brilliant object
somewhat like an iron bar" was seen over Arras, France. It was described
as being "large as half the Moon" and was apparently cylindrical in sha-
Pe. It was clearly visible for 15 minutes in the night sky before it be-
gan to"rise in spirals, to twist and writhe like a watch spring and dis-
appear in the sky".

(Associated Press Dispatch from an unspecified American newspaper; no
date).

Incident 92: A.D.1660. About 8.00 p.m., on the night of March 14th.,
1660, observers in London, England, saw a "white bright cloud which gave
such a light that they could plainly discern the windows of the Parlia-
ment House, and people walking to and fro -ipon Westminster bridge™. The
cloud was seen to "drop down fire several times upon Westminster Hall
and then it removed and {flew) over the Parliament Hall and did drop
down fire upon that also several times". Each building was reportedly
attacked several more times, according to the witnesses' testimonies.

(Omaha (Nebraska) World Herald, November 19th., 1976, quoting from an
unnamed book published in 1661).

NB: It is difficult to interpret what occurred over Westminster all
those years ago, but could it not be that the apparent dropping of
"fire" was in reality some unknown form of monitoring or photograph-
ic process?

Incident 93: A.D., 1799. July 1799, an observer in Bruges, Belgium, saw
a "meteor"™ cross the sky from south to north. It then returned south-
ward and finally turned to the northwest before disappearing.

Q!g Memoir on Meteors of Various Sorts", by T.I.M.Forster, F.R.A.S.,
Bruges, Belglum, publlshed in the London, Edinburgh, and Dublin Philo-
sophical Magazine and Journal of Science, July-December 1847).

Incident 94: A.D. 1846. Lbout 9.00pm., on one November evening, a bril-
liant "meteor™ was seen at Lowell, Massachusetts. It was observed by
nearly all the inhabitants of the town, being visible for more than
five minutes, apparently increasing in size as it approached from a
westerly direction. It fell directly in front of five observers, about

200 yards distant from them. Upon going to the spot, they found a "body
of the most fetid jelly, about 4 feet in diameter which weighed 442 lbs."

(The American Sun, Boston, Mass.(?), November 26th, 1846, quoted in the
London Times, December 18th., 1846),

Incident 95: A.D. 1868. An observer at an unspecified vantage-point in
Great Britain saw a "meteor" of 5 degrees of length, 1 degree in breadth,
of a white colour, at 9.50 p.m, on June 8th, It was visible for 4 minu-
tes, appearing like a comment or luminous smoke cloud. It was first seen
west of the star Polaris, apparently stationary in the sky; upon begin-
ning to mowe , it left a train broader than itself which remained after
its disappearance. When near Leo, it turned southward to near alpha Leo-
nis, then turned northward again.

(Report of the British Association for the Advancement of Science, 1868,
quoting from the London Times of June 15%th., 1868, and July 2nd., 1868).

Incident 96: A.D. 1871, M.Coggia, an observer at Marseilles, Irance, saw
a "remarkable" meteor on the night of August lst. It first appeared at
"10h, 43n., Marseilles mean time®”, moved across the sky at a leisurely
pace for about a minute, then slowed. After having traversed the sky at
very slow speed for 7 minutes, it remained stationary for a noment, then
changed its course and tvook & northerly direction. About 7 minutes later,
it stopped again, then regained its original easterly direction, After
one niore brief stop, it nlunged rapidly towards the horizon, giving out
"vivid scintillations®. It finally disappeared after having been in view
for about 18 minutes.

(Les Mondes, of unrecorded date, quoted in Nature, October 5th., 1871).

NB: M.Coggia, it should be noted, was one of the leading French astrono-
ners of his period, and a most accurate observer. Coggia's comet was
naned after him., What he observed was certainly not a conventional
neteor.

Incident 97: A.D. 1876. LA "meteoric"” procession, apparently very similar
to the celebrated show of celestial objects of 1913, was seen at Beaver
Falls, Pennsylvania, USA, and fron surrounding districts, on the night

of December 21lst. It was described as a "flock of Jack o'Lanterns, prob=-=
ably 50 in pmumber". Many of the objects had an apparent size consider—

ably larger than a man's fist; "one seemed to be the leader (with) all

the others following in regular order'. Each of the objects had a fiery
"streamer two or three feet in length, emitting sparks in all directions
eesooeesthey floated along with considerable velocity, yet with ease and
gracefullness". The display was witnessed by nearly one hundred persons.

(Beaver (Pa.) Argus, unrecorded date in 1876, quoted in the Beaver Falls
& New Brighton Pa ) News--Tribune, of July 25th., 1952).

Incident 98: f.D. 1878. What was called a "phantom train" was seen at
Edwardsville, Kansas, USA, on July 30fh. Railroad section hands, travel-
ling by handcar from a work site back to Edwardsville to escape an ap-
proaching storm, saw what they took to be a locomotive coming round a
curve towards them. They quickly stopped and took their car off the track,
then saw that the object was not a locomotive, It came down the track,
emitting volumes of dense smoke with occasional flashes resembling a head-
lighs in the centre. After having travelled three-quarters of a mile from
the point at which it was first seen, it left the track, went round a
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pile of cord-wood, then left in a southwesterly direction, through thick-
ly wooded country. '

Incident 993 A.D. 1880, On August 25th., M.Trecul, at an unspecified lo-
cation in France, saw a "very brilliant, luminous body" emerge from a
dark cloud during a thunderstorm. The object was nearly "white, having
only a slightly yellowish tinge, was distinctly circumscribed, slightly
elongated in form, and had the appearance of being 30-40 centimetres
long and about 25 centimetres wide", with the two ends being "somewhat
conical", It threw off a "small quantity of its substance", which fell
vertically as though it possessed considerable weight, leaving a lumin-
ous train. This mass of falling matter divided and shortly became ex-
tinguished. The parent body disappeared by entering again into the cloud.

NBs The association of this cloud-associated object with a storm is more
than interesting, as many other instances of similar objects or oddly
behaving "clouds" with storms are on record, whereby the true nature
and origins of such storms are debatable. See "iwareness", vol.6, no:

Incident 100: A.,D. 1899. A group of boys playing cricket in the "Morti-
mer Hill" recreation group at Tring, Hertfordshire, England, saw a
"large luminous ball" in the sky in September 1899. Unfortunately the
exact date of observation does not appear to have been recorded. One of
the witnesses described the object as appearing in the southeast and
moving in a northerly direction, about 10 yards above the ground, "ab-
out as fast as a horse would trot", It had a bright centre, dimming at
the edges. It appeared to be rolling through the sky, and passed within
200-300 yards of the observers. "“We watched it pass and then it stopped,
waited a moment, and then went away at right angles to the east. It ap-
peared to be about four or five yards in diameter and round like a ball,
definitely not disc or saucer shaped®,

(Letter from observer to the South Herts.UFO Investigation Group, as
published in UFOLOG, January 1970).

Incident 1013 A.D. 1905, Sir David Gill, at an unspecified location in
Great Britain, observed a "fireball" on November 29th., 1905, But it was
no ordinary fireball as it remained visible for five minutes before dis-
appearing in a hazy sky. It had an apparent diameter equal to that of
the Moon.

(J.E.Gores "Some Astronomical Curiosities", Scientific American Supple=-
ment, June 5th., 1909).

Incident 1023 A.D. 1906. At Hallock, Minnesota, USA, William Hartvig and
other residents observed an "airship" one night during the last week of
May. The object carried lights and secmed to stop and start several ti-
mes, before moving off at tremendous speed. It disappeared in the dis-
tance.

(Kittson County Enterprise, Hallock (Minnesota), June lst., 1966).
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Incident 103¢ A.D. 1906. An object shaped like a Ystovepipe, about 9 or

10 inches in diameter and about 16 feet long" was seen at a point 10 miles
southeast of iAnddarko, Oklahoma, in November (exact date unrecorded). Five
witnesses saw the cylindrical object about 60 feet above the ground and
two city blocks distant from their location. "It sank down, came towards
us and passed within 16 feet of us at eyelevel.....It seemed to flatten
out as it glided over (a low wet spot) and Jjust disappeared'. As the
startled witnesses watched, more such objects appeared, identical in size
and shape to the first. They watched for almost 20 minutes and lost count
of the objects.

(Des Moines (Iowa) Tribune, unspecified date, 1966).

NB: It would be of great interest to learn more of this remarkable affair.
Quite possibly some of the original witnesses to the event are still
alive and could amplify the newspaper account just cited. Our American
ufo investigators in the area mey thus consider this a worthwhile item
to list for priority action (EQ.).

Incident 104: A.D. 1906. On October 30th., the SS St.indrew, en route from
Antwerp, Belgium, to New York, USli, encountered a shower of "meteors" some
600 miles northeast of Cape Race. Three meteors were first seen to fall
into: the sea ahead of the ship, at a distance of about 5 miles. They left
a red streak in the air from zenith to horizon, although it was still day-
light at the time. A huge "“saucer-shaped" object was then seen to fall in
a zigzag manner less than a mile south of the ship, ¥It fell with a rock-
ing motion leaving a broad red streak in its wake. The meteor must have
weighed several tons, and appeared to be 10 to 15 feet in diameter". When
the object struck the water, spray and steam rose to a height of "at least
40 feet", with a very loud hissing noise.,

(New York Times, November 5th., 1906).

| Incident 1055 A.D. 1915. An "airship", looking like a "huge black mass",

- was seen by Charles Russell at Bigfork, Montana, USA, about 5.00 a.m. on

February 9th., 1915. Russell heard a buzzing noise and looked up to see
the craft at a low altitude, travelling in a southwesterly direction. The
"airship" soon faded from sight.

(Flathead Courier, Polson (Montana), February 1lth., 1915).

Incident 106: A.D,1921. R.M.Moran of Fairmont, West Virginia, USi, ob-
served a "small black dot’ cross the face of the Moon at an unspecified
in 1921. He was viewing the Moon through a 6-inch refracting telescope,
using a power of 40. The object travelled straight across the Moon's disc
in 6 to 8 seconds. It was "so small that I could not detect any shape
other than round®. Moran seemed certain that the object was not a bird,
due to its apperent distance and the time consumed in crossing the lunar
disc.

(Popular Astronomy, May 1923).

Incident 1073 A.D.1921, Aboard the Panama R.R. steamship Colon, leaving
the harbour of Port-au-Prince, Haiti, on the evening of August lst., M.
L.gitzpatrick observed what he thought to be a very bright star about

45" above the western horizon. The apparent diameter of the object grew
until it equalled some six inches. It seemed to have a wavering motion
and was clearly reflected in the water. /ifter being viewed for about a
minute, it changed course, travelling "through a perpendicular course,
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and with another change of a few degrees to the south, it set behind the
horizon, colouring the clouds faintly and leaving a glow in the sky simi-
lar to a miniature sunset’. In all, it was visible for about two minutes.

(Popular Astronomy, October 1921).

Incident 108: A.,D., 1922, At Medford, Oregon, a strange object was seen
over the city on July 24th., 1922, Initially it was thought to be an aero-
plane, but none were in fact in the area. No specific shape is mentioned,
but it lowered from its original elevation to present observers with a
broadside view before rising again and disappearing to the southwest.
(Medford (Oregon} Mail Tribune, July 30th., 1972).

Incident 109: A.D, 1923, At an unspecified date in this year, A.W.Crandall
and H.E.H.Greenleaf saw a reddish-brown saucer=shaped from U.S.Highway 40,
near Indianapolis, Indiana, USA. It was 9.00 p.m. when the two observers
saw the object appear at an estimated altitude of 500 feet, coming from
the northeast, and travelling parallel to the ground with a spinning mot-
ion. The object crossed the road about half a mile ahead of Greenleaf's
car, and both men watched it disappear into the southwestern sky. It vani-
shed Yas if a light had been turned off", The speed appeared to be greater
than that of a modern aeroplane, yet slower than that of a meteor.

Incident 110: A.,D. 1927. While driving from Bakersfield, California, USA,
to Yuma, Arizona, USR, Richard Sweed observed an object about 60 feet in
diameter resting on the ground. It had openings or windows, which had pro-
truding metallic or ceramic objects over them, resembling lenses. The ob=-
ject was bluish-grey, appearing like metal which had heated and then cool-
ed. As Sweed watched, the object rose from the ground at a 45 degree ang-
le, giving off a "whining, humming, wheezing, swooshing® sound as it ac=-
celerated smoothly. Sweed afterwards examined the area where the object
had rested and found fused sand "like glass crystals®, The sighting took
place on October 18th., 1927. Richard Sweed was a schoolteacher.

Incident 1113 A.D. 1930, Approximately one hundred pupils, together with
the headmaster and teachers, watched a silvery-white cigar shaped object
proceed in stately fashion across the sky over Barton Hill School, Bristol,
(then in Somerset, but now in Avon county), England. One of the pupils later
sent the American ufo organization APRO an eyewitness account of the event.
He wrote: "...it was extremely high and most definitely metallic, going on
a steady course across the sky". He also added: "I do realise now that it
could not possibly be an airship because it was travelling too fast, also
it was too high up, and pressure cabins were not invented in those days.

I did happen to see an airship to know what an airship looked like. That
was the R101l which was going on its last flight to crash in FranceV.

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Incident 112: A,D, 19335. Although the precise date is not recalled by
the witness, Frank Van Keuren, the following event took place in the
Summer of 1933, Together with others; Van Keuren was fishing one night
in the inland waters west of Beach Haven, New Jersey, USA., the sky
being very dark, with stars kut no Moon. Suddenly, everyone was illumin-
ated by a brilliant floodl’gnt frow discoidal object estimated to have
been no more than 1000 feet i the air above them. It was soundless and

travelled slowly towarus a group of radio towers some 8 to 10 miles di=-

stant. The object seemed to circle the towers and shone the same brilli-
ant light upon tliem., At the time it was assumed ©to be a new kind of Co--
ast Guard Plane.

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EDITORIAL

It is curious that some corresporndents applaud the publication of fact-—
ual catalogues; such as that comprising the greater part of this issue,
and that others decry the compilation of such lists. Undoubtedly both
sets of correspondents are sincere in their beliefs. One does not, of
course, have to justify the creation and publication of such catalogues,
but does have to try and establish ufology as a universally acceptable
subject for in-depth research -—— which it still is not in many scientif-
ic quarters =— and the issuing of factually correct catalogues is one
of the methods that will inevitably help to bring the desired recognit-
ion about. L catalogue by itself proves nothing. It merely assembles
alleged facts in organized format. It is how one uses those facts that
really matters.

But a catalogue, by the very methods of its assembly and its inherent
character, records items of information chronologically and/or alphabet-
ically, and that provides organised material on at least a temporal basis.
Ufo visitations occur on a temporal basis; or at least within Earth time,
That, in turn, provides us with a chroiology; and chronological studies
of ufo activity down thé years has revealed that it appears to occur in
waves., It is most interesting, therefore, to find that 1967 was a parti-
cularly heavy year (a Ywave® year) for ufos. Even more interesting is the
revelation that an unusually large number of ufo photographs were taken
in 1967. Such photographs could not have been taken had ufos not been pre--
sent in Earth's skies then. A catalogue of ufo photographs, therefore,
contains data that reflects and confirms the ufo saga as known from other
studies. Such cataloguecs are therefore desirable on several counts. Crit—
ics and adherents would do well to dwell on such matters. The Bditor,

The volumes of this journal for 1976 and 1977 (vol.6, pt.2, pp.26=48, and
vol.7, pt.2, Pp.46-62 respectively), contained the two first installments
of a world catalogue of alleged ufo photographs. The last installment fi=
nished at the end of 19663 the present one continues the catalogue to the
end of 1970, presenting the data chronologically as before.

It will be superfluous here to reiterate the comments and directives pub-
lished in the introductory sections of the two earlier installments just
mentioned, although these should, ideally, be consulted before the cont-
ents of the present list are appraised. Nonetheless, it would be remiss to
overlook certain developments that have occurred in this field since 1976,
0f particular interest is the article by Maj.(Ret.) Colman S.VonKeviczky
on lens flare phenomena ("A Re-Analysis®, Canadian UFO Report®, vol.3, nos
8, 1976, pp.19-23), and Jerry Chase's enlightening paper “How to Photo-
graph a UFO";(Ufolo s vol.ii, nos3, 1976, p.59). Other developments cur-
rently taking place, and of which more in later installments, concern
photo-enhancement techniques, the results of some of which to date are of
much interest and probably of considerable importance to ufologists in-
volved with analysis and evaluation of alleged ufo photographs.

As in the previous installments, no attempt has been made to segregate
believedly genuine ufo images from those now claimed to be, or suspected

of being, frauds, hoaxes, or accidental camera effects. Every catalogue
entry is provided with one or more sources, accept where hitherto unchroni-
cled examples are concerned (these are marked by 'o! to indicate they they
are unpublished Yoriginal' photographs), Bach entry also carries an indivi-
dual reference number, these following=on from the series already used in
the earlier installments.

The compilers wish to record their grateful thanks to the numerous persons
who have generously submitted information on ufo photographs over the past
months, and who, collectively, are contributing significantly to the value
of this project.

Future installements will detail photographs post—-dating 1970, and will
conform to the format established here.

“NOTES ON GERMAN UFO REPORTSY

by
the late Edwin Spiller,

(The late Edwin Spiller has recorded many little known ufo events in the
variousnotebooks and files that he deposited in Contact(UK)'s archives shor-
tly before his death, and the following episodes from Germany (a country not
particularly prominent in ufological annals) arec taken from the sources he
gathered. Mr Spiller collected numerous accounts from Germany, and the fol-
lowing have been selected on account of their virtually unknown status. So
far)as is known, they have not been published in the English language before:
ED.

Berlin appears to have hosted a visit in 1915 of a strange unidentified aer-
ial object that was not, so far as is known,reported in its newspapers at

the time. According to an eyewitness, who wrote down a description of her
observations, and many years later sent me a letter detailing the event,
the object hung over the Reichstag building for quite 80 minutes. The ob=
ject was also seen by the principal witness's sister, who corroborated her
account., The principal witness was Mrs IEva Roston, who had cemigrated to
the Republic of South Africa by the time she sent me her letter in 1955.

Her account'follows verbatim.
"
Hearing a strange hissing sound, I turned my head and saw between me

and the Reichstag Building to the north-east, in the direction of the
Brandenburger Tor and the Spree. a thing shaped like the cigar-shaped
hull of a Zeppelin airship; but,unlike the Zeppelin, it showed no dark
wall-spaces between windows. It glowed a soft red, with no shadows., I
was startled and drew my sister's attention to the thing, but she was
not impressed and was reading. I had war-work to do and could not waste
timeg but, when I looked in that direction, 80 minutes later; as my
watch showed, it was still there. I heard another hiss, turned to look,
but the thing had gone. There was nothing there or anywhere, even tho-
ugh less than a minute had passed since I had looked at my watch. How
it stayed motionless all that time, without a mooring post, I cannot
estimate®,

Mrs Roston's sighting was from the top-floor flat of a building next to
the Marine=Amt, or German Admiralty Office, in the Potsdamer area of cent--
ral Berlin, and took place (initially) at 9.15 pm., on August 7th., 1915,
She was sitting on the balcony of her flat at the time, so had a fine view,

Another little known ufo sighting from Germany dates from March 4th., 1955,
and was originally published in the Hessische Nachrichten of that date., The
account is as follows,

At 6.55 pm., on the the line Cassel to Fritzler, near Gudensberg, a
flying cigar was seen by five truck drivers who had halted their vehic--
les., It was visible for 3 minutes. The manager of the Hersfeld Baths,
Herr Kurt Dahlke, who was on-the spot, says the thing was elongated,
with reddish light in the centre, and a bluish light at each end. Its
speed was moderate and it had come from the direction of Homberg. Its
flight was silent and horizontal, and it was seen outlined against
clouds®, .

lastly, the Berlin Zeitungen of May 3rd., 1955, records that, on May lst.,
1955, at Weiden, in northexrn Bavaria, three people reported to the police
that, for one hour after sunset on that day, a brightly 1it sphere moved
back and forth on a horizontal course at a height estimated at 500 feet
above the surface of the ground. After a while it exhibited small spiral-
ling motions, and then accelerated and departed to the north-east at an
oblique angle of ascent. A short while later, it, or a similar object, shot
back across the same area at tremendous speed. Both sightings were sound-
less, and both spheres emitted a bright greenish-white light.

The three sightings above show that Germany, hitherto not especially pro-
ductive of ufo reports, has nevertheless probably received many visitations
from ufos not generally recorded, or, where they have been, not communicat-
ed via translations to other countries. A search of German provincial news=-
papers might prove most fruitful in this respect.
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
