The month of August has brought something more than
rain, it has brought more U.F.O. reports than any pre-
vious month this year, this despite the fact that the
national dailies scorn to mention the subject, at least
seriously. One report made a full column of the front
page of a leading Northern "Late Night Final" the object
was given a typical "Venusian Scout Ship" description by
a photogrepher. No photograph is available however.

Objects which by their description must come into
the "Saucer" category have also been seen over Bolton
and Pool-in-Wharfedale. The headlines of L.Stringfield's
"Orbit" proclaimed: "LULL IS BROKEN...SAUCERS ARE BACK."
And indeed it seems as it has for "Orbit" contains
accounts of nine sightings between June 17th and July
229nd. A letter from Harold H. Fulton, President of C.S.I.
New Zealand discloses several sightings also.

As has been said in this magazine before, all too
few genuine researchers exist in this country, they are
not as well known as their American counterparts for they
cannot afford to publish their own magazines. They do
not have the time or money to spend on personal investi-
gation of the reports they do receive, to buy all the
newspapers and magazines which are likely to contain
information relative to the subject is out of the
guestion and once again for financial reasons a press
cutting agency is beyond their reach - we would there-
fore appeal to readers to send in any newspaper clippings
or articles they think would be of any use to researchers.
If you want the cuttings returned or require a reply,
please enclose a stamped addressed envelope. The ed'
will see that the information reaches the right hands.
Needless to say, any reader or his/her friends who sees
a "Saucer" or has first hand knowledge of a sighting
should send in the information.

In URANUS Vol. II No.6 there appeared a report of

an interview your editor had at the Air Ministry in
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London; certain information was promised by the A.M.
spokesman but this has not been forthcoming despite the
letter of reminder. There is no doubt that the A.M. do
investigate U.F.0. reports which they think merit inves—
tigation, admittedly these are likely to be comparatively
few in number. One such case is undoubtedly the Maurice
Brezier affair: that this case warrants careful inves—
tigation everyone will agree and the statement that the
A.M. do not investignte "second hand" reports carries no
weight in this particular instance. Accounts of this
sighting have appeared in all the Saucer mag's in this
country as well as several newspapers, three separate
sets of reports have been sent to the A.M. in London,
these being photostatic copies of the original letters
from Mr. Brozier.

The detnils are such that no branch of the military
services or government itself charged with the safety
of the country and the people in it or competent admin-
istration can afford to ignore the tremendous signific-
ance of this sighting. A circular object, 70 £t. in
diam' displaying completely unknown characteristics of
propulsion, flight and manoeuvrability comes to within
20 yds of a compctent observcr, the incident is reported
to the appropriate authority, would the account presented
in full detail be passed over as not worthy of investi-
gation just because the report did not come direcet from
the obscrver himself? most assuredly not, yet this is
what the A.l. would apparently have us believe has
happened. Only one thing would stop the A.M. from
investigating this sighting report, from the details
sent in to them they already have enough information
and they have formed their opinion as to what it was.
Only five per cent of reports they received up until
obout the end of 1955 are unexplained we have been told,
we have also been informed that the five per cent
unexplained nced be attributed to nothing more than
lack of information. Therc is no lack of information
in this case.

A united cnll to the powers that be to make known
the results of their five year long investigation is
overdue in this country and is very much necded. There
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arec many reasons why the public should know what it wes
that caused Maurice Brazier to jump out of his van and
cower at the roadside because he thought the "Thing" was
going to crash right down on top of him so on behalf of
the readers of URANUS and the hundreds of thousands of
sane end competent people who have seen "Flying Saucers"
we ask for more details of the results of the investiga-
tion, give us numbers - percentages alone mean nothing -
we ask - what in heaven's name was it that flew along
that lonely Scottish road in the early cvening of 28th
October, 1955, what was it that young Steven Darbishire
saw and photographed on 15th February, 1954, what was
it that startled Flt.Lt. Salandin while flying his .
"Meteor" jet fighter in October of 19542%?? Information
on these three incidents was promised on April 21st of
1956, where is it?%2?

"THE SOLUTION TO THE FLYING SAUCER MYSTERY"

An onalysis of J.Moseley's article
by A.R. Brimcr and cd.

Up to the time of writing the saucer world has not
yet been stunned by news of James Moselcy's arrest on a
charge of breaking security regulations, his article has
not even resulted in much comment at all, critical or
otherwise. Therefore it would appear safec to assume
that he was a little off the mark in his "Solution to
- the F.S. Mystery" article in Sauccr News for June-July,
1956. This apparent non-intervention on the part of the
"organization's" sccurity forces may be a double edged
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But back to the theme of the articlce... In order
to perform the highly complicated functions allocated
to them, these "radiation moppers employ a technique
which makes guided missile control child's play by
comparison. Again, the power unit, as vagucly described,
is such a striking innovation, to confinc it solely to
propelling "cosmic squeegees" in these days of dwindling
fucl reserves is manifestly illogieal. -If such-a unit
had been developed, by whatever branch of government
research, it is unrcasonable to assume that vast sums
of money would still be expendcd on conventional
chcmical fuels for rceaction motorse. By using the fruits
of the 'organization's' research, the problems
attendant on placing an artificial satellite in a
relatively close orbit are considerably diminished.

American based saucers are assigned to duty in all

arts of the world, would it not be easicr to maintain
these craft in the countries over which they are to
operate? Prcsumably the products of Russian nuclear
experiments will rcceive the attention of these machines
as part of the scrvice paid for by the West, one hopes
they arc suitably grateful.

Back to the theme of the article: Saucer News
claims that this information supplies all the answers to
the vell of secrecy which surrounds the saucer mystery -
this is hard to swallow for the secrecy is not only
maintained in the U.S.A. but all over the world.
American discs we are told have been flying around since
1946 - we are also told that they are extremely simple
and easy to manufacture, but the simplest of simple
machines can and do go wrong and I think it reasonable
to deduce that if "the organization" manufactured
artifacts had been flying round in the numbers Jim
Moseley would have us believe, more material evidence
would now be available. Experiments were being con-
ducted with the discs ten years ago yet less than
twelve months later in June 1947, a competent observer
sights nine "cosmic squeegees" flying in orderly array
aglong a range of mountains, phenomenal progress despite
the simplicity of the discs. Apart from the increase
in the amount of personal guestions, Jim Moseley is
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going to have to do some good deal of explaining regard-
ing a list of sightings as long as the range of the
saucers themselves.

Shapes other than the conventional saucer plan
forms are dismissed by Saucer News as unconventional
a/c for other purposes. Project Grudge once used
similar terms to these in an attempt to explain every
U.F.0. report telling the public that the Air Force
could solve all the sightings. Unfortunately the
saucers continued to appear and confuse the issue.
Assuming that there are in fact' odd shaped a/c flying
around acting the role of "cosmic squeegees" it is
surely oversimplifying matters to explain F.S. in these
terms. There have been thousands of reports since 1946
involving cigar shapes, discs, double-discs, spheres,
pear shapes, shield like objects, flying-triangles,
lighted torpcdoes, and numerous other forms from all
parts of the globe. The anti-radiation saucers must
indeed be versatile in order to inspire reports of this
naturce.

Mr. Moseley's article leaves one with the impres-—
sion, he has written in a purposely provocative manner
to sce what he can get others to say. If fear was a
deciding factor in the "organization's" decision to
withhold information on saucers, Moseley has certainly
proved them false prophets for unless American news-—
bapers are heavily censorcd there have becen no hyster-
ical outbreaks in that country after his presentation
of the factse.

Whatever one thinks of Jim Moscley's solution he
is to be congratulated on conceciving a theory wherein
saucers are mechanisms pure but not so simple and not
the conveyances of celestial missionaries or cosmic
beauty choruses - for this reason if for no other James
Moseley deserves to escape the attention of "the men
in the dark suits."
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ADAMSKI IN HOT WATER AGAIN

Poor George Adamski has again run into a spot of
bother, this time with Lonzo Dove, a professional
photographer of Broadway, Virginia, who has sent us the
following analysis of the photographs in his last book.
George is now reported to be living in Mexico City,
where the climate is good, the cost of living cheap and
taxation low. One cannot blame him for this but at the
same time one would be heppier if he would take the time
to reply to some of the queries which are being hurled
at him from everywhere.

A correspondent has taken us to task for the gharp-
ness of our last attack upon Adamski, pointing out that
whether George is right or wrong, he has certainly put
Flying Saucers on the map, and that nowadays millions
of people know @about F.S. as compared with thousands
before. Well our correspondent may be right but we
feel that the cost in prestige and status has been so
heavy that it will take years for saucerdom to recover
from it. However that is a matter of opinion and we
shall be only too happy if our suspicions prove to be
unfounded. In the meantime here is Mr. Dove's analysis:

"The Adamski photographs resemble the true struc-
ture of the saucers as determined by more reliable
accounts. As can be shown by documents Adamski got
both his saucer form and the date of his episode from
my works which reached him shortly before the episode.
I had made a small model based on the reconstruction of
a "sky-chariot" which I discovered in 1932, before
saucers were flying wholesale. Photographs of this
model were known to Adamski, and since this model of
mine gives a true picture of a saucer, Adamski's
facsimile of it resembled those seen by others in
recent years. Therefore, the fact that Adamski's
photographs may be faked cunnot also brand all other
images as being the samel."

"The orthographic projection idea also originated
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with me, and copies of my perspective projection were
sent to many people in the corly part of February 1953,
right after the Ademski photo's camc to hand. I enclosc
the original projection which shows that the Adamski
photograph had to bc of a small model. Notc how the
basic lincs are followed by the Cramp analysis, though
he does not give the perspective anglcs which prove my
contention."

"For instence, Leslic gets deeper in the matter by
arguing that the ridiculous five foot ball-bearings on
the Adamski model are tronslucent - like o light bulb -
whereas Adamski himself said the globes werc of mctal.
But metal or glass, reflections would show thc same on
all not just on onc of them, if it were a real saucer
in the air."

"We need not follow Waveney Girvan by supposing
that any model serving for Adomski's photograph had to
be 36 feet in diameter. Perspective is the same for a
small model close up as for a large model far away.

The differcnce would show up only in the texture.
Ademski's pictures lock texture details and this fits

the small rather than the large model. The witnesses
given in the book did not vouch for the shape of the
saucer image becausc they did not see the photos and were
not present when they were said to have been taken.

Their witness was only to the cigar ship which might
have been really true, ond the fact that Adamski went
apart some good distance from them and put on some kind
of performance including flashing some kind of flare
which "burned" his hand as he showed in proof that he
had been shocked by contoact with the saucer. That word
"burn" may have been a slip of the tongue or pen.

Girvan staked his faith on the question of perspective:
"Tf the photograph can be proved to be of an object
notebly less than 35 feet across then the whole story

is a fraud." I proved this point for him in my February
1953 analysis, the perspective projection bascd on
optical laws and the actual image from Adamski's original
picture enlarged. So let us hear it acclaimed as such."

The following are extracts from Dove's analysis
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based on Adomski's own estimatecd size of the "Scout Ship"

"Assumed diameter 36 feet: In the photograph the
front bulb is 15 ft. closer to the eye than the rear
bulbs, and finc measurement shows the perspective
shortening to be 1/24st in differencc. Thcrefore the
distance from the object to the eye of the camera must
be 21 times 15 ft. which equals 315 ft. At that dis—
tance the 36 ft. object would subtend an angle of 7
degrees, and the imoge in Adamski's telescope would be
about 54 ins. The eyepiece lens covers only a fraction
of this primary imoge, thereforc the photo showing
nearly the whole of the object could not have been taken
through a telescope. The same angles and conclusions
would apply to a smaller model of the saucer at closer
range. However, a box camera of 4 in. focal length
would give this image ebout # in. size, hence the
photograph must be an enlargement of the original
negative image. My telescope total view is only one
degree. A twelve inch model would be 9 ft. away to
give an "Adamski imoge."

The "Brownie" photograph with much shortened vertical
perspective and lack of focus, shows a closer viewpoint
of gbout 1% times the diam' of the object. At 55 ft. the
object could not be out of focus with the background in
focus. Hence it must be a 12 in. model only 18 in. away
from the camera lens - which would produce exactly this
kind of picture image 2 irn. in size."

" Further confirmation of our viewpoint has just been
received from somebody who had previously made 2 de-
tailed - and favourable - analysis of the Adamski
photographs, but who has now changed his opinion. This
reversal is very significant and I shall return to it in
the next issue. ; 4 &

HAROID T. WILKINS

Few American or British "Saucerzines" have failed
to publish book reviews on Harold T. Wilkins' "Flying
Saucers on the Moon" (known Stateside under the title
"Flying Saucers on the Attack"), or on his sequel
"Flying Saucers - Uncensored". (Now available at 17/~
post free from Markham House).

A hard-bitten and often caustic product of the
spit-and-sawdust "school" of pre-191L journalism, Harold
T. Wilkins surpasses eny other writer on Ufology in his
truly amazing diversity of sources of information. In
this respect he has repeatedly been criticised for his
tendancy to jump to conclusions, to cite with undue re-
gard to the authenticity of his material, and for some-
times flooding his bproductions with a veritsble deluge of
second-hand reports. It would be grossly unfair not to
commend him on what is obviously quite the largest if
not perhaps the most "intelligent" Intelligence system
used by any UFO writer here or in the U.S.A.

Befcre turning his attention to the Saucer mystery,
Mre Wilkins wrote extensively on the subject of Atlantean
culture remains in South America. A friend of mine who
was given the task of "reading" his MSS for "Secret
Cities of South Amcrica" said he had never before
realized what a mammoth task it must have been to com—
pile a work on that subject.

Followers of this controversy will know already
that Wilkins favours the "Outer Space" explanation and
that he has verged sometimes into dogmatism on the
highly controversial question of the hostility of par-
ticularly the cigar-shaped UFO's. Apparently (still)
adamant otherwisc on Occult matters, he has, in his
latest book, ventured boldly into the field of "Mat and
De-lMat" and thercby supports Dr. lMeade Layne.

Apart from his energetic research, Harold T. Wilkins
is determinecdly a lone-wolf. I think I am correct in
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stating that he has never given an address to any Group
or Society, that he has shown on occasions that he has
no desire to beccome a travelling-salesman for Ufology,
and that he intends always to play a lone hand in even
his research. In this respect he is refreshingly dif-
ferent from many who, on the strength of a very much more
limited command of the English language, but on allegedly
and inferred higher "intuition" of the be-all and end-
211 of this subject, have pushed themselves beforc
sudiences who might be tempted to boggle at Wilkins'
"materialist" outlook. It is indeecd a pleasure to be
able to remark, ot this downhill stage in Ufology, that
Mr. Wilkins prefers the difficulties which have to be
faced in sifting the truth from the fiction in newspoper
reports, to the temptations of Occult logorrhoea and

the vacuum—minded "approach" thereto.

Older perhaps than most writers on this subject,
Harold T. Wilkins' typewriter can still play a very
merry jig. If there arc times when the themec appears
to have become somewhat lost in the upper atmosphere
let it not be forgotten that the "composer" of these
fantasies has in all likelihood, forgotten more tunes
on a typewriter than we youngstcrs cver have. The
writer of this thumbnoil sketch included.

"Good Luck" ther I say to a writer who, although
he may well claim to have antagonizcd more fellow-
writers thon any other in this field, has sct an almost
unapproachably high standard of "Tntelligence" in his
phenomenal cbility to glean information from the un-
likeliest of sourcese. Mr. Wilkins should be regarded
with respect as one who is precpared to go to almost
inhuman lengths to dig up literary support of the
promptings of his equally inhumen imegination.

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DO SAUCERS HAVE BASES ON FEARTH?

As one who has lived in the far East for 25 years,
I nm convinced that intcrplanctary craft have bases in
Asia. :

This conclusion I have rcached after studying Chinese
and Tibetan lorc. Desmond Leslic mentions Venusian
Kumaras most appropriately in F.S.H.L. The myth of
Shambhala, the City of Cosmic Men is known in Asia far
and wide.

I had the great privilege to mect the famous master
painter Nicholas Roerich in Shanghai, China, in 1935
upon his return from an expedition in Central Asia.

Some ycars before that Prof. Rocrich saw a sauccer in the
Kokenore descrt. D. Keyhoe calls this the last sighting
before World War II becnuse of its factual character as
it was described in Roerich's book, published in New
York in 1921. Harold Wilkins also refers to this
sighting in his book "F.S. on the Moon." :

In his book Roerich admits "we ourselves have seen a
white frontier port of one of the threec outposts of
Shambhala." Does the Shambhala legend point to the
existence of an interplanctary base in the unexplored
regions of Asia? "In the legends, traditions and songs
of* Shambhala, is contained perhaps the most significant
message of the East..." :

Roerich had once asked a learncd Loma: "Lama,
ancient tecachings tell us that very soon new energies
shall be given to humanity, is it true?" The Lama
replied: "Innumerable are the great things predestined
and prepared. Through the holy scriptures we know of the
teachings of the blessed one sbout the inhabitants of
the distant stars. From the same source we have heard
of the flying steel bird, about iron serpents which
devour space with fire and smoke..." :

According to the Taoist writings the Perfect Man
(Chen Jen) is so subtle that he can fly in the air.
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"Borne on the wings of the wind, seated on the eclouds
of Heaven, he travels from one planet to the other and
fixes his habitation in the starsg."

Shen Ye (Divine Archer) is depicted in Chinese lore
as riding on a celestial bird. It is said that when he
was carried into the centre of an immense horizon "He
could not perceive the rotary motion of the sun." Our
future spaceman will not be able to see that either.

Shu-King, (compiled in China between BC 2350 and
BC 624) has a passage pointing to unknown ways of space
travel in ancient China: "When the Mao-Tse, according
to our ancient documents, had, owing to the beguilement
of Tchy-Yeoo, troubled all the earth, it became full of
brigands... The king of the divine dynasty cast his cyes
over the people, and saw no longer among them any trace
of virtus. THEN HE COMMANDED CHONG AND LI TO CUT AWAY
EVERY COMMUNICATION BETWEEN HEAVEN AND EARTH. SINCE
THEN THERE HAS BEEN NO MORE GOING UP AND DOWN.

The lamas of Mongolia and Tibet believe in a secret
city where wisdom and virtue have been preserved for
thousands of years. These unknown people are said to
have achieved greatest scientific feats including space
travel. Another myth? Yet F.S3.Smythe in charge of the
1933 Mt. Everest expedition did see a saucer in the
Himalayas and his sighting is practically identical with
that of Roerich. In his book "Camp Six" he writes,
"Chancing to glance upwards my attention was caught by
a tiny silvery object in the sky apparently very high,
moving from East to West.".

Is the fiery dragon of China a traditional image
of the fiery cigar shaped ships of which we have heard
so much lately?

Let me say that I am one of the old
stagers, and I very well remcmber the saucer sightings
that occurred,cspecially over Portugal, and were re-
corded in the press of the day. They were observed as
saucer likec objects, from which rescmblance they were
then termed flying saucers. I cannot be guite sure of
the year but I believe these sightings were made in 1917
when I was home on leave from France. Le Courrier
Interplanetaire mentions something resembling a saucer
witnessed by oan American woman in 1915.

In view of the numerous suggestions now being thrown
out that flying saucers are man made on this planet it
seems highly desirable that we should be in a position to
refer back to past records in which men made saucers are
out of the question. May I thereforc make an appeal to
0ld stagers to come forward with any recollections they
may have of flying saucers sighted at the time of the
first world war. In this connection let us not forget
that Mr. H.T. Wilkins has traced F.S. back to pre-
Christian times.

Such a company would not put
a plane carrying freight and passengers in charge of a
fool.

(Unless a fool can be
deemed to be too irresponsible as to be guilty or

Maybe I am wrong in my scepticism, but it
seems to me that any beings so highly advanced as those
capable of activating the F.S's would make a better
attempt of it to apprise mankind of their existence. It
is so obvious there are many simple ways in which that
could be done.

1) Come down over a large city suddenly and shower
leaflets. If the leaflets were made of very thin, light
material of extra-terrestial origin, so much the better.
It could be at early dawn before the traffic was heavy
but sufficiently late to be sure of a good reception by
many people.

2) A large liner would be ideal. They should be
sufficiently intelligent to know that our large liners
are not capable of giving a hostile reception to them,
they should know the difference between a '"Queen
Elizabeth" and a "Dreadnought."

3) By watching a racecourse all one afternoon on
several occasions, or a football match, they would quickly
xnow that such aggregations of people were for sport and
the time which such entertainment or sport usually finish.
Therefore such an occasion would be ideal for a demon=-
stration, even to a quick descent into the centre of the
field. It would be difficult for even the Pentagon or
our own A.M. to tell 90,000 spectators at Wembley or
Brooklyn that all they saw descend, stop, and ascend
again was a long toy balloon or any other such clap-trap.

Ultimatum des Weltals by Hermann Grettler. Munich 1956.
Post Frece 18/- or $2.85.

The "Ultimatum of the World", is a good novel with
a F.S. background. The basis is the successful attempt
of Mertion beings in Saucers to prevent a world atomic
war. The scene is laid in the United States, and many
of the characters scem to have their prototypes in Mr.
