Sunnyvale, Calif., Aug. 11, (UPI) - A large
box at NASA's Ames Research Center may hold
the key to life on Mars. Life scientists
have isolated what they believe arc the
components of Mars' atmosphere and have
watched compounds develop - including what

one scientist calls "manna from hecaven.,Y

"If you take the vaguely defined Mars atmos-
phere and radiate it ultra-violently you
find that many organisms develop," said Dr.
Harold P. Klein, assistant director of

Ames' life sciences division. The atmosphere
the scientists arc using is made up of
carbon dioxide, nitrogen, and a small trace
of water. To it is added acetaldehyde,
which is a common compound formed from carbon
dioxide and water and which the scientists

| believe will be found in the Mars atmos-

phere. "“The organisms include common sugars
such as glucose and other food material,"
Klein said. "If such a process goes on - I'd
call i* 'manna from heaven' - then you don't
need organisms which photosynthesize,
because food is crecated physically. On earth
all food comes directly or indirectly from
the photosynthesis process. If this is true
of conditions on Mars, then it is possible
that there are living organisms below the
surface which get their food as the 'manna’
works its way underground. Since ultra-
vinlet light is damaging to living things,
this experiment has alrecady been a help to
us, because we nowkiow any possible living
things on Mars don't have to be in the sun-

1908 MOTHER SHIP ONLY A COMET \

Moscow, Aug. i, (UPI) - A Soviet scientist
has attacked a theory that the famoms
Siberian explosion of 1908 was caused by
anti-matter. The explosion, possibly the
mightiest blast ever seen by man, was caused
instead by a comet exploding 3-Li miles above
the earth's surface. The scientist, K.P.
Florensky, denied the basis of the American
theory that thc exotic substance anti-matter
can exist in a mass larger thant individual
particles. What has been called the
"Tunguska meteor!” blazed thru the Siberian
sky and exploded an estimted 3.75 miles
above Podkammennaya Tunguska, a desoltae

Lisbon, Portugal, July 12 - Of two recent
sightings, the first appeared in"Montosinhos
near the northern city of Oporto, where
Manuel Fernandes and his wife at first saw
what "looked like a flattened balioon, but
then as we watched, it looked like a plate
turned over. The thing was very luminous arnd
had orange coloring, and was nearly red at
times, and at times green rays shot out from
a side. The thing stopped at a rather high
altitude, near the coast, for about three
minutes. Then with an incredible velocity,
it sped towards the north." Mr. Fernandes
said his radio was nlaying while the UFO
circled over a forest near the house, but
that heavy interference interrupted the
music. A similar type of interference stop-
ped the electromagnetic clocks of the Villa
do Porto weather bazeau in the Portuguese
Azores Archipelago. A snokesman reported the
UFO to be a "cylindrical white object,"
circling around in the sky. He said it was
moving slowly northeast at an -altitude of
2L-30,000 feet. He stated it had nothing to
do with the current geophysical observations
being made by Portuguese, French and British
vessels in the Azores Islands.

Columbus, Ohio, July 13 - Thousands of
persons in Ohio, Pa., %.Va., and Md. watched
in bewildermemnt last night as a UFO - Or
UFOs - hovered high in the sky and moved
slowly to the west. The FAA in at least two
states, numerous Weather Bureau offices, the
Civil Air Patrol and most persons who saw
the object said it was a weather balloon.
But none were able to say where it origin-
ated. The object was first reported at
Harrisburg, Pa. Sightings were reported
within a short time at Cumberland, Md.,
York, Lancaster, and Johnstown, Pa.;
Morgantown and Wheeling, W.Va. It was spot-
ted in the Columbus areca about 6 pm ard
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{remalned over the area until-Upm. Sightings
for the same period were reported in Athens
|Newark and Chillicothe. After dark, Dayton
iSoringfield,&Hamilton residents sootted the
UFO. Reports of a UFO moving south also
fcame‘from the Defiance area in Northwest
Ohice  The only dissenting word that it was
‘a ballonn came from Friend Kierstead, orbit
'analysist for the Akron-Canton satellite
*tracklng group, which follows satellites
'for the government. Kierstead said it was
the planet Venus which has moved within
fclose range of the sun in recent days,
making it visible. There was a possibility
the object visible in the Akron area and
that visible further to the south were not
‘the same, however. Lockbourne AFB, near
.Columbus, said the object anpeared to be at
50,000 feet. It said its weather balloons
are 6 feet in diameter and would NOT be
seen at such a height. The FAA flight.
service station at Morgantown, w.Va,,'where
the UFO was sighted early in the evening,
said it was "hundreds of feet" in diameter
and was at an altitude of 90,000 feet.
Earlier reports said the "balloon" anneared
to be made of a plastic material and was
round But as the night progressed, renorts
sa1d it was orange and generally elongated
1n shape.

PHENO MENON

"Anatomy of a Phenomenon" is an unbiased
scientific study of the UFO enigma not
recommended for the scoffer or tae fanatic.
The author examines the modern and historic-
al data which have contributed to the UFO
enigma and discusses in detail the unsolved
cases occurring between 1947 and 1964, a
veriod of high activity which is suscept-
ible to thorough research. Drawing upon
collections of documents in Europe amd upon
the UFO files of the USAF, he nresents the
first complete analysis of these sightings
by reliable witnesses which cannot readily
be exnlained. He then examines the react-
ions armd motivations of various groups =
scientists, military men, "flying saucer"
enthusiasts and cultists - with respect to
UFOs. He also discusses critically oresent
methods used to examine the phenomenon, and
nroposes a scientific system of classificat-
ion., He concludes with a review of the
more speculative theories advanced to ex-
plain UFOs: extraterrestrial visitations in
ancient times and their possible relation
to religious experiences, the interpretation
of the Fatima miracle as a UFO phenomenon;j
the possibility of UFOs being spacecraft
under intelligent control; amd the many
other hypotheses which were one left to
wwriters of science fiction, but which are
beginning to undergo serious scientific
scrutiny.

Jacques Vallee, born and educated in
France, holds degrees in mathematics and
astronomy. He has done research in the
f*»1ds of artificial satellites, microwave+
and radar technology, and computing science.
He is a consultant on NASA's "Mars Mag"
project, and has been a research associate
at MacDonald Observatory.

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U.FO:S SEEN OVER SO. AMERICA
JU.FC. LANDS IN PERU

Lima, Peru, July 2 (Copley) - Reports have been comin in all week to government
authorities and newspapers from people who say they have seen flying objects around Lima.
People in Chile, Portugal, Argentina, Australia and Uruguay also have recently reported
seeing UFOs. Because the Peruvian goverment hasn't investigated the reports, it has
fallen to the newspapers to do most of the sleuthing. The best eyewitness account the
press got came from a chemist and his wife. They said they saw a bright flashing object
land on a hill near their ranch about 30 miles outside of Lima. They said it stayed on
the ground for L5 minutes and then zoomed off. They rushed out to the spot where it
landed and found signed nlants, overturned rocks and a blacked area. A4 group of farmers
supvorted the counle's report. .UFO enthusiasts. gbt an ally and the people got a bigger
scare when a group of Peruvian scientists issued a statement saying that "flying saucers"
did exist and that observatories had been on a 2L4-hour alert for a week trying to track
them down. (New York Daily News, July 25.)

UFO'S SEEN IN FOUR STATES

Oklahoma City, Okla., Aug. 1 - Authorities in portions of Texas, N.M., Okla., and
Kansas were deluged tonight with reports of UFOs. The Sedwick County sheriff's office at
Wichita, Kan., said the Weather Bureau tracked "several of them at altitudes of 6,000 to
9,000 feet." The Oklahoma Highway Patrol said Tinker Air Force Base here was tracking as
many as four of the UFOs on its radar screen at one time, estimating their altitude at
about 22,000 feet. A Tinker spokesman refused to confirm or deny the radar observations.
Reports of the UFOs poured in from Pecos, Monahans, Odessa, Midland, Fort Worth, Canyon
and Dalhart, Tex., Hobbs, Carlsbad and Artesia, N.M., Chickasha, Shawnee, Cushing, Buymon
and Chdndler, Okla., and from Oxford, Belle Plaine, Winfield, Caldwell, Mulvane and
Wichita, Kan. Rolice:0fficer Edward:Robests of .Caldweéll £o0ld radio station KFH at Wichita
in a tape recorded interview that he and two other persons sighted one of the objects east
of the Caldwell airport. In the interview, Roberts said "we stood on top of the car. You
could see (the object) with the naked eye. It looked like it was on the ground or hovering
Jjust above the ground...it was red, greenish blue and yellowish white...about 100 yards
long...egg shaped. I would estimate we were about five miles from it." The Okla. Highway
Patrol said police officers in three different patrol cars renorted watching the objects
fly in a diamond-shaped formation for about 30 minutes in the Shawnee area. The patrol
said the officers described the objects as changing in color from red to white to blue-
green., & dispatcher for the Sedgwick County,Kansas, sheriffts office said "I was a dis-
believer, but I saw something un there tonight and so did other observers at the Weather
Bureau and the Air Force Base (McConnell).™ At 3:L0 am the Wichita Weather Bureau said it
had tracked one of the objects south and west of Wellington., The Bureau said it first
showed up-:on their radar at an altitude of about 22,000 feet and had descended to L,000 ft.
Descriptions telephoned to police and other authorities included: "They were red and
exploded in a shower of sparks and at other times fluttered like a lecaf" in the clear sky.
Denuty Sheriff Dan Carter of Canyon, Texas, said he "thought at first a plane had exploded
in the 2ir."™ The object "appeared to go south,"™ he said, "then disintegrated in all
colors.” (Los Angeles Herald News, August 2.)
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A NEW. LOOK AT CONTACT
CLAIMS BY JEROME CLARK

"Dwarfs, giants and other oddities are 'in,'" wrote the late Waveney Girvan, "but
Venusians are ‘out'". In his capacity as editor of the English Flying Saucer Review,
Girvdn argued that a re-examination of the contact claims was long due - that, in fact,
the contact claims represented the clue to the UFO mystery. Unfortunately, he tended to
overstate his case, insisting that George Adamski and, for instance, Antonio Villas Boas
deserved to be considered on the same footing.

Exactly why Girvan should have maintained such a position I do not know, for Charles
Bowen, who now edits the Review, has told me that his predecessor had become convinced
that Adamski was a charlatan. At any rate, the issue is not too important, excent that
we hote Girvan did not make the very necessary distinction, at least publicly, between the
"nrofessional®™ and the "amateur™ claimant.

Adamski was a professional; he made his firtune repeating stories of conversations
with Venusians and flights around the moon and to Saturn. His claims in themselves were
definitely not impossible. After all, independent renorts from individuals like the
illiterate Brazilian peasant Olmiro da Costa e Rosa have confirmed the existence of
UFOnauts with "whit skin and Chinese eyes,“2 as well as the reality of the cowbell-shaped.
flying saucer.

There is nothing in the internal structure of the story, excent for the wildly
ludicrous astronomical "facts™ (which can be explained away if we assume that the
Venusians were 12125), to make us question Adamskl's integrity. Rather, his behavior
before and after his claim caused even his most loyal followers to wax apologetic. To
the average UFOlogist, Adamski's motives were plainly, well, susmect. I had intended to
write ™mercenary," but this might be too simple an exnlanation, and it would be only
partially accurate. Saucer News editor James Moseley, author of the famous “"Adamski
Expose," believes that Adamski's intentions were good; he was seriously concerned about
human problems, and thought that he could help solve them by creating a kind of space-age
religion, with golden-haired extraterrestrials substituted for angels. It is interesting
tn note that, as Ray Palmer has revealed, back in the early 1940's Adamski submitted a
manuscrint to a science-fiction magazine; this manuscript dealt with the landing of a
spaceship, the nilot of which was Jesus Christ. About ten years later, Palmer says, he
was shocked to come across essentially the samé story from Adamski; only this time the
author claimed it was true, and had gone to the trouble of changlng Christ to the space-
man Orthon,

Of course, there were other, even more serious objections which: came to light. Jim
Moseley managed to disprove the original, November 20, 1952, contact, and NICAP investig-
ators found that a 1959 claim could not possibly have happened. I shall not discuss
these in detail, for they are beside the point we are attempting to make, and further,
they are almost irrelevant to the whole issue., The fact is that there was good reason
to doubt Adamski's stories to begin with, and the later exposes served merely to confirm
what any intelligent person should have been able to deduce for himself.

In other words, the Venusians were just a bit too convenient for comfort. Adamski
already was known as a person bothered by humanity's failures, and so, not unnaturally,
he made what he thought might be a sort of contribution to mankind. What he did might be
considered reprehensible by many neople (including myself), but Adamski did it, I.
imagine, with a relatively clean conscience, feeling that this was the only way he could
get his message across. Viewed thus, it is not surprising that this particular contactee
preferred to discuss "Cosmic Philosophy" rather than saucers.

One man's attempts along a line similar to Adamski's were so pathetically obvious
that even many cultists were not convinced. This was the late William D. Pelley,
leader of the notorious fascist "Silver Shirts™ in the years shortly before the U.S.A.
entered World War II. After Pelley's release from nrison (for subversive activities) in
the late 1910's, he became a medium and distributed tapes purportedly of the voices of

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Thomas Jefferson, Henry Ford, and others. These eminent gentlemen, needless to say,
comnletely echoed Peeley's veculiar political beliefs. One of Pelley's cohorts, by the
way, was later to establish himself in the -contact business: George Hunt Williamson,

What is true of Adamski and Pelley' is true of the other professional contactees,
but in a much less "respectable" context. Most if not all of them appear to be exhibit-
ionists (as witness the yearly antics at Giant Rock), and they make little effort to

conceal their greed. It would be asking too much to assume that the UFOnauts should
happen to pick individuals who are ready to exploit their alleged experiences in such a
brazen manner. Experience gleaned from more "mundane" occupant accounts has shown that
witnesses are often quite reticent, hesitating even to discuss what has hanpened to them,
much less to use it in a money-making scheme.

In dismissing the contact claims in toto, UFOlogists fail to realize that George
Adamski is not a typical claimant; he is merely the best known. Truman Bethurum, Daniel
Fry, George Van Tassel, Orfeo Angelucci, and all the rest may be phonies, but their exist-
ence does not prove that contact has not taken place - a point that escapes so mny
critics. .

I am not going to cite specific evidence for certain contact remorts. This is being
done quite well elsewhere, narticularly in the pages of the Flying Saucer Review. While I
may be over opotimistic, I am under the impression that the possibility - perhaps even the

probability - of contacts having occurred is undergoing a re-examination even in fairly

conservative UFOlogical circles. There is no reason why it should not. After all, few
investigators today doubt that UFOs have landed and their occupants debarked, however
briefly - and there is, again, no reason why UFfCOnauts cannot have communicated in some
manner with witnesses. Who disputes the word of Father William Booth Gill? Did not he
(and a number of other observers) exchange hand signals with human-like beings standing
in the lighted cockpit of a UFO? If one man had made contact thus, could not another do
more - by voice, maybe?

Others have. The 196l;-65 flan has produced two new cases of rather extensive
communication between human and presumed extraterrestrial: those of Gary Wilcox (April 2L, -
19@;) and Sid Padrick (January 30, 1965). Neither has tried to capitalize on his exper-
ience, and each has related his story in a simple, straight-forward manner. Wilcox
especially suffered such persecution that he was forcecd to move from his farm, and his
nresent whereabouts are unknown. B

Wilcox's story is not of the "evangelical" tyne; the Martians" (or so they identified
themselves) are rather dull people - farmers, or botanists, one or the other. They ask
about agricultural techniques. Wilcox is amused. He thinks this is a joke of some sort.
But no - the "'smacemen" tell him of "“great changes in the universe.” Our listener
doesn't understand them; he really isn't too concerned, anyway.

Padrick meets beings of apparently normal apnearance, and his clk im contains certain
"savior" overtones - but with a difference. His UrOnrauts are ewvasive - Padrick feels
they didn't tell him all they might have. He is frightened, and, like Wilcox, does not
understand all that he is told.

The similarities are obvious, particularly in the attitudes of the witnesses,
diverse though they appear to be at first glance. Lacking is the conceit so often
noticeable in the professional's tale: Wilcox and Padrick are very normal men, of only
average intelligence. Wilcox thinks his martians a little stupid in some ways, but in
others admits they knew so much that he couldn't even remember it all. (Contrast this
with the word-by-word "quotations" in Adamski's works.) Padrick suspects hi own space-
men of trickery and gets uneasy in their presence. Commare: '

....the spacemen radiated a feeling of warmth, well-
being, peace and calmness. His voice was soft and
melodious and his expression echoed his words...

One purported incident, to which we alluced earlier, concerns a series of events
that so embarrassed the witness that he did bot want his name used in connection with
them. The individual, whose wishes were honored for eight and a half years, was a
Brazilian peasant who claimed to have been abducted by two humanoid beings and taken
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into a landed flylng saucer, ‘where he was forced to have'sexual intercourse with a female
occupant, Antonio Villas Boas could not understan. what had transpired, never having heard -
of UFOs. And, when outside the machine a UFOnaut drew a diagram of the solar system and
pointed to one of the "planets," the amazed farmer was unable to comprehend that the being
was attempting to tell him something about their supposed point of origin. Today, Villas
Boas, now a married man, continues to live in the backwoods of his country, still puzzled,
presumably; perhaps at the same time a bit disgusted with the morals of the ship's crew.

Waveney Girvan was rightfully indignant when he noted that little men were accepted,
but their taller, more intelligent brethren rejected (and here we are ignoring the profes- -
sionals' reports of same). Study, if you will, the reactions of the observers in both in-
stances. You will find striking parallels: emotions of fear, amusement, annoyance, and
disgust are mentioned frequently in each. One is forced to conclude that both accurately
reflect the nrobable thoughts of persons faced with something real but unknown.

In summary, then, I should say that, when examining a reported contact, we ought to
consider the claimant's personality and behavior very closely. Is he a flamboyant,
attention~-seeking individual, reach to preach and/or camitalize at the slightest opportun-:. .
ity? Or is he someone who is puzzled by what has happened to him, careful in his state-
ments and actions? Is he conceited, or humble? Is he moved, or irritated? In other
words, is he lying -- or telling the truth?
