hane states, The father of international banking knew this principle of comtril amly
too well., Meyer Amschel Rothachild said: "Permit me to issuve and control the 1wey of
a nation and I care not vho makes its laws'"

THE INVESTIGATION - To answer the few outppoken critics of the tight momey policy
there will be an investigation. The momey managers have selec.ad
& millionaire, Senator Harry Byrd of Virginia, Pinancial writers characterige him .a
a "sound money” man., In their terminology this msans that Senator Byrd is in favor
a huge public debt by which private bankers control public credit in their own interewua,
and also that interest-bearing bank notes circulate in place of legal monsy., You can
be sure that Byrd will remin true to his clase and conduct a vhite wash investigation,

A IER OF THIEVES - In his interesting book on internatiomal banking, Citadels of Chaoce,

C.C.Veith quotes President Andrew Jackson as saying to a group of
bankwrs of his day; "You are a den of vipers and thieves. I intend to rout you out,
and by the eternal God I will rout you out!"” Jackscon was saddensd and disgusted by
the open scenee of corruption in Congress, He estimmted that the Bank of the United
States had "lcaned to members of Congress and to subsidized presses at least one-
half million dollars.” Nicholas Biddle; top banker of his time, held Senator Danisl
Webater's personal notes for thousands of dollars. Congresszen vere openly encouraged
to borrow big advances against their pay vouchers. The Bank of the United States was
the Federal Reserve System of its day. Its charter came up for remewal in 1836 and
Jackson campaigned for his second term of office on the promise not to remew the
charter, In spite of the bankers' comtrol of the press and mch of Congress, such
was Jackson's popularity with the people that he von and carried out his promise.
So, until the Civil War the nation was free of public debdbt.

THE PUBLIC IEBT - The billion dollar monster we carry on our backs today was born
in 1863 vhen the bankers’ 1obby again bribed a National Bank charter
b1ll through Congress., Under the pressure of the war
President Lincoln reluctantly signed the bill into law, Perhaps the term international
banker will have more msaning to you now when I tell you that the Rothechilds, comtrol-
ling the Bank of England, encouraged the southern states to go tc war by offering them
wnlimited credit to buy mmitions. These financial harpies hoped to split the United
States in two, thus making the states easier to manipulate as sources of wealth and
power. Falling that because of Lincoln, they did get their bank charter Bill through
Caongress and by the war’s end, 1865, our ancestors were again in hock to the bankers
to the tune of $& billion. A Bank of England man was at Jefferson Davis’ right hand
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uring the 1ife of the Confederate government. He was Judah Benjamin, rebel Secre-
tary of State from 1862 to 65, While Lee was surrendering to Grant at Appomatox,
udas deserted the rebel government and fled to Florida, There, paddling off the
coast in a rowboat, he was picled up by a British ship and taken safely to London.

TOO MICH MOREY - Internaticnal bankers encourage wars by making credit cheap. Then

vhen the contending nations are mortgaged to the hilt, the bankers
squeeze credit off to stop the Pighting, and to collect the profits. To do this excess
credit has to be pulled in again bdefore people begin lending the easy monsy around
among themselves, by-passing the banks, The bankers accomplished this after the Civil
War by favoring legislation, and assured its passage by getting a popular hero elected
president, a person ignorant of international finance, Gemeral Grant. In his second
term he signed the dankesrs’ bill which demonetized silver, shrinking the currency base
making the nation more dependent on banker comtrolled credit. There really wers some
halr-curling depressicma after that was dope in 1873, The bankers were faced with the
sams problem after World War TT  Again the king-malmrs groomed & popular hero for the
presidency. As soon as he was in office in 1953, and safely surrcunded by "sound Money™
men, the Federal Reserve Board raised the price of credit. Screams of protest went up
all over the country, from businessmen and from Republican politicians. "Did the Federal
Reserve Board want the Republican Party saddled with another Hoover depreseion?” Well,
not right away, so the credit screws were loosened for three years, wmtil the spring of
1956. This tims, with the ecreamers silenced by profits, and the propsganda mills in
high gear, the screws were tightened again. They'll stay tightened regardless of how
many needed homes and schools go wmbuilt for lack of credit, Of course the weapons
develcping and testing programs will never lack for monsy®

UNDERSTANDING - I hope this brief discursion into high finance will help you to under-

stand what is going on in Washington today. The men who put President
Eisenhower in office will do anything to keep the power vhich control of momey confers
in our civiligation., When he approved of the Federal Reserve Board’s tight momey policy
last year he had served his purpose as far as they were concerned.
