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USA UNDERGOES UFO AVALANCHE! 

SEptOOEB. 1964 

Beginning in late April the United States has literally been besieged 
with sightings. of unidentified flying objects. Even in August , as this is being 
written, the "flap" shows no signs of letting up. Sighting reporte keep pouring 
in from all over the nation. However, a very large percentage of reports are 
coming from the Western U.S., the Ohio Valley, and the Pennsylvania-New Jersey 
region. 

From ilta nationwide press clipping service AMUli'O has rea,eived hundreda 
of newspaper clippings dealing with UFO sightings. This enables lis to oonfil'll 
t he 111ajor sightings and report d.irectly to members. , · 

The flap started, as most know, when Sooorro, N.H. , policeman Lonnie 
Zamora (note incorrect spelling ~ above clipping) spot.ted an egg-shaped metallic 
object about a mile north of the town. Two girder- like legs were visible on the 
aide of the object Zamora faced (continued on page 3).

Saall "fluttering" projection 
around the ria of the .rectangle aeemed to be lighted troa the inaicle. Shortl7 
thereafter a aecond UIO appeared and both aoved out of eight over the horiaon. 

June 4, Ooabocton, Ohio: Numerous peraona sighted a cone-ahaped 
object about 10 p.m. and again early the next 111orning. . 

June 51 Parma, Ohio: A group of college atudents, in the early hour• 
of the mornins, sighted a strange, fast moving light aooomp&Died by aJ1 uousual 
noiae. They aaicl the light seemed to explode aeveral tiaea &Del then reappear. 

Ely, M .. ada: Several peraona observed a luainoua balloon­
abaped object eetiaated to be about lOO feet in diaaeter and 30 feet bish. 

June 8: BQiington , WJoaing: A county aberiff and several other 
reliable witneaeea observed an unidentified lisbt moving on the ground in an 
inaceaaable area. When the shetiff shone a apotlight on the objec t , it reportedly 
~e ... cl back a brisbt light into the patrol car. 

Lawrenceville, Illinoia: Mra. Belen Aeed apotted a apinnins 
UfO 10·15 feet above the ground in her yard at about 9:}0 p :a. Only 50 feet 
away at ita closest point, it had a do•• which eaiited blue, then red light. 

Jpe 91 Raailton, Ohio: A l2·1•ar old bo1 reported seeing a.n unidentified 
light in the •k7 for about ~ hour starting at 9 p.m. 

June ll; J:laore, Ohio: Police chief Richard Crawfordq~ araed with search 
light and radio, gave chase to a UFO auepended oYer J:lmore about 2000 feet 1lP• 
The UPO had three pinkish lights, which puleated for 20 ainute interTala. 

June llJ PeaberTille, Ohio: Hra. J:ar•n Fable reported to the A.kroa 
Uro Reaearch Coaaittee that ahe eaw a brightly lighted object deaoend and apparent1J 
land about 200 1arda away at 9 P••• 'l'be ligbta di-ed and brightenld, cbaaciDg 
to a dark red aa the UFO deeceAded. The7 were arranged in a row on the peri .. ter 
of the object. After .5 ainutes, tbe UIO IIOYed away alowl;y, disa~pearins bebiad 
trees and buildins•• i 

Tiffin, Ohio: A boy and hie parente observed pin~-ligbted 
uro. about 8130 p •••• •• no other details given. 

June l4f Dale, Indiana:. About 9 p.m. Obarkes J:nglebrecbt 'waa watching 
TV in bis living ro~•· Sudden~ the TV set and lighta in an ad joining rooa 
went ·· out a.nd he noticed alasoet at ono• a lullinoua object outaide the window. 
de ran to the door to investigate, and saw a glowing object about the aiae of a 
basketball land about 50 feet awa;r. Aa he tried to aove closer, be felt soae-
thing like a mild electric shock and waa unable to aove forward. After about 2 
asinutee the UFO took off, ellitti.ng a •hinging aound. Holea, acorcb aarka and etaiaa 
were aeons the pbJaical evidence left.

June 15; Lynn, Maea; Two persona observed a dome-shaped UFO with a 
revolving red light on the underside at close ranp. 

June 23; Conyngham, Penn: Shortly a:tter lllidnight a married couple 
observed a "ball of tire with a white bag on one end." 

June 24; Kaliape11, Mont.: A married couple, when their . television 
went crasy, observed three cigar-shaped. UFOe with rows ot lights like portholes 
at 11:15 p.m. North Bend, 0 

North Bend, Oregon: Severa·l 'boys observed a UFO described as a 
flat disk and ro~ating over the North Bencl airport. 

Boiee., Idaho : A glowing light was seen in the sky over Table 
Rock, north of Boise. 

June 25; Ely, Nevada : Several ranchers made a close range obaerTation 
ot a UFO only four feet oft the ground. One ot them tried to grab it, but the 
UFO .bounced away. It was about 6 feet high and ita aides '(rare transparent. It 
had a pole which was "shiny, like a silver dollar." There was a red sign, which 
the ranchers were unable to make out, near the top of one of the aides. The 
ranchers attempted to capture thE' UFO, but they soon grew leary of the object 
and returned to their pickup truck. 

June 29; near Lavonia, Ga.: Beauford Parhaa was traveling in hie car 
phen a circular object came over hie car and stopped. Parh .. said the object 
was about the size of his car 1 s top and was about 6 fee·t in heighth. '"It reee•bled 
a giant top," he said. The object, which made two paaaea at hia oar, seemed 
attracted by his headlights. After pa~aing in front of the headllghta, it 
swooshed over the top of the car, leaving behind and odor aomewhat like embalaing 
fluid. His arm was burned and there were marks on the .car'• top. FAA offioiala 
checked the car and found evidence that the oar'• aurfacea bad come in contact. 
with radioactivity. Later on the paint on b.i.s car be.gan to blister. 

July 6; Benton, Mich.: Two youths spotted a bright l13bt moviDg "at a 
pretty goof cUp" over the akiee of Benton. 

Oakridge, Oregon: Several persona observed UPOa wi.th trailing 
halos of light. The UFOs coukd not be tenatively identified. · 

- Jll'l.t ?; "Spartanifbu·rg, Penna.: 3 teen-aged gir'le observed a bright light 
whi.ch appeared to land. 

July 12, Cleveland, o. :· An unidentified projectile, but not a met.eor1te 1 
crashed th.r .u a Cleveland home an'd ia now being atudted in Boston. 

July 13; Blackfoot, Idaho: Dosens of peraons observecl a U10 1 deiiCribed 
as a glowing white ball, cavort over the city for several nipta beginning on 
this date. 

July 14; Spartansburg, Penn.t A slt:ywatching teaa of 5. watched a UJO 
-perform tor 15 minutes near this city. 

July 16; near Hough ton Lake, Mioh.: A 2J-year old flight instructor 
reported that a UFO formation followed his airplane for 5 minutes. 6 or ? 
bright lights appeared in front and his behind hie plane. 

First 2 weeks of July; NE Georgia: Cantering around Gainesrllle , Ga., 
were dozens of reports of strange sky phenomena. too leqFhy to deta1la here. 
One report stated that a UFO left a eilllilar odor (like embalming fluid) after 
the Parham incident. 

July 17; Fostoria, Ohio: A married couple in this city reported· seeing 
2 !'lying saucers only lOO feet in altitude , traveling from SE to NW. 

Southeaat Michigan: Dozens of peraons reported seeing a U!O 
which apparently changed colore and at times gave off a whirring sound. 

July 1·8; Bay City, Michigan: A woman resident of Bay City reported 
spotting a pearl-shaped UFO which was orange in color. Her huaband also aaw the UJ'O. 

Lanaing, t1.1chigan: A shiny, white spinning UJ'O wu ... n over 
La.nsing late Saturday nig·ht and again earl;r on July 19th. 

Jult 20 1 Ionia, Michigan& Two fireeen and their wivee reported th•t on 
July l?tb they observed a greenieh light in the aky eoving at a high rate of 
epeed. The re.port was confirmed by a silllilar incident at Grand Bapide, Mich. 

July 19; Seattle, Washington: A brilliant fireball lighted up Seattle 
and seemed to have exp~ode. It was blue in color and was seen as far away ae 
Spokane.

PRESS TIME UFO SIGHTINGS 

Aatabula, Otm.o - Auguet 17 - Police reported seeing' a UFO with a bright light on it 
earl y on tbi e date. According to the Highway Patrol i t would first t ravel in a 
etr~gbt line and then a cir cle , and appea~ed to be about 4000 .feet iu altitude .
