THE UFO MUvEMENT IN M!OSTttJW~ 

Once again we must extend our regrets on to tbe readers on the many 
delay& we have encountered in publication. It seem& that UFO publications 
have some unknown inherent quality that makes them irregularly iasued , 
regardless of the size and status of the organization they are con-
necfed with . It is not due to (at least in our case) any inactivity 
on t he part of the group, it just happens for one reason or another. 

It i s rare that the editor of a UFO magazine talks to his readers 
about the problems of conducting a group, I suppose because they 
fear the reader will simply not be interesteo. As a result, it is 
a little- known fact that there seems to be a major gulf existant 
between UFO groups leaders and group members which resembles some-
wnat the contrast between lay congregants and t he c lerg y. In a 
scientific movement such as Urvlogy, particularly a movement dealing 
wi th a subject so fluid and controversial as the UFv ' s such as schism 
u this is not at all desirable. With this in mind, I' would like to 
point out a few of the burdens we bear wnich most members will probably 
know little or nothing about. 

Our biggest problems is the vicious competition . While the great feuds 
of ye&r.er-year are virtually extinct in UFO circles, and dispi:te& 
the cries of •cooperation• from many corners, UFO groups are probably 
as·uncooperative today as they ever were. They fall into several div­
isions. 

first they're the aristocrats. These consist mainly of large and well 
T81pected, long-established organizations. They shun all contacts wlth 
other •lesser• groups, and constantly beat the drum of "if you'd only 
get behind us, everything would be peaches and cream for UfOlogy.• 
To which I say nut$. They also clamor about being the •only effective 
group,• which is , of course, sheer non&ense . One thing should be m~de 
cryst~l-clear; THERe ARe AT PKCS~NT ~ eFFECTIVE UFO UrlUU~S. This 
may sound harsh, but the death-stroke to the "successful group• claims 
15 tha~ unfortunately, the UfOlogy &tat~' guo is p.retty much the same 
a& it was eighteen years ago when it a begun, 

Then there are the •believers~ •Let me make it clear that I'm not 
talking about the contacts groups which would require an entire ~rticle 
unto themselves~ I am refering to the non-contactee groups that seems 
to accept every UFO report as a "flying saucer from outer epace.• This 
type of ~roup wi l l resent it if you even hint that a si ghting may be 
a noax. 

Of course we can't forget the head-beaters. 1 guess I'll have to bite 
my tongue and include ANVFO in this catagory . These groups do a lot 
of tal~ing about getting the UfOlogy movement moving, and a lot of 
running around on behalf of one cause or another, but wind up doing no 
more than any of the countless other groups that have tried and failed 
before . 

We don't intend to insult any of these ~roups here. lndee~, we are 
attempting to do just the oppos'ite . We ~ calling for an end to 
aristocracy , "believers•, and head-beating, and to all the other petty 
nonsenu that has brought down the field for so many years. The best 
way you members can help is by letting the groups you belong to know 
you agree with us . After all , it's your fioht too.

This •year," which really be~an in April, 1964 and is still going 
on as of this writing , has oeen the most fantastic period for the 
UFO on record. I t s not just the great number of the reports. It 
is the nature of tne sighting& tha t make it a fantastic, not-to-be­
forgotton time we are living in. Notice, if you will, the great 
number of reports le~ing some form of physical evidence. Crater&, 
burns, radiation, etc. And al-ao, note the number of case& where 
UFU's have chased--literally cha&ed--cards and buses. 

But with all this, 1 don't think many people would say that the act• 
~~l. £Ublicity THIS FlAP HAS ~ClVCD is anywhere near what this 
~ to rlcCtlVc. It does not, in our opinion, even approach the 
cross-country headlines--type reporting of 1952. The presa can 't 
use the much-quoted excuae that they •need a new angle on aaucers.~ 
This flap is chock- tull of new angle& of all kinds. The truth is, 
the press was •selling• us thia line for years , but that's all it 
is; a line, a brush-off!!! 

There ia really nothing we can do about this , except to try and let 
people know what is going o~ ouraelves. There are some sympathetic 

.ears in the press. Perhaps we can wake others up. The sighting& 
are here. All we have to do is ~et people to examine the ever-growing 
case for the UFO ' s. 

You may uk just what this flap hu done towards bringing the UFO 
.oystery to. a solution. Our answer at this point would have to be 
•nothing.- In fact, the big flap of 1964·65 with all of its new 
twists and strange turn-abouts only adds to the enigma---and, 1 must 
&ay, points once again to the preaaing need for responsible in• 
vestigators, designed to G£I ANSWfRS; and get them as rapidly as is

AIR FoRCE MACHINE ROLLS IN VIRGINIA 

January, 1965 will long be remembered as the month Virginia came into 
its own with flying uucers. We have recorded sightings averaging more 
t han one per day. ln this area, many of them of a spectacular nature. 
In fact, this was one of the most impressive \hings about the entire 
wave of sightings. It contained an unusually high number of reports 
falling beyond the run-~f-the-mill kind we are generally Accustomed 
to nearing about, including everything from Mlanding" "reports in 
Augusta County, Virginia , to Air Force jets chasing Ufu's over Washington, 
D. C. for a time, reports were making local papers virtually every day. 

Now that some t1 .. 1e ha& pas&ed since this flurry of reports, we may 
look at it with something like an objective per&pective. We will pay 
particular attention to the investigations and practicing by the Air 
force team--on the scene. Their UrO project sent a team in af ter the 
fir&t key &ighting of a pyramid-shaped object on the ground by Mr. 
Horace Burns. A private invest1-3ator, Prof. Erneat Gehman (see cover 
photo), stated that he had detected radiation at the site of the a l leged 
landing. The AF team "found~, as would be expected, no trace of 
any Ndioactivity. 

During the earlier si~htings the team remained fatrly candid in their 
comments to the local newspapers and interested citizens. But when it 
became apparent that this was an unusually large series of reports, they 
reverted to their more cl assical style of inaccurately (but authoratively) 
debunking everything in sight (or out of sight as the case may be) . 
Before long Major Quintenella, head of the entire AF UFO circus arrived 
on the scene with his usual stock statements and important-sounding 
but meaningless figures. 

In a speech before the Pre·ss Club of Virginia, the Major stated that 
there were ~onlY. 16" reports during 164 which still Temain unexplained . 
He failed to mention that this figure is derived from only those reports 
wnich the Air force had received. Independent evidence shows that in a 
given year the Air force might receive a third of all the reports 
made. Beyond this there is the additional (if somewhat anticlimatic) 
fact that their figure of 16 unknowns is a sha~p rise over their figures 
for the year before . Further, it shows a continued increase in reports 
each year over the past several years. 

The ~ also engaged in other word-plays in an effort to ~ull the Vir~inia 
populace away from any further interest in the UFO field The ~sserted 
in a number of newspapers that Virginia was the only area wnere Uru's 
were being seen at the time. Their logic here we p~esume, was to 
"shape• the Vir ginians· out of lteiag aaything more in the skies. The 
tatic apparently worked , because the local pre&& fell for; it hook, line, 
and sinker . If they had bothered to check the AF claim, tney would 
have found that reports were going on in a number of other places at 
the same time, including a minor wave of reports on the West Co~st. 

We are given the reason to wonder whether the Af was "hiding the facts" 
as some have us to believe, or if the team charged with investiJating 
UFO's on behalf of the United States Air force really didn't eyen know 
what was going on elsewhere in the country. Perhaps it is some of both. 

At any rate, UFOlogists have another set of reports to keep them happy, 
~M. can all sleep securely again tonit e, because our Air Force is on

VENUS 1 COULD §i .•• 

Baltimore (AT) - The clouds .surrounding the planet Venus are composed 
of water in the form of ice particles, a team of John& Hopldns Univer"' 
dty utrophys.icists s ~ys. The scientists said the findi•lg of water 
vapor on Vellus rai&ea the pouibility of oxyge.1 iu it& atmosphere. 
They bosed their reasoning on calculatious that all of earth's oxygen 
could be accvunted for by the releasing of oxygen from water vapor in 
the upper at • .-.osphere. The oxygen is freed by the action of sunlight. 
The latest filldings on Venus, earth's twin sister icl size .. , density anci 
general compos! tion, were obtained from an unmanned balloon flight 
last Oct.obe.r 27. The possibilities of a source of oxygen. and a previous 
discovery that its atmosphere contains carbon dioxide raises the 
possibility that life in some form might exist on the planet.

The John HopKins teem, headed by Dr. John Strong, concluded the latest 
data confirmed earlier measurements by Or. Strong showing the surface 
tempereture to be close to minus 40 degrees Fahrenheit, with only a few 
degree• difference between the light ano dark sides of Venus . Radio 
telescopes !ln Earth and the Mariner 2 apace probe, which passed within 
21,000 miles of Venus in December 1962, indicated the surface temperature 
was 800 degrees Fahrenheit. 

•Interpretation of radio-telescope waYes il!l an indication of temperature 
hat neither been proven or univeraall,y accepted, • u id Or. Strong, director 
of the John's Hopkin& ~trophytics t.poratory. The John Hopkins scientists 
&uggest that the previous findings may only indicate a large amount of 
lightening-like electrical activity ip the turbulent atmosphere of Venus. 
In a Navy-sponsored manned balloon fl~ght in October 19~9. the university'& 
of Venus. The equipment later was modified to make an unmanned robot 
telescope system which would be aimed. by sun sensors and locked on the 
planet with a star tracker. 

In the first unmanned flight last February, a spectrometer measured 
water vapor by its absorption of certain infra-red wavelengths in the 
sunlight reflected off the Venusian c•l'ouds . During the latest flight , 
launched by the Air .Force from Holloman Air Base in New Mexico, the 
telucope measured a different wavele'ngth and obtained r4adinga from the 
clouds themselves. Hovering at 86,000 het, the telescope locked on 
Venus for more than three hours. The scientist& concluded that the 
heavy clouds which shroud Venus are composed of particles of frozen 
water, similar to earth's clouds. They rule out widely held theories that 
the Venusian clouds are compoted of dust or noxious chemicals . (Atlanta 
]ournal, December 7, 19Q4)

Your editor has never bee.n one who subscribed to the theory that UFO' & 
(pruuming for the moment they J.n, in fact, space&hipa) are from a source 
within the solar system; but we -have and wi.ll continue to maintain an open 
mind about tnis. Venus, which the Mariner probe had apparently excluded 
aa a possible UFO source is now back in the "running•. 

One thing the Jo.hns Hopkins sci entists may have exploded h the theory 
that unmanned space probes can be tru&ted to provide tru&t•worthy dat. . 
If the John& Hopkin& conclu&ions are accurate, t hen the Mariner was all 
wet, and a waste of t ime and money. l had frankly assumed the Mariner 
data to be correc$, but now with all the conflicting conclusions I'm not 
so sure. The only advise 1 can give the perplexed reader is to view all 
future space probe~ with caution. They may be wholly accurate in their 
data, but then again, tney may not .
