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EXTRATERRESTRIALS AND UFO’S PANIC ARGENTINA

El Comercio, Lima, Peru, July 15, 1974,
reports the following:
(Translated from the Spanish by Doris L. Phillips)

Buenos Aires.- The presence of UFO's and ex-
traterrestrial beings in the Argentinian territory
is creating a true psychosis among the people
there. Panic-stricken, some of them have been so
shaken that they had to be hospitalized. Suffer-
ing from severe nervous breakdowns, they assure to
have been eye witnesses of apparitions of both gi-
gantic and small beings of humanoid aspect and of
mysterious machines which positively come from
other worlds.

UFO's have been seen lately in the provinces
of Santiago del Estero, in Northeastern Argentina,
in Tres Arroyos, Tandil, and other cities in the
province of Buenos Aires. In Bahia Blanca, also
in the province of Buenos Aires, a young woman
strongly affirmed that the '"burning breath" of an
extraterrestrial being that she saw come out of a
space ship burned her eyelashes. There is also
the case of a woman who lost her speech because of
shock when she saw a UFO. She is still hospital-
ized in the city of Neuquen, unable to talk.

Bases in Patagonia? As if these reports were
not enough, now it seems that there exist UFO sub-
marine bases in the gulfs of San Martin and San
Jorge, in Patagonia, Argentina. Antonio de las
Heras, head of a special commission of the Society
for the Investigation of Unexplained Phenomena,
affirms this in a communique to the local press.
This sensational ''discovery" is the result of an
exhaustive investigation carried on for over a
year. Mr. de las Heras tells us: '"Several years
ago, two UFO's, emitting strange fluorescency,
were seen at midnight plunging into the waters off
the desolate coasts of Patagonia, South of Argen-
tina, after performing difficult maneuvers in the
air. At dawn, a motor launch approached the spot,
and to the astonished eyes of the crew thére was a
great amount of algae which had been torn and dis-
turbed; however, there was no sign of the two
UFO0's." Mr. de las Heras tells us also that today
this episode can be explained rationally: '"Both
UF0's--he says--did not fall into the sea due to a
malfunction. The immersion was .conciously and de-
liberately executed. Once immersed they continued
their course like submarines to their bases."

It Is All Very Logical.- And so, according to
the DIrector of the above mentioned commission of
the Society for the Investigation of Unexplained
Phenomena, all this is perfectly logical. It so
happens that these machines from other worlds
"come in'" through the Antarctic to avoid the dan-

gerous radiations emitted by the Van Allen Belt,
which in this particular zone loses some of its
potency. Therefore, the ideal sites to install a
coordination center are in the area of Patagonia.
To have a base on firm land would be risky, but in
the bottom of the sea there is less chance of de-
tection and it is easier to protect the bases.
These are camouflaged for extra security. Mr. de
las Heras reports that the Investigating Commis-
sion is ready to pin down the approximate time
when the bases were installed--at least one of
them. *

THE STONES WERE LIGHT AS CORK!

Pedro de Cieza de Leon, the Chronicler of
the Incas, writing in the year 1553, reports the
following story:

According to Indian legend, long before the
Incas arrived in Peru, a very long time passed du-
ring which they did not see the sun, resulting in
much suffering and hardship to the inhabitants.
After a long period, the sun emerged from the Is-
land of Titicaca, in what is now known as Lake Ti-
ticaca, between the borders of Peru and Bolivia.
The Indians say that there then appeared from the
south a large white man who was greatly venerated
and who performed many miracles. They called him
the "Maker;" their "Beginning;" the "Father of the
Sun.” He taught the people to be good, not to
harm each other, to love one another, and to use
charity towards all. He travelled northward and
was never seen again. This man was called "Tici-
Viracocha" and the huge statues in Tiahuanco are
believed to have been erected in his honor.

After some time had passed, the Indian legend
continues, another large white man appeared in the
region. He, too, performed great deeds and mirac-
ulous achievements, healing the sick and restoring
the sight of the blind. In the province of Cocha,
this man found himself opposed by the natives and
they advanced upon him intending to stone him. As
they approached, he knelt, raised his head to the
sky, and, the Indian legend says, at that very mo-
ment a great fire approached in the sky and the
natives feared for their lives. They crowded a-
round the white man, pleading with him to help
them. He ordered the fire to cease, which it did,
but the fire and heat had so scorched the surroun-
ding stones, that they were light as cork, and
even a big one could be easily picked up.

This second man the Indians called "Viraco-
cha,” and he departed by spreading his cloak on
the water and moving on it over the waves.

URGES SPACE EXPLORATION AND COLONIZATION

I found the May-June issue of "Ancient Skies"
most fascinating and informative. I particularly
was intrigued by the feature article on the Aus-
tralian cave drawing. Stuart Greenwood's inter-
pretation is both logical and fascinating. It
seems that whoever drew that cave painting must
have been thinking along similiar lines as Dr.
Carl Sagan and his wife when they designed the
Pioneer 10 Jupiter probe's plaque which could be
read by an extraterrestrial.

Incidentally, the latest "Ancient Skies"
carried a phrase which I take exception to. 1In
his review of Blumrich's book on his Ezekiel find-
ings, George Teacherson expressed the hope that
"The Spaceships of Ezekiel....... serve to re-
stimulate our thinking toward our space program as
a viable, earthly, problem-solving institution."”
To that I say, 'Balderdash]" I think that the
U.S. space program has turned too introspective,
that we are too obsessed with applying space tech-
nology to the environment, the cities, et al, to
the point where active manned and unmanned lunar
and planetary space flight is at best anemic, at
worst, near death. I say that the whole concept
of ancient astronauts and extraterrestrial civi-
‘lization is alone just cause for a sweeping new
and unrestrained commitment of our entire planet's
resources, if necessary, to the exploration and
colonization of the planets in our system and
those circling other stars.

PLEA TO SAVE UTAH PETROGLYPHS

In Capital Reef National Park in southern
Utah, a third of the way up the face of a cliff
wall, lie one of the few remnants of a vanished
American Indian tribe. Carved and scratched on
the rock are figures drawn by these ancient peo-
ple. Portrayed in these petroglyphs are people
in strange ceremonial costumes surrounded by ani-
mals and obscure symbols. Looking down on us from
their height, they are trying to tell us something
that an Ancient American thought important enough
to immortalize in stone. As to what they are or
say, one can only guess, but even the most casual
glance will catch the protrusion from the round
helmet-like head cover of the prominent figdre.
Standing next to him is a box-like robot-figure
supplied with the jutting appendages. Then there
is a third being like the first, but he is higher
up. Are they Indians with a penchant for unwieldy
headgear or are they something the artist saw from
another world?

Whatever they are, they are being destroyed.
Half the rock face has fallen, carrying with it
irreplaceable art from a forgotten civilization.

Soon, unless we act, piece by piece the car-
vings will come tumbling down, smashed to bits on
the canyon floor.

Nature is the culprit. Nature that made the
park one of the most beautiful places in the west
and moved the Indians there to call it "The Land
of the Sleeping Rainbow", is slowing eating away
at these figures, erasing all hints of the man who
made them or what he was trying to portray.

With the technology and finances of modexn
America, these figures can be saved if interest-
ed people become involved. The park service can
replace the giant puzzle that has already fallen,
and protect against future destruction, those that
remain. We need to do something about it now be-
fore it is too late.

I would like to see this Society and its mem-
bers be the forerunners in the preservation of
this priceless treasure handed down to us from the
past ages. By writing to our legislators and the
heads of the National Park Service, action can be
started now while time yet remains. I would like
to see all the intelligent people with eyes on the
stars and their mind on the future of mankind help
in this historic event by joining me with letters
for action in preserving our heritage and recover-
ing this ancient communication.

STUART W, GREENWOOD FORTFEST SPEAKER

Stuart W. Greenwood, Aerospace Engineer at
the University of Maryland and Society member, de-
livered one of the major addresses at the Inter-
national Fortean Organization's Convention, Fort-
fest, which was held August 9, 10 and 11 in Wash-
ington, D.C. Mr. Greenwood discussed the gold
artifacts from Colombia, South America, which re-
semble modern delta-wing aircraft. A drawing of
one of such artifacts is the logo for "Ancient
Skies."

Mr. Greenwood pointed out that the first to
publish the idea that such artifacts resemble air-
craft was Ivan T. Sanderson. Greenwood theorizes
that the objects could have been aircraft, space
shuttles, or one-way supply vehicles from orbit,
which he favors. He further surmised that such
craft could have landed in the water, perhaps in
the Caribbean Sea.

BOOK REVIEW - MEINE WELT IN BILDERN, now available
in English as IN SEARCH OF ANCIENT
GODS - MY PICTORIAL EVIDENCE FOR THE
IMPOSSIBLE, by Erich von Daniken

Every writer who attempts to refute Erich von
Daniken's theory of spacemen visiting earth in pre-
classical times invariably states that there is
not enough proof. Now, let them read Ancient
Gods. It contains enough evidence to satisfy the
most skeptical critic.

Beginning with man's age-old fascination with
celestial bodies, and early man's belief that the
gods lived in the stars, von Daniken makes the
point that the 'gods" of the ancient texts were
not divine, omnipotent, or omniscient, as is ex-
pounded by theologians, but that the "gods" were
simply spacemen who visited earth in ancient
times, complete with human weaknesses and limit-
ations.

Ancient Gods presents new and startling evi-
dence to support von Daniken's theory of pre-
classical visitations - passages from ancient
Mayan texts which may be records of the first
spaceship landings; reports of studies which sug-
gest telepathy in plants, and speculation on how
an event such as a visit by spacemen could have
affected the growth rate of the then-young red-
wood and bristlecone pine trees, now being studi-
ed; investigation of the structure and design of
interstellar spacecraft - as well as his old
standbys, the Great Pyramid, the Palenque Stone,
and the Nazca Plains. All this leads up to omne
shocking, convincing, irrefutable fact - that a
space probe has been orbiting earth’'s moon for
12,600 years, as was deduced by scientists study-
ing impulses sent out by this probe.

Ancient Gods is a documentary of facts per-
taining to the authors's theory; it does not seem
to have been intended as a literary work. The
style of changing subjects without so much as a
transitional sentence would send an English teach-
er into convulsions; however, von Daniken's unique
personality and humour is evident throughout the
narrative, and the facts and theories are present-
ed admirably in a clear and convincing manner.

Ancient Gods is a compilation of all von
Daniken's proofs. Replete with photographs, many
in color, the book is complete in itself - not a
sequel to earlier works - and it could be called
the "Encyclopedia of the Ancient Astronaut Theory."

Dr. Luis E. Navia came from New York to at-
tend BLAST-OFF 1, our first general meeting, on
July 27, 1974. Dr. Navia, a professor of philoso-
phy at New York Institute of Technology, made it
clear to the 175 persons attending the meeting
that the ancient astronaut theory is not a reli-
gion, not a cult, but rather, a science.

Dr. Navia is completing a book omn the sci-
entific evaluation of the ancient astronaut theory,
and he has used a term to describe our field as
"astroarcheology."

Stuart Greenwood writes that he prefers the
term "astronautical anthropology," and George
Teacherson likes "astroanthroarcheology'] Some
other suggestions are "pragmatic astrobiology,"
"preclassical astronautics," 'extraterrestrial
aeronautics," aerospacial archaeology,” "astro-
nomics," and "astroidics.”

We believe that our emerging science does
need a distinctive name, if for no other reason,
to set the literary works in our field apart from
the "occult."

We welcome your suggestions in this area, and
we will try to develop a term which will be sci-

entific and meaningful.
