Erich Von Daniken's 
Message 

The Ancient Astronaut Society was 
founded as an organization with no 
aspirations whatever for profits or pro­
perty, and devoted solely to scientific, 
literary and educational objectives. As 
described by the founder " .. . an 
organization to be called into being 
which would pursue the ancient 
mysteries of mankind, free from com­
mitments to any dogmas or doctrines." 

One of the objectives of the Society is to 
promote scientifically-based research 
without the constrictions to which tradi­
tional science is subject. Further, we 
strive to impart knowledge to the in­
terested layman as well as to the expert, 
which knowledge until now has not 
been found in the usual scientific 
literature. Our plans for the future in­
clude the establishment of a library/ 
museum, the publication of an Interna­
tional Journal and the inauguration of a 
professorship • a chair for "Ancient 
Astronauts: • at an American university.

History of the 
Ancient Astronaut Society 

by Gene M. Phltlips, Founder 

September 14, 1983 marks the Tenth An­
niversary of the founding of the Ancient 
Astronaut Society, a tax-exempt, non­
profit organization operated exclusively 
for scientific, Hterary and educatronal 
purposes. The objectives of the Society 
are to search for evidence to determine 
whether Earth was visited in the remote 
past by intelligent beings from outer 
space, and whether a hlghly developed, 
technological clvillzation existed on 
Earth before our recorded history. 

The concept of an organization of lay 
persons to Investigate such profound 
subjects as the origin of mankind on 
Earth and the possibility of intelligent 
life on planets other than our own, came 
to me while viewing a television special 
based upon Erich von Daniken's book, 
Chariots of the Gods? The challenges 
presented by von Daniken to the scien­
tific community appeared to me to be 
based on logic and his explanatrons of­
fered much more satisfying answers to 
the questions of the origin of life and 
the foundation of religions than did the 
speculations of some scientists. It 
became obvious to me that a new 
organization was needed to Investigate 
such matters from a completely dif­
ferent point of view and with an open 
mind, not controlled by scientists and 
not affiliated with any established doc­
trine or dogma. I wanted to afford the 
opportunity to interested people around 
the world to become actively involved In 
the quest for the truth about mankind's 
past. 

Recognizing that our subject matter 
knew no political boundaries, we esta­
blished the World Conference, a two-to­
three day seminar, to provide a forum 
for authors, researchers and interested 
lay persons to present their evidence 
and opinions. The World Conference is 
held In different countries In order to 
maximize participation by our members. 
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This Tenth Anniversary Conference is 
the ninth such World Conference to 
date. We are extremely proud of the 
calibre of the speakers who have par­
ticipated in our Conferences. A listing 
of these members is Included in this 
program on pages 12 and 13. 

In order to disseminate information in 
our field to our members, we publish a 
logbook called Ancient Skies, in both an 
English and a German edition. The 
publication presents original articles in 
the field, often with new evidence not 
previously published anywhere. Pub­
lished every two months, Ancient Skies 
Is distributed to all members of the 
Society. 

The most basic endeavor of the Society 
is the member field expeditions. Not 
just for selected "experts", the member 
expeditions are designed to enable 
anyone interested in our subject to 
travel to remote areas and to examine 
firsthand the fantastic evidence in the 
context of its natural setting. Not only 
does this give a better appreciation for 
the evidence presented In books, but 
more importantly it enables members to 
find completely new evidence, never 
before seen or considered. Not the 
usual tourist trip, the Society-arranged 
expeditions take the members to areas 
seldom visited by anyone, such as El 
Fuerte In central Bolivia and Petra, in 
southern Jordan. A listing of the places 
to which our expeditions have taken us 
appears on page 11 of this program. 

We are pleased to state that almost 
every author in the ancient astronaut 
field is a member of our Society, many 
of whom write origlnal artlcles for our 
logbook. Sales of their books number in 
the millions of copies around the world. 

During the past ten years, members of 
our Society have presented hundreds of 
lectures and slide presentations on our 
subject and have appeared on count­
less radio and television programs. 
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In order to stimulate membership and 
renewals, the Society offers free books 
In the ancient astronaut field for a two­
year membership or a two-year renewal 
of an existing membership. To date we 
have distributed over 1200 copies of 
books to our members. 

Our first book, Le Livre des Anciens 
Astronautes, was published in France. 
This work, wh ich was capably edited by 
Jacques Bergier and Georges H. Gallet, 
is the Society's own story, told through 
the proceedings of our Second World 
Conference wh ich was held in Zurich, 
Switzerland in 1975. The book was very 
successful in France. Our second book, 
Neue Beweise der Pra-Astronautik, 
publ ished in Germany, is the pro­
ceedings of the Society's World Con• 
ference held In Munich, Germany in 
1979. 

With so much of the Earth's surface yet 
to be explored archaeologically, and 
with so many of our members around 
the world act ively search ing for 
evidence to prove our theories, we look 
to the future with great expectations.

A 
tradition so old, strong and universal 
deserves an unbiased examination by 
students of astro-archaeology.

Treat i ng the ancient astronaut 
hypothesis in the general framework of 
the search for evidence of extra­
terrestrial intelligence presents scien­
tists with a challenging problem. One 
test of the hypothesis is the extent to 
which it will be progressively re-inforced 
by subsequent analyses conducted by 
scientists in differing areas of 
specialization. Archaeology and ancient 
literature enable us to postulate that 
flight operations were conducted within 
our Solar System, focusing attention on 
apparent evidence that departures and 
landings were toward the East. 
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The Holy Grail • 
An Extraterrestrial 
Object? 

After Jerusalem fell to the Crusaders in 
1100 AD, the Knights Templar spent 
nine years digging on the site of 
Solomon's Temple. They found a 
magical object which was brought back 
to Europe in great secrecy. This object 
gave rise to the legends of the Holy 
Grail , a miraculous vessel which, 
among other things, dispensed heaven­
ly food. The Grail appears to be iden­
tical with the Ancient of Days, an object 
described in great detail by early Jewish 
secret traditions. According to these 
traditions, the Ancient of Days was 
given to the Israelites by God, and It fed 
them with manna during their forty 
years' wanderings in the desert. After­
wards, it was preserved as a sacred 
relic, but it disappeared at the destruc­
tion of the first Temple, having been hid­
den and the hiding place forgotten. Pro­
bably the Templars found the object, 
and developed their own cult which has 
come down to us today as Free­
masonry.
