Some UFO reports present claims by persons that they have

experienced “loss of time® during UFO sightings. In some cases,
UFO observers claim to see UFO occupants and to experience "men-
tal communication” with UFO oscupants. Investigation of the per-
sonal characteristies of these persons might provide further
information which may tend to support or re ject these claims of

"meztltal communication®” and/or psychic impressions of UFO occu-
panvs.

Parapsyohologists are aware that their findings (not their
methods) are inconsistent with the main body of presently acc-
epted scientific knowledge. The only alternate hypothesis to
account for the results 1is that of fraud (Hansel,b1966). Of
course, <there are disagreements among authorities about the
interpretations of findings, but the results provide sufficient
evidence to indicate that unusual subconscious proecesses are in
operation, along with normal psychological processes, The care-
ful reader will be impressed by the scope significiance of
results obtalned in psychical research (Eisenbud, 1967; Murphy
1961; Rao, 1966; Rhine & Pratt, 1962). Two well-known journals
in the U,S,A, are: Journal of American Societ 3f Psychica

Research, and Journal of Parapsychology.

It 18 recognized that the personal ocharacteristics of per-
soms would not prove or disprove their elaims about hypnotic
and psychlic impressions of UFO phenomena. However, it was hypo-
theslized that there might be differences between those persons
who claim to experience dreams and other psychic impressions of
UFO phenomena and those persons who claim to experience obser-
vations of UFOs and communication with UPO occupants.

The present investigation wasz econducted in an attempt to
test this general hypothesis. Further, it was hoped that infor-
mation could be obtained about vocational interests and person-
ality characteristics of persons who experience psyehio impress-
ions of UFO phenomena, This information might shed 1light on
the question of possible relationships betweem ESP processes
and *"mental comnmunicsation® with UFO oceupants. Also, it was

committed by fanatics who
Justified their actions by
claiming that they were foll-
owing orders issued by the
"volce of God"; a classic sym-
ptom of paranoia.

On the other hand, the true
UFO percipient usually ignores
ridicule and scepticism, feel-
ing that he knows the truth
that ¢hers will eventually
learn it also. The UFO buff is
by way of contra§t,an obsess-
ive-compulsive personality

with paranoid leanings., Unlike
the UFO percipient, the bure
openly combats scepticism and
is an avid publicity-seekey.
Very few percipients want or
séek psrsonal publicity.

suggestion first used by doctor John Dent of London
who also introduced the apo-morphine treatment for
alceholism and drug addiction.

Waking suggestion as practiced by doctor Dent: The
patient is instructed to read aloud from a book while
concentrating his attention on what he is reading as if
reading to an imaginary person seated in front of him.
The doctor stands behmd him and repeats at the same
voice level the patlent is using certain suggestions
previously agreed upon between doctor and
patient:—(‘You will be able to sleep’ ‘You will not
relapse into the use of alcohol’ ETC)—The patient, since
he is reading aloud and his attention is concentrated on
what he is reading, does not hear the suggestions
consciously and for this reason they takg direct effect on
his subconscious or reactive mind. This is not sublininal
suggestion. Subliminal means below the level of
conscious sight or hearing. Even if the subject were

concentrating all his attention on the source of

subliminal sounds or images he would not be able to see
or hear anything. Waking suggestion consists of sounds
or images which are not consciously registered since the
subjects attention is elsewhere. If his attention were
directed towards the source he would be able to see or
hear it immediately. Waking suggestion not spbliminal
suggestion is the technique used -in play back of
pre-recorded ‘tapes in the street, cocktail parties, bars,
stations, air ports, parks, subways, political rallies,
theatre intermissions ETC. People do not consciously
hear the taped suggestions because their attention is
directed towards something else: crossing street,
catching train, listening for plane call, listening to
speaker, looking at TV, talking to companions. The
volume of the tape is adjusted to street sounds, speech

level and so forth. A well constructed suggestion tape

will have pre-recorded street sounds or whatever cut in
according to location.

Any suggestion tape is made much more effective if it
contains contradictory commands. Stop. Go. Wait here.
Go there. Come in. Stay out. Be a man. Be a woman. Be
white. Be black. Live. Die. Be a human animal. Be a
superman. Yes. No. Do it now. Do it later. Be your real
self. Be somebody else. Rebell. Submit RIGHT.
WRONG. Make a splendid impression. Make an awful
impression. Sit down. Stand up. Take your hat off. Put
your hat on. Create Destroy. React. Ignore, Live now.
Live in the past. Live in the future. Obey the law. Break
the law. Be ambitious. Be modest. Accept. Reject. Do
more. Do less. Plan ahead. Be spontaneous. Decide for
yaurself Listen to others. Talk. SILENCE. Save money.
‘Spend money. Speed up. Slow down. This way. That
way. Right. Left. Present. Absent. Open. Closed. Up.
Down. Entrance. Exit. IN. OUT.

These commands are constantly being imposed by the,
environment of modern life. 1f for example your
suggestion tape contains the phrase... ‘Look at that
light in front of you ... STOP ... Stay here ... GO . ..
Be over there’ ... and is played back to people waiting
at a stop light they are forced to obey the suggestion

you are making. It’s like giving some one a sleeping pili

without his knowledge and then suggesting sleep. And
any contradictory suggestion at the unconscious level

produces a moment of disorientation during which vour-

suggestions take effect. Furthermore contradictory
suggestions are an integral function of human
metabolism . . . ‘Sweat. Stop sweatmg Salivate. Stop
salivating. Pour adreniline into the blood siream.

Counter act adrenaline.” Since contradictory commands
are enforced by the environment and by the human

' body suggestion tapes that contain such commands will

have particular force. Insult tapes cut in with
contradictory commands are expecially effective. All
tape recorder tricks are useful: speed up, slow down,
overlay, running contradictory commands
simultaneously, echo chambers for stations and air ports.
Effects are obtained by persistence and exposure by
getting as many operators in the street as possible. For
wide coverage use a car cutting in your suggestions with
popular tunes and street sounds. When playing back
insult tapes the operator is well advised to move fast and
stay out of his wake.
