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- When the massive publicity flap of 1966 began,
interested journalists and scientists discovered
iad that the availeble UF0 data consisted almost
entirely of random anecdotes which were un-
correlated and had not even been indexed. No
valld statistical studies were available and NICAP's UFO EVIDENCE
was the only existing source of information. While it was & notable
effort, 1t was a one-man (Richard Hall) compilation and was biased
and filled with flaws. Despite twenty years of controversy and
alleged "research® this serious lack of effective Tresearch materials
discouraged many of the professionals who were briefly attracted to

the subject and it enabled several "professional sceptics® to run
amok and exploit the field,

- In Hollywood and on Madison Avenue they speak in terms of
a "generation cycle”. Generally, it has been found that a new
“"generation” (market) appears every seven years, For this reason
motlon pilctures such as "GONE WITH THE WIND®" are re-released every
seven years, ostensibly to an entirely new audience. Most movie
stars are signed to seven-year contracts. With a few notable exceptions,
such as Cary Grant, John Wayne, etc., the average movie star is no
longer *box office” at the end of his or her seven year term.

There is a "generation cycle® in Ufology, also, The average
Ufologist remalns actively interested for from 3 to 5 years. We have
made a thorough study of the UF0-zines covering the past twenty years
and estimate that the average journal has a 1life expectancy of about
18 months. Many of the publications which blossomed in 1966 have now
Taded from the scene and their once-enthusiastic editors have abandoned
the subject. The same was true in the 1950's. A very few, such as
APRO, NICAP and FLYING SAUCER REVIEW, have struggled on for years and
have provided what continuity there is to UFO research. Several of
the Jjournals now publishing are suffering from the growing decline
in interest and may soon fold. All express hope that a new "flap”
Wwlll revive interest and enable them to continue.

Unf'ortunately, publicity flaps are not actually related to UFO
activity. They are based upon a series of delicate subjective factors.
Public interest in any subject is most fickle., It is impossible to

hold the public'®s interest for very long. Yesterday's sensation
(CONTINUED OVERLEAF) -~




become today's bore, The press is influenced by the trends in
publié'lnterest, and editors also become bored. When the magic words
"Flying Saucers® on the covers of their magazines and nédwspapers no
longer produce added sales they move onto other subjects which do.
After 5-7 years, a new "generation cycle® occurys. New attention is
pald to something which has been there all along, A new UFO book lands
on the Best Seller 1list, or a new Michigan-type flap wins the attention
of a2 wire service, A new group of young people are intrigued and new
mimeographs begin to churn out newsletters.

| Instead of bemoaning the current "lull®”, we should be taking
advantage of thls quiet moment in UFO history. We should be studying
the flap material of the recent past, complling the desperately needed
statistlcal studies, and preparing a valid body of well-documented
material., Then, when the next big publicity flap finally does take
place, we will have something more to offer the press and the =
sclentiflc community than 2 ragged collection of quotes asserting
"Where there's smoke there must be fire®,

Judging from past trends, we can not really expect a new
exploslon of interest in the phenomenon until about 1972, We should
gear our present efforts to that date., Teamwork 4is egssential. Too
much energy has been spent on intramural feuds and emotional side
issues, There has been too much nonsense and not enough hard, tedious
research. In ANOMALY, and in the FLYING SAUCER.REVIEW we have outlined
the problems and suggested new avenues of approach, Several American
UFO-zlnes have accepted our challenge and are now working to compile
and publish data using the Data Reduction System, The Aerial Phenomena
Research Organization (APRO) recently announced plans to l1lssue bi-
annual statistical studies of the reports they receive. These efforts
must be encouraged and every researcher should try to participate.

A responsible objective methodology must replace the immature,
ego-ridden subjective approach of the past.

The year 1972 is not very far off., When 1t comes, what w&ll we
have to offer? Tirades about governmental conspiracies? Reams of
articles dissecting the minor personalities involved in Ufology?
Jemantlcs and opinions? Or will we be able to present well-documented
studies of the hard data to g sceptlcal press and the general public.
Endless anecdotes are not evidence. We must extrsct the correlative
facts from those anecdotes and present them in an objective,
unemotlional manner, The angry and often paranold "causes®” of the past

can be, and must be, replaced by sensible down-to-earth résearch.
We can...and will...prove our case in 1972, |

T'he Air Force Statistics:

A PROBLEM OF ACCURACY

John A. Keel

In 1966, 1 collected all of the
available U.,S. Air Force sta-

tistical reports on unidentified fly-

ing oObjects and spent many long
hours comparing their figures for
various years and rechecking all of
their calculations on an adding ma-
chine. The results were very in-
triguing. It was obvious that the Air
Force statistics had been wantonly
juggled from year to year and that
their total reliability was nil. The
~tables in the 1966 Project Blue
Book report, for example, contained
no less than 22 blatant mistakes in
basic arithmatic. Apparently no one
in the Air Force can evenadd. More
perplexing, perhaps, is the fact that

many UFO researchers have repeat-

edly published these erroneous
figures in their publications without
ever bothering to check the statis-
tics out, These false tables have
also been published over and over
again in newspapers throughout the
world and in other governmental
publications dealing with UFOs.

I compiled a most extensive
breakdown of these incredible dis-
crepancies and wrote a 6,000 word
analysis, complete with graphs,
charts and tables which fully demon-
strated how the Air Force figures

have been manipulated. This article

‘has floated from publisher to pub-

lisher fortwoyears and was rejected

by everyone from TRUE, ARGOSY,
and SAGA to more obscure ‘‘scien-
tific’’ publications, The usual reason
for rejection was that the piece was

““too technical’’. Mass magazines
were afraid of boring their readers
with an article which dealt purely
with statistics and mathematics.

However, I do feel that this study
is of prime importance to ufologists
and so | will summarize the results
here, You cancheck my findings with
your own Blue Book files and I hope
you will use this material as ‘‘am-
munition’’ in your own lectures, ra-
dio and TV appearances, and pub-
lications. By emphasizing the total
inaccuracy and unreliability of the
Air Force calculations we can di-
minish the validity of the govern-
ment’s anti-UFQO claims.

I am grateful toseveral indepen-
dent researchers who provided me
with earlier Blue Book releases for
this study,

For years Project Blue Book told
us that a mere 79 UFQ reports had
been received by the Air Force in
1947. Actually, over 500 sightings
had been published in newspapers
from coast-to-coast during the
single two week period of late June
and early July 1947, Mr. Ted
Bloecher compiled and published 200
of these reports last year.

In Blue Book’s 1966 report the
1947 figure was suddenly changed
from 79 to 122, Somehow, ap-
parently, an additional 43 sightings
from 1947 had turned up 19 years
later. In their 1966 listings they un-

accountably increasegd the number of

gightings for each year except 1949,

1952 and 1954,
In my SAGA article of Qctober
1967, 1 noted that the report of the

““Top Secret’’ C,I,A, panclonUFQOs,
issued in 1953, declared that there
had been 1,900 sighting reports re-
ceived in 1952. Blue Book’s 1966
report lists only 1,501 sightings for

that year, What happened to the
other 3997
In their *“‘SPECIAL REPORT

- #14” issued in 1955, Project Blue

Book openly stated: “‘Official
reports on hand at the end of 1954
totaled 4,834’’. Blue Book’s 1960
report offered the following break-
down:

1947 - 79
1948 - 143
1949 - 186
1950 - 169
1951 - 121
1952 - 1501
1953 - 425
1954 - 429
3,053 TOTAL

It looks as if a whopping 1,781
UFO cases were misplaced some-
where between 1955 and 1960 (4,834
compared with 3,053). But before you
start worrying about those missing
files, 297 of them apparently turned
up again in 1965-66., Here are the

official Air Force statistics for
those same years as published in
1966:

BILLULL BOOK SPECIAL REPORT
414 stated that a total of 3,201 cases
received from 1947 to 1952 were
used in their tabulations, But if you
add up the 1906 figures for those
same years you will find that they
total only 2,344, Somewhere in the
Pentagon a strong wind blew away
857 clouds of swamp gas between
1955 and 1906, If you add up the

1955-1966 figures and comparethem

with the ecarlier figures, you will
find that a total of 1,494 sighting
rcports have been juggled out of

¢xistence., And that’s only a starter, -

They've also been adding as well as
substracting,

Blue Book’s 1960 reportclaimed
that a total of 6,312 reports were

received between 1947-59, But when

_you check their 1967 figures for
that same period you arrive at a
total of 6,578. Somehow, in recent
years another 260 ancient cases
have turned up. Another enigmatic
121 cases were added to the years
1953-59 in the 1966 report. But in
1960 the Air Force total for those
years was 4,113, In 1966 it jumped
suddenly to 4,234,

The Condon Report chose
to publish the first set of figures
(page S521) but wisely deleted all
totals, If you add up the basic
columns in Table 3, page 521, you
will find that the totals do not

match the totals- in Table 1, page

4.) If you add up the horizontal

columns in Table 1, page 514, you

will discover similar discrepancies.
The column for 1983, for example,
adds up to S08. The Air Force total
is 509, If you add up the basic data
column for 1953 in Table 3, page
o221, you will get a total of 530,
The original Air Force total for
this column was 505, Thus we have
no less than four different totals
for a column of ancient statistics
which should have remained stable
over the years. Instead, the Air
Force keeps adding and subtracting

from its data and can’t even figure
out the correct total!

Elsewhere in Report 14, (page viii)
it is stated, ‘‘Official reports onhand
at the end of 1954 totaled 4834, Of
these 425 were produced in 1953 and
429 in1954...TheperiodJanuary 1,
1955 to May 5, 1955 accounted for

131 unidentified aerial object
reports received.’”’ |
Now compare the abowe Air

Force figures with the figures pub-
lished in the tables in the Condon
Report, and in Loftin’s book.

‘A total of 434 ‘‘unknowns’’ were
selected for the Report #14 study.
A total of 689 were definitely classi-
fied as ‘‘unknown’’. Yet in 1966, we

~were told that the grand total of

Are you confused and be-
wildered? You were meant to be,
THE SIMPLE TRUTH IS THAT
THE AIR FORCE STATISTICS ARE

liberately juggled from year toyear.
The compilers may have safely felt
that no one would bother to add up
and compare all of those digits.

Someone connected with the Con-
don Project did bother to check out
the Air Force table, it seems. So
they deliberately deleted all totals
from all CO umn%'they re-
produced the 1966 figures (dated
November 1, 1965) as Table 3, page
521 of the Condon Report. These

During the past three years we have received many “crank?
letters and pieces of "anomalous mail®”. Some of these made direct
threats against our person, while others were cleverly and care-
fully composed. We turned a few of the more serious-sounding items

over to the F.B,I. We attempted to investlgate other items through
Postal Inspectors. A total of four proved to be the work of mis-
chievous "UFO buffs", The remainder are still unidentified or un-

solved. Individuals involved in our investigations also received
unusual letters which we added to our collectlion.

Here is a representative group of anomalous letters.

EXHIBIT "A”: In the Fall of 1967 this item appeared in our mail
box in an Air Mail emvelope without = stamp. The word *FREE" was

- typed in the upper right hand corner. The words "INTERNATIONAL
BANKERS"” were typed in the upper left hand corner., The letter-
head bearing the words "INTERNATIONAI BANKERS® was well-printed
on high quality bond paper. The paper was very slightly yellowed
around the edges indicating that it had been on hand for sometime,
The envelope was of a type widely sold in post exchanges in Viet
Nam, Soldiers in Viet Nam may send unstamped letters by writing
"Free” in the right hand corner. There was no postmark. The

letter appears to have been typed on an electric typewriter.

You will note that the word "comming" is misspelled. Mlsspellings
of simple words are a common factor in msil of this sort. These
often seem quite deliberate. (l.e., 2 witness in West Virginia
recelved a note containing the word "want" instead of the intended
"won't”.) The vague prediction that 1968 would be a "black year®
proved dlsturbingly accurate., 1968 proved to be the year of wide-

spread c¢lvll disturbances and the assassinations of Martin Luther
King and Robert Kennedy.

EXHIBIT "B": This is a classic "crank® letter. In 1967, a young man
on Long Taiand, a student at a New York Police Academy, was involved
In UFO investigations and several *Men in Black” cases, He appeared
on an Interview program on station WBAR (Babylon, L.I.) under the -
pseudonym of "David Kimble®, This letter, postmarked from Farming-
dale, N.Y., Jan. 14, 1968, was sent to "David Kimble®” in care of
WBAB. Both the address on the envelope and the letter itself were
composed by letters cut from magazine advertisements and attached

to the paper with strips of scotch tape. The letter was on a sheeat
of standard *Sphinx” bond.

That
1s, the objects are seen only
by specific individuals under
very speclific conditions while
non-specific persons in the
same areas see nothing. RBAF

has suggested that such sight-
ings are made by persons with
latent or active psychic abil-
itles, but that when non-
psychics stand within the
Paura® of the psychic percip-
lents they are also able to
see objects which would norm-
ally be invisible to them.Our
own {leld experiments indicate
that this incredible hypothesis
might actually be wvalid.,

When a specific W ividual with
the proper qualifications is
located in a specific "window”
area at a time when specific

Thus, we have
three distinct official totals for the
same- three years - 375, 408 and
164, The figures for ‘‘unknown’’
sightings has also proven to be
widely variable over the years. So
