story writer., Although he wrote many novels, only one- The Outcast
Manufacturers- was ever published (1909)., He and his wife Anna,

to whom he was touchingly devoted, attended the movies nearly
every night. These are among the'many fascinating facts about

the late Charles Fort uncovered by Damon Knight and recounted in
hls new book, Charles Fort: Prophet of the Unexplédined (Doubleday,
$6.95, 224 pages » 2 long overdue study of the great guru's life.

Damon Knight®s reputation lies in the field of sciencefiction. He
has served a term as president of the Science Fiction Writers of
America, Since scienceflctioneers are notoriously anti-UFO and.
anti-phenomena it is all the more surprising that a man of Mr.
Knightts caliber should devote several years of his life to
tracking down and plecing together all surviving fragments of

the 1ife of Charles Fort. Considering all of the difficulties of
retracing the events surrounding a relatively obscure man who
died nearly forty years ago, Knight has done a magniflcent job
and has made a major contribution to Forteana and to our under-
standing of the peculiar anomaslies which so obsessed Charles
Fort. Every student of the dark and mysterious world of the
unexplained (and unexplainable) should have a copy of this book
in an honored place on his shelf...2longside Sanderson's Uninvited
Vigitors and Vallee's monumental Passport To Magonia,

In the course of his research Mr. Knight methodically indexed all
of the major anomallies described in Fort's four books...some 1200
in all. He then prepared involved charts and graphs, analysing the
materlal by years and types of events. Finally, he turned the whole
mess over to C. L. Mallows of the Bell Telehbhone Laboratories who

fed the data into a computer. The results of that study are worth
the price of the book alone.

All of this guickly leads Knight to the well-known Parallel Unliverse
theory, and, inevitably from PU (pronounced “"vhew! ") to theology.

It was ammsing to learn that Fort's original title for LO! was
Skyward Ho! and that his editor suggested God Is An Idiot as an
alternative. Knight, himself, feels abliged to ask, "If there is

a Unlversal Mind, must it be sane?®

Damon Knight has performed a valuable service for us in researching
and writing this book. But the volume left us with a feelling of
sadness, It is too short and emphasized how much we need Charles
Fort today. We miss him,

We have noted that later flaps, and historical ones as well, tend to
occur within these same patterns, with the ma jor grouplings around the
10th of the month, and the 21st to 24th days. This time cycle appears
to be relatively stable in most years but it is not inflexible.

Monster events, sightings of halry creatures, phantom cats, etc.,
tend to follow this same cycle (our studies of these are incomplete),
as do poltergeist manifestations and the appearances of "ghosts®,

Since all these studlies are based upon a mere residue of the published
and kmown sightings we have reliably determined (through studies of
the Air Force statistics and our own datum) that the most accurate
total for the probable number of events in the same areas and at the
same tlimes can be obtained by squaring the number of known reports.
Thus, our sample of 730 reports represents a probable total of

530,000,
