SUBMARINES IN CREAT NUMBERS. WE KNOW THAT THEY ARE AHEAD OF US IN PRACTICALLY 
ALL,IF NOT ALL, STAGES OF ROCKET DEVELOPMENT. WHV THEN SHOULD THEY TRUST 
THE ICBM TO DELIVER LONQ RANCE AND QUESTIONABLY ACCURATE NEUCLEAR BOMBS TO 
THIS CONTINENT WHEN IT WOULD BE SO MUCH CHEAPER TO USE SHORT OR MID-RANGE 
ROCKETS DISCHARGED FROM SUBMARINES. THREE SUBMARINES COULD RUIN THE GULF 
COAST FROM BROWNSVILLE TO MIAMI. FIVE MORE COULD LAY WASTE TO THE ATLANTIC 
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COAST FROM SAVANNAA TO CAPE Coo. TWENTY OR LESS COULD DUPLICATE THE OPERA­
