THINKS THAT SOME OF THE SUPER-NOVAS HAVE BEEN CAUSED BY INTELLIGENcE THAT COT AHEAD 
OF ITSELF. IT IS PERFECTLY CO NCEIVEABLE THAT SOME INTELLIGENT RACE MEDDLED ONCE TOO
