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Maryland Center for Investigation of Unconventional Phenomena INC.
Is in Operation

The Maryland Center for Investigation of Unconventional Phenomena, Inc. is in actual operation witha
number of projects in at least the embryonic stage and certainly more than enough trained talent to carry at
least some of the projects through to fruition. It would seem that the Center or the Maryland Center as we
shall refer to ourselves in most of this publication is doomed not to have a catchy acronym like other organ-
izations such as MUFON, INFO, APRO or NICAP. Unfortunately MCIUP sounds like an overdose of sauer-
kraut and beer and hardly an appropriate title for a dedicated group of individuals who have pledged them-
selves and their support to the organization.

The Center is incorporated as a nonprofit corporat:on in Maryland and Federal taxexempt status has been
applied for. The Center is sharing cramped but adequate space with two profit motivated corporations operated by
the director and the entire staff is volunteer so there are no normal overhead costs at the present time except exten-
sive printing and postage bills.

The Director is presently handling the editing of “Believe It” along with extensive help of his wife in doing
most of the typesetting.

The Center is attempting to promote cooperation between all UFO and Fortean organizations in the world
and has initiated proposals to this effect to all known organizations. Few have responded at press time but
the Center firmly believes that worldwide organizations will gradually recognize that the only way answers
will actually finally be found or that the scientific community will be convinced to take on our areas of inter-
est full time will be when the groups stop the petty jealousy and fractionalism and begin to work together.
The Center is more than happy to be the catalyst for this type of cooperation and will happily serve as a buf-
fer or interface between any groups that, for whatever reason, find it impossible to cooperate with each
other. Lets face facts, every few UFO or Fortean organizations anywhere in the world even have any mone-
tary assets at all but all have done invaluable investigative work and collected irreplaceable files. If all were
pooled, the little money we all have will go a long way and a united front will generate enough funds from
a variety of sources to actually conduct meaningful research. This is a goal the Center will work toward 24-
hours per day if necessary.

The major setback the Center has suffered up to this point was its anticipated affiliation with a major uni-
versity or center of learning. We expected scepticism and outright ridicule to reign as we approached the
centers of academecia. This was not the case, everyone, or nearly everyone, we approached was extremely
receptive of our goals and our credentials. The problem we encountered was one of money. As enrollments
are dropping at nearly every college and costs are escalating with our inflation rate, the schools are already
hard pressed to meet their budgets and are afraid of taking on the Center until it can unqualifiably guarantee
that it will be always self supporting and self perpetuating and will never need to call upon the university for
more than supportive and publicity services. Attempts at raising the type of guarantees are now underway
and the Center is still hopeful that an affiliation will be forthcoming shortly. We feel that being situated on
the campus of a university with our own autonomy or even situated elsewhere with university affiliation
with access to the storehouse of knowledge (printed, hardware, and people) at the university will not only
strengthen the credibility and acceptability of the Center within the scientific community but will greatly
facilitate its research projects and will ensure continuing funding and membership.

Anyone knowing of either an individual, a foundation or corporation willing to make tax deductible dona-
tions to the Center or pledges contingent upon university affiliation are urged to call the Center (collect) at
(301) 384-0816 immediately. The Center will willingly open its books and project proposals to any potential
donor and feels competent to convince anyone of the worthiness of such donations and the wisedom with
which the money will be spent.

Tax deductible donations will also be accepted of other items also. Needed by the Center at this time
badly are bookshelves or steel shelving and tables. A printing shop is being set up at the Center to do all of
its own printing so any auxiliary printing equipment would be graciously accepted.

A complete photographic laboratory with black and white as well as color capabilities is already in opera-
tion at the Center and is also capable of a considerable amount of photo analysis. The Center is fully stocked
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with cameras and sound equipment of all types so no more are needed.
It is envisioned that as the Center more fully develops its capabilities they will be made available free or

on a per cost basis to other organizations in the field in line with the Center’s cooperative policies.

The possibility of supporting much of the Center’s work by performing photographic and printing services
for other organizations (non-profit only) while saving the individual organizations money is very realistic. '

Work has already begun on field investigation manuals to be sent to all participating members awaiting
only two things: the results of the polls in this publication telling us which phenomena to concentrate most
heavily upon and consultations with our computer experts to decide the best wording to facilitate compu-
terization of all results of investigations.

Another ambitious project underway is the indexing of events or encournters in as many UFO and Fortean
books as can be found starting with the Center’s own library. It is anticipated that this too wil eventually be
computerized making available an. almost instantaneous bibliography for any given event or series of events.
The value of this as a research tool does not need to be discussed. Once indexing is completed, bibliographies
will be made available not only for the Center’s research but to members and to other organizations or in-
dividuals having serious need of the information.

As anyone who has ever put together or published any kind of journal knows, this first issue of “Believe It”
was a tremendous task. We hope you like all of it but don't anticipate that everyone will, that is why we
have continually stressed that the Center is your organization so let us know what you think. We will listen--
we have to! Without you there is no Center. In any event, in this issue we have tried to present a mixutre of
material while waiting for you to tell us what you want with the enclosed polls.

Material written by the Center staff is as factual as possible including the updatings of IUFO reports, Big-
foot, and animal mutilations.

Some other material is presented mostly for its value in stimulating thinking and is not necessarily endorsed
as totally factual by the Center. The Center can only vouch for the credentials of the authors who are mem-
bers and these are checked carefully. In the case of non-member authors, the Center can not vouch for the
credentials claimed by the authors and will make no attempt to authenticate them. The Center will totally
reject any material submitted which it feels to be spurious or frivolous or entirely fictional.

Getting back to the polls enclosed. We know it costs 15¢ to mail anything now but is is very important to
us to get back the answers to the questions we posed. Do not limit yourself to those questions. Give us
Hell or praise us or straighten us out on anything you see fit.

Remember the Center is your organization and you have to help us run it so sound off!

By now most of you should have received your membership cards and certificates but may not be aware
that you actually hold voting shares in the corporation. Your certificates are actual shares of the corporation.
As far as we can determine, there is no other such organization where the members actually own the organ-
ization and can and will vote on its operation.

The ByLaws, Charter, and perhaps the Articles of Incorporation of the Center will be printed in the next
issue of “Believe It” for you.

The founders of the Center intended that all members and anyone else interested in the Center should
know everything about it at all times and we are working very hard to fulfill that mandate. If we fail its your
fault because you are ultimately our bosses and must guide us as we try to give you what you want. But

PLEASE give us some help also.
The Center has been forced to accept advertising in this issue of “Believe It” to help meet production costs

and will continue to do so unless the members object. The Center has rejected advertising it has found dis-
tasteful or inappropriate but does not endorse the included advertisers. If any member has any problem
with any advertiser, please write the Center and we will be happy to effect a resolution for you, being very
familiar with the laws concerning mail orders and the U.S. Postal Service.

Included loosely near the rear of this magazine are applications for participating members and sustaining
members, pleased see that these get into the hands of appropriate friends or acquaintances after you show
them “Believe It.”

If
we did not send you one or it got lost in the mail or grabbed by the CIA, we
apologize and you may consider this your personal copy. The Center feels
that it is important for the members to know what it is up to and plans to
make public all its overtures at cooperation in the field and will publish the
answers received from any of the groups in future issues of “Believe IT.” In the
meantime, we urge you to continue working with the reputable organization
of your choice whoever they may be as well as the Center, we all need your
support. As of this writing, one of the largest UFO organizations was near to
going down the tubes from a lack of members and finances and this will just
leave one less voice to be heard from if it happens and a respectable one at
that.

Dear Ladies and/or Gentlemen:

The U.S. Air Force and Dr. Edward Condon and Phil Klass say that UFOs do not exist. So far no one
has actually come up with positive “hard” evidence to prove them wrong.

However, the Maryland Center for Investigation of Unconventional Phenomena, Inc., does exist and
more hard evidence of its existence will be seen every day.

The Maryland Center—the result of a conversation over a bottle of stout in a Washington, D.C. pub by
a semi-retired anthropologist, who is the veteran of many worldwide archaeological digs including the
famous Olduvai Gorge and a photojournalist turned government consultant who had been a UFO con-
sultant for almost 17 years—has become a force to be seriously reckoned with in the study of Fortean
or unconventional occurences.

The Center does not see itself in a role of competing with any of the established groups but com-
plementing them instead. The Center intends to actually develop data on unconventional phenomena
and then make it available to anyone who will seriously use it.

The Center is incorporated as a non-profit corporation in the state of Maryland and IRS tax exempt
status has been applied for.

When the Center was organized it was felt that the requirements of actually participating in field in-
vestigations and writing papers for the monthly magazine would prove too ardous or time consuming
for the type of highly educated or trained professionals being sought as participating members but
nearly 500 proved us wrong.

When it was decided to open the Center to sustaining members who would start off paying $15.00
per year in dues eventually going up to $25.00 per year, surely few people would be so dedicated to
the quest for knowledge in this field to take us up. Again we were wrong, not a day goes by without a
handful of applications and checks in our mailbox.

All this did not come without considerable dedicated effort, contrary to the rumors of a CIA financed
operation. Letters and applications have been mailed by the thousands. Hundreds of inquiries have
been personally answered, and above all, every member, participating or sustaining, has been sent a
personal letter of thanks from the director the same day the application is received.
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Are we talking about a large well paid staff? No, we are talking about a few dedicated individuals
working weekends and until almost 3-4:00 a.m. almost every morning to build an organization that has
to now rank as one of the larger in the field, even if the newest.

Quite a challenge lies ahead as we get down to the actual work ahead now. A monthly journal start-
ing off with 24 pages plus cover was planned but the 24 are already filled so more are being added.

The Center is operating with no debts and money in the bank. We wonder how many other organiza-
tions with long histories can truthfully state the same.

Don't get us wrong, please, we are not bragging, just reaffirming our dedication to the task ahead and
asking your support. We have already urged our members several times to join and actively work with-
in other reputable organizations. Each month we will devote a page or more of our magazine to other
organizations—one at a time, in fact, we will ask you to write the article and to blow your own horn.

There will be nothing secretive about the files of the Center or any of its work. All will be open at all
reasonable times to any serious investigator (CIA included if they are really interested). We would ap-
preciate sharing your files with you if such a possibility ever develops, we would be happy to pay the
costs of duplicating, microfilming or Xeroxing. In fact, the Center may soon be in a position to pay for
microfilming any organization’s files in return for a duplicate set.

The Center already has a fully equipped photographic laboratory capable of doing almost anything
in black and white and color along with photo analysis, so if we can help, please call us. Through one of
our members, the Center has gained access to 6 of the largest main frame computers made and is the
process of developing or securing software and scanners for doing photo enhancement. Nearly every-
one is familar with the tireless work of William R. Corliss and his Sourcebook Project in compiling vol-
ume after volume of references to Fortean events in literature.

The Center intends to go one step further by computerizing indexes of all UFO sightings and other
unconventional occurrences in all books that can be found, in or out of print. Other than an almost
instantaneous bibliography for any subject or sighting, this data will also provide some computer gen-
erated answers once parameters are established and we know what to ask the computers.

Again this is where we need your help. What parameters do we establish and can all of the UFO or
Fortean organizations agree on standardized methods of conducting investigations so that the raw data
can be computerized? The fact that all groups, or as many as care to, work together will not rob one
group of the glory of discovering the “ultimate case.”

The Maryland Center has never proposed to be the organization that will ultimately solve the UFO
riddle or other such phenomena, but it would like to be the catalyst to bring about such solutions.

If we are accepted by the other UFO and Fortean groups we believe we can begin to bring order or at
least the appearance of it out of the midst of chaos. Once order is established, discoveries and answers
must surely follow.

Do not expect the Center to engage in outlandish promises or sensational statements which are for-
bidden by its charter as useless and reckless or to engage in political activity or lobbying which are for-
bidden by its Articles of Incorporation.

UFOs of modern time have been around for 31 years and are still being officially denied. Bigfoot, in
one form or another, has been around for centuries but is only beginning to be quasi-recognized as
existing. Isn't it about time for some better answers? We know we can'’t find them alone and obviously
your group alone has been no more successful so far. Will you join us so that together we stand a bet-
ter chance?

Since this is the first issue of “Believe It”, we will attempt to bring you-up to date on worldwide UFO activity
over the Summer and early Autumn of 1978 except for selected cases highlighted elsewhere in the maga-
zine. Specific information (or as much as we have) may be obtained on any individual case by contacting the
Center.

Ayshire, Scotland, May 1978

Both nocturnal lights and daylight discs became familiar to many residents
of Northern Ayshire during the month of May as a flap of almost daily activity of both forms created consid-
erable specuiation among the local Scots.

Cerro Otto, Argentina, May 10,1978 13 year old Gabriel de Virgilio watched three daylight discs cavort-
ing over his house for about half an hour until he found a camera to photograph them. Going outside with
only one exposure left on the roll of film, he found two of the discs gone but managed to obtain the image
of a domed disc at what appears to be about 1,000 feet above his house. The Center is attempting to secure
the negative for analysis. Three nights later eight residents of nearby Chacabuco reported a UFO in the form
of a nocturnal light on the outskirts of the city.

Kerman, Texas, May 13, 1978 In a scene reminescent of “Close Encounter of the Third Kind”, 32 year old
Police Officer Manuel Amparano was treated for first degree burns of his face neck and arms when he drove
his police cruiser under what he described as a 50 foot circular glowing disc hovering about 50 feet above a
cotton field. The former marine Viet Nam combat veteran said that as he watched it turned a brilliant shade
of bright blue and took off at a “tremendous” rate of speed hitting him with a blast of heat through the
windshield of the police cruiser. The Kerman Police Chief is reluctant to discuss this case although there are
reportedly 14 other witnesses, becuase the officer has filed a claim for compensation for injuries sustained
on duty, but it has been learned that Amparano’s police cruiser has vanished from the cotton field and he is
not quite sure how he got out.

Ocala, Florida, May 14, 1978 More than 100 Navy and civilian personnel at and near the Navy Pirecastle
Electronic Warfare Center and bombing range in the Ocala National Forest watched an erratic UFO over the
the supersecret installation in the early hours of the morning as some of the Navys most sophisticated radar,
programmed to identify aircraft types by performance and return characteristics blew out transistors in frus-
tration. Both FAA and Navy sources reiterated that there were no known aircraft in the area at the time.

Bath and Gwert, England, May 25, 1978 A week long flap of daylight sightings in the area continued as 28
children at Brynmawr School and two of their teachers observed a blue-white “dumbbell” shaped UFO cir-
cling their school at 10:15 a.m. At 11 p.m. the same night Mr. Gary Little, a 27 year old yoga teacher reported
a luminous blue-white ball the size of the moon. Later the same evening Mr. ‘Michael Heal watched two
luminous balls, red on top and blue on the bottom and leaving white streaks for over a half hour.

North Gwent, England, May 27,1978 So much nocturnal UFO activty has been observed in the area that
groups were gathered to await the unearthly visitors with binoculars and telescopes when Mr. Des Powell
and Mrs. Margaret Lewis observed glowing red circles moving northward at about 9:40 p.m. and watched
them for 25 minutes. All observers reported that the sky was completely clouded over and that they could
not have witnessed celestial bodies. At about 3:00 a.m. the same night a group of teenage boys camping in
a backyard near Doncaster had their own encounter. Awakened at 3 by neighborhood dogs barking, Leslie
Hemstock got up to see a formation of four “stars” with one starting to move really fast when he awakened
Ashley Coe and Mark Punter from the tent. They all agreed that the four objects were shaped like figure 8s
until they began to move away rapidly turning into glowing red balls. An hour later, the trio said, they saw a
large triangular light with bits falling off.

Encinitas, California, May 30, 1978 Two scientists in their early 30s who swear they only had 2 beers and a
32 year old marketing executive were relaxing by a pool following a barbecue when they saw a formation

of 3 extremely rapidly moving lights make 3 separate passes through the same area of the sky between 9:15

and 9:45 p.m. On the first pass, one light appeared to be leading in a position ahead and to the side of the
others. On the second pass the second object was rapidly dodging around the first, they agreed. On the
third pass, the lights were side by side. One of the witnesses, Brad Roth, a 34 year old physicist and atmo-
spheric scientist estimated that if the lights were at an altitude of 25,000 to 35,000 feet, they were moving at
a speed between 5,000 to 10,000 miles per hour. Roth and his fellow scientist, Vic Morris, a meteoroligist
agreed that they had observed neither satellites or meteorites. They described the lights as orange and
elongated.

Gronbant, England, June 7,1978 Mr. and Mrs. E.L. Cornish were so frightened by their encounter with a 30
foot hovering suacer shaped object glowing like fire that they locked themselves in the house and were
afraid to report to the authorities. They said the object hovered over the woods near their 15th century
house near dusk and began to move backwards and forewards. They described it as the shape of a soup
plate with a lid on and there was no sound heard at all. In the same area a few days later Mrs. Pauline Ann
Mopp reported a white dome hovering above Bangor Golf Course with a brilliant light emitting from it. The
next day Tony Tipton of Tany Bryn reported an oval object with a brilliant light hovering above his estate.

Sutton Manor, England, May 8, 1978  The Cassidy family of Epping Avenue watched a fluorescent orange
colored disc hovering at about 1,000 feet altitude for some time at 12:45 a.m. until it shot off at a high speed
and they decided to get into the family car and try to follow it toward Manchester. When stopped by the
police for speeding through the night at 1 a.m. in their night clothes their explanation of chasing a UFO was
sufficient for their release. |

Chippenham, England, June 10,1978 Eight school children ran home in hysterics afte: .. close encounter
with a UFO they described as the size of a double-decker bus, which then turned fier red an' sped off
rapidly turning the nearby trees to a glowing silver color. Two of the eight were the chiiren o' Constable
Basil Burden who said “these children just do not lie.” The object was reportedly silver colored when first.
seen and the children all said it looked nothing at all like any UFO photos they had ever seen.

Immingham, England, June 11, 1978Leslie and Susan Hayllar joined hundreds of i« - dents of the: Immingham
Grimlby area who have been viewing erratic acting nocturnal lights for the previous two weeks whe 1 they
reported sighting a bright orange ball that went straight up and then across the sky raj:dly disappea:ing be-
hind a cloud. Most of the current flap of UFOs have been silent nocturnal lights with a few silent daylight
discs. A month earlier five residents reported a small silver triangular shaped UFO, a circular fiery red object
25 feet in diameter and three round bright objects, two brighter than stars and a third one flashing. In May
Mr. Roy Thompson sighted two oval shaped objects about 20 feet long in the predawn sky making a noise
like a whirlwind. The RAF received another report of a cigar shaped UFO 3 feet by 20 feet long emitting a
silver mist from each end. According to Richard Smith a Scanthorpe electric ian the object’s ends seemed to
curl up and it just disappeared.

Streatham Common, England, June 12,1978 The now oft referred to Streatham Common pet UFO made
another appearance to three schoolboys from Furzedown Secondary School. The teenagers reportedi that
they were terrified when they saw the orange glowing three-dimensional oblong shaped object ab: :ut t:iree
feet off the ground moving with apparent intelligent control through a series of maneuvers of tight angles
very rapidly. Norman Oliver of the British UFO Research Association (BUFORA) reported that he found burn
marks on the common after a reported landing in March and sightings of the same or a very similar object
came in from the area almost daily.

Brooklyn and Queens, New York, June 4,1978 An FAA official who refused to give his name, reported
that he watched a series of “eerie lights” hanging in the sky, as he watched from the tower at Kennedy Inter-
national Airport for about 3 minutes until they just took off and disappeared. Steve Howatt, a Brooklyn mail
clerk watched the lights, unlike any starts he has ever seen from the stoop of his Ralph Avenue apartment
for nearly two hours before they went away. Dan Noonan a 26 year old medical student was on the roof of
the 14 story New York University Medical School dormitory looking down at cars on FDR Drive at about
3:00 p.m. when he saw what he described as a 3 foot frisbee silently maneuvering over the East River level
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with the roof of his dorm. He took one photo of it before it shot off toward Kennedy International, he said,
reflecting the sun metallically as it went. The Center is attempting to obtain the negative of the photo for
analysis. .

Ayacucha, Argentina, June 15, 1978 Oscar Bolloz told police that he had been asleep when he was awakened
by a strange noise and looked out to see a black object in the shape of a “flying saucer” blocking out the
stars a few meters above his trees. He awakened his wife and they watched it hover for a few minutes and
then land on their patio. They said it was about two meters in diameter. About two minutes after landing,
they said it gave off a flash and took off moving away toward Tandil at about 50 kilometres per hour.

Rio de Janerio, Brazil, June 15, 1978 According to La Razon, the newspaper of Buenos Aires, Argentina, hun-
dreds of witnesses on balconies overlooking the Copacabana Bay watched 32 smaller craft emerge from a
huge “mother” ship about 3 kilometers from shore and then went through about 15 minutes of flight perfor-
mances often skimming the surface of the ocean before turning to intensely bright orange objects and dart-
ing off to the south at “immense” speed.

Bangor, England, June 15, 1978 A woman living in the west end of Beaumaris reported seeing a huge round
sun-like object moving across the Menai Straits towards Aber. She got a telescope to look at the slow mov-
ing object and said she saw slits or “window type things on the side” with brilliant copper lights shining
through. Before it reached Aber, she said it disappeared as if someone switched off a light.

Friendship, Wisconsin, June 15, 1978 A low flying UFO with white and blue flashing lights was reported
to the Waushara County Sheriff's Department. The object was said to be flying west of the county line.

Gloucester, England, June 18,1978 Carpenter Len Parsons and his family watched a brightly glowing UFO
for about half an hour. When they first saw it, they said it was hovering over a hill and then it rose and came
over their heads leaving a wide vapor trail. Then they said it faded and reappeared brightly over Gloucester
There were reportedly many other witnesses to the UFO both in and around Gloucester.

Calderdale, England, June 19, 1978 After watching the end of the World Cup football match on TV at about
1:10 a.m. Mr. Tom Taylor and a number of other residents who called the local constable went outside their
houses to see a bright blue UFO moving at erratic speeds and courses across the early morning sky. The one
thing all agreed on was that it was not an “aeroplane”. The British UFO Research Association (BUFORA) re-
ports that they had a spate of reports from the area for the previous week.

Weston-super-Mare, England, June 4, 1978 Hoping to do some on the scene observing of the current Eng-
lish UFO flap,members of the West County UFO Research Organization went to Worlebury Hill to wait and
watch. Mr. lan Vinter, the president said they saw a very intense light at 10:47 p.m. moving in an easterly di-
rection five: degrees above the horizon. He said it appeared to flicker to a bright red and to ascend and de-
scend at 3 to 5 minute intervals during the 20 minute period they watched it.

Kent, England, June 22, 1978 A month long series of nocturnal UFO reports from the Kent area was capped
off with reports by at least 10 people in separate locations of a moon shaped red fiery ball hovering for
some time before eventually taking off at high speed. The British UFO Society has installed a hotline tele-
phone line for the Kent area which they say is now the third most active UFO area in Great Britain and
nightly skywatchers are being organized. Mrs. Bridget Owens, one of the witnesses to the fiery red-orange
ball said she watched it hover for five minutes but upon returning with her binoculars it was speeding away.
She estimated its visual size to be equal to that of a full moon.

Medway, Mass., June 25, 1978 Just before dusk four adults visiting and watching their children play in the
backyard at 62 Main Street looked up to see a silver metallic object 4-5 feet in diameter. Samuel Torrey, 32,
described it as oval shaped with a domed top. Judy Willinski, 36, at 61 Main Street said the object was bob-
bing silently in the air. Michael Koczwara, 17, at 60 Main Street said the object was tipping from side to side
as if losing stability and finally moved off to the northeast at a speed estimated to be under 100 mph.
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Menzies Close, Australia, June 24 and 25,1978 A woman and her two sons called the Australian police
because of a UFO hovering outside their home on two successive evenings. At first they thought it was a
helicopter because it was hovering. On June 24, they watched it from 8:35 to 8:45 p.m. On June 25 it was
back at 8:00 p.m. It was described as a green cigar shape about 9 feet in diameter and several times as long.
She said it displayed lights that changed color from green to red to blue to gold and emitted a high pitched
whistle that set off every dog in the neighborhood.Police,after determining no helicopters had been in the
area at the time advised the woman to have a large pine tree outside her bedroom window chopped
down because the UFO was evidently using it for alignment. She did and has not seen the UFO again. May-
be the Australian police known something the U.S. Air Force does not.

Walkerton, Ontario, Canada, June 29,1978 Bruce Harris, 42, said he was driving east of Walkerton on
Highway 4 with Michael Allen, 44 of Hanover when they saw a bluish green object moving northwest near
the airport. Atfirst they thought it was an aircraft but its lights did not blink and as they drove toward the air-
port the object which had been rising slowly suddenly shot away at high speed.

Greenwich, New York, July 5, 1978 William B. Watkins of Route 372, Greenwich was mowing a pasture on
his farm when he found a circular patch of ground about 30 feet in diameter freshly dug up with four chan-
nels five feet long and four inches deep leading away from the circle. Speculation vacillated between a
strange lightning strike and a UFO landing but whatever the strange force several large rocks were moved
a considerable distance.

Las Vegas, Nevada, July 7,1978 Local radio stations started becoming inundated with calls about a UFO
hovering over Las Vegas at about 10:00 p.m. When worried callers started phoning nearby Nellis Air Force
Base, Capt. Tom Wiesweaver told them they were seeing the searchlights on two police helicopters search-
ing for robbery experts even though the callers insisted the object was stationary. Later callers reaching
Capt. Dave French at Nellis AFB were told they were seeing Venus and Jupiter in line. In any event, Capt.
French conceded to the Las Vegas Sun, it could have been a UFO hovering over Las Vegas but we just pass
the information on the the Air Force UFO department in San Diego.

Pueblo, Colorado, July 7, 1978 Diego DeGador did not see “Close Encounters” and has never “thought
twice about UFOs” until 1:00 a.m. when a visiting niece Connie Curliss, 15, woke him yelling about the
moon moving. He said he went outside to explain that the moon does not move when he saw a bright
orange object twice the size of a full moon or bigger. He described the object as a craft or machine of some
kind--flat on top and sides sloping down and out from the top at 90 degrees each. He was most impressed
by the fact that it was enveloped with a bright burnt orange light. More relatives: Cinty Curliss, 18, and
Cecilia Basmajian were summoned to see it also and watched for about 5 minutes when, according to
DeGador, the object changed shape as if someone inside were turning off lights selectively and it started to
move to the west. Suddenly, they said it began to move so rapidly that it was soon only a faint red dot.

Port Chester, Ohio, July 9, 1978 Shirley Abbos, Joann Sherman and Susan Peck all told police they were
looking out a 10th story window at 999 High Street in the afternoon when they saw a bright white disc that
definitely was not a plane. No sound was heard and it moved from north to south, they said.

Louisville, Kentucky, July 9, 1978 About a dozen people called the Louisville Courier Office to report an
erratic acting light over the city. Obviously annoyed newspaper employees said it was just a weather bal-
loon but checks with airports and the Weather Service indicate no known weather balloons were in the
area at the time.

Southridge, Ohio, July 10, 1978Many area residents and persons passing through the area watched an aerial
object with red and green lights that sometimes flashed and at other times rotated according to one witness.
Feeling that they were not watching anything natural between the hours of 1:30 a.m. and 4:30 a.m., one tra-
velling family called the local Sheriff’s office. The deputy on duty told them to call the local police force. The
police force dispatcher told them to call nearby Wright-Patterson Air Force Base, former home of Project
Blue Book. Wright Patterson told the caller to call the local sheriff. Running out of dimes, the family just
gave up and drove east.
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Aurora, Minnesota, July 10,1978 Three brightly illuminated objects were photographed in the late evening
sky by an amateur photographer who said they moved slowly and silently away.

Concord, North Carolina, July 10, 1978 James Helms, director of Camp Spencer was locking up the camp
pool at 12:15 a.m. when he was attracted by a bright light in the sky moving from left to right towards him.
He said he heard no noise and watched it for about a minute before it disappeared behind the tree. Two
other counselors who had been checking on the campers cabins reported that they saw the object for
about 3 minutes. They said it had a bright light on the front and wobbled from side to side and up and down.
They said there was no sound until the object passed directly overhead and then they heard what they des-
cribed as a whine of a geared up motor-a hollow sound as if coming from a tin can instead of a heavy jet.
All agreed that in addition to the bright light on the front of the object, there were 6 to 8 amber lights near
the rear constantly flashing on and off, but they disagreed about the shape of the object. One said it was a
triangle, another called it a flying watermelon and the third thought it was shaped like a cigar a half hour
later the quartet of counselors came outside again when a jet aircraft, thought to be military came over the
camp.

Tarbes, France, June 10,1978 A vacation colony near the Pyrenees was invaded by three separate UFOs.
The first UFO to arrive about 9:00 p.m. was spherical about a dozen meters in diameter and moved from
north to south emitting intermittant red and blue lights from the front. A half hour later, a cylindrical object
followed the same path and also gave off red and blue lights. An hour later a rectangular UFO appeared al-
most at ground level and gave off a blinding luminosity. It made 590 degree turns in an area of a few hun-
dred meters and then climbed and disappeared. No more were seen but there were many witnesses to all
three events.

Leicester, England, July 10, 1978 A Mrs. Wigston reported a bright orange saucer shaped object flying over
her neighborhood tilted at a 45 degree angle and beaming a bright light to the ground. Another woman in
Melton Mowbraw reported a similar object landing in her garden and wilting her lavendar.

Chicago, lllinois, July 11, 1978 Kathy Judge, 20, of Lansing, Kevin Mackie, 23 of Oak Lawn, and a number of
other witnesses were convinced they had an encounter with a UFO with lots of flashing lights until they con-
tacted the Center for UFO Studies in Evanston and Allen Hendry described the UFO for them without being
asked. Two advertising planes with computerized billboards that light up displaying messages generate a lot
of reports, Hendry said.

Gardiner, Maine, July 12, 1978 Two police officers were patrolling on Route 126 at about 9:30 p.m. when
they radioed their headquarters they had spotted a UFO. Using field glasses the two officers watched the
egg shaped object until 10:20 p.m. as it started out being bright white, then became bright red and at times
red and half yellow. It hovered at times, they said and then would zoom off at high speed and then return to
the original position. Both officers are still being allowed to patrol together according to their chief who
believes the officers were convinced they were not watching any type of aircraft.

Buenos Aires, Argentina, July13,1978 Felipe Orozco, a 33 year old chief of the San Martin Railroad Sta-
tion at Ranblon was taken to a hospital after a nervous collapse resulting from a close encounter with a UFO
that approached from the railway tracks lighting up the near midnight scene like “high noon” and then
buzzed the tower of the station where he was working. The crew of the 11:00 p.m. train found Orozco
cowering under the main station seeking refuge with a number of stray dogs and cats, also apparently very
frightened. Several motorists reported the UFO to authorities before Orozco’s plight was known.

Fairlee, New Hampshire, July 13, 1978 Wendy Boade of Fairlee said she saw a strange formation of 4 lights
at about 9:15 p.m. She reported the formation hovering about 500 feet above a neighbor’s house. Her
younger brother also saw the same lights and her father driving home, saw them near the Lake Morey Inn
Gulf Course. Quite a number of independent witnesses verified the existence and travel of the formation of
two glowing white balls in front and two more behind moving in a northeasterly direction at about 200-250
miles per hour. A large number of other witnesses later reported a second silent light formation which
moved at an estimated 600-700 mph and rendezvoused with a single rapidly moving bright light and disap-
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ﬁeared behind the hills. John Melorey of Claremont, an investigator for NICAP and MUFON said he is being

ept busy with sightings in the area.

Glasgow, Kentucky, July 13, 1978 Rev. Elisabeth and Rev. Stephen Stephenson were driving home from
Louisville on 165 at about 9:30 p.m. on a dark and foggy night. The two pastors said they were about 25
miles south of Louisville when they thought they saw an airplane on fire about 4-5 miles to the west so they
pulled off the road to watch and presumably to pray. Suddenly, they said, the object was about 100 yards
away hovering 30 feet above the ground and lighting up the entire sky. They both agreed that it was about
15 to 20 feet high and 30-40 feet long. It appeared yellow in the distance but upon approach, it became a
dazzling bright white, they said. After the couple and the occupants of another car watched for a few min-
utes the, the object sped rapidly to the west. About seven miles earer to Glasgow, they said they saw what
appeared to be a sunrise and again stopped to watch. it was the same object again they said and they
watched for 15 minutes as it played around a hillside going up and down and zigzagging. They saw an air-
plane circle the object once and saw the object shooting ribbon like flares and thought an aerial dogfight
was going on but did not see the airplane again. The objects light gradually dimmed and then faded away
altogether, the two ministers said. It was enough to scare a person half to death if he wasn’t Christian, The
Rev. Elisabeth said, but added that they both are looking for future encounters.

Lexington, Kentucky, July 14,1978 TV station WLEX received quite a number of calls of UFO sightings and
29 year old State Police Trooper, Jim Whitaker reported a UFO as big as a big glowing car giving off a red,
blue, and green glow. At the same time the Metro Polic station was getting a number of calls about UFOs,
two youngsters called to report an object looking like three diamonds hooked together and bigger than the
moon.

Buenos Aires, Argentina, July 15,1978 Police Chief Guillumo Vaget, at a press conference announced that
at the same time a train stationmaster was suffering a nervous breakdown from a close encounter with a
UFO, radio and television broadcasts were virtually wiped out in an area of many square kilometers. Voget
said that one farmer, Lorengo Correa told him the TV program he was watching blacked out and a glowing
mushroom appeared on the screen. He said that no matter which channel he turned to, the same mushroom
was there. Frightened, Correa ran from his house and encountered a large glowing mushroom of such in-
tensity he experienced weakness and dropped to his knees.

Rawhide Village, Wyoming, July 15,1978 Mr. and Mrs. Robert Starr thought they were watching a meteor

streaking in trom the southwest, but it stopped to hover as they and their two sons watched it move up and
down and side to side for an hour and a half, finally moving off to the west.

Silverton, Orgeon, July 15,1978 Joanne Walker and Idane Osgood who are grandmothers and neighbors
on South Church Street were star gazing about 10:00 p.m. when they saw what appeared to be two bright
headlights in the sky moving silently until directly over them when they said it sounded like the whirr of an
electric motor. They said the bright lights went out directly over town leaving the oval-shaped object out-
lined in smaller white lights. Both women were confirmed sckeptics before the encounter, according to
Joanne ’s husband, Lawell Walker but now both are believers in UFOs.

Elysburg, Pennsylvania, July 18, 1978 The Edward Gappa family of Southview Drive were walking on Penn-
sylvania Avenue about 9:30 p.m. when they saw what the seven adults and three children described as an
oval shaped object with white beams of light protruding from around the sides. They said the center had
blinking orange colored lights and that they all watched it for more than an hour convinced it was not a
helicopter or other earthly craft. The Gappas said the object moved slowly and that four airplanes passed
over it while they watched.

Fort Dauphin, Madagascar, July 19, 1978 Almost a year to the day from the time another mystery object
crashed into Madagascar, a cigar shaped UFO appeared over Fort Dauphin lighting up the entire town and
then plunged into the marketplace and exploded setting fire to most of the town. No information is avail-
able on the disposition of the debris.

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Drain, Oregon, July 19, 1978 Norma Frieze and Christine Chaw described to police a large object covered
with lights that streaked across the night sky skimming the hill tops about 11:45. They said it went like a flash
from south to north. Atalanta Petty said that she and her husband were sitting outside their trailer between
9:30 and 10:00 p.m. when a brilliantly lighted object came from the south, stopped and hovered near some
Oak treesacross the road about two blocks away for about five minutes and then shot away at high speed.
It was tremendously bright, they said, and no windows or other configurations were apparent. They said the
object was about the size of a car.

Hudson, New York, July 19, 1978 Mr. and Mrs. Richard Hopper and 3 other residents of Mt. Marino Road
reported a UFO hovering motionless over the West channel navigation light in Hudson River and then
“whoosh” it was gone. Some of the witnesses said the fiery object was square and others said it was a cres-
cent. Harold Bates a former MUFON investigator for the area said the witnesses told him the object left with
the roar of a 747. The object was seen for five minutes before it took off southeasterly.

Bisley, England, July 21, 1978 A middle aged couple who swear they had nothing to drink were driving
along the Sheepscombe Road at 10:45 p.m. when they saw a large light low in the sky and stopped to inves-
tigate. Satisfying themselves that it was not an airplane in trouble they followed it in their car as it moved
slowly above the road. They said it stopped over Miserden and two lights came out of it followed by a
vapor or smoke. The smaller lighted object descended to earth rapidly while the larger one hovered in orbit
about 500 feet high they said. When the smaller object had landed, the couple headed for home rapidly in
their car but watched the larger object still slowly circling for some time until they drove out of sight.

Springfield, Missouri, july 23, 1978 Robert Clark, an lowa highway patrolman vacationing in Billings, Missouri, re-
ported a green light slowly descending in the sky. It became brighter and brighter, Clark said and then it
flashed and dimmed. In nearby Walcott, Peggy Fostenson told the sheriff she saw a bright red light in the
sky at 9:28 p.m. Trooper Clark’s sighting was at 9:55 p.m.

Roundhill, Kentucky, July 24, 1978 The Charles Caudill family had just returned home from church at about
10:00 p.m. when a neighbor was knocking on their door telling them that a UFO they had reported seeing a
week earlier was back. Five adults and one child watched a large fiery object and a smaller brighter object
maneuver near their homestead for about 10 minutes until an airplane appeared in the sky and both objects
moved off at high speed. The Caudills said that on their previous sighting they pursued the object in their
truck and after it disappeared the sky was ribboned with jet streaks from planes in the area.

Macon, Missouri, July 24, 1978 Shortly after midnight two Missouri State Troopers from Troop B Head-
quarters and several private citizens reported seeing an object with red and green flashing lights in the sky
south of Sedalia. Two Sedalia police officers said they watched the object for about an hour before it disap-
peared.

Steelville, Missouri, July 24, 1978 Mr. and Mrs. George McMillan were driving home on First Street at about
10:00 p.m. when they saw a very brightlarge round light in the sky over the Ambrose Greathouse residence.
They said they watched the object proceed up First Street just above treetop level until it disappeared from
sight as it approached the Gladden’s Greenhouse.

Aledo, lllinois, July 24, 1978 Mary and Robert Beglund and their 12 year old granddaughter were driving
home from Rock Island when they saw a big ball of fire in the western sky. Mrs. Berglund said that it kept
getting bigger and redder. They said it appeared to land and seemed to be on fire. FAA and Weather Bureau
officials theorized they saw the return of some space debris.

Venice, Florida, July 25, 1978 Joe Nigro, his wife, Fran, and a neighbor, James Minor, reported one of the
more unusual UFOs of the season. Mrs. Nigro said she was looking out a window and a 2 inch square light
came within six inches of her nose. As it turned, she said she saw that it was housed in an object resembling
a bat except the wings were stationary and there was no sound. Joe Nigro and James Minor simultaneously
watched a like object at the other end of the house buzzing the garage and trees before zooming out of
sight. Perhaps its mating season in Venice.
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Biwabik, Minnesota, July 25,1978 Police Officer Dewey Horsman was on routine patrol until he saw flashing
red, green and white lights in the sky. Gerald Maki came home and awakened his wife, Sharon, to come out-
side and watch a UFO. Several dozen residents watched the flashing lights moving up and down and back
and forth for several hours beginning just before midnight.

Brownsville, Kentucky, July 25, 1978 Kelley Meredith told the Sheriff's office that about 9:50 p.m. while
driving on Gap Hill Road, he looked out the car window and saw an orange star that kept blinking on and
off. It appeared to pace the car until they arrived home and then was obscured behind the Sanders’ house.
Then two orange lights emerged and moved southeastwardly. By this time there were 6 witnesses who said
the lights blinked every 2-3 seconds and with each blink moved higher, eventually moving out of sight. The
entirc episode lasted about 25 minutes, all agreed.

Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri, July 25, 1978 Spec. 5 Gary Love, his wife, Ella, and Mrs. Pamela Green told
the military police at Fort Leonard Wood that for the third night in a row they saw a bright star shaped ob-
ject that got bigger and brighter as it got closer. As it got close, they said, it was very white .nd bright and
they could see a V shape with a ball under it. At its closest approach, they said it appeared as a yellow spot
with a blue haze around it.

Arnold, Missouri, July 25,1978 Mrs. Clora Winscher of Arnold told police that as she was driving along
Route 50 a UFO with a brilliant light came close over the top of her car. She told police she heard a crash
and the rear of her car was lifted from the ground for a few seconds. Sgt. Robert A. Reichardt and a Sheriff’s
deputy examined the 1974 Mercury Comet and said they found two distinct dents in the trunk unlike any-
thing they had ever seen.

Iron River, Wisconsin, July 26, 1978 A writer for the Iron River Pioneer reported looking out a dining room
window at about 11:00 p.m. to see a large light and flashing smaller lights. The writer and her husband re-
portedly watched for about 20 minutes.

Beaufort, Missouri, July 26, 1978 At about 12:45 a.m. Velma Clines looked out her kitchen windov on Old
State Road and described an organge red ball coming from the east over the tree tops and then suddenly
veering south toward Highway 50. She said the object was not as big as the moon and was a dull colored
light with edges that glittered. She went out to her kitchen porch but heard no noise. Upon returning inside
she said she saw exactly the same spectacle again. Seaburn Cline said he has been living with his wife for 49
years “and | haven’t ever heard her tell nothing that wasn't true.”

Farmington, Connecticut, July 26, 1978 Six persons called the polic department between 9:25 and 9:33 to
report a UFO near exit 39 of 184. The caller described the object as circular with a red light on top and a
group of 6 or 8 rotating lights. One witness, Brian Mark, 22, of West Hartford said he confirmed his sighting
with several other persons via CB radio. It was stationary for some time near the off ramp he said and then
took off rapidly toward Plainville, making no audible sounds.

Stamford, Connecticut, July 26, 1978 Inez Blauner of White Plains, New York was driving on the Merritt
Parkway with her 13 year old daughter and a friend at about 3:15 p.m. when they saw an object above them
and she pulled her car to the side of the road. All three observers described the object as metallic, penta-
gonal in shape, as big as a football field and at about 20,000 feet. Ms. Blauner said it hardly moved and just
seemed to drift slowly to the southwest.

Burlington, Wisconsin, July 27, 1978 Pat Nelson told police he saw a strange glow in the sky near Henry
Street for about 15 seconds at 12:30 a.m. Dean Willich reported to police 3 stars moving in close proximity
to each other.

Burlington, Washington, July 27, 1978 A resident in the 1600 block of Sam Bell Road called police at 9:33 p.m.
to report a small bright silver object in the air moving parallel with the ground which exploded above West-
view School. At 10:41 another resident called police about blue and white lights near the top of telephone
poles.
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Maryville, Missouri, July 27, 1978 Sheri and Arthur Horbison reported to police a UFO with a revolving red
light, a stationary blue light and a white half-circle light doing some unusual aerial maneuvers during an
observation period between 11:30 p.m. and 12:15 p.m., often coming very close to their house. -

Coachella, California, July 29, 1978 Two Sheriff's deputies and several local residents reported an oval
shaped UFO with bright lights spinning on it. Maria and Yvette Garza who live on Avenue 54 said the object
was hovering over a field across the street no more than 100 yards away. Deputies Ken Griffin and Gayle
Jones agreed with the Garzas that the object made no sound. The encounter was to be investigated by APRO.

West Pittsburg, California, July 27, 1978 Lennie Young, George Ferrera and Patrick Morrison told police they
were walking across a grassy field about 11:p.m. on the way to a party when they saw a group of bright red
lights joined together with a blue light flitting around the red lights like a firefly. As they approached, the object
flew away but came back seconds later and landed. The craft was described as “round and flat with a row of
square lights like windows with one window larger than the others. Suddenly the lights started blinking on and
off and three creatures emerged according to the trio. The beings were described as black and lacking faces.
Described as being between 5 foot 6 Foot, the Creatures started walking toward the trio who rapidly fled to-
wards their homes. They said the figures followed them closely for a few blocks and then they didn't see them
anymore. Contra Costa County Deputy Sheriff Douglas Pendleton said that all three were tested for alcoho: and
drugs and found clean and that allvolunteered to take lie detector tests.

Collie, Australia, July 29, 1978 Two men reported to authorities that they were driving home along Wilga
Donybrook Road about 28 kilometers from Collie at about 8:30 p.m. when a deep orange colored luminous
ball bigger than their car appeared and hovered over them. They drove away and the object stayed with them
until theystopped at the Glen Merwyn Dam. At that point the object got closer and bigger andbrighter, they
said and they could see it was rectangular in shape. As they reached Collie, the object that had still been follow-
ing closely turned back toward the dam. They told police they followed it a ways until it rapidly faded into the
distance.

Palm Springs, California, July 29, 1978 A woman who refused to be identified publically reported a huge silver
pulsating UFO flashing silver rays at about 8:15 p.m. as the object which she described as a carnival in the wilder-
ness got closer, her car sputtered and then stopped. As it got closer. she said it became transparent and she
could see little men running around all over the place in the 10 story high UFO. The woman'’s 15 year old son
also witnessed the encounter.

Conroe, Texas, July 30, 1978 James and Bonnie Caney who live near the Harris County line were watching TV
about 9:30 p.m. when they said they heard loud rumbling in the sky, like thunder, and went outside to see three
lights above the trees. First they thought it was a planebut it didn't move. After'watching for a few minutes, it
started making the sound of jet fighter after-burners according to Mr. Caney, a bus driver, and began moving
around wildly over the area before moving off into the distance. Mr. Caney, a Marine combat veteran from Viet
Nam and swears that he would recognize a helicopter and that this was not one. Mrs. Caney says it was just like
in Close Encounters of the Third Kind. They did not see the actual object only two white lights and one red one.
Sumner, Washington, July 30, 1978 A Puyallup woman and her stepson reported a 30 foot diameter upside
down bowl with a concave bottom and the color of a car bumper hovering over the Sumner Church of Lat-
ter Day Saints at 7:48 p.m. They said the object was totally silent but seemed to be fluttering as it hovered
and after about five minutes it sped off toward Mt. Rainer.

Marlesford, England, June 30, 1978 Mr. Angus Goodchild of 6 Hall Road was having trouble sleeping at about
2:25 a.m., so he sat up when he heard a strange noise like that someone tapping a low note on a piano. When
he looked out his window he said he saw a bright green long object moving east to west at a great speed. It
only took a few second to vanish. The observatory at Ipswich, nearby, said there was no known meteorite ac-
tivity that night.

- Chiclayo, Peru, July 30, 1978 Hundreds of residents reported a flying object moving at extraordinary speed
and emitting lights similar to fireworks. They said the object was round and brilliantly illuminated. It was said
to have travelled from north to south and disappeared in the Andes.
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Kingston, Minnesota, July 31,1978 James Cates, 27, claims he saw a silvery object hovering over his grand-
father’s soy bean field about 9:30 p.m. He said the object dipped after hovering a few minutes and began to
drift silently to the east for about 10 seconds and then it took off at high speed. The next day, a neighbor
found a 40 foot circle of burned soybeans in an otherwise healthy patch where Cates had seen the UFO.
Lee Hardman, an agronomist from the University of Minnesota, brought in by a newspaper said that the pat-
tern was typical of a lightning strike but could not explain alternate rows of dead and healthy soybeans. The
elder Cates, 70, owner of the field said he is not surprised, he has been seeing UFOs in the area for
years.

Mott, North Dakota, July 31,1978 Two separate reports of UFOs in the sky were made to police after a
power outage at 10:10 p.m. Four girls reported seeing a large orange to white glowing flat disc. They said
the object did not move but just suddenly disappeared as if someone turned off the switch. The second re-
port came from a couple driving on the Interstate between Richardton and Dickenson when they said they
saw a bright green cigar flying south. The power company explained that the power outage was just a cir-
cuit breaker kicking out after some as yet unexplained heavy drain of current.

Provo, Utah, July 31,1978 Many Brigham Young University students reported a bright blue white light in
the northwest at about 9 :15 p.m. which later changed to red before disappearing. The U.S. Weather Service
said they saw a research balloon at about 80,000 feet. However another spokesman for the Weather Service
Richard Douglas said that all of the balloons launched earlier had burst at least two hours before the sightings.

Mississauga, Canada, July 31,1978 James Coren was driving east on Highway 401 at 1:15 a.m. when he told
police he saw a fiery red cigar in the northeast sky. It came toward the highway, made a sharp turn and disap-
peared behind the trees he said. When taken back to the area by Tom Grey, a UFO investigator, the duo found
four circles in the tall grass of Stocie Park. Grey said the circles appeared to be the landing gear of a cigar UFO.
He said similar patterns are frequently found in the area after cigar shaped sightings .

nearly reached his nose. Suddenly | felt
a violent shock which ran through the
bottle and up my right arm. The sheikh
apparently received an equivalent
charge because he fell speechless up-
on the stones. A few moments passed
before he suddenly arose. With large
outcries, he went scrambling over the

“side and down the pyramids large and

treacherous steps. The other guides

‘were excited by his anguish and re-

peated cries of Magic! Magic! They re-
leased my companions and followed
their fleeing leader.”

The Earth’s magnetic field originates
at the poles and extends around the
earth at a general distance of 4.42
miles. This magnetic field effectively is
the source of our gravity. This magnet-
ic force relates to pyramids in various
ways. In other articles | have reported
that energy has been found flowing
through the pyramid apex.

When discussing the pyramid’s inter-
relationship with the magnetic fields,
another very important key is fre-
quency. In other articles, I've discussed
aspects of the various Chinese pyra-
mids—especially the Shensai series of
seven distinct and different sized pyra-
mids. The seven Shensai Pyramids are
read from north to south. They liter-
ally represent the seven centers of
man’s consciousness—-referred to also
as Chakras. The most northerly pyra-
mid relates to man’s highest vibration,

his spirit, while the seventh and smallest
is the earth’s vibrations.

When comparing Shensai Pyramids
to the Cheops Pyramid, several impor-
tant concepts must be shared. First,
Cheops is a smaller and inferior copy
of the main Shensai Pyramids. Most
pyramids commercially sold reflect the
51 degree angle of Cheops. For greater
efficiency, the 53 degree angle of
Shensai is required. Further, the usual
practice is to aligh pyramids based on
magnetic north. Considering the
discussion of magnetic fields eminating
from the Earth’s poles, activation de-
pends on polar alignment.

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NATIONWIDE BIGFOOT APPEARANCES

EDITOR’S NOTE: While some authors and many of the Rag UFO publications are attempting to establish a
link between UFOs and Bigfoot, sightings continue to occur nearly all over the country and with increasing
frequency as Fall approaches. In many areas of the country, Bigfoot appears to be migratory by nature, fol-
flowing the warm sun southward in fall and winter and cooler weather northward in the spring hence these
two seasons generate the most sightings of the hairy hominids. If our readers will keep us posted of activity
in their areas as Fall is upon us, we will continue the reporting. This issue of “Believe It” will attempt to cover
nationwide sightings up to typesetting time minimizing the Pacific Northwest where Sasquatch has been
accepted as a peaceful neighbor and not particularily unusual anymore.

Sand Hill, Texas, January 11, 1978 No one in the area saw a bigfoot but Harrison County Deputy Sheriff
Othello Beckham said there were many ear-witnesses to the growling of something sounding 10 feet tall
early in the morning and that about 9:30 p.m. it returned to attack a pack of dogs creating a mass of confu-
sion and inconclusive tracks. There was a report of a visual sighting of a Bigfoot in Sand Hill one year ago.

Davenport, Washington, February 10, 1978 Sed Egland, a local realtor and Robert Horsely, a potential client
were driving to see some property about 8 miles northwest of Davenport when they spotted giant tracks in
the snow beside the road. Stopping they discovered tracks 18 inches long and six inches wide about 2 feet
apart in a walking pattern. Both men agreed they were not bear tracks and took photographs. Four days
later, the same pair, exploring some nearby timber property discovered a series of tracks 16 inches long
with broad big toes. The prints were about two feet apart. H.D. Smith, a professional Sasquatch tracker was
brought in and estimated that the tracks were made by a 400-500 Ib biped.

Venice, Florida, February 28, 1978 A barn door was found knocked down by the owner and inside 30 rab-
bits removed from their hutches and lying dead with their heads bitten off and the blood drained from their
bodies. Nearby were 18 inch footprints resembling naked human prints except for the size. Mike Conadino,
founder and curator of the Florida Monkey Sanctuary said that he has logged 74 sightings of the Skunk Ape
as Bigfoot is known in Florida, in the Venice area in the past two years. An entire busload of Greyhound pas-
sengers going south toward the Everglades watched a 9 foot tall “Hairy Man” scampering into the swamp as
the mamoth bus approached. In early January, construction crews clearing a site in scrubby pinelands evi-
dently awakened a resting bigfoot early in the morning with their heavy equipment and it ran away quickly,
growling loudly at first and then shrieking as it disappeared into the swamps. In mid-January, a number of
Venice residents reported a pair of skunk apes, evidently of different sexes, frolicking just outside the city
limits, according to Corradino who is also a newspaper reporter.

Center Ridge, Arkansas, February 28, 1978 Postmaster Waylund Ruff had three cattle mysteriously killed
and then found a 40 |b hog with its head pulled off and the carcass uneaten. Footprints, 17 inches long and
7.5 inches wide at the toes were found near the dead animals. The Bigfoot leaving the tracks weighed about
300 pounds according to estimates from the print depth in the sand and had a stride of about three feet be-
tween steps.

Jerusalem, Arkansas, March 5, 1978 Joe D. Cook made concrete casts of five toed foot prints 17 inches long and

7 inches across. The prints were an inch deep in heavy soil, he said. Cook could not venture a guess as to
what made the prints but he said whatever it was stepped flat-footed over a four foot fence. No other hu-
man prints were found and the possibility of a hoax was ruled out. )
McCurtain County, Arkansas, June 9, 1978 Jonas McCutcheon made casts of 17 inch long prints of the evi-
dently latest visit of the fabled southeastern Arkansas Foulke monster, whose history and legend date back
more than 100 years. The Choctaw Indians for more than 100 years called the creature Hattak Lusa Chito
which simply means “Big Black Man.” The creature, according to the local residents, has taken up residence
in an area called Boklaws along the Little River near Yashau Creek and Mountain Fork River. The area is filled

with swamplands and dense undergrowth. Footprints found display three toes, typical of the Eastern Bigfoot.
Hunters in the area often report the mournful cries of the monster and many have described seeing it walk
with a shuffling gait and that it appeared to be about eight feet tall. It often jumps or runs away when en-
countering humans even though apparently adequate to the task of defending itself. Large clumps of black
hair have been recovered in the area which can not be identified as belonging to any known animal.

Vidor, Texas, June 18, 1978 As the community filled with tales of a visiting werewolf in Vidor with the full
moon, 20 year old Bobby Bussinger felt safe going outside with his .12 gauge shotgun. Near the back of his
cleared lot on North Tram Road, he encountered on erect form, taller than 6 feet with a muscular body and
long shaggy hair that didn’t appear afraid of his shotgun. As it approached him, Bussinger told the sheriff, he
fired a shot in panic and ran for the house. He said he barely made it to the house and his wife locked the
door before the creature came clawing at the window screens and howling and yelping like an injured dog.
The Bussingers have only lived in the house for three months and said the previous tenants left because they
couldn’t stand the frequent visits. When Deputy Sheriff Jack Reeves arrived at the residence at 11:30 p.m. he
found three of the couples eight dogs killed with their hindquarters maimed. Another dog is missing. The
Bussingers told the deputy that they first heard a commotion like a dog fight and then heavy banging on the
walls of their house. Four window screens were ripped from the house with many of the frames broken.
Mrs. Bussinger told the deputy that there is a well worn path in the three wooded acres of the property and
that the path is used by the creature. She said that she once used the path to search for berries and saw a
lean to in the distance put together from scrap lumber and tree limbs. Deputy Reeves went into the woods
to investigate the lean to and heard a growling and howling he described as a cross between a hyena and an
injured dog. As he penetrated the woods, the creature appeared to retreat so the deputy decided to move
his patrol car down the road and wait for it to return. He said he had only been gone a very few minutes
when his radio started crackling that the creature was back banging on the Bussinger’'s windows. The deputy
said it only took him seconds to hit the driveway and he saw the more than 6 foot tall hairy creature running
for the woods. He said he kept his spotlight on it until it was lost in the trees. The deputy said that since he
was not carrying silver bullets, there were no volunteers to track the beast that night and the next day the
Bussingers moved.

Ridgecrest, California, June 22, 1978 Sasquatch is not normally known for roaming the desert but it appears
Bigfoot has invaded the Mojave Desert. Douglas Bruce Groves, 23, of Ridgecrest and his teenage brother
and sister were searching old Highway 395 for rattlesnakes about 2:00 a.m. when Groves described what
looked like a pair of glowing eyes peering at him over a creosote bush just off the road. He said he stopped
his jeep on the roadway about 30 feet from the bush and as he walked closer he heard a low roar that got
progressively louder. Then, he told police, he felt something grab him on each shoulder and when he tried
to run it grabbed him around the waist, picked him up and threw him 10 feet through the air. Groves ran
back to his jeep and used his CB radio to get help. The brother and sister confirmed to the deputies that
they saw a large dark object pick up their brother and throw him. A daylight search of the area failed to dis-
cover anything other than strange impressions on the ground.

Milam County, Texas, July 27,1978 A 15 year old boy, Jeffrey Gelner, told Sheriff |Leroy Broadus that he
and his grandfather were working in a field near the river when they heard a growl. The boy ran at first and
then stopped to look around and see that the beast chasing him had slipped and was getting up off the ground.
He said it stood on its hind legs and was 7 to 8 feet tall and completely covered with dense brown hair. Sheriff
Broadus went back to the area and found “human like” footprints 24 inches in length 9 inches wide at the
ball and seven inches wide at the arch. Later evidence discovered by a Bigfoot research team indicated a
hoax could have been involved.

Ottoson, lowa, August 1, 1978 The town of Ottoson, population 93, is quite concerned by the visit of a
hairy creature said to be about five feet tall standing on two legs and having a wide forehead. A majority of
the residents of the small town have personally seen the creature which was originally thought to be a bear,
during the past week but they became particularily concerned on August 1, when about two dozen town
dogs were found mangled to death.

Paris Township, Ohio, August 23, 1978 Mr. and Mrs. Herbert Cayton and four visitors told Sheriff James

Shannon they saw a six foot tall hairy creature looking in their windows and that it then climbed onto the

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roof of their chicken coop. One of the visitors told the sheriff he got into his car and drove toward the chicken
coop with the headlights on to get a better look when it jumped down and came running at the car joined
by two similar hairy five foot creatures. You'd never believe how fast a car will go in reverse, the witness
told the sheriff. The Caytons told the sheriff they have seen the creature several times in the past month and
occassionally hear footsteps on their roof.

Georgetown, Texas, August 23,1978 An 8 foot tall hairy creature resembling a human was tracked into a
slough near the Little River. The witnesses said the creature had the distinctive odor of dead fle_sh. 24 inch
footprints and claw marks on trees were found and local legend says such a creature has been living in the

area for about 25 years.

Ottoson, lowa, August 24, 1978 A foul smelling hairy creature between 5 and 6 feet tall continues to ter-
rorize this small town as it appears to come out of the cornfields for nocturnal walks killing, very cruely, any
dogs or pets that get in its way. Sheriff Anderson said that footprints have been found but that nothing con-
crete has given him a handle to work with. Three teenage boys were “goofing around” the sale barns near
the edge of town when they heard a noise inside of one of them and threw a rock in. All three said a face
with a big squarelike head, big eyes and flat nose appeared at a window looking at them. Their yelling ap-
parently frightened the creature more as it took off in big leaps.with its body hunched.into a cornfield, leav-
ing behind a pungent odor. Other residents of the town meeting the creature almost face to face describe it
as having deep set eyes, lots of hair-dark brown or black-and one girl said it had fangs. All agreed it could
use a year's supply of deodorant, in one night. No humans have been harmed, only pets and the sheriff has
had to hire extra deputies to handle the sightseers.

Chico, California, August 25, 1978 Anthropologist-Professor Turhon Murad has started a class at Chico State
University entitled Bigfoot and Other Monsters: Myth or Reality, and the first class opened with two students
relating an encounter with an 8 foot tall hairy man-like creature near Lake Oroville the night before as they
were parked for a romantic interlude and the car started rocking externally. They looked out to see the
creature walk away just before they drove away, they told the class.

BIGFOOT IN MARYLAND AND IN HISTORY

EDITOR’S NOTE: The following material was originally published as a series of three articles in Maryland ..nd
Pennsylvania newspapers hence some redundancy; however, we feel that the interest they generated war-

rants reprinting all of the installments unedited

If you live near a creek, raise chickens or have smelly garbage cans and enjoy relaxing on your patio with a
portable television during the summer evenings, your chances are very good for having an unwanted, seven-
foot-tall, hairy visitor with bad breath. According to the experts, much of Maryland, including our general
area, is the stomping ground of the Eastern Bigfoot or Snallygaster as it has been known in Carroll County
since the 1920s.

The subject of “Bigfoot in Maryland” was the topic of several lectures and papers presented August 5 and
6 at the annual meeting of The International Fortean Organization (INFO) held at American University in
Washington, D.C. A panel of four experts debated Bigfoot's characteristics and habits while dozens of peo-
ple lined up to view plaster casts of footprints nearly two feet long and 15 inches wide, made in Harford
County, Maryland, and to touch clumps of coarse, long, reddish-brown hair recovered from barbed wire
fences above Sykesville, Maryland while tracking a Bigfoot.

The nearest and most recent report of Bigfoot in the Washington D.C. suburbs came in March of 1977
when a NASA engineer on his way to work at Goddard Space Flight Center told police that as he approached
the Interstate 95 overpass on Powder Mill Road, he saw a huge brown or black hairy creature lumbering
along in the early morning fog with a dog chasing it and snapping at its legs. As he related his encounter o
the police, he said that after a short while the creature reached down with one arm and hand and scooped
up the dog and threw it over onto I-95. As his car approached, the astonished engineer told police, the crea-
ture ran off into the wooded area east of I-95 at a high rate of speed.

According to the assembled Bigfoot experts, it is unlikely this engineer was suffering from a post-party ap-
parition or saw an escaped gorilla. This is a typical encounter reported all over the west and east coasts,
they agred.

A more dramatic encounter occurred in Harford County in February 1975. A motorist was driving about 50
miles per hour when a “big hairy creature” ran across the road directly in front of him and he could not
avoid hitting it. The creature was knocked down and the front end of the motorist's 1973 Chevrolet was lit-
erally demolished. As the motorist and the police he had summoned were returning to the scene, the crea-
ture got up and ran off at a high rate of speed, leaving blood stains and a trail of 20-inch footprints 8 feet
apart. Bel Air, Maryland, Commissioner Robert Chance discovered where the Bigfoot went, five months
later. He found a lair that had been dug out of a soft dirt bank and was lined with a bedding of honeysuckle
vines, much of which was covered with dried blood. An analysis of the blood and hair found disclosed that
there were similar characteristics of both human and primates but that they were positively not from any
known species of either.

Most of the recorded history of European and Asian countries is filled with reports of Bigfoot or Abomin-
able Snowman type creatures and they can be traced back several hundred years in the lore of North Amer-
ican Indian tribes. The earliest report of a Bigfoot sighting that could be found by this writer searching Ma. .-
land newspaper morgues was in 1924 from near Westminster in Carroll County. Since that time regular and
sporadic reports of sightings and encounters have occurred primarily in two areas of Maryland. The more
active area of the state seems to be the northeast quadrant centered around Bel Air. The second active area
extends north into Pennsylvania from a line running between Ellicott City and Sykesville. There are many

reports from beyond the periphery of these two areas but the activity appears to be confined mostly within
them. continued on next page Page21




Michael Biskins, a private researcher from York, Pennsylvania, spent much of the winter of 1977/78 track-
ing Bigfoots (the most accepted plural) through southern York County, Pennsylvania and northern Maryland.
In March 1978 while tracking 8 foot apart footprints through the northern Maryland snow’, he found two
calves near many prints. The heads had been torn off both animals but the remainder of the carcasses were
intact. “There were no other human or animal tracks near the bodies,” he said.

Violence toward dogs and other animals seems to be part of the makeup of Bigfoot, according to Robert
Chance of Bel Air, who has been in pursuit of the hairy hominids for more than ten years. On the other hand
Chance said that there are no known proven incidents of a Bigfoot harming a human. From his own pursuit
Chance related an episode of two years ago in northern Harford County. He said that he was following a
Bigfoot that was just ahead of him on a slightly higher ridge. “When he stopped, Bigfoot stopped, when he
moved, Bigfoot moved on ahead,” he said. Evidently Bigfoot wearicd of the chase according to Chance be-
cause 60 pound boulders began flying through the trees and landing just in front of him. It did not take very
long for Mr. Chance to get the message and go home minus his quarry. By the way, Chance says that he
doesn’t carry a gun or other weapon during his pursuits but he does always send in his Husky and Malamute
first. Chance, who has spent 10 years studying Bigfoot and pursuing him from Delaware to Flordia believes
that the Maryland creature is a sub species of the Northwestern North American Bigfoot or Sasquanthropus
Megapeditatus as scientists are classifying him. The easter cousin differs primarily by having feet with only
three toes. Chance believes that this is an environmental evolution due to the preferred travel through
creeks and rivers.

The 7-foot to 12-foot tall hairy erect walking creatures frequently encountered in north-central and north-
eastern Maryland are not a new phenomenon caused by post nuclearbomb hysteria nor are they a psych-
ological anomoly conjured up as an escape from mundane reality or the complexities of modern society.
Bigfoot or the Carroll County, Maryland, Snallygaster has been the frequent subject of Maryland newspaper
sighting reports since the early 1920s in the northeastern quadrant of the state and in an area extending
northward into Pennsylvania from a line running from Ellicott City in Howard County to Sykesville and Elders-
burg in Carroll County. More recently, reports have begun to place the big beasts wandering down the
Chincoteague-Assateague Peninsula of Maryland and Virginia and even appearing at the backdoor of the
nation’s capital.

The creatures are not unique to Maryland or even the United States for that matter. The w cight of the
evidence of the existence of Bigfoot and his cousins has become so heavy that scientists are now giving ser-
ous study to the animals and many states have passed laws making it a serious crime to kill or harm one
except in self-defense.

SErious scientists, who are unlikely to even admit the existence of anything that does not ha\e « tatin
name, have now assigned to the North American Bigfoot or Sasquatch the monicker of Sasquaiithropus
megapeditatus, reflecting their theories that the creature is an ape-like man. Elsewhere in the world the Yeti
or Abominable Snowman of Himalayan legend is believed to be a man-like ape and has been classifii as
Detestapithecus hominix. The name Yeti came from a slang contraction of Metohkangmi, which transiates
fromn Tibetan as Foul Snowman. When the British occupied India and Pakistan, they preferred the translation
of Abominable Snowman and the name stuck.

Both varieties of the hairy hominids are frequently encounted even today over much of northern Europe
and Asia. Sasquanthropus is believed to be very closely related to man, the result of a mutation or evolu-
tionary development that branched off from the development of man about 750,000 years agn. The Detest-
apithecus or Yeti, is believed to be current result of an evolutionary branching that occurred about five mil-
lion years ago, before man began to evolve as a distinctive primate. It is believed that they are more closely
related to Australopithecus and Paranthropus. both of which became extinct from one to two million years ago.

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The puckish writing of Bigfoot taxonomist John C. Holden describes the animals as “ seven to twelve feet
tall; weight 300 to 850 pounds. Posture upright but bent, arms long but bent, legs also long but bent, neck
short or nonexistent. Torso with humanoid proportions. Except for face, palms and soles, body completely
covered with hair a few inches in length. Hair on the head is much longer. Color is brownish-black. Feet are
active with short pinkies and non-opposable big toe; foot size 17 to 20 inches long and FFFFF wide.

A moderate or passive predator but mostly omnivorous. Faster than a speeding bullet, more powerful
than a locomotive, able to leap large boulders and small trees at a single bound and very shy. Known to
make various noises but high pitch screams are most common, especially when not clearing those large
boulders and small trees at a single bound. Many specimens have a strong compulsion to walk on fresh
snow leaving prominent tracks. Body odor factor high with a score of 12 on a scale of 10.”

THe Yeti is believed to have always lived in the same Asian areas where it first evolved. Size descriptions
of the Yeti vary from four feet to fourteen feet tall but the majority of the observers agree that they are closer
to six feet in height. The animal has long hair on the head which falls in front of its eyes when running down
hill causing the beast to stumble and then amble off “on all fours” similar to a gorilla. The head is saiu 10 be
high and cone shaped and the eyes partially covered with Mongoloid folds of flesh. The animals have been
observed sleeping in a hunching position on knees, elbows, and forehead.

Sasquanthropus is credited with a considerable amount of intelligence. It has been suggested that Sasquatch
and his large feet may represent a more advanced evolution than man, who arrested his evolution with the
invention of the shoe and when the female of the species thought it fashionable to have small feet. As evi-
dence for this theory, we are reminded of man’s own fundamental preoccupation with his own feet. It is
important to note that the most popular sports of both hemispheres are those of the foot, i.e., soccer and
football. In politics, the ultimate form of attention is that of pounding the table with one’s own shoe. This
invokes the authority of one’s foot and nothing is more shameful than putting this organ into one’s mouth.
And least we forget how Neil Armstrong immortalized his landing on the moon with the pedilogical state-
ment: “One small step for man; one gaint step for mankind.”

A number of anthropologists agree with the superior evolution theory citing the importance of original
hominid development with the change in locomotion from arboreal mobility swing through trees to terres-
trial ambulation. The anthropologists stress that next to the human brain, the hominid foot is the most spe- -
cialized organ. If we accept these arguments at face value, perhaps we should start worrying that Bigfoot
will discover the wheel and fire.

Ancient written history contains many references to Bigfoot or to other names by which it was known at
the time. Monasteries across northern and eastern Europe where monks kept detailed diaries of daily events
in their regions, which became the only written histories of the Medieval Period, contain many such refer-
ences. Researchers found that they could almost trace the Sasquatch movements from village to village by
reading the monks’ accounts of the “Wereowances” raiding a farmer’s poultry or livestock or frightening a
group of wives laundering in the rivers. Wereowances were described as a tribe of large hairy men from the
north who communicated by grunts and wails. One account found in a monastery relates how the villagers
were fed up with the raids of the Wereowances and banded together and “slew many of the foul smelling
men and drove the remainder from the land.” The descriptions of the Wereowances in the monastery his-
tories closely match those of today’s Bigfoot indicating little change in the last 1500 years. It is believed that
the Wereowances are responsible for the legends of the “Werewolf” or man that would turn into a wolf
with the full moon but could still think like a man.

The Wereowances appear to have had such a profound influence on Medieval life that most artists of the
period included at least one of the beasts in most non-religious painting they did. A check with art experts at
the National Gallery of Art confirmed that the theme of large black ape like creatures appear somewhere in
the preponderance of the surviving Medieval paintings. Until the modern interest in Bigfoot, the creatures
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portrayed were believed to be mythical or of some symbolic aspect of the era.

It is generally accepted that Bigfoot traversed the Bering land bridge from Asia as did the American Indian
and Eskimo, though probably not of his own volition. It is believed that early man in Asia so pursued and
harassed Bigfoot that he waded across the still submerged bridge taking advantage of his large stature. It has
commonly been believed that the Indians migrated to North America in search of new hunting grounds but
John C. Holden theorizes that early man was no different than modern man in that he too was pursuing Bigfoot.

Skeptics still doubt the existence of Bigfoot and dedicated scoffers cite as evidence of non-existence the
fact that they are not seen all of the time. This same logic would readily prove the non-existence of U.S.
Senators and Congressmen. Ecologists have different explanations declaring that since man is a global
species, all competing creatures are doomed to extinction except for those that have a strong biological
repulsion to man and are willing to exploit niches not used by man. This innate Homophobia probably

accounts for Bigfoot’s shyness and may well: explain the development of his malodorous scent to insure that
a safe distance will be maintained.

Legends of the Indians and Eskimos of the North American Continent are fraught with tales of Sasquatch
dating back to antiquity. Serious researchers of Bigfoot believe that there are no more than 250 to 300 of
the creatures roaming the continent. They have been reportedly sighted in nearly all areas of the continent
except desert areas and highly urbanized areas, according to a panel of Bigfoot experts assembled August 5
and 6 at American University in Washington, D.C. They seem to appear in the largest numbers in the Pacific
Northwest where they may have settled down to a tribal existence in an area where they can elude their
pursuers in the vastness of the rainforests. In other areas of the country, they appear to be nomadic, moving
about 20 to 30 miles each night of their nocturnal migrations, the experts said. The East Coast Bigfoot is be-
lieved to be a subspecies or mutation of the main family, they agreed, differing mainly from its northwestern
brothers in being somewhat smaller and having developed feet with three probably webbed toes, seen as
an adaptation to aid locomotion in its preferred travel through rivers, creeks, and swamps. Comparing
notes from their areas of study, the experts agreed that there are probably no more than 25 to 30 creatures
roaming the east coast and little indication that they are prolific breeders. Estimates of the life span of the
creature range up to about 150 years. The further north the creatures are found, the larger they appear to
grow and in the far north, they are known to change to a white fur-covering in winter.

Robert Jones, director of Vestigia, a research organization based in Stamford, New Jersey, has spent sever-
al years stalking the hominids through the swamps of Northern New Jersey using a variety of aids ranging
from tape recorders and infra-red detectors to borrowed Army starlight scopes that amplify electronically
the miniscule light trom the stars creating an almost daylight image. He has been extremely close but has
not actually caught up to one yet, Jones said. From 90 to 100 sightings of Bigfoot a year are reported in New
Jersey, but Jones estimates that these can be attributed to no more than 10 to 12 migratory creatures pass-
ing through with none actually living there. New Jersey - ‘a good place to visit but...?

Robert Chance, Director of the Susquehannock Environmental Center in Bel Air, Maryland and a Bel Air
Commissioner has spent close to ten years making a career of pursuing the ellusive Bigfoot. Chance has
amassed an impressive portfolio of documented citizen encounters with Bigfoot in Maryland along with
extraordinary photos and plaster casts of footprints nearly two feet long and eight feet apart, and samples
of Bigfoot blood, hair, and feces, all from the Maryland area. When questioned about the lack of bodies of
Bigfoots being found, Chance cited the apparent longevity of the creatures along with mounting evidence
that they bury their own dead in dirt banks where the caracasses decompose rather quickly or are devoured
by the creatures of the wild forests. Chance is convinced that a family of three Bigfoots live in Harford County,
Maryland and that others periodically wander through the state. For some reason he does not understand,
they appear to avoid the Appalachian Mountain Range and there have been virtually no sightings in Virginia,
he related. Chance believes that nearly all of the east coast creatures migrate south and spend at least part
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of the winter in the swamps of Georgia and Flordia. That is the area where one will be caught eventually, he
speculated.

All of the Bigfoot researchers were in general agreement about the animal. Bigfoots, at least the east coast
species, are generally around 7 feet tall and weigh at least 350 pounds. They all are totally covered with
coarse re-brown to black hair except for the faces, soles of the feet, and palms of the hands. The hominids
appear to be able to communicate over great distances by a series of distinctive high pitched shrieks and
wails. When observed from close proximity, the creatures are heard to utter a series of low bass gutteral
sounds and grunts. The most distinctive feature of the beasts seems to be the ability to release upon desire
copious clouds of a most noxious odor. Many persons have described the odor as being greater than 10
skunks and akin to hydrogen sulfide gas or sewer gas. There is considerable disagreement about the func-
tion of the overpowering odor butitis generally agreed that it is released most often when the creature is
cornered or frightened. The odoris said to linger for many days after the beast departs.

The participants in the American University conference were given the opportunity to hear Bigfoot as
ecologist Chance played a tape of several of the creature’s calls. First was a high pitched wail lasting fo- sev-
eral minutes due to the beast’s large chest cavity. It was a truly distinctive unforgettable sound that jogged
this writer's memory to <cveral consecutive autumns 25 years ago in West Virginia. There is no question in
this writer's mind that the sound heard echoing through the hills was the same one. At that time, old-timers
of the area credited it to a migrating panther. The next call played on the recording left no doubt in anyone’s
mind as to the meaning. It was: “Here | come, get the Hell out of my way.”

All of the Bigfoot experts present at the Fortean Conference were in agreement that the behavior patterns
of Bigfoot are totally predictable. All of its actions towards humans seem to be of curiosity and not belliger-
ance. Many times, especially in Maryland, the creature has been seen peering in the window of a house
where a TV was on in the room. When confronted by humans, they run instead of fighting even though
they could obviously overpower their smaller human cousins. It is generally accepted among serious re-
searchers that Bigfoot is a separate parallel evolution, closely related to man. The smaller Yeti or Abomin-
able Snowman of the Himalaya Mountains is described and classified as a man-like ape or scientiti ally as
Detestapithecus hominix whereas the Sasquatch or Bigfoot is classified as an ape-like man, hence Sasquan-
thropus Megapeditatus.

A common denominator of all Maryland and most east coast Bigfoot encounters is the proximity to a river
or creek. It appears that they use the creeks as highways according to the investigators and most incidents
involving the malodorous mammals are within range of an easy escape back to the water. The Bigfoots seem
to be omnivorous in their eating habits. A favorite dining area is often a landfill with plentiful garbage. They
do seem to have a peculiar attraction for raiding chicken houses whereupon they decapitate the chickens
often carrying off large numbers of carcasses to devour at leisure. Robert Chance who is also the Director of
the Susquehannock Environmental Center, reported on one incident in Harford County where a chicken
house was raided and fifty chickens killed. Twenty-five birds were found in the chicken coop lined up in a
row and another twenty were found stashed outside near a creek. Feces of Bigfoot are found frequently in
Maryland and analysis confirms their diet of berries, fish, roots, and garbage though frequently rabbit fur
and poultry bones are found.

Bigfoot is definitely a nocturnal animal doing most travel and feeding .. night, shying away from well lighted
areas and retreating from lights aimed at him. There have been severa! incidents in rural Maryland areas.
where farmers went to their outhouses and discovered Bigfoot inside, not making a rest stop it 1s presumed
but seeking shelter. Dogs evidently do not like Bigfoot and it appears the feelings are mutual. Chance reported
of one case where two large German Shepherds were sent after a Bigfoot and were found the next day with
their skins peeled off. In another case from southern Harford county, two dogs were again sent after a Big-
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foot and one was found in the top of a tree the next day with a broken back and the other dog was never iound.

Most of the conference Bigfoot experts believe that the Eastern Bigfoot is nomadic ‘wandering up and
down the east coast covering 20 to 30 miles each night and that by early winter most of the -estimated maxi-
mum of 25 on the east coast are basking in the warmth of swamps of Georgia and Flordia.

Chance believes that there is a resident family living in Harford County consisting of a mature male, a si-aller
female and a younger male. It is believed that there is a similar family group living in southern York County
Pennsylvania, and these are the ones that raid chicken houses in Sykesville and wander literally into the back
door of Montgomery and Prince Georges Counties.

Most persons who have seen Bigfoot and are convinced of his existance have an overwhelming fear of
another encounter with him. Toeing the line with a 10 foot tall 800 pound creature might even silence the
mouth of Muhammid Ali, but there is no hard evidence of anyone every being harmed by Bigfoot. The only
known case of any active agression by Bigfoot is an often reported occurrence in an Oregon mining camp in
the early 1900s. Two miners had pursued and shot at two Bigfoots, perhaps even wounding one. When the
miners returned to their cabin for the night, their quarry returned with friends. The creatures, as the reports
go, laid seige to the cabin for two days, preventing the miners from shooting at them with a constant bar-
rage of large boulders. Near the end of the second night, the beasts pushed the cabin over onto its side and
left leaving the shaken but unhurt miners to have second thoughts about what they shot at in the future.

In Maryland, Bigfoot is spotted while travelling, observed feeding at landfills and garbage dumps, caught
in the act of raiding chicken houses or rabbit hutches or seen peering in the windows of houses where
children are playing noisily or a TV set is on. As far as is known, no acts of belligerance toward humans have
ever been reported in Maryland. As far as other animals go, Bigfoot appears to have no hesitation in killing
poultry or other small animals for food, and he has no qualms about destroying, by a number of means,
dogs in pursuit. The killings and mutilation of cattle and horses have been frequently blamed on Bigfoot,
and the experts at American University were in disagreement about whether Bigfoot is capable of the seem-
ingly senseless killings or whether he may have felt threatened by his victims. In any event, when the mem-
bers of the panel were questioned what they would do if ever confronting a Bigfoot face to face, one re-
sponse was: “Make certain the movie camera pointing over my shoulder is running.”

An area of considerable discussion by the panel was the purpose of the peculiarly noxious odor emitted
by Bigfoot at times and seemingly turned on and off at will. Suggestions were made ranging from a simple
defense as in skunks, a sexual attraction (in which case to each his own), individual identification within the
family, to a form of nerve gas to render any potential enemy docile.

This writer did not endear himself to the panel by suggesting that perhaps the most obvious source of the
odor is being overlooked in a huge animal that feeds at garbage dumps and on live chickens, and that per-
haps the best bait to use to capture one would be a bottle of MAALOX--a big bottle.

We sat on the floor, listening...my neigh-
bor was grunting and panting.

Then suddenly he became quiet...very
still. Someone finally asked—“What hap-
pened?” and he responded, “I just died.”

He had been reliving...reinacting...men-
tally and vocally a situation centuries ago
in ancient Italy wherf he was suddenly at-
tached by men on horseback. In his reliv-
inv, he was and described his sword fight
for his very life. He was groaning, huffing,
puffing...all the emotions...all so real. And
then the shattering response, “I just died.”

After a few short moments, he was des-
cribing another life...during the beginning
of Christianity. This time he was Timothy,
a desciple of Paul. He could and would lit-
erally and easily move forward and back-
ward in time, descrbing events, locales.

He analyzed in depth the character of
the man as known as St. Paul. Our friend,
Mr. K., had been taken back into this same
lifetime a week earlier. These second
accounts supported and enlarged upon
the earlier experience. He also described,
a past life as a teacher in India in a very
beautiful temple. He later remembered
that he had seen this temple in meditation
about 1% years ago. Yet, in another life,
he was married to a beautiful American
Indian-who is presently his wife again.

These events were not happening to a
commune of extremists or freaks. This
was happening the Indiana heartland...a
center of provisionalism and conservatism.
Our group included businessmen, medi-
cal specialists, engineers, and teachers...all
skilled in logic and detailed analysis. There
were Protestants, Christian Scientists, Mor-
mons, Catholics, and a Jew...certainly a
mixture of many understandings...yet this |

was happening to us and with us.

Many other special friends have been
taken back...termed “run” or “regressed”...
into their past lives using a special, but
easy, technique. No hypnotism is involved.
The person is always in full control of him-
self, ever alert and expresses very strong
emotions which can change from sheer
happiness to grief in a few short seconds.
In on specific “regression”, Ms. M. described
how, as a viking warrior, “he” had been
kiled by a hard smash by an attacking
bear. She found that her deep fear of the
water was related to her drowning when
the ship she was the owner and captain
of sunk in a severe storm. She now goes
out on the ocean even in swells...for she
understands the cause of her old fear.

Mr. T. described his years as a trapper
in earlier Canada, and later reinacted the
trauma following his son’s death while liv-
ing in New York before World War |. He
later described an experience in ancient
Egypt. Mr. G., who originally was a very
strong skeptic, relived in one evening parts
of several past lives...one in the jungle with
a tribe of early man, another in Pennsyl-
vania in the 1800's, and another as an
accountant in New York about 1915.

My Sister-in-law periodically has flash-
backs. She often sees herself in a beauti-
ful ruffled dress falling to her death down
a steep stairway. While visiting us, in re-
gression, she found that | had been her
husband-a duke or count in France. She
described how we had to flee the king
Just before the French Revolution because
| was promoting anarchy. Her death, in-
directly, was caused by my unfounded
jealouwy while living later in New York.
She vividly saw herself running away from
me and then tumbling down the stairs,
the same stairs as in her flashbacks, to her
death.

Her early visions had a basis. Many peo-
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
