One of the pioneers in parapsychology is Dr. Rhine who has been 
very active since 1937. He is the founder of the Journal of 
Parapsychology and, is also the executive director of the Foundation 
for Research on the Nature of Man at Duke University in Durham, 
North Carolina. 

Dr. Rhine was recently asked by a member of our staff what 
direction future research in parapsychology would take. He replied 
that he believes that it will begin to incorporate innovations in other 
sciences, "for example, cybernetics has allowed us to use computers 
to calculate probabilities quickly so that we can check our results 
against the scienfic odds for their occurence." He also believes that 
psychokinesis is a scientific fact. Many scientists today agree that 
enough data has been accumulated to prove that both, telepathy and 
clairvoyance exist. Now that men of science have come to recognize 
the important work of parapsychologists, we can continue our 
research with more effort and energy and, last but not least, some 
dignity. 

Recognition is only the beginning. The torch has been lit , and, its 
up to us to keep it burning. Research must continue to probe the 
world of the unknown, the inner space of the man and the 
outerspace of the cosmos, the world many call Beyond Reality. 

If research is your cup of tea, then, you will want to experiment 
with Kirlian photography which is now employed by many 
researchers. On page 26, Max Toth, a well known researcher explains 
the Kirlian aura, and, gives instructions on how to build a simple 
apparatus that will allow you to photograph new dimensions of life. 
For further reading on Kirlian, I reccomend the Kirlian Aura, by 
Stanley Krippner and Daniel Rubin, an Anchor Press book.

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A GAL L ERY OF GHOSTS by Andrew Mackenzie, 
Taplinger Publishing Company, $5.95. 

Featuring the reported experiences of such eminent 
writers as C.G. Jung, Margaret Murray, John Masters, 
Osbert Sitwell, and W.H. Hudson, this anthology of 
encounters with ghosts contains 19 documented 
accounts of paranormal events. After an introductory 
dialogue with Rosalind Heywood, vice-president of the 
Society for Psychical Research, Mr. MacKenzie presents 
many hitherto unpublished supernatural stories from his 
own collection along with writings that have appeared 
elsewhere. 

A H ISTORY OF TH E D EV I L  by William Woods, 
Putnam, $6.95; A graduate of the University of North 
Carolina, WI LLIAM WOODS received his MA from the 
University of Iowa before serving as a major in the 
United States Artny during World War II. After the war, 
he was awarded a Guggenheim Fellowship and moved to 
England permanently in 1948. He and his family now 
live in a three-hundred-year-old manor house in the 
border country between Wales and England, and in 1952 
he was elected a Fellow of the Royal Society of 
Literature. 

The originality of Woods' focus lets him draw on 
material as rich and diverse as man's imagination, for 
that is his subject. His pages are peopled with such 
fascinating and bizarre characters as the Bacchae with 
their �ild spring revelry, the army of heretical Cathari, 
who, .n 1022, all but stopped eating as an act of piety, 
and the magician Merlin, who one eerie evening conjured 
up a party of ghostly knights and ladies dancing in an 
orchard. The theories William Woods has evolved from 
such varied materials are startling and their force is 
compelling. 

EDGAR CAYCE'S STORY O F  ATTIT U D ES A N D  
EMOTIONS by Jeffrey Furst, Coware, McCann & 
Geoghegan, Inc., $6.95; A selection and interpretation 
of the Cayce rearlings on attitudes and emotions, this 
unique and enlightening study examines the entire range 
of human feeling - its origins, manifestations and 
influence on daily life and physical and spiritual health 
- to present the first practical guide to self-knowledge 
and balanced living according to the ideals of the· 
renowned "sleeping prophet," Edgar Cayce. 

Based on the conviction that attitudes and emotions 
are the "four-square foundations of an individual's soul 
growth" and the most direct and observable 
manifestations of a person's spiritual state, this landmark 
book by a distinguished Cayce authority treats these 
essential, often problematical, and always spiritually 
significant aspects of life in a unique examination that 
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offers both inspirational advice from the Cayce readings 
and a very practical guide to self-analysis and to learning 
the ability to love that is the source of all spiritual 
growth. 

PE O P L E  F R O M  O T H ER WORLDS by Henry S. 
Olcott, Tuttle Co., $8.25; Is there a life after death? Are 
there living ghosts who speak? Can spirits be invoked by 
mediums? This little classic of spiritualism says yes! 
The author, Colonel Henry Olcott ( 1832-1901'}, was one 
of those who pioneered in America the serious 
investigation of mediums and their alleged spirit 
phenomena. The book is especially concerned with the 
famous case of spiritual happenings at the Eddy 
brothers' farm at Chittenden, Vermont, in the year 
1874. Olcott was a witness to the confusing events 
described and reported them to the public in a series of 
articles published by the New York Daily Graphic. In 
the following year, 1875, People from the Other World 
was released. It contains, in addition 1 to the Daily 
Graphic articles, much supplementary material, 
including a bibliography of writings relating to 
spiritualism. · 

Belief in the reality of ghosts, apparitions, rapping 
spirits, and ecotoplasm is not essential to the enjoyment 
of this book. What Olcott has to say is as gripping as a 
detective story and as fascinating as science fiction. 
Manifesting spirits, Olcott's attempts at preventing 
fakery, and Madam Blavatsky's ability to conjure uJrand 
control spirits spread our before us as a panorama of 
nineteenth-century spiritualism. 

VAN I SH I N G  P R I M ITIVE MAN by Timothy Severin, 
American Heritage, $22.00; VANISHING PRIMITIVE 
MAN is a journey in ·search of the living survivors of 
Stone Age societies. It explores the history and present 
·circumstances of ten primitive peoples and along the 
way, tells the stories of many of civilized man's most 
exotic adventures: his first wary, mutually amazing 
meetings with utterly different cultures. 

Each chapter combines the accounts of explorers 
whose records form the basis of our knowledge of a 
primitive people with the latest insights of modern 
anthropologists. The culture's prehistoric origins, 
physical characteristics, social structure, and situation 
today are probed and pictured, to reveal rich lives of 
religion and magic, of great skills and casual bravery. 
Much of tbe information was unknown until this decade, 
much is rare history: 

Some 300 illustrations, many in color, put the reader 
on scene in both past and present. Many of them are 



organized in seven portfolios to display and compare the 
primitives' close affinity with nature, their provisions for 
food and shelter, their hierarchies, rituals, religions, and 
arts-and finally, the many ways they have tried to come 
to terms with their implacable enemy, "civilization." 

TH E ARC H AE O L O G Y  O F  AR IZO NA by Paul S. 
Martin and Fred Plog, Doubleday, $16.95; How many 
Americans know that Arizona is one of the richest and 
most interesting archaeological regions in the United 
States? 

Paul S. Martin and Fred Plog present the answers to 
this up-to-the-minute summary of the prehistory of 
Arizona and the Southwest. Directing their attention to 
the cultural processes represented in the archaeological 
sites by the patterned distributions of artifacts, the 
authors draw from all the threads of evidence and 
inference as to why prehistoric Arizona changed and 
grew. 

Arizona is an ideal subject for this approach. It has 
been continously occupied since at least 10,000 B.C. All 
of the major cultures of the prehistoric Southwest are 
represented in the state and within its boundaries lies as 
complete an archaeological record as is available. 

PRIMITIVE ART by Michael Batterberry and Ariane 
Ruskin, McGraw Hill, $9.95; 

This book covers the primitive art of North, South 
and Central America. It covers a vast range of styles: 
Esl<imo driftwood masks, Zuni pottery, Mayan temples, 
Inca textiles. cloud-shrouded Machu Pichu and much 

African art and its many tribal cultures are discussed. 
The techniques of the Africans seem endlessly 
interesting, as no two tribes had the same style of art. 

There is a large section on the primitive arts of 
Oceania and Australia. No region in the world covers 
such a wide area, nor has so many different peoples in it. 
All types of styles appear, from giant statues on Easter 
Island, to feather masks of Hawaii, to carved shields of 
Australia. 

The reader will enjoy the lavish color plates which 
depict primitive art around the world. Students, teachers 
and families will find this book an informative and 
useful introduction to primitive art .. 

MYSTERI O US BR ITO N, by Janet and Colin Bord, 
Doubleday, $14.95; Is Stonehenge really an astronomical 
timepiece? Wh" do we make wishes at old wells? Are hill 
figures signals to the gods? What should we think about 
the shapes of dragons so often found on church carvings, 
in ancient manuscripts, in landscape formations? For 
what purpose were huge mounds of earth raised all over 
Britain-'and why did early Christians carefully build their 

churches on them, while preserving, some say, the 
geometry of the arrangements of stones which were 
formerly on the sites? Why do ghosts apparently choose 
their haunts so selectively? What is the truth about . 
leys-the invisible straight lines which connect churches 
and ancient sites all over Britain? Why did "savages" 
take more than a hundred years establishing, with 
astronomical exactitude, massive carved standing stones, 
some in lines, some in circles? 

MYSTERIOUS BRITAIN suggests fascinating and 
provocative answers to these and many more questions. 

THE G O LD O F  TH E G O DS, by Erich Von Daniken, 
Putnam, $6.95; The eagerly awaited new book from an 
author whose two previous works have sold more than 
3,000,000 copies in hard covers around the world and 
whose theories on earth's prehistory won an 
overwhelming response when dramatized on the 
N.BC-TV special "In Search of Ancient Astronauts." 

Erich von Daniken covered 76,000 miles .and three 
continents developing new evidence to bolster his theory 
of a prehistoric earthly "era of the gods." From a 
mysterious system of caves and tunnels (filled with 
gold!) in Ecuador to ancient ruins on the Caroline 
Islands (composed of blocks impossible to transport 
without advanced technology) the author explores the 
inexplicable artifacts of bygone ages. 

TH E D ESTRU CTI O N  O F  ATLANT IS, by Ignatius 
Donnelly, Ste'iner Books, $2.95; Born in Philadelphja in 
1831, lgntius Donnelly studied law and was admitted to 
the bar at age 22, and then moved to the St. Paul, 
Minnesota area with his wife in 1856. In 1859, at the age 
of 28 he became Lieutenant-Governor of Minnesota, and 
1.1 1863 a Congressman, which post he held for 8 years. 
In 1870 he returned home to write the books which 
have made him famous: "Atlantis, The Antediluvian 
World" which appeared in 1882; "Ragnarok, The Age of 
Fire and Gravel," published in 1883. Returning to 
politics again, he became a leader in the reform 
movement of the Farmer's Alliance, and was 
instrumental in the founding of the Populist Party and 
wrote the text of its platform for the 1892 elections. 
After further writings , politics and lecturing, he died in 
1901 at his home in N ininger City, Minnesota. 

The intuitive scholarship and wealth of detail 
contained in this book, the infinite work and patience 
required to assemble the facts, the realization that he 
was charting new spiritual territory, - all these bear 
witness to his own statement that he created these books 
in response to "a summons within me." Today, some 
ninety years later, his writi�gs on Atlantis are still basic, 
valid and essential.

clan died the spells were said to 
have been withdrawn from his 
victims. The great snake fell with 
a heavy thud, and lay lifeless on 
the ground. Immediately, the 
little bird shuddered in my hand. 
Then it raised its head and shook 
itself. I tossed it in the air, and-it 
flew up into the tree with the 
beginning of a song. 

This evidence of the action of 
the wills of animals upon one 
another by means of a magnetic 
f o r c e  c an be corroborated 
through many other such in­
stances. Cats engage in a will­
fight before actually using their 
claws and feet. They stand on 
the garden fence and gaze intent­
ly at each other. It is not until 
one cat feels that his will-force is 
stronger than the other's that he 
makes the onslaught. Frequently, 
the will-fight ends in one of them 
weakening. He will turn his head 
aside, finally into a sleepy condi­
tion, and not even keep a furtive 
watch upon his enemy. I have 
observed this in cats many times. 
I find when this happens, the cat 
with the superior will power does 
not ever attack. He seems to feel 
that he has mastered the other 
and is satisifed. Peace with 
honor, to coin a phrase. 

With cock fights any close 
observer must have noticed that 
at the beginning of a fight, the 
eyes of the birds are fixed on 
each other's. Their heads move 
quickly up and down, sponta­
neously, as if their beaks were 
fastened by an invisible cord. To 
say that tlteir eyes are quick and 
that each can follow the other's 
movements does not state the 
case. The actions do not follow 
at all, even by the infinitesimal 
part of a fraction. They are 
performed exactly and precisely 
together, and this without any 
rhythmical movement. Does not 
this point to the fact that they 
are in magnetic touch with each 
other? Presently one breaks the 
invisible ·unk and independent 
movements ensue. 
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It is a well-known fact that a 
cock is easily amenable to 
hypnotism. One has only tQ 
place its beak on the floor and 
draw a long chalk line from it. 
The cock will lie perfectly still, 
unable to move. Whenever I see 
this experiment performed or no­
tice a cock's sppntaneous move­
ments in fighting, I think of a 
strange passage in one of the old 
Chinese writings. It ran as fol­
lows: 

"Chi Hsing Tse was training 
fighting cocks for the Prince. At 
the end of ten days the latter 
asked if they were ready. 'Not 
yet,' replied Chi, 'they are in the 
stage of seeking fiercely for a 
foe.' Again ten days elapsed and 
the Prince made a further in­
quiry. 'Not yet,' replied Chi, 'the 
sight of an enemy is still enough 
to excite them to rage.' But, 
after anotheJ," ten days, when the 
Prince again inquired, Chi said, 
'They will do. Other cocks may 
crow, but they will take no 
notice. To look at them one 
might say they were made of 
wood. Their virtue is complete. 
Strange cocks will not dare meet 
them, but will run." 

The old Chinese philosopher 
evidently realized that concentra­
tion of the magnetic force is an 
influence in the animal kingdom. 
It is, and a very great one, too. 

We have seen that birds and 
beasts have the power of the eye 
over each other. Therefore it is 
only natural that man should be 
able to exercise the same power 
over them in a great degree. The 
effect of the human gaze on wild 
animals is a strange and myster­
ious thing. 

I once had a chat with a 
famous lion tamer. I asked him if 
he attributed his success to the 
lions' fear of him. 

"It's not only that," he re­
plied. "It is true if I were to 
show hesitation and nervousness 
they would be upon me in a 
moment. But to say that an 
assumed bold and confident 

manner is the secret of my work 
is not true. There is something 
behind that. All of the boldness 
and confidence in the world 
would not tame them if there 
were no real will power to back 
it up." 

"Then you .believe in the mag­
netic power of the eye?"' 

"Certainly. For a time, longer 
or shorter, their eyes meet mine. 
Then they tum their heads aside. 
It is an admission that my will is 
stronger. At the :fllSt trial, the 
effect of the eye usually arouses 
their opposition. But, once mas­
tered·, a steady stare easily quells 
them. The eye is the essential 
thing. After that coines the 
voice, the whip and the gestures 
which are what you would call 
hypnotic suggestion." 

From conversation with this 
pra(!tical lion tamer, I gathered 
that his process was the same as 
that of cat with cat-a will-fight, 
at the end of which the weaker 
willed one turns away. 

I have frequently tried my 
own powers on rabbits, dogs, 
birds and even wild beasts. On 
one occasion in the zoo, at Los 
Angeles, I successfully hypno­
tized some wolves and hyenas. A 
full account of the incident was 
published in the Los _Angeles 
Times: 

SENSATIONAL AF FAIR AT THE 
LOS ANGELESZOOPELTON 

SUBDUES WILD ANIMALS 

"Reverend Robert W. Pelton, 
local hypnotist and founder of 
the First Church of Voodoo, 
appeared before the public this 
afternoon in an unusual role. As 
a result of a bet for fifty dollars, 

Pelton entered the cages of the 
hyenas and. wolves in the zoo. 
There was a large attendance 
present to witness the High 
Priest•s daring feat, and some 
doubts were expressed as to his 
success in subduing the ferocious 
b e asts b y  mesmerism. The 
chu r c h  leader first tackled 
hyenas-a pair of wild, snarling 



bru tes-who showed their teeth 
when he attempted to enter their 
den. Undaun ted, he succeeded 
and pu t the animals through sev­
eral maneuvers. They appeared 
to be thoroughly under his con­
trol. Reverend Pelton then en­
tered the wolves' cage. They 
seemed to lend themselves more 
readily to hypn otic influence, 
and wen t thro ugh their perfor­
mance as if he had been their 
trainer for a long time. The 
Vo o d o o  p r i est was loudly 
cheered for his bravery in tack­
ling the wild animals. The chal­
lenge money was given to Rev­
erend Pelton, who at once 
handed it over to the local chair­
man of the March of Dimes. "1 

I find that rabbits, though 
susceptible to the gaze, can be 
influenced by passes around their 
ears and down the back. But it is 
not e�sy to do more with them 
than merely put them to sleep. 
On the contrary, dogs, being 
more intelligent, can be put into 
the suggestive state and made to 
do unusual things by means of 
words and signs. One dog I had 
w o uld ch�e imaginary rats 
which I indicated to him with a 
customary sign and word, and 
fiercely attack ·other dogs that 
had no real existence. A piece of 
chalk cut in the shape of a sugar 
cube and given to him with the 
suggestion that it was sugar 
would be ravenously consumed. 

. The same thing happened with a 
bowl of chalk and water pre­
sented to him as if it were milk. 
A sham bone would amuse him 
for hours on end. But when I 
awakened him by blowing hard 
between his eyes, he would tum 
away in disgust at the sham 
bone. You could then see that 
the dog fully realized what a fool 
he had been making of himself. 
In this waking state, I could not 
deceive him at all. But in the 
suggestive state, he wm; amenable 
to all kinds of make believe. 

I had a friend whom he knew 

very well1 call at the same time 
every evening for a. week. Each 
time he knocked, I took the dog 
with me, opened the door my­
self, greeted my visitor cordially, 
and ushered him in. He sat in the 
same chair each time, by arrange­
ment, and his first action was to 
take a biscuit from his pocket 
and offer it to the dog. 

After a full week of this, 
going through exactly the same 
set form of words and actions 
each time, I placed the dog in the 
hypnotic state and waited for my 
friend to knock. When he did so, 
the dog was ready at. a word to 
accompany me to the door. I had 
given my friend instructions to 
knock and then go away quickly. 
Consequently, when I opend the 
door, there was no one there. 

But I greeted the imaginacy 
visitor in the customary way, 
and, with exactly the same re­
marks as before, I bade him to 
come in. The dog immediately 
began to yelp with joy as usual 
and to sniff around his feet. 
Then, wagging his tail, he led the 
way into the room. 

"Take a seat," I said to the 
empty air. It was uncanny to 
watch how the dog's eyes fol­
lowed the invisible figure to the 
chair. Then, as if called, he sat up 
on his hind legs in front of the 
visitor for the expected biscuit. 

. "Give it to him," I said, using 
the same words and actions as on 
the previous occasions, "Now! " 

Immediately, the dog snapped 
at the biscuit which wasn't really 
there, and, wagging his tail, went 
and lay down beneath the table 
to eat it. The experiment was a / 

striking illustration of the power 
of hypnotic suggestion on ani­
mals. Of course, anticipation and 
expectant attention were the 
forms of suggestion employed. 

I may say that the method I 
used to put this dog in the 
suggestive state was to fix his eye 
on mine. I then made passes 
down the sides of his nose and 
behind his ears. After a few 

moments he would shiver and 
put his head down, and if I 
continued the passes, he would 
go fast asleep. Then it would be 
difficult to rouse him. But there 
was a psychological moment at 
which I could arrest his attention 
by blowing lightly . in his face, 
thereby arousing him to the sug­
gestive state. 

With birds, I have never had 
such good results. Expectant at­
tention does not amount to actu­
al suggestion with them. If it 
does, they are not able to dem­
onstrate the effect as clearly as a 
dog can. Nevertheless, they are 
very easily hypnotized by the 
method of confusing the vision. 

Take a bright object and move 
it to and fro before a pigeon or a 
parrot. In a few minutes the bird 
will begin to show signs of losing 
its balance and in the end will 
fall from its perch, fully hypno­
tized. Parrots are easily put off 
balance by any circular motion. 
The Australian aborigines dis­
covered this trick long ago. Selec­
ting a tree with a number of 
parrots sitting in the branches, an 
aborigine will set out to walk 
around and around it at a dis­
tance of ten or fifteen yards 
from the trunk. He will keep this 
up monotonously for a long 
time. The birds look down and 
follow him with inquisitive eyes. 
Presently, they grow dizzy and 
fall one after another to the 
ground where they are easily 
captured by the wily aborigine 
hypnotist. 

Toads, frogs and tortoises ru.·e 
not easily hypnotized. But they 
are susceptible to a strong mag­
netic influence. When I was a 
young boy, I practiced using my 
eye on toads. I had read about 
the effect of the human gaze 
upon them, and resolved to see 
what I could do. 

Accordingly, I selected a large 
toad from the wood pile, and, 
placing him in a small cage, I sa� 
down to mesmerize him. For a

''Who were the 0 lmec? I have heard of the Maya, the 
Toltec, and the Aztec, but I never head of the O lmec." 

Si nce my husband and I started working in Ol mec sites, 
in eastern Mexico in 1 939, I have been asked th is  q uestion 
innumerable tim es. When i answer that we think Olmec is 
the m other culture of Mesoamerica, th e next q uestion is 
''Why?" 

"Because they had a ca lendar and writing, mi l itary, 
pol itical and rel igious organ ization. To ach ieve what they 
did,  they m ust have had accom plished artists, engineers and 
scientists. Their 'em pire' spread to G uerrero and the Pacific 
on the west and through G uatemala, El Salvador, and 
perhaps Costa R ica on the southeast. They influe nced later 
civil izations. "  

M y  answer i s  often greeted with surprise a n d  disbel ief. 
Actually, until recently this was an unpopular theory 
among m ost archaeologists, especially th ose working on the 
Maya, who, because of the ir spectacular achievements, were 
long regarded as the source of Mesoamerican civi l ization.  I n  
Mexico, famous anthropolog ist Alfo nso Caso was the first 
to use the term "m other culture," at the La Venta Congress 
in Tuxtla G uetierrez in 1 942. Another staunch believer i n  
the antiquity o f  the O lm ec was the Mexican artist Miguel 
Covarrub ias, who based h is conclusion largely on  deta i led 
stu dies of art styles. 

Now, thanks to radiocarbon dating and intensive excava­
tion by R obert Heizer and Ph i l ip Drucker at La Venta, 
M ichael Coe at San lorenzo, Alfonso Medel l in  at laguna de 
los Cerros, and R oman Pina Chan, all doubts as to the 
antiquity of the O lm ec have been removed. Just recently 
two books on the O lm ec have appeared: The 0/mec World, 
by Ignacio Bernal; and America's First Civilization, Dis­
covering the 0/mec, by Michael D .  Co e .  

The 0 lmec civi l ization developed in the trop ical ju ngles 
of the southern Gu lf Coast of Mexico, now Veracruz and 
Tabasco, and flourished from the th irteenth to the last 
century B.C.  Bernal estimates the populati on  of three 
hu ndred and fifty thousand in an area of seven th o usand 
square m iles. 

D id the civi l ization rise in resp onse to the ch allenge of 
the jungle or because of it? Caso gives many reasons for 
bel ieving the O lm ec  had a true empire. 

To m ost people the O lmec are best known for their 
remarkable stone sculpture. The colossal stone heads 
ranging in  size from five feet to ten feet are the most 
impressive and best known features of Olmec culture. Some 
of the giant heads from San lorenzo have toured the 
U n ited States and visited such European cities as Rome, 
Moscow, and Paris. Pictures of them have appeared in many 
magazines advertising travel to Mexico. 

There are now twelve known colossal heads: two from 
Tres Zapotes, fo ur from La Yenta, and six from San 
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Lorenzo. Of these, on our Na­
t i o n al G e o gr a p h ic Society­
Smithsonian Institution expedi­
tions, we discovered eight ; three 
at La Venta and five at San 
Lorenzo. The heads, carved from 
basalt, never had bodies. We be­
lieve they represent portraits of 
leaders. Others suggest they rep­
resent gods or decapitated ball 
game heroes, since they wear a 
sort of helmet. The art style is 
sometimes called "Baby Face " 
and sometimes described as Ne­
groid, because the faces are 
round, with thick lips, flat broad 
noses and puffy eyes. Many des­
cendants of this physical type are 
living in Mexico today. Another 
ethnic type, taller and with an 
aquiline nose, is shown on the 
stone monuments and pottery 
and jade figurines, but these may 
represent visitors. 

O t h e r  s t o ne monuments, 
many larger than the colossal 
heads, were altars and stelae, 
elaborately carved and decorat­
ed. 

We don't know what the 01-
mec called themselves or where 
they came from . The name 01-
mec means "the rubber people,"  
literally people from the land 
where rubber is produced. It was 
the name of a group living in 
southern Veracruz in historical 
times who had nothing to do 
with the prehistoric culture with 
which we are concerned. At­
tempts to change the name to 
"La Venta," the type site of the 
culture, have not been successful. 

Various Olmec sites are shown 
on the map accompanying this 
article. Scientific work has been 
carried on at La Venta in Ta­
basco and at Tres Zapotes, San 
Lorenzo and Laguna de Los Cer­
ros in Veracruz. 

Of all the Olmec sites excavat­
ed to date, La Venta is the most 
spectacular. It was a great cere­
monial center, built on an island 
away from where people lived. 
The Olmec believed in doing 
things the hard way. Here there 
is a clay mound 103 feet high 
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with ten alternating valleys and 
ridges, looking like a man-made 
cinder cone. In the ceremonial 
court in front of the mound, 
three huge pits were dug and 
t h i c k  serpentine floors laid 
down. On the bottom of one, 50 
x 61 x 24 feet deep, over one 
thousand tons of serpentine slabs 
had been neatly laid as a massive 
floor. To form a similar larger pit 
seventy-seven feet square, sixty 
thousand cubic feet of material 
had been excavated . Three large 
m osaic jaguar masks, made of 
green serpentine blocks, were 
deeply buried in a similar man­
ner. 

Almost immediately after in­
stallation, the pavements and 
masks were intentionally covered 
with a series of brilliantly col­
o r e d  clays. Basalt columns, 
weighing two tons each, form a 
stockade surrounding the princi­
pal court. 

Tom bs with rich offerings of 
jade were constructed to contain 
the remains of important individ­
uals. The Olmec seemed to make 
a point of having no two tombs 
alike. Most unusual was a tomb 
of basalt columns containing the 
bones of two infants, and a 
treasure trove of jade offerings 
buried in cinnabar. 

A sandstone sarcophagus with 
lid , in the form of a stylized 
jaguar, also contained jade offer­
ings and was unique in Mexico 
until the sarcophagus in the Pa­
lenque tomb was found. 

In a slab-lined stone cyst, jade 
ornaments were arranged as if 
placed on a burial. Still another 
rich tomb was covered by eleven 
basalt columns laid horizontally 
above. Among the treasures de­
posited in the tombs were ob­
jects of jade, quartz crystal. �me­
thyst, turquoise, obsidian, il­
menite, magnetite, amber and 
pyrites. 

Human figures represented on 
large stone monuments are usual­
ly males, wearing enormous 
headdresses, bead necklaces and 
ornaments. 

Various caches of jade and 
serpentine figurines and celts 
were 'buried as offerings in the 
court. 

There are no volcanic rocks 
and there is no clay on the sandy 
island of La Venta. Tons of red, 
yellow, white and purple clay 
were carried in for the construc­
tion of the ceremonial court. 

The vast quantity of stone of 
which the structures and monu­
ments are made was probably 
transported by means of rafts 
along the navigable rivers. Five 
thousand tons of green , serpen­
tine used in constructing the 
buried massive offerings were 
brought to La Venta from Nil­
tepic, on the Pacific side of the 
Isthmus, 350 river miles away. 
The nearest basalt from which 
the huge stone monuments were 
carved�ome exceed thirty tons 
in weight-is fifty miles away in 
an air line. 

Transporting such burdens 
through rough country with 
neither wheels nor beasts of bur­
den was a formidable task. 

Such a frenzy of work indi­
cates a highly developed social 
organization ;  an elite who or­
dered and a working class who 
obeyed. Also, it implies efficient 
agricultural practices, supplying 
an abundance of food. 

The diet was probably similar 
to that of the region today : corn, 
beans and squash raised with 
slash and bum technique, supple­
mented to some extent by fish 
and wild game. Rainfall is heavy 
and many rivers cut through the 
land. There was never a shortage 
of water. Caso aptly calls the 
region the Mesopotamia of Meso­
america. 

In addition to their ability to 
carve gigantic monuments, the 
Olmec were undoubtedly the 
greatest craftsmen in the New 
World in working jade. They did 
not have gold or other metals. 
Jade was their m ost precious 
substancP-. The high esteem for 
jade persisted through three 
thousand years. Montezuma, the

of the colossal heads, The face 
has a large nose, and, the man is 

wearing an unusual head dress 
which co vers most of the head and ears. 

Both these figurines are male. 
They are about 12 inches tall and 
made of jade, serpentine or 
granite. All the figures have 
o val shaped heads with holes 
that seemed to have been drilled 
to hold stone or other material, 
for the eyes 
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Sixteen figures which were found at La Vento 
in 1955. These figures probably represent some 
sort of ritual. They are made of jade and serpentine 
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This is a head of a werejaguar 
child. Made of serpentine and is 

about seven inches in height. Dated 
back to about 900 to 30� B. C. 

Many of the sculptures that 
have been disco vered in Tabasco 
are on display at the Park-Museum 
of La Vento Culture. The Olmec 
culture was one of the earliest 
civilizations in the Americas 
and, is considered by scholars 
to be the original "mother culture " 
of central and south America. 



Aztec ruler, informed Cortez 
that one jade bead was worth a 
load of gold. 

Jade is a generic term used to 
designate both jadeite and neph­
rite. The jade used by the Olmec 
was jadeite, basically a silicate of 
sodium and aluminum. The an­
cient Chinese jades were neph­
rite, a calcium magnesium sili­
cate. It was not until the eigh­
teenth century that the Chinese 
began to import jadeite from 
Burma. 

Many of the Olmec jade carv­
ings are real masterpieces. One 
much admired is a seated figure 
from La Venta wearing a hema­
tite mirror on the breast. Also 
aesthetically striking are the fig­
urines carved of translucent blue 
jade. 

At La V enta, we found beads 
and ornaments of transparent 
green jade of "Imperial" quality , 
as beautiful as emerald. Blue jade 
was used during Olmec times but 
does not appear during the later 
periods. 

Costa Rica is the only other 
area in the New World where 
blue jade is found in abundance 
and some jade carvings found in 
Costa Rica show Olmec traits. 
Since many of the Costa Rican 
jades are made from reworked 
celts, we have speculated that the 
Olmec traded as far south as 
Costa Rica for the raw material, 
made celts, and · traded them 
back for more raw material. 

Jade being . both valuable and 
indestructible, there are some in­
teresting combinations of pro­
venience and epochs in the jade 
caches. Some of the group of 
sixteen miniature human figures 
from La Venta may have been 
heirloom pieces when the offer­
ing was made. Four of the celts 
were made from an older object, 
probably an elaborately incised 
plaque. Many of the figurines 

· had old breaks when deposited. 
In the 782-piece jade cache at 

Cerro de las Mesas there were 
several heirloom pieces, some of 
which had been reworked. Many 

had been traded from distant 
places. One in blue jade is defin­
itely related to the art style 
known in Costa Rica as the 
"Beak Bird. "  

�ince there are n o  natural jade 
occurrences in the Gulf Coast 
area, the Olmec must have been 
indefatigable jade prospectors. 
The wide range of jade objects 
indicates that· they came from 
many sources. In view of this it is 
remarkable that today but one 
certain source is known in Meso­
america, that near Manzanales, 
Guatemala. 

Even more remarkable than 
the carving of jade without metal 
tools is the polishing of concave 
magnifying mirrors from certain 
iron-rich ores. Both.. lapidarists 
and scientists marvel at the per­
fection of the reflecting surfaces 
of the magnetite and ilmenite 
mirrors, which are ground as if to 
optical specifications. Examina� 
tion by microscope shows no 
trace of abrasives. Each mirror 
has two perforations OJ) one 
edge and some stone figures 
show them begin worn as chest 
pendants. 

We know the Olmec had a 
knowledge of astronomy because 
the entire site of La Venta is laid 
out in a North-South line. An­
other proof of a knowledge of 
astronomy, as well as writing to 
keep records, is shown by the . 
date on Stela C at Tres Zapotes, 
31 B.C. (Thompson correlation) 
or 291 B.C . .  (Spinden correla­
tion) .  When we found the dated 
monument in 1939 there was 
much discussion as to whether 
the date was contemporary . 
Among other objections, it was 
said to be too early. Now, with 
radiocarbon dates showing the 
culture extended thirteen centur­
ies B.C., even the Spinden corre­
lation of 291 B.C. is late. 

A glyph with a bar and dot 
reading "6," carved in the living 
rock in a arroyo at Tres Zapotes, 
is an intriguing puzzle. It is pos­
sible that it may refer to Cycle 6 
of the ancient calendar . .  

Olmec pottery in the key sites 
is not of good quality and was 
infrequently used in ceremonial 
offerings. The poor quality of 
the pottery may be due to the 
moist tropical soil, which also 
destroyed skeletal material and 
wooden objects. Highland sites, 
such as Tlatilco and Las Bocas, 
were important colonies of the 
Olmec alld are noted for excep­
tionally fine pottery . Fine paste 
white, brown, red, and black 
vessels are beautifully formed, 
polished, and decorated. They 
m ad e  m usical instruments­
whistles, ocarinas, and the like. 
Figurines realistically portray an­
imals and birds, · jaguar, deer, 
tapir, monkey, opossum, iguana, 
armadillo , and wild turkey. 

The jaguar was their most 
important deity. In fact, so im­
portant that features of the jag­
uar are frequently superimposed 
on human representations .. Many 
times, a jaguar mouth is shown, 
and the cleft head ornament 
typical of Olmec sculpture is 
probably derived from the cleft 
in the jaguar skull. In related 
cultures, the jaguar, . or were­
jaguar, becomes the rain god. 
The theme of a human head in 
an eagle or a jaguar mouth was 
continued to Aztec times. 

The Olmec did not build 
roads. They followed rivers and 
trails along natural routes and 
mountain passes. Sites showing 
Olmec influences are found in 
widely scattered localities along 
such routes. The only known 
examples of Olmec painting are 
found in the caves of Juxtla­
huaca and Oxtotitlan in Guerrero 
not far from a possible trade 
route. 

Olmec civilization did not ef­
fl oresce without stimulation 
from other contemporaneous 
cultures, such as those in the 
Valley of Oaxaca, Chiapas, and 
the Pacific slopes of Guatemala. 
Proof it was a basic culture is the 
survival of many Olmec traits 
and t�acUtions among the many

severa l spirits who, to th is day, sta l k  the premises

Raynaham Hall 
Early in the morning of Sep­

tember 19, 1936, two men left 
the firm of lndre Shira, Ltd., 
Court Photographers, of  Picca­
dilly, London, and proceeded 
east along route A13. They were 
Captain Hubert C. Provand, art 
director of the company, and Mr. 
Shira himself. They were in ex­
ceedingly high spirits and with 
good reason. They'd been com­
missioned by Gwladys Ethel 
Gwendolen Eugenie, 6th Mar­
chioness Townshend, to photo­
graph the interior of Raynham 
Hall, the Townshend ancestral 
seat. 

Five miles southeast of Bark­
ing they turned off Al3, passed 
through intricate wrought-iron 
gates and entered the 20,000-
acre Norfolk estate. By 8 : 00 
A.M. they were at work. They 
may have heard that this huge 
sprawling Georgian mansion, dat­
ing from the 1 720's was haunted, 
but such thoughts were not on 
their minds as they went about 
their business. Neither professed 
any interest in the parapsycho­
logical, not even when one of 
their cameras was inexplicably

smashed by unseen hands some­
time during the day. 

By 4 : 00 P.M .  they'd made the 
rounds of the upper chambers 
and were on the ground floor 
preparing to photograph the 
great oak staircase. Provand 's 
head was already under the cam­
era hood when Shira had a star­
tling experience. In his own 
words: "I was standing by his 
(Provand 's) side just behind the 
camera with the flashlight pistol 
in my hand, looking directly up 
the staircase. All at once I de­
tected an ethereal veiled form 
coming slowly down the stairs. 
Rather excitedly, I called out 
sharply: 'Quick, quick, there's 
something.' I pressed the trigger 
of the flashlight pistol . After the 
flash and on closing the shutter, 
Captain Provand removed the 
focussing cloth from his head, 
and turning to m e  said : "What's 
all the excitement about?' " 

Provand had not seen the ap­
parition gliding down the stairs 
and felt his associate had been 
fooled by the play of sun and 
shadows. On the way back to 

London he . wagered 5 pounds 
that the resulting photograph 
would show the staircase and 
nothing else. 

He lost the bet. They decided 
to process the plate in question 
that very evening. As it lay in the 
developing solution, it became 
readily apparent Shira had not 
been seeing things. Recognizing 
the need for a witness, Shira 
hastily found an accountant for 
the 136-year-old chemist firm of 
Blake, Sanford and Blake .. This 
man witnessed the plate being 
placed in the fixing solution. He 
later stated that if he had not 
seen the operation in progress, he 
would never have believed the 
authenticity of the result. 

The result was the great oak 
staircase of Raynham Hall .  Upon 
it was a tall female figure, the 
stairs clearly visible through it . 
Facial features were indistinct 
although there were dark hollows 
where the eyes should be. She 
was dressed in flowing misty 
white, possibly a wedding gown, 
and the head was covered by a 
wimple (headcloth). The sugges-

tion of a ruff was evident below 
the neck. 

The photograph, along with 
the particulars, was published in 
Co un try Life on December 26, 
1936, and again in L ife Magazine 
on January 4, 1937.  

Who was the ghostly figure 
descending the staircase at the 
Raynham Hall? According to tra­
dition, there are several spirits 
who to this day stalk the prem­
ises. One is that of James Scott, 
the Duke of Monmouth and son 
of King Charles IL Why he 
should choose to haunt a build­
ing constructed 40-odd years 
after his death is not known. 
Still, he is apparently there. So 
are several of the Townshend 
children who died in infancy. 
Most likely to keep the latter 
company, the spectral form of a 
spaniel has been seen from time 
to time sporting about the cor­
ridors. 

But the chief resident spirit, 
and apparently that seen by Indre . 
Shira, is that of Dorothy Wal­
pole, sister of Robert Walpole, 
one of England's greatest prime 
ministers. She was also the aunt 
and godmother of Horace Wal­
pole, appropriately the father of 
the Gothic novel with his The 
Castle of Otranto .  

If anyone was destined to b e  a 
ghost it was probably Dorothy 
Walpole, or "Dolly" as she was 
known. She was born c. 1687 
into a very large family. Most of 
the Walpole children, and there 
was a new one nearly every year, 
were prone to fever and rickets 
and many died . She was a head­
strong, capricious creature from 
the very first, a madcap flirta­
tious girl used to getting her way. 

Lady Mary Wortley Montagu, 
a dissolute woman who had no 
call to chronicle the foibles of 
her contemporaries but did so 
anyway, described Dorothy thus­
ly : " .  . . a beautiful, innocent, 
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well-meaning girl, but endowed 
with only a moderate portion of 
sense ; giddy, thoughtless, vain, · 

open to flattery, utterly ignorant 
of the world; in short, though 
not capable of acting designedly , 
just the person, if we may use 
the vulgar tongue, to get often 
into scrapes."  

And get into scrapes, she did . 
For some time she lived with her 
much older brother, Robert, and 
his first wife, Catharine Shorter . 
Dorothy was his favorite sister 
and, com pared to the cold world 
of politics, her wayward wilfull 
ways were an almost welcome 
diversion and always condoned, 
usually forgiven. Catharine Wal­
po)e, however, was not so under­
standing. As she was a poli­
tician's wife, she was constantly 
aware of the potential breath of 
scandal. More than this, she was 
extremely jealous of Dorothy's 
beauty. 

Walpole himself admits that 
the idyllic love of his early mar­
ried years began to wane when 
his wife's fading beauty gazed 
upon the omnipresent loveliness 
of his sister. A confrontation was 
inevitable . And it happened. Dor­
othy fled the stately Houghton 
Hall of her brother and unwisely 
selected the home of Lord 
Thomas Wharton as her refuge. 

Lady Wharton knew Cathar­
ine Walpole and her wiles and 
gladly accepted Dorothy beneath 
her roof. Unfortunatel;, her hus­
band, the 1st Marquiss, was a 
notorious rake and a mem her of 
the Kit-Cat Club along with the 
likes of Addison, Steele and Con­
greve. Whether Dorothy resisted 
his advances is not known. Suf­
fice it to say, the resulting scan­
dal jeopardized the career of 
Robert who , frankly, didn't care 
a whit what people said about 
him. 

But wishing to spare his sister 

I I 

the poison of gossiping tongues, 
he ordered her out of the Whar­
ton homestead and straight into 
the arms of fate. She sought 

- ·refuge now with the family of 
Charles Townshend, later one of 

·the framers of the Treaty of 
Utrecht. Charles was consid­
_erably older than Dorothy and, 
'curiously, had been raised a ward 
of the Walpole family since his 
own father died when he was 13 .  
Dorothy, years before, had fallen !P love with Charles, but her 
father had forbidden the match 
on the grounds that it would 
seem a merely political alliance 
with the Townshends, the most 
prominent family in Norfolk. 

At this point, Charles was 
already married. He had wed a 
daughter of Baron Pelham of 
·Laughton . But he, as had Lord 
Wharton before him ,  fell prey to 
the beauty of Dorothy. He spent 
a great deal of time with her and, 
in fact, taught her to play the 
spinet. 

Ch arles Townshend's wife 
died in late 1 7 1 1 .  On July 6, 
1713,  he married Dorothy Wal­
pole. Whether this was a marriage 
of love or convenience remains 
uncertain. It did unite Robert 
Walpole with the only other Nor­
fo lk  member of Parliament 
whose influence was equal to or 
greater than his own. And after 
her death, the two political po­
tentates quickly drifted apart. 

Nevertheless, the marriage did 
occur and several children were 
born of the union. Dorothy died 
prematurely on March 29, 1 726, 
careless and abandoned to the 
last. The circumstances of her 
death are shrouded in mystery . 
One account has it she died of 
smallpox ; another that she con­
tinued her wanton ways after her 
marriage to an aging roue and 
was forcibly confined to an up­
stairs room where she pined 
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Dorothy Walpole was the well known 
Viscounstess Townshend, who 
would later, gain fame as one 
of the apparition of Raynham Hall. 

Charles, 2nd Viscount Townshend.

P a r a p s y c h o l og y , o n c e  
shunned b y  most members of the 
scientific community, has in 
recent years become an acknowl­
edged and accepted science. All 
over the world, researchers are 
diligently applying methodology 
aimed at proving or disproving 
concepts which have largely been 
ignored for a great number of 
years. 

The reason for this new 
acceptance of parapsychology as 
a - bonafide science is that 
parapsychologists have at last 
found a way to take most of the 
guesswork out of their research­
a method by which they can 
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scientifically document many of 
the physiological changes which 
occur during psychic exper­
iences. This new tool is elec­
tronic instrumentation;  the name 
of the innovation is psycho­
tronics. 

Because parapsychologists are 
attempting to mm1m1ze the 
chaos in their own research and 
contribute to scientific progress, 
they are automatically veering 
toward psychotronics in an 
attempt to render their work less 
difficult. 

According to the Czechoslova­
kian researchers who coined the 
word a few years ago, "psycho-

tronics is, in essence, the bionics 
(the study of biology using 
electronic instrumentation) of 
man. Its main objective is to 
complete the set of laws 
governing the animate apd 
inanimate world with new 
psychic, physical, and biological 
knowledge derived from certain 
extraordinary manifestations of 
the human · psyche. Further, the 
objective is to seek the practical 
consequences of the problems 
involved by either using man as 
an intermediate link or by 
eliminating man and using a:n 
artificial synthesis-e.g. ,  by de­
vising a 'generator' of the energy 
used by man in telepathic 
transfer, once definite evidence 
has been proposed that none of 
the familiar forms of energy­
electromagnetic, gravitational, or 
other-is involved. "1 

This to<;>l, psychotronics, gave 
birth to the new scientific branch 
of parapsychology, psychoen­
ergetics. Psychoenergetic re­
search is divided into three 
categori�s! 

1. Psychotronics includes 
t elepathy, telegnosis, psy-



chokinesis, etc . ;  
2.  Cosm ic biology deals with 

man as a biological unit in 
relation to external cosmic 
influences and with the role of 
cosmic influences in the forma­
tion of ESP and psychokinesis 
capacities;  

3 .  Biological radiation views 
man as a secondary source, as a 
transformer, accumulator· and 
modulator of cosmic energy, 
etc.2 

Many researchers believe that 
what they are recording with 
psychotronics is a form of 
energy, known as bio-energy, 
which is generated by human 
beings as well as by all other 
living organisms. This bio-energy 
has not only been detected and 
recorded by electrophysiological 
means in various research fields, 
but has also been documented by 
nonc9nventional photographic 
methods. 

Two Russian scientists, 
Semyon Kirlian and his wife 
Valentina, were able to photo­
graph these bio-energy fields 
through the application of the 
Tesla Coil . 3 This coil, invented

by Nikola Tesla in the early 
1900's, generates thousands of 
volts of electricity at high 
frequencies and with infinitesi­
mal amounts of amperage. This 
method, commonly referred to 
as Kirlian photography, is similar 
to the currently used x-ray 
process routinely employed in 
hospitals all over the world. Both 
the x-ray process and Kirlian 
photography use a contact 
exposure principle . The Kirlian 
method places the object to be 
photographed, whether bio­
logical in nature or not, on top 
of the emulsion side of a 
photographic film negative. This 
complex is then contained 
between two circular metallic 
plates across which the Tesla coil 
voltage is momentarily applied. 
In the resulting picture, bio­
energy can be seen flowing out 
of the object from d,istinct points 
on the surface. 

The Kirlians have advanced 
their photographic method to 
the point where they are not 
only able . to "photograph " areas 
of the human body for diagnos­
tic or prognostic purposes, but

are able also to "photograph" 
acupuncture sites. 

The Kirlian photographic 
method has sparked this author's 
interest and that of other 
researchers throughout the 
world. To differentiate his work 
from that of the Kirlians; each 
researcher has developed his own 
technically descriptive name for 
this high-frequency, high-voltage 
photographic process. To give an 
example, the Czechoslovakians 
label their process electrography; 
this author calls his a photo­
electrographic. process. 

Interest in this method of 
photography in the United States 
has grown to the point wbere a 
conference, The First Western 
Hemisphere Conference on 
Acupuncture, Kirlian Pho to-
graphy and The Human Aura, 
was held on May 25,  1972, in 
New York City . 

While Russian researchers 
have been photographing acu­
puncture sites, Czechoslovakian 
scientists have been using this 
new tool to investigate bioenergy 

. radiations for medical and 
psychological diagnoses. 
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TAK I NG TH E G UESSWOR K  OUT O F  RESEARCH/ continued 

Physiologists have long known 
that when an individual is in a 
state of anxiety, then certain 
organs will function at an 
increased rate while others will 
function at a decreased rate. It is, 
however, only recently that some 
physiologists have come to 
accept the fact that the 
bio-energy generated by human 
beings is controllable by the 
individuals generating it. A 
classic example of this type of 
control is, of course, psychoso­
matic illness. 

Ordinarily , when the individu­
al is functioning in a normal 
manner, his bio-energy is equally , 
or rather, proportionately dis­
tributed throughout his body . 
However, when necessary , the 
individual's bio-energy is redis­
tributed throughout his body 
and channeled to areas having 
maximum need of this energy . 

Photoelectrographic studies 
have shown that the bio-energy 
radiation levels differ within the 
same individual depending upon 
bio-chemical and psychophy­
siological stresses present at the 
time of photography. Czech­
oslovakian experiments (identical 
to earlier Russian ones),  in which 
a number of human hands were 
electrographed, showed that in­
dividuals in a calm , even-temper­
ed state emanated symmetrical, 
specific discharge patterns; pic­
tures of individuals in emotional­
ly distressed states showed 
disrupted, chaotic patterns. 

Research in America tends to 
support the Czechoslovakian 
results, while addin� several 
additional parameters. Investi­
gators have found that alcoholic 
intoxication and the articifical 
modification of temperature (by 
hand immersion in hot or cold 
water) also yield differing bio­
energy radiation patterns. 

Possible variables affecting the 
results include time of ingestion 
of food or fluids, type and time 
of medication, atmospheric and 
weather conditions, and level of 
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the altered state of consciousness 
of the subject. The variety of 
photographic reactions obtained 
from different subjects suggests 
to this author that the combining 
of results from various subjects 
will not, by itself, lead to 
significant conclusions. 

Since awareness of subtle as 
well as gross effects is obviously 
of prime ilnportance, additional 
controls are apparently necessary 
in order to properly conduct 
these experime�ts. It is strongly 
advocated that each individual be 
used as the control within any 
given experiment, since the 
analysis of one subject inde­
pendently will often show 
variations where none may exist 
in another subject. 

The basic apparatus of the 
photoelectrographic process is 
relatively inexpensive, easy to 
operate. The electrical compo­
nents, for a 6- or 1 2-volt system, 
can be purchased in any auto 
parts store. They consists of a 
heavy-duty battery charger 
capable of delivering at least 4 
amps, a vibrator coil, a switch, 
an auto induction coil with its 
associated capacitor (condenser) 
and two circular metal plates . 
(See schematic for proper wiring 
of components.) 

The two metal plates, across 
which voltage is applied, must be 
smoothly polished to eliminate 
unwlnted arcing and to insure 
even electron distribution on the 
surface of the plates. The 
diameter of the plates will 
depend on the size of the 
photographic material used. 
Temporarily, bottoms of pie or 
cake pans will provide satis­
factory · . facsimiles for the plates. 

As experimentation prog­
resses, the need for a mor� 
versatile and precisely control­
lable voltage-generating apparatus 
will become evident. The new 
unit should incorporate the 
following features and refine­
ments: a regulated power supply, 
isolated from the line voltage for 

safety precautions; variable volt­
age and frequency controls ; 
adjustable duration and fre­
quency of pulses ;  and a 
time-activated switch to regulate 
exact exposure time. 

Normally, the photographic 
material is placed on the negative 
plate with the em usion facing the 
positive plate. The- specimen is 
then placed on the emulsion, and 
the positive plate brought within 
the c�osest distance before arcing 
occurs. 

However, instead of using two 
circular metal plates, just the 
positive plate may be employed 
with some modification in the 
exposure procedure . In this case, 
the photographic material must 
be placed on the plate with the 
emulsion facing away frdm the 
plate. The specimen is then 
placed onto the emulsion and the 
negative wire connected to it. 
Occasionally the use of a thin 
sheet of plastic holding down the 
specimen (pressing it closer to 
the emulsion) will give better 
results. 

Technical advances in color 
processing within the past several 
years have enabled even the 
moderately budgeted to replace 
black and white photography 
with color. Cut or sheet film, 

· Polaroid film , or photographic 
paper can be used with equiv-
alent results. . 

The researchers who have 
switched to color photography 
find, not unnaturally , that their 
picrures have an artistic quality 
not present in the black and 
white photographs. However, the 
significance of the various colors 
has yet to be interpreted.  In all 
of the color photos, blue 
predominates. Other common 
colors are yellow, green, white 
and-occasionally-red. 

It is thiS last hue which 
researchers find particularly per­
plexing since it appears only 
sporadically and not necessarily 
in identical pictures of the same 
specimen. For example, when a

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PRECOGNITION· 
AND 
RETROCOGNITION 
THE 
TIME 
PROBLEM 

here are l iterally thousands of case 
histories of sponta neous paranormal 
events which have been aut�enticated, 
plus an equal number of positive 
results from la boratory testing uti­
l izing the most strict scientific 
methods. All this research has resulted 
in a m ountain of evidence for the 

belief in  such areas as ESP, Apparitions, Psychokinesis, 
Psychometry, et al .  

The most po pular and heavily stu died area of para­
psychology is Extrasensory Perception, and the most 
com mon and easily-examined 'types' of ESP are Telepathy 
and Cla irvoyance. But they are two other 'types' of ESP 
wbich h ave long astounded, confused, and perplexed both 
parapsychologists and lay men: Precognition and Retrocog­
nition.  

Precognition, or Precognitive ESP, is  specifically the 
psychic abi l ity some persons appear to have for acqu iring 
knowledge or i nformation of the future not based upon 
knowledge of the past or present. Retrocognition, or 
Retrocognitive ESP, is m ore or less just the opposite, or the 
ability to 'see into the past' and discern information not 
based on  knowledge of either the past or  present. 

There is a long-standing argument not only between the 
natural scientist and the parapsychologist, but among

psychical researchers themseives concern ing the possibil ity, 
validity, and acceptabi l ity for believing in these two types 
of ESP. Why? Because of their obvious and insu rmountable 
conflict with the strange element of T I M E.  How can 
a nyone 'see' what has not yet occurred? O r, how can one 
become aware of somethi ng which has already passed into 
time? 

History is fu l l  of stories about prophets and fortune­
tellers, but these are beyond our abil ity to examine for 
va lid ity. The su pposed evidence for Precogn ition is over­
whelming, yet some authorities simply refuse to accept the 
results, and agree with a statem ent of Professor Robert 
Thouless: ''The future has not yet happened and therefore 
cannot produce any effects in the present." 

I n  any attempt to u nderstand Precogn iti on, one is forced 
to discuss the question of free will. If we are able to foresee 
future events, does this mean that those events are 
unchangeable and therefore free will merely an il lusion? As 
Carroll B. Nash of th e Parapsychology Laboratory at St. 
Joseph's Col lege says, ''there is scientific su pport for 
precogn itive pheno mena. F ree will, however, lacks scientific 
support; in fact, much scientific experimentation provides 
evidence against it." And if free will is an i l lusion, than why 
are we h ere? What is Man? What is h is pu rpose? 

We are left an impasse, and must either categorically 
deny the possibilities of Precognition and Retrocognition, 
or go forward and attempt to u nderstand and relate to the

phe'nomena. It is very diffict,llt to 
satisfactorily establish . the exis­
tence of Precognitive ESP. There 
are some cases in which a person 
gets a fixed idea that he is going 
to have a particular illness or die 
at a certain time. Precognition? 
Not necessarily,  for here the pos­
sibility that subconscious sug­
gestion has been operative in 
bringing about the event is quite 
plausible. A person may have a 
dream of the death of a friend 
who on conscious levels he be­
lieves to be in good health. Pre­
cognition? Perhaps, but as Dr. 
R ay n o r  J ohnson comments, 

· "clearly there is a possibility that 
the person acquired knowledge 
by Telepathy of actual se­
rious condition of his friend. " 
Consider another case : A woman 
sitting on the porch of her house 
had an hallucinatory vision of a 

_ distant fire. After 'w�tching' it 
for about ten minutes she heard a 
faint crackling sound and found 
her own house to be on fire. 
Precognition? Possibly, but here 
we might follow the lead of J .B. 
Rhine and suggest Clairvoyance 
or auditory hyperaesthesia as a 
possible cause of the vision. 

In his book, Foreknowledge , 
H.F. Saltmarsh of the London 
Society for Psychical Research 
states that to be wholly satisfac­
tory , a spontaneous case of Pre­
cognition should satisfy the fol­
lowing conditions : 

a) It should have been re­
corded i11 writing or told to a 
witness, or acted upon in some 
significant manner before the 
subsequent incident verifies it. b) 
I t  should contain sufficient 
amount of detail verified by the 
event, to make chance coinci­
dence u11likely . 

c) Conditions should be such 
that we can definitely rule out 
the following as explanations: 
t e l e p athy and contemporary 
clairvoyance, auto-suggestion, in­
ference from subliminally acquir­
ed knowledge and hyperaesthe­
sia. 

I have been approached many 
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times by people who are positive 
they have experienced Precogni­
tion· and are looking for verifica­
tion . One young m other told me 
recently about an incident where 
she had sent her son to play with 
a friend who lived a short dis- · 
tance away. A few moments af­
ter the child left, she experienced 
"a tremendous amount of fear 
and uncontrollable shivering, " 
and 'saw ' her son being hit by an 
automobile. She immediately ran 
after him and escorted him safely 
home. Precognition? One would 
think so, yet a strangely similar 
case where the subject was killed 
even with precognitive knowl­
edge of the impending disaster 
( which he tried to avoid) let the 
late president of the Greek So­
ciety for Psychical Research to 
claim it was a case of Psycho­
kinesis, where the subject "ex­
tended an unconscious PK influ­
ence on the brain of the driver 
and forced him into an acci­
dent. " 

The experimental testing for 
Precognitive and Retrocognitive 
ESP under the auspices of a 
p a1i apsychologist came about 
when investigators were quick to 
notice that Telepathy and Clair­
voyance appeared to transcend 
s p atial limitations. In other 
words, distance appeared to have 
no effect on the quality or level 
of a person's ESP. As a result, 
research was undertaken to de­
termine if there were any time 
limitations. Experiments were 
undertaken by Dr. Rhine with 
subjects of proven clairvoyant 
ability using the method of 
guessing the order of a pack of 
the now popular Zener cards, 
where the percipient was asked 
to record his guesses for a pack 
which was to be shuffled at a 
fixed time later, as a test for 
Precognition. · Cards which had 
been shuffled prior to the per­
cipients knowledge wflre used to 
test Retrocognition. 

I n  o r d e r  to avoid the 
possibility of Telepathy or Clair­
voyance being a factor, the cards 

were eventually shuffled by a 
machine. Yet the results contin­
ued to remain significantly above 
chance. Other more sophisticated 
methods for testing have since 
been introduced by such no­
tables as Dr. Soal, Professor 
Tyrrell, Dr. Carington, etc. ,  and 
all have shown results for which 
the odds against chance or coin­
cidence as a factor or explana­
tion are upwards of millions to 
one. 

The theory of Retrocognitive 
ESP is even more tenuous than 
Precognition. There is very little 
material available on the subject 
because the possibility of its ex­
istence as a distinct psychic phe­
nomena is so incredibly difficult 
to prove. The specific problem is 
that in attempting to verify the 
facts surrounding spontaneous 
events, one must draw upon ei­
ther written records or the knowl­
edge of living persons familiar 
with the original event in ques­
tion. Thirty years ago Gardner 
Murphy wrote in the Journal of 
the American Society for Psy­
chical Research about the fact 
that "it is strange that so much 
attention has been given to Pre­
cognition and so little to Retro­
cognition, though indeed some 
spontaneous cases do exist. " 

One of the few general titles 
available on Retrocognition is 
Psychic Visits to the Past, which 
is a compilation of purported 
cases originally recorded in the 
Proceedings of the London SPR . 
Although the case histories may 
not be actual perceptions of a 
past event, it is quite clear that 
experiences do occur which on 
the surface differ from Telepa­
thy, Clairvoyance, and Precogni­
t i o n b e c ause they are so 
obviously associated with the 
past. But whereas Precognition is 
found questionable by investiga­
tors, the backward view in time 
is often totally ignored, almost as 
though it were so mysterious 
that researchers consider it ta­
boo. In many reported cases the 
explanation offered for the sup-

A giant step into the future 
has been taken by a father and 
son team who have created in 
their unpretentious shop in 
Kensington, Maryland, a machine 
that appears to be a fugitive from 
the television space series "Star 
Trek. "  

Arnold Lesti and his son 
Ronald have built a computer 
that actually responds to voice 
commands. 

Synthia IV, as she is called, 
(there were three before her) 
goes a step farther than most 
advanced electronic computers 
which can only respond to 
instructions fed to them by 
punch cards, tapes or similar 
means. 

Mr. Lesti feels his firm, 
"Andromeda Inc.,  has scored a 
major breakthrough in bionics, 
the science which seeks to create 
artificial intelligence in machines. 

Synthia is a basic building 
block for machines of the future

that will have the capacity to 
reason and think on a plane with 
human beings. Mr. Lesti said 
"previous efforts in the bionics 
field have centered on construct­
ing an electronic cell duplicating 
certain properties of the neuron 
-the basic nerve cell of all living 
creatures. "  The breakthrough 
embodied in the machine is a 
simplified shortcut to simulating 
the functions of large groups of 
neuron-cells. 

The process by which Synthia 
learns is similar to the teaching 
process used with children . � 
child, for example, is shown the 
letter "A. "  The letter is then 
pronounced by a teacher until 
the child associates the sound 
with the letter shown. After this 
is repeated over and over, the 
child begins to understand the 
spoken ·letter without having to 
be shown a picture of it. 

In much the same way, 
Synthia learns her lessons. For 

example, Mr. Lesti wants to 
teach Synthia the number "5 ."  
He presses a button which lights 
up a number "5"  on her panel . 
At the same time he speaks the 
number through standard tele­
phone handsets . After this is 
done repeatedly , the machine, 
like the child, associates the 
voice with the instruction, and 
from then on only the spoken 
number is needed to light the 
number "5"  on the panel. 

The process used is the same 
for all of Synthia 's instruction, 
from the simple to the complex. 
An interesting facet> of Synthia's 
education includes the fact that 
she can be taught to rec;ognize a 
human voice and to obey that 
voice while disobeying the ·same 
command given by a different 
voice, or obey commands given 
by any voice. 

Her creators have even en­
visioned "eyes" for Synthia in 
the form of scanners that will be 
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able to r-ecognize and distinguish 
faces. 

Synthia IV which is the 
newest model features technolog­
ical advances not shared by her 
predecessors that have caused a 
considerable stir in big business 
and government. These innova·· 
tions include : 

( 1 )  The ability of getting into 
the various rhythm patterns of 
speech by different speakers, 
male and female. This means that 
Synthia IV will understand the 
commands of any speaker, 
notwithstanding the peculiarities 
of the speaker. 

(2)  Highly accurate identif­
ication of live, connected con­
sonants and vowels in real-time 
regardless of short, long or 
variable duration of these basic 
components of speech, which are 
c al l ed p h o n e m es.  These 
phonemes are sets of similar but 
slightly diff�rent sounds in a 
language . that are heard as the 
same sound by the native 
speakers and are represented in 
phonemic transcription by the 
same symbol, as in English, the 
sounds of "p " in pin, spin and 
tip. Synthia IV is capable of 
maintaining accuracy for a wide 
variety of speakers and it will 
respond to the different types of 
speakers reg�dless of their 
speech habits. 
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(3)  For live spoken utterances 
in . noisy surroundings Synthia 
IV 's recognition accuracy for 
phonemes out of context is 
greater than that of human 
beings. In other words, even 
though there may be consider­
able noise interfering with 
communication, Synthia IV will 
identify the words spoken by the 
degree of accuracy she maintains 
in recognizing the phonemes, and 
therefore, will "get the message. "  

( 4 )  The prototype machine's 
recognition ability is derived in a 
machine learning process by 
which sequences of phonemes, in 
live continuous utterances by 
dif�erent speakers are learned 
from predetermined teaching 
instructions. Thus the machine 
can learn to recognize the 
phonemes in any language. After 
t h e  l e ar n i n g  procedures, 
phoneme recognition occurs in 
any sequence without further 
learning. 

The application of Synthia IV 
staggers the imagination . Mr. 
Lesti predicts "Mobile or sta­
tionary intelligent machines will 
be built, which will carry on an 
intelligent conversation, execute 
orders on spoken or written 
instructions and perform highly 
complex intelligent and creative 
acts." 

Mr.  Lesti feels that for the

time being, the real opportunity 
for profits lie in commercial 
application. For example : 

( 1 )  A machine that could 
recognize and identify produc­
tion defects on assembly lines. 

( 2 )  A package conveyor belt 
in a post office capable of 
channeling packages into proper 
chutes by having a clerk simply 
speak the destination of a given 
package. 

( 3) A telephone system where 
numbers would . be spoken 
instead of dialed.  

In the noncommercial fields 
of opportunity : 

( 1 )  The machine could be 
taught to recognize the differ­
ence between a seismic distur­
bance and an underground nuclear 
blast. This feat could aid in 
nuclear test ban. 

(2 )  A Synthia aboard a space 
craft that would carry out an 
astronaut's voice orders giving 
him more time to handle other 
operations. 

( 3) Utilization of Synthia as 
an astronaut who could not only 
successfully fly the space craft, 
but would be able to recognize, 
analyze and identify objects then 
immediately transmit informa­
tion back to earth.

celebrated White Horse configur­
ations in Wiltshire . . .  

Apparently America had quite 
a UFO blitz towards the end o f  
1 9 7 3 ,  too ,  from October on­
ward. And, at Warminster on 
Tuesday morning of March 1 9th 
1974, several female employees 
of the fuse-making factory of 
Beswicks, in Fairfield Road ( not 
far front Cop Heap) were 
astonished when a large silver­
grey ball soared over their 
upturned heads at 7 :  50 am, as 
they were preparing to clock-on 
at their work. It was seemingly 
metallic and swept over towards 
the Downs at prodigious speed. 
Other local folk who witnessed 
the monster of the air in motion 
were music teacher Chris.. Tru­
bridge and his wife Pauline, the 
latter employed at Beswicks, 
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both living ·at Preston House in 
East Street. 

Remember the summer o f  
1 9 7  3 ?  When the eclipse o f  the 
sun occurred, a team of scientists 
were filming the natural spec­
tacle from the supersonic airliner 
Concorde. On processing, the 
cine film showed a completely 
alien object. This UFO was about 
eight miles from Concorde at a 
height of 5 5,000 feet; and it was 
expertly calculated to be some 
650 feet in diameter. It was 
announced that the French 
believe that this could be the 
first "scientifically authen­
ticated" film of what might be 
termed as a UFO. 

Had everyone in la belle 
France been acquainted with the 
fact that we at Warminster were 
taking what we were SURE was 
authentic film of genuine alien 
spacecraft flying over local hills 
nine years ago , this late 
confirmation would have been 
totally unnecessary.

I n  its issue dated March 23rd ' 
it bore the headline "Swarm of 
UFOs over Andalucia" and 
commented : "They appear to be 
located in a triangle : Cadiz� · 

Huelva, Sevilla. " I · am indebted 
to Mr. Harraway for his 
translation , as follows: 

Seville , 22 March. It appears 
that a swarm of UFOs are being 
observed over Western Anda­
lucia, more especially over 
Seville. The alleged appearances 
of extra-terrestrial craft in the 
southern skies are becoming 
more frequent, according to the 
considerable number of UFO 



observers who are dedicated to 
the investigation of this type of 
phenomenon. They have studied 
about 15 incidents in the last five 
months, all located within the 
triangle formed by the provinces 
of Cadiz, Huelva and Seville. 

The last three cases have 
occurred this week and observers 
claim that they could be treated 
as a single formation detected in 
three different places. A lady 
living in Gerena ( 1 5  kilometers 
from Seville) said that she saw 
some five days ago at 11 :30 pm

figures in space suits. When the 
lady shouted (she wishes to 
remain anonymous) the craft 
ascended vertically, being soon 
lost in the clouds. 

Don Adrian Sanchez Sanchez, 
aged 31 and a sales rtt>resentative 
for a handbag factory, who lives 
at Calle Velay Come a 7 5, Seville, 
arrived at noon last Tuesday at 
the headquarters of the Guardia 
Civil, El Castillo de las Guardas, 
Seville. He was obviously excit­
ed, claiming that he had been 
chased by some flying saucers 

· . . .  Senor Sanchez said 
that as he was driving from 

Agnalcollar towards El Castillo 
de las Guardas, he saw a kind of 
aircraft swoop down along a 
water-course. 

Taking a closer look, he was 
amazed to see an extraordinary 
object. It had the shape of a 
giant cigar, some 150-200 meters 
long and 20-25 meters wide, 
remaining airborne at about two 
meters from the ground and 
without making the slightest 
sound. It was emitting a strong 
purplish metallic light, with two 
mushroom-like antennae coming 
out of the top. 

Suddenly, according to the 
traveller, a huge sliding door 
about 20 meters in diameter .

At the Guardia Civil Head­
quarters the frightened man . 
(who had to be given an infusion

Accompanied by the 
Commander and two Civil 
Guards, he returned to the scene, 
which they examined, but could 
find no signs or marks whatever. 
Yesterday, aeronautical experts 
made a detailed examination of 
the place. 

Yet again yesterday ,  Don 
Cristobal Munoz Romero, a 
chauffeur in the employ of the 
District Committee, when return­
ing at dawn towards Cadiz from 
Sanluca de Barrameda, was 
astonished to see a great light 
which he claimed immobilized 
the car - and, later, even moved 
it. He managed to re-start the car 
after several attempts, then went 
at high speed to Cadiz to relate 
his experience. 

These happenings, which have 
been widely reported in the 
Cadiz and Seville newspapers, 
have caused a considerable 
impact on the public in both 
provinces;  and the Andalucian 
UFO enthusiasts, of whihh there 
are several groups in .Seville, are 
working hard to investigate all 
these incidents, which are occur­
ring in ever-increasing numbeiS. 
The possibility that other worlds 
are inhabited is now a fascinating 
topic in lower Andalucia, adds 
the report . . . Continued on page 40

And is it niere coincidence 
that the amazing cigar-shaped 
aeroform and its three smaller 
b rethern (the three-in-one 
symbol so oft repeated in 
Ufological lore, in a triangular 
locale) met Senor Sanchez 
Sanchez's fear-filled gaze the 
same day that young fuse-makers 
at Warminster had their attention 
caught and rivetted by the giant 
metal ball rolling along sky 
reaches overhead? 

Now let us consider another 
report in Informacion Alicante 
dated March 20th and beginning 
Seville 1 9  March : In the 
neighbourhood of Gerena, Senora 
Antonia Diaz Ramos affirms 
that she saw a UFO land on the 
patio of her house and take off 
again a little later, according to 
the Seville daily newspaper "El 
Correa de Andalucia. " A person 

belonging to · a well-known and 
respected family in the to.wn, 
having two sons, she is reported 
to have seen the incident at 
1 1 : 30 at night. 

"As usual, " said Senora Diaz 
Ramos, "I was cleaning our 
kitchen and everyone had gone 
to bed except my father. 
Through this window, which 
looks on to the patio , I saw a 
fierce glow which momentarily 
blinded me. Then, preceded by a 
high-pitched grating sound, I saw 
an unusual object at the height 
of the window, about four 
meters away and about one meter 
above the floor level of the patio . "  

She described the object as 
ov al and about two meters 
long It was one meter wide and 
glowed a sparkling bright red, 
with a transparent white centre. 
"In spite of being dazzled ," she 

. 
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added, · "I could see two black 
objects inside as it took off. " 
After affirming that the sighting 
had lasted several minutes, she 
said that the apparatus, after 
maneuvering in several di­
rections, ascended and disap­
peared rapidly. 

The article concluded with a 
brief interview with Don Manuel 
Valdera Fuentes, husband of 
Senora Antonia Diaz R amos. He 
affirmed that - on hearing her 
loud cries - he rushed in just as 
the UFO vanished and found his 
wife in a frightened state, and 
told a reporter: 

"I am somewhat skeptical of 
these things, because during the 
20 years that I have risen early in 
the morning to go to work I have 
never seen a.J;}ything. But seeing 
her convinced me that something 
extraordinary had taken place. "

before I work on  him. I document every case. I n  
more than 600 o f  them we have had an 80 per cent 
cure rate." 

And that's better than what many doctors could

A PREMONITION OF MY 
BROTHER'S DEATH 

The day started out like any 
other. We all arose and had a 
large breakfast .  That done, every­
one separated and walked away 
to do whatever he wanted. All 
except me. I felt a need to be 
close to my mother that day . 
Even her encouragement to me 
to run out and play did no good. 

After all were gone out of the 
house, I followed my mother 
from room to room as she com­
pleted her chores. When she sat 
down for a few moments to have 
her coffee, I pulled up my wood­
en stool and asked her if I could 
talk to her.  She said , "of 
course ! "  

She always had time to an­
swer all of our questions. She 
asked what I wanted to talk 
about, and I said, George. George 
was my brother who left for the 
war-World War II.  I was five 
years old at the time, and he was 
my favorite brother (out of four 
others) . 
· Just before he left for the last 
time, he had taken me down­
town and had bought me a yel­
low dress. That was his favorite 
color. He made me wear it for 
him the day he left, and he told 
me to watch out through the 
little window over the cellar 
door, which was in our kitchen,  
to watch for him when he came 
home, and to run into my bed­
room and put on my little yellow 
dress just for him. 

My vigil at the window never 
ceased, for I always watched out 
that little window for him . That 
day I wanted to talk to my 
mother. I had a funny feeling. It 
was a funny, tingling, numbing 
sensation. At the same time, I 
had waves of nausea in the pit of 
my stomach . Mom looked at me 

and asked if I felt alright and I 
said "yes, " except I really wanted 
to know something. She put her 
arm around me and pulled me 
close and encouraged me to tell 
her. I asked if George was really 
ever going to �orne h ome. She 
said, "Of course ! "  We mustn't 
ever think that he wasn't, she 
assured me. 

I said ; "It's been a long, long 
time M ommy, and I don 't think 
he will come home like he prom­
ised. "  I started to cry , and I cried 
as if my heart were broken. My 
mother couldn't understand 
because that just wasn 't like me . 
She calmed me down after a 
fashion by offering me a cup of 
warm milk, which I always liked . 

The day passed , and night 
came . I became more apprehen­
sive. I fought going to bed, even 
though I slept with my sister. I 
just didn't want to go to sleep .  I 
never could stay up past nine 
p.m ., and shortly I fell asleep on 
the floor in front of · our old 
radio . My father picked me up 
and put me to bed. I awoke and 
asked where my sister was, im­
mediately afraid again . My sister 
is five years older than I, and 
stayed up longer than I. I was in 
such a state that my mother 
asked my sister if she would 
come to bed with me, at least 
until I calmed down and fell 
asleep . 

It was extremely hot, and in 
those days we d idn't have air­
conditioners. I was covered up to 
my neck. My sister tried to get 
me to uncover, but I just kept 
saying, "No, I 'm afraid some­
thing will get me." She poo-pood 
my resentment saying she wasn't 
afraid and that mom and dad 
were here with us and what 
could possibly happen? 

I did fall asleep, finally , and 

awoke some time in the night 
wringing wet from perspiration. I 
thought I had heard my sister 
calL my name and that she was 
telling me to uncover. I opened 
my eyes, and there was a glow in 
the room like bright moonlight. I 
was rubbing my eyes when I 
heard my name spoken again . I 
looked at the end of my bed , and 
there. was my brother George 
sitting at my feet. At first I 
thought he had come home 
during the night and had come in 
to wake me up to tell me, but I 
noticed a bright glow all around 
him . He was smiling warmly, and 
he asked me if I could remember 
something to tell mom. I nodded 
my head , and he said to be sure 
to wait until morning to tell 
mom, not tonight. He told me to 
tell her that he was happy and 
was being taken care of, and now 
he ·was all well and wouldn't hurt 
anymore. He smiled the whole 
time, and the glow was so bright 
that I could see the yellow shirt 
that he had on, but I couldn't see 
his legs. Yet he was sitting on the 
side of my bed , and my bed was 
pushed up against the wall. 

That was when I panicked 
because even I knew no one 
could sit that way . My heart 
started to pound, and I shook my 
sister, calling her name loudly , 
never taking my eyes off of my 
brother. While I was telling her 
George was here, I watched him 
slowly dissolve right before my 
eyes . My sister woke up and told 
me I was just dreaming. 

I was so terrified that I scran1-
bled out of bed and went scream-. 
ing out of our roo m  into my 
mother's room .  Next to the wall 
between our room and my par­
ents' room there was a big, 
round , oak table. Usually there 
was a long table cloth on it with

parlor magician, and a pioneer 
investigator into psychic phen­
omena. 

Once, when near death, Bru­
nei actually invented a surgical 
foreceps to be used on him . This 
instrument is still a basic unit of 
the surgeon 's bag. 

Brunei banded together finan­
cial backers and a technical brain 
trust into the Eastern Steam N av­
igation Company. Brunei's tech­
nical staff included Professor 
Charles Piazzi Smyth, astronom­
er, spectographer and pyrimid­
ologist, Professor John Scott 
Russell, a noted naval architect, 
engineers of the James Watt 
Steam Company, and members 
of the Mechanical Section of the 
British Association for the Ad­
vancement of Science. 

The lion's share of the money 
for the construction of the 
GREAT EASTERN came from 
London banker Lord Henry Tho­
mas Hope. He was the owner o f  
the notorious Hope Diamond , 
which jinxed nearly everything it 
touched. 

Two thousand workers labor­
ed for over three years at Mill­
wall, the Isle of Dogs,. on the 
Thames to construct the GREAT 
EASTERN. Two hundred rivet 

- gangs drove, by hand, the three 
million inch-thick rivets to hold 
the great vessel together. 

The GREAT EASTERN 's rep­
utation for bad luck began dur­
ing these construction days. 

A young worker, little more 
than a child , fell from the side of 
the ship and was impaled on an 
iron spike. Another worker also 
fell to his death. A third was 
killed when a co-worker fell on 
him . Yet another worker was 
crushed to death during the fit­
ting of the hull. 

One of the youngest Com­
pany directors died from a chill 
re c e i v e d  w h i l e  out selling 
GREAT EASTERN stock. 

A casual visitor to Millwall, 
poking around the construction 
site, stuck his head · under the 
heavy 'monkey' of a pile driver. 
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The descending hammer shatter­
ed his skull. 

Two 'bashers' (riveters) van­
ished altogether. No one who 
knew the two men -- not 
co-workers; neither family nor 
friends -- ever saw them again. It 
was rumored that the men had 
been shut up alive inside the 
ship's double hulls, but this theo- . 
ry was ridiculed by the Company 
officials. 

The GREAT EASTERN was 
scheduled to be launched on 
November 3, 1 8 5 7 .  On this day, 
a Miss Hope -- the daughter of 
the owner of the evil Hope Dia­
mond -- christened the ship . She 
broke a bottle of wine over the 
bow. 

Almost immediately, the 
craft shuddered and lur<�ne�a 
the ways.

A troublesome fact came to 
light , . in mid-Atlantic. When the 
ship's engines ran at full speed, 
the Grand Salon could not be 
used. Two of the smoke stacks 
ran up through the center of the 
room ,  hidden behind ornate fac­
ades. The ironwalled Salon was 
turned, quite literally, into a 
baker's oven. 

On J uhe 25, a crew member 
went raving mad, and tried to 
kn ife passengers and fellow 
mates. He was safely confined in 
the brig. 

The GREAT EASTERN was 
next beset by almost impassably 
heavy fogs. Worse yet, the ship 
had entered iceberg-infested wat­

The Great Ship Company di­
rectors decided to recoup their 
losses on ·the voyage over by 
inviting New York sightseers on 
board, first at a dollar, and later 
at fifty cents a head. The tourists 
stole everything that was not 
w e l ded down ,  including oil 
paintings from the Grand Salon. 
Crew members who dared protest 
this vandalism were attacked by 
the visitors. 

The GREAT EASTERN ad­
vertised a two-day, ten-dollar ex­
cursion down to Cape May, New 
Jersey, and back. Two thousand 
passengers together with H. B; 
D o d w o rt h's Marching Band, 
crowded on board. When the 
great paddle wheels agitiated the 
mud beneath the ship, the body 
of the drowned stoker bobbed to 
the surface. 

At the first scheduled meal of 
the cruise, it was discovered that 
the caterer had pocketed the 
receipts, and fled town without 
providing any food. The GREAT 
EASTERN 'S regular stores of 
food were opened -- only to 
reveal that most of their contents 
had been ruined by an exploded 
drain pipe. 

What little food could be 
scrounged up on board was auc­
tioned off to the highest bidders. 
According to James Dugan 's 
THE G REAT I RON SHIP, the 
menu "consisted o f  dessicated 
fowl, maggoty beef, salt junk and 
biscuits as resilient as stones." 
.The cheapest item, coffee, went 
for a dollar a cup. 

The passengers found that the 
mattresses were missing from 
almost all the statefooms and 
cabins. In addition� women 
learned that they had been 
booked in with men who were 
not their husbands -- while their 
spouses were bunked down with 
strange women half the ship 
away. 

Most of the passengers wound 
up sleeping outside on the bare 
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deck, on coils· of rope, or in the 
lifeboats. Daniel Gooch, one of 
the • Company directors, sur­
rendered his stateroom and slept 
on the deck himself. 

It rained. 
Fights broke out between 

passengers and crew. While these 
combats were marked by a sort 
of drunken, rough-house cam­
araderie , and left no real 
casualties, they almost tore the 
ship apart. One side or the other 
even broke out the vessel's hose . 

The GREAT EASTERN 's 
officers -- at any rate, those who 
still cared -- tried to restore a 
semblance of decorum by having 
Dodworth strike up his band. 
Most of the musicians, it was 
found, were either too drunk or 
too seasick to play. 

In the morning, the passengers 
crowded towards the prow for a 
sighting of Cape May. It was 
nowhere to be seen. For most of 
the cruise, the bridge officers had 
been following · a completely 
erroneous course -- straight out 
to sea ! 

Almost all the passengers 
disembarked at Cape May ,  
insisting that they would much 
rather walk the entire distance 
back to New York than return 
on the GREAT EASTERN. 
Before they disembarked, most -­
covered with layers of soot and 
ash from the five smoke stacks -­
had purchased hot water at a 
dollar a basin . Towels were 
rented at the following rates : 
"One dollar clean, fifty cents 
dirty, and twenty-five cents 
filthy. "  

Cape May tourists came 
aboard for a dim e a throw . One 
of the visitors fell overboard -­

but was safely fished out again . 
On the return voyage to New 
York, the GREAT EASTERN 
narrowly missed colliding with a 
much sm aller ship. 

The great liner sailed back to 
England on Augl:lst 16, 1860. 
This time she had nearly a 
hundred passengers, including -­
in the words of Francis Row-
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some - "The Wizard Jacobs, 
Ventriloquist and Improvisatore 
and his brother, The Goblin 
Sprightly. "  Halfway across the 
Atlantic the engines failed again, 
"but The Goblin Sprightly 
cheered (the) passengers with a 
performance. " 

Sir Herbert Ingram , one of the 
Company directors, drowned on 
September 7, 1860, when a small 
steamboat on which he was a 
passenger exploded and sank. His 
wife and son drowned with him . 

The GREAT EASTERN 's 
troubles continued during her 
winter berth in England. The 
paddle wheels sucked in a tiny 
rowboat, cracking it like an 
eggshell, and drowning two men 
aboard . 

In the summer of 1 86 1 ,  the 
British government used the 
GREAT EASTER N  to transport 

' 2,144 army troops from England 
to Canada. There were also on 
board 4 7 3 women and children , 
400 crew, and 1 22 horses. The 
holds were full of supplies for 
military posts in Toronto, 
Ottawa and Montreal.

A soldier was later killed in a 
shipboard fall. Two of the horses 
died of chills received when the 
GREAT EASTERN brushed dan­
gerously near an iceberg. 

This was both the first and 
the last time the GREAT 
EASTERN was used as a troop 
transport -- a scheme in which 
the Company directors had 
pinned great hopes. 

In September, 186 1 ,  the ship 
once again left England for New 
York. This time the GREAT 
EASTERN carried a record 400 
passengers. A violent gale in the 
Irish Sea ended the journey. 

One paddle wheel was smash­
ed beyond use -- and the other 
completely torn away. Four 
lifeboats were ripped from their 
stanchions and thrown into the 

sea. The steering gear was a}so 
lost. 

In the Grand Salon a piano 
crashed first against one wall and 
then against another, for hours 
on end. Furniture sailed through 
the air. An iron stove slammed 
into the decorative wall- mirrors, 
shooting slivers of glass around 
like bullets. 

Watery fists punched in the 
Salon skylights. The room was 
once again flooded. Almost every 
window in the GREAT EAST­
ERN was sim ilarly lost. Cabins · 
were innundated by rain and by 
sea. 

While terrified, hymn-singing 
men ,  women and children 
huddled in the Women 's Salon, 
two dead cows suddenly fell 
through the jagged remains of 
the skylight. The cows had been 
catapaulted there from the ship 's 
cattle pen. The carcases were 
tugged outside and pushed 
overboard. 

Although there were no 
fatalities, the storm caused over 
th irty major injuries aboard the 
GREAT EASTERN. Minor injur­
ies which nobody even 
bothered to count - included 
banged heads, bJoken fingers, 
toes, noses, and a whole gamut 
of gashes and cuts. Even 
experienced sea-travellers became 
seasick, many of the passengers 
lashing themselves into their 
bunks. 

The dock crews who had 
packed the cargo aboard the 
GREAT EASTERN had not 
bothered to fasten it down. 
During the storm , the cargo was 
thrown about the holds like dice 
in a box . Almost every single · 
item was broken to bits. Two 
huge tanks of fish oil were 
splintered open, and the smelly 
stuff ran throughout the ship. 

It was almost an anti-climax 
when the crew mutinied again ! 

When the GREAT EASTERN 
eventually stag�ered back to­
wards port -- in itself, no small 
effort -- it ran into another 
storm , not quite as severe. On 



finally reaching the docks, the 
passengers swore unanimously 
that they would never board the 
boat again . 

Even worse than the storm, 
they said, was a mysterious, 
constant pounding heard below 
decks. 

The GREAT EASTERN made 
a return voyage to New York -­
with another handful of passen­
gers -- in the summer of 1 862. 
This time she ripped her bottom 
open on a submerged rock off 
Long Island, and lay up for many 
weeks being repaired .  G REAT 
EASTERN 's double hull, which 
proved to be of sound design, 
saved her from sinking. 

During repairs to the outer 
hull the shipwrights went on 
strike when they heard hammer­
ing coming from inside the ship. 
Walter Paton, the captain at this 
time, laughed at their com ­
plaints - until he heard the 
hammering for himself. 

Paton 's official report stated 
that he had tracked down the 
source of the noise. It had been 
caused by a loose swivel he had 
found beating against the iron 
hull. Unfortunately for Paton, 
the hammering continued after 
the swivel had been made fast ! 

One of the tiny band of 
passengers died on the return 
voyage to England. It was the 
GREAT EASTERN 's penulti­
mate passenger trip. 

The last passenger voyage, in 
1 867,  carried Americans from 
New York to Louis Napoleon 's , 
spectacular Paris Exposition. 
Again, fewer than a hundred 
people could be rounded up to 
make the journey. Science-fie-

. tion writer Jules Verne came 
along for the voyage. Verne used 
the GREAT EASTERN as the 
model for the super-ship he 
described in his fantastic novel, 
A FLOATING CITY . 

According to both Francis 
Rowsome and James Dugan, one 
of the gruesome events mention­
ed in Verne 's novel may well 
have actually happened on board 

the GREAT EASTERN during 
the 1 867 trip. Dugan, in fact, 
insists on it. As an anchor winch 
broke down, Rowsome wrote, 
"the capstan bars . . . .  were forced 
round backwards at increasing 
speed, (and) seventy-six sailors 
were sent sprawling to the 
scuppers, while four others were 
decapitated by the whirling 
capstan bars. " 

· 

In 1 865,  two years previous 
to her last passenger cruise, the 
GREAT EASTERN had been 
chosen to lay the second Atlantic 
telegraph cable. (The first, laid in 
1858,  had failed after a few 
weeks of hopelessly garbled 
messages.)  The GREAT EAST­
ERN was the only ship large 
enough to hold sufficient cable 
to stretch unspliced, completely 
across the Atlantic. 

The ship's bad luck held. 
After 1 ,240 miles of cable had 
been laid westward from Eng­
land, the wire broke. The line, 
which sunk to the bottom of the 
sea, could not be located. 

In 1 866, however, the 
GREAT EASTERN laid a suc­
cessful cable. She then proceeded 
to bring up the broken cable and 
complete that. The GREAT 
EASTERN laid thousands of 
miles of other telegraph cables 
over the next decade, including 
one in the Persian Gulf. 

The ship 's owners were elated 
with her cable-laying record. 
Perhaps, they cautiously whis­
pered among themselves, the 
GREAT EASTER N 's 'curse ' had 
finally been lifted . Now the huge 
boat -- still the largest vessel 
afloat -- would begin to reap the 
lucrative financial profits it was 
two decades late in providing . 

Their dreams were empty . 
After 1 8 7 5 ,  the GREAT EAST­
ERN was permanently docked at 
Milford Haven, Wales. Here, in 
1 8 86, rusting at anchor, the liner 
was purchased as a tourist 
attraction for the Liverpool 
Exposition. 

The paddle engines were 
beyond repair. The propellor 

engine - in not much better 
shape ·slowly brought the 
grime-painted hulk through the 
Irish Sea and up the River 
Mersey to Liverpoql. 

The GREAT EASTERN was 
converted into a floating music 
hall.  Melodramas and light operas 
were presented in the Grand 
Salon. Down in the holds, the 
huge cable bays were turned in to 
auxiliary stages. 

The theatre-ship made a bit of 
money in Liverpool, but lost all 
the profits soon after, during 
disastrous runs in Dublin and 
Glasgow . There was talk of 
turning the GREAT EASTERN 
into a seaborne coalyard. 

The ship was reduced to the 
status of a floating billboard . 
Thirty-foot letters advertising a 
London-based chain of clothing 
stores were painted on its side. 

The GREAT .EASTERN was 
quickly spared this humiliation. 
It was decided to break her up 
for scrap. The wrecker 's ball had 
to be specially in ven ted for the 
purpose. 

During the towing of the ship 
to the scrapyard , the insistent, 
b e l o w -decks hammering had 
been heard again. It was also 
reported during the actual dem­
olition . 

The wrecking began on Nov­
ember 20, 1 888. The work , inter­
rupted by frequent strikes, was 
not completed until late in 1 890 
- far behind schedule. 

As the bottom . plates were 
with great difficulty removed in 
1890, two crumbling human 
skeletons were found between 
the double hulls. A decaying 
carpet bag and sev�ral ship­
wrights ' tools were found mixed 
with the bones. A riveter's ham­
mer was touched by the bones of 
one skeletal hand. 

The remains were those of the 
two 'bashers' who had disappear­
ed during the construction of the 
GREAT EASTERN, more than 
thirty years before !

he did while living in our mate­
rial world . ( He has objected to 
this statement in no uncertain 
terms) .

long time, I fixed m y  eyes upon 
his, but he did not even wince. I 
actually felt an opposing inJlu­
ence. Then I redoubled my ef­
forts for ten full minutes, deter­
mined to put the toad to sleep. 
At last, I was aware that I had 
broken the back of his resisting 
power. Presently, his eyes grew 
dim , and the lids closed down. 

I ·  thought at th e time I had 
merely made the toad go to 
sleep. It was not 1ntil after I had 
kept him for severa 1 days, trying 
in vain to revive him , that I knew 
I had actually killed the reptile . 
It is undeniable that the toad had 
a strong will of its own. And it is 
possible that when this is forcib­
ly overcome, the reaction of its 
heart produces death .. 

The effect of a magnetic influ­
ence thrown back upon itself is 
ually accompanied by a strong 
shoc k  to the originator. Mesmer­
ists have often experienced this. 
Suddenly , while concentrating 
the force upon a difficult sub­
ject, it rushes back upon one and 
produces a semi-fainting condi­
tion. 

I have never suffered in this 
way with a human subject. But, 
strange as it m ay sound, I have 
with a toad. I was gazing at one 
strongly, with the intention of 
putting him to sleep, when 

. 

suddenly I felt my power begin to 
lag. At the same moment . .the toad 
swelled himself out. His eyes 
sparkled as they returned in gaze. 
J'hen I sank back into a chair in a 
state bordering on syncope. It was 
my own magnetic force recoiling 
on me.

The 
humorous skeptic maintains the 
music is so execrable that the 
snakes come up to be killed at 
once and put out of their agony. 
But such is certainly not the 
case, for snakes cannot hear­
they have no ears. 2 They are 
actually charmed; hypnotiz�d, 
by the regular movements of the 
charmer.

· 
The suggestion they 

derive from the musical vibra­
tions is that of playfulness, 
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posed phenomena is that some 
l o c al i t i e s  undoubtedlY. have 
strange 'atmospheres' to which 
some persons may be more or 
less particularly sensitive. The 
subjective effects may range 
from vague discomfort and a 
se n s e of wierdness to the 
full-blown psychic experience 
when the observer appears to 
actually participate in the living 
past. 

A word about the philosophy 
of Serialism might be in order. 
The theory, prof erred by J. W. 
Dunne, is  that perhaps there is 
nothing extraordinary or unusual 
about Precognition and Retro-
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cognition at all if al.l events are 
already in existance. Could there 
be no such thing as time the way 
we perceive it? Is it possible that 
we exist in a timeless space? In 
that psychic phenomena do not 
occur on the conscious level, we 
may perhaps accept tl}e theory 
that the subconscious does not 
recognize the 'present moment' 
as does the conscious; that the 
'present' is not a point of time, 
but a time interval which the 
subconscious mind sees as much 
larger in length than the present 
moment of the conscious mind. 

It is obvious that the ques­
tions and problems introduced 

which in turn banishes all fer­
ocity. No doubt, too, they derive 
a sympathetic suggestion from 
the obvious fearlessness of the 
charmer, who acts as if he is 
certain they cannot bite him . 
This powerful suggestion de­
prives the snakes of the will or 
power to do so. 

I believe all animals can be 
hypnotized or mesmerised and 
;rendered amenable to such sug­
gesti()ns as they are capable of 
receiving. The field for investi­
gation is wide open-we are 
merely on the verge of it. But

eyes will hold the fierce lion at 
bay and disarm the malice of the 
tiger with merely a studied stare.

red area is present in photo­
graphs of leaves, successive 
pictures of the same specimen 
show enlargements, of a non­
specific size, of that area. 
However, when a red area is 
present in pictures of sections of 
the human body, successive 
pictures may or may not show 
enlargement of that area. In fact, 
the red area may not appear at 
all in previous or successive 
pictures and if one does appear, 
it may be a different shape 
and/or in a different location 
from the one in question. 

Needless to say, researchers 
have speculated on the reasons 
for the erratic and seemingly 
random appearance of the color 
red. This author would like to 
add to the growing list of 
theories concerning the presence 
of this color in photoelectro­
graphs. Since electrophysiologi­
cal measurements of voltage 
clearly indicate that the surface 
of a biological structure has a 
polarity opposite to that of the 
structure beneath the surface, it 
is this author's believe that blue, 
being the predominant color, is 
representative of the surface 
polarity. The color red would 
then represent the polarity of the 

. biological structure below the 
surface. Therefore, when red 
appears in a picture, the color 
would be indicative of a break or 

· fracture in the continuity of the 
surface . The lack of consistency 
in size is attributable to the fact 
that the size of the area is not 
equatable to the size of the 
surface rupture, but rather to the 
growing intensity of the in­
terior's polarity . 

A different explanation is 
offered by some physicists who 
explain that the color range is 
due to the sensitivity of the 
photographic emulsion to the 
frequencies involved in the 
process. Emulsions are not only 
light-sensitive, but various fre­
quencies and their harmonics will 
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expose the film ,  resulting in 
corresponding color spectra. 
Therefore, according· to this 
school of thought, tHe blue color 
would respresent the major · 
frequency of the apparatus, 
while the other colors indicate 
the dominant harmonics of that 
frequency. 

The nonconventional photo­
graphic process herein discussed 
has, in actuality , been in 
existence since the last 1890 's. 
According to Viktor Adamenko, 
at the Fifth Photographic- Ex­
hibition "given by the Russian 
Technical Society in 1898, the 
Russian engineer and electrical 
researcher Yakov Narkevich­
Iodko demonstrated electro­
graphic photos obtained with the 
help of quiet electrical dis-
charges. "5 

Several physicists claim that 
the images recorded by the 
electrographic process are merely 
impressions of displaced currents 
affecting the photographic emul­
sion . In a 1 948 article, 6 Josef 
Zahradnicek proved that the 
flow of a high-energy field 
(Maxwell's currents) in a con­
denser is not constant. He proved 
this by placing photographic 
plates inside a specially con­
structed high-voltage condenser 
for anywhere from one to 1 0  
seconds. 

According to some physicists, 
the spots and filaments of light 
seen in this process and in the 
\.irlian photographs might in­

dicate that the high-voltage 
currents have chosen imperfec­
tions in the emulsion surface as 
paths of least electrical resis­
tance. The spots could be 
defined as Maxwell's currents, 7 
and th� filaments of light may in 
reality be Lichtenburg figures. 8 

It is the feeling of this author 
that the claims of these 
physicists are valid. However, the 
modulating effects of the object 
being photographed does affect 

the resultant picture. As has 
already been noted, Kirlian 
photographs of a "human finger­
tip . . .  of a healthy man, calm and 
even-te�pered . . .  " and of "the 
finger of an overtired, emotional­
ly tense individual, "3 not only 
show differences between the 
two physiological states but will 
show the same differences every 
time. 

An increasing number of 
researchers are coming to realize 
that electrodynamics of living 
systems is vitally important and 
that some means of detecting or 
recording the biodynamic rela­
tionships within a living organism 
have to be developed. · 

The method of contact 
photography using high-fre­
quency current is one means of 
doing this. In the words of the 
Kirlians, it "puts at the disposal 
of science and technology a new 
means of laboratory investiga­
tions which reveal enticing 
prospects in the study of nature 
through the effect of the 
'electrical state ' of an object. "9 0

away, insane. A third source 
mentions that she died of a 

. broken neck as the result of a 
fall-or a push-down the great 
staircase of Rayrlham Hall. 

Whatever the cause, Dorothy 
Townshend did die and her spirit 
has repeatedly appeared over the 
past 248 years to frighten com­
moner and gentry alike. 

Almost immediately after her 
death, she began to be seen in 
the chambers and corridors of 
Raynham Hall. The early sight­
ings, and indeed most since, were 
of a lady in a brown dress quite 
unlike the garb worn by the 
apparition seen by lndre Shira in 
1936. These sightings were large­
ly by servants, many of whom 
shortly sought new employment, 
and closely resembled a portrait 
of Dorothy Walpole that then 
hung at Raynham, later at Straw­
berry Hill , the home of her god­
son Horace Walpole. The picture 
itself was eventually sold by 
Christies in 1904 along with 
other Townshend heirlooms and 
was billed as "The Brown 
Lady-Dorothy Walpole, wife of 
the second and most famous 
Marquess of Townshend. "  

Perhaps the spot where the 
Brown Lady has been most often 
seen is a corridor running at right 
angles to the staircase where she 
was photographed . ill 1936 . In 
the late 1700's two gentlemen, 
guests of the house, decided to 
see if they could encounter the 
sup posed ghost. Accordingly, 
they set up a table in the hall and 
proceeded to while away the 
hours by playing a card game 
called ecarte. As a precautionary 
measure, they'd first checked the 
rooms and then stationed atten­
dants at various spots about the 
floor. For two nights nothing 
happened. On the 3rd evening, 
the game was interrrupted when 
a wraithlike figure appeared to 
walk through a nearby wall and 
approach them. The braver of 
the two positioned himself direct­
ly in its path. The apparition 
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passed easily through him, leav­
ing him chilled to the bone, and 
disappeared within the wall be­
hind him . 

The next recorded witness to 
the Brown Lady was none other 
than King George IV of England . 
During a visit to Raynham in the 
1820's, he 'd been placed in the 
State Bedroom. At some point 
during the night he awoke to 
find a woman in a brown dress 
and "with disheveled hair and a 
face of ashy paleness" staring at 
him from the foot of the bed. 
The next morning he announced 
to his host the abrupt termina­
tion of his visit. "I will not pass 
another hour in this accursed 
house," he is reputed to have 
said, "for last night I have seen 
that which I hope to God I may 
never see again ." 

The spirit of Dorothy Walpole 
seems to have lain dormant for a 
good decade. When she reap­
peared it was Christmas, 1835.  In 
the spirit of the season, Lord and 
Lady Charles Townshend had in­
vited a goodly number of people 
to be their guests. Among these 
was one Colonel Loftus and his 
wife. One night Col. Loftus and a 
fellow guest named Hawkins 
stayed up playing chess after the 
others had retired. · Their game 
over, the two proceeded up the 
central staircase when Loftus 
spotted a misty figure standing 
before Lady Townshend's door. 
He was alone, having just left 
Hawkins at his room , but de­
cided to investigate. Unfor­
tunately, the figure dissolved be­
fore he could catch up with it. 

Loftus was one of the few 
individuals to meet the Brown 
Lady twice. The very next night 
he encountered the spirit of Dor­
othy Walpole on the grand stair­
case. "Although her features 
were clearly defined,"  he later 
stated, "where her eyes should 
have been were nothing but dark 
hollows."  

· 

The following morning Col. 
Loftus confronted his host, 

Charles· Townshend, with an ac­
count of what he had seen. H 
he'd expected ridicule or disbe­
lief, he was certainly surprised at 
the response. "I am forced to 
believe in it, " Townshend told 
his guest, "for she ushered me to 
my room last night. "  

Another prominent visitation 
took place in the 1830's, this 
time to the celebrated author 
Frederick Marryat. It was, 
though, not the frrst frightening 
experience te come his way. Dur­
ing the first Burmese War 
( 1824-5) Marryat was the com­
manding officer of a small vessel. 
One night as he lay in his berth 
in the enemy's tropical waters, 
he saw a shadowy fonn enter his 
cabin. Immediately, the thought 
crossed his mind that the ship 
h ad b e e n  boarded. ''Who 's 
there?" he. cried, ready to grap­
ple with the intruder. But before 
he could do so, in the moonlight · 

he recognized the visitor as his 
brother. "Fred,"  the figure an­
nounced, "I have come to tell 
you that I am dead ! "  As sud­
denly as he had spoken, he 

disappeared. Unnerved, Marryat 
got out his logbook and recorded 
the particulars and the exact 
time at which they occurred. 
Some time later, when he re­
turned to England, he discovered 
from dispatches awaiting him 
that his brother had died and at 
exactly that hour when Marryat 
had seen him thousands of miles 
away. 

Marryat's experience at Rayn­
ham was not officially chron­
icled until years after his death in 
1 848. It was reported by his 
daughter, Florence, first in a 
book entitled There Is No Death 
and later in the December 24, 
1870, issue of Harper 's Weekly. 

At the time Marryat had pur­
chased his own estate, Langham, 
in Norfolk. Among his friends 
were Lord and Lady Charles 
Townshend who'd just taken 
possession . of Raynham Hall. 
They invited Marryat and others

to their home for an extended 
housewarming, but the occasion 
was not to be a pleasant one . 

According to Florence Mar­
ryat : ". . . soon after their 
arrival, rumors arose that the 
house was haunted, and their 
guests began , one and all, to 
make excuses to go home again . 
It was all on account of a Brown 
Lady , whose portrait hung in one 
of the bedrooms (the State Bed­
room) , and in which she was 
repres�nted as wearing a brown 
satin dress . . . and a ruff around 
her throat - a very harmless, 
innocent-looking young woman . 
But they all declared they had 
seen her walking about the 
house - some in the corridor, 
some in their bedrooms, others 
in the lower premises, and 
n e it h e r  guests nor servants 
would remain in the Hall. " 

Townshend was understand­
ably upset and turned to Marryat 
for advice, as the latter was a 
no-nonsense county magistrate. 
Marryat 's theory was that the 
grounds and perhaps the house 
were being used by smugglers 
who were trying to frighten the 
Townshends into leaving. He of­
fered to personally investigate 
the situation and asked to be 
situated in the State Bedroom . 
With a loaded pistol beneath his 
pillow, he settled down to s�e 
what would develop . 

The first two nights were un­
eventful . On the 3rd he was 
preparing to retire when two 
nephews of Lord Townshend 
knocked on his door. Would he, 
they asked, accompany them to 
their room , which was at the 
other end of the corridor, to 
examine a gun they'd just re­
ceived from London. This he did, 
after which the young men of­
fered to walk Marryat back to his 
room. As they left, he picked up 
the newly-acquired pistol. "In 
case we meet the Brown Lady , "  
h e  said jokingly. 

But it turned out to be no 
joke. Once in the corridor, which 
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was pitch-black, all three saw a 
gl immering light approaching 
them . Marryat at first thought it 
was probably one of the female 
guests on her way to the nursery 
and, as he was half-dressed, 
slipped into a small foyer which 
fronted each bedroom . His two 
companions joined him. The hall 
door was ajar &nd he watched the 
figure draw nearer until, sud­
denly, he realized she was 
dressed as was · the Brown Lady 
in the portrait. He was about to 
challenge the intruder, who he 
still thought was a flesh-and­
blood one, when the form 
stopped of its own accord before 
his place of concealment. In the 
light of the lamp she was carry­
ing, Marryat saw a diabolical 
countenance grinning maliciously 
at him . 

Florence Marryat described 
her father as "anything but 
lamb-like in disposition . "  Infuri­
ated at the gall of what he 
assumed was a trespasser, he 
threw open the door and fired 
his pistol at point-blank range 
straight into the leering face. 
Instantly, the corripor fell dark 
and the three men were alone. 
Obtaining a candle, they dis­
covered that the bullet had 
passed through the door of the 
bedroom foyer opposite and 
lodged itself in the inner door. 

His daughter's account con­
cludes : "My father never at­
tempted again to interfere with 
the Brown Lady, and I have 
heard that she haunts the prem­
ises to this day. That she did so 
at the time there is no shadow of 
doubt. " 

After the Marryat episode, th e 
spirit of Dorothy Walpole seems 
to have rested for nearly a cen­
tury , although one Rev. W .  P. M .  
M 'Lean, rector o f  West Rayn­
ham , claimed to have met her in 
1 903 while roaming about the 
house. 

In November of 1 926, _ she 
reappeared again . This time it 
was before two boys, one of 

whom was the young Marquess 
Townshend . Neither youngster 
was familiar with the legend of 
the Brown Lady , and yet both 
saw her - and it was on the 
staircase where she made her 
appearance. 

Almost exactly a decade later 
the Provand-Shira photograph 
was taken. The editor of Coun try 
Life submitted the negative to 
Harry Price, the tireless repre­
sentative of the Society for 
Psychical Researcli. Price ques­
tioned both Provand and Shira 
and concluded : "I could not 
shake their story , and I had no 
right to disbelieve them. Only 
collusion between the two men 
would account for the 'ghost ' if 
it is a fake. The negative is 
entirely innocent of any faking. " 

And thus the matter stands . 
Does the gh'ost of Dorothy Wal­
pole still walk the corridors of 
the house in which she met her 
untimely death? Perhaps, and 
then again , maybe not. 

The eminent American para­
psychologist Hans Holzer tried to 
gain admittance to Raynham 
Hall in -1969 for the express 
purpose of following up the 
premise that within this ancient 
house there roam the spirits of 
restless people who lived and 
breathed their "hour upon the 
stage " and had yet failed to 
make the transition between this 
sphere of being and the next. He 
was refused permission. 

Raynham Hall stands today 
just as it has stood for 2 50 years. 
Unlike many of the great man­
sions of England, it is not open 
to the casual .public. Yet a writ­
ten request will sometimes pro­
vide the student of Georgian 
architecture with a pass to the 
grounds and the house itself-the 
glimpse of former elegance in 
wrought-ironwork, relief-panel­
ing and-who knows-perhaps a 
misty figure passing slowly along 
the silent corridors or descending 
the great oak staircase_ of 
Raynham Hall. D 
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NICOLA TESLA: 
THE 
FOURTH 
DIMENSIONAL 
ENIGMA? 

In a remote little village called 
Smilijan, Croatia, (now a part of 
Yugoslavia) on the eve of July 
9, 1 856, a most unusual life was 
formed on this planet E arth . 
Nicola Tesla, a fourth-dimen­
sional being was to live , for a 
time, in a third-d imensional 
world. Perhaps it was pre..deter­
mined that he would come forth 
from this particular womb. 
Tesla's mother was a very�ex�

traordinary, extremely intelligent 
woman with uncanny mechanical 
ability. Nicola was her fourth 
child. Nicola's brother D ane, at 
age 7, was already considered a 
genius. Dana died at age 1 2  and 
Nicola vowed that he would 
carry on his brother's genius. 
Nicola realized that he was 
different from other children at a 
very early age . He could never 
distinguish between the real and 

the imaginery as the imaginary 
was always just as solid as the 
real in his world. He was bored 
with children 's games and found 
that he could make workable 
things at age 4, such as his small 
"power wheel. ,, By the time 
Tesla was 17 he had already 
devoted himself to the study of 
electricity and magnetism . The 
life story of Nicola Tesla sounds 
like science fiction ,  from begin­
ning to end, he was so far ahead 
of his time. It seemed he 
possessed super-natural powers, 
his work was always too far 
advanced for his fellow scientists 
to understand. His eyes were pale 
blue in later years, having been 
dark blue in his youth. He said 
this change came about from the 
constant use of his mind. Tesla 
was a slim man ,  over 6 ft. tall, 
with jet black hair. To say he was 
impressive looking is an under­
statement. He always appeared in 
his outfit of long coat tails, stiff 
white shirt, black bow 1 tie and 
tall silk hat 

While in Paris, one of Thomas 
Edison's associates met Tesla and 



arranged for him to come to 
America. In 1 884 Tesla came to 
New York to see the great 
Edison and convince him that 
alternating current was better 
than direct current. Tesla proved 
that he could send power many 
miles without wires, however, 
the "money-makers" of that 
time were shaking their heads in 
the negative not liking the idea 
of "free power" to the people. 
As is the case today ,  big business 
stepped in. In the end ,  it was 
George Westinghouse who finally 
bought his alternating current 
patents. Tesla stated that George 
Westinghouse was the only man 
on earth who could take his 
alternating current system and 
win the battle against prejudice ! 
J. P. Morgan gave Tesla a 
personal gift of $1 50,000. Tesla 
had his dreams; to be able to 
harness the power of Niagara 
Falls, change weather patterns, 
to make lightning which in tum 
would produce rain and elimi­
nate drought. He realized that it 
was high amperage that de­
stroyed flesh and not high 

American electrical engineer 
and inventor, born in Smiljan 
(now in Yugoslavia), and edu­
cated at the Poly technic School 
in Graz, Austria, and at the 
University of Prague. In 1 888 
Tesla designed the first practical 
system of generating and trans­
mitting alternating current for 
electric po wer. Tesla is recog­
nized as one of the outstanding 
pioneers in the electric power 
field. His many inventions in­
clude higly-frequency generators 
(1 890) and the Tesla coil (1 891 ), 
a transformer with important ap­
plications in the field of radio 
com m unications. 

voltage and risked his life in an 
experiment to prove his alternat­
ing current was harmless. He 
successfully melted a wire from 
current passed thru h is body ! 

Nicola Tesla WAS the father 
of our modem electricity and 
power distribution systems ! Why 
is Edison given credit for his 
work? Why is Tesla practically 
unknown in our present day 
educational system, and why did 
the FBI seize Tesla's papers at 
the time of his death, under the 
guise of safeguarding national 
security? They were afraid that 
Tesla had written down his ideas 
(which were secret) for pro­
ducing power from the sun, for 
sending energy on invisible 
beams or for his "death ray." 

This great man , this true giant 
in the field of electricity, has not 
yet to this day come into his 
own; havng lived and died with 
hardly a mention in this 
country . He is only most noted 
for his Tesla coil which was only 
one of his minor inventions. He 
found a method of converting 
and distributing electrical cur-
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rents, obtaining alternating cur­
rent, an apparatus for the 
utilization of radiant energy and 
a system of signaling. He found a 
way to transmit electrical energy 
through the natural medi urns and 
an electrical incandescent lamp. 
These are but a very few of the 
contributions of this great man. 

Nicola Tesla, scientist extraor­
dinary, was aware of life on 
other planets. He has given a 
discourse on magnetics through 
space. communications. What is 
magnetism? Today's scientists do 
not know; they know only the 
way it behaves in it's environ­
ment. It is known that even the 
ancients used the magnetic 
lodestone. 

In the 1930's Dr. Tesla issued 
a press release saying that 
"interplanetary communication " 
was, indeed, a fact. Tesla's 
comment. "My measurements 
and calculations have shown that 
it is perfectly practicable to 
produce on our globe, by use of 
these principals, an electrical 
movement of such magnitude 
that without the slightest doubt 
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it's effects will be perceptible on 
one of our nearer planets, such as 
Venus or Mars. Thus, from mere 
possibility, interplanetary com­
munication has progressed to the 
stage of probability . In fact, that 
we can produce a distant effect 
on one of those planets in this 
novel manner, namely, by 
disturbing the electrical condi­
tion of the earth, is beyond all 
question of doubt. This way of 
effecting such communication is, 
essentially different from all 
others which have so far been 
proposed by scientific man . That 
we can send a message to another 
planet is certain ; that we can get 
an answer is probable. Man is not 
the only being in the infinite, 
gifted with a mind. 

Again, can you believe that 
this most vivid , scientific intel-

lect of our time is practically 
unknown? He h ad found a means 
of supplying electrical energy 
using the earth as a conductor. 
Does this not seem timely with 
our diminishing supplies of 
energy? All of our power could 
have been received by merely 
connecting to an antenna and a 
conductor placed in the earth. 
There would h ave been "wire­
less" power of such magnitude as 
to eliminate threats of an energy 
crisis for generations to come! 

Even in death Tesla was 
unique. When his days here were 
ended, on the eve of January 7, 
1943, Tesla passed out of this 
third-dimensional world . Even 
the phenomenon surrounding his 
funeral has never been explained. 
Of the many photos taken inside 
the cathedral during the cere-

mony not one was legible. It 
seemed as though the people 
were vibrating and blurred while 
the details of the inside of the 
cathedral were clear. It is also 
said that a brilliant beam of 
sunlight suddenly streamed down 
from the heavens, through the 
cathedral window, and came to 
rest on Tesla's casket. 

This is such a minute portion 
of the great Tesla's life. Why are 
the achievements of Nicola Tesla 
unheard of and kept silent? It is 
time for answers. It is time for 
that brilliant beam of sunlight 
from the heavens that rested on 
Tesla to shine forth once again in 
the light of this great being. 
Answers will soon be forth­
coming. It is suggested that you 
study the biographies of this 
great man and learn for

It was a perfect crime, thought the policeman 
when he k illed his wife. U ntil she returned as a ghost 
to reveal how her husband killed her. 

Erich Langner a fomer electrician, turned police­
ma n of Dresden, West Germany fell in love with 
24-year-o ld policewoman Hildegard Wommer, and 
decided to get rid of his wife by making it look l ike 
an accident. 

He connected an 1 8  foot roll of copper wire to a 
telephone pole's l ive wires in a forest near his home 
and drove there the next day with his wife. He asked 
his wife to get the copper wire for him '*because 
people will pay a lot for it." When, u nsuspectingly, 
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she grabbed it with her bare hands, she was electro­
cute.d. He told pol ice she had accidentally stepped on 
a live wire hanging from the pole -and her  death was 
ruled accidental. It would have remained that way­
but her spirit spoke to her daughter on the 1 9th 
anniversary of her death -after Erich had married his 
policewoman m istress and been appointed police 
chief. '*Your father is my murderer," said the voice 
which came to the daughter as she sat in the dining 
room of L iepzig University. '*Your brother-in-law is 
my murderer," said the same voice to the murdered 
woman's brother, R ichard Hoehne, that day. And 
that was what they told the court before Langner 
broke down and confessed. 0
