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Editorial 

After years of being ignored and mocked by the 
scientific community, as well as various govern­
ment agencies, there are signs that the study of 
Ufology is finally gaining respectability. 

At a recent gathering of members of The 
American Astronomy Society in Stanford, Cali­
fornia, Professor Peter A. Sturrock, a Stanford 
University astrophysicist, remarked that 53 per-. 
cent of the 1,356 members of the society who have 
responded to a survey, believe that the UFO 
mystery should certainly be investigated further. 
This is a dramatic change over the views expressed in the past. 

Sixty two members of the society said that they had seen UFOs and had 
made instrument recording of events they could not identify but were sure 
were related in some way to the UFO mystery. Professor Sturrock further 
stated that over 80 percent of the members of this prestigous organization 
would be willing to help solve the UFO enigma if some way could be found. 

One astronomer at the gathering said he had seen a UFO in Florida, ''It 
had a bright aluminum hue and 'the familiar disc shape. When it was 
approached it faded from sight leaving only a thin cloud layer. The object had 
seemed solid and sharply outlined.'' Two other astronomers volunteered to 
tell about their sightings which they feel involve electromagnetic effects, a 
source which many UFO researchers feel is the key to the mystery. They 
related how lights on both their cars went off instantly and their motors went 
dead when a large, disc shaped object hovered overhead. Reports like these 
coming from the scientific world only proves that UFOs are not to 
be passed over lightly. Lets hope that the government takes a cue from this 
sudden change in the scientific world and releases what information would 
be useful to the scienti�s as well as the privately funded UFO organizations 
who are trying to get to the bottom of the UFO mystery. 

Again, at Acapulco, Mexico, researchers attending the First International 
Congress on the UFO Phenomenon, stated that more and more scientists 
have taken an interest in Ufology. Among the,scientists present was Dr. J. 
Allen Hynek, Director of the Lindheimer Astronoinical Research Center, 
Northwestern University., Dr. Hynek has spent over 30 years in UFO 
research and is respected as a foremost authority. He has been receiving 
many requests from astronomers, physicists, and engineers asking to 
participate in UFO research. 

We here at Beyond Reality would like to make our contribution by making 
available from time to time, special issues devoted to Ufology.

In your September 1976 issue 

you carried a story on a giant 
bat-like bird that inhabits the Mid­
west. I have had an experience 
with such birds. 

In 1948, my friend and I were 
driving in a jeep from San Simon, 
Arizona towards Doughtful Can­
yon. We were riding through sage 
and cactus country and found an 
old road near Steens Canyon 
which may have been an old 
stage coach road. Surrounding the 
canyon were two high peaks and 
on one of those peaks was a giant 
nest. · 

At this point I took for granted 
that it was an eagle's nest, yet 
admittedly I had never seen one 
that big. I dropped my friend off 
about a mile from that spot 
because he wanted to do some 
prospecting. I drove about a mile 
or so away and sat in my jeep 
scanning the mountains with bi­
noculars. After 15 minutes or so, I 
got out and walked about 300 feet 
toward the peaks, and to my utter 
shock, two large, man-like birds 
started to hover over and around 
me. 

They were too large to be either 
condors or eagles and they didn't 
quite look like birds at all. I had to 
keep turning around and around 
because these two fantastic bird-



like creatures looked like they 
were ready to attack. They swoop­
ed down within ten feet of me. I 
could easily have shot them, but 
instead I got in my jeep and drove 
a few miles further into the 
canyon and then turned around 
and went to pick up my friend. 

It was, to say .the least, a very 
interesting experience. Don't let 
anyone tell you that cactus and 
dry earth are the only things you'll 
find in the deserts of Arizona.

In response to the letter signed 

by James Oberg, Astronomy 
Magazine, the readers of Beyond 
Reality should -realize that is not 
Oberg's real hat. Oberg, who has 
emerged in the last year as the 
arch critic of UFOs, is really a 
U.S. Air Force Captain who is on 
' 'special' '  assignment at the 
Johnson Space Center. Everyone 
who knows the role of the :Air 
Force in the great UFO coverup 
need search no further for Captain 

Oberg's persistent attacks on 
UFOs and those who try to open­
mindedly present any research 
related to this field. 

Captain Oberg is pouring out 
tons of anti-UFO material all bent 
on one direction - to try to shatter 
the public's ever growing convic­
tion and concern that UFOs are 
real. So, Oberg has been attacking 
everyone and anyone on the UFO 
scene who takes such a position. 
Often his crude attacks have 
bordered on the maniacal. 

No one-not even the big guns 
in the UFO field- are immune to 
Oberg's vitriolic invective. Dr. J. 
Allen Hynek is a top investigator 
in the field having worked as a 
consultant- on UFOs for the Air 
Force for almost twenty years. Dr. 
Hynek, former head of the astro­
nomy department of Northwest­
em University and now head of 
the Center for UFO studies has 
exposed the U.S. government and 
Air Force's·coverup program and 
policy to write them all off. He has 
since called for serious open 
minded investigation of UFOs in 
such books as his The UFO 
Experience and The Edge of 
Reality. 

This, of course, has incurred 
the ire of Captain Oberg who 
a�cks Hynek in following crude 
comparison: ' ' I've had a chance to 
read the Hervey book cfFOs: The 
American Scene, and I barely 
avoided puking. Now I see why 
Ufologists praised Hynek's 'Edge' 
so highly. It does have a wit and a 
vision and a modicum of scientific 
lip service that is so terribly 
lacking in these other abortions. 
It's  still a lousy book, however, 
with an appalling irresponsible 
attitude toward rules of evidence 

BY THE READERS 

- I  guess you can prefer 'Edge' to 
'Ufology' and ' Scene' just as you 
would prefer dandruff to diptheria 
and dysentery. ' '  

The fact that Oberg has not 
·stooped to such dastardly attacks 
in his letter to Beyond Reality is a 
kind of backhanded compliment to 
the readers and to the quality of 
the magazine. He realizes, of 
course , you are a more sophisti­
cated breed and would not consid­
er guttersDipe remarks of this ilk. 

Pushing aside his uncalled for 
invective against me, which makes 
this researcher look like Jack the 
Ripper, let us try to answer some 
of his objections. 

First of all Oberg tries to play 
down all encounters of astronauts 
with UFOs (there have been 26 
alleged such encounters, admit­
tedly not all of them unexplain­
able).  He tries to explain away all 
the strange lunar lights and 
inexplicable happenings (such as 
changes) '  on the moon saying that 
no "serious scientist" has claim­
ed that these indicate the possible 
existence of alien life there. 
Apparently Oberg's memory must 
be getting rusty, for anyone_ 
conversant with the UFO field 
knows of the · work of the late 
astronomer Dr. Morris Jessup of 
the University of Michigan who 
indeed carried out an intensive 
study of the thousands of such 
strange lights and activities on the 
moon as reported in scientific and 
astronomical journals. He conclu­
ded that alien beings were indeed 
occupying the moon and have 
been for several centuries, if not 
longer. He devoted over a hundred 
pages to this in his intriguing book 
The Case for the UFO. Of course,

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�rich Von Danlken's reply to: 
WHERE VON DANIKEN WENT WRONG 

The following is a reply to an 
article which was published in 
May/June 1977 Beyond Reality 
magazine (Where Von Daniken 
Went Wrong). 

Although we did point out 
several errors which were record­
ed in his books ''Chariots of the 
Gods? ' '  and ''Gods From Outer 
Space ' ', we also acknowledge the 
fact that Mr. Von Daniken 's many 
books dealing with his views on 
ancient. astronauts, has helped to 
open many minds and guide 
researchers in new directions in 
search of the mysteries stiU to 
found_ on our planet. -Editor 

In response to my different 
books, I have indeed, come across 
quite a number of attacking 
articles but, rarely any as illogical 
as the one published in your 
magazine. My book, Chariots of 
the Gods? was written in 1966, i.e. 
-a good ll years ago. 
After Chariots of the Gods, there 
was a series of other books in 
which errors of the first book have 
been corrected. Critics therefore 
should no longer occupy them­
selves with my first book but, 
rather with the subsequent books 
and in particular with In Search of 
Ancient Gods. 
My statement that the Sumerian 
culture has developed out of 
nothing is absolutely correct. No 
other culture has dwelled on this 
planet where you can find such 
early signs of technical, math­
ematical, and astronomical de­
velopments as the Sumerians. The 
Sumerian mythology also repeat­
edly refers to Gods from outer 
space. 

With regard to the attacks on 
the "crystal lens" or the "elec­
trical battery,'' I can only say that 
my facts are real. You simply have 
to take the trouble to see my film 
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In Search of Ancient Gods. There 
you can see with your very own 
eyes all the mentioned objects on 
the spot. 

If I show cave paintings with 
men in astronaut-like suits or with 
helmets on, I really mean it, and I 
am not at all referring to repro­
ductions as shown in Beyond 
Reality. Again, I refer you to my 
film and book In Search of Ancient 
Gods. 

Another reproach is that I state 
that the extraterrestrials have had 
sexual intercourse with the ''earth 
daughters.'' You say that this 
would be impossible from the 
biological point of view. Quite 
obviously one important thing has 
been overlooked. I have always 
assured that these different cross­
breedings betwee� the extrater­
restrials and the terrestrials are 
mentioned in a great number of 
mythologies, even in the genesis. 
I also clearly refer to the fact that 
the number of chromosomes of 
the extraterrestrials must have 
been identical to the number of 
chromosomes of the terrestrials: 
thus they had to-and I have 
mentioned this repeatedly-initi­
ate a controlled artificial mu­
tation. 

As far as the Easter Islands are 
concerned, not only has Beyer­
dahl spoken to the natives but also 
myself. The question I have raised 
in my book was not: How have the 
Easter Island statues been trans­
ported? My question was: How 
and out of what sort of material 
have they been made? The fact 
that Heyerdahl has transported 
the smallest of the statues (inci­
dentally with the help of ropes and 
not without as claimed by the 
critics) is also known to me. 
Before somebody imputes to me 
such nonsense they really should 
first read what I have actually 
written in this connection (see 
Gods from Outer Space or In 

Erich von Daniken 

Search of Ancient Gods). 
Equally absurd, is the state­

ment that I have said with regard 
to the plains of Nazca, that space 
ships had landed there. In my 
books, I have made two things 
absolutely clear: that the plains of 
Nazca look like a gigantic airport, 
and not a mother space ship but at 
best some auxiliary space vehicles 
have landed there. 

With regard to the construction 
of the great pyramid, the critics 
are again implying ideas that I've 
never even said in my books. I am 
fully aware that in the Egyptian 
museums one can also find ropes. 
These ropes, however, do not 
originate from the period of 
Pharaoh Khufu, the builder of the 
great pyramid. Also the various 
tablets which can be seen in the 
Egyptian museum in Cairo and 
which describe the construction 
methods of the old Egyptians 
originate from much earlier times. 

True, that in Chariots of the 
Gods I have raised the q\lestion 
from where the old Egyptians 
might have taken the idea of 
mumification. And I have spec­
ulated that this idea might pos­
sibly have arisen out of some old 
faith, a tradition of a practical 
rebirth. 

The traditional explanation that 
mumification is connected with 
spiritual palin-genesis sounds rea-· 
sonable enough. However, as to 
its source, it is in no way 
probable. Every idea has its 
starting-point. Perhaps the old

Many science fiction Writers 
have dwelt upon the idea of a 
''Galactic Club,'' an interstellar 
community comprised of a myriad 
of advanced technological civil­
izations. The word "club" im­
mediately suggests some kind of 
exclusivitey, as indeed it is meant 
to; for only those civilizations 
w.hich have achieved, not only a 
technological, but an ethical 
maturity would be admitted. Does 
such a galactic club exist? If so, 
how does it tie in with the 
question of UFOs? 

Researchers have been unable 
to find a reason why UFO occu­
pants usually do not contact us. 
Within this mass of negative 
information, the important clues 
that we need might be found. 

A large number of reports of 
UFO landings tell of humanoid 
aliens behaving as if human 
beings were to be feared or 
ignored. These landings do not in 
the least appear to be missions of 
exploration. For logistical reasons 
they cannot be. The scenes have 
all the appearances of being 

staged to convey a bri�f but 
concrete picture. 

People report UFO occupants 
seeming to repair their craft, or 
seeming to gather samples of 
leaves and stones, or just being 
outside the craft. In most cases 
the occupants leave hurriedly, or 
even in panic when they notice the 
witness. In other instances, they 
paralyze the witness, hurried­
ly complete their activities and 
leave. In no proper sense do these 
scenes involve exchange between 
the occupants and the witness. If 
UFO occupants are alien visitors, 
they are making it painfully 
obvious that they do not care for 
us. What would be the point of 
coming all the way here, just to 
tell us that? The question can be 
put in a way that raises the real 
issue. How many superior alien 
peoples would be concerned about 
humanity at this moment, and 
why? 

Stars that can support life on 
their planets generally do so for 
an average of 15 billion years. 
Depending on how (tum page)

old most of these stars might be, 
their planets could be at any stage 
in a long period of evolution. It is 
very unlikely that two worlds of 
different stars are at approx­
imately the same stage of evolu­
tion or anywhere near it. We then 
could say that our critical period is 
from 1900 A.D. to 2100 A.D. 
During this time we either do or 
do not take our wars and intol­
erance· into the alien sphere. It 
need not be' more than another 
hundred years before we reach the 
same limits their technology has 
reached. Our threat to them in the 
me�time could be grave. 

The critical period on other 
worlds might also be about 200 
years. Either the inhabitants ac­
quire the �eans to travel quickly 
to the stars in that period, or they 
fail to do so and exhaust their 
physical resources, so that they 
are no longer a threat to anyone. 

We can say that on the average, 
one out of every 25 million or more 
worlds is at this critical stage of 
development. It could be that as 
many as 100 worlds inhabited by 
superior aliens are concerned by 
our potential threat to them right 
at this moment. They will be 
fervently hoping that w,e will stay 
on our own world until we learn to 
mend our ways. Their very num­
ber would allow as many as 10 
thousand different designs of 
UFOs to be seen in any one year, 
with no repetition from year to 
year. It would also mean that the 
variety of UFO occupants would 
be enormous. This is exactly the 
case of reported UFO encounters. 
If superior aliens have achieved 
the technology to reduce the mass 
and inertia of their ships to zero, 
they can travel at the speed of 
light. This reduces the problems 
of travel time greatly. Such an 
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achievement seems to be within 
the reac� of our modem physics. 
Reported UFO maneuvers fit this 
theory. We can grant, then, that 
superior aliens can come here in 
great numbers, and easily. 

It remains for us to deduce their 
motives. This can be done only if 
human social problems are taken 
into account. Superior alien intel­
ligence must begin its history with 
exactly these same problems. 
There are many reasons why it 
cannot be otherwise. 

In short, we have obtained our 
present technology and know­
ledge precisely because of the 
pressures our faults have put 
upon us. Now, however, this is no 
longer safe or desirable. Our 
planet is divided into nations, 
between some of which there is a 
perilous and continuous state of 
hostility. Within each nation there 
are mutually hostile classes, fac­
tions, cliques, communities, and 
subcultures. Even mutually hostile 
religions have themselves split 
into mutually hostile sects. Efforts 
to reunite are generally futile. 

In both the Third World and the 
west, proper distinctions are not 
made among technological ad­
vance, social liberation, and cultu­
ral values. This makes western­
ers, especially, unduly chauvinis­
tic. Among most nations there is 
generally no mutu81 appreciations 
of cultural values. 

We are therefore not at all in a 
very good position to appreciate 
alien cultural values. We are not 
at all likely to think that the 
superior alien view of our society 
is reasonable. Many of us can of 
course easily guess what they will 
think of us, but being actually 
confronted with alien judgment 
� quite a different matter. Be­
tween the anticipation and the 

situation, there is a wide mental 
and emotional gap. 

As adults, human beings main­
tain very rigid ideas and are 
hardly aware of doing so. We do 
not fully know how to deal with 
this situation because our respect 
for individual beliefs trips us up. 
That :is but one of the many 
reasons why our response to UFO 
reports has been so hopeless. 
Instead of searching for practical 
responses to UFO reports, dis­
believers, cultists, and serious 
investigators have been irrelevan­
tly at loggerheads. In this sort of 
situation our rigidities, rivalries, 
and monopolies would prevent the 
truth from penetrating our soc­
iety, regardless of what the truth 
about UFOs might be. 

If aliens desiring maturity want­
ed to have a pleasant and peaceful 
future, they would have to over­
come their own racism, senseless 
conformism, cultural chauvinism, 
nationalism, ideological intoler­
ance, greed for status, incapacity 
for love, and most important of 
all, their inability to face the 
reality of their own limitations. 
These awful failings stand in the 
way of the true liberation of the 
individual and society. They 
trample . over the Wise use of 
resources that this liberation re­
quires. These faults are due partly 
to history and partly to the 
original animal nature of an 
intelligent people. In a world at 
the stage of our earth's evolution, 
mechanization and over popula­
tion are completely out of step 
with biological evolution. 

Animal nature is useful for a 
very primitive society. Indeed, it 
is essential to surviv.al. · In an 
industrial and heavily populated 
world, our crude animal nature is 
no longer helpful. It threatens to 



become a terrible hindrance and a 
hazard. The most dangerous way 
in which our animal nature works 
against us is when we believe 
what we want to believe instead of 
facing facts. In order to survive, 
even an intelligent extraterrest­
rial would have to realize that 
there is a path to an intelligent 
and happy future, a path which 
requires that the nature of the 
people be changed altogether. If 
UFO occupants were highly intell­
igent aliens who bad not changed 
their natures for the better, we 
would have been exploited and 
enslaved long ago. If they had 
exploited and enslaved us they 
would sit on our heads instead of 
diverting great energy to breeze 
in and out of our atmosphere like 
fugitives and ghosts. In addition, 
our planet would be a continuous 
battlefield between rival alien 
factions-which it is not. If UFO 
occupants are real aliens, they 
must be ethically superior to us. 

A world of mature people could 
plan its life for billions of years 
into the future. Althougq the vast 
space around a star with planets, 
we believe, contains many sunless 
planetary bodies, the resources 
available from these would still 
require a reduction of population 
on the home world. Only then 
could resources be used no faster 
then nature replaced them. An 
alien planet could support as 
many as fifty million people in 
palatial comfort for billions of 
years. To grow beyond this in 
population will mean problems. 
The limits to growth of agriculture 
are but one factor. 

We have no justification for our 
childish belief that resources are 
unlimited or that sources of energy 
unknown to us exist to support 
more people. To suppose that 

psychic powers can make some­
thing out of nothing is not 
justified. There is no evidence 
that science could go beyond 
Einstein's Unified Field Theory. 
The real barrier to our further 
advance in science is increasing 
vagueness of data. This is why 
technically superior aliens need 
not be more than 200 years in 
advance of ourselves, if that 
much. That they may be billions of 
years ahead of us as people is 
another matter. 

Billions of years of static but 
mature civilization would be most­
ly rural. Intelligent, sophisticated 
beings would have all their amen­
ities in the countryside. The real 
pleasures of life are iii the very 
web of life itseH, and never in a 
city. We have not yet learned how 
to transplant urban amenities into 
the backwoods. We seem to prefer 
automobile exhaust to clean air. 

One of the major epochs in any 
alien existence is precisely when 
their planet reaches the stage 
which earth has reached. Our 
planet is absurdly overpopulated 
and driven by a mad greed for 
resources. It is choked by aliena­
ting cities, intolerance, and hostil­
ity. No superior aliens would dare 
allow us anywhere near them. 
How, then, are we to be reconciled 
with them? 

Pleasant life on a mature world 
is safe only if all other intelligent 
beings are themselves mature. 
Exchange between these mature 
beings separated by vast distances 
is possible becaus� of openness to 
alien values. Safety is assured 
only when no beings capable of 
interstellar .travel are still at the 
stage of being aggressive in 
nature. 

If the Galactic Club is a real 
thing, then membership in it is 

based upon three requirements. 
An intelligent people must reduce 
its population drastically, use its 
resources wisely, and develop a 
truly civilized disposition. Any 
new planet (such as our earth) 
which does not fulfill these re­
quirements is a menace to all the 
others. But if we were regarded as 
a menace, it would be very likely 
that we would have been destroy­
ed by now. 

Could it be that the superior 
aliens have selfish motives? Why 
else would they leave their home 
planets to spend time around the 
disheartening human scene in­
stead of getting rid of -it and going 
back home? The only possible 
explanation is that in a galactic 
community, every civilization is 
capable of contrib'l:lting unique 
talents which could enrich and 
diversify all the other cultures. 
Thus, it is to the advantage of the 
superior aliens if we manage 
somehow to mend our ways. 

Many scientist now believe that 
there must be an enormous num- · 
her of worlds that can support 
intelligent beings. Evidence from 
many sciences support this idea. 
We must therefore look upon the 
Galacitic community as a very real 
possibility. Any objection to this 
view would if the aliens wanted us 
to develop to maturity, why would 
they not intervene now to prevent 
us from failing. There are several 
valid reasons why their interfer­
ence should be minimal. Alien 
advice to us would not be readily 
followed. Many of us would refuse 
to Understand it. It would be 
suspected of being a way to 
fatten us for the kill. Those of us 
who prefer simple lies to the 
complex truth would happily listen 
to irresponsible fanatics and false 
messiahs. Our civilization would

The car was being pulled by

At this point, the women 
underwent a wave of nausea. 
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The night of January 6, 1976 
will forever remain in the minds of 
Louise Smith, Mona Staford and 
Elaine Thomas-at least some of 
it will . None of the three women 
can consciously recall what had 
happened to them in the hour and 
twenty-five minutes following 
their terrifying encounter with a 
strange luminous object while 
driving home along a dark high­
way in Ke�tucky. 

Their description of the en­
counter, as well as what subse­
quently came to light under 
hypnosis, has continued to in­
trigue both UFO experts and lay 
people alike. 

The three women had spent a 
pleasant evening at the Redwood 
Restaurant which is located near 

1 Stanford, Kentucky, celebrating 
Mona Staford' s birthday. At about 
eleven o'clock they all got into the 
front seat of Louise Smith's car for 
the 29-mile drive back to their 
hometown of Liberty.

UFO REPORT 
FROM RUSSIA 

In 1976 a burst of UFO sight­
ings occurred over the Soviet 
Union. Strange lights and uniden­
tified objects were seen hovering 
over such major population cent­
ers as Moscow, Leningrad and 
Kiev, as well as over more remote 
villages and hamlets in the Ural 
Mountains, the Caucasus and in 
Siberia. These sightings have 
puzzled both Soviet government 
officials and citizens alike. But it 
remains to be seen who is more 
frightened-the government, or 
the people. 

In the Caucasus Mountains of 
southern Russia, a mysterious 
"spot of light" hovered over a 
town for nearly 36 hours. An 
Aeroflot jetliner bound for Siberia 
was trailed by a strange object 
over the course of half its flight ; 
when Soviet Air Force jets ap­
peared on the scene to investi­
gate, the object vanished. At a 
railroad crossing on the outskirts 
of Moscow, a waiting line of 
motorists had their engines turned 
off by an unidentified craft that 
hovered overhead for nearly 45 
minutes. Two Soviet cosmonauts 
returned to earth with film shot 
from their Soyuz spacecraft show­
ing several sau�er-like objects 
orbiting alongside their space 
craft. The film , of course, was 
surpressed. 

A wheat farmer in Georgia 
reported numerous sightings of 
strange lights in the sky during

mid-summer of last year; so did 
many of his neighbors. Bathers at 
the Black Sea resort of Odessa 
also reported mysterious objects 
flashing in the sky. 

The official line taken by the 
Soviet Government is to deny the 
existence of UFOs. In Russia, 
when the denials come from high 
places, very often the rumor mills 
start churning, and this is precise­
ly what happened during the 
latest Soviet UFO flap. This comes 
about because the government 
there treats even the most mun­
dane information as secret. Unap­
proved subjects, therefore, gen­
erally gain widest interest. And 
that is why many Soviet citizens 
believe that their government is 
trying to conceal any such infor­
mation about alien visitors from 
outer space. 

Reports of UFOs, like the 
communication that is carried on 
among political dissidents within 
the Soviet Union, must, of neces­
sity, travel underground. One 
such recent report, a transcript of 
a lecture given by Professor Feliks 
G. Zeigel Of Moscow Aviation 
Institute, clandestinely circulated 
around Moscow last year. The six­
page document reported the land­
ing of two flying saucers near 
Volograd in mid-1975 and went on 
to claim the confirmation of more 
than 300 sightings in the Soviet 
Union since that time. 0 
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Could the so called ' 'space warps' '  be .the answer to space . travel?

Since the beginning of time, 

man has wanted to reach out for 
the stars. Now, he is finally taking 
steps toward that goal. Maybe 
this is one of the reasons that the 
extra-terrestrial origin for UFOs is 
popular. The supporters of this 
theory point out the fact that 
astronomers estimate that more 
than a million earth-like planets 
may exist in our galaxy. And those 
who oppose the theory argue that 
the immense distances between 
the stars make interstellar travel 
all but impossible. � 

The opposition comes from 
belief that nothing can travel 
faster than the speed of light 
which is estimated as being 
186,282 miles per second. They 
argue that a spaceship traveling 
from another solar system as close 
to ours as 20 light years (a short 
distance in astronomical terms), 
at a speed 75 percent that of light, 
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would spend over 26 years getting 
here. Could you really expect 
someone to spend 52 years (26 to 
get here, and 26 to get back) of 
their life for something that would 
amount to nothing more than a 
scientific exploratory mission? 
Probably not. 

It has been suggested that the 
speed of light is not really the 
finite limit it has previously been 
believed to be. This may in faCt be 
so, especially when we consider 
that nowhere in Einstein's Special 
Theory of Relativity (from which 
this limit is 'derived) is it stated 
that nothing can pass the limits 
set by light. But a discussion of 
the validity of faster-than-light 
speeds is beyond the scope of this 
article, and rather than trying to 
prove that faster-than-light speed 
is possible, I want to talk instead 
about a way to get around this 
problem. 

If we look to the works of certain 
science fiction writers we find that 
they have been solving the prob­
lem of interstellar travel by having 
their ships journey through a 
' 'space warp.'' Such terms as 
"space warp,'* "stargate," _"in­
terdimensional space,'' as well as 
numerous other similar words and 

- phrases, all suggest the same 
thing to the science fiction writer 
and reader- a  short cut through 
space. A way to get around the 
immense distuces in space. But 
what exactly is a ' 'space warp''? 

Other terms for space warps are 
"Einstein-Rosen Bridges," or 
' 'worm-holes .'' Such bridges or 
holes in space may allow a 
traveller to get from one place to 
another by cutting into the ' '  fab­
ric'' of space. This is based upon 
the theory that space is curved 
and, therefore, were you to travel 
from one star to another you

would be moving with the curva­
ture of space. But the shortest 
distance between two points is a 
straight line, and a journey over 
the curvature of space is not a 
straight line. A space warp would 
allow a space traveller 'to journey 
from one planet to another planet 
in a straight line, in effect, 
by-passing the curvature of space. 
Let's look at an example. 

Suppose two airplanes are going 
to race half-way around the world, 
from Los Angeles to Peking, over 
the Pacific Ocean. Both planes 
take off at the same time and 
travel at a speed of 100 miles per 
hour. The first plane makes the 
trip over a semi-circular sweep of 
the globe , taking 125 hours to 
cover the 12,500 miles. Now 
suppose that the second plane 
travelled via an imaginary hole 
through the center of the earth ; it 
would take only 80 hours to reach 
its destination, fully one-and-one­
half times faster! They both 
started from the same place and 
ended up in the same place, but 
the second plane arrived two days 
before the first. The second plane 
had taken a short-cut that by­
passed the curvature of the earth. 
This is similar to what would 
happen if a spaceship were to 
travel through a space warp ; it 
would by-pass the curvature of 
normal space , where the speed of 
light is the maximum speed that 
can be attained. It would seem as 
though the ship had travelled 
faster than light, but in reality, it 
only took a short cut. 

Let's look at another example. 
Imagine a flat disc with a hole in its 
center, something like an old 
10-inch phonograph record, and a 
ship that wants to travel the disc's 
length. The ship takes off and 
travels the length of the disc, dips 

over the edge and travels back to 
its starting place. This represents 
the curvature of space and the 
manner in which it bends back 
upon itself. Now a second ship 
wants to traverse the same dis­
tance, but this ship's pilot knows 
about the hole in the middle of the 
disc and travels through it. The 
second ship arrives at its destina­
tion more than 150 times faster 
than the first ship. 

From these two examples we 
can see that the amount of time 
saved by travelling through a 
worm-hole is determined by the 
shape of space,how much curva­
ture it has, and whether or not it 
bends back upon itself. 

Professor John Wheeler, the 
man who coined the phrase 
' 'worm-hole , ' '  is quite involved 
in geometrodynamics-the study 
of the pattern and movement of 
space. He ·compares our view of 
space to that of the ocean as seen 
from an altitude of 40,000 feet. 
The ocean, from this height, 
would appear to be very calm. But 
as we descended toward the 
surface we would see the rough 
and choppy nature of the water. 
Finally, if we came face-to-face 
with the ocean surface we see 
waves, foam and bubbles. Prof­
essor Wheeler believes that nor­
mal space is very much like the 
sea, complete with bubbles. He · 
theorizes that one of these bub­
bles could be large as a star or as 
small as a pea. As with the 
ocean surface, these ' 'outer-space 
bubbles' '  would interrupt the true 
and normal texture of the medium. 
In other words, the bubbles would 
tear into the ' 'tapestry' ' or fabric 
of space. And through these 
interruptions in the normality of 
space we could actually enter the 
"worm-holes" and traverse light 

years in the wink of an eye. We 
would be travelling thousands of 
times faster than light, which 
must travel over the curvature of · 
normal space. 

Nobody knows for sure if space 
warps exist, however, the most 
likely candidate for a star-gate, an 
opening into a hyperspace, a spac€ 
warp or a worm-hole is the 
so called "black hole. " A black 
hole is a dead star with a powerful 
gravitational field which is thought 
to tear the fabric of normal space. 
This is a very �imple definition of 
the phenomenon. To fully under­
stand what a black hole is , we 
must first talk a little about the 
evolution of stars. 

Like everything else in the 
universe, stars are hom, grow old 
and eventually die. There are 
many ways in which the death of a 
star can come about; from simply 
burning out to exploding in a 
supernova. Another way is to 
become a ' 'neutron star. ' '  A 
neutron star is created when the 
atoms of a normal-sized star, 
about 800 thousand miles in 
diameter collapses and the elec­
trons are brought closer to the 
nucleus. An atom is composed of 
mostly empty space in its normal 
state ;  like a miniature solar sys­
tem. Bringing the electrons clo­
ser to the nucleus would be like 
bringing the planets closer to the 
sun and leaving no empty space. 
There is so much space in the 
atom that a normal star, after 
atomic collapse, would only be 
between ten and twenty miles in 
diameter! These collapsed stars 
are called neutron stars . 

Because the atoms are still pre­
sent in the neutron star it still has 
the same mass as it had before. 
This is ·because certain particles 1 

which comprise the atom contain

UNLOCKING THE 
UFO MYSTERY 

In late March 1977, law enforce­
ment officers in the Los Angeles 
area began reporting observations 
of unusual lights-in-the skies. In 
early April, residents of Clearfield 
County, Pennsylvania noticed an 
increase in sightings of unexplain­
ed aerial objects, some of these 
being the "classic" disc-shape 
complete with flashing lights. 
These events made small print in 
only a handful of newspapers 
despite the fact that at least one 
major wire service picked up and 
distributed copy on same. Not 
surprisingly, public reaction to 
these sightings was . . .  big deal. 

Today' s public needs more than 
a constant revolution of stories of 
funny sky lights to whet their UFO 
appetite, if for no other reason 
than that such tales are, after a 
time, exceedingly boring. Virtual­
ly everytime someone sees a UFO, 
it's actually a replay of an occur­
rence tliat has taken place during 
the past twenty years. The size of 
the UFO, along with shape, 
lighting, and color may vary, as 
does the witness and location, but 
the incident itself is always the 
same. Even in the extreme contac­
tee cases (where an individual 
claims to have been ' 'abducted'' 
or contacted by aliens) the situa­
tion seldom varies from past 
such cases. 

Rather than worrying over the

size and shape of each flying 
saucer, many modem Ufologists 
are thinking �ong more abstract 
lines, searching the UFO scenerio 
for signs of deeper significance to 
the appearance of "spaceships" 
that, perhaps, really aren't from 
outer space at all . .  

*** 

As most anyone who has ever 
studied flying saucer literature, 
can point out, the "modem era" 
of UFOlogy began with Kenneth 
Arnold's sighting of silver discs 
over Mt. Rainier, Washington 
state in 194 7-30 years ago. 
·Today we are still running in 
circles, wondering why the space 
aliens �aven't openly contacted 
us. 

Probably the reason we haven't 
been <".Ontacted is simply because 
the spacemen don't exist-at least 
not in the way and manner in 
which we would like to believe in 
them, and which we keep hearing 
about in the popular media. True, 
there are many reports of human­
oid characters digging soil samp­
les in rural areas, or silver-suited 
weirdos being chased along lonely 
country roads, but these appari­
tions have a nasty tendency to 
vanish as easily and rapidly as do 
the UFOs themselves. 

In the late 1940's and early 
1950's the spaceship/little alien 
syndrome was especially popular ; 
this in an era of Buck Rogers and 
Rocky Jones pulp science fiction. 
Today the same syndrome is 
being maintained in the public eye 
by an establishment which gener­
ally pretends to find the entire 
UFO problem of little substance. 
In other words, people continue to 
believe in visiting spacecraft be­
cause few, if anyone, bother to tell 
them any differently. 

The fact· that UFOs-whatever 
they are-are being seen is almost 
beyond question. However, the 



news media, while showing occas­
ional signs of open-mindness, for 
the most part tend to debunk the 
entire matter. A recent example of 
this was CBS's news special 
Flying Saucers From Outer Space, 
(see Aug. 1977 Beyond Reality) in 
which the network openly and 
liberally twisted facts to suit 
someone' s preconceived notion of 
what UFOs are and what it is 
people are seeing. 

Many of America's outstanding 
scientists are also guilty of this 
same close-mindness insofar as 
unidentified aerial objects are 
concerned. Rather than digging 
into the matter in an objective, 
first-handed manner, they prefer 
to close their eyes completely or at 
best, explain to their cohorts that 
' 'there probably isn't anything to 
it at all. ' '  The few scientists who 
have ventured into the gray area 
of UFOdom have had to put up 
with terrible abuse for their 
bravery, a sad reflection on the 
state of modem science. 

But despite the non-efforts of 
science and a usually misguided 
media, the UFO phenomenon will 
not go away, die, or be pushed 
under the rug. Rather, it has 
snowballed over the years to the 
point of explosion, giving rise to 
one alternative theory of explana­
tion after another. These alterna­
tives are many and complex, just 
as the UFO phenomenon itseH 
appears highly complex. In fact, 
chances are very good that no 
single explanation for the flying 
saucer mystery will ever solve the 
puzzle. 

We've already discussed one of 
these theories, that of the extra­
terrestrial - spaceship concept. In 
recent years another theory has 
come from the back woods to gain 
popularity ; this being the alter­
nate reality concept. 

The notion of an alternate 
reality -or other dimensional 

ongm for UFO's has in recent 
years been presented by many 
individuals. Well-known Fortean 
writers such as John Keel and 
Brad Steiger have documented 
their belief that this explanation 
may form a partial answer to ·the 
source of flying saucers. How­
ever, twelve years ago in a New 
York City hotel room� two young 
men, Gene Steinberg and Allen 
Greenfield, both student of the 
UFO enigma, hammered out a 
theory that alternate worlds or 
universes may exist, and that it 
seemed much more reasonable to 
believe flying saucers could, in 
fact, "pop" from dimension to 
dimension than to expect them to 
constantly visl.t here (Earth) from 
the far comers of the cosmos. 
Greenfield and Steinberg based 
their dimensional notion on a 
science fiction work, The Incom­
plete Enchanter, by L. Spraque de 
Camp and· Fletchler Pratt- a book 
which displays the other-dimen­
sional theme in a handsomely 
appealing way; enough so at any 
rate, to set two young minds to 
working. 

In his own several books, John 
Keel has utilized a variant of the 
above theory by suggesting that 

' _perhaps UFOs are not physical de­
vices from an alternate dimension, 
but are instead, representativ:e of 
a pure energy that exists ' 'else­
where' '  and makes its presence 
felt here, shaping its appearance 
to the social culture of the period. 
This, Keel says, may account for 
th� "wee folk" lore of yesteryear 
(a parallel with our accounts of 
modem UFOnauts) ,  the appear­
ance of strange ' 'phantom air­
ships" in the late 1800's (years 
before dirigible flight was found­
ed in this country) , and the advent 
of spaceship-like flying saucers in 
an era immediately before mann­
ed spaceflight became a reality. 

Unfortunately, the UFO puzzle 

doesn't stop even here. In recent 
. months there has been increasing 
evidence linking accounts of UFOs 
to the appearance of various 
' 'strange creatures, ' '  such as the 
hairy, smelly bigfoot-types now 
being seen all �ound the world. 
Like UFOs, these strange ' 'para-· 
creatures' ' have an alarming abil­
ity to appear and later, demater­
ialize, sometimes, seemingly in 
mid-stride. 

Another aspect of the UFO 
scene which has many Forteans 
worried is the persistance of 
strange flying objects in the 
regions of mysterious cattle muti­
lations. The mutilations them­
selves have gone on for years with 
no explanation forthcoming de­
spite various agencies' and private 
investigators at work, and vast 
sums of money being offered for 
information leading to the appre­
hension of the mutilators. This, 
however, is not to say that aliens 
in spaceships are killing- the 
cattle, as too many people · are 
being led to believe . One must 
remember that the UFOs them­
selves are not known to be 
spacecraft, and may not even be 
physical objects in any sense of 
human understanding. 

When one considers all of these 
aspects - UFOs, weird creatures, 
cattle mutilations, and encounters 
with aliens, it seems apparent that 
we, as rational thinking beings , 
are probably very naive regarding 
our understanding of the true 
reality. After all, do we know 
anything about reality, what it is , 
what its limitations are, what it can 
do to and how it interacts with the 
human mind? 

The only thing that's  certain is 
we know almost nothing about 
anything� This, then, leads us to 
yet another theory regarding the 
origin of UFOs ; the idea that flying 
saucers may be the product of the 
coUective human unconscious in-

The Strange Case of : 

GERRY IRWIN ! 

H superior aliens from another 
world immediately made their 
presence known to us here on earth 
it would probably lead to large 
scale fear and panic, causing 
untold stress to the people of our 
world. If alien visitors wanted to 
accustom us to their existence, 
they would have to do so very 
gradually. The slightest false step 
or misreading of intentions could 
spell disaster. 

The case of Private Gerry Irwin 
suggests the subtlety of the alien 
approach. This story has been 
seen as utterly mysterious. 

Late on February 28th, 1959, 
Private First Class Gerry Irwin was 
driving about 10 kilometers south­
east of Cedar City, Utah. He had 
been on military leavs at Nampa, 
Idaho, and was �eturning to his 
barracks at Fort Bliss, Texas, 
where he was a Nike missile 
technician. 

Like most UFO witnesses, Irwin 
was not prepared for what he saw. 
A glowing object lighted the 
scenery and crossed the sky frOm 
west to east. He thought it was an 
airplane about to crash. As he 
watched, it disappeared behind a 
ridge. Irwin pulled his car over to

the side of the road, got out and 
scribbled a note which he left on 
the steering wheel. The note said 
he was going to investigate the 
crash and that the reader should 
call the police. With shoe polish, 
he wrote ' 'stop ' '  on the side of his 
car and then headed ' toward the 
ridge where the strange object 
had disappearea. 

About half hour later a fish and 
game inspector noticed the car 
with the word stop written in shoe 
polish, found the note and, after 
reading it, took it to the Cedar City 
Sheriff, Otto Pfief. With a party of 
volunteers, the sheriff returned to 
the site. About an hour and a half 
after Irwin had se�n the object, he 
was found unconscious and taken 
to Cedar ·City hospital. The party 
did not find any evidence of an 
airplane crash. 

Irwin's temperature and breath­
ing were normal. Though still 
unconscious, from time to time he 
mumbled incoherently about a 
jacket on a bush. He could not be 
awakened until some 23 hours 
after he had been found. When he 
awoke, he asked if there were .any 
survivors, and wondered where his 
jacket had gone. The search party 

had not found it. 
Irwin was flown back to Fort 

Bliss and placed under observation 
for several days at William Beau­
mont Army Hospital. He was then 
returned to duty ' without any 
security clearance . 

Some days later he fainted while 
walking but he recovered rapidly. 
On March 1st he fainted again; this 
time on a street in El Paso. He 
remained in a seemingly uncon-
scious state until early the next 
day. When he awoke he thought it 
was still Febuary 28th, and asked 
if there were any survivors. 

For more than one month, 
psychiatrists observed him at 
William Beaumont Hospital. They 
found nothing out of the ordinary 
and discharged him . 

The next day a powerful and 
unexplainable urge induced him to 
go out of the fort without leave and 
catch a bus back to Cedar City. He 
arrived there on the 19th of April. 
Somehow, he made it back to the 
site where he thought the plane 
had crashed and found his jacket 
on a bush. He took from a button 
hole a pencil held there with a 
piece of paper wrapped around it. 
On an impulse he burned the piece

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For centuries, man has wonder­
ed whether or not life existed 
elsewhere on the distant planets 
that he could see passing through 
the heavens at night. Mars, the 
fourth planet from the sun, to� 
gether with Venus our second 
closest neighbor, would be the 
most logical places to assume .that 
there is life similar to that of the 
earth. 

It probably all started with 
the Italian astronomer, Giovanni 
Schiaparelli, who in 1877, had re­
ported the famous Cannali, or 
canals, on Mars. Only intelligent 
beings could have built such· 
structures, it was suggested by 
Schiaparelli. 

Later, about the turn of the 
century, other prominent men 
such as the American astronomer 
Percival Lowell, who, from his 
observatory in Flagstaff, Arizona 
in 1906, became the ranking 
expert on Mars observations.  
Percival Lowell also reported and 
supported Schiaparelli' s Canali. 

Still later, the world renowned 
newscaster and actor, Orson 
Wells, scared the wits out of 
millions. of Americans with his 
famous radio broadcast of 1938, 
"War of the Worlds, "  portraying 
it as a real-llfe mvasion by beings 
from Mars landing in New Jersey. 

Decades later, during the 
1960's, Soviet astronomers an­
nounced to an astonished scientif­
ic world that their close studies of 
the planet Mars had revealed that 
both moons of the Red Planet 
could very well be artificial man­
made satellites. Their observa­
tions, based on several very 
puzzling facts, led to these conclu­
sions. Both of the strange Martian 
' 'moons' '  were orbiting too close 
to the planet, only 3700 miles. 
Normally they should crash into 
the planet in time. Also, both 
moons reflected too much light to 
be natural objects. Probably the 
most puzzling fact of all was that 
both are orbiting the planet in a 
clockwise direction. All other 
known planetary bodies and 
satellites whirl in a counterclock·

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wise direction. Even the entire 
Milky Way galaxy with its count� 
less number of stars turns counter­
clockwise, but not the two little 
moons of Mars. Granted, the idea 
of two orbiting bodies , one five 
miles in diameter and the other 
ten miles being artificial is a bit 
controversial and does stretch the 
imagination. 

On November 16, 1969 the 
eminent space scientist and as­
tronomer, Dr. Harold C. Urey, 
stated some things just as start­
ling as his Soviet colleagues. Dr. 
Urey, speaking at the Manned 
Spacecraft Center in Houston, 
Texas said, ' 'We should be very 
careful in sending manned space­
craft to the planet Mars as the 
'life' there may be hostile and 
could prevent �he astronauts from 
returning to earth. ' •  Dr. Urey is a 
Nobel prize winner in chemistry. 
And in the same article, he also 
defended the space program, stat­
ing that we can afford it, for it 
costs only one-half of one percent 
of the gross national product. 

Turning back the pages to 1976 
and our recent Viking Missions to 
the Red Planet, it seems that we 
have certainly proven all these 
men wrong� or have we? It may 
surprise some of you, but after 
endless hours of study and in­
vestigation into our two missions 
to Mars, I must say No we have 
Not proven these men wrong at 
all. In the following pages I shall 
endeavor to explain my findingse 
for your own evaluation in the 
most logical way possible. 

The reaction of the general 
public can be broken down as 
follows: 40 percent are disap­
pointed in the Viking Missions' 
totally negative viewpoint and 50 
percent definitely believe that 

. intelligent life does exiSt on Mars 
and that the officials in charge of 
the program are covering up for 
some reason. And 10 percent 
think that the Viking probes were 
not sent to Mars at all, but rather 
to the moon ! These findings 
reveal public mistrust of our 
officials and their ethics. Un-

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Probably the most puzzling fact 
of all was that both moons of Mars are 

orbiting in a clock-wise direction while all 
other known planetary bodies and satellites 

whirl in a counter-clock-wise direction. 
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doubtedly, some mistrust is pre­
sent due to the past cover-ups and 
accusations that have come forth 
from some of our government 
agencies such as the CIA and the 
FBI, one against the other. The 
great UFO coverup is ·also to be 
taken into consideration. The 
UFOs that are sighted every year 
by more than five thousand pro­
fessionals, pilots, scientists, not to 
mention countless men \uld wo­
men in all walks ·of life, simply do 
not exist, according to the official 
outlook. 

I do feel that we managed to 
land these two probes on the 
planet Mars, but that their true 
findings and most pictures are 
classified material which to this 
day have not been shown. 

My research has resulted in the 
following findings : 

We were told that Mars is 
about one-half the size of the 
earth, with a surface gravity of 
about 40 percent in relation to our 
own earth and that the atmos­
pheric pressure is some 7. 7 mill­
bars in comparison to about one 
thousand milibars on earth. The 
Martian atmospheric density is 
reported to be less than one 
percent of that of earth. We were 
also told that the Martian temper­
atures in Fahrenheit ranged from 
22° below zero at early afternoon 
to -122° below zero at · night. 
Viking One, which ianded close· 
to the Martian equator, recorded a 
colder temperature than Viking 
Two, which touched down some 
one thousand miles further north, 
closer to the polar caps. 

The amazed scientists dis­
covered a 100 percent mistake 
during atmospheric measure­
ments. The argon content of the 
Martian atmosphere was not 30 
percent as they had thought but 
only 3 percent. A mistake of the 
same magnitude was admitted 
when a much higher water vapor 
reading was received than we had 
thought possible from earth meas­
urements. 

Dr� George Sands, of Mission 
Control, stated, ' 'It is obviously 
wetter than we anticipated. There 
is ground fo, at the landing site 



during part of the day. Thirty 
microns of water have been found 
in the atmosphere, enough to 
cause not only ground fog but also 
frost and snow. ' '  

I am not a scientist, but I have 
studied enough meteorology to be 
able to say that the evidence of 
ground fog on Mars proves that 
temperatures ther� are much 
warmer than we are told by the 
official reports. Ground fog is a 
product of warm moist air mov­
ing across cool land masses or 
water. Ground fog, as with any 
type of fog, is a product of 
temperatures above the freezing 
level of 32 ° Fahrenheit. 

It is also interesting to note that 
evaporating clouds · have been 
photographed at an estimated alt­
itude of fifteen hundred feet AGL 
(above ground level) .  I can assure 
you that condensation clouds, or 
any other clouds including simple 
ground fog, cannot exist at the 
reported atmospheric pressure of 
only 7. 7 milibars. Evaporation 
clouds on earth may reach up to 
forty thousand feet, but even at 
that altitude our atmospheric 
pressure is still two hundred 
milibars, enough to support such 
clouds. 

We are told that evaporation 
clouds exist up to fifteen thousand 
feet on Mars. The temperatures, 
therefore, must be above the 
freezing point of 32°F up to at 
least fifteen thousand feet. When 
rising moist air moves upward, it 
condenses at a given altitude and 
forms clouds at given altitudes 
depending upon the temperature. 
This we call the dewpoint level. 
One must note at this point, that 
low temperatures such as the 
reported -122 °F on Mars may 
exist in some zones, but not 
everywhere. We have recorded 
temperatures of -127°F here on 
earth at the Antarctic Zones, and 
we know that life exists here on 
this planet. 

The Viking landers were re­
ported to have an earth weight of 
1200 pounds. According to our 
reports of the Martian gravity the 
landers would weigh approxi­
mately 480 pounds. The parachute

This photo shows a close• up of the 
Martian surface. First color 
photos showed that the soil 
consists mainly of reddish 
fine-grained material. However, 
small patches of black and blue 
soil are found deposited around 
many of the foreground rocks. 
The horizon is about three 
kilometers from the Viking 's 
camera.

was 50 feet in diameter. A 50-foot 
parachute with a weight of 480 
pounds dangling from it would 
slow that payload down sufficient� 
ly in the earth's atmosphere for a 
proper adjustment in velocity at 
retro-rocket firing. However, in 
the low density of the Martian 
atmosphere, as we are told (less 
than one percent of ours) a 50-foot 
parach:t!te would have no slowing 
effect at all. It is even doubtful that 
in the legendary atmosphere there 
exists enough air molecules to 
open the chute. Calculating the 
size of the parachute needed in 
such a thin atmosphere, the Mars 

' canopy would have to be some 
7500 feet in diameter. The ques­
tion then arises where would such 
a piece of equipment be stored 
and what would such a load 
weigh? Certainly at least 2000 
pounds. It would take up about 
two hundred square feet of space 
to store it. That is more cubic 
space and weight than the entire 
lander itself. So, since they did 
use a 50-foot chute, the air on 
Mars is much more dense than 
they tell us. I would say a density · 
more close to that of earth, a 
density able to support life. 

The lander on the 50-foot chute 
separated at 4000 feet AGL (above 
ground level) and activated its 
three descent rockets, which, like 
gigantic blow torches, slowed 
down the craft to a successful soft 
landing. However, the three rock­
et engines develop not only thou­
sands of degrees of heat but 
immense thrust. These two fac­
tors not only completely sterilized 
the landing site before touch­
down, but blew away all the soil of 
biological value for at least 100 
feet surrounding �he lander. We 
should question the ability to find 
any signs of life in such soil. The 
scientists should have questioned 
this. Maybe they did. In the 
meantime that little shovel keeps 
on digging and searching in the 
sterilized soil. 

Scientific. American had this to 
say in a recent article on Mars: 
' 'The Martian environment is by

no means so hostile as to exclude 
'Life. ' Our hopes for obtaining a 
definitive answer from the Viking 
mission should not be too high. " 

Other interesting points are to 
be found. For example, sand 
dunes on Mars photographed by 
the ' 'orbiter' '  have the same 
height and the same dune-to-dune 
spacing as those found on earth in 
the Sangre de Christo mountains 
of Colorado. In a Martian atmos­
pliere less than one percent of 
ours, these sand dunes could 
under no circumstances be there ! 

It has been suggested that 
hurricane-like winds of 200 miles 
per hour or better are needed to 
move the grains of sand on Mars, 
but up to now there has been no 
logical explanation as to where 
such winds could originate in a 
total sub-zero type environment. 
Again, Mars must be warmer in at 
least some regions to create winds 
of any speed in the first place. As 
we know, wind is created by warm 
air rising from the ground to � 
replaced by colder air masses 
filling in the gap. The Viking 
lander only recorded winds up to 
40 miles per hour, not 200. So how 
did the dunes get there? More­
over, how did such winds origi­
nate in an atmosphere that is only 
one percent that of earth's and at 
a temperature of -120°F? 

I think that we have to be 
sensible about all of this, for it can 
be seen that too many things just 
don't seem to make logical sense. 
Certainly if we can figure this out, 
the scientists and others working 
on the project can. Some double 
talk does indeed seem to be taking 
place. 

Viking Two reveals that the 
polar caps of Mars are comprised 
of snow. In other words, "its frozen 
water. Also, it snows often, 
and that the atmosphere above 
the poles is saturated with water 
vapor. A NASA article reports 
that the poles of Mars are all 
frozen water with tem�ratures of 
-90°F to -120°F. The article 
continue by saying, "The North 
Pole is now going through its 



�ummer, so the ice cap is about as 
small as it ever gets. ' '  I would like , 
to know how ice in sub-zero 
temperatures as reported above 
can melt! 

Dr. Martin, who has just recent­
ly resigned his position with 
Pasadena Viking Control, said at 
the International Academy of 
Astronautics, ' 'Our biology in­
struments on Mars have received 
positive signs of LIFE in forms of 
biology, even though we cannot 
find organics . "  It is amazing that 
they have found even those little 
signs at such a blow-torched 
landing site. 

Analysis of 'the Martian en­
vironment has so far shown that 
there is carbon, nitrogen, oxygen 
and sufficient amounts of water 
vapor. Are not these the basic 
ingredients for "life',-? 

Quoting NASA from Pasadena, 
"If we would have placed the 
Vikiflg landers in our Pasadena 
p�king lot and received the same 
�hemical and biological readings 
from there as we are now receiv­
ing from Mars, we would have 
called it a definite sign of life . ' '  I 
leave it to ·you to figure out what 
that might mean. 

· 
I feel that as long as we are go­

ing to send probes out to other 
worlds with our assumptions that 
life is unique only to our little 
earth, instead of being able to see 
that all worlds are basically made 
up of the same ' 'stuff� ' '  we will 
have hard times yet to conquer. 

Planets do not only recieve 
warmth from their sun in forms of 
friction by rays striking their 
atmospheres, but also by the 
same process, warmth from the 
planet is drawn out of its body, 
radiating and warming up the 
atmosphere. All planets need an 
atmosphere simply to equalize the 
pressures set up from within. No 
planet could exist without air, for 

. it would disintegrate otherwise in 
a given time. 

The water quantity on Mars has 
been analyized to be sufficient to 
cover their whole planet with an 
ocean of one mile in depth, should 

all its water now in and under the 
ground be released ! The polar 
caps themselves show a thickness 
measuring one-half mile. 

Perhaps the Italian astronomer 
Schiaparelli' s earlier reports of 
the Martian channels do not at all 
seem so impossible when they are 
compared with Dr. Daniel J.  
Milton's recent findings. Dr. 
Milton, a geologist, stated in 
Science Newsfront:

tically induced astral projections. 
The goal was to send a hyp;notiud 
psyche from the Los Angeles area 
to San Diego, California. There 
the projected spirit would, hope­
fully, "possess" the body of a 
waiting, entranced medium. 

Shortly before the hour of 8 
p.m. , Thursday, February 5th, 
Chibbett hypnotized his subject­
a woman he later referred to in his 
published account (Mystic, 1955) 
only as "Mrs. X__. " He instructed 
her to project her liberated spirit 
to San Diego. 

Things went awry almost from 
the start. By eight p.m. Chibbett 
realized something terribly weird 
was · developing. Mrs. X. felt 
herself ' 'going higher' ' than in 
their previous experinlents. 

The entranced woman saw a 
huge, roundish UFO, part of 
which was elongated into a cone. 



Mrs. X was "sucked" into the 
strange craft. She saw a helmeted 
human at a control panel full of 
dials and instruments. There was 
a second human nearby -both 
se.emed . to be males. 

The two humans seemed to be 
in command of a number of 
egg-shaped creatures which were 
smaller than the men (who were 
about 5' 8' ' ). These creatures had 
large eyes and "!'ebbed hands. 
These eggish beings seemed to be 
loading some type of fuel into the 
ship's  engines. 
' 'Operator control, ' '  Mrs. X. call­
ed to Chibbett. ' 'Operator 236. ' '  
Two minutes later she mentioned 
"operator 50. " Another minute 
passed, and she referred to 
"contact 35q. , 

Chibbett, disturbed at the unex­
pected twist tile experiment was 
taking, awakened Mrs. X. from 

her trance at eigh� minuets· past 
the hour. She immediately elabo­
rated on what she 'd seen. 

The most import�t part of her · 
information, she thought, was 
that ' 'operator 50' ' was trying to · 
contact ' 'operator 356. ' '  Operator 
356 seems related to a weird 
series of numbers which were 
heard in October 1971 .  Bruce 
Sonders, writing in UFO Report, 
August, 1976, claimed that his 
friend ' 'Sally' ' heard nine two- . 
digit numbers on her Iowa farm. 

Two of these numbers -de­
livered by a disembodied voice 
that terrorized Sally's farm dogs ­
were both "56. " 

Sonders also reported the case 
of T .M.C. of Wiston-Salem, N.C. 
One night in January, 1972, TMC 
and a friend looked out his window 
while listening to the radio. They 
saw a three-foot disc hovering near

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There is a growing bulk of evidence to set minds 
thinking. Did civUizatlons exist on earth in past ages? 

Much evidence is being gather­
ed from around the world to prove 
that extraterrestrials have visited 
the earth many times throughout 
the ages. Quite often this evid­
ence gives the impression that 
some of the past civilizations 
sprang suddenly into being. Al­
most overnight, cultures seem to 
have progressed to a high state of 
development without any inter­
vening stages of growth. The 
answer to this puzzle, according to 
some UFO investigators, is a 
simple one: humanoids from outer 
space arrived to impart the know­
ledge of astronomy, mathematics, 
and chemistry which enabled 
these past civilizations to leap 
centuries ahead� 

As p�f of extra�rreMri& in­
volement, we are 1 offered the 
numerous records from these 
early periods which indicate that 
UFOs were quite prevruent in the 
skies. Also, contacts with UFO 
beings seem to have occurred . 
re�arly whereby instructions 
were issued to humans, and there 
is further evidence which sug­
gests that some of these early 
people may even have been taken 
on trips to the stars. 

Viewed in this way, it wc:»uld 
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seem that early civilizations may 
very well have been on the 
receiving end of some sort of 
' '  gruactic aid program. ' '  However, 
in light of the records being 
gathered from · this age, it is 
equally possible that the roles may 
have been reversed. 
Over the past twenty years, filing 
cabinets have been filled to over­
flowing with reports of sightings 
and contacts, yet none of these 
has ever resulted in any meaning­
ful information being received by 
humans. In fact, the very opposite 
is the case. It is the UFO beings 
who seem to wind up with the 
information while the people in­
volved wind up with evidence or 
photographs which just fall short 
of even proving that UFOs or 
extraterrestrirus exist. 

What we are left with now is the 
question of whether these extra­
terrestrials were actually respons­
ible for the sudden developments 
in early times or if these ' 'Ancient 
Astronauts" were then, as now, 
simply bystanders who helped 
themselves to what they needed. 
We are told they were fond of the 
daughters of men ; then they went 
on their way without offering 
anything in return. 

This question has gone unre­
solved for years, and there is still 
no answer in sight: In the mean­
time, other investigators are' gath­
ering evidence to counter any such 
claim of an intergalactic welfare 
program. Evidence emerging from 
these investigations seem to indi­
cate that past societies showing a 
sudden burst in development 
received their technical know­
ledge, not from outer space, but 
from records of other highly 
advanced civilizations which had 
at one time existed right here on 
earth! 

There is a growing bulk of 
evidence to prove that such highly 
advanced civilizations did exist on 
this earth in past ages . Four 
separate "Ages" existed. Each 
reached a high State of develop­
ment, then were wiped from the 
face of the earth in a cataclysmic 
event which swept practically 
every trace of them away. Left 
behind were the remnants of 
records and fragments of infor­
mation in the collective memories 
of the few who survived to 
continue the human race. 

Consider the following. In the 
ancient writings of Etrusia are the 
records of seve� elapsed ages ;

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Are UFOs dimensional phenomen�-an event occurring 
in the future which is somehow ' 'reflected' '  back through time 
and space to appear in our skies?

Heraclitus , an ancient teacher, 
taught that the earth is destroyed 
by fire every 10,800 years ; Arist­
archus, another early teacher, 
taught that during a period of 
2,484 years the earth undergoes 
two destructions ; Hesiod - four 
ages have passed, this is the fifth. 

Traditions in the Bengal Sea 
and in Tebet hold that four ages 
have passed; India's sacred books 
-four ages have passed; Hindu 
teaching-again four ages have 
passed; Chinese-ten ages with 
the time span between two catas­
trophies being one Great Year; 
Inca, Mayan, Aztec--four 'Suns' 
have passed, this is the fifth. In 
Sibylline books there will be nine 
Suns all told, the present is the 
seventh ; In Borneo six Suns have 
already perished, this is the 
seventh ; Egyptians tell of the 
stars changing their positions four 
times in the past ages, and that 
the sun has twice set in the 
position where it now rises. This is 
the fifth change . 

Is all this just the mythology of 
primitive peoples? Or is it an 
indication of what we too will face 
in the future? 

In his books, Immanuel Velikov­
sky lays out documented evidence 
that such cataclysms have over­
taken civilizations during past 
ages.  He records reversals of the 
earth' s  magnetic field 2, 700 years 
ago followed by climactic cata­
clysms.  Others are listed for 4,400 
and 4,500 years ago. 

V elikovsky is a scientist of 
renown, yet much of his theories 
are still rejected in scientific 
circles.  His evidence of violent 
upheavals in past ages runs 
counter to established beliefs of a 
stable unchanging eart� . Even so, 
times and id�as 'are changing, and 
more scientists are coming to 
Velikpvsky' s defense as evidence 
to support his theories mounts. 

With this evidence as a back-
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ground it now appears that what 
some have come to believe, to be 
evidence of contact with highly 
developed extraterrestrials, may 
in fact, be proof that higher forms 
of human civilization have existed 
here on earth during past ages. 
Thus it would be the discovery of 
the achievements of more ancient 
peoples which enabled later civil­
izations to take supposed leaps 
forward in development. 

An example of the technological 
base gained by some of these 
peoples can be seen in an examin­
ation of a few of the pieces of 
evidence used to support the 
' 'Ancient Astronaut ' '  theory. One 
in particular is the tomb cover 
from Palenque , Mexico. In exam­
ining the carVings on this cover 
many of the Russian and Western 
writers have interpreted the 
glyphs as representing an astro­
naut seated in a spaceship as he 
journeys to the heavens. Archaeo­
logists , however, take a somewhat 
different view. Their studies point 
to the carvings as a death symbol, 
a portrayal of the soul in its flight 
to the heavens. Other experts 
offer similar symbolism, yet most 
agree that the tomb contained the 
lx>dy of a person identified as an 
astronomer. Support for this the­
ory is found in many of the' other 
carvings in the tomb. Again, these 
relate to the science of astronomy. 

Interpreting ancient art is no 
mean task, even for experts on the 
subject . However, stripping away. 
the decorations and embellish­
ments from this cover leaves an 
impression that the figure por­
trayed here is one of a man seated 
at some sort of astronomical 
instrument which he is manipulat­
ing as he views the stars . In this 
simplified version it would appear 
that the device was capable of 
tracking stars by means of rotat­
ing or balancing in the mechan­
ism. Further, it has what appears 

to be a three..lens arrangement for 
sighting through while two of 
them are aimed at adjustable 
arms which may have held con� 
cave mirrors as a sort of range­
finder. 

If this explanation is correct, 
most Anci�nt Astronaut investi­
gators will point out that again it 
represents the intervention of 
extraterrestrials who supplied the 
technology for c9nstructing the 
mechanism. On the other hand, 
archaeologists will quickly point 
out that it is doubtful if such an 
instrument could ever have ex­
isted . in ancient times simply 
because they have never uncov­
ered the remains of such a device 
in or around any of these Mayan 
ruins . 

Here again, little or no consid­
eration is given to the possibility 
that the Mayan ' ' inventors ' '  of. 
this instrument might have g-ot 
their knowledge through access to 
more ancient records which de­
scribed the construction and use 

· of such a mechanism . Of particu­
lar note here is the fact that the 
Mayan people did possess an 
accurate calendar, and they did 
have a sound knowledge of the 
movements of the stars and 
planets.  In fact, their time keep­
ing was more accurate than the 
Julian or Gregorian year (the 
Gregorian Calendar is the one in 
use today) . Topping this is their 
recorded k,p.owledge of past ages 
referred to as the Water Sun, 
Earthquake Sun , Hurricane Sun, 
and Fire Sun. Each describing the 
catastrophe that ended the parti­
cular age. 

The Piri Reis maps are open to 
similar reasoning. These maps, 
copies from more ancient ones, 
confound historians and carto­
graphers . They show the Atlantic 
Ocean and the Antarctic in a scale 
and projection that could only be 
achieved from a high point above

the · earth. More strange is that 
this map shows the Antarctic at a 
time when it was free of ice. It is 
only in the last decade or so that 
modern map makers using the 
latest in airborne radar have been 
able to determine the contours of 
the land under this thick blanket 
of ice. 

While the Piri Reis maps sug­
gest a people with flight capabil­
ity, ancient writings come right 
out and state that early people did 
have such a technology. These tell 
of ages past when men flew in the 
skies in everything from carpets to 
strange flaming chariots-even 
golden saucers raised aloft by 
soundwaves. In ancient Egyptian 
writings there are descriptions of 
huge blocks of stone which were 
levitated by priests who struck the 
stones with rods to make them fly 
through the air. Certainly, if our 
ancient ancestors had learned how 
to control gravity, then the next 
logical step would be to apply the 
technology to flight. If so, then 
accurate maps would soon become 
available. 

Allowing that ancient peoples 
had acquired a high degree of 
development, then it follows that 
much of this advanced knowledge 
would be lost if their world 
underwent a major catastrophe as 
proposed by Velikovsky and oth­
ers. Immediately after such an 
event and possibly for years after, 
survivors of the holocaust would 
be too involved with the day to day 
struggle to concern themselves 
with the preservation of such 
things as mathematics,  astro­
nomy, or any other science. Their 
prime needs would be food to 
sustain themselves a few days 
longer, and their horizons would 
be limited by these simple needs. 

Assuming that this explanation 
holds up at least as well as that 
proposed by the Ancient Astro­
naut investigators, then we are 

still confronted with the evidence 
of UFOs flitting about our skies. 
To this some have a ready 
solution. These explain the pheno­
mena as being due to some 
' 'interdimensional' '  event or that 
it is due to an as yet unexplained 
psychic element in nature. 

Are UFOs dimensional pheno­
mena? Are they, as some believe , 
an event occurring in the future 
which is somehow "reflected" 
back through time to appear in our 
skies? Or are they ideas in the 
minds of humans which are 
finding expression in our reality 
as material things? 

The answer to these questions 
would be more difficult to come by 
than to solve the problem of a 
sophisticated optical instrument 
being used by an ancient Mayan. 

Equally difficult to prove is why 
a race of supposedly superior 
extraterrestrials spend a thousand 
or more years investigating and 
surveying a single planet, and are 
still in the process of exam­
ining its beings, collecting soil 
and plant samples, and all the 
while making no effort to make 
positive contact with those who 
could provide them with a backlog 
of information on these things. 
Considering that we humans have 
been able to assemble a mass of 
information about this planet in 
the relatively short few hundred 
years of science ,  one wonders, 
then, who the superior beings are ! 

All of this should make it 
obvious that there is no simple 
solution as to what UFO s really 
represent, or how early peoples 
suddenly acquired superior know­
ledge. Howevet, it does seem 
more reasonable to assume that 
there were human civilizations on 
the planet in ancient times who 
were technically advanced enough 
to produce craft for space flight, 
optical mechanisms for viewing 
the heavens, even a mechanical 

_computer such as was indicated 
by the remains which were found 
in 1900 in the waters off Greece. 

If the above assumptions are 
correct, then we ar'e faced with a 
pressing need to know how and 
why such advanced people were 
wiped from the face of the earth. 
For if it ha� happened in the past, 
then it is just as likely to happen in 
the future. 

Such an investigation will re­
quire a serious and open minded 
approach to all .possible sources of 
information. It is a well known 
fact that science has in the past 
cast aside new theories which 
might tend to upset established 
laws, or dilute pet theories. It is 
only after those who have estab­
lished or "proved" such laws or 
theories that science . has been 
open to change. In the matter of 
cataclysms the time may already 
be too short to allow for such 
idiosyncrasies. 

Yet given such leeway there is 
no guarantee that the task Will be 
a simple one. In fact from here on 
the plot will become even more 
complex. This is due to the fact 
that the reco:rds of past cataclysms 
are laced with religious overtones. 
In most cases the civi' · ""s:ttion 
wiped out was definitely up -.J no 
good, it had reached a point of 
moral decline , and was already in 
a stat� of decay. 

Any suggestion of the existence 
of forces which might be loosed by 
higher powers in order to cleanse 
the earth, brings an immediate 
reaction from science. Such things 
as ' ' sins' ' . are relegated to the 
realm of myth, folk-lore, and 
superstition. 

Yet ancient accounts abound 
with evidence to ' 'prove ' '  that 
wholesale destructions were car­
ried out for Just that. purpose. 
Retribution was at the root of the 
cat_aclysm. 

Often these old accounts will

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THE UFOs 
OF ROCK D . 

Four persons who reported the 
UFOs to the local police said they 
just couldn 't believe what they 
saw. One said, "it was traveling 
west so fast that it could probab.ly 
reach California in an hour. ' '  

This map of Rockland County 
shows the towns and hamlets 

where UFOs were spotted. UFOs 
are known to be qctive near bodies 
of water. Rockland has many lakes 
and many of its towns and villages 

border on the Hudson River. 
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UFOs are not new to the 
residents of Rockland County, 
New York, the rather small county 
which lies sandwiched between 
the Ramapo Mountains on the 
west and the Hudson River on the 
east. I saw them there myself in 
the skies during late October of 
last year. 

In the following month, Novem· 
her, the front page of the afternoon 
Rockland Journal News carried a 
headline which read, "Mult· 
Colored Flying Object Mystifies 
Hillcrest Residents. ' '  The news· 
headline which read, ' 'Multi· 
colored, glowing unidentified fly­
ing object was reported by 30 to 40 
persons, perhaps more, in the area 
known as Hillcrest. It was estimat­
ed to have been at an altitude of 
approximately 2,500 feet. The 
strange object caused quite a stir, 
according to the story, as for nearly 
an hour it hovered over the 
community ; then it suddenly sped 
away toward the west. 

One of those who reported the 
sighting, Art Bernadette, exclaim­
ed, ''It looked like a very brilliant 
star. It left at a tremendous speed 
toward the west, and at the speed 
it was going, could probably get to 
California inside of an hour. ' '  

Another witness, Steve Laub, 
who owns a polygraph laboratory, 
remarked, ' 'I find it hard to 
believe; I saw it through my 
friend's telescope. It was round, 
and seemed to come down or get 
larger; its color changed from 
green to blue, and to white . ' '  Mr. 
Laub had made similar sightings in 
October, but had not told anyone of 
them at the time. This is the same 
month that I had spotted UFOs 
myself, while driving towards 
Peekskill from Nanuet, a hamlet 
located in the heart of Rockland 
County. 

When news of the Hillcrest 
sighting was telephoned to ·the 
Ramapo Police, officers were 
immediately dispatched to the 
scene. One of the officers remark· 

ed, "There's something up there 
all right. It's standing still and 
looks like some kind of flashing 
light."  

Residents of neighboring count· 
ies, to the north and to the 
west of Rockland, have also seen 
UFOs. During the same month 
there were numerous sightings. In 
late November UFOs .were · spot­
ted hovering over the power lines

at Stony Point. And during the first 
week of December UFO sightings 
occurred in Orangeburg. On the 
same evening sightings were also 
reported in the communities of 
Haverstraw and Ramapo. 

In Harriman State Park, a 
heavily wooded area dotted with 
lakes which runs the length of 
Rockland County's northwestern 
boundary, hikers reported seeing 
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strange lights, which, on investi­
gation, vanish! Pilots from nearby 
Ramapo Airport in Spring Valley 
have turned in similar reports . 

Many Ufologists are curious as 
to why there is so much UFO 
activity near lakes and rivers � Ivan 
T. Sandersort and Brad Steiger 
have written books exploring this 
very question. It is interesting to 
note that the majority of villages 
and hamlets of Rockland County 
either contain lakes or border on 
the Hudson River. 

In late November two unident­
ified flying objects appeared over 
the town of Suffern, in western 
Rockland County. Warren Berbit, 
an- attorney, was driving through 
the foothills of the Ramapo Moun­
tains near Suffern when he spot­
ted the two objects, one hovering 
vertically, the other horizontally·. 
Berbit, a former flight computer 
operator and designer of naviga­
tional equipment, ·was well quali­
fied to estimate their 'distances ; he 
said they were about a mile-and·a­
half away and about 200 to 300 
feet in diameter. As Berbit 
recalls, ' 'The objects were hover· 
ing over a dip in the mountain 
range about seven miles from the 
big nuclear power plant at Indian 
Point. They were made of metal 
and shaped like gigantic soup 
bowls turned upside down. The 
evening sun w_as directly behind 
the UFOs·, and I could see that 
they were silver in color. What I 
saw was not an ordinary phenom­
ena. " Berbit went on to explain 
that there is nothing in our 
technology that could have pro­
duced these objects. ' 'They were 
totally alien, ' '  he said. 

And so, the question remains: 
What is happening out there? We 
may know the answer within a 
decade-or we may never know. 
But-there is one thing I am certain 
of: many of my neighbors in 
Rockl�d and Orange Counties 
are spending more time these 
days watching the sky. 0 
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Scientists are taking another look at the remarkable 
space map drawn by Betty Hill-. a map she claims was 
on the wall of a spaceship which abducted her and her 
husband whlle driving through New Hampshire. 

THE 
ZETA RETICULI . . 

CONNECTION 
The publication in the December 

1974, issue of Astronomy maga­
zine of an article by Terence 
Dickinson called ' 'The Zeta 
Retieuli Incident, ' '  has caused 
reverberations in the scientific 
community which are still being 
felt to this day. 

The provocative article concerns 
a possible visit to earth 15 years 
ago by extraterrestrials from a 
binary star system known as Zeta 1 
and Zeta 2 Retieuli. This faint pair 
of stars, some 37 light years (220 
trillion miles) distant from our 
owri solar system, could quite 
possibly be the h�me base, accord­
ing to the article, of the intelligent 
beings who allegedly landed in 
New Hampshire and abducted 
Betty and Barney Hill in the late 
summer of 1961 .  

The ease of  Betty and Barney 
Hill has been widely circulated in 
the press and other media. The 
couple claims to have been taken 
aboard an alien spacecraft and 
being subjected to physical ex-
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aminations by four-foot-tall hu­
manoids. They were told upon 
their release that they would not 
remember anything that had 
transpired during their abduction. 
Their ·memories of the incident, 
which took place over a period of 
two hours , were only brought to 
light under subsequent hypnosis 
and psychiatric sessions. While 
under hypnosis, Betty Hill drew a 
star map, which she claims· to have 
seen on a wall panel within ·the 
spacecraft. She says that the 
spacecraft commander pointed to 
two stars on the map and somehow 
gave her the impression that this 
was the· stellar system from which 
the aliens had come from. 

In 1968, Ohio researcher and 
astronomer Marjorie Fish became 
intrigued by the Hill map. In the 
following year, 1969, an astro­
nomical reference book called the 
Gliese Catalog of Nearby Stars 
was published; it listed all the 
known stars within a radius of 
55-light-years of our solar system, 

their distances, luminosities, and 
perhaps most importantly, their 
spectral types.  Using the Gliese 
Catalog, with other sources of 
data, Ms. Fish painstakingly con­
structed three-dimensional mo­
dels of our immediate stellar 
neighborhood. She employed 
beads of various color to represent 
the different spectral classifica­
tions of the stars: In this manner, 
she could immediately determine 
the locations of those stars most 
like our sun and hence the ones 
most likely to harbor life-bearing 
planets. 

The lines on Betty Hill's map 
were purportedly described to her 
by the aliens as being trade or 
expeditionary routes -the �ens 
would, of course, want to visit 
only those stars or star systems 
capable of sustaining life ; there­
fore, they would presumably map 
out a route consisting only of solar 
or near-solar type stars close 
enough to our sun in terms of 
temperature, luminosity, ehemi-

MYSTERIOUS 
MOON: 
More Puzzling 
Than Ever 

The great Apollo moon missions 
are over. Undoubtedly they were 
among the greatest technological 
feats and exploratory excursions in 
the history of humanity. However, 

. scientists are still busy trying to 
figure out what. Apollo has taught 
us about the Moon. 

Before man went to the moon 
many theories had been offered as 
to its origin and its make-up. Dr. 
Harold Urey summed it all up 
when he said ' '  . . .  the origin and 
history of the moon have re­
mained a mystery despite in­
tensive study by many eminent 
scientists during the last century. ' '  
( W alter.SuUivan 's America 's Race 
to the Moon, page 97. ) 

Mo� scientists before Apollo 
thought that the Moon was hom 
out of the same cosmic cloud of 
dust and gas as the planet Earth. A 
few clung to the fission-theo.ry that 
our Moon was pulled out of the 
side of planet Earth, splitting off at 
some indeterminate time after our 
planet was. bom. A few scientists 
even thought that perhaps it came 
out of the .great hole where the

Pacific Ocean now stands. But 
even before man landed on the 
MooB, this theory was dying a slow 
death. The laws of celestial me­
chanics were against it... Futher­
more it was too young geolog­
ically. So that theoij in essence 
was all but dead even before 
the Apollo Moon missions were 
hom. 

Before Apollo, scientist$ were 
essentially at a loss to define just 
how our satellite came to be 
circling our planet. They believed 
that our Moon was in reality · a 
freak of nature. - that is· was too 
big and far out to be in orbit around 
our earth. Most scientists felt. it 
really shouldn't be there. They 
also felt that the manned Apollo 
explorations would unmask the 
real moon and its true origin. 

Unfortunately; it did nothing of 
· the kind. Despite a half a dozen . 
· manned landings and numerous 
unmanned orbital excursions, and 
after tens of thousands of photo­
graphs and reels of magnetic tape. 
reams of lunar data, not to mention 
over 800 pounds of lunar rock and 
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soil, the Moon has remained 
essentially a mystery to man. 
Hundreds of the ' world's most 
knowledgable scientisis have gone 
over the results of . Apollo for 
years-the planet's top astron· 
omers and astrophysicists, geol­
ogists,and geophysicists,chemists 
and geochemists. Yet, for all their 
expertise and study, the Moon 
remains an unsolved puzzle. No 
one has been able to come up with 
even a tenable theory to explain its 
origin. Dr. William K. Hartman, 
senior scientist - at the Planetary 
Science lnatitute in Arizona, point­
ed out recently in an article in 
Astronomy magazine that all three 
major lunar theories have a ' 'fatal 
flaw. ' '  Some scientists now facet­
iously suggest that ' 'perhaps the 
Moon doesn't exist at all, since 
there is no way to adequately 
account for its origin. "  

Now that all theories appear to 
be out, what is left to explain the 
presence of this strange satellite in 
our skies? An intriguing theory 
entered the picture since man 
landed on the, Moon. This is the � 



theory proposed by two Russian 
scientists that the Moon is really 
not the natural satellite of the 
Earth, but is in fact a huge 
hollowed out world with an inner 
shell of metal, in fact , a ' 'space­
craft' ' steered into orbit around 
our planet many eons ago. This 
theory was first presented in 
Sputnik magazine in July, 1970. 
Though at first this author consid­
ered it to be mere science fiction, 
we discovered that our Apollo mis­
sion evidence and data appeared to 
support this "crazy" hypothesis. 
In 1975 we published our findings 
in a book entitled Our Mysterious 
Spaceship Moon. A number of 
scientists, including a physicist at 
a leading midwestern university 
and an astronomer from a well 
known observatory, have read the 
book and find no essential scien­
tific errors. Both hold that the 
theory is tenable and in fact the 
physicist tends to believe it could 
very well be correct. We are 
convinced that before this presen­
tation is finished you will tend to 
agree with him . 

A retired federal officer re­
cently published a book called 
Somebody Else is on the Moon · 
which reveals inside information 
given to him by a former NASA 
scientist. The author, George 
Leonard, claimed that evidence of . 
strange ·activity on our Moon· 

impelled both the United States 
and the Soviet Union to go to the 
Moon and investigate. In fact it 
was not so much a race as it was a 
' 'desperate co-operation' '  to land 
on this strange world and see for 
ourselves: ( ! )  if the Moon was 
harboring alien intelligence;  (2) to 
see if the Moon might be a base of 
operations for UFOs which are 
constantly being reported here on 
Earth. 

Leonard says that the former 
NASA scientist infonned him that 
a number of NASA scientists·, as 
well as a British physicist at 
Oxford and many Soviet scientists 
are convinced, from the evidence, 
that our Moon is actually a huge 
hollow spaceship that at some 
time in the past was driven into 
orbit around our Earth. 

The evidence shows that the four 
major contentions of th� Soviet 
spaceship theory are correct: ( 1 )  
That the Moon is hollow. (2 )  That 
tt does have a layer of metal or 
metallic rock underneath its crust. 
(3) That it does give evidence on 
its exterior in those strange 
circular plains, or "seas, " of 
artificial hollowing-out processes. 
(4) That it gives surprising evi­
dence of artificial construction in 
its interior apart from the metal 
shell which enshrouds it. 

Let us now focus on some of the 
evidence that seems'to back these 
major contentions. In fact, so 
startling are they that without the 
spaceship theory they are com­
pletely unexplainable. We chal­
lenge any. scienti$ or scientifically 
minded individual to unravel and 
resolve these mysteries.

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we explain the evidence of unex­
plainable moving lights and ob­
jects reported on the Moon by 
competent astronomers along 
with apparent artificial construc­
tions in recent times? 

Such strange lunar lights and 
transient happenings have oc­
curred on the Moon that even our 
own National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration made a 
study the strange and unsatis­
factorily explained phenomena. 

We are aware of the fact that the 
lights and glows seen there have 
been explained as volcanic erup­
tions (this despite the fact that the 
Moon has been volcanically dead 
for at least the last three billion 
years as the Apollo mission has 
shown) or some kind of thermo­
luminescence. Undoubtedly ,some 
of the huge glows and even the 
smaller ones are the latter, but as 
lunar investigators themselves ad­
mit not all can be explained away 
in this fashion. Some have been 
sighted on the dark areas of our 
waning and waxing Moon.

UFO, and even more pointedly in 
his The Expanding Case for the 
UFO, this renowned scientist cited 
hundreds of cases clearly proving 
UFOs were on the moon. No other 
scientist has ever explained away 
this evidence. I challenge any 
scientific investigator to tackle 
Jessup's  work and refute him . 

Challenge 112: 
Explain how the many reported 

UFOs sighted by our astronauts in 
outer space were actually mista­
ken objects such as space debris. 

Dr. James Harder of the Uni­
versity of California reviewed tape 
logs of astronaut conversation 
from outer space and discovered 
several startling descriptions of 
UFOs sighted in outer space. He 
confronted "a member of the 
space team' 'with his shocking 
discovery. A UPI wire service ac­
count which was carried nationally 
claimed that Harder did get a 
surprising admission from the 
individual ' 'whom he declined to 
identify. ' '  Harder was also told by 
this individual, privately, that 
indeed the astronauts did sight 
UFOs on their moon trips, but the 
reports had been covered up. 
Why? ' 'Because of fear of public 
panic ' '  was the ans�er. 

Dr. Harder clearly showed that 
as is the case of Apollo 11  and 12, 
the standpat answers to explain 
away sighted ' 'bogeys ' '  did not 
adequately clear up or explain 
away the UFOs� The official ex­
plaination was that the objects 
were "part" of the spacecraft 
trailing behind it. However, this 
was not supported by the speed 
observed on NASA instruments, 



noted Harder. 
A total of .26 "bogeys" have 

been purpo�y been seen by 
astronauts in outer space. Some 
may be mistaken space deris and 
such. But clearly not all. Even the 
notorious "Condon Report" gain­
ed a • reputation from many 
scientists as being a government­
sponsored attempt to whitewash 
all UFOs out of the skies, and listed 
several Gemini space sightings by 
�ronauts as ' 'unexplainable. ' '  
Add to that the Apollo sightings 
and it is clear that astronaut re­
ported UFOs can not be Wiped out 
of the history books either. 

Challenge 119: Explain the 
evidence that indicates our Moon 
is hollow, especially the fact that 
the moon ' 'rings ' '  like a huge 
hollow sphere every time some 
object is crashed into it. 

Even before man went to the 
Moon scientists estimated that the 
density of the Moon was about 
half that of our planet Earth. This 
was _ puzzling and it · suggested 
that it might possibly indicate that 
the Moon was hollow or at least 
had huge hollow areas. The late 
Dr. H.P.  Wilkens, former head of 
the lunar division of the British 
Astronomical Association pointed 
out in his highly regarded book, 
Our Moon, that everything points 
to a more or less hollow nature of 
the crust within 20 to 30 miles of 
the surface. Intriguing ? Yes! 

Some of our own space agency 
studies appear to back this up. Dr. 
George MacDonald of NASA, 
making an analysis of the Moon's 
motions, concluded that it was 
much more dense in its outer 
parts than in its interior. 

Later findings from Apoll� did 

yield evidenc� from a study of the 
density of lunar rocks that could 
indicate that the outer portions of 
the moon were heavier and that 
this could indicate the moon might 
be hollow. If true, this would 
verify an earlier Science News 
Journal report based on earlier 
findings that the moon is like a 
hollow sphere . Later, the moon 
reacted like a hollow sphere when 
we crashed· space debris into it. 

Another study conducted by Dr. 
Sean C. Solomon of M .I.T. claim­
ed that latest data of the gravita­
tional fields of the moon indicated 
that the lunar sphere could be 
hollow. Reporting his findings in 
the technical publication, The 
Moon, An International Journal of 
Lunar Studies, Solomon concluded 
that the Lunar Orbiter findings 
indicated ' 'the frightening possi­
bility that the moon might be 
hollow. ' '  

Frightening? Yes, for if our 
moon indeed is hollow then it 
necessarily ·means that it must 
b:ave been artificially hollowed 
out. For as Dr. Josip Shklovskii 
and Dr. Carl Sagan stated in 
their co-authored

. 
work, Intelligent 

Life in the Universe: ' 'A natural 
satellite cannot be be hollow. ' '  It 
would have had to have been 
artificially hollowed out. 

So, as frightening as it may 
sound, the moon might just be a 
spaceship ! Beyond the theoretical 
speculation and supporting evi­
dence, something far more import­
ant indicates tbat these studies are 
correct, and establishes the shock­
ing fact that our moon is hollow. 
Every time we crashed anything 
into the moon, it has caused the 
moon to reverberate like a huge 

hollow sphere. Scientists started 
this series of experiments to learn 
more about the internal make-up 
of the moon. What they discov�red 
rocked them back on their heels 
and has sent shock waves through­
out the world. -

This all came about during the 
Apollo mission. After setting up 
sensitive seismometers on the 
inoon, scientists steered out of 
earth's  orbit the spent third stages 
of rockets (by radio command) 
along with ascent stages of Lunar 
Modules.  They sent them crashing 
into the moon. In each and· every 
instance these crashes, as NASA 
documents attest, caused the 
moon to ' 'ring like a huge gong or 
bell' ' for from one hour to four 
hours ! 

Astonishingly, several NASA 
scientists have come up with a 
model of the moon in the form of a 
hollow sphere based on the evi­
dence received (particularly this 
strange ringing bell phenomenon) .  
A Science News report suggested 
that our ' 'rather bizarre moon' ' is 
really a hollow titanium ball (see 
November 29 .1974 issue) .  Asked 
to comment on this strange model, 
Captain Lee Scherer, then director 
of the Apollo Lunar Exploration 
Office, admitted that NASA did 
have such a model of the moon but 
added that the fact that our moon 
was actually that-a hollow rock­
covered metal sphere-was highly 
unlikely. 

But as we have seen and will 
continue to see-it is not unlikely 
at all. It fits the facts. 0 

Inpart two ofthis article, we will 
look at the startling evidence 
which suggests that the moon has 
an inner shell of .metal.

WEIRD UGHTS 
IN THE SKY 
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BY MRS. WALTER BIE GAJ 

In the spring of 1976. the area 
of Spring Valley and Elmwood, 
Wisconsin had several UFO sight­
ings. My husband and I thought 
that the possibilities of seeing a 
UFO were very slim until the 
evening of May 13th. 

It was about 9 p.m. when we 
hea(d a soft humming noise. 
Looking out our front window, we 
saw two objects, each with four 
red flashing lights and a central 
white beam. They were floating 
about seven or eight feet above 
the ground.and when they came to 
our fence, floated over it ! We 
rushed outside to investigate the 
strange objects, and as we watch­
ed, they rose to about thirty feet 
and sped toward Ellsworth. 

There were six of the weird 
lights the next time we saw them, 
on May 17th at about 9: 15 p.m. 
They were the same type as the 
first, and 'they followed the same 
course, except that this time they 
flew much higher. 

Several days went by before we 
saw the UFOs again. It was about 
10 p.m. when they showed up­
about 15 of them ! The whole 
horizon was covered with them. 
They behaved just as the previous 

ones. I rushed to get my camera 
but when I returned they were 
gone. 

On May 30th, I was outside at 
about 10:30 p.m. to check on our 
dog. I happen to notice a light 
behind the trees across the road. 
It was unusual for a light to be 
there. I got closer to investigate 
and found it to be another one of 
the mysterious lights. It started to 
rise and hovered abo11t 30 feet 
abov� the ground. Frightened, I 
wondered what to do. I thouglit­
the camara-get the camera! I ran 
into the house and grabbed my 
camera which I left near the door, 
and called my husband. My 
husband obviously hadn't heard 
me and I didn't have time to go up 
and wake him. Outside again, I 
shot off several frames. By this 
time, the UFO had flown higher, 
but could still be seen. This UFO 
was larger than the others and it 
was alone. It had only one flashing 
white light and seemed to change 
shape. It shot off in the direction 
of River Falls. 

We haven't seen any UFOs 
since, but the sightings we did 
have, along with the photos I took 
will last us a lifetime. 0 
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of paper and then seemed to come 
out of a trance . He had to search 
for the road and did not know why 
he had come there. He made it to 
town where he presented himself 
to the sheriff. 

Irwin returned to Fort Bliss and 
was subjected to fresh psychologi­
cal examinations that were fruit­
less as the previous ones. It was at 
this point that Coral and James 
Lorenzen of the Aeriel Phenomena 
Research Organization heard of 
the story. 

Irwin was sent back to the 
William Beaumont Hospital on 
July lOth by orders of the Inspec­
tor General. On the 1st of August, 
however, Irwin was missing. 

Later listed as a deserter, he was 
never seen again. Jacques Vallee 
reproduced this strange case in his 
Passport to Magonia, considering 
it akin to certain tales about the 
fairies. 

Only now do we have sufficient 
UFO literature to find what may be 
the required clues. The cases 
which researchers have collected 
and the analyses they have at­
tempted have at last allowed a 
plausible interpretation of the 
Irwin case. Because of this, the 
story could not have been concoc­
ted in 1959 with the idea of it 
making sense only in 1977. A 
fashionable idea about UFOs is 
that the phenomenon is psychic, 
and that physical effects are 
created by psychic powers. The 
truth is that this is just one more 
way to wriggle and squirm �ut of 
facing the implications of superior 
alien visits. All the objections to 
extraterrestrial intelligence as a 
cause for UFOs can be countered. 
A consistent logical and logistical 
system based on current scientific 
knowledge exists to _  supPort the 
extraterrestrial hypothesis. This 
applies to reports that have seem­
ed to be quite absurd, even 
supernatural. 

If we assume that UFO reports 
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record real events,  and that these 
events are due to the presence of 
superior aliens, logic leads us 
inevitably to the conclusion that 
the aliens are here because of the 
crisis we have created. Among 
other activities, they are trying to 
convey certain ideas to us . A huge 
number of cases on record indicate 
clearly that the witnesses were 
being deliberately shown the UFO. 
In most cases of UFO occupants, 
the witness is ignored or pointedly 
paralyzed, or a seeming explora­
tion party taking what look like 
samples of soil, flees upon seeing 
the witness . For logical and 
especially logistical reasons, these 
occupants simply cannot be ex-· 
ploration parties . The scenes must 
be simply scenes, and intended to 
be transmitted as such by the 
witness to our society . .  

In a small proportion of occupant 
cases, there is an element of 
communication, sometimes spok­
en. These affairs ,llre full of trivial, 
whimsical, and contradictory de­
tails. The only possible reason for 
this is that the occupant& are 
staging a charade, usually one in 
which the witness is an unsuspect­
ing partici,pant. It is for us to 
ponder over the meaning of these 
charades. 

In a number of cases the 
witnesses de not remember what 
happened. The missing experi­
ence can be recovered under hyp­
nosis. It is as if what is recovered 
under hypnosis is a conversatjon 
we are over hearing. For this 
reason, the aliens would think it 
appropriate to make a number of 
witnesses forget what they had 
seen, just so that later investi­
gators would recover it by hyp­
nosis and feel that they had 
unearthed a clue of importance. It 

, is not their reasoning that is 
twisted, it is ours , and hence their 
method. 

The Swedish Ufologist K. Gosta 
Rehn proposed that the aliens are 

able to project sensory impres­
sions, even concrete information 
upon our nervous system by means 
of skillful use of electromagnetic 
radiation. This not only allows 
them to convey ideas to us, but 
saves us from the embarrassment 
of telepathy. It explains why at 
least one witness was unwilling to 
confirm that alien communication 
was by telepathy. It also explains 
why thP witness in many cRSes 

�bought the UFOs they saw were 
made here on earth, when nothing 
of the kind could have been true. 

Gerry Irwin' s  belief that he saw 
a crashing airplane, is therefore an 
important detail. Since the search­
ing party found no crashed air­
plane, it is up to us, and not for 
Irwin, to say that he saw a· UFO. 
This at once improves the strength 
of the story. · If it had been a 
meteor, it would have been much 
faster and would have made a 
violent and noticeable impact. All 
the details of the story tell us 
that psychological effects were 
imposed upon Irwin by the aliens 
right from the start. If this was still 
happening when the fish and game 
inspector went to fetch the sheriff, 
then the aliens had as much as an 
hour in which to work on Irwin 
before leaving without being seen 
by the search party. 

While Irwin was unconscious at 
Cedar City Hospital, �meone 
could have gone out to look for the 
jacket on the bush about which he 
repeatedly mumbled. Cedar City 
is just over _ 1 ,800 meters in 
altitude and is cold in early 
March, requiring wann clothes.  
Irwin had a jacket with him and, 
had left it behind. That he 
mumbled about it during uncon­
sciousness meant it was somehow 

, im}>ortant. No one went out to look 
for it. He asked where it was when 
he awoke and before he was flown 
to his base, but still no one 
bothered to look for his jacket. 
If an account of his experience 



was written on a piece of paper 
wound around the pencil which 
was stuck in the buttonhole of his 
jacket, and if someone had gone 
out and found it, whatever was 
written on the paper would have 
been far more convincing than 
anything Irwin could have directly 
and consciously related. As time 
passed without anyone finding the 
note, it lost its credibility and 
impact. 

There was obviously no airplane 
crash, and Irwin was unconscious 
and mumbling and remembered 
nothing when he awoke. This was 
an invitation for a hypnotist to 
unearth what had happened. As 
far as we know, no effort at 
hypnotism was made. 

Invitations to doriors to apply 
hypnosis were offered, even to 
telephone Cedar City about the 
missing jacket, but, neither invi­
tation was recognized. 

Two circumstantial invitations 
to hypnosis and a search for the 
missing jacket had failed. What­
ever the aliens wanted the human 
investigators of Irwin to find out 
will never be known owing to 
incompetence, lack of imagina­
tion, and prejudice of facts. In the 
meantime, the jacket with its 
inviting note had become for­
gotten. As time passed, it had lost 
its value as evidence and the 
aliens must have changed their 
plans. •

ever the note had said and to the 
need for hypnosis by going away 
from the base wit,hout leave and 
burning the note/then seemed to

dent. Even at this stage, no story 
was extracted by hypnosis and 
then given the publicity that 
success of the original alien plans 
would have brought about. The 
aliens had arranged for a magnifi­
cently conceived story. The note 
could have been found at the 
beginning and made a sensational 
impression. Hypnosis could have 
unearthed the story that had been 
removed from Irwin's conscious 
recollection. These two items 
would have made headlines all 
over the globe. 

This incident could have 
sneaked into the public limelight, 
as the aliens must have desired, 
without either of two things that 
upset the authorities. One is 
physical evidence that they would 
feel obliged to confiscate and then 
deny, and the other is a great host 
of witnesses whom ' they would 
feel obliged to go to some lengths 
to silence, 

The initial effort failed. The 
next logical step was to salvage 
the ruins of the plan by once more 
drawing attention to the destroyed 
note and to the trance of the 
witness. This also failed. There is 
no reason, after all, why super· 
intelligent aliens should be able to 
predict the actions of capricious 
human society. They certainly did 
not do so in this case. 

The final and logical step was to 
induce Irwin to leave the base 
once more, but this time, their 
purpose was to examine him and 
find out at first hand why their 
plans had failed so dismally. We 
should reflect, now upon why the 
best laid plans of men and aliens

the AP: New pictures of Mars ' 
northern regions reveal mysteri­
ous patterns, resembling contour 
plowing on the planet's red sur­
face, and scientists say they 
cannot find a natural explanation. 
'We are getting some strange 
things. It is very puzzling, ' said 
Michael Carr, member of the team 
interpreting pictures of Mars from 
the Viking 2 or.biter. Carr stated 
that the newest pictures of the 
target zone showed stripped pat­
terns that resemble an aerial 
photograph of a farmer 's field 
after plowing. 'The stripes are too 
regular to be of natural causes, ' 
Carr stated. But what caused 
them?

cal composition , and so forth, to 
be likely candidates for the abodes 
of life. 

Marjorie Fish kept all this in 
mind while constructing her three 
-dimensional models. By 1973 her 
work had finally paid off- she had 
constructed a model of our galact­
tic neighborhood which, when 
viewed from a position in space in 
the vicinity of the Zeta Reticuli 
system, bore a startling resemb­
lance to the map drawn by Betty 
Hill. 

Ms. Fish's calculations were 
checked by computer and her 
models were examined by leading 
professional astronomers. The 
consensus was that she had put 
forth an astonishingly impressive 
and highly plausible hypothesis to 
explain the ' 'navigational JD.ap' ' 
reportedly seen by Betty Hill 
aboard the alien spacecraft.

to solar or near-solar type stars. 
Within a 55-light-year radius of 
our solar system are some 16 
such stars, all 16 being ' 'main 
sequence ' '  stars between F5 and 
K5 spectral classification, the 
outside parameters for possible 
life-supporting stars suggested by 
Schklovskii and Sagan in their 
book, Intelligent Life in the Uni­
verse. Our sun is a G2 tjpe star, 
which falls almost exactly in the 
middle of that range . 

The controversy still continues , 
some astronomers such as Carl 
Sagan and Stephen Soter calling 
for more rigorous interpretation of 
the data, others, like David R. 
Saunders, seeing in the data the 
revelation that our sun belongs to 
a closed cluster which includes 
other solar-type stars. But it is 
agreed among all thait Ms. Fish's 
line of reasoning constitutes an 
exceedingly insightful and valu­
able contribution to the unravel­
ling of the question of extra­
terrestrial intelligence. 0 

BEYOND THE SPEED OF UGHT 
Because scientists are nQw specu­
lating on the existance of myster­
ious particles which travel faster 
than the speed of light, interstellar 
space travel may become a reality 
much sooner than we think. 
• Until very recently it was 
thought that nothing could exceed 
the speed of light, 182,000 miles 
per second . .  At that rate, light will 
travel some six trillion miles per 
year; and since the nearest star 
system to our own, Alpha Cent­
tauri, is four light years away a 
round-trip space mission travel­
ing at light-speed would require 
eight years for its completion. For 
trips to other nearby stars the time 
involved would be considerably 
longer. 

But now scientists are taking 
another look at Einstein's  theory of 
relativity-the theory which seems 
to "forbid" anything from going 
faster than the speed of light. And

the reason they are doing so is 
because of increasing evidence in 
favor of the existence of sub­
atomic particles called ' 'tachyons' ' 
(from the Greek word, tachys, 
which means swift) .  

' 'Tachyons may hold the key to 
interstellar travel, ' '  one prominent 
physicist recently noted, and 
they may already have been 
harnessed by other technological 
civilizations in our galaxy. ' '  

With all the major advances and 
astonishing discoveries made in 
the field of astrophysics in recent 
years, no one should be surprised 
if scientists soon. uncover these 
elusive particles. And then, even 
the speed of light will no longer 
seem an insurmountable barrier 
to galactic travel. When that 
di�very is made, the day will be 
hastened when we can take our 
first, tentative steps toward the 
stars.

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the mass and' they remain in the 
reduced star . It would be like 
taking the earth and shrinking it 
to the size of a ping pong ball, but 
having the same weight as before. 
A teaspoon of matter from a 
neutron star would weigh more 
than a billion tons ! 

Gravity is affected by the mass 
of an object and distance from the 
center of force . A neutron star 
would have the same mass it had 
before, but its gravitational pull 
would increase immensely be­
cause the center of the star is 
within only a few miles of its 
surface . The gravitational pull of a 
neutron star would be over 210 
billion times that of earth at its 
surface. 

Now imagine a star fifty or on� 
hundred times as large as our sun 
collapsing down to only five miles 
in diameter. The gravitational pull 
would be so great that even light 
could -not escape. Light . is com­
posed of packets of particles 
called photons, which have mass 
and are therefore subject to the 
force of gravity. And since no light 
would emanate from this "col­
lapsar, ' '  as a collapsed star is 
sometimes called, it would appear 
black. This is what has become 
known as a "black hole. " 

So great is the gravitational pull 
of these collapsars that they 
actually rip about the fabric of 
space . Thus a space ship could 
enter into the "hyperspace" of 
such an objects travel immense 
distances within a very brief 
period of time and reappear at 
another point in space. It has been 
proposed that all matter that is 
sucked into a black hole reappears 
through a "white hole. " This 
would seem quite likely, because 
every f6rce in nature has an 
opposing force. It is possible then, 
that these black hoies could have 
corresponding white holes pos­
sessing negative gravitational 
fields. In other words, a white 
hole would ' 'push' ' things away 
from it, completely opposite in 
effect from black holes. 

But one problem presents itself: 
a spaceship entering such a 
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H ' 'Black Holes' '

tremendous gravitational field 
would be crushed by its force. Yet 
this problem can be overcome if 
the black hole rotates at a high 
enough . speed. The outward cen­
trifugal force caused by a high 
spin would counteract the inward 
gravitational force. This would 
create a semi-forceless field about 
the center, or equator, of the hole. 
If travel through the hole were to 
take place, it would have to be 
through such a forceless field. 

Do black holes, in fact, spin? No 
one can say for sure, because no 
one has ever seen a black hole. 
We can only theorize their exist­
ence from secondary information, 
such as X-rays from seemingly 
empty parts of space. Given that 
black holes exist, it is very likely 
that they spin upon their axes 
because almost everything else in 
the universe rotates, including the 
earth, the sun, our solar system, 
our galaxy - and the universe 
itself! So why not black holes? A 
neutron star spins 33 times per ., 
second and from this fact we can 
conclude that a black hole rotates 
as fast as, or faster than, a 
neutron star . If this is true, then 
our spaceship is safe. 

Would a spinning black hole 
indeed create entry into some kind 
of space warp? Would it be the 
opening to a worm-hole, a tunnel 
from one point in space to 
another? A�cording to the Kerr­
Metric Space Warp Theory, a very 
dense star, spinning quickly, 
would have no mass at its center 
and thus tear in the tapestry of 
space. A rotating black hole would 
more than fit the bill ; for you 
won't find anything more dense 
than a collapsar or black hole. 

If black holes do create space 
warps, it is not difficult to envision 
an advanced civilization travelling 
from one black hole to another 
within a matter of minutes. Who 
knows , perhaps they have al­
ready set up a Black Hole Rapid 
Transit System and are at this 
very moment plying the furthest 
reaches of the galaxy. It is an 
enticing possibility, to say the 
least. []

be given every encouragement to 
collapse by these opportunists 
among us. It would be optimistic to 
suppose that if superior aliens 
taught us, we could be good 
pupils.

the satirical, know-it:.all Oberg 
will dismiss Dr. Jessup's conclu­
sions as being "lunacy" even as 
he has so peremptorily dismissed 
the work of another astronomer, 
Dr. Hynek, or that of Dr. Harder 
or any other scholar who main­
tains that UFOs are very real 
should be open-mindedly investi­
gated. Captain Oberg has even 
dismissed the fine work of Dr. 
�h of the Condon Commi� 
who in the Condon Report investi­
gated the strange encounters that 
early astronauts had with strange 
"bogeys" or UFOs in outer space. 
Captain Oberg of the Johnson 
Space Center and the U.S. Air 
Force has the audacity to dispar­
age the competency of Dr. Roach 
by setting himself up as the judge 
and arbiter of the evidence, 
claiming that Dr. Roach's conclu­
sion that several uro· sightings by 
astronauts were ' 'unexplainable' '  
was in error.

miles beneath its crust, is hollow� 

Furthermore, George Leonard, 
a retired federal official, enlight-

allow truly peaceful cultures on a 
mature world, superior aliens 
must possess an inbuilt motive for 
complete self protection against 
savages. Only in this way can they 
avoid being cheated at some 
crucial stage. Only in this way, in 
our past, could aliens who visited 
this world have done nothing to 
prevent war, torture, labor camps, 
and all the other grim spectacles 
of history. 

Will our planet ever be consid­
ered for membership in the Gal­
actic Club? It seems as though we 
are being watched . and prodded 
and needled with the hope that we 
will . For the greater part, we are 
left to do it by ourselves because 
that is the only way it can be 
done. 0 

ened by an ex-NASA scientist who 
filled him in on the great govern­
ment coverup, claimed that our 
entire moon exploration program 
was impelled by ' 'suspicion or 
recognition' '  of the fact that the 
moon is occupied by an intelligent 
race or races and the source of 
UFOs visiting the earth.

tell how a leader was selected by 
the ''Gods' ' to receive advanced 
information about the impending 
doom. In each case he is instruc­
ted to warn people to mend their 
ways. In the end the warnings 
usually went unheeded, the deci­
mation of the race all but com­
plete. 

The quick rejection by science 
of any religious interpretation is 
equally applied to any psychic 
interpretation. Yet throughout re­
corded history there have always 
been a few chosen humans who 
had the ability to see accurately, 
and truthfully, into the future, and 
to warn of impending doom.

INCIDENT AT FAWN GROOVE

A large ball of fire was witness­
ed by several persons and all are 
baffled concerning the "fireballs" 
origin. Even ·the most skeptical 
witnesses refuse to acknowledge 
the possiblility that the object 
could have been a UFO. 

The official report handed in by 
Captain Douglas of the Citizens 
Volunteer Fire Company reads as 
follows: "At approximately · 8: 15 
p.m. there was a fire on the 
property of Mr. Robert Brown 
which seemed to have been 
caused by a meteor. The meteor 
landed and burnt an area of 
approximately 50 square feet. ' '  
But this explanation has been 
ruled out by other official invest­
igators. 

The Fire Chief' s report doesn't 
answer a few basic questions 
concerning the strange object. 
First, if it was indeed a landing 
meteor, what happened to the 
meteor? All we have here is a 
circular burnt area of ground. 

Photo at top show small holes 
which were found at the site 

where th_e unknown object landed. 
Officials who have investigated 
the incident have ruled out any 

speculation that it could have 
been a meteor. 
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Also, if a meteor did land it most 
certainly have left a good size 
hole. The only marks left on the 
parched ground were three small 
holes measuring 2 inches deep 
and 2 inches in diameter. Second­
ly, meteors only burn for approx­
imatly 16 seconds. This ball of fire 
was visual for over 5 minutes.  

The fact that witnesses stated 
that it was ' 'standing still ' '  rules 
out beyond a doubt that it was a 
meteor. 

It seems that the conclusion 
that the fire was caused by a 
meteor just doesn't hold up. What 
other explanation can it be? The 
investigators reached the conclu­
sion that it was a UFO. Robert 
Barry, of 20 Century UFO Bureau, 
believes there are strong indica­
tions that the fire was caused by a

is necessary ; a probe not in search 
of spacecraft, but one into the 
recesses of the mind-which ap­
pears to be the key to unlocking the 
UFO phenomenon.

departing "air craft" . The three 
small holes which were discovered 
measured five-and-one-half feet 
apart. ' 'What ever caused the 
depression is typical of landings of 
such kind which are found in 
fields across the nation, ' '  Mr. 
Barry stated. 

Fawn Grove is located near the 
Peach Bottom Nuclear Power 
Plant which could be the reason 
for UFO activity in this area. It has 
been reported that UFOs have 
been seen many times in the areas 
of nuclear power plants (see UFOs 
over Rockland County, this issue) . 

As far as UFOs are concerned, 
they are a reality and until they 
will make themselves known to 
us, we will have to live with the 
mystery of what they are and, 
where they come from. D
