I found Erich Von Daniken' s 
reply to my article (Where Von 
Daniken Went Wrong, May, 1977 
Beyond Reality) to be quite inter­
esting-if not misleading. 

Even if his book is eleven years 

old, there is still no reason why it 
should have the mistakes it does. I 
picked Chariots of the Gods 
because it is his most popular, 
and very possible, the only one 
many people have read. Thus, 
corrections in other books do little 
good to the casual reader. I could 
have covered his other books 
(such as Gold of the _Gods) if space 
would have permitted. 

True, the Sumerian culture 
may have developed out of noth­
ing, but not ''over.-night'' as Von 
Daniken has suggested. The de­
velopment of this culture occupied 
over a period of 6000 years. 

I saw the "electric battery" in 
the movie In Search of Ancient 
Gods, " it is real-and if acid is 
added, a battery can be cr-eated. I 
wa�n't arguing this-only that, 
just because we can turn it into a 
battery now by adding to it-does 
not mean the ancients did. 

Von Daniken said that his 
argument dealing with Easter 
Island wasn't how they were 
moved, but how they cut the hard 
rock and that modem attempts to 
erect the statues ''with the help of 
ropes-not without, as claimed by 
the critics". He implied, I didn't 
mention these ... but I did. I men­
tioned that the rocks ''are quite 
soft'' and were erected ''using 
ropes, stones and poles.'' 

Cave paintings, Nazca, and the 
pyramid is a matter of debate and 
acceptability. All Von Daniken 
has said is that he is right, and I 
am not. I guess · this could be 
implied to my objection to alien­
human mating. He tried to get 
around this by saying that he had 
always said that the aliens and 
earthlings had the same chromo-



somal make-up. He though that 
this would settle my arguement, 
but this is what I objected to the 
most ... the same genetic make­
up. Any interbreeding would have 
to have come through genetic 
engineering only. 

Mr. Von Daniken, I am not 
trying to _tear the ancient astro­
naut theory apart, for I believe it 
to be interesting and merits 
further study.

A HISTORY OF MAGIC, by 
Richard Cavendish, Taplinger 
Publishing Co., $9.95 

Although many books have 
been published in recent years on 
witchcraft and magic, a good 
conprehensive history is lacking. 
This book by Richard Cavendish 
fills the gap. 

The author brings a balance of 
sense to this very complex, and 
often preplexing materiaL This is 
a lively and penetrating analysis 
by a leading authority, providing 
a clear, accurate account of a 
complex and fascinating subject. 

Cavendish's concluding section 
shows that the ancient magi­
cal tradition flourishes to this day, 
in the contemporary preoccupa­
tion with paranormal experience, 
oriental mysticis�, meditation 
and trance, esoteric techniques of 
self-development and other spirit­
ual alternatives to modern ration­
alism, materialism and science.

information which I th�ght many 
of our readers would be interested 
in. 

Mr. Hardy is also one of the 
first to make several types of 
pyramids available to the public at 
reasonable cost. 

Pyramid energy, define it! Is it 
light radiation that will burn the 
body? Pyramid means ''light in 
the middle.'' Does it exist? Will it 
mummify and dehydrate the body 
or the brain? Many so-called 
experts have decided that this 
energy will harm the body, cause 
bad after effects, and even mum­
ifies the living cells. Let me tell 
you about our experiences with 
this energy before you come to 
any conclusions. 

In the summer of 1975 we built 
a large backyard pyramid. Its base 
is 24 feet by 24 feet. Its height is 
approximately 15 feet high and it 
is built to the scale of the Cheops 
Pyramid, the great pyramid of 
Giza.

The first type we built is a 
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receiver. It is a copy of the Cheops 
Pyramid which was built for this 
time continuum. It has been 
rumored throughout the ages that 
this pyramid was the hall of 
initiation into the higher levels of 
consciousness. Science is now 
proving that consciousness is u 
totality beyond space-time. We 
have come to know that conscious­
ness and energy are one. In the 
near future we plan to build a 
three sided pyramid that will not 
only expand one's consciousness, 
but will send one's consciousness 
out into the universe-out beyond 
the continuum of space-time. 

What I believe about this 
energy is that it is the secret to the 
evolution of man. According to 
Rudolf Steiner it is necessary to 
fill the astral body with this light 
to advance into the next stage of 
evolution. He makes this clear in 
the lectures he presented at Stutt­
gart, Germany in September, 
1908. You can read this material 
in his book Egyptian Myths and 
Mysteries. This is also what is 
referred to as illumination, by the 
church. Many famous people have 
experienced this in connection 
with spiritual growth. It is my 
belief that the pyramid construct­
ed in this fashion will help those 
who use it to achieve this illumi­
ation. The pyramid's basic pur­
pose is to refocus cosmic light. 
This helps the human assimilate 
this light into his development 
through meditation while in the 
pyramid. 

Therefore, we use the pyramid 
to e)[pand the study of conscious­
ness. Once an individual takes up 
this task and starts working 
towards a transformation in con­
sciousness, it becomes his main 
focus. He centers the whole of his 
life forces on expanding his 
consciousness. 

We built our pyramid to help 
our son. Nine years ago in a 
dream, we were told to build a 
pyramid. Our son is a dyslexic and 
writes backwards. He does this 
because his subconscious runs 
from the future to the past which 
is why he reverses things. A Mr. 
Kenneth Killick of Canada gave 
us a new process to make the 
pyramid more powerfull. Since 
John had the opportunity to use 
the pyramid he has learned to see 
in the dark by developing his

CAZOTIE 
PROPHECY

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The scene was a gay dinner 
party at the fashionable Paris 
home of the Prince de Beauleau. 
Soft music and rich wines flowed 
freely through the richly iapestri­
ed chambers. One would have 
been hard-pressed to find an 
unhappy face that spring evening 
of 1788. 

There was one man present, 
however, who could find no 
pleasure in the laughing crowd. 
Jacques Cazotte, the famous poet, 
sat alone in a comer of the 
ballroom. He was silent, somber, 
locked in his owri private hell. 

"What's wrong with you, Ca­
zotte?'' The party revelers tried to 
shake the poet out of his depres­
sion. "Why don't you say some­
thing?'' 

''Alas!'' Cazotte answered. 
"Don't ask me what I see." 

When pressed, Cazotte reveal .. 
ed that it had been revealed to 
him that almost every guest at 
the party would exp"erience a 
hideous death. They would be 
executed as enemies of the state 
in a bloody revolution Cazotte saw 
descending upon France. 

''I see a prison, a cart, a great 
plaza with a strange machine that 
resembles a gallows,'' Cazotte 
warned. 

The poet told the guests the 
terrible fate that awaited them, 
revealed in bloody detail how each 
would die. The wave of death, he 
added, would far transcend those 
present in the ballroom. Tens of 
thousands would be slain. King 
Louis XVI and Queen Marie 
Antoinette, he told his horrified 
and aghast listeners, would also 
be executed. Cazotte said that he, 
himself, would be put to death. 

Within six years, the party-go­
ers were dead, executed, in most 
cases guillotined by revolutionary 
tribunals, exactly as Cazotte had 
'foretold. One exception was poet 
Jean Francois de Laharpe, a 
fanatical atheist. Cazotte had 

predicted that Laharpe would 
escape execution to become an 
evangelical Christian. 

"Ha!" laughed writer Sebas­
tien Nicolas Chamfort the night of 
the prophecy. ''Now, I'm reassur­
ed! If we won't die until Laharpe 
here turns Christian, why then 
we're practically immortal!'' 

Yet Laharpe did turn into a 
paragon of Christian piety, exactly 
as Cazotte had predicted. 

Cazotte' s prophecy has long 
been regarded as a cornerstone 
classic in the field of precognition. 
It has been championed as an 
iron-clad proof of extrasensory 
powers. Albert A. Brandt, writing 
in Fate magazine (The Prophecy 
of Jacques Cazotte), insisted that 
the Cazotte prediction is ''the only 
prophecy in history that Time has 
proved to be 100 percent accurate. 
The veracity can be checked.'' 
Justine Glass (Alice Enid Corrall) 
wrote in her They Foresaw the 
Future, that ''Jacques · Cazotte'.s 
must be among the most verified 
predictions ever made.'' 

In the field of psychic research, 
however, a dubious ''proof'' is far 
worse than no proof at all. The 
hard facts are that the Cazotte 
prophecy does not stand up well to 
critical studies. The prophecy may 
well be complete fiction. If, as is 
more likely, it is in some small 
part genuine, there is absolutely 
no need to search for an extrasen­
sory exp�anation. 

For starters only, there is 
considerable doubt as to where 
the supposed prophetic warnings 
were delivered. Jean Francois de 
Laharpe, the earliest recorder of 
the prophecy (in his Posthumous 
Works of 1806), stated that it took 
place at a dinner party thrown by 
''one of our colleagues of the 
Academy, a grand person arid a 
gre�t wit.'' This is usually held to 
have been the Prince de Beau­
veau. 

Alexander Dumas hinted, in his

At that very moment a man was 
striding briskly about the White 
Plaza, looking repeatedly at his 
watch. At precisely eleven-forty, 
he walked to his car, got in and 
drove away. 

Scenario for a psychic spy 
movie? Not exactly. The woman 
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PHYSICISTS 
describing her out-of-body experi­
ence was not just another misty­
eyed pseudo-psychic, either, but a 
trained mathematician. The be­
spectacled man who sat beside 
her was none other than Dr. 
Russell Targ, senior research 
physicist at Stanford Research 
Institute, a scientist international­
ly known for his discoveries in the 
field of lasers. The man at White 
Plaza was Dr. Harold Puthoff, 
author of a well-known textbook 
on quantum electronics. 

It was one of several spectac­
ular experiments in ESP and 
related phenomena made recently 
at Sanford by a team of hard­
nosed physicists who believe firm­
ly that seeing is believing. 

What were these physicists . 
doing, experimenting with clair­
voyance and astral projection? We 

all know that physics is one of the 
most rigorous, mathematical, and 
exacting of the sciences, and yet 
two of its most respected repre­
sentatives were dabbling in a field 
often accused of being beyond the 
pale of science- o;r worse, a field 
inhabited only by quacks and 
charlatans. What in the world 
were they doing? 

The answer to that question has 
opened a new door in para­
psychological investigation. It is 
now clear that ESP is not simply 
an interesting, inexplicable phen­
omenon, but m.ay lie, like the 
electron, proton and neutron, at 
the very core of matter and 
reality. 

The Targ-Puthoff studies began 
a few years ago with pilot experi­
ments that demonstratred physi­
ologically that a message can pass

from one mind to another even 
when they are separated by 
electrically shielded walls. Though 
the receivers were not always 
aware of it, their brain wave 
pattern was similar to that of the 
sender who was seeing flashes of 
light. 

Having heard accounts of clair­
·voyants who could somehow see 
with their mind's eye beyond the 
limitations of their body, the 
physicists set out to produce in 
their own laboratory, under rigid, 
scientifically controled condi­
tions, the phenomenon of clair­
voyance -or as they perf erred to 
call it, ''remote viewing.'' 

The results of these experi­
ments were nothing short of 
astounding, hardly what either of 
the studious physicists expected. 

(They themselves confessed that 
they had been reluctant to publish 
some of the results because of 
their ''apparent . incompatibility 
with existing concepts.'') 

They found that clairvoyance is 
not restricted only to professional 
psychics and adepts, but is a 
widely possessed power, though, 
often latent and unused. Their 
experiments focused on the ability 
to visualize mind images of an 
unknown, randomly selected loca­
tion being visited by another 
person. Beginning with experi­
enced subjects who had earlier 
demonstrated psychic ability in 
the light- flashing experiments, 
they found that almost the same 
results could be obtained from 
persons who had never thought of 
themselves as having psychic

powers. One of their best subjects 
in fact, who described the target 
location with minute accuracy 
right down to the brand name of a 
padlock on a gate, turned out to be 
a government scientist sent to 
monitor the experiment-some­
one whose business it was to be 
skeptical. 

Whatever was taking place, the 
scientists soon discovered, was 
completely unlimited by dis­
tances. The accuracy and clarity of 
descriptions were just as good 
whether the target happened to 
be in the next room, a few miles 
in distance, or as far away as the 
Caribbean. 

Even more startling, Targ and 
Puthoff began to observe a pattern 
emerging that suggested they 
were dealing not only with clair-

That she was an unusual child 
there can be no doubt. Julia 
McPreaz was hom during a 
meteor shower on January 29 , 
1896 and died of Diphtheria 
August 14, 1901. In her five years 
she had confounded her parents 
by speaking Spanish at two and 
playing the violin at four. She 
often spoke of her sister Ida 
although no such person existed. 
Shortly before she passed away 
she had asked her mother and 
father not to grieve as she was 
only going to see her beloved 
sister and would return shortly. 
The next morning she was gone. 

Her brother, my father, was ten 
years old in 190 1 and lived on the 
old Booth Farm in Hanston, 
Kansas with Grandfather Samuel 
and Grandmother Ethel. The loss 
was keenly felt. As he told of the 
incident in later years, his mem­
ory at his advanced age was 
remarkable as shown by the 
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a 

newspaper clip from the local 
paper for August 15th, 1901. 

It was, as he recalled, a 
frightful morning with glowering 
black clouds hovering overhead. 
The animals in the bam were near 

· frantic with some fear and the old 
clock in the hall had stopped at 
four A.M. when Grandmother 
went up to Julia's  room to bring 
her some hot soup, her screams 
brought my Father and Grand­
father running in from the stable. 
The little girl had passed away 
sometime between ten P.M. the 
night before and six A.M. the next 
morning. H the clock marked the 
passing as Grandmother thought , 
no one could say for sure. It was 
an old clock, and it had stopped 
before. 

The service had been conducted 
on Monday morning and the small 
procession mounted their rigs and 
set off for the cemetary. It had 
been raining most of the night and 

stopped about dawn, and just 
seemed to be waiting to begin 
again. 

Through town and out on to the 
wide prairie the mourners rode 
when the sky exploded with a clap 
of thunder and torents of rain beat 
down with some fury. Again and 
again the thunder rolled and then 
something out of a nightmare hap­
pened that turned everyone 's 
blood cold. A bolt of lightning 
flashed, and with a roar like a 
hundred express trains smashed 
into the hearse carrying the child.

The child was taken home and 
did not appear to be any worse for 
the ordeal. That is , except for a 
strange half moon burn on her left 
hand and the awful stench of 
sulfer which clung to her tattered 
dress. 

Through her life she was a most 
devoted daughter of Christ and 
with her husband, Charles Mur­
ray, gave their lives to working in 
Africa. When her husband died of 
Leprosy in 1920 , she returned to 
New York and lived for some 
years as a recluse. Except for my 
Cousin Katie Cain, an artist, she 
would see no one. Her remaining 
years were spent in reading her 
worn bible and prayer. Contract­
ing Diphtheria, she passed away 
on March 12, 1924. What my 
Father, Aunt, and five others 
saw was enough to convince them

that Julia was indeed extraordin­
ary. 

It was about five a.m. , as the 
seven people stood watch over the 
casket, a strange light formed on 
the wall of the room where the girl 
had passed away. Above her bed 
hung a picture of The Blessed 
Virgin and the light formed- itself 
into an appantion which rose from 
the casket. The hands were cross­
ed over the breast with the finger 
tips resting on the shoulders. It 
wore a white robe and seemed to 
be encircled by a flimsy white 
cloud. On the head was a wreath 
of roses which was encircled by a 
glowing halo of light. The face 
was that of Julia. 

My Father had had a bad fall a 
month before and had to use a 
cane to get about. At that instant 
the pain departed from his foot 
and he related that a great peace 
entered his mind as if a weight had 
been removed from his should­
ers. 

The hands moved and. brought 
the palms together as if in prayer 
before her face. Her eyes were 
closed and there was a smile on 
the lips as if knowing some 
forgotten secret. The family being 
strict Catholics quickly left the 
room and made the sign of the 
cross with holy water. Even from 
that room with the door closed, a 
bright light blazed from the crack 
under the door , and rushing back 
in, they observed the figure 
hovering over the casket and then 
slowly fading and disappearing. 

· What Julia McPreaz Murray 
had written in her diary when it 
was discovered among her things 
was no less amazing. Accounts of 
trips to the city beneath the 
southern sea, visiting with her 
Father and someone she called 
Ida whom she said was her sister. · 
No one knew what she meant 
because she had no sister. 

For many years the painting by 
Cousin Katie hung in the hall of

the small house in Brooklyn and 
was destroyed by fire in 1941. 

Researching the story and trans­
forming it from a family horror into 
a documented case of psychic 
phenomena required over four 
years and one hundred thousand 
miles but the pieces began to fall 
into place. A page in her diary 
dated December 12, 1922 men­
tions in part a visit to a Doctor 
which she wrote of as ''that 
terrible old man. ' '  In part, the 
notation reads : ''Took the train to 
Indo but Ida was quite naughty. 
She does not like him and says that 
she will fool him by becoming ,a 
jungle savage. I fear I shall have to 
put her to sleep once again. ' '  

My Father recalled that his 
sister did visit a Physician in the 
area where my Grandmother lived. 
He recounted that Julia had gone 
to Indiana after returning from 
Africa and had returned to New 
York in the Spring of 1923. 

On a trip to Columbus , Ohio, the 
old newspaper copies of The 
Republic for the winter of 1922 
were searched in the hope that a 
social item might have been run . 
The paper was well read in the area 
of south-Central Indiana in the 
twenties . 

Several hours were spent in 
combing the yellowed pages whe� 
a small item was uncovered under 
the sports news . An Ida Frank had 

· caused some attention by rexeal­
ing several entities while under 
hypnosis. In spite of the article 
describing the woman as promi­
nent in society, there is no record 
of such a person among the 
wealthy of Indianapolis for that 
year of the following. 

Comparing the diary notation 
and the story is so striking in 
similarly that ther�e is cause tO 
wonder. There is the ''savage 
negress ' '  speaking in the dialect of 
an African jungle tribe and the 
''infant nestling in her Mother's 
bosom. "  Had indeed Julia put the 

naughty child to sleep so as not to 
betray her presence? Did Julia 

· possess another entity? 
Shortly after Julia's passing, a 

relative in Kansas wrote my 
Mother to tell her that the old farm 
house was being tom down. The 
news clipping sent along mentions 
workmen being frightened by a 
spectre of . a woman. Since it 
concerned the family mentioned, 
no one could recall who it could 
have been. Grandfather had pur­
chased the old farm in the year 
1892 after the two sisters who 
owned it were killed in a train 
wreck. Who the spectre was no 
one could say . Father was sure 

that he nad never been. aware of 
anything strange in the house 
before- Julia was born. Had she 
returned to the place where she 
had entered to life before hoping 
to find the door open again? 

Father has vivid memories of 
his sister as a child and how 
strange she had acted after the 
incident of her re-birth. Her eyes 
had been brown before but now 
they were a bright blue. She 
would have violent spasms in 
which she would clutch her head 
and scream obscenities no child 
raised on a Kansas farm would 
know. Her presence in. the bam 
would send the animals into a 
fury. Finally it was decided to 
send her away. 

That she was confined at an 
asylum should be no indication 
that she was insane. In the dismal 
years before World War One any 
form of behavior not in strict 
accordance with society was con­
sidered worthy of being committ­
ed and forgotten. The asylums in 
this country were crowded to 
overflowing with free thinkers, 
many of them saner then their 
jailors. 

The doctors at Julia 's asylum 
advanced little beyond putting a 
hole in the skull to let the devils 
out or prescribing massive doses 



of "Mistress Winslow's" syrup or 
laudanum saturated with mor­
phine to quite litterly crush the 
mind. To subject an eight year old 
child to this was not considered 
inhuman, only the nomal course 
for the treatment of mental disor­
ders. 

Her being sent to four different 
asylums in the course of a year 
was unparalleled. Nurses refused 
to come near her, the other 
inmates were often found cringing 
in a comer of their room and even 
the Priest pronounced her ' 'a foul 
spawn' ' and forbid her to attend 
services. 

Samuel McPreaz had gone to 
sea when he was ten years old 
aboard a German sailing vessel 
carrying hides up from Central 
America. Working his way up, he 
became an Able Bodied Seaman 
and finally First Mate on an 
English steamer about 1887. His 
marrage to Ethel Marie Rey and 
her desire to return to Kansas 
must have been a most difficult 
period in his life. The birth of my 
Father and and later Julia perhaps 
brought him some happiness but 
not the business of farming. He 
was simply not cut out for it. 

Realizing that his family was 
suffering and that Julia needed to 
be sent away, he went to San 
Francisco and signed on a British 
vessel bound for Australia. His 
return some three years later was 
aboard the steamer W aratah out 
of Brisbane. At a point thought to 
be somewhere between the last 
port of call, Fort Lauderdale, 
Florida and Spanish Town, J amai­
ca, she vanished with over three 
hundred souls. The Empress of 
India roughly ten miles away 
picked up a wireless distress 
signal and then nothing. 

Ethel often spoke of a night in 
the summer of 1909 when she 
received a telephone call from the 
asylum that Julia had fallen into 
an unexplained faint and was 

calling to her Father. The Doctor 
could find no cause for the spell 
and was fearful that the girl was 
dying. Shortly after midnight, it 
was reported that she had risen 
from her bed, gone to the window 
and told the nurse that her Father 
was dead. 

Some years later when Julia 
was asked about this , she replied 
that a great green cloud had 
appeared off the vessel's  portside 
and the ship had ... ' 'fallen away.' '  
The term is one used by seamen in 
writings of the 19th century to 
describe an un-natural occur­
rence. Was the W aratah another 
victim of whatever forces are at 
work in the devil's Triangle? Even 
stranger is Julia's  discription 
which so closly matches reports 
not to be popular for another sixty 
years. That she believed she was 
on the bridge with her Father at 
that moment there can be no 
doubt. The nurse reported that 
' 'the child was ringing wet from 
head to toe" and yet the wash­
rooms were several hundred feet 
down the hall. 

That Julia was either into some 
form of astral projection or believ­
ed herself to be - is a well known 
fact. In the early part of the 
century such ideas often branded 
their reciters as mad or under the 
influence of opiates. In any case 
many reports were either hidden 
by the family or covered up 
as it being the effects of some long 
illness. Julia often would shock 
visitors to her home with stories of 
having spoken with a Christlike 
figure or walked in a city beneath 
the southern sea. My Father 
recalls quite vividly asking her 
what southern sea that was and 
her answer was . .. ' 'where my 
Father is. ' '  The relationship is 
not clearly understood. Was she 
speaking of God the Father-or 
her Father lost over the region 
now believed to have been Atlan­
tis? 

In any case, divers have found 
massive stone temples in the area 
described and if she had such 
knowledge in the 1920s, might not 
her stories about an under sea city 
also have some credibility? 

If Julia possessed some psychic 
powers not understood in her life­
time , she did not make too much 
use of them. She was able to 
locate lost items, predicted the 
death of a priest, foretold a car 
accident in a distant city, and had 
many premonitions of the future. 
She was a strange person. 

So strange were these that it 
was believed that they were only 
ravings: "A great wave of water 
and ice from both, north , and 
south, ' '  was one she related. 
' 'Strange visitors from inside the 
earth, " was another. It was 
before the times to read such 
ideas in the common press of the 
20's. About the end of the world 
as we know it, she was sure. 
' ' Man would approach God's pow­
ers, and thinking themselves as 
Gods, would destroy themselves 
in a terrible holocaust. ' '  

Upon her marriage and return· 
to the farm at Hanston, Kansas in 
the summer of 19 13, Julia seemed 
to reject her Step-Father. Leon 
Coleman also had no warm feel­
ings for this child which the 
townspeople spoke of in whispers 
as being "cursed. " The late 
summer of that year is recorded as 
being one of the worst in many 
years. No rain fell for three 
months , the crops burned under 
an unrelenting sun, two children 
were found horribly murdered, 
several barns , and the local 
Church burned. When Julia left in 
September to join her husband in 
New York, the region seemed to 
have the prospects of an even 
worse Fall. Thunder storms, hail 
and a strange plague of suicides. 

If the deaths were un-explained 
aside from economic reasons, the 
manner of the suicides were at the

least eccentric . One farmer drank 
burning gasoline, another woman 
impaled herself on a pitchfork and 
Julia's Step-Father for no reason 
simply lay down on the railroad 
tracks and was destroyed . Shortly 
after, Mother Ethel sold the farm 
and moved east to the fringes of 
Indianapolis where she lived until 
her death in 1960. 

The small house she lived in 
was a model of neatness, and she 
was forever dusting or washing 
floors even into her final years 
when a housekeeper was employ­
ed. That is all except for one room 
upstairs which she never entered . 
The door was always locked, 
and even to mention going in 
there would cause her to become 
ill. No reason was ever given , and 
no one who visited the house 
made an issue of it . Upon her 
passing, the door was opened 
revealing a small bedroom whose 
window had been covered with a 
blanket.  

The dust in there was at least 
five inches thick and the mirror 
on the dresser had been smashed, 
and the bed was turned down but 
did not appear to have been used . 
A magazine on the floor was 
dated December 1922 . Had there 
been some terrible confrontation 
in that room between Ethel and 
Julia? The publication bore a label 
addressed to Mrs. Robert Man­
ning in care of that address and 
several books of poetry were 
found in the attic inscribed with 
love to both Julia and Ethel from 
Robert. Were both women in love 
with the same man? Of who he 
might have been or what happen­
ed to him there is not a trace. He 
is mentioned once in the diary 
for April 12, 1923 as being late for 
dinner. This again presents some-

thing of a mystery as Julia was 
back in New York in the spring of 
1923, and presumably, was Mr. 
Manning . 

It should be noted about the 
diary that when found, almost 

. three quarters of it had been 
ripped out with such force as the 
binding strings were still to be 
seen hanging loose. What was left 
was written upon her return to 
New York. If those missing pages 
still existed somewhere in that 
house, they were never uncover­
ed. Unfortunately several rela­
tions took charge of the estate and 
disposed of a great many things 
before a search could be made. 
The diary had been stored in the 
attic with an old steamer trunk 
along with some photo albums, all 
of which disappeared. It is believ­
ed that, having no value, they 
were thrown out . 

An old newspaper drawing was 
found some years later, shortly 
before Ethel passed on. It was 
tucked in a box of postal cards she 
kept. What the source is or who 
the artist was is unknown but from 
the age and her recolection, it 
must have appeared in some 
newspaper shortly before he went 
to sea. Her thoughts included in a 
letter to me with the clipping 
recalled that there was a very 
warm relationship between them 
even forty years after his death. 
She speaks of him as never being 
cut out to be a farmer and how 
sorry she had been about ' 'being a 
child about it.' ' No other photos of 
him appear to have been done and 
the artist took some care in 
making the sketch. Whatever 
darkness was in Julia does not 
appear to have been from his side 
of the family or Ethel's but rather 
from something outside. 0 
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Samuel McPreaz was the First Mate on the British 
steamer Waratah which vanished without a trace 

with all hands aboard on August 1st 1909. This 
newspaper drawing was found amoung Julia 's 

things at the time of her death.

Interest in parapsychology has 
been accelerating for the past 
decade. Crowds jam lecture halls 
to hear such ghost hunters as Ed 
and Lorraine Warren. TV viewers 
watch in awe as Uri Geller 
demonstrates his psychial powers 
over a TV screen. The stories of 
impish poltergeists, demons , and 
psychic revelations ignit news­
paper headlines. Much of the 
science community has condemed 
the activities of psychics as super­
stition and fraud. But, too many 
unexplained, cases of psychic 
phenomena have tended to heigh­
ten public interest in parapsychol­
ogy despite this criticism. 
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In the winter of 1976, a demons"!' 
tration of psychial energy over a 
radio station in upstate New York 
startled even the most avid dis­
believers. Further, Sam Lentine, 
the psychic involved, was himseH 
a proven science scholar, working 
towards a doctoral degree in bio­
physics at a prestigious school of 
science. How could such a science 
oriented individual equate the 
natural sciences with psychic 
phenomena? 

Sam Lentine shrugged off the 
hullaballoo and controversy that 
followed his psychic demonstra­
tion over the radio station. 

' 'I don't know why there was so 

• ? I C • 

much excitement, ' '  Sam said. 
' 'Psychial energy is nothing more 
than an extension of the physical 
sciences, and I can prove it in any 
laboratory. Psychic energy is no 
more supernatural than atomic 
energy. ' '  

And Sam Lentine has the 
credintials to express this seem­
ingly contradictory opinion. After 
completing high school in his 
native Niagara Falls, New York, 
Sam earned an MS degree in 
biology and physics at Rosemary 
Hill College in Buffalo. He then 
joined the faculty of Bishop Duffy 
High School in Niagara Falls 
where he taught science and

biology for several years. He then 
enrolled in the bio-physics doc­
toral program at Troy, New York 's 
Rensselaer Polytechic Institute, 
one of the most acclaimed achool 
of science and engineering in the 
United States. 

More remarkable, Sam Lentine 
has been sightless since age one! 
Yet, he is hardly blind. He has 
never used a cane, or a seeing eye 
dog, or a boy scout. He bowls 
regularly, takes care of his wife 
and children in his own apart­
ment, and does his own work. He 
even claims he can drive a car 
better than most people with two 
eyes, but that the �tate of New 
York will not issue him a driver 's 
license. Sam has never allowed 
his lack of sight to restrain him 
from a full, active life. He works 
with ceaseless energy that would 
put to shame most peOple with 
20/20 vision . 

Sam Lentine has been aware of 
his ESP ability since childhood 
and during the years he developed 
his clairvoyance. He has always 
believed that sound, scientific 
principles lie behind psychic 
phenomena, and he has worked 
diligently in laboratory to prove 
this theory. 

''I believe every material thing 
has an aura, " Sam said, "an 
energy field. The energy field is 
often distorted in many living 
thin�s so the cellular patterns 
grow differently. Through psych­
ic energy we can manipulate this 
aura to understand S'omeone 's 
physical and mental attributes. 

Clairvoyants simply study the 
pers·on ' s aura ; that 's how they can 
make medical diagnoses, and give 
psychic readings, and so forth. I 
believe that cancer can be explain­
ed through this distorted field. 
Now, if we can manipulate this 
aura through mental energy, per­
haps we can put a distorted aura 
into proper order and thus elimin­
ate the causes of many illnesses, 
maybe even cancer. I believe 
that 's what the faith healers do 
when they relieve someone ' s ill­
ness through psychic healing -
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put a distorted aura back into 
proper balance. ' '  

Sam Lentine insists that his 
experiments have proven this 
theory. He claims he as even 
fermented grapes into wine, ener­
gized plants for higher yields, and 
helped the blind to ''see ' '  through 
the forehead. 

An intimate friend of Sam 
Lentine, Lou Ricciuto of Niagara 
Falls, is certain that Sam has 
trained himself as well as others 
to see through the forehead. 
''Sam had worked with psychic

Carol Ann Liaros in this area, ' '  
Ricciuto said. 

''The idea of seeing through the 
forehead apparently works. I 've 
seen blind people who can dist­
inguish colors, describe faces, 
and get themselves around on city 
stree·,s. But, I think Sam has 
developed this ability more than 
anyone. I can recall driving from 
Buffalo to Niagara Falls with Sam, 
and, all along the way he could 
identify houses, business places, 
or institutions. He could tell if we 

were in heavey traffic or -if I 
parked the car wrong. I don 't 
know how else he could do all 
these things except through this 
psychical energy. ' '  

William Malin, a retired tool­
maker from Schenectady, N.Y. 
agrees with Lou Ricciuto. Malin 
had completed Sam Lentine 's ten 
week course a the RPI Cultural 
Center, a course designed to teach 
students how to energize plants 
through psychial power. ''I took 
Sam's advice, " Malin said, "and 
planted two sets of seeds. I 
energized one, following Sam's 
instructions, and ignored the oth­
er one. The one I energized 
bloomed beautifully and the one I 
ignored did nothing. ' '  

Because Sam feels his theories 
are valid, he has organized the 
Aids Ability Institute in Buffalo to 
help the physically handicapped 
through psychic power, helping 
them to lead normal, useful lives. 
To promote this institute, Sam 
called host Bill Miller of a talk 
show called Contact , over radio 
stationWGY in Schenectady, New 
York. He wanted a guest shot on 
the show to explain how his 
institute was using ESP to help 
the disabled. 

However, Bill Miller turned 
down Sam Lentine 's offer. ''.We 
had featured too many psychics on 
our show in recent months, and 
we were disinclined to feature a 
new psychic so soon. We were 
afraid our many listeners and 
callers would be bored with still 
another psychic. ' '  

But destiny intervened for the 
energetic Sam Lentine. Monday, 
February 2,  1976, was groundhog 
day, but the groundhog did not 
see his shadow because a swirling 
snowstorm, with gale force winds, 
had been pelting the northeast. 
The near blizzard had snarled 
traffic, closed schools, and shut 
down factories. The raging storm 
had also immobilized the planned 
guest for Monday evening 's Con­
tact show. When Bill Miller 
frantically hunted for a replace­
ment for his 8:00pm to midnight

STRANGE 
FLYI NG 
TH I NGS

It seems that Texas is not the 
only state to be visited by big, 

weird birds. 
In the past few years, we have 

had reports of mothmen, batmen, 
and, a giant prehistoric type of 
monster that was capable of lifting 
an automobile. These teports 
came from the southwest. 

Now it seems that some of these 
creatures from the southwest are 

coming north according to reports 
from Shelbyville, Dlinoise. The 
birds, if that's what they are , were 
spotted by John Huffer. "I weigh 
265 pounds, and I didn't want to 
get too close to it , "  said Huffer, 
who managed to get some photos 
of the strange bird-like creatures 
as they flew from treetop to 
treetop. 

Reports coming into our office

indicate that the heads · of the 
birds were about 20 inches high 
with a very large body and a 
wing-span of about 15 feet. ' 'It 
made an awful noise , kind of 
clacking, like a weird cry. ' '  Huffer 
said. 

As for evidence, the birds left 
some droppings the size of base­
balls bats around several trees 
where they roosted. In another 
area of Central Dlinoise, a Lawn­
dale woman reported to the police 
that a ' 'frightfully large bird' '  
grabbed her 70-pound son and 
lifted him several feet above 'the 
ground before dropping him . 

Several investigators have been 
brought in to study what little 
eviqence could be found, such as 
the droppings. Ornithologists 
·have said there is no bird . on the 
North American continent that fits 
the discription of the strange 
birds. But, reports continue to 
come in from persons who have 
been terrified by the creatures. 
One witness said: ' 'It looked like a 
giant buzzard -bigger th� any­
thing I ever saw- scared the hell 
out of me. "  

Meanwhile, many researchers 
have taken an interest in the 
strange birds. The editors of this 
magazine would like to hear from 
anyone having seen or photo­
graphed not only the strange 
birds, but anything belonging in 
the dimension called, Beyond 
Reality. D 
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Early on the morning of March 
23rd, 1966, while driving on 
Highway 70, near the Texas-Okla­
homa state line , Mr. Eddie Laxton 
of Temple , Oklahoma came upon 
a silvery, fish-shaped object on 
the road. Laxton , who was an 
electronics instructor at Sheppard 
Air Force Base, stopped his car 
and got out. He approached the 
object and observed a man who 
was dressed in ordinary ' 'G.I.  
fatigues' '  (military work clothes) 
standing by it. He went back to his 
car for his camera, but when he 
turned around the man was 
climbing a ladder into the craft 
which then took off vertically. The 
numbers and letters TL-41 ,  ar­
ranged vertically, were easily 
visible on the strange craft. 

What are we to make of a 
sighting such as this? It is a UFO 
report which is remarkable be­
cause of its mundaneness . Here 
we have no tiny humanoids in 
silvery suits, but rather, a no�al 
sized human being dressed in 
what appeared to be ordinary, 
olive-drab work clothes such as 
worn by tens of thousands of 
American soldiers every day. It 
seems just as impossible for the 
strange object to be a visitor from 
the stars , as it is to be a secret 
invention of our government. We 
are then left with the question: 
Who? 

In the early 1950's several 
pioneer ufologists began to move 
away from the theory that flying 
saucers (UFOs) had extraterrest­
rial origin. One of the most 
notable, and forgotten, research­
ers during that time was Ray 
Palmer. Almost from the very 
beginning, when he and Kenneth 
Arnold wrote the seminal book 
The Coming Of The Saucers. 
Palmer realized there was some 
sort of connection between UFOs 
and what people over the cent­
uries have lab led as the ' 'occult' ' .  
Over the years others have begun 
to accept Palmer's theories,  real­
izing that they were going to have 

to look closer to our earth for the 
answers to the UFO enigma. 

In a recent interview, Dr. J.  
Allen Hynek, director of the 
Center for UFO studies and 
former scientific advisor to Project 
Blue Book, stated, ' 'It may tum 
out that the idea of nuts and bolts 
hardware from outer space is a 
very naive interpretation . There 
are other planes of existance -the 
astral plane, the etheric plane and 
so forth. ' '  

Prominent researcher John A �  
Keel, realized shortly after begin­
ning his own investigation of 
UFOs, that there must be an 
unseen world which existed along 
side our own . In their book 
UFOs - What on Earth is Happen­
ing? theologists John Weldon and 
Zolo Levitt, boldly assert, ' 'It is 
hightime that we all realize that 
there exists a spiritual world. This 
world, not perceptible by our 
senses, moves along parallel to 
our earthly existance and affects 
us profoundly all the time . This 
parallel world, as we are styling it, 
is a very full world, occupied by a 
variety of beings and entities 
rather like the world we can see. ' '  

This is much the same as what 
occultists have been saying for 
thousands of years .In The En­
cyclopedia of Ancient and Forbid­
den Knowledge, we are told 
"there exists the 'geography' of 
the Astral world. There are reg­
ions, points in space, places , 
kingdoms, and countries on the 
Astral World, just as on the 
material plane. Sometimes these 
Astral regions have no connection 
with any on the material plane . In 
other cases they have a very direct 
connection with material places 
and the material plane inhabi­
tants . "  

It is very easy to talk and blindly 
assert the existance of these other 
worlds, but it is quite another 
thing to back up by scientifically 
accepted theories. The question is 
raised: Are there solid scientific 
foundations in which to base a

belief of other worlds, coexisting 
with our own? The answer is yes, 
but the answer is almost as 
fantastic as the question. 

In 1927 physicist Weiner Heis­
enberg upset a very big scientific 
apple cart when he advanced his 
revolutionary "Uncertainty Prin­
ciple ' ' .  Before Heisenberg cattle 
along the physicist's view of the 
universe was much the same as 
non- scientists

. 
today, either an 

object existed or it did not. 
Heisenberg destroyed this view by 
stating that any realistic descrip­
tion of the universe must describe 
it in all possible states at the same 
instant of time. In other words , a 
man, for example, could be des­
cribed as being alive, dead and 
unborn at the same time and 
every one of those descriptions 
would be true. It was a schizo­
phrenic universe and physicists 
were rapidly becoming that way 
themselves.  

Heisenberg opened a can of 
worms, and it took nearly fifty 
years fort a semblance of order to 
return to the universe. 

Then Princeton physicist John 
A. Wheeler along with another 
physicist Hugh Everett, formu­
lated a theory which outstripped 
science fiction and confirmed 
some of the theories of ufologists 
and occultists . Their theory, 
the Everett-Wheeler Interpreta­
tion, postulated a universe where 
not only did every point in space 
connect with every other point in 
space , but was also interconnect­
ed with every point of time as 
well ; past, present, and future. 
This reduced time and space to a 
big zero in their equations and 
opened up the possibilities of 
faster-than-light space travel, 
time travel, and travel between 
other universes . 

Everett and Wheeler went on to 
state , in order to realistically 
describe the universe, that there 
are other universes and worlds 
besides our own. There are an 
infinite number of universes, all

imperfect copies of each other, 
coexisting with each other, but all 
totally unaware of each other's 
existance. The universe is con­
stantly splitting into a stupendous 
number of branches, all imperfect 
copies of each other. In our local 
frame of reference the earth and 
its inhabitants are constantly split 
into myriad copies of themselves, 
each with a definite reality and 
each with its own particular 
history. In short, alternate earths 
exist, and every possibility be­
comes a certainty of having hap­
pened on some earth in some time 
continuum. 

That being the case, we can be 
certain that on some different 
earth, or on a number of different 
earths, the inhabitants, whatever 
form they may have, discovered 
mental or mechanical methods for 
crossing the barriers between the 
alternate universes and are visit­
ing our earth. When viewed in the 
light of this new scientific develop­
ment contactee cases take on a 
whole different aspect. 

A case in point is the Laxton 
encounter which opened up this 
article. Now, instead of a maze of 
contradictory facts , we can see an 
explorer from a parallel earth 
which is not all that different from 
our own, except they know how to 
apply the Everett-Wheeler inter­
pretation on a practical level and 
we do not. 

A close encounter was reported 
on November 6th, 1957 at 5:40 
a.m. in Playa del Rey, California. 
Richard Kehoe, an employee of 
the General Telephone Company 
of Santa Monica, was driving 
along Vista del Rey when the 
engine of his car stopped. When 
he got out to see what was wrong 
he saw a craft sitting on the 
beach. It was egg-shaped, tan in 
color, and had two metal rings on 
the bottom which it appeared to 
sit on. It was wrapped in "a blue haze" .  
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Kehoe and the other two wit..: 
nesses with him claimed that two 
men about five and a half feet in 
stature exited the craft. Except for 
skin which appeared to be yellow­
green in the morning light, they 
looked very normal. They wore 
black leather pants, white belts 
and light colored jerseys. Kehoe 
said that after asking such ques­
tions as: "Where we were going? 
Who were we? What time it 
was? etc. "  they returned to their 
craft and disappeared into the 
sky. 

Here we have something which 
tends to support the view that we 
are indeed dealing with travellers 
from alternate earths rather than 
extraterrestrials . Except for their 
skin pigmentation they are very 
much like us. They are too much 
like us in fact to be the result of an 
alien evolutionary process . From 
the questions which Kehoe recall­
ed them asking it would appear 
that one of their first priorities 
was to determine what time it 
was . Any way you look at this it 
would not make any sense for 
them to ask for the time unless 
they were from an alternate earth. 
The sun was obviously ascending 
and to tell them that it was 
5:40 a.m. would have not made 
any sense to them unless they 
were from a planet which used the 
same time system as our earth, 
highly unlikely in the case of 
extraterrestrials. Or could they 
have meant something else en­
tirely? 
A race which has the secret of 
travelling between earths would 
not have the same concept of time 
as we do. In the above case they 
could have as easily meant how 
did we reckon the passing of the 
years. They could have been 
disorientated in relation to the 
time and space of our local 
universe . To them time and space 
are usually different ways of 
saying the same thing. They 

would see no difference between 
last year and a million years from 
now. Under such circumstances it 
is not surprising that contactees 
have been prevailed upon time 
and again to explain our concept 
of time . Perhaps in some of the 
universes they do not have the 
same measurements as us and do 
not date their years from the birth 
of a prophet. 

In one case, a woman who was 
watching lights in the sky, sud­
denly crumpled to the ground and 
fell into a trance-like state . One of 
the lights dipped low and hovered 
a few feet over the ground at the 
far end of the field where they 
were standing. Her friend, a Mrs. 
Ralph Butler, reached for her but 
stopped when a metallic voice 
came from the woman's lips and 
asked the question: "What-is-
your-time-cycle?" . 

Many ufologists have realized 
that time is an integral part of the 
mystery but usually fail to grasp 
the full implications of how_ the 
concept works. "Time is one of 
the most important aspects of the 
UFO phenomenon, ' '  John Keel 
told us in his book UFOs-Opera­
tion Trojan Horse; ' 'time really 
doesn't exist at all. ' '  

Contactees who have been 
caught up in the time cycles of the 
travellers have reported strange 
compressions and expansions of 
time . In 1959 Mr. R.D . Smallridge, 
a truck driver who later became 
involved with religion, was flash­
ed away from his motel room. He 
apent the next two hours in a 
strange room conversing with 
little men. When he had been 
taken it was 12 :05 .  When he was 
returned to his room at the end of 
the two hours, the clock in his 
room , which worked perfectly, 
still read 12:05.  

In other cases contactees have 
disappeared for days at a time 
after what seems to then only a 
few hours. Mediums and channels 



for automatic writing, whose 
minds seem to transcend the 
barriers of time and space, have 
reported similar compressions 
and expansions of time as is 
experienced by UFO contactees. 

Because their bodies are • 'an­
chored' '  in our dimension the time 
dialation affecting their minds 
seems to make it a subjective 
phenomenon, but that does not 
make it any less real. 

Since time and space has little 
or no meaning to these travellers 
we are reminded of the people 
who disappear from the face of the 
earth forever. I do not mean those 
people who disappear because of 
debts or those who meet with foul 
play, but those who vanish with­
out reason or trace . 

Did they accidentally find some 
combination of thoughts which 
propelled them to another time or 
place? Or were they taken and 
then, instead of being returned to 
the proper time and place, re­
leased in some far past or far 
future age of the earth or on an 
altogether different earth, an 
alternate earth where they were 
never existed. 

Things are constantly becoming 
dislocated in time and space, 
turning up where they have no 
business being. On February 19, 
1965 , it rained small plastic 
pellets over a twenty square block 
area of Bloomburg, Pennsylvania. 
There never was an explanation 
for the fall which stopped just as 
suddenly as it had started. Mys­
terious falls of unlikely substances 
have always plagued the earth. 

From· time to time, falls of living 
creatures such as fishes, frogs, 
and snakes have been recorded. 
Often, the falls consist of only one 
species. The usual explaination is 
that far distant storms pick up the 
animals, carry them hundreds of 
miles through the air, and then 
deposit them on unsuspecting 
communities. If so then they must

be very selective storms in order 
to get only one species of animal. 
Still, that does not explain the 
falls of plastic , blood, flesh, iron 
wheels, as well as hundred pound 
chunks of ice. 

No, · it is easier to accept the 
explaination that some quirk of 
natural laws of the universe, not 
necessarily our own, temporarily 
lowered the barriers between the 
worlds . Author and teacher Brad 
Steiger , a frequent contributor to 
this publication, has pointed out 
that our concept of reality is , at 
best, plastic. Nothing is solid. 
There is not even the faintest 
suggestion of a solid in the 
universe. 

Contactees are always bringing 
back artifacts from their meetings 
to prove the validity of their 
claims. Upon analysis, though, 
their proof .has always turned out 
to be made of good ole earth 
materials instead of some wonder­
ful "space" alloy. Upon the basis 
of that skeptics and ufologists 
alike have declared the contact­
ee' s claims to be false and their 
proofs to be hoaxes. 

On July 13, 1967, Mr. Robert 
Richardson of Toledo, Ohio, and a 
friend were driving down a road 
when they accidently hit a UFO 
which was in the process of rising 
from the roadway. Later, Richard­
son found a lump of metal on the 
road at the site of the accident. In 
addition a fiberous material was 
taken from the bumper of Richard­
son's car where it struck the 
object. 

When the substances were 
analyzed by Dr. Allen Utke of the 
Wisconsin State University at 
Oshkosh, he found them to be 
composed of such materials as 
iron, chromium, magnesium, and 
aluminum. In another case, a 
contactee was given three • 'space 
pancakes ' '  which the travellers 
were cooking in their ship. When 
he tasted them he said they tasted 

like cardboard. Ufologists rejoic­
ed because her they had their first 
sample of space food, right? 
Wrong! 

The case fell apart and the 
contactee was made to look like a 
laughing stock when the cakes 
were analyzed. Instead of being 
made of some exotic combina­
tion of chemicals , as expected, 
they were made of flour, com 
starch and water. Everybody a­
greed that the contactee was a 
hoaxer without pausing to consid­
er the alternatives. The sighting 
only makes sense if we agree that 
the travellers were from some 
other earth where they had the 
same grains as us instead of being · 

visitors from a distant star. 
That the ufonauts come from 

alternate earths rather than from 
other stars is backed up by the_ 
words of the ufonauts themselves.  
We were just too caught up in our 
own extraterrestrial theories to 
listen to what they were saying. 

On January 30, 1965, a ham 
radio operator became a contactee 
as he watched an egg-shaped 
object hover Montery Bay in Calif­
ornia and then land on the beach. 
He was greeted by a being named 
Zeeno and was told that they were 
not hostile. 

The contactee was told that 
their purpose in being here was 
merely for observation. Zeeno 
asked no questions, and seemed 
to know all about the earth 
already. When Zeeno was asked 
the origin of his ship he told the 
contactee that they came from a 
planet which we do not see 
because it is hidden by a planet 
which we do see. 

In January of 1973, David 
Swanner of Pulaski, Tennessee, 
became involved with beings from 
a planet which the aliens called 
. . Planto" .  Swanner claims that 
the . .  Plantoes" have taken him on 
trips through time as well as 
through space.

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Although this psychic energy has been known 
for thousands of years, it is only in the 
past decade that scientists have done any 
serious research in this area. · 

Today scientists all over the 
world are studying the energy 
field which is emitted, and sur­
rounds all living bodies. This form 
of energy has many names, but it 
is usually referred to as psychic, 
orgone or bio-plasma. The Soviet 
scientists, who lead the world in 
psychic research, claim that a 
Russian named Semyon Kirlian 
photographed this energy field for 
the first time in 1939. Kirlian' s 
high voltage photography tech­
nique today is being used all over 
the world to measure the amount 
of energy coming from living 
organisms. 

Although this psychic energy 
has been known for thousands of 
years, it is only in the past decade 
that scientists have done any real 
serious research in this area. At 
the turn of the century French 
scientists discovered a new form 
of energy called N-Rays. For a 
period of two years the scientific 
journals all over the world gave a 
tremendous amount of publicity to 
this discovery. However conserv­
ative scientists in other countries 
such as England and Germany 
attacked the work of the French 
and after 1905 no more research 
was reported in this field. Un-
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fortunately history is beginning to 
repeat itseH because some con­
servative U.S. scientists are trying 
to attack the existence of bio­
plasma and the validity of Kirlian 
photography. 

The first report of the discovery 
of N-Rays in the United States 
appeared in the August 22 , 1903 
edition of Scientific America. This 
world famous scientific journal 
gave the results of the experi­
ments performed by the French 
Scientist M .  Blondlot who read a 
paper on this new form of radia­
tion before the world famous 
Academie des Sciences.  He named 
this new discovery N-Rays after 
the University of Nancy where he 
performed most of the experi­
�ents. 

In his paper M. Blondlot report­
ed that N-Rays differed from other 
types of radiation because ' 'the 
property which they have, travers­
ing metals differentiates them 
from all other known. " He was 
able to pass these rays through 
sheets of aluminium and it is well 
known that psychic energy also has 
this ability to penetrate any known 
metals. 

This scientist was able to create 
N-Rays by using a Welsbach 

burner which produced a circular 
gas flame . By using this burner, 
M. Blondlot was able to concen­
trate the rays in order to conduct 
his experiments. He also discover­
ed that ' 'the N-Rays which are 
given off by a cookes Tube, flame, 
or incadescent body . . .  the sun, act 
on the small spark or flame and 
increase its brightness. ' '  Thirty­
six years before Kirlian performed 
his first experiments using -high 
voltage electricity on bio-plasma, 

, the French were already testing 
the effects of psychic energy on 
electricity. 

The next report on N-Rays 
appeared in the February 20, 1904 
edition of Scientific America and it 
was entitled "New kind of Rays 
emitted from the brain and nerve 
center� . ' '  Another French scien­
tist named M .  Aug. Charpentier 
read a paper before the Academie 
des Sciences in which he described 
his work measuring N-Rays from 
the brain, the nerve centers, and 
from animals: 

The emission of the N-Rays by 
living organisms is not confined to 
the human body alone. Different 
animals, such as the rabbit and 
frog, will reproduce them and 
no doubt the inferior animals 



as well. Here, as before, it is the 
muscles and nerves which form the 
principal source, and the emission 
of rays is stronger as these are in a 
state of greater activity. The frog, 
in spite of its small size, is a good 
subject and shows that the effect 
is not due to an increase of 
temperature. This can also be 
proved for warm-blooded animals 
by heating the phosphorescent test 
screen to 40 degrees C. or more 
(when it becomes more luminous) 
and its phorescense increases as 
before when placed near the 
muscles, nerves or nerve centers, 
even in a state of rest, and the 
effect is still stronger when these 
are in a state of activity. The rays 
act upon all forms of phospho­
rescence. The N-Rays from the sun 
were found to increase the bright­
ness of the glow-worm. M. Char­
pentier finds that phoshorescent 
bacteria have their brillancy in­
creased when placed near the 
heart, muscles, and nerve centers, 
in about the same way as sulphide 
of calcium. 

In studying the brain this 
scientist made an interesting dis­
covery: He has reason to believe 
that even the action of thought, 
attention, and other mental effort 

gives rise to an increased emission 
of the N-Rays from the brain, and 
is now making observations on this 
point. The same effort was found 
in the case of other centers alloted 
to the act of writing movements of 
the upper members, etc. The 
conclusion is that a nervous center 
increases its emission of N-Rays 
when in a state of activity. 

This scientist also discovered 
that the N-Rays discovered by M .  
Blondlot were not present in the 
heart, diaphram and muscles. He 
believed that the radiation coming 
from these organs were a differeint 
form of N-Rays . Therefore "these 
facts show the predominant and 
special role of the radiation coming 
form the nerve tissues. It is the 
nerve radiation which shows the 
greatest differences from the re­
cognized N-Rays. "  

In acupuncture, needles are 
used to control the flow of psychic 
energy to the different parts of the 
body. There is little doubt that the 
French, if allowed to continue 
their experiments, would have 
discovered the famous acupunc­
ture points. They were already 
discovering the points in the 
brain: "a sheet of l-50th of an 
inch (of aluminium) is sufficient to

cut down considerably the rays 
emitted by a point of the brain. "  

On April 30th, 1904, another 
article appeared in Scientific 
America entitled ' 'The Blondlot, 
or N-Rays" which had the results 
of experiments performed by the 
Physiological Laboratory of the 
University of Glasgow. The British 
scientists were having trouble 
reproducing the same experi­
ments the French were doing on 
N-Rays. They were running into 
the same problems people have 
today in trying to observe psychic 
energy with the naked eye: Can it 
be that the mental condition of 
observators in a  state of expectancy 
reacts on the muscles of their eyes, 
and thus they see what they think 
they should see?' ' The tone of the 
article indicated that the British 
were preparing to attack the 
existence of N-Rays. 

This attack was in full swing a 
few months later when Scientific 
America reported the results of 
other scientists in an article on 
June 4th, 1904, entitled ' 'The 
N-Rays: Are They Real or IDus­
ory? " 

Today in the United States 
scientists have accused people 
who see psychic energy of suffer-

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THE DEMONIC 
VOICES OF SON 

The capture of David Berkowitz , 
the alleged ' 'Son. of Sam' ' killer, 
in New York City on August 1 1 ,  
1977 ended a year of terror. Six 
young people were killed and 
seven were wounded. After his 
capture, Mr. Berkowitz stated 
that ' 'Sam is a man who . lived 
six ihousand years ago. I got the 
messages through his dog-he 
told me to kill- Sam is the Devil. ' '  

After his arrest, psychiatrists 
completely ignored his explana­
tion for his actions . They gave the 
standard scientific reasons for his 
strange behavior. Dr. Gabriel 
Koz, the director of Manhattan 
Phsychiatric Center, stated: ' 'Sam 
was clearly a father figure who 
started as a desired love object 
that turned into hate. ' '  Dr. James 
A. Brusel discussed the role of the 
dog: ' 'A barking dog is enough of 
a symbol for a delusion . . .  the 
delusional basis, of course, is 
impotency. ' '  New York University 
forensic psychiatrist Dr. Stanley 
Portnow, had another interpreta­
tion for the role of the dog: ' 'The 
man with a dog might be preceiv­
ed as a hyper.-masculine image -if 
he (Berkowitz) were really a man, 
he'd go over and make the dog 
stop barking. ' '  Dr. Portnow ap­
parently ignored the fact that the 
defendant fired several shots at 
the dog hitting the animal in the 
leg. 

One of the main reasons why 
these psychiatrists tried to make 
sex the dominate factor for the 
suspect's actions is because the 
basis of modem psychology is 
dominated by the teachings of 
Sigmund Freud. This man devel­
oped the theory of psychoanalysis 
in the 1930's which uses sex as the 
basis of all human behavior. 

However, the public is general-
ly not aware of the fact that Dr. 
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Freud suffered from severe men­
tal illness, and that he used 
cocaine in order to solve his 
problems.  He was addicted to the 
drug for several years and he 
called it a ' 'wonder drug' ' be­
cause of the soothing effect it 
had on his mind. After he found 
that drugs did not solve his many 
problems, he developed his psy­
choanalytic techniques which fails 
to cure 90-percent of the patients 
who are exposed to it. 

It is doubtful that sex was the 
main motivation behind the de­
fendant's actions because he did 
not have a violent history before 
his arrest. A Pentagon spokesman 
described his three year record in 
the army as that of "a non-spec­
tacular guy who served with no 
complaints or problems. ' '  He also 
said there was no record of mental 
disorder while he served in Korea. 

His fellow co-workers could not 
believe that he committed these 
murders because his actions, and 
personality, did not indicate such 
viciousness. Doctors also stated to 
the press a week after his capture 
that there were no tumors or any 
other indications of brain damage. 

What really caused this man to 
commit these murders? This is a 
question which has been plagUing 
mankind for thousands of years. 
He is not the only person who has 
heard a voice from the devil tell­
ing him to kill young people. 
There are many people alive today 
who believe they hear ' 'voices' ' 
from the devil or from other 
sources, and the reports of these 
strange sounds go back to the 
dawn of history. 

The psychiatrists cannot ex­
plain the nature and causes of 
these ' 'voices' '  which they refer to 
as ' 'auditory hallucinations . ' '  The 
following is a description of this

' 'The voices range from primi­
tive noises, such as bangs and 
whistles,  to organized, meaningful 
sounds such as speach and music. 
Most common are voi�es uttering 
short but comprehensible phra­
ses. The voices may be identifi­
able in terms of age and sex, 
whether or not they are of the 
same nationality as the subject 
and whether or not their owners 
are known to him .

Sometimes voices seem to ema­
nate from animals, birds, object& 
or from parts of the patient's own 
body. Patients attribute all such 
voices to very different origins. 
They believe them to belong to 
relatives of acquaintances, alive 
or dead, or to historical person­
ages. More commonly, their orig­
ins are non-human agencies, the 
product of atomic radiation , witch­
craft, spirits, radio or outer space. 
Attributions of this kind are 
usually connected with delusional 
beliefs . ' '

The psychiatrists admit that 
almost everybody hears voices 
during their lifetime. They class­
ify a person as being insane if he 
believes that these voices are real 
and acts according to their orders. 

Under this definition, Mr. Berk­
owitz would be considered to be 
insane because he really believed 
that he was listening to the Devil 
and obeyed the orders to kill. A 
person who hears the same voice 
but considers them to be part of 
his ' 'imagination' '  would be class­
ified as sane. 

The doctors have many theories 
about the causes of the voices but 
they have not been able to prove 
these theories in a laboratory. In 
his book Toward a Structural 
Theory of Hallucination, Dr. J.  
Harris came to the following 
conclusion after studying this 
problem: 

' 'I am saying that very often, 
we accuse them falsely of halluc­
inating, they see things we say 
aren't there because we refuse to 
look at them, e.g. Imperialism, 
genocide, racial oppression, ecol:­
ogical poison, and a gemeralized 
reign of psychological terror and 
violence supported by threats of 
nuclear and germ warfare. In 
search of a world, he is mad who 
is not paranoid. ' '  

It is easy to blame the suspect 
David Berkowitz's criminal ac­
tions on the present state of 
American society. However, there 
is documented evidence that the 
voices are real, and almost anyone 
can record them in their own 
home. 

Shiela Ostrander and Lynn Sch­
roeder, in the best seller Psychic 
Discoveries Behind The Iron Cur­
tain, wrote another book several 
years ago entitled The Handbook 
of PSI Discoveries which showed 
the different techniques used in 
recording the voices.  They review­
ed the record, Breakthrough, 
produced by Vista ,Productions in 
London which accustoms the ear 
to the unusual rhythm, speed, 
pitch and intensity of the voices. 

In the chapter, How to Record 
Voice Phenomena ' ', the authors 
show how easily it is to record 
these voices on almost any type of 
tape recorder which is connected 
to a radio or television set. Any 
unused channels on these sets can 
pick up the voices under certain 
conditions. 

It is interesting that the Soviets 
believe that the brain is like a 
radio which can pick up certain 
electronic frequencies.  They have 
been spending millions of dollars 
trying to develop machines which 
could transmit information on 
these frequencies to the human 
brain. The communist scientists 
believe that this will be the 
ultimate form of mind control.

radio talk show, he remembered 
Sam Lentine . The psychic had 
been hounding Miller for a spot on 
the show. 

"Do you think you can get to 
the studio? ' '  Miller asked Lentine 
over the phone. 

' 'Yes. ' '  
Lentine, with a young friend 

driving, inched his way through 
the storm for the fifteen mile drive 
to Schenectady, arriving in time 
for the show. 

"To be truthful, " Miller said, 
' 'I didn't greet Sam enthusiasticl­
ally. But, after his ESP demons­
tration, I was left speechless. " 

For the first hour of the show, 
Sam answered questions about 
psychic phenomena - nothing un­
usual. He had not really covered 
anything new. He answered many 
questions on ESP, clairvoyance, 
or mediums who contacted spirits 
of the dead- claiming all these 
things were scientifically possible. 
But, such well known psychics as 
Ann Fisher, Frances Abamonte, 
or Penny Thome had already 
covered these areas of ESP when 
they appeared on the show. 

Sam did not really arouse the 
interest of his listeners until he 
spoke of the fabulous attributes of 
psychic energy: how the blind 
could see through the forehead 
with such energy. 

' 'We establish contact despite a 
lack of sight, ' '  Sam told his 
audience, ' 'because there is a 
link between the object and the 
person, a link through an electronic 
pulse wave. That's why a blind 
person, properly trained, can 
distinguish the colors of different 
items by merely runing his or her 
hand over the object. ' '  

Sam aroused more curiosity 
when he told the radio audience 
that psychic energy was a sixth 
sense, a sense more powerful thar, 
all the other senses combined. 
"We've used psychic energy to 
hasten the fermentation of grapes 
into wine within two weeks - and 
it's good wine . We 've grown 
larger and sturdier plants inside a

pyramid with addition of psychic 
energy to the growth process . ' '  

Sam continued to astound his 
listeners with even more claims . 
' 'The energy field that surrounds 
all living things reveals remark­
able information about people. 
We can discover information that 
may elude even the most sophisti­
cated equipment. ' '  

When one listener called the 
theory nonsense, Sam answered: 
·"We aren't dealing in witchcraft 
or science fiction here, but scien­
tific fact. We've had too many 
demonstrated successes to call it 
nonsense . ' '  

The last claim - scientific fact­
really got a deluge of phone calls 
from · listeners. Sam drew a flood 
of criticism from the listening 
audience. Callers denied Sam 's 
wild claims· and some callers even 
criticized Bill Miller for putting a 
kook on the show. One listener, 
said that Kirlian photography, 
which Sam said proved his claims, 
was a hoax to give scientific 
credibility to the charlatan field of 
the occult. The caller insisted that 
it was not psychic energy_ that 
produced vigorous activities re­
corded on ·Kirlian , photography, 
but the heat and prespiration from 
the hand that held the object. 

But, Sam offered a ready ans­
wer to this challenge. To disprove 
this theory, Sam used inanimate 
objects, heavily coated with insul­
ating asbestos, to avoid any heat 
or moisture influence on the 
ojbect. Then, the experiment was 
repeated several t�es. The pho­
tos showed nothing when the 
experimenter did not concentrate, 
but the photos showed an active 
energy field when the experiment­
er did concentrate . 

As more callers disputed Sam's 
· theories, Bill Miller decided to 
cool down the debate between the 
psychic and his radio. listeners .

After a station break Sam spoke 
into his mike . "Remember, only 
dead watches that haven 't run in a 
long time. Ready? Now -concent­
rate . Look at the watch and 
concentrate hard as I transmit 
psychic energy from this radio 
station. With the efforts of both of 
us, we 'll see something happen . "  

The blustery winter gale on the 
evening of February 2nd had 
made the weather unfit for man or 
beast. However, the blizzard out­
side was nothing compared to the 
emotional blizzard caused by Sam 
Latine . From 9:00pm until mid­
night, the studio phones never 
stopped ringing. Harrassed oper­
rators could answer less than half 
of the phone calls. 
Those who got through to Bill 
Miller and Sam Lentine could only 
express utter amazement. Not a 
single caller had failed to see his 
or her watch come to life and tick 
again. Several of the phone calls 
to the studio had come from long 
distances,  as far as 800 miles 
away- apparently proving Sam 's 
contention that he could make 
something happen miles away. 

Besides the unceasing phone 
calls for three hours, the WGY 
radio station also received dozens 
of letters and postcards - all from 
listeners who admitted that their 
disabled watches had started to 
work. 

"I was hot and cold towards 
psychics , Bill Miller later admit­
ted ' 'but Sam Lentine really 
impressed me. He proved that 
there 's a lot of things that happen 
which simply cannot be explained 
by natural means . I'm also im­
pressed that a school like RPI has 
supported him in his research on 
psychic energy and Kirlian pho­
tography. Maybe Sam Lentine is 
right ; maybe this ESP business is 
simply another dimension of the 
physical sciences of which we 
know little about. ' '  

The incident from the WGY 
studio on the night of February 

2nd, 1976, brought immediate 
notoriety to Sam Lentine. Many 
people called him a magical 
wizard or a new Houdini. Others 
took a second look at his theory 
that all ESP phenomena can be 
explained in a laboratory. 

' 'Too many people thought I 
was indulging in some kind of 
magic, voodoo, or witchcraft, "  
Sam said. "But, I can only repeat 
what I said before : psychic energy 
is a mere extension of the physical 
sciences .  It 's a potential energy 
that could make us shudder 
because it can be more powerful 
than atomic energy. Besides, it 
does not require huge outlays of

Whether or not you accept Sam 
Lentine 's contentions ,  the resur­
rection of dead watches on that 
blustery winter evening cannot 
be disputed. Too many listeners,  
many of them skeptics ,  can verify 
the fact. 

And remember, Sam Lentine is 
not some psuedo-scientist who 
has used a piece of science to con 
naive people. He is not a guru in a 
flowing robe, or a sorcerer with an 
amulet around his neck. He is a 
recognized bio-physics scholar 
who deals in hard, calculating 
experimental methods that settles 
for nothing less than positive 
proof. If he were not an expert in 
the physical sciences ,  a renowned 
school like Rensselaer Polytechnic 
Institute would never have ad­
mitted him to its doctoral program. 

Finally, if we are to believe Sam 
Lentine , the prospect of develop­
ing and controlling psychic energy 
appears awesome : the mental 
power to move mountains, to 
revitalize sagging crops, to re­
store physical health, to make the 
blind productive members of our 
society. Sam Lentine 's  deep be­
lief in psychic energy, his con­
tinued experiments in this area, 
and his astonishing demonstra­
tions have certainly given us 
something to think about. D 
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THE 
MOVING 
COFFINS 
IN 
THE 
GHASE 
VAULT 

As the flickering lamplight il­
luminated the Chase Vault, the 
Reverend Thomas Orderson wit­
nessed a desecrating sight: the 
coffins were thrown about in 
disgraceful disorder ! The leaden 
coffin of Mary Anna Marie Chase 
was hurled from one side to the 
other with violence enough to 
damage the wall, and the big 
leaden coffin of her older sister 
Dorcas Chase, pitched across the 
vault ! Yet in its original position 
the Reverson Orderson saw the 
wooden coffin of Mrs . Thomasina 
Goddard, undisturbed and un­
damaged . 

Terribly disturbed, Reverend 
Orderson glanced fearfully about 
him, seeking an explanation, even 
glanced apprehensively at the 
vaulted roof of the gloomy though 
spacious tomb -yet he could find 
nothing.

The Rever­
end Thomas Harrison Orderson, 
Doctor of Divinity and ordained 
minister of the Church of England, 
officiated solemnly at the funeral 
rites and ceremonies of the carnal 
internment of the Colonel Thomas 
Chase, late member of the Leg­
islative Council of Barbados in the 
British West Indies-the most 
hated man on the island.

And, for this hated man, the 
cemetary workers prepared the 
vault. Hating those loathsome 
sepulchral tasks, yet driven into 
the Chase Vault in servile fear, 
the blacks restored the coffins to 
their former positions -and part­
icularly loath to handle the re­
mains of Dorcas Chase. Next, a 
sullen corp of eight sweating 
slaves hoisted on their groaning 
shoulders the massive leaden 
coffin of Colonel Chase, a huge 
250-pound man and slowly carried 
it down the stone steps into the 
Chase Vault. Inside the tomb the 
slaves carefully lowered it down 
between the coffins of his long 
defunct mother-in-law Thomasina 
Goddard and infant daughter 
Mary Anna Marie Chase, and 
another daughter Dorcas Chase . 

Dorcas Chase was but 16 when 
buried only 34 days before , on 
Monday, July 6th 1812 . The brief 
life of Dorcas Chase was bitterly 
short under the cruel domination 
and sadistic tyranny of Colonel 
Chase . And with despair overcom­
ing Dorcas Chase she had feared 
living more than dying-driven by 
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No matter how

sinister force was 
behind it all? 

her father to the shameful crime of 
incest- she starved herseH to 
death. 

With their repulsive tasks com­
pleted,  the slaves hurried up from 
the vault. The mourners departed, 
but the Reverend Orderson re­
mained and personally supervised 
the sealing of the vault to prevept 
another outrage. Closely, he 
watched as two skilled masons 
rebuilt the inner and outer brick 
walls that sealed the entrance. 
Then eight Negro laborers slid into 
place a massive slab of blue 
Devonshire marble that complete­
ly covered the stairway and floor 
level with natural rock. Before 
leaving, the masons cemented the 
slab all around, making the Chase 
Vault air-tight. 

Although it would be impossible 
to break into or out of, the Rever­
end Orderson would keep a very 
strict watch of the vault from now 
on. As Rector during the entire 
period, he recorded the macabre 
occurances in the Chase Vault and 
noted the exact location of the 
coffins after each internment. He

compiled this narrative for his 
friend Mr. R. Reece, who later 
wrote an account of the moving 
coffins. 

To this weird narrative the rev­
erend Orderson added nothing for 
four years. Then a slave uprising 
drenched Barbados in blood, but 
like all the others, it was bloodily 
suppressed by slaveowners. Dur­
ing the early slayings, a planter 
and distant relative of the Chase 
family named Samuel Brewster, 
fell victim to the hatred of his 
slaves.  On Saturday April 15,  1816 
they shot him to death. In such 
disturbed times relatives buried 
the murdered Samuel Brewster in 
a hasty grave in the Parish of St. 
Philip. 

Just five months later the son of 
the murdered Samuel Brewster 
died of obscure causes. On the 
morning of September 25, 1816 the 
funeral bells tolled solemnly for 
the ensepulture in the Chase 
Vault for the eleven-month old 
infant unaccountably known as 
Samuel Brewster Ames. Early in 
the morning before the masons 
opened the sealed Chased Vault, 
the Reverend Orderson and two 
church officials examined the 
external structure of this grim 
stone tomb which was built like a 
fortress. 

All appeared exactly as the 
masons left it after the burial of 
Colonel Chase . The cement bind­
ing had fastened the marble slab 
over the stairway as solid as the 
stone it secured. Two skilled 
masons chiselled free the slab, 
eight laborers levered it up and 
aside, uncovering the stairway 

. descending to the bricked-up en­
trance . 

After the masons chiselled the 
double brick wall, the Reverend 
Orderson and church officials 
entered the vault and recoiled 
aghast from the sight that greeted 
them. The leaden coffins were 
thrown wildly about. Some even 
tumbled upside down ! The lead­
en coffin of Colonel Chase (an 
inner shell of wood, an outer 
casket of lead, requiring eight

What disturbed the 

coffins, not once • • •  

but five times? 

This is the entrance to the Chase 
Vault in Christ Church graveyard 
which is located about seven miles 
from Bridgetown, the capital of 
Barados. The massisve marble 

. slab which once covered the 
stairway leading down to the vault 
has been removed some time ago 
when the coffins were re-buried 
elsewhere by the family. 

strong men to lift) was pitched like 
a toy across the vault. Yet the 
light wooden coffin housing the 
remains of Mrs. Thomasina God­
dard was again found lying in it� 
normal position in a comer. 

The distraught Rector broke the 
mortifying news to the mother of 
Samuel Brewster Ames and the 
grieving mourners gathered at the 
vault. Was it the work of some 
practical jokers? The Rector dis­
missed this idea at once . ' 'I could 
not credit that a piece of mischief 
of such a character would have 
been entrusted to many hands to 
carry out, ' '  declared Reverend 
Orderson, ' 'and too many persons 
would have to be entrusted with 
the §ecret for it to remain undis­
closed . ' '  

After he dismissed mischievous 
humans as responsible for this 
outrage, the_ shocked Reverend 
Orderson performed the -funeral 
obsequi 3S for the dead, and the 
burial of Samuel Brewster Ames 
followed. 

The graveyard workers re­
placed the coffins in their former 
positions,  then brought in the 
leaden coffin of the infant Samuel 
Brewster Ames and placed it on 
the floor of the vault. 

After depositure of the infant in 
the vault the masons bricked up 
the entrance. The marble slab was 
placed in its position over the 
stairway, and the masons cement­
ed it in place. 

Less than two months after the­
burial of Samuel Brewster Ames 
the Rector of Christ Church 
witnessed another ghoulish dis­
turbance of the coffins in the 
Chase Vault.

This was no nightmare. Dennis 
Hopper, young film star now 
living in Taos, knew that. 

In the first place, it was 
midmorning and the gold sunlight 
was strong and clear. Through the 
windows, fabled Taos Mountain 
was splotched with billowy clouds 
and shadows, and in the fore­
ground horses grazed content­
edly. He had a good night's 
sleep, his shower had been invig­
orating, and he had a whole hour 
before his first appointment of the 
day. 

Yet there they were -the amor­
phous, diaphanous figures of Ma­
ble Dodge Lujan and her Taos 
Indian husband, Tony-or at least 
the upper half of them, sort of 
floating before him . Tony's strong 
hands reached out for Hopper's 
throat, but before they could close 
around it, the voice came. ' 'Eve­
rything's gonna be OK, "  it said, 
followed by a stong belly laugh.

This was Hopper's strongest 
contact with the ghosts of the 
famous couple that had dominated 
Taos society while alive, and this 
house had been Tony's house, 
located on Indian land, yet only a 
short distance across the back 
field from the larger house, known 
as the Mabel house.

There have been rumors that the 
U.S. Government is also working 
on such devices. 

In the world of parapsychology, 
there are a number of theories 
which could account for the voices.

out deadly radio-active posions. 
such as carbon 14. After this 
radiation started to seep into the 
caverns , most of them left the 
planet in search of another home. 
A number of aliens remained 
behind and some of these stayed 
on the surface while others moved 
back into the caverns. 

According to Shaver's  beliefs , 
our ancestors were the ones who 
lived on the surface while two 
types of beings developed . in the 
caverns ; the deros, beings who 
were completely insane because 
of their exposure to deadly radia­
tion from ancient machinery, and 
the teros, beings who resembled 
the humans on the surface. The 
deros ·are referred to as "devils" 
in the religious literature while 
the teros are called ' ' angels' '  
because they try to protect hu­
mans from the deros. Shaver also 
stated the the deros love to 
torment humans with ancient 
machines left in the ca,verns. 

The deros are supposed to be 
afraid of humans and are always 
finding ways of destroying hu­
manity by programing our minds 
for war and "natural" disasters.

Again, according to Shaver, one 
of the most deadly weapons used 
by the deros is a device called a 
Telaug by the ancients , and it is 
capable of controlling human 
minds. In the case of Sort of 
Sam , they tried to make him think 
that his neighbor's dog was 
talking to him . Besides torment­
ing millions of people all over the 
world with this machine, the 
deros also use it to start wars 
which they find very entertaining. 

Although Richard Shaver's 
theories and writings are very 
controversial, he cannot be ignor­
ed considering the present state of 
the world.

With mournful rites Samuel Brew­
ster joined his infant son. 

Attracted by the rumors of 
sinister manifestations of violent 
evil that inhabited the vault, a 
mob of the morbidly curious 
crowded into the graveyard and 
stared as the masons removed the 
brick wall. 

' 'Again we found all the leaden 
coffins scattered about the vault, ' '  
said the Reverend Orderson, 
' 'they were shuffled about like a 
deck of cards. "  The Rector found 
the coffin of Mrs. Thomasina 
Goddard exactly where it was 52 
days before. 

' 'The wooden shell housing her 
fleshless bones and skull had 
disintegrated completely, ' '  added 
Reverend Orderson, ' 'but wheth­
er from rough handling or as a 
result of natural causes it now 
appears impossible to tell . ' '  

The Rector, determined to dis­
cover if any secret entrance to the 
vault existed, was helped by a 
magistrate and two Christ Church 
officials as he examined the 
underground part of the vault. 
They found not the slightest trace 
of a hidden entrance or tunnel. He 
inspected next the upper portion 
of the vault, constructed of lime­
stone blocks cemented together, 
and found the structure as solid as 
if formed of one single slab of 
stone. This inspection convinced 
the Reverend Orderson that noth­
ing human entered the vault to 
disturb the coffins. 

So what disturbed the coffins? 
What natural causes (the Rever­
end Orderson still rejected super­
natural cause) could hurl that 
huge coffin of Colonel Chase 
across the vault? An earthquake? 
Earthquakes occur in the West 
Indies, slight tremors rock the 
ground with frequency. But an 
earthquake shaking one particular 
piece of ground only 12 feet by 6 
feet? And five time in a .row! 
Certainly not. 

Water? Lead coffins will float, if 
airtight but no one ever found the 
slightest trace of water in the 
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Chase Vault, and the wooden 
coffin of Mrs. Thomsina Goddard 
never moved an inch. Yet though 
the cause of the disarrayed coffins 
remained a mystery to the Rever­
end Orderson, he carried on with 
the burial of Samuel Brewster. 

After they restored the coffins 
the masons bricked up the en­
trance, eight slaves lowered the 
marble slab into place, and the 
masons cemented it secure. Now 
this white sepulchre housed the 
bodies of a suicide and two 
infants, a reputed suicide, and 
filiacide, the bones of Mrs. Thom­
asina Goddard, and a murdered 
man. 

After the internment of the 
murdered Samuel Brewster, the 
Reverend Orderson wrote nothing 
in his narrative for two years and 
eight months. Then the death of a 
Miss Thomasina Clarke necessi­
ated another opening of the 
Chase Vault. Now, interest in the 
weird occurance had not only 
gripped nearby Bridgetown, capi­
tal of Barbados and only seven 
miles away, but the whole island. 

On Wednesday July 7th, 1819 a 
crowd invaded Christ Church 
graveyard to gape at the opening 
of the Chase Vault and the 
ensepulchration of Miss Clark. 

News of the opening of the vault 
reached the Government House in 
Bridgetown and his Excellency 
the Governor of lJarbados, Lord 
Combermere, decided to investi­
gate the eerie moving coffins. He 
arrived at Christ Church grave­
yard accompanied by his staff, 

and Military Secretary and Aide­
de-Camp the Honorable Major J.  
Finch. Later Major Finch wrote a 
detailed description of the uncan­
ny happenings, and sketched the 
disarranged coffins in the vault. 

After the masons opened the 
vault, Lord Combermere, Major 
Finch, and Reverend Orderson 
entered. They found all the 
leaden coffins pitched about the 
vault ! At once Lord Combermere 
and his staff examined the vault, 
inside and out, but found not the 

slightest trace of a forced entrance 
nor any attempt to break open the 
sealed coffins. 

The coffins were restored to 
their former positions for the 
fourth and final time. Eight men 
slowly lifted the heavy coffin of 
Colonel Chase and replace it in 
the middle of the vault. At the 
Colonel's  right they laid the 
leaden coffin of his dau�hter 
Dorcas Chase, and on left the 
leaden coffin of Samuel Brewster. 
On top of the coffin of Colonel 
Chase they rested the coffin of his 
infant daughter Mary Anna Maria 
Chase, and on the coffin of Dorcas 
Chase the leaden coffin of Samuel 
Brewster Ames. The wooden cof­
fin of Miss Clarke was then 
carried down and left on the coffin 
of Samuel Brewster. Then Major 
Finch sketched the interior of the 
vault and the positions of the 
coffins , while the slave bound the 
wooden coffin of Mrs. Thomasina 
Goddard and placed it between 
the coffin of Samuel Brewster and 
the vault wall. 

By order of Lord Combermere 
the black slaves sanded the vault 
floor with fine white sand. The 
masons bricked up the entrance, 
and several men levered the 
marble slab into position. ·After 
the masons cemented the marble 
slab, Lord Combermere impres­
sed his personal seal into the wet 
cement in several places , and 
Major Finch and others of the 
party added their own private 
marks. Now, no one could break 
into the Chase Vault without 
damaging those seals, nor move 
the coffins without leaving foot­
prints on the white san <;led floor. 

Following the internment of 
Miss Clark the Chase Vault at­
tained the status of a shrine. To 
the great annoyance of the Rever­
end Orderson 'pilgrims' from all 
over the West Indies visited 
Christ Church to stare in morbid 
fascination at the sealed tomb and 
pester the Rector with tactless 
questions. 

' 'Their behaviour was marked 



by nothing of Christian decorum 
and little of common courtesy, ' '  
complained the Rector. "They 
appeared to regard that portion of 
hallowed ground as no better than 
a bull pit or puppet show, but with 
the adventage that it did not cost 
them a farthing. ' '  

Besides these complaints, the 
Reverend added little to his 
macabre narrative for the next 
eight months.  Then, not half a 
mile from the Christ Church 
graveyard, slaveowner Sir Robert 
Bowcher Clarke entertained a 
party of guests at his estate , 
Eldridges Plantation. Lord Comb­
ermere and, Major · Finch, ac­
companied by the Honorable Nat­
han Lucas and Mr. Rowland 
Cotton, arrived at the plantation 
as guests of Sir Robert. Late that 

, morning Lord Combermere and 
the other guests discussed the 
Chase Vault and the mysterious 
happenings therein, and wonder­
ed if any disturbance of the coffins 
occured since the last internment 
which took place eight months 
back. 

"We can wait no longer for 
someone to die so that the vault 
might me opened, ' '  declared Lord 
Combermere, ' 'but forthwith we 
should go and visit the tomb at 
once . ' '  

All agreed and immediately 
Lord Combermere dispatched a 
messenger to Mrs. Thomas Chase 
seeking her permission to open 
the family vault; then all set off for 
Christ Church graveyard. An eye-

, witness from that _party document­
ed the macabre disturbances in 
the Chase Vault: the Honorable 
Nathan Lucus left a detailed 
account of everything he saw and 
heard, in his carefully written 
manuscript, now shelved at the 
Barbados Public Library located 
in Bridgetown. 

"As the Negroes were return­
ing from the fields at noon we took 
ten of the men directly with us to 
the church to open the vault. " 
wrote Nathan Lucas, ' 'and we 
sent for the Reverend Orderson,

who soon arrived. His lordship, 
myseH, Sir Robert Bowcher Clarke 
and Mr. Rowland Cotton, were 
present during the whole time. 

Permission arrived from Mrs. 
Chase, and while the masons 
sweated to open the vault, Lord 
Combermere and his party closely 
inspected the outside of the tomb. 
Everything appeared secure ; the 
cement binding the marble slab 
unbroken, the impression of the 
Governor's seal as sharp and 
perfect as when it was made , 
though now as hard as stone. 
They found absolutely no trace of 
a forced entrance: ' 'Every out­
ward appearance was perfect. ' '  
wrote Nathan Lucas, ' 'not a blade 
of grass or stone untouched. ' '  

Yet they found the vault in 
chaos ! The coffin of Colonel Chase 
on its head and leaning against 

the rear wall of the vault, that of 
Samuel Brewster Ames pitched 
into a comer. The coffin of the 
Chase infant turned upside down 
and thrown into the middle of the 
vault, that of Dorcas Chase face 
down across the coffin of Samuel 
Brewster� And the coffin of Samu­
el Brewster, with that of Miss 
Clarke still on top, both were 
pushed to the rear of the vault. 
Yet the bound coffin housing the 
bones of Mrs. Thomasina God­
dard remained undisturbed. 

Before anyone set foot inside 
the tomb the Reverend Orderson 
noticed the wh\te layer of sand 
still covering the floor, was undis­
turbed ;  no footprints nor marks of 
any kind. -

I was present from the begin­
ning to end, " said Reverend 
Orderson, "and no illusion or 
deception could have been prac­
ticed. It was unbelieveable. ' '  

Next, Lord Combermere and his 
staff examined both the inside and 
the outside of the vault but found 
no trace of a forced entrance. 

"I examined the walls, the 
arch, and every part of the vault, ' '  
said Nathan Lucas, ' 'and found 
every part old and similar. A 
mason in my presence struck 
every part of the bottom with his 
hammer, and all was solid. ' '  

Yet some force threw across the 
vault a coffin that only eight 
strong men could lift with great 
difficulty ! 

' 'I know that it happened, ' '  said 
Nathan Lucas, ' 'and that I was an 
eye-witness to the fact. ' '  

After Major Finch sketched the 
disarrayed coffins everyone de­
parted. The mystery of the mov­
ing coffins remains unsolved to 
this day. 

Today the Chase Vault stands 
empty. For on that Tuesday in 
April, over 157 years ago, Mrs. 
Thomas Clarke ordered every­
thing removed from the vault and 
buried in the graveyard where 
those restless coffins and the 
bodies within have at last found 
their peace. 0 
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In 1975, completion of the Manned Orbital System 
Concept study provided the following results: 
A small four to six man space station is feasibly based 
upon using Skylab, Space Shuttle and Spacelab 
technology and hardware with minimum 
modifications; using a completely modular station, 
each module can be transported to Earth orbit in the 
Shuttle Cargo bay; and the assembled space station 
would permit uninterrupted work in a number of 
areas such as the assembly of large structures in orbit. 

This is not a giant asterisk in the sky, but an artist 's 
concept of the spinning solar sail which Caltech 's Jet 
Propulsion Laboratory is developing for the 1986 
Halley 's Comet rendezvous mission proposed by the 
National Aeronautics and Space Administration. 
Rocketed out from the Space Shuttle in 1982, the 
bizarre craft would employ 12 sails, which are shown 
here only fractionally deployed. The sails ultimately 
may extend out almost five miles from the spacecraft 
hub, forming a giant solar pinwheel. 



This is an artist 's conception of a 
udisc-star " discovered in the 
constellation Cygnus by scientists 

at the University of Arizona. The 
disc star is believed to be forming 

planets. The disc is 20 times as 
wide as ,it is thick and it emits 

twenty times as much light as the 
star in its center. This is the first 

discovery of a disc-star-or a star 
believed to be in the process of 

forming planets.

were unlike any other examples of 
ancient Mexican culture , such as 
the Mayan, Olmec, or the Aztec 
Indians . 

Has a • 'dead' ' man proved his 
survival by making an imprint of 
his hand on a pillow case? 

A report from England says that 
the mysterious handprint has 
baffled the scientific community. 

Irene Rogers,  56, a widow of 
Newport, Arkansas, believes her 
husband is trying to communicate 
from the other side. She said the 
print was made by her husband, 
Travis, whose thumb was deform­
ed after a baseball injury. 

Mrs . Rogers and her husband, 
53, were married and divorced. It 
was while making the bed one 
morning nine months after his 
passing, the widow noticed the 
handprint. 

"There's  no doubt in my mind, 
it's Travis' hand" ,  she said. 
' 'This might be his way of letting 
me know that he is still thinking of 
me . ' '  Charles Beasley, plant man­
ager of the factory where the 
pillow case was made said: "The 
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otes on the 
hand can't be brushed out of the 
material , and the hand print does 
not emanate from the mill . I have 
no idea how this could have 
happened. 

"It would take many tons of 
pressure - enough to crush a 
hand -to produce this effect. ' '  

Scientists at Arkansas State 
University analized the handprint. 
Associate Professor of chemistry, 
Doctor Paul GwinuJY said ; "It's 
the darndest thing I've ever seen. 
I'm stumped. "  Dr. D. Sifford, 
chemistry department chairman, 
tried to duplicate the mysterious 
image with chemicals. ' 'None of 
them reproduced the amazing 
twisting and curling of the individ­
ual fibers . " he said. 

The print fibers are all lying 
down or twisted, but none of them 
were burned or scorched. This 
rules out the possibility a plastic 
impression was used because heat 
would have been applied. ' '

A scientific report presented at 
a conference of physicist showed 
that black holes should radiate 
light and that the light might be 
observable with more advanced 
detection devices in satellites. 

Professor Dennis Scianma of 
Oxford University in England, 
said the theoretical finding of 
possible radiation from what we 
have labled black holes, means 
that we may be on the verge of the 
unification of general relativity 
and quantum field theory.

a shark. ' '  He also remarked that 
the creature had back flippers 
which sharks do not have . 

The Taiyo fishery said that they 
plan to retrieve the monster for 
further study.

No explanations � have been 
forthcoming to clear up the strange 
mystery of the light in the sky. To 
Alan Hendry, an investigator at 
the Center for UFO Studies in 
Evanston, lllinois, Mrs. Strand's 
description sounds' 'reasonable. ' '  
But Hendry also says that he 
would need more specific informa­
tion about the UFO's appearance, 
movements,  and prevailing wea­
ther conditions before attempting 
an explanation. In the meantime, 
Mrs. Strand and her daughter 
Sindy wonder and wait.

An Associated Press dispatch 
reports that 2 yachts sailing into 
the Gulf of Mexico , have vanished 
without a trace. 

The yachts , The Pirates Lady 
and The Flying Dutchman, vessels 
owned by Montgomery Alabama 
and New Orleans businessmen ­
vanished while sailing into the 
Gulf on a routine cruises . There 
were six persons aboard the 
yachts. The Coast Guard said that 
no distress signals were reported 
and after several days of search­
ing the area turned up not a 
trace of the boats nor its six pass-
engers. In an interview with 
Comdr. Lawrence Kindbom , he 
said that Coast Guard files on 
missing vessels show that at least 
38 have vanished from this area in 
the past 5 years . 

The Flying Dutchman is owned 
by John Dift, president of Ther­
mal Componets in Montgomery, 
Alabama. The Pirate 's Lady, a 
75-foot yacht worth over one 
million dollars , is owned by 
Charles D. Slater of New Orleans. 

Did these boats and their six 
occupants enter the mystery zone 
known as The Bermuda Triangle? 

Astronomer John A.  Eddy says 
that our · sun is acting very 
strange . "You would think we 
would know just about everything 
there is to know about the sun. ' '  
Eddy related that astrophysicists 
are baffled by newly discovered 
events occurring on our closest 
star. 

The astronomers claim that the 
nature of their findings may cause 
scientists to do a complete tum­
a-bout in their long established 
beliefs about the sun. 

The unnoticed solar activities 
may have much to do with the 
changes in the earth 's climate, or 
at least, the new discoveries may 
help to throw some light on the 
bizarre weather that has plagued 
us the past few years. 

Scientists have long believed 
the sun was a steady source of 
energy, and a constant star or 
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regular cyclical be·havior. But this 
belief has been shaken by the new 
findings . 

Dr. Raymond A. Hill of the 
University of Arizona says the 
sun is now known to oscillate in 
and out on a global scale -like a 

· rapidly expanding and deflating 
balloon. ' 'We have found that the 
sun is not a stable ball of gas, but 
one that quivers, ' '  he explained. 

Prof. Hill said that the strange 
solar activity could be described 
as ' '  sunquakes , ' '  but that would 
be misleading, since they more 
resemble ocean waves . 

Dr. Raymond Davis of Brook­
haven National Laboratories , in 
Long Island, New York , entertains 
the possibility that there could be 
a completely unknown thermo­
nuclear process taking place on 
the sun. There are many others 
who feel as he does. 

Several other astronomers feel 
that the sun is in a state of crisis, 
and missing neutrinos are an 
indication that the sun will ·not 
bum as long as has been believed. 
Still other astronomers are now 
convinced that scientists never do 
understand astronomical proces­
es as well as they think they 
do. Prof. Eddy said that solar 
activity is going into a decline 
which means cooler years ahead 
than we've had for the past 50 or 
60 years. 

A report from NASA indicates 
that astronomers have found what 
appear to be planets being formed 
in the brilliant rings around the 
mysterious 'disc star' in the 
constellation Cygnus . 

NASA anounced the discovery 
which was made by astronomers 
at the University of Arizona and 
the Ames Research Center in 
California. 

This strange star was found 40 
years ago by several British 
astronoJllers who were puzzled 
because it appeared to be too 
bright for a star its size. Using 
infrared telescopes ,  the astrono­
mers from Arizona and California 

were able to identify the bright 
gas discs circling the star. 
Scientists now believe that our 
solar system looked liked this flat 
disc-shaped star some 5 million 
years ago which is estimated as 
the beginning of our solar system. 

At the annual meeting of the 
American Astronomical Society in 
Atlanta, Dr. Rodger I .  Thompson 
said, ' 'I think this is a spectacular 
step forward in the theory of star 
formation. It's the first star we've 
been able to identify in its early 
stages of formation. ' '  

The star in the middle of the 
disc is about ten-times the size of 
our sun, and is located about 
10,000 light years away. Scientists 
believe the star is only 1 ,  000 years 
old , making it very young. 

Astronomers are concerned 
with the bright concentric rings of 
luminous gas that circle the star 
which reaches out about 4-billion 
miles from the star's  surface. It is 
along the edges of these rings that 
astronmers think planets are be­
ing formed. 

The famous Dutch psychic Ger­
ard Croiset, whose powers are 
very well known, and Warner 
Tholen were asked to investigate 
the mysterious zone known as 
the "Bermuda Triangle " by the 
Dutch Society for Parapsychology. 

Croiset said, ' 'It is caused by a 
sucking movement with a magnet­
ic field of great magnitude and is 
like a volcanic eruption. ' '  

Both psychics claim that they 
knew nothing of previous investi­
gations dealing with the Bermuda 
Triangle . 

Tholen used a dowsing rod 
during one experiment. He saw a 
"bright cloud" of water-like a 
fountain , but, in much smaller 
droplets whch look like dew, water 
vapor, or a thich fog. ' 'It is in this 
thick fog, ' '  said Croiset, ' '  that the 
planes and ships become lost. ' •  

Many ships and aircraft have 
reported this type of phenomena 
before vanishing. D

ing from hallucinations. Scientific 
America defended the French 
scientists from the same type of 
charges which were made more 
than seventy-five years ago : 

Blondlot has demostrated the 
existence of his N-Rays by photo­
graphy. Furthermore, he actually 
has measured the wave lenghts of 
the rays. Surely it cannot be 
contended that the photographic 
plate is subject to hallucinations, 
nor can it be said that optical 
illusions have measureable wave­
lengths. 

The last article about N-Rays to 
appear in Scientific America was 
entitled ' 'Photographic Records of 
the Action of N-Rays ' (October 14, 
1905) and the magazine again 
defended the work of the French 
Scientists . Some of the criticisms 
by the German and British against 
the French and the existence of 
N-Rays are similar to the attacks 
U.S. scientist have been recently 
using against the validity of 
Kirlian Photography. 

The magazine further reported 
that the French photographic 
methods were accurate. Despite 
the fact that Scientific America 
supported the existence of these 
mysterious rays, no more articles 
appeared in any American science 
magazines after 1905 concerning 
this subject. A few years later a 
few articles appeared in the 
popular magazines attacking the 
existence of N-Rays . The last 

article which was listed in The 
Readers ' Guide to Periodical Lit­
erature and it was entitled ' 'Is The 
N -Ray a Delusion or Discovery? ' '  
After 1905 all research and dis­
cussion on N -Rays was stopped 

and the scientific reports were 
filed away without further com­
ment. There is little doubt that the 
combination of the British and· 
German scientific communities 
were able to force the French to 
stop all work on N-Rays . 

If the French could have con­
tinued their experiments , psychic 
research would be more than 60 
years more advanced than it is at 
the present time . The example of 
N-Rays is not the only case 
where psychic research has been 
stopped because of political or 
economic reasons. Dr. Wilhelm 
Reich discovered his orgone 
energy in the 1940's and with this 
new knowledge he claimed he was 
able to cure cancer. For making 
this great discovery, the Food and 
Drug Administration sent him to 
prison where he died in 1957. 

According to an article entitled 
"Sweaty Palms" which appeared 
in the December 1976 edition of 
ScientificAmerica, many American 
scientists are now attacking the 
validity of Kirlian photography 
and the existence of psychic 
energy. The article tried to show 
that the Soviet scientist were so 
stupid that they were actually 
photographing the moisture on 
their palms instead of psychic 
energy. Of course the article did 
not mention the fact that the 
Soviet Union is investing millions 
of dollars into psychic research for 
military purposes. 

At any rate , the cases of the 
French scientists , Dr. Reich, and 
Kirlian show that the non-com­
munist scientific establishment is 
not really interested in new ideas 
and knowledge, sad as the case 
may be . 0

Louis the XVI and the Revolution, 
that the location was the house of 
Madame de Vaudreuil. Other 
sources give the site as the house 
of the Countess Beatrice de 
Grammont. 

The month of Cazotte' s prophe­
cy is also in dispute. Laharpe gave 
the date as the ' 'beginning' ' of 
1788. Later writers pushed the 
date ahead to the summer of the 
year. 

The rosters of the guests at the 
party also went through wholesale 
revisions. Laharpe wrote that, 
mathematician Sean de Condor­
cet, writer Sebastien Chamfort, 
the Countess de Grammpnt, Dr. 
Felix Vicq d' Azyr, and the fin­
ance minister Nicholai. 

Dumas mentioned Vaudreuil, 
Madame de Chevreuse, Madame 
de Chabot, and several couples, 
the Rohans, the Montmorencys, 
and the Polignacs. 

In spite of these inconsisten­
cies, however, the Cazotte predic­
tion has had a number of defend­
ers. It must be noted, however, 
that most of the defences were not 
published until after the issue of 
Laharpe's Posthumous Writings, 
released three years after his 1803 
death. 

Countess Marie Jeanne du Bar­
ry said the Cazotte prophecy was 
genuine, and that she'd heard the 
details from the Countess de 
Grammont almost immediately 
after the night in question. Unfor­
tunately, modem French scholars 
are convinced that Madame du 
Barry's  reminiscences are far 
from authentic, and should be 
considered the fictions of a later 
hand. 

The Countess d' Adhemar, on 
the other hand, wrote in her 
Recolections of Marie Antoinette 
that she'd been present at Prince 
de Beauveau' s party- and had 
actually heard Cazotte deliver his 
famous prophecy. These memoirs 
again, are now considered to be 
largely fictional. 

William Burt, author of Obser­
vations on the Curiosities of 
Nature, said he'd·heard the prop-
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hecy first-hand, apparently from 
either Cazotte or Laharpe . 

The Countess de Genlis wrote 
in 1825 , according to William 
Gregory's Letters to a Candid 
Inquirer on animal magnetism , 
that she'd heard Laharpe quote 
Cazotte's  prophecy "a hundred 
times' '  in the hectic days before 
the revolutionary outbreak. 

In spite of these latter-day

defenses, the Cazotte prophecy 
seems to have been in the main a 
religio-political satire written by 
Laharpe. It was published in his 
Posthumous Writings without 
comment, except for a note that 
' 'the following fragment was dis­
covered among the papers of 
M. de Laharpe . ' '  

A year or two later a manuscript 
copy of the prophecy was obtained 
by a M . Boulard. This copy was in 
Laharpe 's handwriting. 

' 'This copy was followed by · a 
short appendix, ' '  historian Ed­
ward Pease write in his authorita­
tive Jacques Cazotte, ' 'which 
proved, according to Boulard, that 
the prediction was no more than 

an allegory or parable. On the 
manuscripts, marks were found 
just before the appendix, which 
indicated that the typesetter had 
been ordered to stop at that point. 
Both the prophecy and the appen­
dix, which indicated that the 
typesetter had been ordered to 
stop at the · point . Both the 
prophecy and the appendix, which 
immediately followed without any 
interval or separating sign, were 
in Laharpe 's handwriting. Why 
the publisher suppressed this 
appendix is unknown, but it 
seems to indicate the falsity of 
Cazotte ' s prophecy. ' '  

It seems highly likely, then, 
that Cazotte's  prophecy, as "pre­
served" by Laharpe , is largely 
fiction. 

Even so , Cazotte may well have 
indicated the coming of a revolu­
tion in France . In the late 1780s 
most French intellectuals realized 
that the monarchy was riding for a 
fall. The great debate was not 
whether a revolution would occur, 
but when. It would be almost 
unthinkable that Cazotte had not 
voiced opinions along this line. 

This was the view that Eliphas 
Levi (Alphonse Louis Constant) 
expressed in his History of Magic. 
Levi wrote that the Cazotte Pro­
phecy ' 'was only the calculous of 
probabilities, (which) proved cor­
rect because it dealt with chances 
which had already become fatal 
consequences.  Laharpe, who was 
impressed by the prediction , am­
plified the details to make it 
appear more marvelous. ' '  

Levi was correct, I think, but ·as 
usual -nearly unreadable. Eddie 
Shaw said the same thing, much 
more succinctly, in his Jacques 
Cazotte. 

"It is probable , "  Shaw wrote , 
' 'that Cazotte made some prophe­
cy concerning the revolution, on a 
serious analysis of existing con­
ditions and more generalized than 

. the one we now possess, which 
Laharpe put on paper and to 
which he added many details in 
order to make the work appear 
more miraculous. ' '  0

voyance, but with out-of-body 
experiences as well. Many of the 
subjects described features of the 
target which were hidden or 
inaccessible from the view of the 
observer. They included in their . 
descriptions things ·hidden by 
shrubbery that would be visible 
only to a bird, an airplane -or a 
consciousness hovering over the 
area. 

Strangely, the subjects demon­
strated a weird ability to shift 
viewpoint, as if they were circling 
the location to take in all the 
features of the landscape . Most of 
their drawings resemble maps or 
aerial photographs. 

Such a finding did not, however, 
come close to the bombshell Targ 
and Puthoff dropped among their 
skeptical colleagues.  Wrapped in 
scientific jargon and footnotes, it 
blew sky-high just the same. 
Many of the subjects volunteered · 
that they had a premonition of the 
target location -before it had 
even been selected. Aft�r this 
discovery, the researchers ran � 
series of experiments on what 
they called ' 'precognitive remote -
viewing. ' '  

The procedure used was the 
same as in the remote viewing 
experiments, except that the sub­
ject was asked to describe the 
location twenty minutes before it 
had been selected and more than 
a half hour before the target 
location observer had arrived 
there. 

The images received by these 
precognitive remote viewers were 
as clear, sharp , and accurate as 
the others have been. One of the 
viewers even described the sound 
of a squeaking rusty swing upon 
which the observer would sit on 
half hour later -another clue that 
more was involved than simply 
receiving visual perceptions of a 
remote location. 

Trying to explain these baffling 
phenomena, Targ and Puthoff 
turned to modem physical theory, 
to theoretical explanations of the 
very structure of reality itself.

I .M. Kogan, a Russian re­
searcher, and M .  Persinger, a 
Canadian, had previously postu­
lated that visual images and other 
information involved in paranomal 
phenomena might be transmitted 
by extremely low-frequency elect­
romagnetic waves, much like TV 
and radio signals. The assump­
tion , of course, is that the human 
brain acts as both sender and 
receiver of these signals . 

There is the possibility that the 
explanation lies even deeper- at 
the very structure of matter and 
reality itself. Physicists have long 
discussed the effect of the observ­
er on objects being measured in 
the laboratory. For example, it is 
questionable whether measure­
ment can be made of the speed of 
an electron when the act of 
measurement itself may slow 
down , speed up, or otherwise 
distort the phenomenon. What we 
call consciousness may have the 
same effect. The moment a mind 
turns to observe or examine a 
phenomenon, it has already tamp­
ered with it, perhaps even to the 
point of reversing time sequences 

and cause effect relationships. 
It is already known, and math­

ematically demonstrable, that 
cause and effect are sometimes 
interchangeable. Certain equa­
tions of the electromagnetic field, 
for example, imply such -a switch, 
and though the event is consider­
ed unlikely, it is theoretically 
possible. A colored object of some 
definite shape is thpught of as the 
cause of a perception in my 
consciousness. Theoretically, the 
perception might come first­
before the appearance of the 
object. 

Similary, an event takes place 
in time and we observe it. This is 
the normal sequence . Nothing in 
quantum theory forbids that the 
sequence be reversed. There is , 
after all, a linkage between events 

· separated in time that may allow 
for occasional switches, so that we 
observe the event before it can 
happen. 

It is becomiilg increasingly 
clear that the science of physics 
has much to contribute toward a 
better understanding of ESP. 
Certainly, the investigations of 
Targ and Puthoff are of great 
value in themselves, but beyond 
that, they hold the promise of 
even more tantalizing discoveries 
in the very near future. 

If the power of remote viewing 
is not limited by even great 
distances, it can be used under 
the same scientifically controlled 
conditions to eiplore the . surface 
of the moon, Mars, and beyond. 
Would it be possible to stretch the 
span of precognitive viewing from 
half an hour to a day , a year, or 
even a century? 

And supposing remote viewing 
is really a form of astral projec­
tion, would it be possible event­
ually to soar through space, 
hovering over the distant, perhaps 
inhabited worlds -with the same 
ease that the mathematician hov­
ered over White Plaza? 

The questions, like their ans­
wers, are limited only by the 
strength of our desire to known. 0

The city of York, England , has an 
unrivaled reputation for haunted bui ld­
ings and other places where spirits of 
the past al leged ly dwel l .  To this day 
there are cont inuing accounts by local 
inhabitants that tel l  of encounters with 
ghosts. In the central district of the city, 
more than twenty such encounters have 
been chronicled in recent years. G hosts 
of medieval monks, of noblemen and 
criminals, even of Roman soldiers, have 
been seen . 

One York citizen who should be i n  the 
know about such local l urkings is 
constable Harry Martindale. Martindale 
claims to have encountered at least a 
score of these spirits in his rounds about 
the city during the past two decades. 
H is first experience occurred in the 
basement of the antiquated York Treas­
urer 's House, where , he says, he saw a 
column of Roman soldiers march out of 
a wal l  and disappear through another. 
The soldiers he saw were helmeted, 
wore strange green garments and 
carried swords .  They were fol lowed by a 
lone soldier on horseback. According to 
Martindale,  sounds of blaring trumpets 
accompanied the column.  

Martindale says he was terrified , and 
he recounts that he scrambled into a 
corner to hide. Then , he recal ls ,  . .  a 
feel ing of rel ief came over me - I 
realized they cou ldn 't see me. We were 
in two different worlds. "

stand i ng today. Throughout its h istory, 
York has been vis ited by many famous 
personages, among them Wi l l iam the 
Conqueror and Ol iver Cromwel l .  Scot­
tish tribes, Viking hordes, and Saxon 
warriors have all descended upon the 
area at various ti mes during the cit�s 
turbulent and war-scarred past. 

Another local in habitant , Brenda 
Stanley, overseer of the Cork and Bottle 
Tavern , clai ms to have seen the head of 
George Vi l l iers, the notorious second 
Duke of Buckingham , peering out of the 
wal ls of the establishment. 

The Windmi l l  I nn ,  near the center of 
the city,  is another place where the 
spirits have been encountered, and 

. many an otherwise skeptical visitor has 
been frightened out of his wits by 
strange bum pings and . knockings about 
dur ing the n ight. 

John M itche l l ,  a local school master 
who conducts guided tours around 
many of York's haunted bui ld ings, tel ls 
visitors of the ' ' Green Lady, ' '  a reve­
nant spirit thought to be that of Lady 
Peckitt, the Mayoress of York i n  1 200 
A . D .  She is said to occasional ly inhabit 
the yard of the magnif icent Tudor 
bui ld ing where the later-beheaded K ing 
Charles the F irst once had dinner. 

The apparitions are bel ieved to 
appear at seven-year intervals, but 
many sig htings have occurred at other 
times as wel l .  D
