Most of us are familiar with the many geniuses 
of our times who have been responsible for 
discoveries which have opened our minds.

I wonder if your readers who

I have been a reader of ''Beyond 

Reality" for some time now, but 
this is the first time I have taken 
the time to comment on any of 
your stories; my research has 
been taking up a lot of my time.

CHAIN OF REASONING, by Cle­
mons Gretter, Exposition Press, 
$7.50. 

Dreams have been a &ource of 
wonder to poets, of speculation to 
philosophers, and more recently 
have become the province <>f 
science-to be examined, dissect­
ed, measured and analyzed. 

In this book, the author relates 
his dream experiences· and the 
powerful effect they have had on 
his life. 

Dreams, to Gretter, are a 
source of knowledge, a guide to 
his actions: they are the vehicle 
through which his ''counselor''­
his personal genius-comunicates 
with him . These communications, 
however, are cloaked in symbols. 
Not until he stumbled upon the 
key did their meaning become 
clear. The key, it turns out, 
resides in an old set of encyclo­
pedias that Gretter had bought in 
a secondhand book store thirty 
years before his discovery. 

What led him to make the 
connection between his dreams 
and the books was a series of 
coincidental happenings. 

Throughout his book Gretter 
points to instances where his 
dreams are linked to events that 
have national and international 
ramifications, .reinforcing his be­
lief in the universal soul of which 
he believes we are all a part of.

Far from ro­
manticizing these mysterious peo­
ple, the book's contributors some­
times make scathing observations 
on how Aleister Crowley and Hell 
Fire Dashwood, for example, be­
have towards their fellow crea­
tures. In an equally responsible 
vein, the indisputable brilliance of 
Nikola Tesla and Mesmer is fully. 
recognized, although such was not· 
the case in their own times when 
they were hooted as charlatans. 

The tumultuous lives and con­
troversial feats o( Rasputin, Gurd­
djieff, and Blavatsky have forced 
radical theory into our laboratory 
research on the paranormal, in­
cluding telepathy, ESP, precog­
nition, and

Strange and Unknown 

Maya: The root word of our 
modem word "mind" is Ma-yin. 
In · ancient days Mayin meant 
Mind or God. From the word 
May-ind or that which we have 
come to call Indian or ''man in 
God's image'' The Maya were 
those ancients who knew the 
mysteries of the Mind. 

What is there about the ancient 
Mayans that lingers on? Why is 
the truth about these people so 
elusive? Many teachings that are 
widely accepted as Truth in our. 
classrooms and present day writ­
ings are not truth at all. Many of 
the world's peoples are awakening 
to a drive and passion to search for 
the anw�rs. The feeling that some 
of us have for the Maya surrounds 
us like an old, comfortable shawl.

There is no doubt that there is 
much about the ancient Maya to 
astound present day man for 
generations to come as the true 
story unfolds. 

Contrary to what we are taught, 
the ''original'' Mayans were a 
gentle race and their decline 
started many years before Colum­
bus arrived in the New World. Out 
of the North, from Mongolia and 
Siberia, came savage tribes who

coast th!3Y came, into North and 
Centr� America, bringing with 
them their barbaric ways. These 
tribes infiltrated the races bring­

There is no evidence that the 
ancient Mayans were Sunwor­
shipers. They did not consider the 
sun a ''god.'' Since the sun was the 
mightiest visible symbol and be­
cause its light was such that no 
man could gaze upon it, the 
ancient Wise Ones used the sun as 
the visible emblem of God-living 
energy. It was when the origina1 
documents were misinterpreted 
that the sun itself was worshiped 
by other races. 

Who were the Maya, really? 
Those ancient wise ones who 
established an empire· in Amer­
ica 10,000 years ago?

It is speculated that atomic 
power was used by the ancients 
and the energy was used in such a 
way that radiation was not present. 

Perhaps if we re-exanime our 
fundamental theories about elec­
tricity and magnetism we too 
would eliminate the dangers of 
radiation. There is a safer way to 
utilize the power of the atom than 
to split it. In our present time the 

atom has not led to a fuller more 
promising life as it did for past 
civilizations for, by improper use, 
we live in constant fear of it. Nikola 
Tesla and Wilhelm Reich knew 
many of these secrets but most of 
their works were destroyed. Today 
we are allowed the privilege of 
paying the local power companies 
enormous sums of money for 
inefficient means of supplying 
energy. 

Thousands of years agq, in 
America, large cities existed built 
of stone and cement with paved 
streets that connected other large 
cities; some of the· streets still 
exist today. They were inhabited 
by extremely intelligent people 
with a superior government who 
had solved their social problems. 
Gold was not valued as money but 
as a metal to be used by all in their 
temples. 

The ancient Maya knew how to 
heal, practiced dentistry, gave 
blood transfusions and used an-· 
aesthesia ''discovered'' by our 
science less that 150 years ago! 
They used the decimal system 
many centuries before the Ro­
mans, Hindus and Arabs knew of 
it. They were experts in metal 
work, gem cutting, pottery making 
and cloth making. The Maya were 
in their Golden Age five hundred 
years before Christ. 

Extensive Mayan prose and 
verse existed but most was de­
stroyed by the Spanish Conquis-

. tadores, as 1 you know, mainly 
because they couldn't understand 
it. However, the Maya had predict­
ed the coming of the white men 
who. would conquer them htin­
dreds of years before their arrival. 
Their chief sanctuary was situated 
on the highest peak of a mountain. 
Recordings on walls, buildings and 
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stones found today ·are grossly 
misinterpreted. 

Some of you who saw the movie 
Close Encounters of the Third 
Kind may have felt a weird kind of 
deep-gut feeling during the musi­
cal communication sequence. The 
Maya discovered the vibratory 
power of harmony in the human 
voice capable of producing thera­
peutic effects. We read in the Bible 
of a besieged city' 8 wans tumbling 
down at the blast of trumpets and 
we know how a high-pitched note 
can shatter glass. 

At Thebes, Egypt, the ruins of 
the gigantic singing statue of 
Amen Hotep ill remaim. Each 
day, at dawn and dusk, this statue 
emits a musical sound. The Greeks 
called it Memnan and said it was 
built by ''wondrous strangera. '' 
In any- case, the notes it emitted 
were a harmony which inspired 
those who heard it with a feeling of 
awe. Modem· science is experi­
mf:mting with ultrasonic sounds, 
beyond our hearing range, that are 
capable· of killing. 

The invisible, penetrating vi­
bratory power of sound has lon« 
been known; its uses have long 
been a secret. The Maya knew that 
there are tones in the human voice 
that, when properly used, will 
influence others about you and can 
heal. Harmonic combinations of 
words were used in ancient tem­
ples. A lullaby soothes the baby. 
The chants of the Yogi induce a 
peaceful, meditative state. Words, 
music, sounds in the ·right tones 
amd combinations do mystical, 
wonderful things. 

Who knows what might happen 
the next time you go walking down 
the street humming the theme 
from CEll! And just perchance 
it has all happened before.... 0

''Tesla,'' said Thomas Edison, 
the scientist, ''I'm not interested 
in your alternating currents. There 
is no future in them, and you are 
wasting your time!" Thus, look­
ing back to that historical meeting, 
we can see how near-sighted ''the 
greatest inventor of our times '' 
appeared not to Nikola Tesla. 

Telsa had, in one flash of vision 
while walking with a friend in 
Budapest, invented the complete 
alternating current system which 
has brought in our mass produc­
tion age, and our era of electrical 
wonders. His system included 
motors, generators and trans­
formers still found in every home 
and business today. Yet it took 
nearly -20 years, with a team of 
researchers, for Edison to perfect 
just the single filament of his 
incadescent bulb! 

And Tesla's inventions not only 
changed the world, but with the 
stunning beauty of nearly perfect 
efficiency. Compare the · Tesla 
generator, with a remarkable 
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efficiency of 99% teven today the 
best in the engineering field) to 
Edison's bulb with an atrocious 
5% efficiency. That means Edi­
son's filament of 20 years work 
wastes over 95% of its energy! 

However, this article is not a 
rebuke of Edison, who was indeed 
a great man, but rather a deep 
look into the mysterious, strange 
and wonderful life of Nikola Tesla, 
the greatest electrical genius that 
ever lived. 

In 1888 Tesla presented his al­
ternating current system to the 
scientific fraternity. Three years 
later he began startling the world 
with what seemed to be electrical 
miracles. His 1891 lectures de­
scribe high voltage sparks, sheets 
of electrical flame, brilliant tubes 
of electrical fire which he· thrust 
about like swords. Tesla then 
passed hundreds of thousands of 
volts through his body to light a 
lamp or melt a wire, to prove that 
high frequency currents could be 
used safely. 

Let's visit a Telsa lecture. 
The small theatre, seating per­

haps 200, is dimly lit by candles 
and gas lamps. The audience is 
silenced in anticipation, as a tall 
man in black tuxedo strides onto 
stage, amidst an assortment of 
bewildering apparatus. ''As in 
nature all is ebb and tide," he 
begins, ''all is wave motion, so it 
seems that m all branches of in­
dustry alternating currents -elec­
tric ·wave motion-will have the 
sway. 

''We wind a· simple ring of iron 
with· coils, we establish the con­
nections to the generator, and 
with wonder and aelight we note 
the effects of strange forces which 
we bring into play, which allow us 
to transform, to tcansmit and 
direct energy at will . We arrange 
the circuits properly, and we see 
the mass of iron and wires behave 
as though it were endowed with 
life. 

"H�re is a simple glass tube 
from which the air has been 



partially exhausted . .I take hold of 
it; I bring my body in contact with 
a wire conveying alternating cur­
rents of high potential , and the 
tube in my hand is brilliantly 
lighted. In whatever position I 
may put-it, wherever I may move 
in space, as far as I can reach, its 
soft pleasing light persists with 
undiminished brightness. 

' 'Here is an exhausted bulb 
suspended from a single wire. 
Standing on an insulated support, 
I grasp it, and a platinum button 
mounted in it is brought to vivid 
incadescence. 

' 'Here, attached to a leading 
wire, is another bulb which, as I 
touch its metallic socket, is filled 
with magnificent colors of phos­
phorescent light. 

' 'Here again .. . I bring my body 
in contact ...  with the end of a wire 
many miles long-and you see 
streams of light break forth from 
its distant end, which is set in 
violent vibration. 

''I then ask, can there be a

He was a man with .great vision · 
and a super mind. In this photo 
Tesla passes high-frequency 
currents through his body, 
lighting a lamp 20 times more 
efficient than the Edison type, 
yet, Tesla 's lamp was never 
developed for mass marketing. 
In every case, Tesla did not stop 
with his understanding of 
electricity, nor even with his 
inventions. He put them all 
together into a package which was 
a vivid· demonstration that people 
could understand. He gave it a 
touch of his vision and he made it 
look so practical it had to succeed. 

more interesting study than that 
of alternating currents?' ' 

To listen to Tesla's words, is to 
be entranced by the power of his 
vision. And what vision he had! 
There. is hardly an element of 
electricity, even today, which he 
did not foresee, predict and even 
discover himself. 

He invented every essential of 
modem radio, radar 40 years 
before its use , modem neon and 
fluorescent lighting, remote con­
trol by wireless, microwaves ;  he 
discovered cosmic rays 30 years 
before they were "discovered." 
He discovered X-rays , and created 
artificial earthquakes that shook 
New York City, he created bolts of 
lightning over 135 feet long ; he 
began the race of robots and 
computers, and he invented the 
laser .. 

But honors he received few, 
and the reason is simple. Tesla's 
inventions were too far ahead of 
his world. Man can only change so 
fast, he will reject what he is not 

ready for. And with every amaz­
ing discovery given here, there 

. is probably a list of Tesla' s just as 
long which has never been used, 
or at least, not yet. 

Then the question we ask is , 
was this man a superhuman 
wizard, as some have proposed? 
Where did his amazing ideas and 
inventions come from? And how, 
with all his success, can he· be 
unknown today? Perhaps here for 
the first time, this story can ·he 
clearly explained� We can now see 
the magnificent principles which 
Tesla used -and that we too can 
use these same methods in our 
own lives. 

Tesla knew three things. First 
of all he knew where his ideas 
came from, secondly he could see 
his inventions with .his imagin­
ation before they existed, and 
he knew the process by which he 
could make these inventions a 
practical part of this world. There 
is so much to all of Tesla' s life, we 
walk away in wonderment and

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awe. But if we recognize these 
three principles, then we can also 
walk away with understanding. 

In all of Tesla's writings and 
lectures, he repeatedly stresses 
one single point, yet it is the same 
point which has been continually 
overlooked, ignored and even 
disputed. Thus, it is no wonder 
that Tesla remains a mystery. 

' 'The recognition of the exist­
ence of ether,'' said Tesla in 
1891, "and of the functions it 
performs, is one of the most 
important results of modern scien­
tific research. It has been a great 
step towards the understanding of 
the forces of nature and ... it has 

'been for the enlightened student 
of physics what the understanding 
of the mechanism of the firearm or 
of the steam engine is for the 
barbarian.'' 

So, it is the ether upon which he 
places much importance. The eth­
er, which scientists now consid­
er a useless superstition- and yet 
Telsa bases his whole under­
standing of electricity upon this 
one principle. Who is right? 

Well, Tesla knew something 
other scientists don't. That when 
he shifted his state of conscious­
ness to that state where ether is a 
reality, then he discovered the 
heart and whole of electricity. 

_ Energy became something he 
could feel, to become familiar 
with. Then he saw it had charac­
teristics, patterns and natures 
which shaped this energy. And it 
was these characteristics of elec­
tricity which inspired his ideas for 
inventions. 

Tesla knew where his ideas 
came from,'' ... from a primary 
substance or a tenuity beyond 
conception, filling all space, the 
Akasa, or luminiferous ether ... '' 
Call it what you will, the _creative 
force or the spark of life, but from 
it all ideas and all inventions 
spring! 

What Tesla did, then, and no 
one has yet given him this proper 
credit, was to open the doors of · 

electricity for the world. It is 
indeed curious that up -to his time 
scientists had tried again and 
again to make electricity a prac­
tical commodity, with not much 
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[top] Tesla 's experimental laboratory in Colorado. Tesla lit 
200 lamps, 26 miles away by sending electricity through the 
ground. He claimed over 95% efficiency and that distance 
does not matter. 
[bottom] Tesla sits calmly in his laboratory while millions of 
volts, drawn from the earth, strike an unconnected coil with 
deafening noise only twenty-five feet away. 
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In 1909, when Marconi managed to send several 
"clicks across the Atlantic Ocean, Tesla had 
already designed, and began construction on his 
Radio City. He planned musical distribution, news 
service, reproduction of photographic pictures, 
navigation service for ships, and much more 
which could be received anywhere in the world. 
Although many persons had faith in his work, the 
project closed in 1505 from lack of support. 

success. Edison's bulb, a few 
impractical D.C. motors and the 
telephone were about all that 
resulted. It was slow going. But 
after Tesla opened these doors of 
ether energy, we can see electrical 
inventions suddenly springing up 
everywhere. 

''I am not an inventor,'' Tesla 
would say, ''I am a discoverer of 
new principles.'' And he felt so 
strongly about this, that when he 
was offered to share the Nobel 
Prize with Edison for their elec-

. trical inventions, he turned the 
award down! 

He showed the world that all 
things have their own vibration, 
and by tuning into that vibration a 
building can be brought to ruins, a 

tube of gas made to glow, or a 
message sent around the globe. 
The key to all nature is that it 
always exists in oscillation, in 
wave motion- in alternating cur­
rents! 

Suddenly, by reading the dis­
coveries of this man, all of the 
inventions of electricity come 
together. But this is not surpris­
ing, as he opened the door for all 
who followed him . 

Now we come to the most 
amazing facet of Nikola Tesla; his 
powers of visualization. His imag­
inative faculty was so vivid that he 
says �e physically saw his inven­
tions before him , and only when 
he reached out his hand could he 
tell it was not real. He would put 

II' 
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his motors together, piece by 
piece, tum them on, let them 
run for a week, take them apart to 
see how the parts were worn- all 
with his imagination! 

This was how he could produce 
so much in one lifetime, because 
when he built his test model he 
knew it would work the first time, 
and it always did. When -he built 
his laboratory at Colorado Springs, 
he knew he might want to 
generate as much as one hundred 
million volts! He made no physical 
tests. He simply visualized his 
huge coil and every precaution he 
might need. When the lab was 
finally built and the switch thrown, 
sparks up to 135 feet long flew out 
from the tower. Everything work-

ed perfectly . . .  except the power 
company that supplied Tesla could 
not take such a surge in electricity, 
and it burned out two generators ! 
Tesla and his crew made all the 
repairs . 

Tesla was not concerned with 
the mathematic.al formulas, or 
theories, he said he would leave 
that to others more able than he. 
But he knew that visualization is 
always much more exacting, it 
never goes wrong, and it never 
misses anything . 

As writer Rebazar Tarzs wrote 
in his book, The Far Country, 
''continuous imagination is suf­
ficient for- all things and all my 
reasonable plans and actions will 
never make up for my lack of 
continuous imagination .'' This is 
the second principle which made 
all of Tesla' s inventions a success. 

The third and final principle 
which Tesla knew, and clears up 
the mystery which has surrounded 
his life, was how to take what is in 
the imagination and make it a 
practical p� of this . world . This 
final principle has been over­
looked to the detriment of count­
less good ideas . 

Tesla had an unending flow of 
fascinating ideas· in his thoughts, 
but he knew he .could not · simply 
go out and tell everyone. When he 
announced his invention of a 
"death-ray" (laser) which if aim­
ed at the moon would produce a 
glo�g circle only a few meters 
wide, yet bright enough for the 
naked eye to see on Earth - no one 
believed him. So, Tesla had to pick 
those ideas, and present them in a 
way Which the world could accept . 

Even then, Tesla had a tough 
time. When he stunned a crowd at 
Madison Square, New York, in 
1898 with his remote control of a 
model ,ship, eveyone immediately 
thought of this as a powerful new 
war weapon, a wireless torpedo. 
Tesla asnwered this sharply, ''You 
do not see there a wireless 
torpedo, you see the first of a race 
of robots, mechanical men which 
will do the laborious work of the 
human race!''

These days television seems to 
absorb a preponderance of the 
leisure time of the majority of 
people .

ess of examination, I discovered 
fundamental thinking that had 
prevented my growth and develop­
ment and self-appreciation. For 
instance , I had asked my now­
grown children to view me as a 
separate human being as well as a 
parent, yet I came to realize that 
one ofmy core beliefs was , ' 'I am a 
wife and a mother - first and 
foremost. ' '  In broadening my own 
perception of myself, my offspring 
automatically began to perceive 
me less narrowly. 

Along with my successful shift­
ing of belief patterns came an 
enhanced creativity along with an 
unprecedented appreciation from 
others of my creative efforts. 
Restructuring my systems of belief 
proved to me that I possess the 
power to change my life for the 
better. I plan to continue the 
process of renewing, rearranging, 
and changing my beliefs as I grow 
as a person. 

My life has been enriched 
psychologically in a number of 
ways. Seth says that we create our 
own reality - our own experience -
through our system of beliefs. If 
we are unhappy with our experi­
ences, or should I say our reality, 
we can change them through 
changing our belief patterns. He 
said, in The Nature of Personal 
Reality : 

' 'Quite literally , you live in the 
body of your beliefs. You perceive 
through the body of your beliefs . 
Your beliefs can increase your 
vision or diminish it. They can 
increase or diminish your hearing, 
or any sense function. "  

Seth presents challenging and 
insightful views regarding health, 
the aging process , simultaneous 
time (past, present or future ex­
ist now) ,  memory, the nature of 
creativity, and exciting principles 
about ' 'after death. ' '  

Specifically, how have these 
new ideas changed my life? I could 
write a whole book of my own to 
recount them fully, but I shall try to 
give examples in the hope of 
stimulating the reader to pursue 

and explore these ' 'inner fron­
tiers. ' '  

As an artist, my paintings have 
taken on new dimensions of 
perception and beauty - and the 
demands for these works of art has 
delighted and fascinated me . En­
tirely new painting techniques 
have evolved from my expanded 
awareness and openness to interi­
or messages. 

Ten years ago, after having had 
some of my writing published, I 
lost all interest in writing except 
for a journal that constituted 
nothing more than personal ther­
apy. After I began reading the 
Seth series,  manuscripts began 
pouring from my typewriter and, 
within one month, I had sold two 
of the articles for publication. 

Quite unexpectedly, my crea­
tivity broadened its scope into the 
area of wood sculpturing, and I 
was thoroughly amazed to find 
this hidden talent emerging into 
stunning sculptured pieces. All of 
this creativity was the direct result 
of following Seth's  exercises to 
expose these "latent" talents : 

"In daily practical experience , 
try to concentrate for a while upon 
seemingly subordinate abilities, 
ones you think of as latent. If you 
do so consistently, using your 
imagination and will , then those 
abilities will become prominent in 
your present. ' '  

The day after I completed one of 
my wood sculpture projects , an 
aspen-wood head of a woman I 
named "Minerva, "  I wakened in 
the morning, was drawn to my 
typewriter and almost as if the 
story were being dictated to me, I 
wrote a "first-person" chronicle 
of this sculpture. Unlike any other 
writing I had done, this manu­
script required no editing what­
soever. It poured from my type­
writer in finished form ! Seth 
admonishes : 

' 'You must, first of all, cease 
identifying yourself completely 
with your ego, and realize that you 
can perceive tnore than your .ego 
perceives.  

' 'You must demand more of 
yourself than you ever have 
before . The material is not for 
those who would deceive them­
selves with pretty, packaged, 
ribboned truths that are parceled 
out and cut apart so that you can 
digest them. That sort of material 
serves a need, but our material 
.demands that you intellectually 
and intuitively expand. ' '  He says 
further: 

"You are an identity. Pretend 
that you hold a flashlight, and the 
flashlight is consciousness . You 
can tum this light in many 
directions, but instead you are in 
the habit of directing it along one 
certain path, and you have forgot­
ten that there are other paths . All 
you have to do is swing the 
flashlight in other directions.  

"When you shift it , the path 
upon which you have been. focus­
ing will momentarily appear dark, 
but other realities and images will 
become available to you. ' '  

As proof of the practibility of 
the Seth books, I cite Hawthorne­
Stone , a San Francisco real estate 
firm which has combined its 
attention to persohal conscious­
ness along with commerce for 
greater personal growth and fi­
nancial success. It is doing busi­
ness in a new way by creating an 
internal atmosphere supporting 
this combination of principles .  It is 
a company that nurtures continual 
personal growth while achieving 
its dealings in the marketplace. It 
is , according to David F .  Brown's 
article in New Realities Magazine, 
"wildly profitable. "  One of the 
books on the company' s· required 
reading list is , "The Nature of 
Personal Reality, a Seth- book by 
Jane Roberts. ' '  

I believe our survival depends 
on radical positive changes in 
individual thinking processes and 
mental attitudes, and the Seth 
books provide theories and practi­
cal exercises to accomplish these 
changes and stimulate creative 
thinking.

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Very few persons would stay in 
the house overnight after witnessing 
strange and unearthly happenings 
which defied any human explanation .

England' s  Borley Rectory and 
· Scotland ' s  Glamis Castle have 

nothing on the infamous ' 'Haunt­
ed House " of Watertown, Massa­
chusetts . This long-vanished home 
erupted during the Civil War, 
with sufficient spectral violence to 
make any good European ghost 
green with envy. 

Built in the early 1840s, the 
low-roofed, rambling, two-story 
structure was located near the 
main road between Cambridge 
and Waltham. Thick stands of 
hemlock, elm and maple grew in 
front of the building. A hill in the 
rear overlooked the city of Boston. 

The first owner was a young 
harvard graduate, remembered 
tOday only as ' 'the Colonel' ' .  A 
tall man with good features ,  he 
was the direct descendant of an 
early colonial governor. Profligate 
during his youth, the Colonel 
settled down after he married the 
daughter of a Massachusetts su­
preme court judge . 

In time children were born to 
the couple . The household -direc­
ted by a housekeeper known as 
' 'Old Molly' ' - was at first a 

model of domestic harmony. It 
remained so until the Colonel and 
his wife decided that their chil­
dren needed a governess.  

The young woman chosen was 
Alice Morrow, an orphan from 
Philadelphia. Molly later describ­
ed her as extremely beautiful with 
dark brown, dreamy eyes , wavy 
chestnut-brown hair, and a soft , 
musical voice . 

The Colonel, in very short 
order , made Alice his mistress . 
Their trysts were carried out away 
from the house , in the course of 
extended carriage rides . On these 
forays Alice wore a black silk 
dress , a black, fringed mantilla, 
and a black lace bonnet trimmed 
with green barege . 

The colonel's wife left him over 
this scandal, taking the children 
home to her mother. He openly 
took Alice as his mistress, but 
seemed more interested in alcohol 
than in sex. He spent most of the 
time drinking in his library. Alice , 
on the other hand, kept to her 
room, where servants heard her 
constantly crying. 

The Colonel' s  whiskey floated

him onto rough financial shoals . 
Creditors began to dun him. 
Oddly enough, his mother-in-law 
bailed him out with a no-interest 
loan. 

A few weeks later the Colonel 
asked his wife to return. He said 
that Alic� had returned to Phil­
adelphia. As a matter of fact, 
nobody ever saw the girl again. 

Months later the Colonel and his 
wife realized that their children 
still needed a governess. They 
agreed that the next choice had to 
be one above even the possibility 
of scandal. The logical candidate 
was the Colonel's niece, the 
daughter of ·his widowed sister. 
The girl's  name was Claire . 

The Colonel obviously did learn 
from past experience, for he made 
faster work of his niece than he 
had of Alice . His wife and children 
moved out again . The incestuous 
couple were treated with con­
tempt by their Watertown neigh­
bors. All the servants quit, with 
the exception of Molly. 

Once more creditors began to 
dog the estate . The Colonel mort­
gaged the property. Even the 
Colonel's horses and carriages 
were put up for sale . 

One day in 1848 an immigrant 
peddler named Carrol visited the 
house . He was known to carry 
large sums· of cash, as well as a 
supply of jewelry. No one saw, him 
leave the house, nor did he ever 
show up again on any of his 
regular trading routes.  But the 
Colonel once again had money. 

Soon afterwards, Molly heard 
the Colonel and his niece in a 
violent argument. The house­
keeper went to market . When she 
returned, .Claire was not around. 
The Col�nel said the girl had gone 
to_ visit friends. But none of her 
friends ever saw her again. 

The Colonel now drank more 
heavily than ever. He died, appa­
rently of over-drinking, in 1852 . 
The house was sold to satisfy 
creditors. 

A wealthy Boston merchant 
bought the house around 1856 . He 
moved out after a few months , 
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complaining that strange noises 
wracked it night and day. Other 
families bought or leased the 
house, but quickly abandoned it. 

In either late 1862 or early 1863 
a Boston financier named Chase 
puchased the house. He owned 
farm property nearby, and needed 
the building to shelter his farm 
manager's family. 

Thomas King, the manager, 
was a robust man of early middle 
age. His family consisted of 
himself, his 30-year-old wife , a 12-
year-old daughter, and a young 
son. 

The first night the Kings moved 
into the hous.e , in February 1863 , 
they had guests ; an elderly lady 
with her ailing husband. The old 
couple stayed in the front cham­
ber over the parlor- in what they 
later discovered had been the 
Colonel's bedroom. Mr. and Mrs . 
King had the bedroom across the 
hall. 

In the morning the old lady 
grumbled that all night there had 
been loud raps or knocks through­
out her room. It felt, she said, as 
though the entire house had been 
rocked by a great storm. She 
heard slamming · doors, and at 
dawn found that her own careful­
ly-closed doors were wide open. 
The Kings on the other hand, had 
experienced absolutely nothing 
out of the ordinary. 

The next night, about 1 1  p.m. , 
Thomas King heard pounding on 
the door of the woodshed-a 
lean-to outbuilding attached to the 
kitchen. He thought burglars _were 
trying to axe their way into the 
house. The noises ceased as soon 
as King entered the shed; he 
checked the door, and found it 
completely unmarred. 

At midnight, back in bed, he 
was awakened by his wife . She 
said the door in the front hall had 
chimed. He lit I a candle and 
walked downstairs . Opening the 
front doo:r:, King saw a carriage 
and a white horse outside. The 
wind blew out his candle ; when he 
lit it, the horse and carriage were 
gone. 

As King walked back towards 
the stairs,  he felt a woman, s hand 
on his arm. He sensed perfume in 
the air, and heard the rustle of silk 
skirts up the stairs. When King 
followed, he heard footsteps in the 
upper hall. The door of an 
unoccupied bedroom opened and 
closed. The room, on immediate 
inspection, was empty. 

Later, Mrs. King was awakened 
by a knock on the door and woke 
her husband again. Thomas King 
saw nothing, but his wife did. 

' 'It 's against the wall. ' '  she 
screamed. "A woman in a silk 
dress and mantilla. ' '  

When she asked the spirit what 
it wanted,  Mrs . King was greeted 
by musical laughter. 

Mr. King was awakened once 
again by some strange crashing 
noises · that seemed to emanate 
from the kitchen. 

The next morning the Kings ' 
elderly woman guest said that 
around midnight a man had 
walked into her bedroom. She 
described him as tall , with distin­
guished features,  and slightly 
greying hair. 

The next night the Kings were 
awakened by the rattle of a 
carriage. From the landing of the 
stairs, Mr. King saw the front 
door open. A woman in a silk · 
dress swept past him up the 
stairs . Half an hour later, loud 
noi�es erupted from the kitchen. 

These phenomena continued 
until April, then quieted down for 
a time. When they resumed, the 
emphasis of the hauntings had 
shifted.  The Kings now heard the 
sounds of a woman weeping, 
superseded by scraping sounds in 
the basement. For a time all the 
phenomena came at once' like the 
grand finale of a theater musical. 

But it was far from the end. The 
hauntings continued. One day 
Mrs. King heard the sound of a 
knife being honed in the kitchen. 
An immediate search proved fruit­
less. Twice the Kings heard a 
woman screaming in the cellar. 
The only thing they ever discover­
ed there was a board with dark 



stains that could have been blood. 
At times ,  when Thomas King' s  
daughter played her accordion, a 
woman sang along. 

News of the hauntings got to a 
Long Island medium who asked 
King if she could hold a vigil in 
the Colonel's hbrary, then used as 
a sitting room. King said that he 
would be happy to have her. 

The medium and a male compa­
nion posted themselves in the 
library around midnight. They 
heard sounds from the cellar and 
thought that it was earth being 
shovelled. The man wanted to 
investigate , but the medium friend 
begged him not to . 

"Don 't go ! "  she implored. "It 
is the tall man . He is digging a 
grave for the woman he mur­
dered. ' '  The couple heard foot­
steps outside in the front hall, and 
the sound of a woman 's weeping 
voice . The sounds ceased as soon 
as the library door was opened, 
but the medium claimed she saw a 
woman with chestnut hair, and a 
black or grey dress . 

Another medium asked to hold 
.a daytime seance. Twelve people , 
including the Kings gathered in 
the library. Even before going 
into trance, the. medium said she 
saw the spirit of a woman dressed 
in a grey robe. Kneeling, the 
medium delivered a prayer that 
bought several members of the 
circle to tears. 

When the medium got up from 
her knees, she spoke with a 
different voice , and acted with 
mai:merisms not her own . She 
called herself Claire . 

Claire admitted that she 'd had 
an illicit affair with her uncle. She 
said that her uncle had murdered 
Carrol, the peddler- axing him 
from behind in tlie woodshed. She 
said that in his frenzy the Colonel 
had failed to remove the blood 
splatters from the door, where she 
saw them an hour or so later. 

The girl ran to her uncle , who 
was drinking in the library, and 
accused him of murder. 

" Don't be a little fool" ,  the 
Colonel replied. ' 'I needed hi� 

money. I have no liking for 
peddlers . I would kill a hundred if 
I could get rich by so doing. ' '  

That afternoon he removed the 
blood-stained door and chopped it 
to kindling. ·He replaced the door 
with a new one and threw soil over 
the bloodstains on the ground. 

That night, according to the 
spirit Claire , her uncle made love 
to her. Later in the evening, he 
strangled her. This admittedly 
conflicts slightly with Old Molly's 
testimony of years before. 

When the medium came out of 
her trance , she collapsed. She 
remained in a ' 'stupor' '  for two 
days . 

ln 1866 writer James Roberts 
Gilmore became interested in the 
Watertown house . Gilmore , who 
wrote under the pseudonym Ed­
mund Kirke, had been a diplo­
matic courier for President Abra­
ham Lincoln, and later wrote a 
best-selling campaign biography 
for President James A. Garfield. 
Gilmor�/Kirke published a histo­
ry of the ' 'Haunted House ' '  in the 
September 1867 issue of Harp­
ers New Monthly Magazine . 

In the Autumn of 1866 Gilmore 
took another psychic to the house. 
The psychic was an orthodox 
Episcopal churchwoman , and not 
a medium in any ordinary sense of 
the word. 

· 

The writer and the psychic 
arrived in the evening, about an 
hour after sunset. It was a 
windless , star-shot night, with the 
moon already risen. 

The circle consisted only of 
Gilmore, the psychic , and Mrs. 
King. As soon as the three took 
their seats in the library, it 
seemed that the entire house was 
buffeted by a hurricane .  Sudden­
ly the psychic ' s  eyes glared 
angrily and she wildly flailed her 
arms .  

' 'Who are you that you are 
trying to probe this mystery? ' '  
came from her lips. "Do you hope 
with a two foot rule to measure the 
Almighty?' '  

"Not exactly, "  Gilmore replied 
cooly. ' 'But you act well ; with a 

little practice, you would rival 
Ristori. ' '  

"Act ! " the voice shot back. "It 
is you who act- you mortals who 
crawl between heaven and earth , 
your heads down and your hands 
in your pockets . "  

' 'It would trouble anyone to 
crawl with his hands in his 
pockets, ' '  Gilmore could not resist 
saying. ' 'But if you are not mortal, 
what are you? ' '  

' 'Your peer, ' '  came the reply. 
' 'Every way your peer. And when 
I was a man I would have scorned 
to creep into strange houses to rob 
the dead of their secrets. ' '  

' 'They should have no secrets ; ' '  
Gilmore pointed out. ' 'When one ­
dies he is expected to leave all his 
real and personal estate behind 
him . ' '  

Gilmore's retort enraged the 
spirit . "Go ! "  it ordered Gilmore 
and Mrs . King. "Leave this 
house ! It is mine ! Go ! ' '  

' 'It is for you to go, ' '  Gilmore 
said, standing up from his chair. 
"If you are that bad man, and 
have possessed this woman, go 
this moment ! ' '  

"How strangely I feel ! "  the 
psychic- then said. ' 'What is the 
matter with me? What has hap­

pened?' '  
After that which had taken 

place was explained to her, the 
psychic ch�ted a psalm. She 
followed this with a prayer that 
was - according to Gilmore - ' 'full 
of penitence , love , and adora­
tion . ' '  

' 'You will forgive him , ' '  the 
medium then said to Gilmore and 
Mrs. King. "He knows not what 
he does ; he has not yet come to his 
right reason . ' '  

" Who is he? "  Gilmore asked. 
' 'The unhappy man . who lived 

here - she lives here still, bound 
to this wretched house by the sins 
he has committed. ' '  

' 'Is that the law, ' '  Gilmore 
asked, ' 'that spirits are bound to 
the scene of their earthly crimes 
till they have made expiation?' '  

' 'It is -bound by an irresistible 
force whick keeps them down,

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When General Douglas Mac­
Aurthur said: ' 'Old soldiers never 
die, they: just fade away," he 
probably wasn't thinking of those 
soldiers of -old, long dead, who 
refuse to fade away. 

Spectral soldiers of past wars 
march on, reappear in battle 
regalia, shout, fight, and die 
again. Some snatch living com­
patriots from certain death and 
spur others to victory. Whole 
armies have appeared many times 
in battle -repeatedly -for un­
known reasons. 

H ghostly soldiers prevail be­
cause of the strong and unexpeci:­
ed human emotions they experi­
ence at the instant of their 
deaths, it might explain why 
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England's Phantom Battle of 
Edge Hill remains the best docu­
mented of all battlefield material­
izations. Since that clash in 1642, 
during England's Civil War, ghost 
armies have reenacted the combat 
time and again above Keinton 's 
battlefield. Farmers, townspeople 
and visitors told how they, at first, 
heard the armies approach with 
drums beating. Then they ap­
peared, muskets and cannons 
roared, horses neighed and sol­
diers cried out as they fell. One 
apparition of the battle lasted four 
hours before the bloody carnage, 
horses, foot soldiers and artillery 
suddenly vanished and all was 
still again. 

Battle veterans, sent by Charles 

the 1st to squelch the ' 'absurd 
tales" ,  had a grandstalld view of 
the shadowy combat. The clamor 
and fury of the battle was so vivid 
they recogniZed the faces of fellow 
officers slain that day. In the three 
centuries ·that followed, the battle 
has been seen from time to time, 
always the same• 

Several times in this century, 
notably in 1932 and 1968, the 
ghosts of Charles I' s beaten cava­
liers have been seen at night, 
stumbling aimlessly along the 
road from Marston Moor in York­
shire where they were defeated in 
1644. The spectres, wearing high­
top boots and . wide-b�ed, 
plumed hats, disappear when 
passing motorists stop to search

for them. 

Many saw phantom soldiers 
escorting a military funeral at 
Ujest, Silesia in 1785. In 1812 
spectral foot soldiers were seen at 
Havarah Park near Ripley, Eng­
land. In 1850 more were seen in 
the sky near Barmoth. 

At Buderich, . in WestphaJ.ia, a -
spectral appearance was seen by 
dozens of witnessess. A great 
army of infantry, cavalry and 
wagons made· an orderly march 
across the country. The glistening 
flintlocks and the white uniformed 
cavalrymen were clearly seen. At 
sunset the entire apparition van­
ished. 

On October 1st, 1863 a small 
detachment of Union soldiers 

resting at the Kentucky mountain 
cabin of Moses pwyer saw thou­
sands of human forms materialize 
and march in -the valley below. All 
wore white shirts and trousers as 
they marched 30 to 40 in depth. 
After an hour the ghostly parade 
marched out of the valley. Two 
weeks later they reappeared at 
Runger' s Mill, Kentucky. 

Even the American West had a 
spectral war. A sky vision appear­
ed over. . Lewiston, Montana in 
1892. Indians and scouts alternate� 
ly charged one an other and then. 
retreated. Finally the superior 
number of indians overpowered 
the white . men and captured 
those that weren't killed. Details 
were seen: the hunters were tied 

to stakes and sticks w:ere piled 
around their feet. Then the image 
faded, 

The mystifying Spectral Armies 
of Mons were seen a few weeks 
after the German invasion of 
Belgium in 1914. As the rescuing 
British Expeditionary Force tried 
to stop the Kaiser's army they 
were cut to pieces. The British, 
with 70,000 exhausted men, tried 
vainly to hold 160,000 Germans in 
check. Heavily shelled, drunk 
from lack of sleep, they staggered 
150 miles in eleven dl$8 through 
the dust and heat of th� · ·Belgian 
plains. 

On the night of August 24, 
1914, strange things began to 
happen · all along the front. One

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A� a cub reporter in the 1940s I 
learned that newsmen are skep­
tical of anything they cannot 
explain with simple logic. Well 
almost. There is one exception. 
Experienced newsmen know that 
notable events -especially deaths 
and calamities - come in �hrees. 

Watching stories break day 
after day, newsmen had to accept 
that whenever a famous person 
died, deaths of two others of 
similar profession would soon 
follow. It was also true with 
disasters, such as plane and train 
wrecks; ship sinkings, fires, ex­
plosions and vicious storms. 

This phenomenon gripped my 
imagination from the start. I 
sought answers, but experienced 
newsmen, in answer to my ques­
tions, usually shrugged and said, 
' 'There 's no explanation. It just 
happens. ' '  

Such answers didn't satisfy 
me. I knew everything that hap­
pens is the result of some force . 
Buring my newspaper days I 
spent inuch time puzzling over 
this unknown force that caused 
calamities to come in threes. 
Then, in 1944, I almost discovered 
the answer. At that time I became 
involved in a series of three 
bizarre and unexplainable hap­
penings . 

Moments before these events 
befell me, I had vivid precognition 
flashes warning me of danger. 
They provided me with insight 
into the meaning of events coming 
_in threes, and from my terrifying 
experiences I became aware of a 
universal-type mind that is capa­
ble of guiding one through the 
future, enabling his life to be used 
to the fullest. 

The bizarre events I found 
myseH tangled in differed from 
most phychical happenings that 
have no backun witnesses. Mine 
were witnessed; they also were 
investigated and records made at 
the time. These investigations 
were by the Missouri-Kansas and 
Texas Railroad, the Bartlesville, 
Oklahoma Police Department, The 
Federal Bureau of Investigation, 
the Bartlesville City Bus Com-

pany, the Daily Bartlesville Exam­
iner-Enterprise newspaper, and 
several insurance agencies. 

At the time there was no 
explanation for what happened. 
What was impossiole t9 occ� 
had, simply put, taken place . Not 
until years later did I come to 
understand this string of fast­
breaking events that begm;t about 
12:20 PM as I was waiting for a 
passenger train at the M .K. and 
T. depot in Mound Valley, Kan­
sas. 

Cecil Fish, the station master, 
stepped outside the depot where I 
was waiting, enjoying the autumn 
sunlight. ' 'Going back to Bartles­
ville , Ben?' '  he asked. I nodded. 

' 'There is an AA U basketball 
game there tonight, ' '  I said, ' 'I 
.have to cover it for my editor. ' ' '  

Cecil's daughter, Norma Lee 
Fish, worke9 for Cities Service Oil 
Com_j)any in Bartlesville and we 
werl close friends. Cecil told me ' 
to tell her hello, and a few 
moments later the train pulled in. 

I took a seat in the front· of a 
coach. I placed my suitcase into 
the oyerhead rack, just back of my 

seat. The train jerked and I made 
myself comfortable in the seat. I 
pulled a magazine from my coat 
pocket and started to read. 

Something was· Wrong, and I 
sensed it. I couldn't concentrate 
on my reading. An uneasiness 
swept through me and I found 
myseH thinking constantly about 
the suitcase. I turned, glanced 
up at it. My eyes returned to the 
magazine . 

It wasn't long until I was fully 
exasperated. The suitcase totally 
dominated my thoughts, and it 
was hopeless to try . and read.

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DO GAMBLERS 
HAVE 

A SIXTH SENSE? 
A growing number of people, 

including physicists, psycholo­
gists, engineers, practical busi­
ness people, and college profes­
sors, now firmly believe in psychic 
phenomena. Scientists' attitudes 
toward telepathy, mind-over-mat­
ter, and other parapsychological 
theories have changed since the 
early work of Dr. J .D.  Rhine at 
Duke University during the 1930s. 

What was once considered ma­
gic tricks,  parlor games,  or just 
plain chicanery has now been 
given a ' 'scientific seal of appro­
val. ' '  The highly respected Ameri­
can Psychological Association 
has given parapsychology its of­
ficial recognition . Science, the 
conservative voice of the scientif­
ic community, now carries articles 
and discussions on various topics 
of psychic interest. Several scien­
tists have stated that psychic 
abilities do exist and that probably 
everyone has those abilities in 
various levels of strength. 

Professional gamblers have al­
ways talked about their psychic 
abilities using such terms as : 
"hot" or "cold dice," "a feel , "  
"willing a 7 to come up, "  having 
' 'hunches' ' ,  and so on. Several 
years ago I learned that one does 
not have to lose when gambling if 
one can instead get that ' 'winning

feeling' '  described by several 
professional gamblers . 

What started out merely as 
academic. curiosity and harmless 
fun resulted in experiences bor­
dering on psychic or transcen­
dental feelings . The same ones · 
professional gamblers .have told 
me they have had. I think that one 
can learn to develop his or her 
own psychic abilities by a proper 
approach to gambling casinos . 

The reinforcements and repeat­
ed random trials of dice and card 
games, especially when played 
correctly and professionally, can 
be a ' 'perfect' '  psychic generator 
and developer. 

Learning to play correctly is 
fairly easy. What is difficult, I 
learned, is the ability to follow the 
rules of play. Approaching gam­
bling as you would any other 
business enterprise-with suffici­
ent knowledge of games, as­
sessment of the odds, and the 

mental ability to make quick 
decisions with money riding on 

· them -it is relatively easy to 
become a professional gambler. 
Once you are good at dice and/ or 
cards the odds no longer favor the 
house so strongly. In fact, when 
one learns to remember the cards 
that have been played, the player 
suddenly has the odds on his side. 

In fact, Las Vegas casinos now 
eject those they think are counting 
the cards and thus are remember­
ing what has been played . .  

Playing incorrectly will result in 
fewer reinforcements for those 
potential psychic thoughts and, 
therefore , the hidden, inner po­
wer will not have a chance to grow 
and improve. I learned from a 
experimental psychologist that 
these reinforcements do help im­
prove extrasensory perception. 

In 1962 , a professor of mathe­
matics a� the University of Califor­
nia published a book that revealed 
the computer-generator strategy 
for winning at the game of 
blackjack, or "21" as it is some­
times called.  The game is basical­
ly one in which players are 
matched against the dealer and 
the one who gets or comes closest 
to 21  without going over it wins. 
The professor of math discoverd 
that certain cards favored the

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· Space photos show �ong-term environment changes.  The area of land 
reclaimed by Egypt from the desert in � 10-year period is about 300 
square miles , according to calculations based on spacecraft photos . Dr. 
Farouk El-baz, research director at the National Space Museum, 
compared a photograph taken by the Apollo Soyuz astronauts in 1975 
with another NASA photo taken 10 years earlier by Gemini 5 
astronauts .  There was an increase in the area of vegetation just west of 
the Nile Delta in the Apollo photograph. 

NASA 's Landsat-3 satellite snapped this detailed photo of New York 
City area on March 3 1 ,  1978. The photograph, which includes an area 
50 miles square , covers from north to south, White Plains , New York to 
Monmouth Beach, New Jersey ; and from east to west Robert Moses 
State Park to Irvington, New Jersey. The camara which took this image 
can capture objects of about 150 feet, or areas as small as half an 
acre . Cameras and sensors on the Landsat-3 are designed to scan our 
planet during the day and night in a systematic study to learn more 
about earth's natural resources and environment . 
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A new laser ranging system is 
under study for use aboard 
NASA's Earth-orbiting Space 
Shuttle to monitor strain build-up 
in the earth's  crust. Such strain is 
thought to be an early indicator of 
earthquakes in the making. Initial 
tests of the system may be 
conducted as early as 1982 on the 
quake-prone San Andreas Vault in 
Southern California. A series of 
five shuttle missions ever a 
two-year period would be required 
to demonstrate the system . 

This photo of Jupiter and its four 
Galilean satellites was taken by 
Voyager 2 on February 8, 1978, 

when the spacecraft was 
271 . 5 million miles from the 

planet. The picture was taken by 
Voyager 2 ' s  narrow-angle camera. 

When this image was taken, 
Voyager 2 was threading its way 

through the asteroid belt between 
Mars and Jupiter and had almost 

2 years of travel left before_ it 
reaches Jupiter in July 1979.

THE AZTEC: 

PEOPLE OF THE SUN GOD 

No people in history, not even 
the ancient Egyptians, were more 
astrology-oriented that the Aztecs 
of Central America. In other civili­
zations astrologers were frequent­
} regarded as charlatans and 
forced to live by their wits . But not 
in ancient Mexi�o. 

Astrologers were members of 
the priestly caste and priests held 
enormous powers. These astrolo­
ger-priests exercised power at all 
levels. When a child was born a 
priest was always in attendance. 
Coordinating the exact moment of 
the baby's birth was the fantastic- , 
ally intricate Aztec calendar, the 
priest's first act was to cast the 
newborn infant's horoscope. 

The priests' divinations were 

equally respected by influential 
adult members of the community. 
Civil leaders consulted with them 
on a wide variety of issues. These 
included health, water supply, 
temple construction, and auguries 
for crops . Military leaders also 
depended on the priests for help . 
�liould they launch a campaign of 
conquest? Would they retrench 
against a powerful enemy? What 
tactics would they use against a 
province in revolt? In all such 
questions the generals consulted 
the ·priests-and the priests con­
sulted the heavens.  

What was the basis of Aztec 
astrology? It was founded not so 
much on planetary influences as 
on signs deriving from the Aztec 

calendar, the most accurate and 
sophisticated ever devised by 
man. • 

They had in fact two calendars, 
a solar one of 365 days and a ritual 
one' of 260 days. The former was 
a civil calendar and the latter a re­
ligious one for exclusive use of the 
priests . 

The solar calendar's most note­
worthy feature was its remarkable 
accuracy. There were 18 months , 
each of 20 days duration. The five 
extra days, considered extremely 
unlucky, were tacked on to the 
end of the 360-day period. 

The Aztecs and their European 
conquerors realiz�d that the year 
is composed of approximately six 
hours more than 365 days: The

Europeans solved the problem by 
adding an extra day every four 
years. But the Aztecs had a more 
sophisticated approach ; they wait­
ed an entire 52 years and then 
imposed, or intercalated, a period 
of 12 Y2 days . More perceptive 
than the Europeans , the Mexicans 
rejected the leap year solution 
because they realized that the 
annual excess over 365 days is not 
six hours but five hours and 49 
minutes.  

The priestly, or ritual, calendar 
was characterized by four hiero­
glyphs representing the basic 
elements of air, water, fire, and 
earth. The hieroglyphs took the 
symbolic forms of a rabbit (air­
breathing animal) , a reed (found 
in water) ,  a flint (to make fire) ,  
and a house (most of their houses 
were of earth or clay) . Each sign 
represented a year and years were 
arranged in cycles,  or indictions, 
of 13 days. Since the priestly year 
contained 20 months of 13 days, 
there was a connection between a 
two-year period (520 days ) and a 
cycle of four 13-year indictions (52 
years) .  This was deliberate be­
cause the number 13 and 52 (or 
multiples thereof) were regarded 
by the priests with particular re­
verence . We recall in the solar 
calendar how the 12 Y2 extra days 
were inserted at 52-year intervals . 

In calculating horoscopes,  the 
priests took the appropriate an­
nual symbol (rabbit, reed, flint, 
house) and used it as a basis for 
astral calculations .  Regrettably, 
the details of how a rabbit 
horoscope might differ from a 
reed horoscope have been lost 
forever. Much of this great civili­
zation was destroyed by the 
inquisition when the conquerors 
set out to eliminate every trace of 
the old religion. The Spanish 
friars were particulary horrified 
by the priestly calendar and de­
tected sinister overtones in its 
symbolism and cabalistic use of 
numerology. Their views are sum­
marized by the famed missionary 
Bernardine deSahagun . Though 
deSahagun was a man of great 
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Research on 
ancient Aztec 

culture has

learning, he fudously denounced 
the ritual calendar as ' 'the work of 
necromancy, and the fruit of a 
compact with the devil. ' '  Thanks 
to these excesses of persecuting 
zeal, it is not surprising that so 
much vital data is forever lost 
to historians of astrology. 

Yet a great deal has remained, 
including a number of scientific 
objects which demonstrate how 
intimately the Aztecs were in 
communion with the heavens. 

The best known of these is a 
gigantic sundial, discovered in 
Mexico City' s  main plaza in 1790. 
It contians the solar calendar and 
proves beyond a doubt that the 
Aztecs could compute with preci 
ion the hours of the day, solstices 
and equinoxes,  and the transit of 
the sun. Along with the sun dial, 
maps have been preserved that 
show clearly how the Mexicans 
were acquainted with the cause of 
eclipses . 

Did the Aztecs have any other 
objects designed for extraterrest­
rial observation? Antonio Gama, 
18th century writer and mathema­
tician , relates that one day he 
encountered some fragments in 
Mexico City' s  Chapultepec Park. 
An expert on hieroglyphics,  Gama 
was certain that they were part of 
a device used for astronomical 
purposes. 

He left the scene briefly and 
then returned to observe the relics 
at his leisure . To his horror he 
saw workmen breaking them up to 
use as materials to build a 
furnace . This time it was ignor­
ance rather than religious bigot­
ry that was to blame. Gama lived 
from 1 735 to 1802, a time when 
the Inquisition was in eclipse. 

An even more interesting hypo­
thesis was advanced. by Lord 
Kinsborough, author of Antiqui­
ties of Mexico. Referring to a 
monument discovered by Captain 
Dupaix, a French explorer, he 
depicts it as representing a map 
looking intently through a rod-like 
circular instrument perched on a 
conical rock. Could the Aztecs 
have invented the telescope? Will-



iam H. Prescott, eminent Ameri­
can historian and author of the 
19th century classic History of the 
Conquest of Mexico strikes a 
skeptical note in commenting that 
the instrument ' ' looks -to my 
thinking -as much like a musket 
as it does a telescope . "  Yet, in 
seeming contradiction, he adds 
that he will not ' 'infer the use of 
firearms among the Aztecs from 
this circumstance . "  Dupaix, a 
military man , states definitely that 
the object is more likely to be a 
telescope than a musket. Though 
Kings borough stops short of defin­
itely identifying the mysterious 
instrument as a telescope, he leans 
strongly in that direction. ' ' It can 
hardly be doubted, "  he writes ,  
' 'that the Mexicans were acquaint­
ed with many scientific instru­
ments of strange invention, as 
compared with our own ; whether 
the telescope may not have been of 
the number is uncertain ; but the 
thirteenth plate of M .  Dupaix's 
monuments which represents a 
man holding something of a 
similar nature to his eye, affords 
reason to suppose that they knew 
how to improve the powers of 
vision. ' '  

One black mark against the 
Aztecs is the manner in which 
they related astrru divination to 
the barbaric practice of human 
sacrifice . They were particulary 
inclined to do so during the 
' 'unlucky ' '  five-day periods and 
especially when these periods 
occurred at the end of a 52-year 
cycle . Believing the earth was in 
danger of being conquered by evil 
spirits , the people gave way to 
despair. They tore their clothes ,  
destroyed furniture and domestic 
utensils , broke the images of 
household gods, and allowed holy 
fires in temples to go out. 

Then came the crucial day . 
A procession of priests left the 
capital and filed to the top of a 
nearby mountain. There they 
waited for a sign from the 
heavens . Should the sign fail to 
appear, the evil spirits would take 
the earth. Should it materialize , 

According to legend, the Aztecs were wandering in search of a sign 
spoken to them by a prophet, and they were to build their city where 
that sign appeared. On a June morning in the year 1"325, while passing 
Lake Texcoco, they looked over the waters and saw their sign: a giant 
eagle crouched atop a cactus, his wings spread wide, and a snake held 
in his beak. This sign has become the national emblem of Mexico, and 
the Aztecs founded their city, Tenochtitlan, on that spot which is now 
Mexico City. The Aztec empire lasted until its �wnfall in 1522. 

the unlucky period would end and 
a new 52-year cycle would begin. 

The people below spent the day 
in an agony of suspense , but the 
priests did not. From their astral 
knowledge they knew the omen 
would come . The sign they await­
ed was a constellation of the 
Pleiades at its zenith -and at mid­
night it would promptly appear. 

The priests celebrated the omen 
by lighting a huge bonfire at the 
top of the mountain. The multi­
tudes below may not have been 
able to distinguish the constella­
tion -but there was no way they 
could miss the bonfire . Shouts of 
joy rang out for miles around, 
couriers spread the good news 
throughout the country, and the 

next 1 3  days were spent in 
festivity. 

Now comes the horror part. The 
great bonfire was started by sticks 
kindled on the wounded breast of 
a sacrificial victim and the victim 
himself (or herself) was eventually 
thrown into the bonfire. 

The ill-fated individual to be 
sacrificed was usually a person of 
noble rank captured during battle 
from an enemy tribe . 

Though the Spaniards did well 
to end the grisly tradition of 
human sacrifice, they did human­
ity a disservice by destroying so 
much else of this great civili­
zation. It was a classic - and very 
tragic- case of throwing out the 
baby with the bath water. 0

I onced watched a Hindu mystic 
stroll barefoot across two beds of 
hot coals in a Rockefeller Center, 
New York, parking lot, little 
dreaming that my fascination with 
the strange performance would 
lead me one day to copy it 
successfully. 

It happened some years later 
while I was living in Paea, Tahiti. 
Word reached me that a firewalk­
ing ceremony was to take place at 
Raiatea, another South Pacific 
island some 130 miles to the 
north. I hurried to the scene via 
inter-island trading schooner. 

My early arrival permitted me 
to witness every stage of the 
preparation for the ceremony, 
including the excavation of the 
pit, 30 feet long, 15 feet wide and 
4 feet deep. I watched the steady 
file of wood-gatherers dump logs 
into the pit and begin the two 
days ' heating of the huge stones 
which were to provide the fiery 
footing for the parade of the fire­
walkers. 

Chief Terii Pa' o, young head of 
�);le firewalkers, explained to me 
the reason for the ceremony. 
Mainly, it was lield to pay homage 
to two great gods of ancient days. 
Admittedly, there was a second­
ary motive in Terii 's  mind-to 
garner a few dollars from the 
tourists . 

On the day of the firewalking 
rite, I went to the grove before 
dawn. From a distance I could see 
the fiery glow from the pit of 
stones.  The native attendants 
passed and repassed before the 
oven as they leveled the stones.  
Soon, Chief Terii and his followers 
emerged from the tiny temple at 
the far end of a large - clearing, 
garbed in native loincloth and 
sacred ti leaves.  Terii caught my 
eye and smiled. We had met some 
years before in Tahiti , and at that 
time he had invited me to visit 
Raiatea and witness a firewalk­
ing ceremony. 

The tourists surrounded Terii 
and began to inspect him carefully 
for concealments of trickery. He 
submitted indulgently, grinning 
broadly at their thorough examin­
ation of his feet and legs. Another 
spectator walked to the edge of 
the fiery pit, stared full into the 
center of the oven for a' few 
seconds, then leaped back, his 
face and neck so seared that he 
had to be treated with medication 
to relieve the pain. I experimented 
more cautiously by putting my 
linen hankerchief on a long stick 
and dropping it into the center of 
the glowing stones. It turned 
instantly to gray powder. 

There was a sudden roll of 
drums and the native assistants 
began a low rhythmic chant. Then 
Chief Terii Pa'o, with uplifted 
head and eyes fixed as if in a 

� trance, walked toward one end of 
the pit. There he stopped, consid­
ered the great expanse of fiery 
rocks and breathed deeply. Then I 
heard his strong, clear voi.ce 
chanting the firewalkers' prayer. 

Finally, Chief Terii' s loud and 
exultant voice boomed, ' 'All is 
covered! ' '  

I shall never forget the great 
sigh and then the hush that 
followed Terti's  first step upon the 
pit. He hesitated for a moment as 
if to be sure that the rocks would 
not roll away under his weight and 
then courageously, with a smile , 
he walked slowly onto the burning 
rocks. The tourists gasped. Terii 
crossed the pit and retraced his 
steps.  Upon his -teturn, his assist­
ants formed in a straight line 
behind him. Then he and his 
followers marched· with firm steps 
across the stones.  I could see the 
heat waves rippling above their 
heads, but there was no sign of 
burning flesh. I watched breath­
lessly until they had traversed the 
oven, each second expecting one 
of them to leap with a scream of 
agony from the line. But each one 
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passed across safely . The last 
cleared the fire-pit, and Terii took 
his place at the head of the column 
and led them back across the 
glowing expanse. 

When the crossing had been 
completed, Chief Terii halted near 
the edge of the fire pit and 
shouted: "Enough! "  Then, to the 
astonishment of everyone, he 
whirled quickly, threw himself 
upon the ground, and crawled 
across the 30-foot expanse of 
glowing stones on his stomach ! 

At the other end of the oven 
Terii stood up, grinned and beck­
oned to the tourists to make their 
inspection. One of them laid the 
palm of his hand against the soles 
of Terrii feet. "Not even warm! "  
he cried. Nor were his feet or his 
assistants marked by the crossing 
of the fiery bed. The examination 
finished, the spectators walked 
away, incredulous.  

Chief Terii then turned to the 
assemblage and asked those who 
wished to test their courage with 
fire to walk behind him over the 
hot rocks. Passing close to me, he 
caught my eye, smiled and stop­
ped. "Perhaps you would like to 
walk behind me across the rocks, , ' 
he invited. "You have lived long 
in our islands and understand our 
customs and ceremonies. But if 
you are afraid, it would be very 
dangerous and foolish of you to 
attempt the firewalk . ' '  

It was his last remark that 
compelled me to take off my 
sneakers, remove my socks, and 
cry: "I'll try! "  

My bravado began to ebb as I 
stepped into the column forming 
behind Terii. There was a taut 
feeling in my throat, and my 
stomach began turning over. My 
heart pounded violently. I sudden­
ly remembered vividly the day in 
my childhood when I feft into a 
bonfire, and I wanted badly to 
step out of the line. But a priest 
behind me gave me a light push.

' 'I ·suggest that whatever you 
may think of the highly controver­
sial views advanced by J erpme 
Eden, they should be given careful 
consideration, ' '  stated Brinsley Le 
Poer Trench (Saga's UFO Report, 
September 1977) . This favorable 
opinion by a world-famous UFOlo­
gist is as welcome as it is rare. For 
the most part, every single major 
UFOlogist and UFO group refuses 
to seriously consider or discuss the 
important UFO research of the late 
Dr. Wilhelm Reich, a scientist of 
extraordinary abilities whose dis­
coveries are as astounding as they 
are important. And since I have 
consistently advocated Reich's a­
mazing facts and theoretical for­
mulations in my books and bulle­
tin, I am therefore persona non 
grata with most UFOlogists today. 

Regardless of how ' 'preposter­
ous and "incredible" Dr. Reich' s  
work may appear to those who 
have never studied it, top-level 
military and government experts 
thought enough of Reich' s re­
search to call a special conference 
of intelligence personnel to discuss 
an extremely serious and urgent 
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event: the disabling of UFOs by 
Wilhelm Reich/ In  this article I will 
give the factual data surrounding 
this momentous meeting� includ­
.ing several names of those who 
participated in it. It is my hope that 
with the passage of the Freedom of 
Information Act, those UFOlogists 
who are able to face the truth will 
do their own research into these 
crucial events . 

In the late 1 930s and early 
1940s, Wilhelm Reich was doing 
research on his discovery of a 
primordial, mass-free , pre-atomic 
atmospheric energy which he 
named ' 'orgone . ' ' For many years , 
scientists have postulated such a 
ubiquitious atmospheric energy 
that filled all space. Some called it 
the ·' 'Ether, ' '  others named it 
"elan vital" (the life force) .  Some , ­
like Nikola Tesla, named this 
energy the ' 'Creative Intel­
ligence . ' '  Edgar Cayce referred to 
it simply as the ' 'Creative Energy' ' 
of our universe . Not until the 
prolonged and continuous labor­
atory research of Reich, did man 
finally have scientifically verifiable 
evidence of precisely what this 

life-positive energy is and how it 
operates in man and nature. (See 
my book, Orgone Energy, Exposi­
tion Press, N.Y. , 1972 . )  

However, it was not until the 
1950s that Reich was fo;rced to 
fucus his attention upon UFOs . 
While concentrating upon his 
latest research dealing with the 
relationship between nuclear e­
nergy and orgone energy (he found 
that the two were antithetical) 
Reich noticed that very unusual 
shreddy blackish clouds were 
hovering over his 280-acre labor­
atory estate in Maine. 

These strange black clouds ap­
peared to be making everyone ill 
whenever they appeared and re­
mained over the area. Objective 
verification of the toxic nature of 
these clouds was made on Reich' s  
geiger counters. The counts-per­
minute increased from the normal 
background counts of 40 to 50, to 
over 800 cpms ! 

Thus the appearance of these 
black clouds alerted Reich and 
coworkers to a dangerous situa­
tion. What was causing the ap­
pearance of such toxic clouds? And 



what could be done to rid the skies 
of them? 

Reich came to call these sick­
�ning clouds ' 'DOR' ' clouds -that 
is , clouds containing deadly or­
gone energy. He found that when 
DOR clouds remained over any 
area for a lenghty period, the 
region would begin to dry out ; 
foliage drooped and began to die , 
once-healthy trees started dying 
from the tops downward. Not only 
was DOR associated with high 
background radioactivity , it was 
also ' 'hungry' '  for oxygen and 
water, and it ' 'attacked' '  the 
atmosphere, soil, plants , rocks , 
and every living thing in order to 
obtain the needed oxygen and 
water. 

Several of Reich's associates 
now called his attention to strange 
unidentified flying objects which 
were se�n flying silently over the 
Rangeley, Maine region. Reich 
wondered about the possible con­
nection between these UFOs and 
the DOR-clouds which continued 
to infest the area, making every­
one ill. It became increasingly 
urgent to do something to clear the 

atmosphere of these toxic DOH­
clouds , and thus was born Reich's 
invention, the ' 'DOR-Buster' '  or 
' 'Cloud buster. ' '  

To be brief, Reich's Cloud­
buster is simply a battery of hollow 
metal pipes that are grounded into 
water. Theoretically it functions in 
a manner similar to the lightning 
rod. But where the lightning rod 
drains electrical charges rapidly, 
and grounds them into the ground, 
the Cloudbuster draws atmos­
pheric energy slowly and grounds 
it into wat�r. 

When Reich pointed his .Cloud­
buster at a concentration of DOH­
clouds , the result was amazing. 
The heavy concentration of DOR 

began inimediately to break up 
and disperse, and a fresh breeze 
began to blow from the direction in 
. which the pipes were pointing. 
From this humble beginning de­
veloped an entire new science of 
·weather modification which Reich 
called ' 'Cosmic Orgone Engineer-

. ing. ' '  (Details of this phase of 
Reich's work are given in my book, 
Planet in Trouble, Exposition 
Press, 1973. ) 

Despite some repeated opera­
tions with the Cloudbuster the 
toxic DOR-clouds kept coming 
over Reich 's area, generally mov­
ing from west to east. UFOs also 
were repeatedly spotted moving 
over the region. Reich now concen­
trated his full attention on these 
space intruders. He made time­
stop photographs of certain stars 
in the night sky, and soon noticed 
that certain ' 'stars ' '  were moving 
in an erratic course. 

One night, about 9 p.m. ,Reich 
and several associates noticed a 
very bright "star" in the south­
west. This extremely bright object 
was changing color in a regular 
sequence-from red, to blue , then 
green, orange, yellow, and white . 
Reich decided to train his Cloud­
buster on this object. The results 
were described in the foreword to 
Planet in Trouble, as observed by 
Dr. Elsworth F. Baker, one of 
Reich's closest associates:  
' '  . . .  after three or four minutes, the 
red color no longer appeared. This 
was followed by the successive 
non-appearance of the blue ,green, 
orange, and yellow colors. Now all

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that ramained was the white, 
which grew dimmer and dimmer 
until we could no longer see it . "  

Later , Reich stated : ' 'The thing 
we had drawn from was not a 
star. It was something else: a 
UFO.'' This was a shocking and 
very frightening event . By ' 'draw­
ing off'' the cosmic energy from 
this UFO , Reich had been able to 
effect its ' 'disappearance.'' 

On October 10, 1954, Reich 
decided to try this same experi­
ment upon another ' 'star '' hover­
ing near the horizon . Again, here 
is the clonclusion of the second 
experiment in Reich's own words : 
"For the second time ' 'stars' 
were dimmed , stopped luminating 
and moved as if in flight in 
different directions . They were 
outer space machines.'' (Planet in 
Trouble, p. 198. ) 

Now, while the various military 
forces of world powers were 
hopelessly trying to make contact 
with UFQs, and while UFOs were 
literally flying rings around our 
fastest jet interceptors (and knock­
ing some of them to the ground) 
Wilhelm Reich had twice proven 
that contact with UFOs could be 
maintained, not by shooting guns 
or rockets at these space intruders , 
but rather by withdrawing the 
propulsive power, the atmospheric 
orgone energy , from the UFOs! 

On October 1 1 ,  1954, Reich 
directed his associate,  William 
Moise, to telephone General Har­
old Watson, commanding officer 
of the Air Technical Intelligence 
Command (ATIC) in Dayton, Ohio, 
and request an immediate confer­
ence to discuss Reich's disabling 
of UFOs with the Cloud buster . The 
records show that Moise did 
discuss these matters with General 
Watson, who was extremely inter­
ested in them. General Watson 
said that he would confer with 
William Moise personally on Octo­
ber 14,  that a CIA group was 
coming out to the base but, ' 'If 
necessary we could continue the 
conference after supper, until late 
in the evening .'' These and the 
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following events are fully docu­
mented in Reich's last published 
work, Contact With Space, in my 
own book, Planet in Trouble, and 
in Jerome Greenfield's book, Wil­
helm Reich Vs. the U. S.A. 

Now if-as so many ufologists 
believe- Wilhelm Reich was a 
"crackpot , "  why, we must ask , did 
General Harold E .  Watson , head 
of the Air Technical Intelligence 
Command, react so seriously and 
forthrightly to the proposal of a 
face-to-face conference? Keep this 
question in mind as we follow 
these events further. 

When William Moise arrived for 
the ATIC conference on October 
14, 1954, he was met by Dr . W.H.  
Byers, an ATIC physicist , who told . 
Moise that he (Dr.  Byers) was 
familiar with Reich's work on 
orgone energy! (Wilhelm Reich 
had kept top-level government 
agencies fully informed of his 
research for many years. )  But, said 
Dr. Byers, General Watson would 
not be available for the conference. 

Dr. Byers escorted Moise to the 
ATIC conference room where he 
met Air Force Captain D . M .  Hill 
and a Mr. Harry Haberer, de­
scribed as a ' 'civilian, working 
with the Air Force in regard to the 
history of UFOs.'' 

Moise refused to discuss Reich's 
disabling of UFOs with anyone 
other than General Watson . Angry 
and upset-and rightly so- Moise 
left the conference room, stating 
that, if necessary , he would stay on 
for two more days at his Dayton 
motel to meet with General W at­
son. 

Now if , as some believe, the Air 
Force ' 'was not really interested'' 
in Reich's work, this was the 
perfect opportunity to end the 
entire affair. The Air Force public­
relations boys could simply note 
that a conference had been set up, 
that William Moise refused to talk 
to anyone except General Watson, 
that the General was unavailable, 
and that Moise had left the 
premises. And that would have 
ended the matter . But that didn't 

end the matter. 
The following morning, Captain 

Hill telephoned Moise apologized 
for General Watson's absence, 
and asked if Moise could confer 
with Colonel Wertenbaker, Gener­
al Watson's deputy commander . 
Moise agreed. 

William Moise returned to ATIC 
headquarters where he was met by 
Colonel Wertenbaker, Dr . Byers, 
Captain Hill and Harry Haberer , 
four top-level ATIC personnel! 

At the conference table, Moise 
presented Reich's crucial informa­
tion on the disabling of UFOs. He 
�poke for nearly an hour, while 
most of those present took notes . 

This was followed by Reich's 
request (conveyed through Moise) 
that Reich's space equations be 
' 'sealed and secured'' by the 
USAF for safekeeping, in the event 
something ' 'happened'' to Dr . 
Reich. The records show that 
Colonel W ertenbaker readily a­
greed to this request , inasmuch as 
Reich's mathematical equations 
dealt with anti-gravity functions of 
orgone energy, and thus with the 
propulsive systems of the UFOs. 

As Moise's later report of these 
events indicates, he ' 'showed the 
Colonel the equations'' and asked 
if such a copy as I had with me 
could be deposited , sealed , with 
the Air Force to take care of such a 
situation.  Col. Werttenbaker an­
swered immediately that this could 
be done and that the Air force 
would respect the confidence en­
trusted to it''. 

Regardless of the ' 'official'' Air 
Force position regarding this se­
cret meeting between one of 

- Reich's trusted associates and 
top-level ATIC personnel, the 
entire meeting is nevertheless ' 'on 
the record .'' As indicated in 
Professor Greenfield's book , Wil­
helm Reich Vs, the U. S.A, Colonel 
Wertenbaker later minimized any 
"serious interest" in Dr . Reich's 
crucial UFO research·. 

Nevertheless, in view of these 
recorded and documented facts, it 
is, to say the least, astounding that 



anyone could not believe the U.S. 
Air Force was vitally interested in 
Reich's research. Do Air Technical 
Intelligence Generals waste their 
valuable time conferring with 
"crackpots" and "publicity seek­
ers"? Do they suggest confer­
ences with "crackpots" after sup­
per, or late in the evening ? Do 
they instruct their subordinates to 
further abet such "deluded" be­
havior by requesting that Moise 
return to ATIC headquarters after 
he had quit the premises? 

In the light of this weighty and 
extraordinary evidence, it is clear 
that the U.S. Air Force was deeply 
interested in Wilhelm Reich's 
basic research with respect to 
UFOSs. To believe otherwise is 
simply not consistent with the 
documented facts. 

Unfortunately, as I stated at the 
beginning of this article, the 
majority of today' s UFOlogists 
consider the work of Wilhelm 
Reich as ' 'too far out'' for serious 
consideration. Rarely have they

understanding of the nature of 
senility and of cultural racism. 
Through it, I have learned the 
importance of coordinating the 
dream process with the waking 
state to promote and. facilitate 
increasing personal growth and 
knowledge. 

Seth has revealed a whole new 
meaning of the woPd, ''perfect.' '  
He says that the word holds many 
pitfalls, and adds the following: 

''In the first place it presupposes 
something completed and done 
beyond change, and so beyond 
motion, further development, or 
creativity.' '  His redefined expla­
nation that I applied to my 
own "perfectionism" has consid­
erably lessened my tenseness and 
anxiety because now I understand 
that I will always be changing ­
that I will always be in a state of 
becoming. That 's nice to know. 

Seth's theories afford hope to all 
minorities with his assurance of 
the importance of each individual 
to bring about change. He empha­
sizes that it is derived from ''the 
intimate experience of your own 
being.'' 

The Coming of Seth, the first 
book of the series, reveals the 
process through which the author, 
Jane Roberts, progressed psychic­
ally to the point when she began 
speaking for the multidimension­
al personality, Seth. Through 
Jane's precise, detailed descrip­
tion of her psychic journey, the

bothered to read Reich's basic 
works- for example, his books, 
The Cancer Biopathy (reprinted 
by The Noonday Press) or his 
Selected Writings. They are still 
seeking orthodox answers to the 
unorthodox phenomena of UFOs, 
and I submit that until they begin 
seriously to consider the scientific 
facts advanced and verified by 
Reich (and more than a score of 
top-flight scientists) they will 
never comprehend the energetic 
phenomena behind UFOs. 0 

reader is encouraged, challenged 
and inspired to follow a similar 
program. 

As I have practiced the mental 
exercises Seth proposes I have 
noted dramatic changes in my 
perceptions. My disillusionments 
have been reversed: new values 
have grown in my mind relative to 
the importance of each unique 
individual in a rather impersonal 
world. I no longer interpret freak­
ishness as ori�ality, or enthusi­
asm as creatiVIty. I enjoy a healthy 
new respect for the power inherent 
in each individual. 

With Jane Roberts' account of 
her psychic journey as a guide, I 
have embarked on one of my own. 
The idea has been revealed that 
our new frontier lies inwardly. It is 
too early to elaborate at this time, 
but, at the very least, my 
experiences thus far have proven 
to me that there are exciting inner 
realms just waiting for us to 
discover and explore, and that 
each of us possesses the ability to 
perform this exploration. All we 
need is the inspiration ,  motivation, 
and the guidelines which, I feel, 
are to be found in Jane Roberts' 
·books of Seth. 

How happy I am with the 
conviction that we human beings 
possess much more personal pow­
er than we can ever imagine, 

comprehend, or understrand. 
Each of us is capable of ''moving 

mountains!'' 0

The man was highly emotional. 
Sitting crosslegged on the floor, 
tears flowed down his cheeks as 
he unashamedly choked out the 
words, "I saw her for- for the 
first time in 40 years -I saw her. ' '  

As an instructor in Psychic 
Development and Visualizations 
at both South Dade Community 
College and the Arthur Ford 
Academy of Parapsychology in 
Miami, I have witnessed many 
such incidents involving , students 
who have become comfortable 
with visualizations .  

The tears , I was to learn , were 
tears of joy brought about by this 
man having seen his mother for 
the first time since her death. You 
and I can close our eyes and bring 
to mind pictures of our loved ones 
quite easily. This man could not. 

There was family trouble at the 
time of her death , and the man 
had been unable to picture in his 
mind the face of his mother. ' ' I 
haven't been able to- see her face 
since her death. Tonight I not only 
saw her, but talked to her, and I 
had dinner with her. She told me 
about the trouble in the ·family 
when she died ; about my brother 
and about so many things that I 
didn't understand. "

Visualizations of the mind can 

take you to visit a past life, give 
you insight into yourself, help 
solve personal problems , stimu­
late you on a feeling level, relax 
you, inspire you, and give you a 
solid link into the seldom-used 
subconscious of your total being. 

Remember when we were child­
ren how easily we could lose 
ourselves ,in our own world of 
pretend? Our minds were active 
and our imagination was the 
concern of our whole family.

Our stories ,  even when 
real, were often credited to our 
imagination as we strived to 
explain to our parents the happen­
ing of our busy day.

Locked away in our subcon­
scious are trememdously powerful

tant, our basic universal knowl­
edge. Our hunches, inspirations, 
intuitive flashes and glimpses into 
the past and the future are locked, 
just out of our reach. How do we 
unlock that subconscious vault? 
How can we make it available for 
use when we need it, rather than 
just getting brief insights from 
time to time. The answer to these 
questions is through visualiza­
tions. 

A visualization is a mental trip. 
It requires practice and concentra­
tion. Each visualization· strength­
ens the mind's concentrative pow­
ers until the visualization becomes 
real to the person experiencing it. 

Two important stages exist that 
must· be overcome prior to suc­
cessfully accomplishing a visuali­
zation. The first stage is to 
experience the visualization as if it 
had actually happened to you. A 
great many students see them­
selves in visualizations-but not 
until they are themselves can 
they fully experience the total 
impact of each. The second stage 
to overcome is a mental stage. 
Your active mind must rest. 
Nothing during a visualization can 
be created by your mind or your 
intelligence. In order to flow, you 
must just let things happen ; and if 
nothing does happen, you must be 
c;ontent to wait. You must not 
create or your active mind will 
push aside your subconscious flow 
and the visualization will become 
simply analytical. 

During a past life visualization, 
a student of Psychjc Awareness at 
the· South Dade Community Col­
lege· went back in time. He 
actually lived during the Civil War 
period, was an officer in the 
Confederate army and was killed 
near Appomattox. During his 
visualization he returned to his 
home which he was able to 
describe in depth. He brought 
back the names of his wife and 
son, the name of the to� and a 
complete description of the sur­
rounding area. He actually lived 
through this period in history 
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through the visualization. 
The next day he began checking 

all that he could remember. He 
researched the town and learned 
that it did exist, though he had 
never heard of it prior to his 
visualization. He then wrote for a 
list of those who had died during 
the Civil War period. His name 
was not on the list ; however, the 
list came back on stationary With 
the name Blanford Memorial ce­
metery . The name he �ad _reported 
to the entire' class was Blanford, 
his family name at that•time. He 
has retaken the visualization sev­
eral times, each time more facts 
are brought back to check. The 
entire sequence is still under 
investigation and his interest re­
mains at a high level. 

A typical visualization begins 
with extensive relaxation exer­
cises done while the students are­
stretched out comfortably on the 
floor, feet apart about six inches 
and palms up. As the students 
reach a relaxed state, the modera-

tor, or person giving the visualiza­
tion, begins to speak, setting up 
the trip . By simply listening, 
students become a part of the 
events in their own mind. When 
the visualization ends and stu­
dents return to awareness, most 
feel that they had actually lived 
through the visualization. 

A popular visualization called 
"With Music, " allows those who 
take it to actually hear, feel, see 
and taste music of their own 
creation. Each feeling is dealt 
with singularly and then in combi­
nation. The moderator can actually 
see "goose bumps" on the arms 
of the students as they feel the 
mu�ic wash over their bodies and 
set up a total tingling throughout 
their being. 

Insight into yourself and the 
subconscious is stimulated by 
visualizations dealing with spirit 
guides, · choices of action and 
freedom to experience . For in­
stance , which words would you 
choose if you had to select only 
five words that you could use for 
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the rest of your life . . .  just five . 
Students returning from the vis­
ualization called · 'Five Words' '  
bring back their list of words. A 
list that they had three minutes to 
compile . When the list is read 
aloud, it makes one wonder just 
how, in three minutes,  such a 
rational, intelligent and well or­
g�ed list could be compiled. 
The answer is quite simple ; 
during the visualization, a three 
minute period is allowed for 
students to explore without the 
moderator's voice to guide them. 
During this three minute period, 
the students can live a lifetime or 
more in their subconscious.  The 
words that they chopse are always 
different, yet each list could be 
usable if those circumstances 
existed. Later, through studying 
his list, the student can gain 
insight into himself and into his 

current level of awareness . 
If you were given three choices : 

the unknown, a job in a large city 
with financial security, or the 
serenety of the mountains in the 
summertime, which would you 
choose? The visualization titled 
' 'The Crossroads' '  gives students 
that choice . When returning from 
this visualization, many students 
report . . .  ' 'I knew I wanted the job 
in the city before I started , but 
when the choice actually occurred 
during the visualization, I selected 
the unknown ; why did I do that?' '  

Why indeed does your subcon­
scious sometimes choose what you 
would not intellectually choose. 
Why have we entered strange 
rooms and know we have been 
there before? Why do we some­
times know what someone will say 
before it is said? Have we actually 
been there before , perhaps hun­
dreds of years ·ago? Through 
vi�ualization we can set up cir­
cumstances that offer great insight 
into ourselves by unlocking our 

subconscious and allowing our­
selves to flow, to experience . 

Visualizations take practice and 
good concentration, but in the 
hundreds of students I have 
taught, very few were unable to 
experience complete visualiza­
tions . Even those who had dif­
ficulty were able to complete more 
than two-thirds of all they at­
tempted. 

The following report was given 
to me by a student who had just 
completed the visualization titled, 
' 'The Library. ' '  Its purpose was to 
explore past lives through a 
"family" book. The r�port was 
very concise and obviously pro­
duced a marked effect on the 
student . 

' 'The library was familiar to 
me. I had been there many times 
as a kid. I went directly to the 
history section but could not find 
my family book right away. I 
finally discovered it on a shoulder­
high self partially concealed by a 
larger protruding book. ' '  
' 'My book was bound in black 
with my family name in gold 
letters across the entire front . It 
was a fat book and very heavy. As 
instructed (by the moderator) I 
took my book to the reading table , 
put it down, drew up a chair and 
prepared to get into the book. 

"When I opened the book, all 
the faces on the first two dozen 
pages were familiar to me . Fa­
ther, mother, aunts , my brothers,  
grandmother, grandfather, etc. , 
were all pictured. They were not 
in that exact order, but all were 
familiar. On the next dozen pages 
were photos that seem�d familiar. 
Some I was sure of, some not so 
sure . From then on I didn't 
recognize ayone, though some 
had a familiar family resemblance . 

' 'By then I guess I had gone 
pretty far back. The clothes worn, 
particularly the hair styles, were 

of very olden days . Suddenly I was 
looking at myself. No doubt about 
it, and I was wearing buckskin. 
The caption under the photo said, 
'Jeremy Wilcox , born 1789, died 
1827. '  I was amazed at the 
resemblance . I think the writing 
under the photo also said that I 
had lived in Pigeon Reef, Tennes­
see , and that my father and 
mother had once come from 
Virginia. It was hazy, but I t� 
my father was killed by Cherokee 
Indians . 

' 'It must have been a harsh life 
in those days because the picture 
showed me with a scar on my 
forehead. I continued to leaf 
through the book, hoping to find 
another 'me' somewhere , but as I 
was reading, we were told to 
return the book to the shelf. I 
didn't want to, but I also knew 
that I could return to go through it 
again when I wanted. I put the 
book back and returned to my 
seat. 

' 'When we were told to return, I 
opened my eyes and immediately 
wrote down all that I remember­
ed. ' '  The student experienced the 
visualization during a seven­
minute period, yet felt that it -had 
lasted for hours . 

Within each of us is a universe 
of uncharted dreams , unspoken 
thought and inspirational insights 

. that are capable of changing our 
individual worlds. When you ex­
perience visualizations of the sub­
conscious,  you will enter a world 
full of feelings, a world that will 
reflect new ideas , new feeliBgs 
and an awareness of the potential 
of your subconscious .  

It i s  through searching, practice 
and intense desire tttat all things 
are possible in the end. And, it is 
though the training and new uses 
of our minds that manking can 
take its next ' 'giant step' '  into the 
realm of its own subconscious .  D

said, they always come in threes. ' '  
Over the next several days I was 

questioned by railroad investi­
gators, hordes of insurance adjust­
ters, bus and taxi officials. FBI 
agents pounced on me early the 
next morning. They thought the 
train might have been sabotaged. 
As it was during World War ll, one 
agent politely inquired if I might 
not be an American spy whose 
identity had been discovered.

I JUSt sighed, signed waivers , 
and was examined by several 
physicians. 

I had no explanation as to how I 
happened to be on three public 
transportation carriers that crash­
ed in a 12-hour period. At first I 
tried to explain the precognitive 
flashes to an investigator, but I 
stopped when he gave me a long, 
puzzled glance and said, "If you 
had a beard ' I'd swear you were 
Rasputin reincarnated. ' '

retreating British company h�ard 
the onrushing Uhlan cavahy bear­
ing down on them. But when they 
turned to face the horsemen they 
saw unexpected reinforcements . 
Two officers later testified : ' 'Sud­
denly, to our wonder, we saw 
between us and the enemy, a 
whole troop of angels ! ' '  

The German horses were terri­
fied. They wheeled, reared and 
stainpeded despite everything the 
Uhlans could do to control them . 
In the confusion the British sol­
diers reached safety. 

Other soldier-angels were re­
ported by a major who told how he 
and thirty of his men were cut off 
in a trench . He told them : ' 'Look 
here , we must either stay and be 
caught like rats in a trap, or make 
a ·sortie against the Boche . We 
haven 't much of a chance but, 
personally, I don 't wm"?.t to be 
caught here ! ' '  His men agreed 
and, rising as one with the shout 
' 'Saint George for England' ' ,  they 
rushed into the open toward the 
German positions .  

A s  they dashed forward with 
fixed bayonets the major became 
aware of another company of 
men - a larger group with arrows 
and longbows -trotting alongside 
them . They were, in fact, leading 
them against t� enemy' s  line . 
Later, the major interrogated a 
German prisoner of war who 
asked : · ' ' Who was your leader on 
the grey-white horse? He was 
such an easy target . . .  but we 
couldn 't hit him ! ' '  

Lt. Colonel F . E .  Seldon told 
how his horsemen were worn out 
form an all-night march, groggy 
from lack of slee:Q . But Seldon 
insisted that his mental facilities 
were unimpaired when, for twenty 
minutes , he and some of his 
mounted officers observed a 
squadron of spectral cavalry rid­
ing along beside them. 

In 1915 a .Canadian infantry 
captain was ordered to take his 
weary men to the rear for some 
rest. They filed out of the trenches 
near Ypres one evening , tired and 
hungry. Their destination was 
nine miles distant. The captain 

brought up the rear and as the 
men slogged along dazedly, the 
artillery fire slowly faded. In the 
rear rank of the platoon one 
soldier gradually lagged until he 
was abreast of the captain. The 
officer recognized the man as 
Private Burke . 

' 'Tired? ' '  the captain asked. 
' 'No sir, not very, ' '  · Burke 

replied . 
"Cold?" asked the captain. 
"No sir" came the reply. 
The captain took a bottle of milk 

tablets from his pocket and, after 
shaking five or six into the palm of 
his hand, put them into his mouth. 

" Have some" the captain of­
fered Private Bruke. 

"Yes sir, thank you, " Burke re­
plied as he held out the palm of 
his hand. The officer steadied the 
soldier' s  hand with his own as he 
shook out several tablets for him . 

He later remarked to his friends : 
' 'I was miserably cold myself, but 
when I touched his hand it felt like 
a piece of ice . I said to myself, you 
are·cold indeed ! ' '  

They walked together without 
speaking, but gradually Private 
.Burke began to lag until he was 
half a pace behind the officer. The 
captain suddenly realizing the 
man was behind him , turned 
sharply to tell him to move ahead. 
But there was no one there ; the 
road behind was empty. Thinking 
perhaps the man had fallen into 
the water-filled ditch along the 
road the captain retraced his steps 
and searched with his flashlight. 
There was no trace of the man. 

Then he remembered - Private 
Burke had been killed three days 
before and he had seen him 
buried !

No, for at the end of the march 
when the battalion roll was called 
not a man was missing.

dealer while other cards favored 
the players . Ed. 0. Thorp wrote 
Beat The Dealer based on his 
mathematical values of these fav­
ored cards. His system work­
ed so well and so consistently 
for those followers of the system 
that the casinos eventually chang­
ed their rules on blackjack. How­
ever; the changes drove away so 
many players that casino revenue 
fell, . and the casinos went back to 
the old rules -but evicted those 
who tried to remember the played 
cards. There are still some of 
these winning systems that rely 
on cards that put the odds on the 
players side and give the potential 
psychic gambler enough of a 
chance to let his powers grow 
t�ough winning reinforcements . 

In another book, Gambling: Ne­
vada Style, By Maurice Lemmel 
(1964) , the intricacies of the dice 
game "craps " were explained. It 
is possible to place one's bets so 
that the house's (the casino's)  
advantage is almost noneldstent, 
down to 0. 7 percent. This would 
mean if a player possessed even a 
minor amount of psychic ability, 
the scales could be tilted with just 
a little force . 

I have tried out my theory of 
psychic awareness in casinos but I 
did not enter my first gambling 
hall unprepared-I learned the 
skills necessary to play as a 
professional player in blackjack 
and craps. 

Even though I had prepared 
myself for the first adventure, I 
was not ready for the transcen­
dental experience that occurred 
while gambling. It w:as as though I 
became part of another realm. 
Everything shifted from the tur­
moil and noise of the casino to 
quiet serenity. It became ' 'right' '  
for my winning. I could feel the 
flows of the dice table. It was 

perfect. It lasteci for only a half 
hour, but I won with every throw 
of the dice during that time. The 
next day people were congratula­
ting me on my good luck from the 
night before. 

This feeling has come over me 

several times since that eventful 
first time. In talking with other 
professional gamblers, I have 
learned that several have experi­
enced the same feeling of oneness 
with the game they are playing at 
the time. Each was carried into an 
altered state of consciousness 
which led them to know they could 
not lose. 

Several promising studies con­
ducted by leading psychologists 
have shown that learning theory 
(the most important contribution 
to the area of human psychology) 
can be successfully applied to the 
enhancement and improvement of 
extrasensory perception (ESP) . 

Learning theory in psychology 
uses reinforcements to modify and 
control behaviors.. If one finds 
pleasure in doing something, that 
activity tends to be repeated. 

Rewards or reinforcements 
must closely follow that behavior 
or it will not be modified. The 
association of reward to behavior 
will be lost i( the time· interval is 
too great. This is a continuing 
problem for parapsychologists.  In 
the early research at Duke Univer­
sity, cards bearing designs of a 
circle , plus sign, square, star, and 
wavy lines. w.ere used in experi­
ments to test for ESP. Subjects 
were to try to guess what card a 
"sender" (someone who was 
actually looking at that card) was 
telepathically communicating. All 
persons who began those early 
experiments had been pre-tested 
and were found to possess some 
extrasensory power ; however, al­
most all of them lost that ability 
during those lengthy and boring 
experiments. 

The reason for the decreases in 
ESP ability is not hard to ascer­
tain. The subject was taken 
through a run which consisted of 
twenty-five cards (five of �ach of 
the symbols) .  The subject was 
asked to concentrate on a single 
"communication" at a time . Each 
response of the subject was 
marked down, but it was not until 
the . end of the 25 cards was 
reached that the total correct was 
given. "It was impossible to know 
the status of each guess. Learn­
ing does not take ·place when the 
information is not received. Since 
the experiments were very long 
and tedious -the experimenter 
may take a subject through hun­
reds of trials -many subjects 
would naturally get bored and 
tired. Hardly conducive for any 
kind of learnirig, much less some-

thing as hidden as psychic energy. 
To be fair, it should be pointed out 
that the intent of Dr . Rhine was to 
test for the presence of psi forces,  
not to teach it. 

Recent studies using rewards 
and immediate feedback of the 
results show that subjects can be 
taught to increase their correct 
calls in ESP experiments . Some of 
the research studies have shown 
that 90 percent of the subjects 
tested were able to significantly 
increase their ability to ' 'see ' '  the 
cards' symbols in their mind's 
eyes. 

Since most people who have 
had a psychic experience report

Immediately upon waking, jot 
down in de,tail any dream images 
or experiences,  thoughts, moQds 
or ideas , impressions or feelings 
that are still lingering in your 
mind. Record the dream in the 
present tense , as though you were 
reliving the dream experience. If 
nothing immediately comes to 
mind, sit quietly, letting your 
thoughts wander and possibly a 
dream image will return to con­
sciousness . If dream images seem 
fragmentary, jot them down, then 
sit back and dwell on them to see 
if other images, feelings · or im­
pressions come to mind. Some­
times entire dream segments can 
be recaptured in this manner. 
Record all images and impres­
sions, however trivial they may 
seem. 

Relate the dream to current 
reality. Pay particular attention to 
correspondences between the 
dream and the events of the 
previous day. Such ' 'clues' '  · to 
the meaning of the dream may be 
foun� in _s�ar feelings , moods, 
emotional states, concerns, im­
pressions, scenes or dream char-

Months after a Chicago woman 
had been stabbed to death, a 
doctor's wife -who had known the 
victim slightly-fell into a trance . 
When she awakened 30 minutes 
later , she had solved the crime 
which police admitted had them 
baffled.

The doctor said several months 
after Miss Basa was slain his 
wife, Remibias , fell into a trance .

apparently spoke through Remi­
bias detailing the crime. She even 
named a man whom police arrest­
ed and charged with the murder. 

Investigator Stachula said the 
voice Mrs . Chua used while in the 
trance definitely wasn't that of her 
normal self. Dr. Chua told the 
detective the voice spoke in 
Tagalog, the national language of 
the Philippines .  He said it was 
marked by a strange Spanish 
accent he could not recognize. 

The doctor said his wife, speak­

Tesesita Basa. ' '  Then, seemingly 
in contact with the dead woman, 
the voice answered questions 
about the crime, saying she had 
been �tabbed to death by a man 
named Alan Showery. 

Chicago authorities investigat­
ed, and learned that Miss Basa 
and Mrs .

They 
also found a woman whom the 
suspect lived with that had a ring 
which was stolen from Miss Basa. 

Police _said Showery gave a 
statement on the murder. He is 
now being held - on charges of 
murder and is awaiting trial.
