Not long ago, the interesting details of a little 
known fact has come to my attention. It concerns a 
Boston family who, sonie.250years ago, suddenly 
became objects of scorn and ridicule in their 
small, rather tight-knit community. 

So frightening are the implications of the unjust 
prejudices this family suffered at the hands of 
their once kindly and loving neighbors, it made 
me consider that if John Peece had been alive 
today, more that 2 centuries later, his fate, and 
that of his wife and children, would had been 
different. 

But this wasn' t to be- not in the year 1727. 
Instead, Peece was to exist in a time when fear and superstition reigned supreme, 
hidden only beneath a gauze-thin surface of neighborly understanding and sympa­
thy, ready to show itself at a moment'.s notice. 

Peece, a carriage manufacturer, was 36 at the .time of the incident, which began on 
the night of January 22. His wife, Molly, two years younger, and pregnant at the 
time, had been a school teacher. Their two little girls, Agatha 3, and June, 5, like 
their parents, had suffered unpardonably as well at the hands of so-called enlighten­
ed and educated townspeople. 

Their friends and admirers- many of whom had been at their wedding-number­
ed most of the township. 

And then, Qn that fateful night it began, to last for six horror-filled months. It 
started with moans and rappings eminating from the walls of their cottage on Cedar 
Lane1 by forces and entities unknown. 

The furniture began moving of its own volition. Doors closed and opened again. 
Strange lights circled -the ceiling in every room, and on several occasions, Peece was 
knocked on the head and in the face with kitchen objects. 

It became so bad at times, that the entire family was driven into the street. Shortly 
before this happened, the family told of small fires which began in the main room 
"by themselves," and just as suddenly as they erupted, they vanished. Also, 
booted footprints were seen all over the house. 

The hauntings in the Peece household were considered th� devil's work and the 
family, including the children, were tarred and feathered and driven from the 
community. The house itself was set ablaze by hostile citizens and burned to the 
ground.

The enclosed photograph was 
taken by my brother last March 
while we were on our way home 
after visting some friends in San 
German, a small town in the 
western end of the island. What­
ever it was, the strange aircraft 
came down to about 25 or 30 feet 
over our car, a convertable Ford 
Mustang. We were doing about 65 
miles per hour, but it managed to 
stay above us for about 10 miles.

Much has been said about the

I 
have authored, internationally, a 
variety of articles dealing with 
unusual topics such as early 
visitations of the Americas by the 
Egyptians, Libyans and others 
about 1000 B.C.E. and by the 
Hindus about 7000 B.C.E. I've 
also investigated an unusual sub­
terranean dty-state complex in 
Turkey and huge Chinese Pyra­
mids, to name a few. As a result, 
many people ·have shared their 
findings with me. Ms. Enid M. 
Irwin sent me a copy of an unusual 
stone found in Northern Indiana. 
It has been interpreted to have the; 
outline of the lost continent of 
Lemuria. Its interpretation has 
been published in the New A tlan­
tean Journal. 

Virtually nothing has been pub­
lished about Mu-(the continent 
sunken in the Indian Ocean). In 
fact, it's rarely discussed. But 
recently I received material di­
rectly from an anthropologist in 
India. In a book written entirely in 
Indian, there were two ancient 
maps which to my knowledge 
have never been published in any 
article or book in the U.S.A. This 
is virtually new insights. These 
maps show a portion of the Indian 
Ocean, Madagascar and India 
between 4400 and 3100 B.C.E. 
There were basic land changes in 
process over - 6000 years ago. 
There appears to be several 
sections of land sinking east of 
Madagascar and also south of 



India. It's possible that earlier the 
sections between were in a 
sinking state and these represent 
the last remnants. According to 
these maps Ceylon did not exist in 
4400 B.C.E. Ceylon rose out of the 
land that was sinking. At the far 
eastern section of the sinking land 
masses adjacent to Madagascar is 
Lanka City. This was moved by 
3100 B.C.E. to the southern tip of 
the sinking land section of India. 
Note the similarity of its name to 
the island once known as Ceylon 
and now as Sri Lanka. And lastly, 
the maps indicate that an island 
on the west side Qf India sank in 
3032 B.C.E. 

Therefore we now have definite 
information that as early as 3000 
B.C.E. sections of a large land 
mass in the Indian Ocean were 
sinking. Further, this land had 
been sinking for a long time. This 
supports the old legend of a land 
mass in the Indian Ocean. Data is 
still unavailable as io the original 
size of this land. Possibly this was 
Mu. But regardless of the specu­
lations, this new important data 
from an Indian authority clearly 
shows that there had definitely 
been a large land mass and that it 
sunk. No one knows how larg� this 
land mass initially was and when 
it first started sinking. We thank 
G.S. Sampath Iyengar, who is an 
Indian ancient Historian, Astro­
nomer, and .author, for this im­
portant contribution. 

Biblical accounts of a great 
flood which thousands of years 
ago inundated parts of the world 
has plagued scholars and scien­
tists down through the ages. 

A recent discovery-a massive 
ancient stone column found on the 
ocean floor off Saint Tropez, 
France-has one scientist con­
vinced the famed lost city of 

Atlantis is no myth. 
Underwater explorer Dimitri 

Rebikoff has linked the column, 
only 200 yards from shore, with 
undersea ruins found 3,000 miles 
away off the island of Bimini. 

Rebikoff, seeretary of the Flori­
da Institute of Underwater Ar­
chaeology, believes both cites 
were wiped out by rising waters 
before recorded history began. 

When he first found the ruins 
off France, he was shocked.

cut into the rock-proof that the 
column hadn't come from a ship­
wreck, b�t that some time ago 
someone had built it there-in 
that exact spot. 

The ruins off Bimini-also of an 
ancient wall-are of the same 
time period -10,000 years ago 
said the explorer, who added that 
strange grooves, 16 inches deep 
and 18 inches wide, are cut into 
the top of the wall, identical with 
the groves found in Saint ,Tropez. 

He said, ''This is obviously the 
work of man. In fact, at Bimini, 

·there is a place where the grooves 
got out of line, and was stopped 
and started again, as if it were. 
being cut by a machine. 

''I believe the same people built 
and designed the Bimini wall and 
the -ruins at Saint Tropez.'' Both 
sites are soon to be excavated and 
studied further. 

Deep in the coldest regions of 
the eastern Soviet Union. 150 
miles south of the gold-mining 
town of Ust-Nera, there is a lake, 
one which Siberian natives keep 
clear of at all costs. In that body of 
water, Lake Labinkir, in the 
Siberian province of Yakutia, a 
weird snake-headed animal eating 
creature has been spotted who ' 
glides through the water sending 
terror into the hearts of all who 
see him. 

Although the terrible reality of 
the creature is well-known among 
locals, geologists, hunters, and 
Siberian natives have also report­
ed numerous sightings. The first 
was in the early 1950s, when a 
group of geologists reported hear­
ing '·a big splashing noise'' and 
saw a long-necked creature with 
the head of a snake rising out of 
the frozen depths.

In October, 1973, a hunter shot 
a goose near the southern perime­
ter of the lake, and sent his dog to 
fetch it. Suddenly, out of the 
depths of the lake, a ''creature'' 
rose, caught both the goose and 
the dog in its massive jaws, and

THE 
MYSTERIOUS STONE 

OFROSETIA 
BY BETTY KLASS 

The Rosetta Stone, a piece of 
black basalt that was the key to 
five thousand ·years of history, 
rests in the British Museum, 
shrouded in mystery. Did it really 
contain a powerful curse infused 
by the priests of Memphis? Little 
information survives, but piecing 
together the historical facts does 
make the mystery easier to solve. 

In 196 B.C.E., Ptolomy V had 
granted the priests many gifts 
commemorating his ascension to 
the throne of Egypt. But the thir­
teen-year-old king was prone to 
withdrawing such gifts. With this 
fact in mind the priests went into 
conclav� to determine how they 
could best keep the royal gifts. 
They decided to publish the 
pharaoh's decree in stone, prais­
ing his · generosity. ·The Holy 
Order of Ptah had access to many 
talents in Memphis, so the carv­
ing would cause them very littl(' 
concern or expense. A design was 
drawn and approved. The top was 
to be round, with the winged disk 
of Horus of Edfu spread gracefully 
across the width· of the proclama­
tion. It was to be carved in three 

languages. First,. the holy script of 
heiroglyphics; second, Demotic, 
the Egyptian language of that 
period, and third, Greek. The 
combination of the three permit­
ted most literate passers-by to 
read the decree. 
· Next to be resolved was where 

to place the stone so it would be 
seen by the maximum of Egyptians 
and foreigners alike. To place it in 
mundane surroundings would be 
utJthinkable. It would lessen the 
powers intended for the stone and 
would be an insult to the Pharaoh. 
Obviously, much planning went 
into the final resting place itself. 
Labor for the execution of the 
plans was abundant in slaves and 
talented novice priests studying 
for ordination. Again, the minum­
mum of expense would be incurr­
ed. The resolution for the place­
ment of the stone: Near the mouth 
of the Nile River, about eight 
miles south of the Mediterranian. 

·To preclude its destruction by 
any royal force they decided to 
place a curse on whomever might 
move it. 

'1'he stone was officially com-

missioned and finished in 194 
B.C.E. Nothing survives on the 
setting of the stone so we must 
resort to known facts to solve the 
puzzle. The Ue'b of Memphis 
(Chief Priest) issued a formal 
invitation to the Pharaoh and his 
court to attend the ceremony 
lauding the generosity of their 
king. Historians reveal that the 
Pharaoh loved ceremonies, es­
pecially in his honor, and the 
priest of Ptah were capable of 

·nothing less than a fabulous 
extravaganza. · 

The finished stone was cere­
moniously placed on a royal barge 
several weeks before the cerem­
ony, and launched to the sound of 
a thousand trumpets. Floating 
down the hundred mile stretch of 
the Nile it was homaged by the 
faithful along the banks. It was set 
in splendor awaiting its commem­
oration. 

Amid its extravagant surround­
ings a solid gold statue of Ptolemy 
led the procession, for the people 
worshipped him as a living god. 
The priests dressed in gold, 
leopard skins and the finest linen,

came next led by the Chief Priest 
and his entourage of distinguish­
ed priests. Following were mag­
nificently gowned priestesses who 
played the drums and tinkling 
cymbals to create enchantment 
and mystery. 

Once the stage was set the Eu'b 
(High Priest) opened the cerem­
ony and each of the priests, in 
tum, played his role lauding their 
living god. 

The priestesses sang hymns of 
praise to the Pharaoh as the trap 
slammed shut for the stone's 
preservation when the Ue'b pro­
nounced a curse on anyone who 
would move the stone, or on 
anyone who would have it moved. 
All of Egypt, the Pharaoh as well, 
believed in the powers of the 
priesthood, and when the Eu'b 
pronounced a blessing, or a curse, 
it would last forever. 

As the chill moved up and down 
the spines of those attending, the 
stone was consecrated by His 
Holiness. 

Following such a holy celebra-
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tion there was obviously a royal 
feast in honor of their Great 
Pharaoh. 

Historians do not tell us when 
the stone was destroyed but it's 
possible that it stood until 632 
C.E. when the Islamic conquest 
swept out of Arabia and across 
Northern Africa. The Moslems be­
lieved if Mohammed didn't say it, 
it was an untruth, and if he did, 
there was no reason to write it 
down for his words were holy and 
immortal. Ptolemy was depicted 
as a god. The Moslems believed 
only in the powers of Mohammed;· 
so it is entirely possible they razed 
the stone. 

For over a thousand years it lay 
buried and hidden from the domes 
of the Islamic minarets where the 
call of the faithful to Islam has 
now become a permanent part of 
Egypt. 

To Egyptian shores, in 1798, 
came a small man filled with big 
dreams. Napoleon Bonaparte en­
visioned himself wearing the 
crown of France and believed that 

The Rosetta Stone carried 'the 
same message in three 
differant scripts. Egyptian 
hieroglppics, Demonic, and 
Greek. These were the key 
which unlocked the secrets of 
ancient Egypt. These enlarge­
ments are actual copies made 
from the Rosetta Stone. Had it 
not been for one of Napoleon 's 
engineers, ancient Egypt 
would still remain in the misty 
past, waiting to be discovered. 

through conquest of Egypt he 
could make that dream a reality. 
He formed a scientific commission 
of 170 scientists to travel through 
the country on an expedition in 
search of priceless treasures of 
antiquity. All of Napoleon's men 
were briefed to be on the lookout 
for such treasures during their 
assignment in Egypt. 

Less than a mile north of Fort 
Rashid, a young lieutenant named 
Pierre Francois Xavier Bouchard 
came ashore in April of 1799. 
Bouchard was an engineering 
officer assigned to Fort Rashid for · 
the purpose of building an ad­
dition to the decayed fort. One hot 
day in July, 1799, his crew was 
digging in a waste pit and 
uncovered the stone. Bouchard 
recognized that which ·lay at his 
feet may well be a treasure. He 
informed his superiors of the find 
and the stone was transported to 
Cairo to determine its value by 
Napoleon's scientists. Bouchard 
was right, the stone was of great 
consequence. The French celeb-



rated their great fortune and 
listed it among one of the prize 
treasures of the expedition. 

Napoleon was a military genius. 
His life and victories leave little to 
dispute the fact. J.W. von Goeth 
wrote of him, "Now, Napoleon­
there was a fellow. It could be 
said that he was in a permanent 
state of enlightenment, which is 
why his fate was more brilliant 
than the world had ever seen, or is 
likely to see after him,..'' Yet 
militarily he failed in Egypt. He 
not only· suffered defeat but over 
half of his army was sick or dead 
from strange diseases. Hardships 
and mis�ries plagued the re­
mainder. Words fall short in des­
cribing the misery, sickness, heat. 
blindness and butchery at the 
hands of the Turks. Could his' 
failure have been connected with 
his part in removing the ancient 
stone? Was the curse of the 
priests of Memphis still effective 
after nearly two milleniums? 

The Rosetta Stone was surrend­
ered to the British in a Treaty of 

The brillian Frenchman, Jean 
Francois Champollion was 
interested in ancient Egypt 
since the age of eleven. After 
viewing the ancient stone he 
was so inspired that he 
vowed that someday he would 
release the secrets of the 
strange stone found at Rosetta. 

Although Napoleon was a great 
general, he was also interested in 

the culture of ancient Egypt. He 
brought many French scientists 

with him to Egypt in hope that 
they could shed some light on 
the weird and wonderful past 

of one of the most ancient 
civiliztttions in the world. 

Capitulation in August 1881. 
Historians disagree somewhat 

on the shipment of the stone to 
England but according to letters 
in the possession of Miss Ann 
Petrides in 1965, the stone was 
manifested on the HMS Madras 
as item number 8 on the cargo list. 
The letters relate an account of 
the voyage from Alexandria to 
England. 

The Madras sailed for Great 
Britain in November 1801. Four 
days out of Alexandria the ship 
sprung a dangerous leak, followed 
by a violent storm which worsened 
their situation. The storm lasted 
several days and all the equip­
ment aboard was out into opera­
tion to pump three tons of water 
per minute. 

They were within sight of Malta 
when a fierce gale overtook them 
in the middle of the night, taking 
the ship three days off their 
course. The situation deteriorat­
ed further. Another leak ruptured 
in a portion of the hull. The cargo 
broke loose and rolled the ship 

from one side to the other. The 
ship foundered. It was at this time 
that a Turkish Admiral aboard the 
Madras told them they would 
never make land for they carried 
the holy stone away from Egypt� 
and on the holy stone was a curse. 

The report filled the crew, as 
well as the passengers, with fear 
and they began to pray. Days later 
they sighted the shores of Malta. 

The journey from Alexandria to 
Malta (800 miles) had taken them 
21 days. After three months under 
repair the Madras sailed once 
again for England. 

An official request awaited at 
the Custom-House from the Sec­
-retary of State for the Rosetta 
Stone to be kept, for a while, at 
the Society of Antiquaries. After 
the exhibit it was taken to the 
British Museum where it remains. 

But the story didn't end there. 
A brilliant young Frenchman, 
born in 1790� named Jean Fran­
cois Champollion was fascinated 
by heiroglyphics. He had seen a 
rubbing taken from the stone

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Every human being has a special aura 
S111Tounding their body, an electrical field 
which can be photographed. Why do some 
give off fantastically flaring galaxies of 
Ught whlle others show dim·, diffused 
energy fields? We may have some answers.

You are now about to embark on 
a remarkable journey upon read­
ing this article - one that may 
change the course of your life.· 

There is another dimension of 
yourself that you probably never 
knew existed. You have another 
body, another self, that you 
probably have never seen -an 
electric body that emanates from 
you at all times. It - or its ef­
fects -can be photographed and 
detected by sensitive voltmeters. 

Perhaps someday soon you may 
even take a photograph of your 
other self (if you have not al­
ready ! ) '  as more and more people 
are doing lately, with that special 
kind of photography called Kirlian 
which enables you to see the 
effects of your own electric energy 
field that you are generating every 
moment that you live. It is an 
exhilarating experience. 

But even more exhilarating will 
be the opportunity to gain control 
of that field - to increase your 
electrical vitality until you possess 
an enormous reserve of vitality. 
You see, you are ELECTRIC. The 
life that flows through _you is 
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electrical - it can be measured by 
a voltmeter and captured on a 
Kirlian photograph. 

The first person to do this- to 
"' measure with a voltmeter the 

electricity of life that flows with­
in - was Dr. Webster Edgerly who 
proved as early as 1876 that life 
was electric. He did so with a 
senative voltmeter that he himself 
had invented. 

In addition he carried out over 
100,000 experiments·, working out 
a system to master the life force 
that flows through the b6dy. Its 
effectiveness is demonstrated by 
the fact that in his own lifetime he 
had four million followers. Among 
those he personally instructed 
were many greats; prime movers 
of the late 19th and early 20th 
century English and American 
societies including English prime 
minister Sir William Gladstone 
who was not only a close personal 
friend of Edgerly's but who owned 
the Edgerly books (all published 
under the pseudonym Edmund 
Shaftesbury) and at -the request of 
Queen Victoria actually presented 
her with one of them. Oth�r 

English prime ministers who were 
students of Shaftesbury were 
Lloyd George who personally in­
vited the great Shaftesbury to 
England to teach a group of 
English leaders, which included 
none other than a future great 
prim.e minster, Winston Chur­
chill. 

In America, Shaftesbury' s stu­
dents ranged from Edwin Booth, 
brother of John Wilkes Booth, 
notorious assasin of Abraham 
Lincoln who became known as the 
' 'Prince . of Players' ' to later 
students like Theodore and Frank­
lin Roosevelt and Douglas Mac­
Arthur. 

The author became a vicarious 
student of Shaftesbury when I 
came into possession of an old 
book of the great teacher's, 
namely Life Electricity (1908) 
which asserted that Life Is Electri­
city and that any intelligent 
person could build up a reserve of 
natural body electricity which 
would give him great potential 
energy. He asserted in this course 
of instruction that he was dealing 
with the essence of life itself- -

how to generate more of it, how to 
charge your being with more of it, 
how to electrify your life to the 
fullest. That was but the begin­
ning of his claim; for not only did 
he assert that life was electricity 
and the fact that all human energy 
is derived from this electricity, but 
he said that if anyone succeeded 
in building up a great fund of this 
electrical energy he or she would 
never fall prey to any disease. 
Before illness occurs, the electri­
cal energy field that all of us who 
are alive generate at all times 
must first break down. Wild 
claims? I thought so too at the 
time. Then I chanced upon Kirlian 
photography and I began to 
realize that as wild as these 
assertions were, they were in 
essence correct. 

I was giving a lecture to an 
American group of truth seekers, 
a microcosm of the great Festival 
Of Mind And Body, as it were. In 
the throng, there was a gentleman 
who was taking Kirlian photo­
graphs. This Kirlian expert claims 
to have taken nearly 20,000 Kir­
lian photos and performed count­
less experiments. 

When he took a Polaroid photo 
of my fingertips, and I could see 
for myseH the strange glow that 
emanated from them, I was 
impressed. But what impressed 
me even more was the statement 
he made to me: "You' ve had a 
headache today haven' t  you?" 

At first I answered no , but upon 
reflection I admitted reluctantly 
that I had. Then he showed me 
why he had thought this was the 
case. 

' 'Look at the strange gaps that 
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appear in the glow that comes 
from your fingertips. It shows the 
state of health of your upper 
region. That particular gap usual­
ly indicates some head problem 
like a headache. ' '  

He was amazingly correct. I had 
awakened that very morning with 
a splitting headache, taken a 
couple of aspirin, aRd gone back 
to bed. When I woke up about an 
hour later the headache had 
completely disappeared. It didn' t 
bother me the rest of the day. But 
somehow that evening the result 
of the energy loss due to my 
headache showed up in e light 
break on the photo. Or so the 
Kirlian photographer and analyst 
maintained. 

That was my introduction to 
Kirlian photography. Many peo­
ple, particularly when photogra­
phy was in its infancy, can 
remember clearly the day when 
they first had their pictures taken. 
Some could hardly believe the 
miracle, even after they saw 
themselves captured on film . Pho­
tographing one' s energy field or 
its effects (which cannot be seen 
with the naked eye) is a similarly 
remarkable and exhilarating ex­
perience. The memory of those 
moments will haunt me the rest of 
my life. 

But what is it that we were see­
ing in the Kirlian p�otos. What is 
this electric glow? Admittedly, 
some researchers at first thought 
that the effect that is produced is 
caused by the voltage running 
through the machine. But it was 
hard to explain why there should 
be great differences between liv­
ing and non-living matter and, 

more importantly, why a photo of 
the same individual might show a 
strong field one day and the next 
day show a weak one. 

Scientific researchers differ on 
what is producing this glow. 
However, many, like Dr. Thelma 
Moss of UCLA who has been 
experimenting with Kirlian photo­
graphy for years, recording on 
film the aura surrounding living 
beings, energy never seen before 
on film , but known to have 
existed, through other methods of 
detection and measurement, for at 
least �everal decades. In fact, the 
work of some researchers like Dr. 
Edgarly (Shaftesbury) indicates 
that it was known over a century 
ago! 

The life fields giving off this 
aura of sparking, twinkling light, 
it would appear, actually pulsate 
with the nervous, electrical ener­
gy being produced by the body of 
the person or the living subject 
itseH. Sometimes the charged 
subject, for instance, gives off 
fantastic galaxies of pulsating 
light which flare up from his or 
her fingertips and body. At other 
times the living light of the 
subject. seems to be dim, diffus­
ed-as if there were some inter­
rupting force. 

This is exactly what Shaftes­
bury taught. Some people, he 
further maintained, due to proper 
methods of living or training 
techniques, have turned their 
internal electrical dynamos intO 
dynamic charging stations. Others 
due to improper living habits or ill 
health (or due to pain like that 
from a simple headache) have lost 
much of the energy they produced 



For malty years, scientists have been studying 
the ridge patterns of fingerprints for keys 

to the possible cause of certain diseases 

or are merely producing less 
electrical energy ; because, their 
inner generators are operating at 
only a fraction of their intended 
capacity. 

Today much serious scientific 
research is being done that tends 
to prove -and some would say 
proves beyond the shadow of a 
doubt- that the energy fields 
produced by living things definite­
ly do exist. Research engineers, 
physicists, medical experts, bio­
logists, and doctors all over the 
world are delving into this new 
sciei\Ce. In England, France, Ru­
mania, Japan, as well as in'" other 
countries and continents, research 
in electrical photography (or elec­
trography) is being actively: pur­
sued. 

Probably most research is com­
ing out of the Soviet Union and 
Rumania, although the United 
States is beginning to take a 
serious interest in this fledgling 
field. The organization in the U.S. 
that is doing much of the research 
work and is combining the discov­
eries of scientists in different 
disciplines �s the International 
Kirlian Research Association. 

Promising research is also be­
ing done in the medical field, it 
appears to have verified Kirlian as 
well as come up with some 
practical applications, like the 
diagnosis of diseases, with Kir­
lian' s help. 

One of the most striking studies 
was done by a group of research­
ers led by Dr. Richard Dobrin 
(PH.D), Dr. John Pierrakos 
(M .D. ) and Barbara Conway 
(M.D. ) at The Energy Research 
Group in New York where, from 

testings with photomultiplier 
tubes (super sensitive detectors of 
light), they proved that a human 
energy field actually does exist. 
Their data also indicated that 
there is a definite relationship 
between the physical, mental and 
emotional awareness of the sub­
ject and the whole energy field 
itself, as Kirlian photography 
reveals, and Dr. Edgerly had 
maintained. 

Corroboration of this comes 
from ; yet, another independent 
source of study. Dr. Harold Burr 
and colleagues at the Yale Univer­
sity Medical School worked dec­
ades on this fascinating revelation 
of life, corroborating their find­
ings through thousands of experi­
ments and tests. They did not use 
any kind of electrical or Kirlian 
photography to verify their discov­
eries (which took a much different 
form) but rather sensitive scienti­
fic measuring devices like the 
supersensitive vacuum voltmeter 
These instruments revealed an 
electric presence surrounding all 
living things- electric fields that 
he mapped and measured with 
precision. 

Dr. Burr's findings were sum­
marized in his provocative book 
The Fields Of Life (the original 
British version was entitled Blue­
prints For Immortality) .  The work 
of Dr. Burr and his associates also -
showed that the break-up, or 
irregularities in electrical body 
potentials, paralleled or signaled 
the onset of disease. One illustra­
tion of this is the work of Dr. Louis 
Langman, of New York University 
and Bellevue Hospital. Burr work­
ed with Langman to devise elec-

trometric tests to help determine 
the presence of uterine cancer. 
About 1000 women patients were 
examined, and in 102 of these 
there appe.ared a significant shift 
in their voltage gradient. This 
suggested malignancy to these 
medical experts. Surgery confirm­
ed that they did have it in 95 of the 
102- suspected cases. 

A century ago, another trail­
blazer into the realm of the 
unknown, Webster Edgerly, had 
claimed that if the electricity of 
life could be kept strong in a body 
that human beings would never 
again be subject to illness or 
disease. Quite a claim- yet as 
modern scientific and medical 
evidence is accumulated, this 
claim no longer appears quite so 
preposterous. At the other end of 
the spectrum Dr. Edgerly claimed 
that the draining of the electric 
energies of life left such a person 
open to all kinds of ailments and 
diseases. Again seemingly veri­
fied, as WE\ shall see. 

My initial interest in this reveal­
ing science was sparked by Kir­
lian photography and a particular 
Kirlian amateur who took up 
Kirlian photography as a hobby, 
and who has trailblazed his way, 
with his tens of thousands of 
photos, into a realm little under­
stood - even by medical experts. 
This amateur who was to become 
a Kirlian expert showed me 
hundreds of interesting photos 
that appear to show the break-up 
of his own energy field before he 
became sick. 

One photo, taken the day before 
he became sick, indicated a strong 
energy field. Then, even though

IN THE 
BASEMEN

In November, 1936 , Tom and 
Lillian Rush were firing guns in 
the basement of their home on the 
northeast side of Grand Rapids, 
Michigan. Enthusiastic deer hunt­
ers, the two often set up a target 
range down there, and on this 
particular occasion were testing a 
deer rifle and a .45 automatic 
pistol. 

Lillian suddenly was aware of a 
third presence in the basement 
and when she turned, there was 
the figure of a man emerging from 
behind the furnace. It was an 
Indian, tall and sullen looking, 
with long, braided black hair and 
a hat of the early-day type which 
had a high crown over a straight­
across brim, as worn by the bad 
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guys in old western movies. He 
was wearing a vest which appear­
@d to be of corduroy and an outer 
shirt that looked like burlap. 
Across the vest was a large watch 
chain. 

The frightened couple could 
only stare in amazement as the 
Indian, making no sound, walked 
around near them and then turned 
and went back behind the furnace. 

When the astonished couple, 
badly shaken, looked behind the 
furnace, they found nothing. Lil­
lian remembers that there were 
no tracks on the dusty floor and no 
other indications that an intruder 
had been there . "But he was 
remarkably clear and solid, ' '  she 
says. 

\ 

Tom had seen the strange 
apparition before and, in fact, 
made a habit of taking his .45 with 
him every time he went down to 
fix the furnace . Upon one occasion 
he had taken a shot at the spectral 
figure but the bullet had no effect 
whatsoever. 

Historically speaking, it . is 
known that in · the 1850's  an 
Ottawa Indian trapper named 
' ' Big John' ' lived in a log cabin on 
the site of the Rush home. In 
those days, many Indians made a 
living by gathering the furs of the 
beaver, lynx, marten, muskrat, 
mink and wolf and .trading or 
selling them to the white settlers . 
Big John, his wife and two boys 
lived in the cabin ; all were busy in 



the fur business. 
The remarkable story was pass­

ed on to Mrs. Rush in 1935 by a 91 
year old woman, Mrs. Benaway, 
who lived next door. Not only did 
she remember the Indian family 
but she recalled that in 1857, 
when she was 13 years old, there 
was a great fight at the cabin, 
probably for the possession of the 
furs. A day or so later, she and her 
brother went over to the cabin to 
visit and were told that Big J o,!J.n 
had gone away. Just a short time 
after that, the wife and her two 
boys left, and no one ever heard 
from them after that. 

Yet, as Mrs. Benaway recalled, 
there was one predominant clue 
which pointed to foul play. Big 

John's proudest possession was 
his watch chain. One of the boys 
w�s seen to be wearing this after 
the big fight. Since John would 
never have parted with this, said 
Mrs. Benaway, the talk went 
around that the sons killed him 
and one of them took the chain. 
Probably the other three buried 
him-conceivably right in the dirt 
under the floor of the cabin. 

Could this be true? Does a 
spirit-guardian stand protective 
over Big John' s  final resting 
place, at the scene of a bloody 
scuffle over a century ago? Does 
this · guardian, . upon occasion, 
choose to rise and walk about the 
basement , perhaps vainly search­
ing for a load of stolen furs? 

The house, in the northeast end of 
Grands Rapids, was only a few 

years old when this photo was 
taken in March 1900. 

The house, built in 1900 by Tom 
Rush's father, has been occupied 
by the same family ever since. 
Tom and Lillian began living there 
with their in-laws when they were 
married years ago. Tom died in. 
1978 and Lillian and her grand­
daughter Cathy live there today. 

· Other strange things have hap­
pened over the years, and many of 
them show typical poltergeist 
characteristics. In fact, there is 
constant evidence of a mischie­
vous ghost, showing its tricks in 
every part of the house from 
basement to attic. 

For example, Lillian and Cathy 
hear weird thumps now and then, 
and Lillian has . often he�d what 
seems to be a steady patter of

DO lT 
I LIVING COLOR

A new form of art is rapidly 
gaining acceptance . This form, 
called Psychic Art, seems to carry 
a special meaning to those fortun­
ate enough to have acquired their 
very own, special, chalk picture . 

The concept, discovered and 
developed by Patricia Hayes of 
Miami,Fla .,  enables a person with 
psychic training to ' 'tune into' ' 
the feeling vibration of another 
person, and to express the 
person's  physical, mental and 
spiritual vibrations on paper. Nor­
mally, when a trained medium 
gives a sitting, the medium will 
tune into the person and give 
verbal expression as the flow from 
their subconscious begins . The 
person having the ·sitting can take 
notes or tape the entire session. 
Patricia says, "Psychic painting 
takes the professional reading one 
step further. I don't �xpress 
myself verbally during a psychic 
painting-reading. When the sit­
ti.t)g is over and the painting is 
complete, I read the painting, 
which is the person. This way the 
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person has something to take with 
them that is truely, personally,· 
theirs . ' '  Patricia also maintains 
that, "It's amazing how friends 
and relations of the person . who 
has had a psychic painting done, 
can 'see ' the person. Almost 
without exception they say that it 
really represents their physical, 
mental and spiritual outlook. ' '  

I asked Patricia why people 
sought readings from mediums. 
She answered, ' 'Many people 
need help in their lives . It's not 
the kind of help that they can get 
from their friends or from a 
psychiatrist. They need the· help 
of an outsider, someone 'trained 
on a feeling level ; one who can tell · 
them about their past, present 
and a bit of their future . Remem­
ber, a medium never asks ques­
tions of a person, all we do is tune 
into them and let our psychic flow 
take over as we verbally express 
these feelings . The people know 
that we are strangers and are 
always amazed at the level of 
understanding and perception 

that a medium can command . ' '  
She estimates that she has given 
over 500 readings since entering 
this field. 

Duri.t)g a recent visit to 
Patricia's home, she showed me a 
painting that she had done of a 
person 's vibrations whom we both 
knew very well. It was uncanny ; 
looking at the swirls and waves I 
was able to determine easily 
which colors and chalk movements 
represented each feeling level of 
the person. ·The painting, I felt, 
had actually captured the person's 
vibrations at that particular time 
of his life. 

I asked Patricia how she had 
come upon this new form of 
expression. She told me that 
during a professional sitting, 
many months ago, the thought 
had come to her during the 
reading. She said, "The reading 
was almost complete when this 
feeling, this flow, seemed to fill 
my entire being. I could see 
clearly the strokes of chalk psychi­
cally painting the person whom I 



was reading. It fascinated me, and 
as I let the flow continue, I knew 
.that ·this was what I must do . ., ' 

For the following six months, 
Pat dedicated herself to the 
perfection of this blending of 
vibrations, color and feeling. One 
after another she would tune into 
someone and allow her psychic 
flow to be expressed in the 
movement of the chalk . Hour after 
hour, night after night, she would 
work. Not satisfied with her 
expres�ion, she would become 
frustrated, and then with a burst 
of energy, plunge back into her 
work. Pat told me that, ' 'Without 
Mom's help, I never would have 
been able to know that I was 
headed in the right direction. She 
told me, about five months ago, io 
watch for a girl_ in a bonnet. I 
didn 't know what she meant until 
one night after I had completed a 
psychic painting, placed it on my 
dresser and stepped back to look 
into it . . .  there was the girl in a 
bonnet. No doubt, no question. I 
knew then what Mom had meant . 

I was ready to professionally 
present this exciting new con­
cept. ' '  

Patricia's  Mom, her name was 
Susan, had passed away January 
18, 1977. She had come to Pat 
through meditation to give her 
this message. Strange as this 
seems, it becomes believable 
when we explore Susan's history. 
She herself was the medium 
Arthur Ford had. She was with 
Ford when he died in 1971. 

Susan had also served as chair­
woman for the Spiritual Frontiers 
Fellowship and was very active in 
the organization. 

After a ·major cancer operation 
in 1969, Susan was told that in a 
year or two she could expect to 
die. In 1971, she took an extended 
vacation to Hong Kong, as healthy 
as she had ever been. When her 
bout with cancer finally caused 
her to be bed-ridden, she talked 
extensively about ' 'coming back' ' 
to help. It was a true belief that 
she had. 

On January 17, 1977, Susan sat

up in bed, something that she had 
not been able to do for months, 
and wrote the disposition of her 
personal property. She then called 
each of her five brothers -and 
sisters to say goodbye . She told 
them that she was going to die on 
January 18. I know this to be true 
because I spent the entire night of 
Jan. 17 at her side with Patricia, 
and also spoke to ·her brothers and 
sisters on the phone. 

Susan came to Patricia three · 

times during Patricia's long 
months of practice . ' 'Without her 
help, I never could have truly 
entered the flow that was neces­
sary to bring a psychic painting to 
life ; you know, without the 
feeling . . .  the flow, the paintings 
would only be a design in color. 
Now, the paintings represent 
psychic feelings and at times you 
can almost feel vibrations flow 
from them. They hold much 
feeling for their owners . ' '  Ex­
plains Patricia. 

· l asked her to explain in detail

how she chose her colors and 
which color, if any, was signifi­
cant. ' 'At first, ' '  she told me, ' 'I 
did all the paintings while I was 
blindfolded.  I chose my colored 
chalk by feeling alone. H a pack 
looked right and I felt right · about 
it, then I would buy the chalk. 
When I sat down to paint, I would 
lay out all the colored chalk, all 
mixed up. Then I would position 
my drawing pad and blindfold 
myself. I started by letting my 
hands pass over each piece of 
chalk. Knowing that I would use 
only three, I selected the three· by 
feeling. I guess you can say that I 
used the three that just FELT 
best. The colors blend, and since I 
chose them by feeling, I do not 
attach the usual psychic signifi­
cance to the colors . themselves, 
only to the overall completed . 
picture. ' '  

During the beginning months, 
Patricia concentrated .on physical, 
mental and spiritual areas, in that 
exact order. Thus, her first Cblor 
and its markings were labeled 
physical ; the second color chosen 
was designated mental; and the 
final color represented the ·per­
son's spiritual qualities. At that 
point, Patricia felt that the 
finished ·psychic paintings were 
somehow confused and hard to 
read. 

' 'I did away with the blindfold 
then, ' '  says Patricia. ' 'I still chose 
my chalk by feeling and not sight ; 
but now I was able to see the 
blending of the ch&lk on paper 
The physic�, mental and spiritual 
were still in the picture, but they 
blended. I now used more than 
three colors, but I let the design 
flow · on to the p�per without 
regard for sequence. That was it! I 
could read my paintings of the 
person and gave the person a 
valid reading. A reading that their 
friends and family could confirm 
and a painting that was expres�ly 
theirs. ' '  

To Patricia, it doesn't matter 
whether a person is present or not 
during the painting. She simply 
tunes in, on a feeling level, and 
paints. One evening a few weeks 
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Patricia Hays finishes 
another ' 'Psychic Art Painting. ' '  
She has created several hundred 
of these paintings for those 
who desire their own feelings 
and vibrations captured in paint. 

ago, she chose as her subject our 
President, Jimmy Carter. The 
following is a direct quote of the 
reading that Patricia gave after 
the psychic painting was com­
plete. 

' 'Carter is a highly creative, 
imaginative person who has multi­
vision; . the ability to perceive 
within his perspective many 
things happening simultaneously. 
His mind is very structured and 
complex, which gives him the 
direction to accomplish many 
tasks at the same time. He has 
three game plans in mind . . .  short 
term goals of no more than three 
months ; mid-goals which go from 
two to three years; and he has set 
in motion many long term goals 
that will take seven years or more 
to reach completion. Carter has 
great depth and has successfully 

· separated his private thoughts of 
life froJll his view· of service. He 
has an ap�eciation for beautiful 
young women with dark hair, off 
the face, with clarity in their eyes. 

Facing his painting, on the left I 
find the essence of Carter, a man 
with value, a man with intrinsic 
love for his background, heritage, 
family and environment; a man 
who attributes his creativity to his 
mother's encouragement· and his 
father's wisdom. 1 

The mind is compartmentalized. 
He has an excellent memory and 
very high expectation level. He 
has promised many changes while 
in office, but his excitements lie 
not in the known changes, but in 
the unknown changes. He is 
interested in changing the atti­
tudes of people into a oneness of 
concept and feeling. This is 
Indicated by the .many parts . that 
make a . whole. He has not found 
the common denominator that will 
pull all people together, but the 
idea is constantly in the back of 
the mind. Carter has many spirit­
ual influences around him . that 
lend intensity and power to his 
words and actions.  He is influ­
enced by the spirit of the Ken­
nedy's . . .  not for their political 
reasoning, but for their bravado 
and innovative modes of creating 



results.-
A principled man with simple 

tastes and a love of beauty, he has 
. a very open mind. He is interested 

in medicine and preventine cures , 
as well as involved in a space 
probe that will explore space. The 
reason for the space probe will be 
different than· the news media will 
be told. 

Carter has felt the hands of 
destruction and has the courage of 
great strength for battle if neces­
sary. There is no weakness in 
Carter. 

Power of exporting and import­
ing is being checked for future 
problems. A trip to South America 
in the ·next four months will instill 
an air of support with the people 
of South America, for they are 
disenchanted with their govern­
ment. The American people will 
see a change in the face of Russia 
through Carter' s  administration ; 

. Russia will take a look at itself 
culturally in the next year to year 
and a half, and will lend imagina­
tion and spontaneity to American 
theatre . 

Carter has the influence of 
many astral forces as well as 
spiritual. His power lies in his 
protecive forces,  including aggres­
sion which will cause any count­
ry or individual to back off and 
concede. The power of the devil 
with the love and values of an 
angel. "  

I confess that I had expected a 
more general reading. However, 
when I reread the ' 'reading, ' '  I 
found myself seeing and feeling 
much that I believe to be true. The 
reading seems right. Patricia in­
tends to send both the original 
painting and the reading to the 
President . 

I spoke with several of the 
people to whom Patricia had given 
a psychic portrait. Maria, a work­
ing girl in her thirties, said, "It's 
me. She pinned me down , told me 
things about myself that no one 
could have known. "  

Kelly, a young nursing student, 
went even further and said, "The 
painting has uncovered my secret 
fears, and included a definite 

message that I can understand 
about my future goals . My poten­
tial for working with children on a 
health level was strongly indicat­

When I asked Patricia 'what's

wish to pursue this new form of 
art. 

"What about the 'copy-cats?' 
Won't others also paint (or chalk) 
and claim the results to be 
psychic?" I asked. "Yes, I guess 
they will , ' �  she answered, ' 'but 
without credentials to back them 
up , and with profit being their 
motivation, only the most gullible 
will agree to a · sitting. These 
pictures are not something that 
can be mass-produced. I sign each 
and every one and stand by my 
readings. They are individual, 
personal . . .  how could someone, 
without the flow of feeling, possi­
bly hope to convince anyone that 
they have psychic talent. Remem­
ber, after the painting is finished, 

I read the painting the same as a 
medium would read it. It takes 
training to do it, and certainly no 
one without the training will be 
successful. ' '  

Patricia may have a poiJlt. She 
is a well-known and well-respect­
ed medium ; the author of two 
books , Know Yourself and Our 
First Thousand Groups� She has 
taught Psychic Development at 
Dade Community College , South 
Campus ; founded the Arthur Ford 
Academy of Parapsychology ; had 
studied under Arthur Ford and 
founded the first School of Med­
iumship in the United States with 
graduates from thirty-two states, 
England and Canada. She takes 
nothing about the psychic lightly 
and estimates that she spent in 
excess of 1 ,000 hours developing 
and perfecting this new art in 
which she believes so deeply . 

The paintings are beautiful, 
even to an untrained eye such as 
mine. Hours of time can be spent 
looking int� them and seeing 
shapes and figures, ever chang­
ing, like the times all of us have 
looked at the clouds and said, ' 'I 
see a puppy. I see a sailing ship. " 
But, in the hands of the painting's 
owner, it becomes more than just 
art for art's sake. It represents 
their whole being for one short 
instant in eternity, and those that 
have patiently . waited for their 
psychic picture to be complete and 
have then heard the interpreta-· 
tion, know that something special 
has taken place . 

Whether or not people believe 
in the psychic js not the question. 
Whether psychic art is given a 
place in our society is , also, not 
the question. The question is IF 
art is presented as psychic, and IF 
those who sit for a painting and a 
reading somehow receive a help­
ing hand in their life , can this new 
art form, developed by Pat Hayes, 
be ignored . Only time will tell, 
and as Pat said, " We're all 
psyc,hi� to a degree , but only some 
of us are able to accept it. ' '  0 
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· STRANGE ENIGMA 
OF 
NATURE SPIRITS 
A belief in this race of . diminutive, powerful 
creatures called ' 'little people, ' '  has been handed 
down &om every comer of the world for 
generations. Their season was summer, and &om 
the first of May, dozens could be seen in 
the darkened woods and forests.

Throughout history, man has 

recorded meetings with strange, 
intelligent creatures - creatures 
often linked with nature , who had 
great mystical power and loved to 
harass mankind. These creatures 
have gone by many names but are 
perhaps best known to us as the 
fairies who supposedly dwelt in 
Europe during the Middle Ages. 

Of what interest can such 
ancient legends be to us today? 
Many UFO researchers have noted 
a peculiar similarity between en­
counters with the paranormal 
today and encounters hundreds of 
years ago. They put forward the 
concept that the fairies are still 
with us, though in another form . 
To consider that hypothesis more 
fully, we must first understand 
just who and what the fairies were 
believed to be. 

In the Orkney Isles of north­
eastern Scotland , the fairies 
dressed in armor and were known 
to kidnap men, who were never 
seen again . One John Sinclair, a 
preacher, was famous for not 
believing the old tales. One night 
while going home he found himself 
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being carried through the air and 
set down on his doorstep, miles 
away. Sinclair relented and re­
ported the entire adventure to his 
congregation . 

hi the historic Czech province of 
Boemia, the fairies were believed 
to be the strongest in power near 
mid-day, and people avoided the 
woods then, for to meet any of the 
fairies would be tempting mad­
ness. 

In Japan, a particularly evil 
fairy is the "goblin-fox" .  It- also 
causes madness. 

The Greeks had their own kind 
of fairies. The nyniphs were often 
linked to a certain kind of terrain 
- lakes ,  forests, rivers and 
valleys . And like the fairies ,  they 
often seemed to enjoy bedeviling 
mankind. The nymphs were for­
ever getting mixed up with the 
gods and infuriating the god­
desses, yet they existed on a plane 
somewhere between the gods and 
common man. 

The nymphs were all female 
with a generally human (though 
much admired) human form. The 
centaurs (half man, half horse) 

and the satyrs (half man, half 
goat) were quite inhuman in 
appearance and all male. In fact, 
the word satyr has entered our 
language invoking a rather dis­
tastefully lusty sexuality . Curious­
ly enough, however, one centaur 
named Chiron became famous in 
an entirely different way. He was 
a great teacher, much respected 
by the gods, and counted Hercules 
and Achilles among his pupils. 

If the gods of the Greeks and 
Romans were simple nature diet­
ies, where did these strange 
creatures come from? What plant­
ed the notion in people's  minds 
that there were such inhuman 
creatures among them and - even 
stranger - that they were capable 
of teaching the human race? 

Another group of people ­
separated by an immense ocean ­
were also convinced that certain 
strangers among them held great 
secrets of knowledge . 

The Indians of North America 
had many legends , which can be 
divided into three main categories . 
First there are the legends con­
cerning a strange primitive time 



when the animals could speak 
with man. The legends from this 
period are a great deal like 
AesQp 's Fables . But then a figure 
called Changer, or Coyote enters 
the picture. In the coastal area of 
the Pacific Northwest, this 
Changer came from the sky and 
caused the animals to revert to 
their present condition. 

'l'o inland tribes in the west, the 
Changer was known as Coyote 
and returned to his home in the 
sky. The ancient chronicles even 
pinpointed his ascent: the con­
fluence of the Snake and Clear­
water rivers, the present day 
location of Lewiston, Idaho . 

Coyote was more god than 
fairy, and his direct influence 
vanishes early in Indian chroni­
cles. In later legends we see a 
more "real" world, and many 
tales seem to be pure history of 
Indian battles and journeys. Other 
legends explain natural phenome­
na, such as the various legends 
explaining the creation of Crater 
Lake, in Oregon. 

A third group of legends, 
however, are harder to explain 

away. Many of these legends 
mention the existence of the 
' 'little people, ' '  

In Montana the little people 
were said to wear brown clothes 
and raise herds of tiny horses. In 
several places in the West, tiny 
stone houses and forts were 
attributed by the Indians to a 
small race that had died out. 

As in Europe , the Indians 
believed the fairies had gone to · 
the hills to escape the encroach­
ment of man. The Indians further 
believed that the race of small 
people had undergone spiritual 
change while living in the hills 
and were now in a position to 
advise the Indians. 

The Arabs and Persians be­
lieved in a charming group of 
creatures called the Peries. They 
were graceful, could take any · 
form, and lived in moonbeams . 

The Eskimos also believed in 
fairies and thought they were 
originally the offspring of flying 
squirrels and spiders - which must 
have made them the most un­
attractive fairies in the world. 

It is clear, then, that a belief in 

a race of diminutive, powerful 
creatures coexisted on earth with 
man is an ancient one. And it 
continues today, with so many 
UFO witnesses seeing strange 
little ufonauts. But who were 
these small people? · 

The fair belief perhaps reached 
its zenith in Europe in the Middle 
Ages, specifically in the 1500s. 
But the fairies,  believed in by the 
peasant folk, were far different 
from the charming creatures de­
picted in Shakespear' s plays. 
Shakespear, in fact, was chiefly 
responsible for our modem image 
of fairies which has little in 
common with true old beliefs . 

The origin and nature of the 
fairies was somewhat controver­
sial, but the common people were 
absolutely agreed on on thing: 
they were evil. 

Their appearance was normal in 
every in most reports, and they 
were repeatedly mistaken for 
normal men and women until 
there was some evidence of their 
powers. It was also mentioned 
that the fairies had the power to 
appear as our friends and relatives

in order that we take them into our 
confidence. 

,. The fairies'  time was summer, 
more congenial to their favorite 
pastime of dancing and singing. 
As an eerie counterpart to their 
supposed ancestors, the Tuatha 
de Dannan, one of their most 
powerful nights was the first of 
May, the day the ancient Irish 
gods supposedly descended from 
the sky. 
Another important characteris­
tic of the fairies was that they 
never appeared alone but always 
in the company of a dozen or 
more . 

The fairies were feared, first of 
all, because they represented the 
unknown , which many people 
automatically fear. Secondly, the 
fairies had the nasty habit of 
stealing children, women and 
sometimes men. 

The fairies had a different 
reason for taking different kinds 
of humans. Men were often taken 
as a tribute to the devil which 
it was believed they made yearly. 
Babies were taken as a way of 
prolonging their dying race . 

In the case of babies, the fairies 
did not simply kidnap the child, 
they replaced it with a fair who 
could take the form of their child. 
But certain differences were inevi­
ably noted and various charms 
and spells were used to bring the 
original child back. 

Some changelings were obvi-
. ously unfortunate children, either 

retarded or deformed, who their 
parents could not accept as their 
own. But other accounts are more 
inexplicable. 

The changeling was very thin 
and could never be brought to 
normal weight, no matter how 
much food was consumed. They 
were all ' 'lunatics , ' '  but apparent­
ly more retarded than insane . 
Often they could not walk and 
their limbs were unnaturally long 
compared to their body size. 

There are certain syndromes 
evidenced by some retarded in­
fants which would seem to fit this 
description, yet such cases are 
reasonably rare today and would 
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certainly have been highly notice­
able at birth, not some time later. 

Women were transported to 
fairyland to serve as the wives of 
fairy men or, . more commonly, to 
serve as midwives in the rare fairy 
births . Apparently these births 
were so few and far between that 
the faires lost the knack of doing it 
properly. 

Some people , however, earned 
a visit to fairyland through some 
favor they had done for the fairies.  

As was usual , however, these 
favors usually backfired. One 
legendalry King herla, for exam­
ple, visited fairyland and reveled 
and made merry for the usual 
three days. But upon his return to 
his kingdom he found that over 
200 years had passed. This tale is 
also found in Japanese legend and 
reflects the notion that time 
passes differently in the fairy 
kingdom. 

Student of the UFO problem 
will be familliar with the so�called 
contactee. These are people who 
believe they are in contact with 
the Space People, usually in � 
mystical or a spiritually enlight­
ening way. There were contactees 
in the Middle Ages as well, 
though they believed they were in 
contact with the fairies . The two 
groups have much in common. 

One of the most famous fairy 
contactees was Anne Jefferies , 
who lived from about 1626 to 
1698. When she was nineteen she 
first met the fairies and visited 
fairyland. Her trip there was 
accompanied by a strange buzzing 
noise reminescent of UFO contac­
tees as well as persons undergo­
ing religious ecstasy. 

She was later given the gifts of 
prophecy and healing and was as 
controversial in her day as the 
contactees are in ours. In one of 
her more spectacular feats, she 
lived on what she said was fairy 
bread for almost a· year. 

One belief which has almost 
been lost in the intervening 
centuries are the curious theories 
linking the fairies and witches. 
People saw witches more as 
victims of the fairies than evil in 

their own right. It was believed 
that fairies kidnapped women and 
infested them with weird, evil 
powers . 

Fairies were often blamed for 
many enigmas which today are 
studied by parapsychologists. 
Pixies , for example were res­
ponsible for much activity called 
poltergeist phenomena, today, . 
which we now believe stems from 
undirected sexual emotion. 

Diseased or mutilated cattle, 
human disease , the inability to 
find one 's way home and insanity 
were also blamed on the fairies.  

Little People is  perhaps a 
misleading term, for not all the 
fairies were small. Fairies were 
discussed at the trail of Joan of 
Arc as normal-sized people. And 
many of the fairies were simple 
short, not the thimble-sized fairies 
depicted in fairy stories.  

One of the most famous fairy 
legends is almost a travelogue of a 
disastrous visit to fairyland. And 
it concerns many strange er­
roneous beliefs related to fairies. 

These particular fairies lived on 
Selna Moor, in England. One 
evening a Mr. Noy had occasion to 
cross the moor after having made 
preparations for Harvest .Home, 
an ancient pagen festival still 
celebrated in some places in 
England and America. He lost his 
way across the moor and was 
hopelessly ' 'muddled' '  (one favor­
ate fairy .trick) until he saw dis­
tant lights and heard music. He 
walked through an orchard and 
came to a house where he saw 
many small people dancing or 
sitting at tables, merrymaking. 
There was one girl there taller 
than the rest, who finally caught 
his eye . She came to talk to him. 
She led him to the orchard and, 
once there, he recognized her as 
Grace Hutchens, h:is old sweet­
heart, who had been found dead 
on the moor several years before . 

She warned him against touch­
ing her, or eating or touching any 
of the fruit in the orchard. That 
was how, she said, she had come 
to be trapped in the world of the 
fairies. 



Mr. Noy then quizzed her in 
detail about the fairies, which 
seems curious in the situation. 
Perhaps this kind of legend was to 
explain fairy life more than actual­
ly recount an experience. 

In any event, the ,dventure was 
most fruitful for those of us 
interested in fairy life. Mr. Noy 
was found three days later in an 

- abandoned barn, with no recollec­
tion of his experiences after he 
had spc)ken to Grace Hutchens. 

One curious feature of the 
adventure was its time span:three 
days. Many people have report­
edly spent that amount of time in 
all manner of strange places. 
Jesus spent three days in Hell 
before returning to Earth. Travis 
Walton said he had been aboard 
an alien spaceship for three days 
in 1975 . 

The fairy's principle method of 
gaining power over humans was 
tricking them into eating some­
thing in their kingdom, as Grace 
Hutchens had eaten fruit from the 
orchard. This was earlier reported 
in the famous legend of Persep­
hone being kidnapped by Pluto, 
god of the underworld, and being 
forced· to spend six months there 
each year when she ate six 
pomegranate seeds. But, unlike 
Persephone who certainly knew 
where she was , the borderline of 
fairyland was foggy and uncertain. 

Grace revealed that the fairies 
were star worshippers and they 
were often linked to the Druids. 
Some even believed they,·were the 
spirits of dead Druids. 

As clearly shown by the legend, 
the fairies were malevolent beings 
and thought nothing of kidnapping 
a human for their own purposes. 

The Selena Moor story also 
contains one element found in 
nearly every fairy legend. It was 
believed the fairy race was dyiltg 
out, and this · explained many 
actions of the fairies. It was also 
widely believed that the fairies 
were not only dying out, but 
shrinking as they went! (This 
would surely explain why they 
aren't seen much more ... ) 

Although nearly every�ne in the 

Middle Ages believed in fairies, 
there was little agreement on 
where they came from or who they 
were. 

In Ireland, it was believed they 
were the lingering traces of 
ancient Irish gods, the Tuatha de 
Dannan. -These gods had come to 
Ireland out of the sky in ancient 
times and ruled the people until 
invaders conquered them centu­
ries later. The gods were then 

driven underground and emerged 
only infrequently as fairies. 

Reginald Scott in his book The 
Discoveries of Witchcraft, noted 
three of the most popular theories 
concerning the fairies: 

"Many have ·insisted upon the 
Nature of these Astral Spirits; 
some claiming that they are part 
of the fallen Angels, and conse­
quently subject to the torments of 

Hell at the last judgment; Others, 
that they are the departed souls of 
Men and Wom:en, confined to 
these outward Elements until the 
Consummation; Lastly, that their 
nature is middle between Heaven 
and Hell; and that they reign in a 
third Kingdom, from both, having 
no other judgment or doom to 
expect for ever.'' 

In addition to the above, the 
fairies were often thought to be 
linked to the .devil. The Middle 
Ages, it must be remembered, 
was a time when serious, intelli­
gent· men discussed such matters 
as how many angels could dance 
on the head of a pin. They were 
anxious to put the Universe in all 
its proper categories and the 
fairies gave them problems. They 
were therefore classed variously 
as infernal spirits, water demons, 
as well as domestic demons. 

It was easier , it seemed, to 
define exactly what fairies were 
than where they had come from. 
Fairies, medievel belief stated, 
were any of the many creatures 
who cotlld successfully mate with 
humans and produce offspring 
This covered a great deal of 
ground. Mermaids, leprecauns, 
pUdes, bro�es, banshees, VVlrlte 
Ladies and elves were all consid­
ered different kinds of fairies. 

A general exception should be 
made here for dwarves. It was 
believed they were simply a small 
human race which had no 1musual 
powers beyond being exceptional­
ly skillful in metalwork and min­
ing. Modem archeological finds in 
the forests of Germany tend to be 
supportive of this theory. 

The fairies generally were found 
in two groups. The main group 
lived under the auspices of the 
fairy kingdom, found under- · 

ground, and ruled over by a king 
and queen. 

Certainly they could not have 
been responsible for every mis­
fortune suffered by the people of 
the Middle Ages. But, as in our 
age when we consider the UFO­
problem, we must ask: how much 
are they responsible for, and 
why? 0

THE 
ENCHANTING GHOST 

OF ELMHURST 
Elmhurst, the 23-room former 

"summer cottage" of the eccen­
tric, Pittsburgh millionaire Harry 
K. Thaw is haunted by the ghost 
of America's  original Gibson Girl, 
Evelyn Nesbit. Elmhurst is con­
nected with a crime that shocked 
America. The murder committed 
over her 'is still considered the 
most famous crime ·of passion of 
the century. It was a murder case 
that made world-wide news. 

The Girl in the Red Velvet 
Swing " was a shocker in 1906, 
and still sparks wide-spread con­
jecture and controversy. 

Hailed as ' 'the most beautiful 
girl in the world, ' '  Evelyn's ghost 
first appeared at the Pennsylvania 
mansion in October of 1968. 

She usually appears as the 
beautiful Gibson Girl, which she 
was in her youth, with her 
delicately modeled face , graceful 
figure, and be_autiful brown hair, 
and wearing a long, white dress. 

The elegant and well-preserved 
mansion has fine solid-wood pan­
eling and wallpaper imported 
from Europe. It contains eight 
fireplaces , along with a hidden 
passageway behind the bookshelf 
in the first-floor library. 

After crossing over several 
railroad tracks, a lonely road cuts 
through some cornfields before 
reaching the tree-lined entrance 
road to the mansion. The three­
story mansion is located in a 
255-acre tract in Cambria County, 
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Her name was Evel� Nesbit, and she 
was lmown in her day as the 

original ' 'Gibson Girl. ' '  That was 
nearly 100 years ago. Today, her ghost 

is said to wander the cold halls and 
darkened corridors of Elmhurst, a 

large 23-room house in Pennsylv&nia.
' 

just off Route 22,  one mile west of 
Cresson, Pennsylvania. 

Harry Thaw' s  mother, Mary 
Copley Thaw, hired America's 
leading architect, Stanford White, 
to design the. mansion, which 
be.came known as " Mrs . Thaw's 
summer cottage. ' '  To the Thaws , 
the mansion was just a cottage - a 
place to entertain friends , and to 
escape the heat of Pittsburgh 
summers. The Thaws and their 
friends would arrive by train years 
ago at their private platform . A 
waiting carriage would convey 
them to the mansion. 

Evelyn Nesbit was born on 
Christmas Day, 1884, in Taren­
tum, Pennsylvania. She was unu­
sually beautiful , and by the time 
she was fourteen , was labeled, 
' 'the most beautiful artists' and 
photographers' model in Ameri-
ca. ' '  

Her family moved to Pittsburgh 
when she was eight. Her fathe�, 
an unsuccessful lawyer, died at 

the time when Evelyn was twelve , 
leaving the family penniless. 

The Nesbits moved to New York 
City, and Evelyn began to. attain 
some fame as the Gibson Girl, the 
favorite model of artist Charles 
Dana Gibson when his sketch of 
her as ' 'The Eternal Question' '  
appeared on a Collier's cover. 

At the peak of her success as a 
model, while still in her teens, 
Evelyn joined the hit musical 
Floradora at the· Casino Theatre, 
where her mother worked as a 
seamstress, and became a mem­
ber of the Fl9radora Sextette . 
Evelyn became the toast of the 
supper crowds at Recter's ,  Sher­
ry's ,  and Delmonico's .  Through a 
girl in the same show , Evelyn met 
Stanford White , America's top 
architect at the tum of the 
century. Though married, and in 
his late 40s, White kept apart­
ments , and enjoyed entertaining 
showgirls . He was popular in New 
York society, and he designed

many New York City landmarks. 
including Washington Arch on 
Washington Square. Some of his 
other architectural achievements 
include the Boston Public Library, 
the Lincoln Memorial and Mall in 
Washington, and he ass-isted in 
rebuilding and refurnishing the 
White House. 

A party was held in White 's 
apartment in the tower of the 
original Madison Square Garden. 
One room featured the famous red 
velvet swing hanging from the 
mirrored ceiling. White delighted 
in pushing Evelyn high into the air 
until her feet touched a Japanese 
parasol that was hanging from the 
ceiling. 

At sixteen, she became White 's 
mistress. He was forty-eight. She 
was also being courted by Harry 
K. Thaw, America's richest play­
boy at the time. Harry was heir to 
the $40,000,000 family fortune, 
and was mad froin childhood. He 
also enjoyed entertaining· New 
York showgirls. 

After a hectic courtship abroad, 
which White tried to break up , on 
April 5, 1905 , Thaw and Evelyn 
were married. Thaw's jealously of 
Evelyn's forme! relationship with 
White became an obsession,, even 
to the extent of forcing her to 
agree with him that White had

At sixteen, she became the mistress of one of the 
nations famous architects-he was forty-eight. 
She .was also being courted by Harry K. Thaw, 

Amercia's richest playboy-he· was also heir to 
his famlly's forty-million dollar fortune. 

drugged her champagne in order 
to take advantage of her. 

Thaw's hatred of the architect 
increased, and on June 25 , 1906 , 
he shot and killed Stanford White 
at the Roof Garden Theatre and 
Restaurant atop the original Mad­
ison Square Garden, Which White 
had designed and managed. 

Thaw was arrested, and occupi­
ed a cell in the Tombs Prison in 
New York City. He was brought to 
trial on January 23, 1907. A 
second trial opened January 6, 
1908. Thaw was found not guilty 
by reason of insanity . He was later 
tried again on insanity, and was 
declared sane. Much of the next 
fifteen years he spent in asylums.  
He was released in 1924, and lived 
in semi-seclusion until he died of a 
heart attack in Miami on February 
22 , 1947, at the age of seventy-six . 

Evelyn was brushed off by 
Thaw's family. She spumed their 
financial offer, and to earn a living 
for herself and her son, Russell, 
she joined a vaudeville troupe in 
Atlantic City, billed as ' 'The Girl 
in the Red Velvet Swing: "  

Evelyn wrote an autobiography , 
Prodigal Days: The Untold Story , 
published in 1934 . She lived in a 
Hollywood rooming house in the 
1940s, studying the great reli­
gions. In 1955 , the 20th Century­
Fox production of Evelyn's life 
was released, The Girl in the Re'd 
Velvet Swing. She visited the set 
each day the picture was being 
filmed. 

In the 1960s , Evelyn suffered 
several strokes , and was moved 
into a nursing home, reportedly in 
San Diego. Before she died, she 

Thaw was also Imown to be quite mad. 

told a reporter she had a secret 
locked in her heart for fifty years . 
"The world didn't see what I 
remember best, myself on the 
stand, trying to save a husband I 
didn't love from going to the chair 
for killing the man I did love. ' '  
She also confessed to another 
reporter: " Stanny was lucky. He 
died . .  .I lived. " 

After being used as a retreat 
camp for the Westminster Pres­
bytery, Elmhurst became a busi­
ness enterprise owned by Mr. & 
Mrs. Ed Hoover. Mrs . Hoover had 
been employed as a cook, and Mr. 
Hoover as a caretaker. They now 
serve smorgasbord dinners on 
Fridays , Saturdays and Sundays . . 

The Hoovers first noticed the 
· strange happenings in the fall of 

1968. They were living in a mobile 
home on the property. The ther­
mostat would go off. At the 
nearby lodge, they would find the 
burners on the stove on, furniture 
misplaced, and lights on that 
nobody turned on. 

Mrs. Hoover' s  daughter saw 
Evelyn standing on the porch in a 
long, white dress. Other people 
have looked in the windows when 
no one was in the mansion, and 
later asked who the woman was 
sitting inside in the white gown. 
They've also seen Evelyn walking 
on the lawn. 

Thermostats go out in the 
mansion. The massive locked 
front door is often found standing 
open on many �ornings . Chairs 
have mysteriously been pulled 
away from tables . . .  Lights have 
been turned off- and then flicker­
ed on again. A Ouija board has 

spelled out a message about a 
little girl's murder nearby. (There 
had been one . )  A visitor from the 
Midwest saw a woman in white in 
the library . A minister's daughter 
awoke from a nap in the library to 
find a woman in a long, white 
gown- but with no head ! Foot­
steps and banging doors have 
been heard echoing through the 
halls . 

On October 24, 1978, a bone­
chilling scream was heard at 4:00 
A . M .  in the mansion . On Hallo­
ween night, a reporter from the 
Johnstown Tribune-Democrat ar­
rived with four of her friends to 
spend the night. 

The women occupied one of the 
bedrooms on the second floor. 
During the night, one woman 
sensed someone • was standing 
over her. Creaking sounds were 
heard early in the morning. they 
all sensed someone entering the 
room, and then leaving. Another 
woman felt a cold spot at the 
comer of her mouth, possibly a 
kiss. All the women felt cold. 

The next morning, the women 
felt warm again. They believed 
someone entered the room during 
the night. They felt something 
unusual in the mansion -but felt 
love was present, not evil . 

In the foggy dawn, the women 
noticed the outline of a woman on 
the frosted glass of the bathroom 
door on the second floor. It 
resembled Evelyn Nesbit's  profile 
as the Gibson Girl. 

Last winter, a waitress was 
eating her dinner in the kitchen 
after the guests had left. She 
heard what sounded like a man

FELL FROM THE SKY 
It was suggested that the substance, which 

resembles melted glass, might be the heat shield 
of an interstellar craft, and that its original shape 

had been changed as it fell to earth.

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There is a sealed vault in the 
basement of a bank in Barberton, 
Ohio, that is holding more than 
money or jewels. For the precious 
treasure this highly-guarded safe 
contains may well be the world's  
most astounding scientific find ­
convincing evidence that we are 
not alone in the universe . 

It is a 9-inch, 13-pound mass , 
smooth to the touch, like glass,  
and black, with tones of amber 
gleaming from within it. Many 
have compared the color to a beer 
bottle . However, its composition 
can not be likened to anything 
made by man. 

Tested scientifically at NASA 
laboratories ,  the make-up of the 
unknown sample is believed to 
have properties desirable for a 
rocket nozzle -originally manu­
factured for the protection of such 
hot items as rocket parts, the 
substance used in space research 
to guard capsules when they 
re-enter the earth 's atmosphere 
from outer space . 

It was suggested that the 
substance, which resembles a 
large rock , might be the heat 
shield of a UFO, an interstellar 
c:r;aft, and that its original shape 
had been changed as it fell to 
earth. 

And fell to earth it did, on a 
summer night in 1972 . But before 
it was found, approximately three 
weeks previous , Edward Lunguy 
was seated in his Barberton 
livingroom awaiting the telephone 
call that would send him the 
half-mile distance toward Second 
Street to pick up his grandmother 
who was attending her once-a­
week meeting at Moose Lodge . 

Mister Lunguy remembers : 
' '  My.grandmother called home for 
me to come and get her at the 
Moose Club . This was about 9:20 
PM , so I went out to the driveway, 
backed the car out of the garage 
and started down the street. 
Looking up , I saw an object in the 
sky right over the Magic-City 
Shopping Center. It was amber 
colored, like a beer bottle. 

' 'The round object had an inner 
glow, very beautiful, and about 
the size of a large Klick Shopping 
Center sign. The UFO was over 
the plaza and in line with the road 
that I was driving on. I would say 
the object was a mile away from 
me when I saw it. I moved down 
the street slowly so that I could 
see what was going on, but the 
object never mov�d. It stayed at 
the same place . ' '  

As Lunguy drove his vehicle 
over the bridge next to the 
Shopping Plaza, he noticed the 
round ball hovering directly over­
head, about 100 feet. 

' 'I picked up my grandmother 
at the Moose Club and told her 
about the strange sighting over 
the Shopping Plaza, and said, 
'let's stop on the hill and look at 
the object if it was still there' .  She 
said ok. We both got out of the car 
and watched the round object 
hover over the plaza for a while. It 
was about 9:50 PM . 

' 'Then the-object began to move 
very slowly towards the North side 
of Barberton , not fast at all , as 
though whatever it was didn 't 
seem to care who saw it, and it 
didn 't seem to be in any hurry. 

' 'The color of the object didn 't 
make any kind of flashing or 
twinkling of any kind and it never 
made a sound, no noise at all. The 
round beer-colored object was still 
moving Northward towards the 
Sun Rubber Company and then in 
a Northeastward direction, and 
the speed of the object may have 
been 100 or 125 miles an hour, like 
a small plane . ' '  

Lunguy described how the UFO 
passed over a water tower approx­
imately two blocks from where he 
and his grandmother, Mrs . Hazel 
M .  Obney, were standing. 

"While we stood there watch­
ing it move, the craft suddenly 
exploded in a silent shower of 
sparks . It looked like the Fourth 
of July. " 

Before going into their house, 
Lunguy said ·nothing was seen 
falling to the ground, but reiterat-

.ed that a multitude of sparks flew 
all over the sky. In the house , 
Lunguy told his mother, Mrs. 
Eileen F.  Languy, and his child­
ren, of what he and his grand­
mother had seen that night. 

Three weeks later, Languy was 
cutting the grass in his mother's 
backyard. ' 'I was mowing around 
the pine tree and saw this rock 
laying in the yard. It was in my 
way, so I moved the rock and later 
took it in the house to show my 
mother. At the time I didn't think 
about it much, just how pretty it 
was . ' '  

The glass-like rock was placed 
on a mantel. piece, and Lunguy's 
children used it for a foot stool to 
watch television with. Many times 
they utilized the rock to reach the 
light switch. 

' 'After the passing of my grand­
mother in 1974 my wife asked me 
what kind of rock it was , and I told 
her I didn't really know. I looked 
in many books and went to the , 
library, but couldn 't find out what 
it was . "  

It was in August of 197 4 that 
Lunguy took the rock to Kent 
State University, where it was 
examined by David Bums , assist­
ant professor of geology� Bums 
thought the mass was volcanic 
and gave it diffraction tests, but 
couldn't come up with anything 
conclusive . He did say that it was 
too fresh to have been outside for 
a long period of time. 

The instant Bums was told of 
the explosion witnessed by Lan­
guy two years before, the geolo­
gist suggested an immediate visit 
to NASA and the possibility of 
further tests . 

It was a month later - Septem­
ber, 197 4 -that Languy took the 
find to Robert Oldrieve, a scientist 
at the Cleveland -Lewis Research 
Center where further tests were 
made . It was at this . time that 
witnesses came forward with re­
ports of a UFO over the shopping 
center complex on the night in 
question- the same night that 
Languy and his grandmother saw

When the distraught mother brought her 
seventeen-year-old son to us, he had already 
made three suicide attempts. Five psychiatrists 
had each, in their turn, given up on him. 
Depression perptually clouded his life . The lad felt 
trapped in an enexorable pattern. In one 
three-hour session, employing the Starbirth 
Odyssey - an illward journey which blends a 
universal symbol system with anyone 's personal 
cosmology-the teenager had viewed his Karmic 
Counterpart, the former existence which was 
diFectly responsible for the imbalance in his 
present life experience.

The young couple in their mid-twenties had 
reluctanlty decided upon divorce as the only 
solution to their maladjusted marriage . Three 
psychologists and two marriage counselors had 
been unable to give them any practical assistance 
in healing the breech between them. ·

IT'S IN THE PALM 
OF YOUR HAND 

Once branded with the name ' 'charlatan,' '  palm 
reading had emerged from the dark shadows 

of ignorance into the light of science, where many 
now believe that the emotional makeup of a 

person is revealed by the shape of the hand and 
the lines etched in the palm. 

The state of a person's health 
and his future health has long 
been diagnosed by many of the 
world's palm readers. 

In recent years, however, scien­
tists and doctors have added 
legitimacy to the claims of palmists 
by studying, adopting and using 
hand reading as a means of 
determining various states of 
health. 

Palmistry, whose proper name 
is cheiromancy, from the Greek 
word cheir, meaning hand, has 
also acquired a new title, dermat­
glyphics, in some scientific circles. 

This is the name given this 
ancient art in the serious study of 
the hand to determine heart 
defects, brain. damage, a host of 
congenital diseases and chromo­
somal disorders. 

An entire new concept is taking 
place, perhaps brought about by a 
more open and "holistic" ap­
proach to medicine that is in 
hopes of developing ' 'preventive'' 
medicine with a clearer under­
standing of the forces at work 
within and without the body which 
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brings about illness - of any na­
ture. 

An entire new field is opening 
where once the name ' ' Charlatan'' 
seemed to fit. 

This charlatan label is appropri­
ate to many in connection with 
palm reading, it's true, but to a 
number of people, who for years 
have studied the phenomenon of 
cheiromancy, without the goal of 
' ' telling fortunes,'' its new accept­
ance is music to the ears. 

Consider some of the newer 
developments in scientific circles 
which propose that brain defects 
and congenital diseases brought 
about by the tearing effects of 
German measles on pregnant 
women can be diagnosed on the 
newborn infants by taking and 
studying their palm prints. 

Palm prints are being taken of 
babies suspected of being mon­
goloid because a certain pattern of 
lines on the same location in the 
palm seems to be evident. 

Many doctors now believe that 
the emotional makeup of a person 
is revealed by the shapes of hands 

and for several years researchers 
have been studying the ridge 
patterns of fingerprints for keys to 
discovering heart defects. 

And although many doctors 
may still scoff at the idea of 
reading lines in the palms for 
clues to illnesses, other doctors 
are reading the lines in order to 
assist them with diagnosis. 

Most doctors have, for years, 
noted the condition of the nails of 
pregnant women to determine 
iron deficiency and emotional 
probl�ms associated with the preg­
nancy. 

The uses by doctors of hand 
analysis in their work goes on and 
will probably slowly evolve into an 
accepted practice, but for the 
novice, a little knowledge, gleaned 
'from the ancients, can help in 
analyzing your own hand. 

Palmists· can predict many years 
in advance what type of illnesses 
are likely to affect a person by a 
quick glance of the fingernails. 

However, the fingernails will 
only tell what disease or illness 
the person is susceptible to. Other

Some of the individuals health 
pr�blems could be changed 
once the person is aware of 
his, or hers, general 
health. A good 
many living habits 
could be geared towards 
areas best suited for a 
happier, and far healthier, life 

parts of the hand or palm are then 
studied to put together a complete 
picture of the individual's health 
potential. 

Once a person has a composite 
of his health potential , perhaps 
partly heriditary, steps can be 
taken to aleviate the problems in 
some cases. 

Persons with a potential for 
heriditary heart disease, might in 
early life , develop health habits 
which will permit hitn to sidestep 
the pitfalls of the disease . 

Or in the case of individuals 
susceptible to lung disease, work 
and living habits could be geared 
toward areas best suited for clean 
air. 

Some people will be less af­
fected by smog and smoking. This 
will be evident on their palms and 
by the shapes of their fingernails . 

As an example , long nails don't 
indicate a stronger constitution as 
might be thought ; people posses­
sing these long nails are more 
likely to suffer from chest and 
lung trouble , especially if the nails 
tend to curve downward once past 
the end of the fingers . 
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Individuals with shorter, small­
er nails tend to suffer from heart 
diseases .  Small moons on these 
fingernails indicate slow circula­
tion with possible arterial obstruc- _ 

tions . 
If these small nails are flat and 

sunken, the possibility is for 
nervous disorders , biologically ini­
tiated.  

If  these same small, flat and 
sunken nails are also white and 
brittle , the person will probably 
suffer a form of paralysis in- later 
years . 

Perhaps if this potential is seen 
early enough, steps can be taken 
to thwart the paralysis . 

Brittle fingernails alone won't 
indicate paralysis Other lines on 
the palm must be taken into 
consideratimi before a total analy­
sis is given. 

Brittle fingernails by them­
selves,  with no accompanying 
signs for paralysis , simply indicate 
a worrying, nervous disposition. 

But perhaps this tendency to­
ward a nervous disposition adds to 
the chance of a person' s  later 
paralysis , as if that disposition 

might enhance the chance for 
paralyzation. 

If an holistic approach is to be 
taken toward mental and physical 
health as synonyous with on� 
another, then the hand can surely 
point out areas of concern to the 
general well being of an individ­
ual. 

Bad circulation is shown when 
nails are wide at the top and 
bluish in appearance . 

Very thin narrow nails indicate 
a tendency toward spinal diseases. 

Again, it is to be remembered 
that thin and narrow nails alone 
doesn 't qualify an individual for a 
spinal disease. 

But it is a "first clue" to the 
palmist-or possibly a doctor, in 
the detective-like search for an 
ailment. 

The Line of Life of a palm, that 
arched line wrapped around the 
pad at the base of the thumb, 
doesn 't tell its owner how long the 
individual will live . 

Many people become frightened 
when they see they possess a 
short line of life. 

I have seen very long Lines of 



The hand has always held 
fascination in many areas of the 

world. This is a magical hand 
which once stood in an ancient 

Roman temple. It is covered with 
symbols which are meant to avert 

the evil eye. The figure at the 
bottom represents the god Jupiter 

to who offerings have been made 
for good health and fortune. 

Life , extending down into the 
wrist that don 't promise any 
longer life than one ending in the 
middle of the palm. 

This line generally indicates 
how robust a person is and is a key 
to the type of personality the 
palmist is dealing with. 

However, the type of personality 
being dealt with may have a lot to 
do with the length of a person 's 
life. 

But, I have seen some very 
short lines of life , that after 
careful consideration of other 
lines and markings , do indeed 
indicate a very short but full life 
for an individual. 

I have also seen some very long 
lines of life that indicate the 
individual will live to a very old 
age , only possibly in a wheelchf!.ir 
for the last twenty years . 

The texture arid color of a palm 
are important in determining a 
person's health. 

A healthy palm will be well­
padded but not soft to the touch, 
is pink in color, and has clearly 
defined lines,  without little lines 
and branches running all over the 

place. 
Very few palms measure up to 

all these qualities. 
When the palm is more red than 

pink it indicates an exceedingly 
robust person-passionate and 
quick tempered. Maybe he won't 
live an exceedingly long life , but it 
will be full. 

However, this hand could also 
belong to the overpressed and 
o':erburdened executive type who 
drives himself . to destruction. 
The condition is not irreversible. 

A palm almost white in color 
belongs to the person who dwells 
upon himself more than anypne 
else, making a strong potential for 
hypochondria. 

Owners of yellow-tinged palms 
tend to be melancholy and morose. 
They also tend to have kidney and 
liver diseases. 

An extremely thin, dry palm 
can indicate a worry_ing sensitive 
person, while th� soft spongy one 
indicates a self-indulgent nature 
and hence, once more likely not to 
take proper care of his body. 

The person with a soft spongy 
hand is more likely to have 

cirrhosis of the liver or suffer from 
obesity. 

The line of life, spoken of 
earlier, indicates more robust 
health when the arc it forms 
around the thumb is wide in 
scope . The smaller the scope of 
this arc , the more timid and 
withdrawn is the person, and the 
more susceptible to a host of 
ailments . 

Inside this line of life and closer 
to the thumb, forming a small and 
sometimes broken arc, is a line. 
know as the Line of Mars. 

Not all people have this Line of 
Mars on their palm , but it is sort 
of an extra bonus to those who do 
have it. 

It adds stamina to the life and . 
strengthens the Line of Life where 
it might be broken. 

If a person ·has a temporary 
break in the line of life , but has 
this Line of Mars running in back 
of the break, it indicates a 
temporary illness . 

This type of individual posses­
sing the line of Mars may have a 
number of illnesses but will snap 
out of them quickly.

The "Line of Hepatica " is the 
next line to be taken into consider­
ation. It generally runs from the 
base of the little finger or there­
abouts, down to and sometimes 
touching the line of life. 

Most people have this line, or a 
portion of it on their palms. 

Those who don't possess it at all 
are probably the healthiest types 
of individuals. 

When this Line of Hepatica 
runs down almost from the little 
finger and touches the line of life, 
it indicates hereditary heart dis­
ease and is usually distinguishable 
at an early age. 

If this Line of Hepatica is as 
deep or more deeply marked than 
the line of life, and if it cuts 
through the line of life, the junc­
ture will give the year of death. 

If the line is only touching the 
line of life but not cutting through 
it, an injury will only be temporary, 
although the effects may be with 
the subject all his life. 

When the Line of Hepatica is 
broken and little lines are seen 
running beside it, instead of one 
straight line, the indication is for 
stomach disorder, such as ulcers. 
This tend�ncy is usually backed 
up by being on a thin, dry palm. 

A group of short thin lines in 
the area, in place of a solid Line of 
Hepatica will indicate kidney or 
liver diseases. 

This is usually accompanied by 
a yellow-tinged palm, even though

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the illness may not occur for many 
years hence. 

Since the left hand indicates the 
hand a person is born with and 
shows his potential, a disease 
indicated on the left palm, but not 
on the right, means he will 
outgrow his potential tendencies. 

For a left-handed person, the 
opposite readings are required. 

If the left is free from signs of 
illnesses or diseases the person 
through his lifestyle, contacts, 
environment and the entire ap­
proach to holistic disease preven­
tion, has acquired them himself. 

Another approach to studying 
the hands for health potential, and 
one encompassing a total holistic 
approach to health, could be to 
study the hands of a family to pick 
up those hereditary characteris­
tics which might lend themselves 
to health problems. 

It is well to keep in mind, 
however, than none of the signs 
spoken of, taken singly, indicate a 
particular disease. Various signs 
must be put together to paint a 
full picture of the health potential 
of an individual. 

But this too is truly in keeping 
with the holistic approach to 
health, which opens wide the 
dQor, the components contributing 
to a healthy individual. 

And perhaps palmistry, that 
ancient art, long scoffed at by 
science, can in the long run, 
contribute to the well-being of an 
individual.

CAN THE 
FUTURE EXIST NOW? 

Despite positive research in the 
field, many people still find 
precognition hard to accept. Their 
reluctance seems not to hinge so 
much on a disbelief that the mind 
can perform such a function , but 
rather upon a philosophical and 
scientific premise that the future 
cannot exist now. They believe 
quite logically that time is a kind 
of moving point beginning with 
the ' 'big bang' ' creation of the 
universe some sixteen billion years 
ago, and that the future is in a 
' 'process of becoming' '  from the 
present. We cannot go into the 
future in the ' 'time machine' '  
sense because it simply does not 
exist . Neither can we see into it. 
We cannot return to the past 
because it no longer exists. This 
moving point called time has 
obliterated the past by changing it 
into the present. 

The idea from geometry of the 
"point" is relevant here . The 
point is a place in space that has 
no length, width or depth. We 
cannot live partially in the past or 
the future because this moving 
point does not overlap with others 
because there is nothing to over­
lap ! There is only the ' 'right now ' '  
constantly changing into the fu­
ture. 

Two ideas , one scientific and 
one philosophical, need to be 
brought out for clarification. The 
scientific one holds that the 
present is nothing more than a 
certain configuration of atoms, 
subatomic particles , and the vari­
ous energy fields associated with 
them. For them to arrange them-

selves in exactly the same pattern 
again is statistically almost impos­
sible . Hence the past is gone 
forever, never to be exactly re­
peated. One might argue that if 
the universe has an infinite a­
mount of time matter might 
rearrange itself into the previous 
patterns again. However, modem 
astronomy and cosmology seem to 
suggest now that just as the 
universe had a beginning it will 
also have an end. When all of the 
stars use up their hydrogen fuel 
and the force of the ' 'big bang' ' is 
dissipated the universe will grow 
dark and perhaps collapse inward. 

The philosophical or religious 
argument is related to the previous 
one. It is that the universe is in a 
process of evolving. There is a 
pattern and plan to it. The moving 
point of time describes the course 
of that plan : from chaos to a 
physical structure of stars, galax­
ies ,  etc ; from non-living to living ; 
from non-intelligence to intelli­
gence and on to an unknown 
future . 

We are left now with a paradox. 
On the one hand we have positive 
evidence that precognition does 
exist. Yet it seems to contradict 
some of our very basic and logical 
ideas of the nature of the universe.  
What then is  the solution. 

The answer may be that the 
future does not have to exist for 
one to· predict it with a reasonable 
degree of accuracy. If one tosses a 
two-headed coin. it will tum up 
heads (unless it lands on edge ! ) .  
We are able to predict this

Size Hail Over Colorado 

The residents of Fort Colins . 
Colorado , are upset, and they 
have reason to be . It seems that 
hail-the size of grapefruit has 
pelted the area causing much 
damage . The estimated cost of 
the damages soared to $20 million 
and car body repair shops , along 
with insurance agents were be­
sieged by calls . 

Several persons , including an 
84-year-old woman were hospital­
ized by the strange hail which 
lasted 25 minutes .  Most of the 
victims were taken to the Poudre 
Valley Hospital. The size of the 
hail was so fantastic that some 
went through rooftops , smashing 

2-by-4s and some 2-by-6s .

Footsteps of a Prehistoric Family 

A discovery made recently in 
the Laetoli region of northern 
Tanzania - footprints,  frozen in 
time and hardened by volcanic ash 
- indicates that upright creatures 
walked the earth 500,000 years 
earlier than previously believed. 

The prints , 47 of them in all, 
stretch in two slightly different 
trails for 73 feet. They are 
believed to belong to an adult 
male leading the way, followed by 
a youth , or a female carrying 
something, possible an infant. 
The footprints are sharp,- indicat­
ing that the creatures were not 
fleeing. 

Anthropologist Mary Leakey, 
who announced discovery of the 
footprints at the National Geo­
graphic Society in Washington 
last March, said the prints , cast 
some 3. 6 millions ago, are almost 
the same as modem man ' s .  ·she 
brought out that this was the 
earliest evidence of an upright, 
two-legged, free-standing gait 
made by a direct ancestor of man. 

Mrs . Leakey's  find was con­
firmed by Dr. Donald C. Johnson, 
curator of physical anthropology 

at the Cleveland Museum of 
Natural History, who in January , 
1979, announced discovery of a 
new, three million year old species 
of prehuman ancestor, found in 
Ethiopia, and said to pre date 
Doctor Leakey's  discovery by 
500,000 years . 

According to Mrs . Leakey, the 
creature 3 . 6  million years ago was 
probably not:- Homo sapiens , al­
though it had many human traits 
and characteristics ,  but he was 
' 'on the direct road to man' ' ,  
unlike other ' 'homonids' '  that 
went off on side branches and 

became extinct. 
It is assumed that the larger of 

the creatures ,  about 4 '  -8" tall, 
came first. Before he passed, a 
shower had dampened the ash, 
and his footprints petrified: 

Half an hour later, the smaller 
creature followed. While the larg­
er creature 's  height is compared 
to an 1 1  or 12-year-old boy of 
today, his female counterpart, 
about 4' tall (much like an 8-year 
old of today) broke her stride 
about halfway across the ash, 
tume.d left, stopped,  but then 
resumed walking along the male's  
earlier path, leaving 27 petrified 
footprints .  

Said Mrs. Leakey, ' 'There was 
something intensely human about 
this. It was as if she saw or heard 
something to her left, possibly a 
threat, turned to see what it was , 
and then moved on. ' '  

Most probably more rain fol­
lowed , and the ash turned to hard 
rock to survive the long ages to 
come until last year when the 
footprints were discovered, their 
age to be established by radio­
active dating of the rock . 0 

' 'WHERE THERE'S SMOKE , THERE'S FIRE' ' 

That old adage , ' 'Where there 's  
smoke , there' s  fire , ' '  has been the 
source of many prov�n truths 
down through the ages . 

Mary Mel bar, a language-arts 
major at Kenyon College in Gam­
bier, Ohio, is one person who it 
seems goes along with this trite, 
but usually applicable cliche . 

Since she has collected bits and 
pieces of data about ethereal 
inhabitants of her 155-year (}ld 
university, she has found that 
investigating them is quite a fas­
cinating preoccupation . 

Miss Mel bar, of Brecksville , 
maintains that the many macabre 
stories she has come across are 
such a fascinating facet of Kenyon 
life that they should be preserved. 

For instance , there is the pool­
ghost, she brought out a spirit 
who supposedly dwells in the col­
lege swimming pool. Wet foot­
prints were seen at the pool on 
occassions when no one had been 
near the water. According to the 
many tales ,  the pool ghost was not 
a Kenyon student in its previous 
life , but might have been a 
member of the Army Air Corps . It 
is a known fact that the. Air Force 
was stationed at the university in 
1942 for training in meteorology . 

Other tales the pretty coed has 
collected include· a ghost that met 
his earthly demise duririg a frater­
nity initiation some years before , 
and one who suffered from unre­
lenting love . Then there is the 

account of nine people killed in a 
campus fire 30 years ago. And 
there is yet another, a ghost 
playing the organ in one of the 
campus auditoriums .  

Miss Melbar explained that 
Stuart Pierson was the student 
who died during the fraternity 
ritual. According to her research, 
he had been led to some nearby 
railroad tracks ,  fell asleep and 
was killed by a passing train. This 
happened in 1905 . 
" Until I have seen - actually seen 
something, I'm not going to let it 
bother me, ' '  she maintained, and 
added a comforting thought ; no­
where in her research has she ; found any account of ghosts

First, the consultee first re­
ceives a guideline by which he 
might better understand himself 
through an interpretation of his 
own personal symbols.

;Jt·s quite safe to 5t1:1 that of all the organized religious 
sects on the current scene. one church In particular 
stands above all in its unique approach to religion.

The feisty Hensley flied suit against the IRS in federal 
district court for return of the funds and to per­
manently establish the ULC as a legal tax exempt 
entity. On March 1 .  1 g] 4 Judge James F. Battin ruled 
against the I RS in his decision which stated. "Neither 
this court or any branch of this government will 
consider the merits or fallacies of a religion. Nor will 
the court praise or condemn a religion. Were the 
court to do so. it would impinge upon the guarantees 
of the First Amendment . . .  The judge then ordered 
the I RS to return the impounded money and to grant 
the Universal Life Church its tax exempt status. 

Reverend Hensley has stated that he believes a 
church is people and not just a fancy building. He also 
believes in total fi"eedom and equality for all people. 
The ULC will ordain anyone without rega-d to religious 
beliefs. race. nationality. sex or �· 

The ULC's success formula is both effective and 
unquestionably l.egal After a person has become an 
ordained minister. he or she .can join with two other 
people and form their own Universal Life Church. 
These three people then make up the Board of 
Directors consisting of a Pastor. a Secretary and a 
Treasurer. The ULC will then grant the group the use 
of its legal church charter complete with both federal 
and state tax exempt numbers. The newly formed 
church may then open a bank account in the church's 
name. Any member of the church can legally donate 
up to SO% of his or her oUtside income to the church 
and take a corresponding tax deduction. The church 
In turn can pay the complete housing cost of its 
minister including rent or mortgage payment. insur­
ance. taxes. furnishings and repairs. The church can 
also provide the minister with full use of an automo-
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bile as well as pay for travel and educational expenses. 
None of these expenses are reported as income to 
the IRS. Recently a whole town in Hardenburg. New 
York became Universal Life ministers and turned 
their homes into religious retreats and monasteries 
thereby relieving themselves of property taxes, at 
least until the state tries to flgure out what to do . .  

Churches enjoy certain other tax beneflts over the 
common man on the street. For instance, a church 
can legally buy and sell real estate or stocks and 
bonds completely tax fi"ee. It can receive tax fi"ee 
income fi"om · bank deposits or mortgages. Many 
churches own large publishing. recording. or other 
related businesses like hospitals. clinics and schools 
without paying any income tax. 

A church can sponsor any kind of fund raising 
event such as a concert play or even bingo. Churches 
are also exempt fi"om paying inheritance taxes. When 
the pastor of the church dies. the Board of Directors 
simply appoints a new pastor and the church goes on. 

Reverend Hensley has stated that he personally 
doesn't believe in the tax exempt status of churches. 
However. if the government is going to give a fi"ee 
ride to Billy Graham and the Pope. then why not let 
everybody participate in these blessings. Further­
more. he backs his words up by offering to defend in 
court the tax exempt status of his congregations. 

Since the church was founded in 1 962. it has 
attracted members who are movie and TV personali­
ties. businessmen. government officials, lawyers, and 
doctors as well as all types of regular 'NOrking people. 
During the last 1 5 years the Universal Life church has 
blossomed into a full blown grass roots populace 
movement Reverend Hensley is ordaining ten 
thousand new ministers a week and predicts that the 
church will have over 20,000,000 members by the 
early 1 980's. In addition, requests for intervie\NS and 
TV appearances continue to pour in. 

Anyone who is a member of the ULC will tell you 
that the ULC is destined to change the world. By 
unifYing mankind into a brotherhood of fi"eedom 
orientated individuals, each respecting the other's 
right to live life as they see flt. the Universal Life 
Church hopes to put an end to all wars. Reverend 
Hensley admits that thiS is a pretty monumental 
task to accomplish. but he also points out that he is 
already well on the way to reaching his goal.

and a woman arguing upstairs. 
Believing two of the guests had 
remained, she walked up to the 
second floor to find it deserted. 

In October, 1976, a psychic 
from nearby Altoona, visited the 
mansion, accompanied by her 
sister, who Mrs. Hoover said 
strongly resembled Evelyn in her 
youth.

he felt well, gaps began to show 
up in the glowing aura. The next 
day he claims that he became 

violently ill with a severe case of 
the flu. Apparently Kirlian photo­
graphy had diagnosed the onset of 
the illness even before his body 
began to feel any symptoms. 
Today more and more medical 
experts are beginning to recog­
nize the validity and value of 
Kirlian photography as a tool to 
diagnose disease. Think what it 
could mean to frail mankind if 
they ever accepted it completely 
or perfected it! 

Dr. Sheinkin (M.D. ) ,  Chairman 
of the Medical Committee for 
IKRA came up with similar re­
sul�, as did Ed Graff, Executive

CAN THE FUTURE EXIST N OW?/conti nued from page 43 
because of our knowledge of 
gravity and the structure of the 
coin.

THE DAY IT RAINED  GLASS/continued from page 35 
the phenomena over the shopping 
center. 

The object was tested by Robert 
Oldrieve, a scientist for 20 years 
at NASA Cleveland. The material 
was given spectrochemical and 
diffractometer tests and the result 
was found to be glass. . 

By far the most interesting 
coincidence of all is the finding 
that the glass is not obsidian, or 
pitchstone , or any of the volcanic 
glasses or common natural glass­
es. In fact, Dr. Richard Grekila, 
Director, Glass Research, West­
inghouse Research Laboratory, 
suggested feldspar, anorthite or 
orthoclase with limestone in solu-
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tion. However, such a glass would 
not be clear but crystalline. The 
coincidence is how vastly different 
the unknown glass is from any 
natural glass, and how close in 
composition it is to glasses which 
were found to be desirable for 
rocket nozzle applications in a 
NASA program.

when he was eleven. It so in­
spired him as to vow that someday 
he would decipher it. 

In his seventeenth year. he 
learned that a copy of the Rosetta 
Stone was to be in Paris at an 
Egyptologist Convention and he 
was determined to go. He stayed 
on in Paris after the convention to 
continue his studies, in Sanscrit 
and Persian , to add to his already 
long list of languages.  In addition 
he was working on a Coptic 
dictionary. But times were bad 
and Champollion often went with­
out food, or fuel for his small attic 
room. He lost considerable weight 
and became very ill. 

Early in 1809 he left Paris to live 
with his brother in Grenoble, 
where he was recognized for his 
manucript Egypt Under The Phar­
aohs. On March 7th he met 
Napoleon when the Emperor re­
turned to France from Elba. 
Napoleon had read Egypt Under 
The Pharaohs and was greatly 
impressed by the brilliance of the 
19 year-old who had recently won 
a professorship at the University. 

Napoleon was shocked to hear 
Champollion had never been to 
Egypt. "I've been there, "  Napo­
leon stated, "and tasted the 
history, the land and the people. 
You've captured them all so 
perfectly. ' '  

Champollion told Napoleon of 
the Coptic Dictionary he had just 
finished and Napoleon agreed to 
take it to Paris for publication. 
When Bonaparte asked the young 
professor what he intended to do 
now, Champollion told him he 
intended to work on the heirogly­
phics using a rubbing from the 
original. Napoleon was no doubt 
surprised. He was convinced of 
the powers of the ancient Egyp­
tians . He had dealt with the 
power in his overnight stay in the 
King's Chamber of the great 
pyramid in Giza. He knew well of 
the Rosetta Stone and the disas­
ters that fell in its wake. But he 
wished the young man well. 

For the next thirteen years the 
solution to the Rosetta Stone 
remained outside · Champollion' s 
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For thirteen years 
the solution to the 
stone remained a 

mystery, but on 
September 14, 1822 

he came out of 
his room shouting, 

' 'I've found it! 

grasp but, on September 14, 1822, 
he came out of his room shouting, 
"Je tien !'affaire. "  (I've got it ! )  
He was overcome with ecstasy 
and collapsed on the floor, re-: 
maining unconscious for almost 
four days. Later he revealed to his 
brother that he was inspired by 

God. That he had VISions and 
mystical experiences, but he truly 
believed his success had come 
from the power of the stone. 

Five thousand years of secrets 
dissolved in his work and Egypt­
ologists were able to open the 
mysteries of the sacred writings. 
The history of the Pharoahs lay 
exposed for the taking. 

At 34 he was known around the 
world, and received an invitation 
from King Charles to appear in 
Paris. Glory filled his life as his 
meager situation reversed itself. 
In 1828 he was honored as Keeper 
of Egyptian Collections at the 
Louvre and was directed to head 
an expedition sailing to Alex­
andria on July 31st 1830. 

At last he put his feet on the soil 
of the land that haunted him all 
his life. He adopted the native 
dress, and so meticulous was his 
command of the language every­
one mistook him for an Egyptian. 
For eighteen glorious months he 
traveled in Egypt. His work was 
confirmed everywhere he wen�. 

At his stop in Memphis, Cham- · 

pollion was saddened to see the 
city plundered and destroyed but 
he rebuilt the ruins in his imagina­
tion. So vivid was the picture that 
the city became alive again. But 
he soon awakened from the dream 
with the rubble at his feet. 
The expedition returned to Al­
exandria; having seen Egypt as 
few others. He sailed in sadness 
for Toulon in Deeember, 1829. 

At home more honors awaited 
him . He continued his work in 
Paris but on January 27, 1832, he 
suffered a severe stroke . The 
doctors gave no hope for recovery. 
Champollion, the first to com­
pletely conquer the Rosetta Stone 
died quietly on March 4, 1832. 

Did the curse ebb on those first 
21 days out of Egypt? Champollion 
found greatness after working 21  
years with the stone. Is the figure 
21 significant in any way? 
It leads one to wonder, for the 
closer you look the more questions 
you find. Though docile now, the 
stone still wears its shroud of 
mystery. D

vanished below the water. 
In early 1960, an article on the 

creature appeared in the widely · 
read Soviet newspaper Komso­
molskaya Pravda. As a result of 
the news story, many scientific 
expeditions traveled to explore 
the lake's mysteries ;  however, all 
failed to come up with any 
concrete evidence of the monster's  
existence . 

British scientists, fresh from 
Scotland's Loch Ness, arrived at 
the lake and saw nothing, but 
speculated that if something is 
there , it is perhaps a descendant 
of a prehistoric family of aquatic 
creatures,  as their own Scottish 
lake monster is reputed to be part 
of. . 

In any event, Soviet journalist 
Anatoly Pankov, who wrote a 
best-selling book about Siberia, 
' 'The Oymyakonsky Meridian, ' '  
stated that the Siberian natives 
have been warning travelers for 
more than a century not to cross 
Labinkir Lake by canoe, for fear 
that whatever lives there will 
overturn the craft and kill them.

Photographs taken 
from the submerged bell appear 
to show forms of a bridge or stone 
walls and fragments of a strong­
hold with wide stairways.

' 'All these were covered by 
underwater plants , and were 
ruined and flattened, ' '  s�d Soviet 
scientist Andrei Aksenov, an ex­
pert on unexplained marine phe­
nomena. 

Although dozens of theories 
and counter-theories of what the 
eight photographs depicted, the 
Russians are cautious in their 
claim and Aksenov maintained 
more research is needed. 

In a recent article , the scientist 
stated that research had discov­
ered ' 'precisely at the .spot Plato 
had indicated, ' '  mountains with 
flat tops 100 to 200 meters below 
the surface of the sea. 

Geological evidence, Aksenov 

said, indicated the archipelago 
might once have been above water 
level, but might have sunk as a 
direct result of upheavals along 
the ocean floor.
