Then the New York 
Herald on April 20 gave the account from Sis­
terville that at 9 p.m., the object stood 
above the tDwn flashing white, green, and red 
lights. There seems no do.ubt that for a month 
a large "tube" was seen over a great par t of 
the middle west and that it had red and green

'Ibis peculiar object has been reported to 
CSI by four widely separated observers to date

CSI has tape recording evidence plus e,ye­
wi tness accounts from associate maubers to 
verify the double-rings. · 

Sigh tings ware about equally divided be­
tween day and night, with night sightings 
leading by a slight edge of 72 to 65 for the 
day group . Nine explosions of objects (which 
could conceivably be meteors ) were reported 
and seven had some sort of sound. 

Although most flying saucers never made the · 
slightest sound, CSI has received several good 

· repor�ts in which a uniq1�e hUmming like bees o1· 
static e1ectri city has been reported .. 

California led all other states in number 
of sig htings reported. Others wl th a high 
n�er were Wisconsin, Penns.ylvania, New York 
and Texas. 

Although. the bulk or the first 220 sight­
ings were for 1951 a"ld 1952, every year back 
to 1947 when saucers first came into the 
public consciousness is well represented., 

In addition there was a good sprinkling of 
sigh tings extendi.ng through the 30 1 s and sav�­
!'al early sightingCJ as early as 1896, 1898, · . 
1904 ��d 1907 were reported to CSI qy old­
tiniers relieved arter a lif'etime to mystifi-. 

cation to tell someone of their strange ex­
periences. 

The original gr�up of CSI sightings, plus 
several hundred later ones at'e now being 
analyzed and studied by the organization's 
evaluation board in a long-term project to 
detennine the origin, nature and pur-post: of 
the strange objects.

Many sight.ings have been repor ted  by news­
papers and p er sonal letters from France. 

• One report came recm tJ.y fran Rangoon, 
Burma, and two sightings were report_ed from 
rorei this spring by the cren of two United 
States war planes within a few minutes fr<D 
each ot her . A statement i s  being i nve s ti gated 
tha. t one of these planes fired at the disc and 
that the bullets glanced off the di s c  like off 
a sphere, as the path of tracer bullets showed.

NEW BEHAVIOR PATTERN OBSERVED 
'lhe recen tly aVTa� :0 t : ed  i :-:tere st i n  flying 

saucer activities bro ught with it a s erie s of 
�lel-1 ar� extr�rnely s ci en tific th eo ries . The 
present trend indica tt:s an anxious hope that 
one s uch theory Will fj_ na� be f ound which 
vrill be all encompassing, explaining all si tua­
tion.s um er -which the pheno�ena have been ob­
s e rv ed, and al l  the different types o! stran ge 
.sky-obj e c ts being repor ted . Then co me s alo ng 
one of t mse p erfectly incredible coincidences, 
brir,ging v.i th it an enti rely new behavior charac­
teris tic, which wo uld make the proponen ts  of 
the mirage , the i oni2.ed par ticle, and the 
elec tromagnetic vortex r.i r� th eories hard 
put to remain convincing in their convictions . 

For four night s, between July 23 and July 
26 , and at almost the same hour on each occas­
i on, widely separated groups in the Los 
At!geltts a.rea have watched lal'ge, bright obj ects 
move over the city, hover, · then s eem to split 
into several pieces. 

On the night of the 24th, CSI received 
reports from Reseda and from Bellflower, where 
s eparate groups of observer s watched an obj ect 
split into three pie ces . Cn the evening of 
the 25th, a former Haj or in th e  Air Force, 
now connected ld. th CAP, observed the same 
phenomenon over the community of Hawthorne . 
Several obserVers who wer e with him reported 
tllat the obj ect split into six pieces . The 
same characteri stic was then reported on 
the night of July 26 by manbers of the San 
Pedro police force. Up t o  this point ,  the re 
had been no newspaper publi city to sugge st 
the new behavior pattern to the several 
groups of people. 

Then, through Box 19 71, CSI received a 
wri tta1 report of a sighti ng by thr e e  people , 
employed at a maj or  air craft plant, an 
July 23. Thes e men watch ed the obj e ct 
through binoculars, and s tate tha t  the 
" splitting " effe ct ob s erved by the naked eye ,  
wa s  in reality two smaller obj ects emerging 
from what the reporter calls the "mother 
ship" . His letter follows : 

"A strange bri ght si lver obj ect was fir s t  
si ghted coming in from a southeas tern dire c­
ti on. My posi tion of ob servati on was from a 
northwes t ern s ectio n of Culver City. 

"The obj e ct, as seen wi th the naked eye 
was a brilli an t  silv er color , but no shape 
could be det ermined. As observed through 
7 x 50 binoculars, the obj ect had a ver.y 
definite ov al shape • • • and flew in a some­
what. straight line wi th a rocld.ng mo tion 
for appr oximat ely 20 minutes . It then s topp ed  
cii rectly ov erhead and s e E!Il ed to hover in space. 
J.fter approx::ima tely two minutes it was obser­
ved that the strang� obj ec t was launcr..ing 
obj ects of much smaller size than the parent 
ship . These smaller. obj e cts were launched

Then, 
after the mother shi p r.ad received the two 
small obj e ct s  back in itself, it appeared to 
ascend straight up, until it was los t  to vision 
through the binoculars ."
