N umerous saucer sightings' have 
been made in Australia and reporte< ·
to the Australian Flying. Sa�cer Ma· 
gazine, which, like its American· 
counterparts·, is engaged in trying 
to solve the great riddle of the 
age. 

The magaz i ne also published sigi 
ings from all over the world.. The 
May, ·1953 issue contained a ·most 
unusual one from Mrs. A.- M. ·'King ,

It remained i n  t he air about 
20 reet above the sea, parallel with 
the Llandovery Castle, and traveling in 
the same d irection. 

-"Gain ing a little in speed, a.fter a 
second or two, the whole shape disap­
peared without a sound, from the rear 
issuing fierce flames which shot out to 
about half the length of.the object. It 

,appeared that there must.be· something 
like a huge furnace inside the thing, 
but still we could bear no noise .from 
the_flamea. No windows could be seen, 
only a band of metal around the entire 
thing, w�ich, if i t  had been a complete 
cigar-shape, would have been centrally 
located. . 

"The object was very large, about 
four times the length of the Llandovery 
Cast.le and� at a rough gue·ss, about 

.t.four.times aa hi gh. We bad a wonderful 
. . view but in a few seconds it disappear­

ed. No light was seen forward as it 
ler.t, it just vanished soundlessly in 
the darkness . . •  One of the ship's of­
ficers wi tb a few passengers • • . had. 
seen the same thing • . •  To my surprise, 
I read lat�r of Capt. Bicknell's ex-
peri·ence over Mt. Kili�_anjaro in 1951 
( s.ee CSI Bulletin fto. 2, 1953) and saw 
the exact shape in an illustration of

Reports Mr .. Stringfield: ''I ob­
served this giant illipsoid at approo 
imatel y 4:15 A.Mo in a pitch black b1 
cloudless sky. The stars were out i1 
fullest brillianceo Walking home, 
after admitting my wife (at Mercy Ho: 
pi tal ) for an emergency appendectomy: 
I glanced skyward to seek out the 
position o.f Jupiter. Instantly, the 
obje�t came in·v�ew. Moving in a 
nor�herl y course, I judged the ob­
ject to be· at grea t altitude, ·roughl: 

several miles. It moved two half 
dollar length { based on its size 
equal to a half dollar ) i n  a minute ': 
time before completing i ts strange 
disappearance. The object was of a 
paled or milkisb-blue lum i nescen9e, 
with a multiple rib effect runn ing 
its �ntire length. These ribs or 
corrugati ons emanated a br i ghter 
bluish-white luminosity which may 
have been the vehicle's windows or 
power plant exhaust· j ets . 

"The behavior too, was. singular • 

The.craft, i n  its forward motion, 
seemed to list or roll. At the com­
pletion of this maneuver, the· object 
then passed through what seemed a 
hypothetical vanishing line--a regio 
of space that gradually swallowed up 
the ent.ire luminous contour .. The 
frontal porti on of tbe object seemed 
vaguely pointed or acum inate like a 
leaf pattern, whi le the posterfor 
tapered to a blunt, almost amorphous 
edge. No exhaust tra i l  was visi ble, 
no sound audible. "

SAUCERS ARE NOT SPACESHIPs,· SAYS CLARKE 

A new theory on what flying saucers 
may be is advanced in the·; current issue 
of the Journal of the British Inter­
planetary Society by A,. C .·.\�clarke, chair­
man. It varies from the basi� v1ews 
held by the majority to date--that 
saucers are either spaceships from some 
other planet or are the secret missiles 
of some nation on our own earth. 

" Before going to the United States 
1n the Spring of 1952, I believed that 
fly_ing saucers probably did not exist, " 
Clarke states, "but that if they did., 
they were spaceships. As a result of 
meeting witnesses whose integrity and 
scientific standing could not be 
doubted, and discussing the matter with 
many.· people who had given it serious 
thought� I have nov reversed my 
opinion . 

"I have little doubt that Unidenti­
fied Aerial Objects do exist--and 
equally little doubt that they are not 

1 spaceships! The evidence aga ins t the 
latte r hypothesis is, in my op inion, 
quite overwhelming, f or reasons given 
below. 

" . .. .  Only recently did I come 
across the classic sighting by Maunder 
at the Greenwich Observatory in 1882 
wh i ch undoubtedly accounts for some of 
the most spectacular cases and proves 
the existence of phenomena which, 
a priori, one would not have believed 
possible. 

"I think it must be said at once 
that there ·is no single explanation 
for all U . A . O o 's. Ev�n the reports 

L__ __________ -- -- -- �- --
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that are left after a thorou gh 
weeding-out of hoaxes, misinter­
pretations, etc., vary too much 
among themselves. 

11T\IO facts� in my op inio n, provt 
almost conclusively that perhaps 
the largest and most represen t ative 
class are not spaceships. In the 
first pl ace they have been observed 
to travel at a c c e lerat i ons which no 
material body could stando 

"The second fact is ever more 
significant .. Despite the enormous 
speeds reported, no s ounds are ever 
heard from any U. A . O . 's. As every­
one who has ever hear d a sonic bang 
will admit , even a small body movi� 
at speed through the atmos phe re can 
produce a considerable amount of 
noise . Some of the U.A.O. 's. re­
ported would have caused nothing 
less than concussions that would 
have blasted. hundreds of squ are 
mi.le s. 

"This, in my opin ion , leaves no 
doubt that they �re not material 
bodies . Or if they are solid, they 
must be above the atmosphere--an 
explanation which is rid iculous as 
it would make the accele ration s ever 
more fantastic, and would mean that 
some of the objects were many miles 
in d:iameter.
