So, then, wha t  do we have? IJJe have , 
throughout recorded his to ry ,  s tori es  o f  
thi ngs that  seem to com e from the  outsi de ; 
tha t i s, not pa rt  o f  wha t we woul d consi d­
er  normal a f fa i rs . We  are  dealing  wit h  
mythic  ph enomena, but  i n  a very r eal way. 
IJJe read o f  stra ng e  b ei n g s  and  o r di na ry 
peo pl e ,  a ppea r i n g  a n d  disa ppeari n g. I f  
these  ta l es a re ba sed  o n  fact , wha t pat­
t ern  can we a pply  to exp lai n it? 

V.  THE  I NT ER� LA NET A RY S OLUTI ON 

lVhen we  thi nk of fly i ng saucers, one 
thing  tha t com es rea dily to mi n d  is the 
po ss ibi l i ty tha t  we might b e  dealing with . 
some  ex traterre strial forc e .  

T h e  i dea ha s mer i t, alt hough th ere a r e  
certa in o b j ecti o ns t ha t  must b e  dea l t  
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wi t h .  For one thing , our ever- i ncreasing  
knowl e dge o f  scienc e  i s  placing  a dampe r 
on  thi s i dea . Pr esent  sci e n t i f ic evi dence  
shows a mi nimum possi bil i ty o f  a dvanced 
l i fe els ewhere wi thin  our solar system . 
And  for rea sons i ncluding  l i ght- speed  fac­
tors and the vastness  o f  i nter- stellar 
space , - i t  i s  l e s s  l ik e l y  that  inha b i tant s 
o f  o ther systems cou l d  t ravel  here  i n  
grea t numbers .  These di fficu l t i es are  
perhaps  no t i n surmountabl e ,  but  t hey  
shou l d  be  tak en i nto co n s i dera t ion . 

There i s  a l so the na ture  of the phen­
omena being  dea l t  wi t h: These  things seem 
to b e  i n t i ma tely t i e d  in wi th huma_n h i s• 
tory , although a dmi tt edl y  they  �re u suai l y  
exclude d  from t h e  tex tboo k s .  

A dd t o  these facto r s  a no ther: T h e  al­
mos t  ( ? )  superna tura l nature of these  man­
i fe stations . 

We canno t  completel y  di sprove  t h e  i n­
terplanetary thes i s , but there i s  certa i n­
ly  good rea son to seek ou t ano ther hypo­
the s i s  which might  be  more  easily appl i e d  
to t h e  da ta ava i la b l e .  

V I . ENT E R  A R  

T h e  "A l ternate  Reali ty "  t ho ery  mi gh t 
. of fer the n ecessary  qua li fications .  

" A l terna te R eal i t y , " or AR , i s  a theo­
. ry ba sed o n  the i daa t hat one or mor e  
vmrl ds exi st outsi de t h e  perspective to 
whi ch we are accustomed .  S uch worlds  
woul d not  necessari ly bA  o f  the "4th di­
men sion , "  but cou l d  be  caused b y  some con­
di ti on completely outsi de of  our experi­
ence . 

T-he theory goes o n  to speculate  t ha t 
one or  more o f  these  h ypothet ica l a l t ar­
nate wo rlds a re i n  some way co nnected  wi t h  
o u r  o w n  world- un iv erse . These wor l ds 
mi ght ex i st i n  the same place , yet  separ­
ately; fo r a roug h  a nalogy , thi nk of the  
di fferent channel s o n  yqur  telev i s ion  set . 

I t  is  further speculated  that  the i n­
habi tant s  o f  one  o r  mo re o f  these  wor l ds 
may b e  i n  communication  wi t h  our own 
worl d ,  an d ma y i n  fact hav� b een so for a s  
long a s  our own universe  has exi sted .  The  
rea so ns for  thi s t h eo r y  wou l d  b e  fai rly 
obviou s .  I t  expla i n s  much or  all of the  
hi storical anomali e s ,  wi t hout a great  a­
mount o f  point- s t re tch i ng . I n  l i gh t  o f  
this  theory , one  coul d  explai n  such things  
as : 
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VI  s.t ONS : Vi sions may b e  a glimpse o f  
one o r  mo re o f  these hypothetical al tar­
nate real i t i es .  Ordinari l y ,  perhaps 
t hrough a fo rm o f  "psychic block , "  we  a re 
unable  to see t hese  wo rlds .  Some perso ns 
rnay b e  more  gi fted  a t  seeing  such worlds 
and a re tiv i siona r i e s" or "psychics . " Oth­
ers may see suc h  vi si o n s  only u�der the 
i n fluence of dru gs ,  etc. Some maY. becom e 
a bl e  to see the s e  alt e rnate wo rl ds ,  but 
a re unable  to relate  to _ them. Such per­
so n s  would  b ecome menta l ly i ll .  

FL VI NG SAUCERS s I f  there  i s  i nter-
peneth:itioM b e tween these wo ri ds , flyin g  
sa�cers could  be  vehibles  from one or more  
of  them .  

D I SAP PEAR A N CES: I t  i s  qui te  possible  
tha t  an  intentional o r  uni nten ti ona l _mer­
ger of real i ti es cou l d  happen  at any loca­
tion  a t  a ny time. On such occa si ons , a 
perso n  migh t , i n  full v i ew o f  o th er s ,  seem 
to di sappear when in fact the person  ha s 
dro pped  i nto - o r  been  pul l ed into - an 
alt e rnate  wor l d .  

T h e  possi b i l i ti e s  a re tremendo us . The 
t heory . ma y ,  of course ,  be qui te erroneou s .  
I a m  mysel f  by  n o  means commi tted  t o  i t .  
But  I woul d suggest t hat a stro ng a rgument 
i n  i ts favnr i s  the v er y  fac t tha t  i t  pro­
vi  des a key to so many  una nswered  ques­
t i o n s  • 

VI I .  THE OTHER POSSIBILI TIES 

A s  mentioned previousl y ,  there  are 
o ther  i dea s that hav e  meri t .  However , to 
explai n all o f  these var iables  by  Jungian 
psychology  wou l d  be extremely i nteresting : 
Here  we s eem to run a foul o f  cases  of mul­
t i p l e  si ght:irigs  o f  s trange  phenomena a t  
the same time , a nd the cases o f  physica l 
evi dance  o f  o n e  sort o r  a no ther; pho to­
graphs , ra da r ,  or wha tever . 

The po s si b i lity  o f  "combination"  
sources  al so exi s t s .  Thi s do es  not neces­
sar ily  conflict  wi t h  the A R  t h eor y .  For 
example ,  one  coul d easi l y  develop a theory  
l i nki ng  A R  �nd the  i n t e rpla neta r y  concep t .

Palmer entered the flyi ng sau ce r  f i e l d  
on t h e  ground floo r ,  a s  o n e  o f  the  co­
founders of " Fa t e" ·maga zi ne ,  no ted  as t he 
f i rs t  regular source o f  UFO i nforma ti o n .  

Tod�Yr� Pal�er l i ve s  quJetly wi t h  h i s  fami­
ly ·in  - Amhers t ,  Wi sconsin, a smal l  farmi ng  
community  in t he northern· pa rt  of  t�e 
stat�t! · H is · -publishing  opera ti ons-, whi ch 
i nciu de four  maga z i ne s  and  numerous books ,  
are  hea dqua rtered  a t  his home .

B y  Lt . Ph i l i p  Cast l i ng , USA R  

A s  w e  ent er the deca de o f  the  '70 1 s ,  
the sci ence o f  U F Ology ; i f  the r e  eve r  wa s 
such a thi ng , seems about  to brea th e  i t s  
last . IAihatever  t h e  sau cers a n d  their  a l­
l ege d o ccupants a re ,  they  appea r to hav e  
aba n do ne d  u s .  I t  wa sn ' t too l o n g  a g o  tha t  
U FOs moved l egi sla to r s ,  genera l s , sci en­
tist s ,  and even  Co ngre ssi ona l commi ttees . 
Of late , mo st o f  these notables  - whose  
attention  was a ttracted  only  bri e f l y  to  
the  phenomenon - have  r eturn ed  to mor e  
mea n in g ful pers�i t s .  The  Fi e l d  ha s been 
l eft i n  the not too competent ha n ds o f  
crackpots ,  mon ey- g rubber s ,  a n d  t een-age 
study g roups.  

The  tra gi c  sta t e  o f  UFOlogy is amply 
illustrated  by two recent fly i n g  saucer  
conv e n t ions , t h e  fi r st o n  t he IAiest  Coast , 
the m ore recent o n  t h e  Ea st Coa st . A t  
bot h  e vent s ,  I wa s abl e t o  mingl e freely  
wi th  some of  the  so- called  " l ea dersM  o f  
the F i e l d ,  and t o  observe them i n· unguard­
ed moments.  The  overa l l  impressi o n  wa s ,  
to sa y the lea st ,  si ckening .  

The  Giant Rock S pa cecra ft  Conventio n ,  
o n  t h e  California  desert , i s  a n  a n nua l 
co ncla v e  of  the  Fai thful whi ch  ha s been 
hel d r egularly  si nce 1953 . Back in  t h e  
1 950 1 s ,  newspaper  publi ci ty and  high  pub­
li c i nt erest i n  the  U F Os combi ned  to a t­
tra ct  severa l t housand  people  to su�H 
week e n d  convent i o n s .  True bel i eve r � ,  
most l y  o f  the " l i t t l e  ol d l a dy i n  tenni s 
shoe s "  variety , fi l l e d  the co ffers  o f  the  
vario u s  lecturers , eac h  of  whom ha d a con­
veni e n t  ou tdoor  stand  of some  so rt  to  hawk 
his  wa res .  No one  seemed to care tha t � 
for t h e  most pa rt , the same l ecturers  gav � 
the same speeche s y e a r  a fter y ea r .  The  
lectu rers  ma de a goo d l i vi n g ,  the  Fa ith fu l  
got t h e i r  annual  do se o f  Tru th , a n d  every­
one wa s happy . 

No t so , however , i n  the  yea r 1 970 . By  
then , t he ranks o f  the  " lea der s "  wer e 
thi nned  consi derably by dea ths , di spa i r ,  
alleg e d  disappea ran c es , an d depleted  fi­
nance s .  T he sur g i n g  crowds o f  yester yea r 
were la rgely missi ng - repla c e-d by ban ds 
of hi ppi es and  mo to rcycle toughs  who 
smok e d  marajuana openly in the hi l l s  over­
look i n g  t he Ro ck , a n d  yell e

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down a t  t he " ha r d  cor e . " Drunkenness , 
drugs  and  v i o lence  were t he o rder o f  the  
da y .  

Even Geo rg e  Van Ta ssel , - the g enial  
ho st  o f  t h e  Rock , cou l d  not  dispute  o r  i g­
nor e  the fac t  t ha t  bo t h  the  qua nt i ty a n d  
qua l i ty o f  t h e  crowd ha d cha nged  ra di ca l l y  
over  the years .  Whi l e  professi ng  to  be i n  
t u n e  wi th  t he c ha ngi n g  t i mes ,  he  never the­
less a dmi t t e d  t ha t  the  197 1  conventio n ,  if  
it  takes place at a l l , wi l l  proba bl y  be 
hel d i n do o rs , where the  .audi e n c e  can be  
properly scree ne d .  . .  / 

Among the  scen es  wi tnessed :  Stan  
Fri e dman , a physi ci st from the U n i versity  
of  Pe nnsylvania , hawk i n g  hi s ma terial  at  
o ne of  the  o u t door  boo ths , j us t  like  one  
of  t he huckster  c o ntactees  mi ght  do . 
Fri e dman ' ha s appa ren t l y  l ectured  wi t h  some 
succ ess at colleges  a n d  other  i nsti tutions  
a round  the  country - yet  he seemed to fi nd  
no di f fi cu l ty i n  s ink i ng · to  the  l evel  of  
the  env i ro nm ent , ra ther  t ha n  mak i ng a 
meani ngful attempt to rai se the  envi ron­
ment  to a mor e  sci enti f i c  levei . H i s  
spe ech a t  the  Rock coul d ha rdly be  ca l l e d  
cra ckpo t .  I n st ea d ,  i t  wa s i nsi p i d  and 
dul l ,  a n d  seeme d  to stir  wp a va st wa ve o f  
apa thy among t he small c rowd who were 
ha l f-pretending  to li s t e n .  

Ano ther memorable scen e :  S a u c e r  auth­
o r  Gray Ba rker , a rr i vi n g  appa ren-tly  hung­
over  a n d  b l ea ry- eyed  a t  4 : 00 p. m.  to set  
up his  boo t h ,  a fter · all  but  o n e  o f  t he 
da y ' s  spea k er s  ha d a l r eady  fi nished .  Bar­
ker , - who ha s been a con si stent exploi ter 
of saucer fans for almost  two deca des , wa s 
a ccompa ni e d  by  James W .  Mosele y  ( fo rm er 
Edito r  o f  SAUCER  NEWS)  a.rid o ther fo llow­
ers . Moseley , to be  su�� ' ha s not bi lked  
the· publ i c  as  met ho dica l l y  a s Ba rker over 
the  yea r s . However , he  i s  to be r emember­
e d  fo r · hav i n g  spo nsored ,  i n  New York City  
i n  1 967 , t h e  mo st bla tantly  commerci a l UFO  
con vention  ever  u n der taken . T hi s  time 
the pai r  wa s sorely  di sa ppoi nte d ,  as thei r 
books  fa i l ed to  mo ve , except  sa dl y  back 
i nt o  the  ca rto ns in whi ch  t hey  a rri ved .  

St i l l  anot her na�s ea ti n g  moment wa s 
the  a nnua l showin g  o f  "Dr . " F rank E .  
Stranges ' do cum entary  f i lm , cryp t i ca lly 
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cal l e d  " Phenomena 7 . 7 . u The eer� e ti tl e 
supposedly honors  the  f"act that the  U . S .  
A i r  fo rce ( now  out o f  t he saucer  busi ness)  
is  unable  to  explai n  7 .  7 percent  o f  the 
reporte d  UFO  si ghti ng s .  Thi s  crudely-ma de 
film ha s b e en " upda t e d" in ·· ·r ecent years  by 
t he a ddi tion o f  stock foo tage  showi ng  
rockets  bla sti n g  off  from Cape Kennedy . 
The distorted  a c counts  o f  " classi c "  U F O  
ca ses ,  a ccompani e d  by  ludi crous  re-en� ct­
ment s o f  same , rema i n  unchanged .
