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THE SILVER BRIDGE

By Gray Barker - Saucerian Books, Clarks-
burg, West Virginia - 1970 - $6.95.

A pall hangs over Point Pleasant, West
Virginia 1like an albatross around its
neck; a small southern town, lying on the
shores of the Ohio River, steeped in tra-
dition; a town that time has passsed by;
a town lurking on the brink of the unknown,
cursed by a long-dead Indian Chief who
was brutally and wantonly murdered by a
bend of renegade townspeopls.

Here lies the scene of one of the most
frightening sequences of svents to be
chronicled in the history of the occult -
a scene where strange happenings occur
with increasing frequency, like layers wo-
ven into the vast tapestry of Fate her-
self,

Soon innocent people would be drawn up
in a maelstrom of horrifying events, and
the very cores of their beings would shud-
der with fright; a monster cast out of
the fiery inferno of hell to wreak its
vengence upon an unsuspecting mankind; a
great feathersd creature, with massive
wingspan, who can soar through the night
skies, crying 1like =a banshee, its ear-
splitting cacophony sending the bravest of
men to the edge of despair.

Those who view such uncanny happenings
with something less than serious scien-
tific interest would, with tongue-in-
cheek, call such a heinous creature the
"Mothman." But those to confront the Dev-
il himself would not quaks with such utter
fear.

In the background, omnipresent, like a
great spectre from beyond, hangs the old
"Silver Bridge," a rusted and dying rem-
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would soon
in the

nant of happier times, that
hurl many persons to their doom
sesthing waters below.

For the reader who insists on strict
factual treatment with precise semantic
care, THE SILVER BRIDGE will be a great
disappointment. Gray Barker has not writ-
ten a straight factual presentation of the
epidemic of "Mothman" reports of the late
1960's. Rather, he has taken great liber-
ties with these facts, and has evolved a
compelling narrative that evokes sympathy
and compassion for its tragic cast of
characters.

Under Barker's magic pen, thess peopls
are not mere statistics in a tedious me-
lange of charts and tables, nor are they
Just an endless series of plastic people

forever consigned to a two-dimensional
world.

Instead, Barker has infused his char-
acters with flesh and blood. They are
real, three-dimensional pseople. We care

about them, and we care what happens to
them.
In short, Barker doss not merely re-

port on an unusual series of happenings -
he recreates them, and we vicariously ex-
perience the joys and fears of these peo-
ple as they face something beyond their
despest understanding.

THE SILVER BRIDGE is in many ways a
superlative fantasy novel, rich with ima-
ginative prose, and tinged with allegory.

This book can be enjoyed on two dis-
tinct 1levels. First, through Barker's
graphic word picture, for the pure plea-
sure of reading. And second, for a start-
lingly perceptive insight into the world
of the unknown.

There is much that lies bsensath the

Before you read this Editorial, plesse
read the article beginning on pege 6 of
this issue, "A New Look At The Three Men
In Black," by Father Thomas A, Fairbanks.
Without this background, we're not going
to make very much sense to you. Besides,
this Editorisl is largely inspired by what
Father Fairbanks has to say.

Okay.

First of all, this is not to be con=
strued as an attack on Fether Fairbanks.
We're certain he fully believes everything
he says; that he is sincerely reporting
information he wants to bring to the at-
tention of the readers of CAVEAT EMPTOR.
Father Fairbanks is a good and honorable
man, and we truly hope he isn't offended by
what we are sbout to say...

In his own very conservative way, Fa=
ther Fairbanks has dropped a few bomb-
shells! The mythical Three Men in Black
ere not mythicel at all, but real living,
breathing people instrumental in the as-
sassination of President Kennedy, Senator
Kennedy end DOr. King. Pardon us if we
seem a bit startled by the revelation.

Actually, the theory is not all that
new to us. If you subscribe to the possi-
bility that there is an orgenized agency
dediceted to wreaking havoc on the world,
the suggestion that this agency engages in
the murder of influentisl public figures
will be quite plausible indeed.

Our friend Richard Shaver will identi-
fy that agency as the Deros = degenerate
beings who use ancient and highly advanced
machines to create the string of horrible
treagedies we witness deily eround the
world,

We don't have any firm conclusions on
who they are, if they exist at all. We
can only say the evidence favors the ex-
istence of some forceor agency that has in=
terfered with the activities of flying
saucer researchers and others through the
years, Whether they are bold enough to
kill somebody, we honestly don't know.

But Father Feirbanks doesn't simply
speak in terms of speculstion, He talks
of proof, He says he can name three men

as possible "members of the ring" he be-

lieves are guilty of the Kennedy assesssi-
nation and other horrible crimes.

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A NEW LOOK AT THE THREE MEN IN BLACK
By Father Thomas A. Fairbanks

(Editor's Note: For years, the fabled
Three Men in Black have been regarded as
the arch-enemies of flying saucer re-
search., If they really exist, who and
what are they?

Father Fairbanks suggests a2 link be-
tween the Three Men and the assassination
of such figures as President Kennedy. The
reader will find a related story in our
NEWSWATCH section.)

There is a religious denomination in
San francisco functioning under the name
of the Orthodox Episcopal Church of God.
I first heard of this group from a corres-
pondent at the end of 1968, when it was
operating as a spiritualist denomination
and led by the Reverend Angelina Miller,
who used the title of Bishop.

At this period, according to my cor-
respondent, the Right Reverend Raymond
Broshears was active in San Francisco,
publicizing himself as a "Flying Saucer
Bishop." Since then Bishop Broshears has
become head of the Orthodox Episcopal
Church of God, and the group has assumed a
somewhat different look.

It is basically a mixture of a spirit-
ualist church and a Pentecostal church,
with also something of the appearance of a
schismatic Roman Catholic church or dissi-
dent Anglican (Episcopal) church.

After seeking information from Bishop
Broshears (and making myself somewhat un-
popular with him as a result), I have
learned that he was a roommate of the late
David W. Ferrie in New Orleans, at the
same general time that Ferrie first in-
volved himself in ecclesiastical matters
concerning me. Broshears was probably us-
ing another name in the New Orleans peri-
od. He did not go into this with me, con-
tenting himself with censuring me for be-
ingunjust to the memory of Ferrie.

Ferrie has been widely publicized for
his suspected involvement in a conspiracy
with Lee Harvey Oswald and others in the
assassination of President Kennedy. On
two occasions, in June and August, 1963,
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Jack S. Martin (also known as Bishop John
C. Martin) stayed with me when my wife and
I were living in the Mount Pleasant area
of Washington, D.C. Martin has received
notoriety for seeking to have ferrie in-
vestigated. This publicity has been
largely unfavorable., Martin has been made
to appear an irresponsible alcoholic.
This has been somewhat unjust to Dr. Mar-
tin, since he has a phenomenal ability to
absorb alcoholic beverages without becom-
ing intoxicated. However, when he returns
from a round of visiting bars, he is some-
what more logquacious than usual.

One evening he was telling me a story
about the Vatican having weapons in some
neutral country aimed at the United States
in the event of an atomic war. I do not
remember the details because I didn't take
it too seriously. My remark to him at the
time was, "You must be one of the men in
the black suits."

I can't remember Martin's exact reply,
but he did indicate a definite knowledge
of the Men in Black.

Broshears' connection both with flying
saucers and with David W, Ferrie is there-
fore of great interest to me, since it
substantiates my long-held opinion that
Ferrie was one of the Men in Black re-
ferred to in flying saucer 1literature.
Mention was especially freguent in the
period around 1958 when a book by Gray
Barker was withdrawn from publication.

There seem to be two basic theories a-
bout them. Some hold that they were eith-
er CIA agents or agents in Air Force in-
telligence. Others seem to believe they
were visitors from other planets. I do
not accept either theory. But there are
elements that keep me from completely con-
tradicting either point of view.

I feel certain that they were not con-
nected with the CIA or Air force intelli-
gence, but were adventurers coming into
contact with those who were engaged in in-
telligence activities. These men were ac-
tive in hypnosis, and the use of drugs,
and the possibility of obsession by alien
intelligences cannot be ruled out. This
is a lead that can be followed especially
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by those who accept the Alternate Reality
theory presented in the first issue of
CAVEAT EMPTOR,

I do not buy the approach widely held
by many assassination buffs that Ferrie
was a neo-Nazi-type person, involved with
the so-called extreme radical right. I
feel he was either a Castro agent planted
among people in Louisiana working with
anti-Castro Cubans, or else an adventurer
seeking to build something teo sell to Cas-
tro. The key to seeing things in the
right perspective is to account for the
basic reason Lee Harvey Oswald was in-
volved with Ferrie.

Marina Oswald was the niece of an of=-
ficial in the Soviet NKVD. When she ap-
peared in the United States as the wife of
Oswald after he was repatriated, she
joined the Russian Orthodox Church, claim-
ing that she had induced Oswald to return
to his native country so that she could
have the benefit of religious freedom.

The largest of three Russian Orthodox
jurisdictions functioning in the United
States is that of the Metropolitan Ireney,
which has around a million members. The
smaller of the three groups, with around a2
quarter of a million members, is the Pat-
riarchal Russian Church, an extension of
the communist-controlled Russian Orthodox
Church in Russia.

At the present time, the Patriarch of
Moscow has signed papers recognizing the
Jjurisdiction of Ireney as a self-governing
American Orthodox Church, independent of
the Patriarch of Moscow, and the member-
ship of the smaller Patriarchal Church in
the United States has been turned over to
it. Thus the way has been cleared for the
larger church to be infiltrated by NKVD a-
gents functioning in the smaller church.

This plan to infiltrate the hitherto
anti-communist jurisdiction has been car-
ried on for some time. 1In 1961, the Amer-
ican Orthodox Church, using the liturgy of
the Roman Catholic Church adapted to Greek
Orthodox doctrine, became controlled by
the Syrian Antiochene Orthodox Church, by
way of its Bishop stepping down to be an
Archpriest of the larger canonicel church.

The next year, the 0ld Catholic Church
of America, usually referred to as the
Brothers Group, became incorporated in a
similar manner with the Patriarchal Rus-
sian Orthodox Church in the United States.
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Its Rishop, William Henry Francis (normal-
ly referred to as Willy Brothers), became
a mitered Abbott. This group had long ago
lost its membership when other groups
split off from it, and all the Moscow-con-
trolled church got out of the takeover was
the real property in Woodstock, New Jer-
sey, and the documents in the archives of
the Brothers Group. The only reason I can
give for this qgroup being taken over is
that it fitted in with the plans of the
NKVD to infiltrate the larger church.

Consider the possibility that Marina
Oswald might have been an NKVD spy, sent
to the United States with Oswald, .so that
both could work on plans to seize control
of the Russian Orthodox Church. I hasten
to add that this is only speculation on my
part.

I am a priest
Catholic Movement,

of the Independent
generally referred to
by Episcopalians and Anglicans as the
Episcopi Vagantes. Most people active in
our ministry are completely legitimate.
But there is unfortunately a real ecclesi=-
astical underworld functioning in our
church, composed of people engaged in var-

ious religious rackets, such as Boiler
rooms, in which money is collected for
non-existent charities represented as

sponsored by the Roman Catholic or Episco-
pal Church. There is also a borderland of
activities carried on by well-meaning peo-
ple, who appear to be crooks, but who are
really over-optimistic about their ambi-
tious plans. Because of the shades of
gray created by the over-ambitious, it's
hard to tell where the work of the leqgiti-
mate people ceases and the work of the re-
ligious racketeers begins.

Homosexuals are drawn to seek member-
ship in Roman Catholic monastic orders or
to study in Roman Catholic seminaries be-
cause of a craving to be with people of
the same sex. But many, kicked out of
such institutions when their psychelogical
makeup is detected, become active in the
ecclesiastical underworld. The reason is
that they have received enough theological
education to pass themselves off as the
real thing.

In my theory, Ferrie, described in the
press as a homosexual, had received Dea-
con's orders one year short of the priest-
hood, before heing put out of a Roman
Catholic seminary. I believe he organized
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a ring of homosexual clerics functioning
in the ecclesiastical underworld. Ferrie
used newspapers that carried coded sex
ads, and induced those he corresponded
with to attend places of worship. These
places were located in Brooklyn, around
Chicago (the outskirts of Joliet, and Kan-
kakee), Los Angeles, San francisco, and
possibly Toronto, Canada. Members of the
ring may have then recruited people for
the conspiracy resulting in the assassina-
tion of President Kennedy.

I believe this ring is still in exist-
ence, and could have been involved in the
assassination of Martin Luther King, and
Senator Robert Kennedy. There are three
people I tentatively identify as members
of the ring. I am omitting their names,
because I do not want to go to the expense
of paying for the notarized affidavits
necessary to protect the publishers of
CAVEAT EMPTOR from possible lawsuits.

I am personally not afraid of being
sued. In fact, I have been trying to goad
one of the people involved into suing me
since 1961, and another since 1962, be-
cause there are a lot of things that ought
to be brought into the courts and settled
once and for all. Their threats of suing
me, however, have never materialized.
Anyone wanting to learn the details can do
so by writing to me without involving this
magazine, and I will give them full infor-
mation.

I do not believe that Raymond A. Bro-
shears was involved in any plotting with
David W. Ferrie, although he openly pro-
claims himself a homosexual, and identi-
fies with the homophil movement. His
whole temperament, as he exhibits himself
in his offset magazine, THE LIGHT OF UND-
ERSTANDING, shows that he is not the type
of person Ferrie would have trusted with
details of a plot.

However, much that is of interest to
students of the Men in Black can be de-
duced from the circumstances connected
with Broshears. At the time of the great-
est publicity about the Three Men, Ferrie
was an Eastern Airlines pilot (working in
his off-duty hours as a private detective)
engaged in flying arms to Castro in Cuba.
Although Castro did not identify himself
as o Marxist-Leninist until 1962, bear in
mind that Che Cuevara, then Castro's right
hand man, was a Marxist-Leninist., A per=-
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son educated in the anti-communist theo-
logy of the pre-Vatican II Roman Catholic
Church could not very well cooperate with
someone like Che Guevars without identify-
ing himself as favorably disposed to com=
munism,

Ferrie first sought ordination to the
priesthood and consecration to the Episco-
pate in 1961, in order to work to discred-
it a2 rather promirent Roman Catholic
priest, Father Clarence E. Duffy, also
known as Bishop John C. Duffy.

In 1960, Duffy was consecrated a Bish-
op in the Independent Catholic Movement.
No ecclesiastical censure was incurred
from the Roman Catholic Church, due to the
very irregular manner in which he had been
banished from Ireland to the United
States. But it would appear that as early
as 1957, he was involved in plans to set
up a church organization of the type that
is functioning not too successfully under
the leadership of Broshears.

Private detectives often buy black
suits, such as are worn by Roman Catholic
priests and other clergymen, since it
helps them to blend in with a dark back-
ground when shadowing people. They not
only get ordained to the priesthood in
churches called Episcopi Vagantes, but al=
so send off and get ordination papers from
many groups like the widely-publicized Un-
iversal Life Church. Hippies do it, to
avoid risking trouble with the law for im-
personating clergymen. Ferrie probably
had such papers before he was ordained a
priest.

Ferrie apparently began to organize
his ring while working with Castro. The
actions of the Men in Black were designed
to scare various people active in the fly-
ing saucer field out of the work they were
doing, so as to leave a clear field for a
projected church organization working as
an instrument of communist revolution.

It is necessary to teke into consider-
ation that Soviet Russia is actively sub-
sidizing scientific investigation into
ESP. Anti-communists often belong to con-
servative Christian bodies = and they're
naturally prone to stereotype people in-
terested in such things as flying saucers,
and ceall them "cranks," "crackpots," and
what have you.

Something ought to be done to estab-

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WHAT T REALLY BELIEVE
(Part 1)

(Editor’'s Note: In the Spring of 1971,
James W. Moseley's long-awaited book, THE
WRIGHT FIELD STORY, was published by the
Saucerian Press of Clarksburg, West Vir-
ginia. Those who expected Moseley to
"tell all" after nearly twenty years of
UF0 and occult research were sorely disap-
pointed. The book was an entertaining and
inconclusive account of his first exposure
to the UFO mystery, and how he established
himself as one of the world's foremost ex-
perts on the subject.

Nostalgia alone makes the book worth-
while, despite its many faults. But no-
where do we really get much of an insight
to Moseley's true beliefs - what he actu-
ally thinks about all of the saucer stor-
ies he's investigated and reported on.

For the first time, CAVEAT EMPTOR pre-
sents Moseley's own account of what he has
learned about flying saucers.

This is the fourth in a series of ex=-
clusives brought to you by CAVEAT EMPTOR.
In our Fall, 1971 issue, we presented the
text of an interview with UF0 and occult
writer and publisher Ray Palmer - who re-
vealed information that had never before
been published, even in his own magazines.

In our Winter, 1971-72 issue, noted
author John Keel wrote about "UFOlogy In
Retrospect.” Also, former heavyweight

boxing champion Muhammed Ali waxed serious
for a2 moment and discussed his UF0 experi-
ences and beliefs, These two back issues
are still available from our office at 75¢
each.)

Having been in the UFO field all these
years, I am often asked just what I have
learned about the subject. People are
surprised when I admit to them, in private
conversation, that I still don't KNOW any
more about flying saucers than I did at
the beginning. This admission then leads
them to think that I am holding something
back - that there are Great Truths or se-
cret knowledge that I am wunwilling to
share. Perhaps the real truth is the most
frightening of all for the average person
to face: Perhaps NO SOLUTION IS POSSIBLE
AT OUR PRESENT STATE OF KNOWLEDGE'!

I use the word "frightening," because
there seems to be something ingrained in
the human spirit that demands definite
answers to all the basic questions of
life, even when none are possible., Where
did we come from? Why are we here on
Earth? Where will we go when we die? Re-
ligions give us whatever answers we want
to hear, and yet these religions can be
accepted only through FAITH, not know-
ledge.

So it is with flying saucers. There
is a WILL TO BELIEVE on the part of almost
all investigators, as contrasted with an
equally strong WILL NOT TO BELIEVE on the
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part of most people who have not studied
the subject. To the former, UFOs fill an
emotional or even a religious need. To
the latter, the smugness of the everyday
world would be shaken if there were really
mysterious craft flying through our skies.
Thus it is no wonder that UFO "research"
and true scientific research have almost
nothing in common.

It is science, not blind belief or
disbelief, that has given us all our mod-
ern technology. But science never claims
to give final answers. Science deals in
PROBABILITY, not certainty. Theoretically
even the most well-established tenet of
science can be improved upon or even dis-
carded in the light of further knowledge.

For example, Newton gave us our basic
physical laws which held up for centuries,
until Einstein improved upon them. Ein-
stein did not prove Newton WRONG; he sim-
ply widened the scope of inquiry to deal
with situations that Newton could not pos-
sibly have been expected to be aware of.
These days, many people (especially those
who know very 1little about Einstein's
theories) are anxious to prove Einstein
wrong. Perhaps matter can travel faster
than light after all, under certain condi-
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tions. If this is ever proven to be true,
it will in no way lessen Einstein's con-
tribution, but will simply expand upon it.

It is beyond the scope of this article
to give even a summary of SCIENTIFIC METH=
0D, Suffice it to say that it is the ONLY
method that leads to usable, demonstrable
knowledge, as opposed to quesswork, faith,
and blundering guesses. Yet, as already
stated, science can never give the emo-
tional comfort that comes from BELIEF.
If the average UF0 researcher would take
even an elementary course in scientific
method, he would be far better off, to put
it mildly.

Getting back to UFOs: What can we
really say with a high degree of probabil-
ity? We know that UF0s exist in the lit-
eral sense of UNIDENTIFIED FLYING OBJECTS.
Even by calling them "objects" we may al-
ready be taking an unwarrented step beyond
the demonstrable facts. (They might be
force fields, enerqy concentrations, or
some other non-material manifestation,
rather than "objects.") But let us give a
high probability to the theory that they
are physical objects at least in most of
the situations in which we view them.
Whether or not they are ALWAYS "objects"
is another, highly complex question.

Now, the average saucerer is apt to
follow a logical sequence such as: (a)
Sightings occur; (B) Therefore UFOs exist;
(C) Therefore Martians are friendly.
Something terrible has obviously gone
wrong between (B) and (C). How do we know
there are Martians? If so, how do we know
they are friendly? And even if there are
friendly Martians, how do we know they
have anything whatever to do with flying
saucers?

Of course, it is quite acceptable to
propound e THEORY and to bring together
all the available evidence to support that
particular theory. This is acceptable as
long as you realize it is a theory and
NOTHING MORE! Also, you must be aware of
the evidence you are LEAVING OUT because
it doesn't fit in. In the UFO0 field,
there seems to be NO theory which cannot
be successfully refuted. No matter what
viewpoint you take about the origin and
purpose of the UFOs, there are valid coun-
ter-arguments. This is why I said at the
start of this article that I don't KAOW
any more about UFOs than I did at the be-
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ginning of my research, many years ago.

Naturally, like anyone else, I enjoy
making educated guesses based on the stud-
ies I have made., But the reader should
bear in mind, as I do, that everything I
say from here on will be nothing more than
speculation. I do not even have a highly
probable solution to offer, let alone a
"proven" one. Since I am unwilling to op-
erate on the basis of blind faith or hope,
I will no doubt never achieve the "know-
ledge" that most saucerers achieve so eas-
ily.

The UFO situation is made more complex
because most of the really detailed, sen-
sational cases (landings and contacts) are
clouded by the distinct possibility that
the witness is lying or demented. Saucer-
ers generally solve this problem either by
ASSUMING the above and ignoring the sight-
ing, or by the opposite extreme of believ-
ing everything at face value.

But there are many possibilities, oth-
er than the extremes of accepting all or
rejecting all. In brief, my present posi-
tion is that the "space people" (whoever
or whatever they may really be) tell the
contactees what they are ready, willing
and able to believe. There seems to be no
relationship between truth and the utter-

ances of these "space people." Their pre-
dictions are wrong. Their scientific
statements are usually nonsense. Their

philosophy is nothing new. And they have
never, as far as I know, given us one de-
monstrable scientific fact that was not
already known.

Yet it does NOT necessarily follow
that the "space people" don't exist, just
because they seem to spout nonsense. They
may be conducting psychological experi-
ments, using Earth people chosen at random
as guinea pigs, or Earth people chosen by
criteria best known to themselves.

Perhaps there is NO "purpose," as we
understand the word. Ffor some reason, the
human mind is revolted by the thought of
an activity that has no discernible pur-
pose, However, I for one find no diffi-
culty in accepting the possibility that we
are being contacted by entities that are
neither "good" nor "bad"; neither "friend-
ly" nor "hostile," but simply alien to the
point of being beyond our present compre-
hension,

Whatever else the "space people" may
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be, they SEEM to have an existence inde-
pendent of the human mind that perceives
them. Even this may be deceptive, howev=-
er. Perhaps the entities exist in some
complex interrelationship with the mind
itself, and thus have a DEGREE and KIND of
reality that our present-day science is
totally unaware of. The mind is admitted-
ly one of the most complex of scientific
mysteries.

My remarks about the ‘'space people”
quite likely also apply to poltergeists,
ghosts, and spirit quides, as well as
saints, virgins, etc., which have more ob-
vious religious connotations. A1l of
these entities may come from the same
SPECTRUM of the Unknown, whether or not
they are merely aspects of the SAME under-
lying phenomenon. Again I must say that
the possibilities are endless.

An interesting paradox comes to mind
about UFOs and related phenomena: On the
one hand, the UF0O mystery seems to be a
tantalizing HINT of a whole area of reali-
ty or "semi-reality" that is of the UTMOST
scientific importance. Along the road to
solving the UFO mystery, we might find un-
explored aspects of the human mind, realms
of matter and/or energy not yet even con-
ceived of, creatures or entities that ex-
ist or live somewhere, machines that defy
our presently-known physical laws, and
possibly evan an answer to the most funda-
mental mystery of all - who or what is
Cod.

On the other hand, we are dealing with
relatively rare occurrences in an other-
wise orderly, everyday world. This RARITY
is an extremely important aspect, because
it all but guarantees that reputable sci-
entists will never devote the time, energy
and money necessary to make any real pro-
gress - and the field will remain largely
in the hands of happy but exceedingly un-
informed amateurs.

It is obvious that human l1ife can go
along quite well without the UFO mystery
ever being solved, Thus, the paradox is
that a matter so extremely important from
the point of view of theoretical knowledge
is so UNIMPORTANT from a purely practical
viewpoint. The Air Fforce seems to have
sensed this within a few years of opening
their investigation. Their mission (wheth-
er they admit it or not) was merely to find
out whether UFOs present a threat to our
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national security. At first the Air Force
feared there might indeed be a threat in-
volved., Then as years went by and the
data MERELY ACCUMULATED BUT DID NOT BECOME
MORE MEANINGFUL, they realized that, what-
ever the residue of unsolved cases might
be, it didn't really matter, from their
point of view.

This concept was expressed to me ysars
ago in an off-the-cuff remark by a Penta-
gon official who was in charge of Project
Blue Book. I outlined a then-current per-
plexing UFO sighting for him. He was a-
bout to attempt to find a "reasonable" ex-
planation for me, when he happened to ask,
"Where did you say that sighting oc~-
curred?"

I told him it was in South America.

"GCood!" he replied. "In that case I
don't care what it was. We don't have any
responsibility for what goes in in South
America."

In these days when the internal decay
of our country is so great that even the
space program is being cut back, it is un-
reasonable to expect that any private or
public organization will spend the mil-
lions of dollars necessary to make a dent
in the saucer mystery. But it COULD be
done, if the public ever cried out for it.
Equipment is available today that would
give the size, speed, altitude, and physi=-
cal composition of any object coming with-
in range. If observation posts were set
up all over the country, each manned by
competent scientists whose data could be
believed, we would probably make a signi-
ficant dent in the mystery within a year.

There are other less expensive ap-
proaches that could be tried. These in=-
clude intensive research into ESP and the
various normal and abnormal aberrations of
the human mind; attempts by GROUPS of BE-
LIEVABLE scientists and technicians to es-

tablish "contact," whether by telepathy,
light-beams, or what-have-you; attempts
to establish the validity, if any, of

"gpirit photography,'" and to devise methods
of photographing UFOs in such ways that
the pictures would be acceptable as hard-
core evidence. The intelligent reader can
probably think of several other areas of
investigation that would be pertinent.

I will close with a brief account of
the only "meaningful'" UF0 experience 1
have had personally. 0One night, years ago
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in Miami, I stood alone for several hours,
watching the skies for UFOs. It is per=-
haps significant that this was the only
night, before or since, that I sver devot-
ed mors than a very few minutes to sky-
watching. Eventually, merely to pass the
time, I focused my attention on a group of
four or five stars, I asked myself, re-
garding one of the group, "What if THAT
'star' were secretly a UFD standing still?
I would have no way of knowing it unless
it moved."

No sooner had I expressed the thought,
when the very "star" I was concentrating
on took off in an approximately straight
line, and disappeared behind a building
within a second or two. I looked back at
the original group of stars, and there was
one missing.

Several of the problems in the UFO
field can be illustrated by this little
story. First, you the reader have no way
of knowing whether or not it is trus. I
could easily have made it up.

More importantly, ] have no way of
knowing whether or not it is trues. I was
alone and in an unusual frame of mind when
the incident apparently happensd. 1 say
"apparently,” because I have wondered sver
since whether or not a person standing
next to me would have seen the same thing.
Was I the victim of "self-hypnosis"? Or
did I actually communicats mentally with
entities who deliberately demonstrated a
"miracle" in front of my syes?

No matter how I answer the above ques-
tions, I am involved in a fascinating mys-
tery which BEGS for further study. If it
was "self-hypnosis,” just HOW did the
"will-to-see" cause an otherwise orderly
mind to actually see something that wasn't
there? Even if the answer to the incident
lies wholly within my own mind, I know
there are enough similar cases to indicate
that a valid and important area of further
research lies hers. Giving something =
NAME ("self-hypnosis," "Self-deception,"
"Vision," “fantasy," etc.) does not EX-
PLAIN anything.

Suppose on the other hand, the saven
more fantastic answer is true, and I ac-
tually saw the "star" move at the very mo-
ment I was thinking about it. Perhaps
there is still a "logical™ explanation. 1
believe I could have been fooled by a me-
teorite originating from that arsa at that
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moment. The trajectory and apparent spesd
of the "star" would have besn about right.

But I hadn't seen any other metsorites
all night, and I didn't concentrate my
thoughts on ANY other star that night.
Even the most hardened sksptic would admit
the odds are overwhelming against my hav-
ing that one particular thought at the
same moment that the only meteorite of the
night appeared at the very spot I was
watching.

And what about my further "delusion,”
that there was one star less in the group
afterwards?

Suppose, then, that an alien _intelli-
gence was trying to inform me it was
there? This still is not an ANSWER to the
incident. It merely poses a host of new
questions - questions for which, as yst,
there are no answers. - James W. Mossley

WHO, WHAT AND WHY

Witchcraft has been an underground
river for centuries that has suddenly bro-
ken through the Earth's hard crust. Most
of the major magazines and wire servicss
have carried stories about it. Unfortu-
natsly, most of them still give the sub-
Ject a tabloid treatment. These storiss
are written by NON-WITCHES.

Just what is Witchcraft? Why its sud-
den emergence? What does this represent?
Who are the witches? Whers does one ob-
tain correct information about it? How
does one lsarn the truth?

Witchcraft is called the 0ld Religion,
a pre-Christian faith going back to Palso-
lithic times. The o0ld Gods and Goddsssss
(especially the latter) are worshipped.
It is the only religion whersin the God-
dess plays an equal, if not superior rols.
All others are male chauvinist. It is the
only religion where the woman can reach
the highest honors High Priestess of her
own coven instead of being mersly a reli-

gious menial or appendage. The femals
witch hes always bsesn liberated, thus a
threat to the Establishment. In Witch-

craft both the male and the female are
called "witch." The term "warlock™ is not
used amongst usj one reason being that it
originally meant "traitor™ or "decsiver."

Good Witchcraft is to help others (and
oneself). Evil Witchcraft is ussed to harm
others. We in the Witches International
Craft Associates (WICA) and the Witches
Liberation Movement reject the terms of
"hlack" as a synonym for badand "whits®
for good as being unconsciously RACIST.
Traditional usage dossn't make them a sub-
stitute for truth. We also rsject such
terms as "left-hand path" and "right hand
path® to denots the same thing. We all
know the harm done to left-handed psople
years ago.

When Astronaut Crissom and his crew
burned up in a space capsule like store-
bought matresses, it proved one thing in-
controvertibly.

That one thing is rather important.

The same sort of minds that put the
three astronauts into a position where on-
ly ashes could emerge are controlling and
exercizing their vast and demonstrably in-
adequate judgment on the job of putting
the whole world into a situation where on-
ly ashes can emerqge.

I'm talking about "testing" atomic
weapons, controlling the details of atomic
power installations and deciding when and
where they will make the next "test" of an
atomic concoction.

What they're REALLY testing is just a-
bout the same thing they had Grissom and
his crew test - a clap-trap assembly of
gadgets and things to see if they would
burn. AND THEY DID, s any high school
kid could bhave told them. There were NO
provisions for putting out a pure-oxygen
fire, and no escape hatch, because the
high pressure interior was perfectly fig-
ured out to make an escape hatch inopera-
ble. 0One wonders if they weren't actually
paid to sabotage the space effort.

A high school physics student could
have told them that steel itself will burn
in pure oxygen. Why then didn't they KNOW
that only special materials NOT as inflam-
mable as steel could be used in that cap-
sule.

There are records left of
tempts to coat interior oqadgets with
things like cadmium that don't burn as
readily as steel. BUT in spite of these
efforts, a lot of things in that capsule

some at-
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did burn merrily, as well as, unfortunate-
ly, Grissom and his two comrades.

It seems very odd they couldn't test
such a thing without inserting three liv-
ing men, But apparently THOUGHT itself
was the very last and least ingredient in
that capsule test,

But all this about the space carsule
is NOT the main point., The point of this
article is the big Humpty Dumpty special
they're preparing for us all from which
none of us will escape.

That point is the 1little
fire called the SUN CYCLE.
an atomic fire can be self-sustaining,
given enough ingredients.

It's called the sun cycle because it
is precisely what takes place on the sun.
One atom breaks down and becomes a lesser
atom, and in the process gives off energy
that causes another atom in another ele-
ment to break down and become a lesser
atom - and so on, We have a limited ver-
sion of this in a breeder pile.

Given enough atomic tests in enough
different places, and one of them will
start a sun cycle progression in the ele=-
ments of the Earth itself. They won't
have any way to stop it any more than they
can stop an atom bomb from exploding once
the trigger is released.

This was the big fear in the minds of
people like Oppenheimer, who quit his job
as head of the Atomic Energy Commission
when they asked him to complete the hydro-
gen bomb and test it.

The men who went ahead with nuclear
tests didn't know - and don't know each
time they perform their underground tests

just don't care.

They are like kids playing with match-
es. So far, they've gotten away with it.
But it only takes once, and most anybody
at all can tell the kids that sooner or
later playing with matches will start a
fire. It just depends on how dry things

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PROFILE OF A PORNOGRAPHY FIGHTER
By Steve Erdmann

"I would LOVE to taks all of you, and
I would LOVE to photograph the desvelop-
ments in this country in the last three
years. Aside from making you sick to your
stomach, they would make you believe thsy
were all posed. But they are realitises in
many parte of this country. And it just
is absolutely fantastic the progression
that lack of morality has created.”

This was one of the pointed statements
that Raymond T. Dreher, legal council for
the community, and representing the Citi-
zens for Decent Litersturs, made later
that sunny afternoon that you walked into
the fashionable Siteman building in Clay-
ton, Missouri.

"The exercise of frsedom stops when
you defy reality. I think many psople ars
doing it. The pornographsr who told me in
Los Angelss that he would not allow his
children to read this material is defying
reality to the nth degree. VYou esk him
WHY, and he says IT'S WORTHLESS! And to
that extent, I think that the man contri-
butes not only nothing to society, but he
goes further. He contributes a detrimen-
tal contribution, becauss he recognizes
that he is doing something that is unreal-
istic."

As you rode the sslf-operating eleve-
tor to Dreher's trim and stately office,
you had only a slight idea of the mysteri-
ous world of the paornographer. You wers
to learn mors.

Brochures and magazines neatly stacked
in the lobby were indicative of sverything
Drsher stood fors Divorce - "No one real-
izes better than lawyers and judges the
heartache, financial hardships and human
suffering that results from the breaking
up of units."® Your Rights If Arrested -
"The policeman who may arrest you has his
Job to do, and you should respect it. He
stands for law and ordesr...."

You are impresssd by Ray Drsher, not
only by his appearance (very stylish and
handsome), buy by his capacity as an at-
torney. Dreher graduated from St. Louis
University Law School in 1950. Presently,
he is treasurer of Citizens for Decent
'iterature in St. Louis, and associate le-
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Raymond T. Dreher

gal counsel of the Decent Literature Com-
mission of St. Louis County. This, in ad-
dition to his regular duties as an attor-
ney, is perhaps what caused him to confide
that he hadn't had "one ten-day vacation
in twenty ysars.™

What is CDL and when was it founded?

"The Citizens for Decent Literaturs is
an organization that is basically non-de-
nominational.,. It was formed in Cincin-
nati, Ohio in 1957 by a group of business-
men who took notice of the growing number
of lewd magazines on the newsstands out-
side their officses.

"Charles Keating, an attorney, one of
thess individuels, recognized that there
are laws on the books in every state in
the union that make it a criminal offense
to produce, distribute, sell or exhibit
obscene material. He also realized that
these laws were not being very positively
enforced. The main reason for this was
obvious. The average citizen had no real
undsrstanding of the extent of the problem
- or of his responsibility as a citizen to
participate in the solution to the prob-
lem."

Dreher pointed out that CDL has a two-
pronged goal. One, to educate the commu-
nity to the problem. Two, to direct pub-
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lic opinion to a solution of the problem
through law. To accomplish this, speakers
are provided and documentary films pro-
duced. There is also a newsletter, the
NATIONAL DECENCY REPORTER, which has been
featured in many national publications.
READER'S DICEST has done a series of 12
articles about CDL.

"We are not a vigilante committee. We
do not 'pass' on material ourselves. We
do not set ourselves up as a private board
of censors. We believe that the LAW is
our weapon, CDOL has never advoceted or
tolerated extra~legal activities -« picket-
ing, boycotting, lists of books that we
don't like, etc. We say there sre laws on
the books and, ss citizens, we have not
only & right but a responsibility to par-
ticipate in the enforcement of obscenity
laws."

Dreher explains that COL aids prosecu-
tors throughout the United States, by fil-
ing what are called "amicus briefs" in the
United States Supreme Court, where they
present their position on behalf of the
people,

"We have participated perhaps in fif-
teen or sixteen of these in the last few
years; simply trying to advise the court
the history, as we see it, of the develop~
ment of the pornographic situation in the
United States, and what we think the law
is and how we think it should be inter-
preted. This is a right anybody has, but
it has to be done by leave of court."

Dreher's office has what might be
called an Early American tinge, a Victori-
an aurs, so symbolic of the legal struggle
COL was involved in., There are two large
portraits of Victorian court scenes: "A
Celebrated Case" and "A Bresk of Promise."
An Avon judge's gavel of cologne lies on a
filing cebinet. There is & free-hand por-
trait of one of the patron saints of at-
torneys, painted onto an orange crate.

"You cen see the wood knot," Dreher
says,

Two crucifixes are on the wall.

"One of my visitors mentioned one day,
'Thenk goodness you're not one to put re=-
ligious symbols in your office.' I went
out that very day and bought two crucifix-
es,"

A wire and glass construction of e
sword and man, symbolizing the Greek myth=
ological Damocles' Sword, stands mute on
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his deske.

Most impressive is a metal model of
Don Quixote and his servant Sancho Panza,
of the Man of La Mancha fame. Dreher des-
cribed how he secured it:

"I had made a few TV shows on the top=-
ic in Los Angeles., The qift was sent by a
person who possibly thought I was fighting
an 'up-hill' battle - The Impossible
Dream,"

Just what is pornography?

"The definition has been arrived at in
the famous case, Roth versus the United
States, in 1957, which is really the first
time the Supreme Court of our country has
concerned itself with a refined definition
of obscenity. Their decision held that to
determine whether something is obscene,
one must apply the following test: Wheth-
er to the average person, applying contem=-
porary community standards, the dominate
theme of the material, when tasken a&s a
whole, appeals to prurient interests."

Dreher said that the Supreme Court
subsequently, in trying to redefine the
Roth cese (which clearly said obscenity
was without redeeming velue) had backed
themselves in a corner.

"When you say the definition is 're-
deeming social value,' then what you ere
saying is thet any aspect of any book or
publication or & picture that has redeem-
ing social values should not be considered
obscene."

Dreher showed one of the pornograph-
er's manuals, by a purported doctor, whose
book depicted some of the most blatant sex
scenes in glossy color photos. One was a
close-up of a woman exhibiting oral-geni-
tal contact on a man,

"What they have done by this type of
definition - which, by the way, is no
longer prevailing anymore, although you
still hear it - they have placed their
stamp of approvel on 'a pornographer who has
the first five pages of a book as nothing
but Shakespearian quotations, the middle
quotations, and ends with Shakespearian
quotations.

"What they have done by accentuating
those words 'redeeming social value' is to
REMOVE from the definition the other fac-
tors which go into it and, taken as =a
whole, make it more definable."

What about community standards?

"You cannot use that definition alone,
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'contemporary community standards,' and
isolate it from the rest of the total def-
inition of obscenity. Contemporary stan-
dards may vary. History has shown, how-
ever, that it will not vary by the commun-
ity. Those standards are substantially
affected and variable by leading, force-
ful, small elements of a community, and
they are done in opposition to the over=-
whelming ma jority,"

Dreher pointed out that society has a
Judeo-Christian heritage, and "as such
there is a built-in reservation to accept
things in life with seeing some spiritual
consequences, "

The father of two boys and two girls,
one of the happy products of a twenty-year
marriage, he went on to say: "The first
amendment to the United States Constitu-
tion, which gives us freedom of speech,
has been tortured. It is my humble philo-
sophy that where you have two people in a
society « or more - that there is no such
thing as absolute freedom. Because the
moment two people get together, there is a
responsibility to recognize the other in-
dividual.”

Just how extensive is pornography, and
does it have a bad effect on people?

"We're talking about perpetuating on
screen today, perversion, which in itself
develops an acceptability. And 1 wonder
if the analogy isn't pretty apt - namely,
'Garbage in the eyes of a pig looks like
dinner!!

"I think that we have drawn this dis-
tinction too far. 1 think that ressonable
men cannot differ, for instance, when we
put on public exhibitions like we current-
ly are doing in Los Angeles and fFrisco,
between an animal and a woman, on stage,
live, and to me, our society is being
asked to reduce itself to the lowest com-
mon denominator of acceptability."”

Did Damocles' sword sway a little on
Dreher's desk?

"PLAYBOY magazine has made this an ex=-
hibitionism, They've removed privacy.
They've removed responsibility from sexu-
ality, They have said: 'This is some=-
thing we put on as a show in a zoo - we're
all sexual animals, Come see me copu-
late,'"

Did Quixote give a chivarous charge?

"A pornographer in Los Angeles is cur-
rently producing a film incorporating the
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molestations of the bodies of =an eight=-
year-old girl, and a nine-year-old boy, in
whippings and perverted sexual approaches.
It will earn itself over a million dol=-
lars. Now, this is interesting, because
he says that there is a segment of our
society that IS interested in child moles-
tation. It's perverse, yet it is the dol-
lar that is pushing it." -

Did the sword sway further?

"In Denmark, where all this started,
it is quite popular to see 1live actors
participate in various perversions on the
stage, and even engage the audience in
perversion, And it is difficult to even
describe it for fear of people” thinking
you're bizarre.,"

Was Quixote's horse,
fretfully?

The effect?

"The argqument that it has no anti-so-
cial effects leaves its denial of televi=-
sion, of news media, of entertainment -
it's a denial of everything that exists in
life, which does have its effect.

"An anti-social act draws on your en-
tire background, your relationships - eve-
rything that occurred to you summed up in
any given act. If we say that this mater-
ial has no effect on an individual, I
think we make fools out of ourselves - be-
cause then we are saying we shouldn't have
universities or schools or libraries, be-
cause we argue that a good book inspires
people to loftier concepts. Or a good
movie is entertainment to the point where
you really feel you enjoyed something.
Everything we see and do leaves its mark
in some way or another."

Dreher had produced on his desk a wide
selection of pornographic items confiscat-
ed from around the country. It is fantas-
tic that such material exists - in a na=-
tion that has a church on almost every
block!

Where did it begin? And why haven't
the courts done something about it?

The 45-year-old Army Air Corps veteran
first points out that the Supreme Courts
in many states, including Missouri, have
rejected the tortured definition of the
Roth case. DOresher then explains: "They
said obscenity is without redeeming social
value, therefore it can be prosecuted!
And the First Amendment does not protect
obscenity. The Supreme Court of the Unit-

Rozinante, naying
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ed States has taken on review many convic-
tions in the area of pornography, and
has, instead, reviswed the material it-
self, They have substituted by 5 to 4 de-
cisions, their opinion as to whether or
not this material is obscene, when one or
two men on a high tribunal can dictate the
community standards of all the states in
which convictions have occurred. In terms
of censorship, the greatest board of cen-
sors in the area of obscenity is now the
Supreme Court of the United States, be-
cause they're telling the entire country
of about two hundred million people what
is good and what is bad."

Dreher said that the attempt by Sena-
tor James Eastland of Mississippi to pass
a bill allowing the Supreme Court to de-
cide whether the law is properly followed
- not whether a change in specific cases
should be made - is a promising step.

"Why should some expert in Washington
override the community standards?"

What of newsstand publications 1like
PLAYBOY magazine?
"In my humble estimation, PLAYBOY is

nothing else but the house organ of pro-
stitution. They've introduced nothing NEW
to the world. PLAYBOY has put on sleek,
clear paper what the world has lived with
for two thousand years. Hugh Hefner has
put this into an exhibitionism, And he
tells the kids: 'You got to TRY THIS, be-
cause a woman is nothing but a chattel.
She's here to satisfy a man's needs, and
when we finish with the woman, we do away
with her.'

"And he's successful, and we find that
money talks."

The President's Commission on Pornog-
raphy?

Dreher said one only had to notice the
membership of the Commission, the import-
ant members of which are former and exist-
ing members of the American Civil Liber-
ties Union, and one would see why they
have preconceived notions on the topic.

"The President's Commission, in my
humble estimation, has gone the way of
most presidential commissions: They're
virtually useless. The American Civil
Liberties Union has been the biggest de-
fender of the rights of the pornographer
in the history of our country. They WILL
NOT say they are 100% in favor of a liter-
al interpretation of our First Amendment!"
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Dreher, a member of the Roman Catholic
Church, explainad: "It has been denied as
morally bankrupt by President Nixon,
therefore, to go the way of Denmark., I
think the people will clearly revolt a-
gainst it."

Was Damocles! sword now upon the
el's neck?

Dreher, mayor of the municipelity of
Warson Woods, in St. Louis county, since
1966, an alderman, a juvenile officer,
seemed obviously concerned with the de-
cency of the community at large.

"Why can't my community or your com-
munity have higher cultural standards if
we truly want it? Seems to me ‘this is
what living is in a democracy. But if I
have to be reduced te the boondocks, where
perhaps they might want a house of prosti=-
tution on every block, I object to that as
not being a legitimate community."

The roster of attorneys, clergymen,
judges and legislators that belong to CDL,
indicates that Dreher is not alone in that
feeling.

When you leave Ray Dreher's office, he
remarks that the prospects of turning por-
nography back seem dim. But he says that
hope is a chief virtue, and in the mental
distance you can now hear the melodious
strings of The Impossible Dream, from The
Man of La Mancha, as clearly as you remem-
ber Dreher's words:

"Prosecution in this field takes an
awful lot of moral courage. It takes
philosophy. And it takes a lot of just
plain courage, civilly speaking. It's not
necessarily popular. I don't care what
you call it, and I know it is not popular
to say: 'I believe in God!' But the fact
of the matter is, as we deny this belief,
we are subscribing to the progression in
this very area which has occurred; thers
is no alternative!"

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THE POPULATION EXPLOSION

"How long have you been married? FIVE
YEARS? Don't you EVER plan to have any
children?"

How many times have I heard that ques-
tion? And yet I'm only 23, so it's hardly
now or never!

It is still ingrained in our sociel
consciousness that it must be a Good Thing
for married people to have children. But
if that was ever true, it isn't true any-
more.

Take a look around you and think back
ten, twenty years, or however far your
memory will take you. Remember fields and
forests that are now highways, shopping
centers, airports? Remember when downtown
traffic didn't move at a snail's pace and
you could sometimes find a parking place?
Remember when buying a modest house and a
piece of land didn't mean half a lifetime
in debt? Remember when we didn't have air
pollution alerts? And when did all those
rivers become too filthy for swimming or
fishing?

That's what we mean by the population

explosion. Not in South America or India.
Not in the indefinite distant future.
Here. Now!

And you and your children are part of
it, whether you like it or not.

We have heard some reassuring state-
ments that our rate of population increase
is slowing down. And so it is. We have
now reached the point where we add only
750,000 people every three months. That's
enough to make a8 city the size of San
Francisco.

Okay, so we are all agreed there is a
population problem. (Actually there are
plenty of people still unconvinced. But
let's pretend.) Now, who is responsible
for creating it, and who is going to do
something about it?

Not India. India's situation is tra-
gic, but India isn't depleting the world's
resources at anywhere near the rate of the
U.S. A lot of our citizens feel smug be-
cause they only have children they can af-
ford. And certainly their families' own
lives are easier - but what about the ef-
fect on the environment? One well-fed A-
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merican causes much more pollution than

twenty starving Indians! And how can we
expect a backward nation to accomplish
what we are unwilling to do ourselves?

(Did you know that Britain is more densely
populated than India?)

Not the poor, or the Blacks. They
are, remember, MINORITY groups, so they
can hardly be accused of causing the popu-
lation explosion (although they are hard-
est hit by its effects). Most poor people
don't WANT such large families. There
are, believe it or not, many adults in
this country who still don't know about
birth centrol!

True there are also certain B8lack
leaders who urge their followers to have
as many children as possible - strength in
numbers, they reason. And who will feed
and bathe and diaper the new multitude?
Why, the Sisters, of course.... Revolution
did they say? We've been there before!

Population control is not a synonym
for genocide, although it's not hard to
see how that idea got started.

Population control is for EVERYBODY -
one way or another. If we don't do it
ourselves, nature will do it for us. Fam-
ine., Disease. Pollution. Pollution has
become such a familiar word that it does-
n't scare us as much as it should. But
people are dying from it, even now.

Our goal is NOT for a stop toe popula-
tion increase, although that is the first
step. What we need is a population DE-
CREASE! There are already far, far too
many of us.

It took time to build up our present
population - while our predecessors sat
with folded arms: They saw it coming but
preferred to let their grandchildren worry
about it. By now things have reached such
a state that, insgpite of our best efforts,
the world is going to be overpopulated for
many years to come, probasbly throughout
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our lifetime. But there are things we can
de to help ease the situation.

Most important of all, if you already
have two or more children, STOP! If you
want more, adopt them. If you feel that
adopted children wouldn't be the "same" as
natural children, chances are you don't
really like children that much anyhow -
you have an eqo problem!

Limit your family to two children, and
urgce them to do the same. Better yet,
have one child of your own and adopt one.
Or even - strange as this may seem - if

surface here. Perhaps it will take sever-
al readings to appreciate some of the more
obscure points Barker has, perhaps uncon-
sciously, placed in his book. In speaking
with the author, we are convinced he did
not attack the task of writing the book
with any true conception of what the fin-
ished product would be. In fact, he ap-
proached the job as an objective reporter
who attempted to give his readers a fair
and unemotional account of some strange
Fortean events.

Somewhere along the line, the element
of personal involvement came to the fore,
and Barker was literally swept up in the
crescendo of events, becoming an unwilling
but deeply curious participant.

Alas, we must temper our praise and
come to grips with a few nagging and un-
comfortable facts. The "Silver Bridge"
did not collapse as a result of any sinis-
ter alien plot = nor did a clandestine
network of spies have anything to do with
the awful death of a lot of unsuspecting
people.

The cause of this tragedy was studied
a full three years by the National Trans-
portation Safety Board before a final re-
port was adopted. The conclusions are set
forth in a thick document written in the
best form of governmental prose - in oth-

er words, amazingly unreadable except
through a long and concentrated effort,
In the interests of pure science,

here's the essense of what they have to
say:
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"The Safety Board finds that the cause
of the bridge collapse was the cleavage
fracture in the lower limb of the eye of
eysbar 330 at joint C13N of the north eye=-
bar suspension chain in the Ohio side
span. The fracture was caused by the de-
velopment of & critical size flaw over the
40-year life of the structure as the re-
sult of the joint action of stress corro-
sion and corrosion fatigue.

"Contributing causes are:

"1. In 1927, when the bridge was de-
signed, the phenomena of stress corrosion
and corrosion fatigue were not known to
occur in the classes of bridge material
used under conditions of exposure normally
encountered in rural areas.

"2, The location of the flaw was in-
accessible to visual inspection,

"3, The flaw could not have been de-
tected by any inspection method known in
the state of the art today without disas-
sembly of the eyebar joint."

There you have it, all very precise
and mundane.

But bridge stress and fatigue doesn't
explain the "Mothman." Who was that
ghastly apparition of the night - and was
its appearance a form of prophesy that
tragedy would soon befall the community?

In Irish folklore, a "banshee" is a
spirit that warns of approaching death.
Was the "Mothman" in reality a sort of
"banshee" or messenger dispatched from the
vast world that may exist beyond our sen-
ses to herald the coming of death and des-
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truction?

And in its wake, an eerie peace seemed
to settle on Point Pleasant, as if it had
been cleansed of its sins with the ful-
fillment of that dreadful prophecy. The
curse had been satisfied. The restless,
wandering, feathered spirit of a long-dead
Indian Chief would find peace at last...

STRANGE CREATURES FROM TIME AND SPACE

By John A, Keel - Fawcett Publications,
Inc., Greenwich, Connecticut - 1970 - 75¢.

John Keel has been around for some
time investigating what he terms the ug-
lies and the nasties - the whole panorama
of Fortean and psychic incomprehensibles.

We tend to lump Fortean happenings in-
to separate categories, Keel says, and
forget that these weird phenomena tend to
follow global patterns of a genersl na-
ture.

Ever since Charles Fort began to col-
lect news clippings around the turn of the
century on odd and mysterious creatures
and lights that appear everywhere, defi-
nite characteristics seem to have emerged.

Did you know that UFOs have been seen
in connection with "hairy, man-like apes"
sighted in wooded areas throughout the
world? And even the famous Abominable
Snowman seems to have been seen in the vi-
cinity of UFOs.

Did you know that
and other foul odors, electrical storms
shrill screems, green lights, ‘"hairy
things," swamp slobs and a host of other
weird apparitions have been noted time and
time again - often in the same place or at
the same time as a UFD sighting?

It would seem UFOs bring a host of all
kinds of Fortean phenomena in their wake,
which generally go unnoticed when people
are gazing skyward, because they're not
looking for such things.

The famous Condon UFO investigation
never found evidence of space ships from

sulphurous smells,

other worlds, because maybe UFO0s don't
come from space, but are psychic=-phyeical
manifestations of an ultra-dimensional
world around us, that "jump out" at us

through "window areess,”
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There are giants in the history of
mankind, giants seen ccming and going intc
UF0s., Silly little saucer men of all var-
ieties appearing with identical messages
- or no messages at all., And then there
are all those mysterious Men inBlack; sar-
donic fellows who turn up after sightings

of UFOs and "aerial creatures" and scare
the shagnasties out of people. Wearing
dark sunglasses, displaying lorg, slender

fingers, and an oriental look, they make
the espionage in a James Bond film look
tame.

I have noted Men in Black in other
areas as well. In Christianity, dark
clothed, sunglassed weirdos have been as=-
sociated with the devil. I recall a tale
of a priest who encountered just such a
character, while in Jeruselem. In poli-
tics, there have been those darkly clothed
FBI-types which, for example, kept showing
up in the aftermath of the Kennedy assas-
sination,

Keel says that UFOs, strange sea crea-
tures, flying "batmen," and a mysterious
"grinning man" seen popping up in the bed-
rooms since time immemorial (incubus?),
are only slight indications of the wide
reality of the phenomena. It is these
"patterns" that must be investigated to
get a clearer picture.

I can't help but think of St. Paul's
words in scripture about Satan "walking a-
bout as a roaring lion." What was old
Nick called in the Bible?

"Prince of the power of the air, of
this world.,"

Uglies, nasties and things that gqo
bump in the night! - Steve Erdmann

OUR HAUNTED PLANET

By John A., Keel -~ Fawcett Publications,
Inc., Greenwich, Connecticut - 1971 - 75g.

When I reviewed UFOs: OPERATION TRO-
JAN HORSE in our first issue, I criticized
Keel for bogging down the reader in a mass
of documentation. OUR HAUNTED PLANET has
just the opposite problem - it's fairly
easy reading, but by the time I finished
page 15 1 was wondering: WHO found bones
of prehistoric enimals with bullets in
them? Electric batteries have been found
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in WHAT ancient Egyptian tombs? WHERE are
the cave paintings depicting dinosaurs? I
mean, if I mention these things to my
friends and they start giving me funny
looks, I'd like to have a little informa-
tion to back me up! Probably the best
solution for a book like this would have
been to include numbered references at the
back. That way the information is avail-
able if you need it, and otherwise doesn't
get in the way of your reading.

OUR HAUNTED PLANET is a collection of
oddities, including evidence of past ad-
vanced civilizations (monuments, maps, and
mythology), flying saucers and their occu-
pants, black magic, disappearing people,
and mysterious radio voices. However,
Keel's book is remarkable not for the phen-
omena he records, but for the conclusions
he draws. History and Religion are seen
in a new light.

In Keel's theory, human beings are
pawns used by two supernatural forces, in
a battle they cannot fight directly. Dif=-
ferent races were created somewhat as dif-
ferent shapes and colors of chess pieces,
and racial antagonism is deliberately fos-
tered to keep the game going. But, though
humanity as a whole is controlled from
outside, there is some small consolation -
at least we as individuals are given the
right to choose which side will control
us!

Keel thinks the gypsies might be a
special race selected for the purpose of
communicating with the Forces.

Above any of the entities involved in
the battle, there is also the Universal
Mind, the Cosmic Consciousness, the Life
Force which is part of everything. And
there is a process of "Illumination,"
whereby some people have briefly merged
with the Universal Mind and were never
quite the same again.

A familiar enough concept, recognized
by all the religions, but how many people
take it seriously? What would you think
if it happened to your rich old Uncle Al-
bert? In the old days, Uncle might have
abandoned his worldly possessions and gone
forth to preach the gospel. Today his
heirs would most likely conspire to have
him committed to a mental institution,

Several seers have claimed the anti-
Christ was born in the Middle East in
1962, Which means? I quote Keel:
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",..We now seem to be in the final
stages of SOMETHING. - something of cosmic

proportions. In order to play out the
prophesied game, the wultraterrestrials
will need to create a new Hitler. The men

[What, only the MEN? - GS/ who will con-

front him and hopefully defeat him are
presently sitting on floors in Greenwich
Village, Paris, and Hong Kong, stoned on
pot and tripping out on LSD....

",..We have followed an insane course
for thousands of years. Once we took our
finest young men to the top of a pyramid
and cut out their hearts with pomp and
ceremony., Today we send them off to bat-
tlefields. Once they happily climbed the
pyramid under their own power. Now they
are rebelling. They are questioning the
system that wants their heart, The real
hope of mankind may be that the system -
will break down or be drastically altered
in the next few years before our unknown
Arab hears a voice in his head, dons a red
cape, and gallops into the United States
to free the Hopi Indians."

It all sounds very impressive. But do
these conclusions naturally follow from
the information available, or is Keel in-
terjecting his own ideas? (Let's keep in
mind that the first course wouldn't mean
the conclusions are right, and the second
course wouldn't mean they are wrong!)

OUR HAUNTED PLANET is well worth read-
ing. Just don't dismiss it without trial
or accept it as the Cosmic Truth without
doing a little more research on your own,

This long out of print
book appears in a new format to fill the
growing demand from those interested in
the basic theology of the 0ld Religion.

In 1921, anthropologist Margaret Mur-
ray published her WITCH CULT IN WESTERN
EURCPE, showing that Witchcraft was the
remnant of an o0ld pagan religion.

Lt. Philip Cestling rears his ugly
head again in your latest issue /Winter,
1971-72 - Editor/ when he resviews James W.
Moseley's book, THE WRIGHT FIELD STORY,
published by our Saucerian Books, Inc.

True, this book has its literary
faults; however we at Saucerian Books have
never tried to turn out literary master-
pieces, but to drop little gems of truth
here and there about the UF0 mystery.

bit around Mars on Novembser 13th. Scien-
tists had hoped to mep 70% of the red
planet's surface - but a persistent dust
storm prevented it.

Starting in September, the thick dust
cloud swirled with only slight 1lstup
through December. It wes all but impos-
sible to get good, clear photographs.

The only portion of Mars to remain
relatively free of dust was the south po-
lar cap. And sure enough, instruments a-
board Mariner 9 detected water vapor thers,
something previous Mariner probes couldn't
do.

But if Mariner failed to shed much nsw
light on the red planst, it did return the
first close-up photos of one of its mys-
tery moons - Phobos (see photo abovs).

The reader will see that Phobos is
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pock-marked, just like the Moon and Mars.
In fact, the photo is so unclear, it's
difficult to detect any difference at all
betwesn the three bodiss.

All scientists would say is that Pho-
bos is very old, and has considerable
structural strength. Whether it's artifi-
cial - eas some suggest - still isn't
known,

The Russian Mars 3 probe made a soft
landing on the planet. The Russian neus
agency, Tass, didn't give very much infor-
mation on the mission - the Russians are
still as secretive as sver. But enough
was said to indicate that it wasn't com-
pletely successful. .

Landing was made difficult by 200 mile
an hour winds, possibly the cause of that
dust storm.

The craft radioed information to the
Mars 3 mothership. In turn, the signals
were rslayed to Earth. What the Russians
learned from all this hasn't been fully
revealed yst.

SAUCER FLOP

For 8 while it seemed as if the sau-
cers would finally make it back on the
front pages of the nation's biggest news-
papers.

Alas, it was not to be.

With the first chill of fall, the sau-
cers went away - or perhaps the eyewit-
nesses preferred to seek the warmth and
comfort of their homes.

The British were bothered and bewil-
dered by a big blus blob of light. Hun-
dreds of people across that nation ob-
served the asrial apparition. Some saw it
hovering in the sky - others said it was
zipping along at a high rate of speed.
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Meteorologists had a big bag of convenient
explanations. It could have been a fluo-
rescent chemical cloud, or a cloud of va-
por reflecting sunlight. One saucer ex=-
pert felt these kinds of answers werea bit
"cloudy," commenting, "You would find no

cloud so widely reported and moving at
different speeds."

In the United States, the UFOs ap-
peared to concentrate on the midwest -

just as they did during the summer.

On October 6th, a half dozen folks saw
a procession of UFOs moving towards Chica=-
go. First one circular orange-red object
came into view, pacing a carload of wit-
nesses. A second object was first mistak-
en for a star, until it began to climb in
the sky. Topping it all off was a third
evening visitor that sped between cloud
layers, moving faster than the others.

On the previous night, saucers flew
all over the place in the skies above cen-
tral Illinois. Witnesses included state
troopers and other law enforcement offi-
cers. Most of the strange things were in
the form of colored lights. A state po=
lice cruiser followed a UF0 towards Jack-
sonville, Illinois,
itol airport in Springfield denied track-
ing any unusual objects.

A Detroit area disc jockey and his
girl friend described five objects flying
in formation, apparently across the face
of the moon. The two, who were riding in
_a car, stopped sanother car, and both
" groups watched the UFOs cast shadows on
the surface of the moon.

The saucers came east on November 8th.
Mrs., Harry M, Fries of East Berne, near
Albany, told reporters about an "inverted
bowl" with a dull finish. The low=flying
piece of tableware caused "all the dogs in
the neighborhood" to start barking and
howling. The UFO at one point was just S0
feet from her home, at the same level as
the roof of the garage. Another witness,
John A. Zakutny, said he spotted a "white
circle with a phosphorescent glow to it"
racing through the skies. Two sheriff's
deputies for Albany County saw "a bright
light," blue-white in color as they drove
to Mrs. Fries' home to investigate.

The strangest series of reports of all
came from an engineer in Chester County,
Pa. He told CAVEAT EMPTOR he had been
collecting UFO data for several years. 1In
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Officials at the Cap-

the late 1960's sightings fell off con-
siderably, and finally, in 1971, he wasn't
getting any reports at all for the general
area. Then around the summer, sightings
started to pick up again.
